Henley and N. Lingham.

WE are glad to receive the initial number' of
the Canadian Bee Journal, a weekly publiehed
by D. A. Jones & Co., at Beeton, Ont., devoted
to the interests of Canadian bee.keepers, who,
thanks to the intelligent efforts of Mr. Jones,
are growing in number, as we trust they will do
in wealth.

A coMPÂT is projected under the name of the
St. Lawrence Fishing Company, with a capital
of 840,000. The object is to carry on the flshery
business along the banks of the Gul and River
St. Lawrence, especially at the River Vachon.
The Count de Puyjalon is the principal pro.
mater.

TE checking of the luggage of transatlantio
passangers on the American principle was Intro-
duced, a few weeks ago by the London and
North-Western Railway Company, the luggage
of passengers by a ;White Star liner, for New
York, being checked at Euston Station and con-
veyed to the steamer at Liverpool.

Mar soft timbers, especially walnut, are
more destructive to the cutting edge of planes
than harder wood, such as oak. The reason has
been found to be the presence of extremely
minute crystals of silica in these soft woods.
These particles are of uniform size and evenly
distributed through the tissue of the wood.

JoHN BUsEm's horror of machinery has been
conquered. it seems, by the modern type-writer,
for, according to the Pall Mall Gazette, "Mr.
Ruskin read a series of extracts from Evelyn's
Dairy, written for him by hi god.daughter, with
a type-writer ; the only kind of a machine," he
said, "of which I do approve."

IT ie stated by the merican Machinist that
the Baldwin Locomotive Works is only working
half its ordinary force half time, and that but
three of the engineo on hand are for American rail-
roads. The foreign demand is, however, brisk,
numerous engines having been shipped to Brazil,
Peru, New Zealand, and New South Wales. A
geared engine is building for a mountain rail-
road in Peru. A model locomotive, train and
railroad have just been oompleted for the
Japanese Government.
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WE se ilt stated that the business men of
Windsor attribute the stagnation in trade at that
place to the prevalence of smuggling, and they
met lait week for the purpose of bringing the
matter before the ustome' officials.

It is proposed by the committee of the Corn
Exchange Association, in Montreal, to establish
a reading ro>m 52 feet long and 22 feet wide in

'àt Acton Vale, Quebec, has failed with liabilities
of about 81,200, assets estimated ait 500.-
Joseph Mase, a threshing mill manufacturer at

t., Lin, Quebec, ha. assigned to a Montreal
accountans.

A BETURN rec9ntly laid before the Legislative
Assembly of New South Wales gives the cost of
first-clas American saloon cars on the railways
in that colony as 05,070 each, and second-class
of the same pattern $8,900 each. These figures,
says the R. R. Gasette, probably include the
sost of shipment, landing charges and erection
in the colony.

TE Quebec Chronicle makes the announce-
ment that the old-established Quebec firm of
Méesers. Simone & Foulds strike out on a new
system and devoting their long experience te the
cash business entirely. Ready money, adds the
Chronicle, in these days of keen competition,
absolutely demanda goods ait low prices and the
benefit. are positively mutual.

Tan death i. announced of James Skelly,
Esqr., for a few years past the sole partner in
the wholesale grocery firm of Thos. Tiffin & Co.,
Montreal. Mr. Skelly had been connected in
business for many years with the late Mr. Tiffin,
and by his will, the latter left the bulk of his
large fortune to Mr. Skelly, who unfortunately
survived his benefactor but a short while.

Fon seven years past, the West of England
Bank, has been in the hande of liquidators.
The Glasgow Herald has authority for stating
that the mortgage of the Booker estate, which
has been the great cause of the delay, ha. ait
length been disposed of on satisfactory terme,
and those of the unfortunate shareholders who
survive may now hope to have returned to them
omething substantial out of the wreck.

Two of the most important accessories to a
well appointed private office are a writing deek
and a book case. We have seen the tastily-
printed circular issued by Mr. W. Stahlschmids,
of Preston, the well-known manufacturer of
offloe, church and school furniture. In it are
to be found illustrations of rotary, cylinder,
bankers' and library deaki. So varied and hand.
some are the designs as to make the matter of
*eleetion a rather difficult one.

IT has been decided by the Kentucky Court of
Appeals in the case of Sullivan et al. vs. Kay.
kendall, that where A, desiring to talk over the
telephone with B, asked the operator to call
hitm, and the operator thereupon had a conversa-
tion with B, reporting to A, who was standing
by, what B said as it came over the wire, in sub.
mquent action between A and B, the former
might prove by himself sud oshers what the

operator reported to him as coming from B, the
operator being called and not remembering the
conversation.

A DISTILLERbY has juat been put in operation
in Charleston, S. C., for the manufacture of oil
from pine wood. The material is subjected to
intense heat in sealed retorts, and one cord of
it is said to yield fifteen gallons of turpentine,
eighty gallons of pine wood oil, fifty bushels of
charcoal, 150 gallons of wood vinegar and a
quantity of inflammable gas and vegetable asphal-
tum. The oil alone is worth about twenty-five
cents a gallon, and is usel by painters and ship
builders.

CUsroUs detectives, are making things pretty
warm for infringers of the customs laws aecross
the Bay of Fundy, says the St. John Globe.
Messrs. Pickles & Mills, of Annapolis, a few days
ago paid 81,000 into the Dominion treasury for
procuring goode illegally; the schr. Portland,
owned by the same parties, also paid a fine of
$800. The schr. Levose which recently arrived
at Annapolis from Boston, has been seized for
smuggling. Several schooners at Bear River are
also held for explanation.

TE steamer Damara for the Halifax Steam-
ship company's line was launched from Govan
lately. She is an iron screw steamer of 1,779
tons gros and is classed A 1 ait Lloyds.
She has accommodation for thirty firt-clais
paseengers in a bridge house amidships, and can
also accomodate about fifty second-clas and
about one hundred and eighty third-clas pas-
engers in 'tween decks. She has seven water-
tight bulkheads, and the most recent appliances
of varions kinds, and after her trial trip, on
which she made 12 knots an hour, started for
Swansea.

TowAuDs the close of lait week, Mr. E. F.
Oates, who has for many years been book-keeper
to the well.known wholesale grocery house of
Messrs, erkins, Ince & Co., in this city, was
presented by the employes of that firm with a
handsomùe silver fruit service, suitably inscribed.
The gift was accompanied by a few well chosen
remarks, conveyed by Mr. R. W. Giuinlock, ex-
pressive of the esteem in which he is held by
hi. associates. Mr. Oates retires from the
counting room to engage in farming, and the
position vacated by him ha. been filled by the
promotion of Mr. S. St. A. Sewell.

THE Cumberland Coal and Iron Company, of
which Mr. R. G. Lmckie is managing director,
has some large contracta on hand. To the
Grand Trunk Company it will supply 60,000
tons this year. The B)yal Müil steamers are to
be furnished with 30,000 tons at Richelieu, Que.
A trade is also being worked up with the West
Iodies. This year a contract for several thous.
and tons, to supply a railroad in Cuba, will be
filled. The output of the Spring Hill mines
this year will be larger than evar and it is pro-
posed to add 200 extra hande to the present
working staff, which now numbers between 500
and 600.

TaE Norwich Bulletin is one of the funny
papers, and in matters of jokes, political· or
personal, is apt to b. reckless in its language.
But it has shown unusual caution in an answer
to a correspondent who wrote an enquiry which
had a direct b1iaring on the late hoursand dark
ways of respectable topers, thus :--A gentleman
signing himself "lPhilanthropist," writes to in-
quire "if the electrio light may not prove a
factor for reform. If the busixress streets were
üightly made as light as Franklin square, do you
think men who love to be respectable would
tumble into the street at a late hour to be taken
home by the police? I.n't this modern light an
antagonist to deeds of darkness sud shame ?"
The Bulletin's answer isl: We give il up. When

we do not know whether there is dynamite or
soothing syrup back of an inquiry, we make it a
rule to let it alone.

i. Mr. N. S. arland, of the Finance Depart-
ment, whose objeet it i to render the publica.
tion more complete with each successive year's
issue.

Mn, JoHN W. MàcxY, the California million-
aire, i. said tohave invested in telegraphsuand
cables during the lait eighteen months over
$10,000,000. Feeling the need of a trustworthy
practical man to look after his interests in this
new field of investment. he bas chosen Mr.
Albert B. Chandler, of New York, for years a
combètent telegraph man, prominently known
in connection with the American Union Com-
pany. Commenting on Mr. Mackay's course,
the N. Y. Tribune says :-" The position of this
prominent figure mn the electrical world is unique,
and hi. various developments therein are watch-
ed with the keenest interest. It is not recorded
in any history that any single individual has
ever before invested in so short a time an
amount of anoney ëd large in business of which
he can have ko littlér kuowledge. In Mr. Chand.
ler, ait last,'te ha got an honest and efficient
telegraph mi, with ample experience gained in
both the monopolistio and the competitive
achools. If hi. influence is allowed to prevail
he will either make a success for Mr. Mackay,
or extricate him from a venture the largest and
most hazardous that has probably ever been
made by a single individual."

TEE well-known company of Bolokow,
Vaughan & Co. (limited), held its annual meet-
ing last month, when the profits divisible for
the year 1884 were announced as £156,475, or
nearly 1780,000. The capital is nearly £4,000,-
000, invested in coal, iron, and salt mining, iron
amelting, and steel and iron manufacture. The
concernsle the largest in the trade, and its mana-
gement has a well earned reputation for enter-
prise and ability. A sum of £21,242 is required
for debenture interest ; the preference share
dividend absorba £22,923. A dividend on the
ordinary sharea at the rate of 2j per cent. is re-
commended, which requires £68.657. 0f 1the
balance, it is proposed to appropriate £40,245
to the reduction of capital account, lesaving a
balance of 8,978. The smallness of the divi-
dend, says the Iron Trades Journal, is ample
proof of the keen competition existing in the
trade. In the steel trade Bolckow, Vaughan &
Co. until recently, employed their works almost
exclusively in rail manufacture, but during the
past year they have gone extensive'y into the
plate trade, and the results of this departure will
be jadged by the current year'a trading.

THE TROUBLE IN THE NORTH-
WEST.

With respect to the present uprising in
the territories west of Manitoba, the great
extent of country over which trouble with
the half-breeds or Indians may occur, makes
it impossible to measure the extent of the
danger. In this state of uncertainty, loose
rein i given to the imagination ; and if men
be inclined to consult their fears they may
conjure up any amount of possible danger.
The difficulty i to know how many troops
to send. The presence of a large number
would have a tendency to circumscribe the
circle of the danger ; it might even happen
that peace would in this way be purchased
almost without striking a blow. But in that
event, there would be danger of adopting
the hasty and inaccurate conclusion that
there never was any real danger, and that
the demonstration of force was a waste of
resources.

There i very little doubt that Riel has
attempted combinations with the Indians,
with a view of bringing them to hie stan-
dard. Hie success Bo far, shows that the
Indians are. besitating, if they have not
already made up their minds to hold back.
The tribes will not rush into war without
counting the chances of successe; every cir-
cumstance within their knowledge bearing on
the situation will be carefully canvassed in
their councils. It is difficolt to believe that
they will not see that final success against
the whites would be impossible. The old
maen undetstand this, but the young braves
are more apt to be moved by their ardor for
war than by an intelligent view of the cir
cumstances. A demonstration of force, ac
Companied with unusual weapons, such as
field batteries and Gatling guns, will be very
likely to have a salutary effect on savages
Who may be halting over a choice of aides
At the same time it muet not be forgotten
that the temptation which the prospect of
Plunder offers to hungry men ise strong
The Indians have no complainte to make
about the good faith of the white men. W
have scrupulously kept our treaty engage
maents with them ; but we have not been
able to perform the miracle of trans
forming the nomad hunter into a
successful and contented farmer ini
day ; we h3ve net been able te preveni

the extinction of the buffalo, on which the1
Indiana largely depended for their food.
The Indian suffers from the transition from
one state of existence to another ; hie occu.
pation of hunter is to a large extent gone
before he can transform himaelf, if he ever
could, into a farmer. The absence of the
excitement incident to the hunter's and
warrior's life, he might learn to endure, if he
did not feel the pinch of hunger. The criais
je one which has core to aborigines in every
part of America, as the advancing white
man turned the hunting ground into green
fields and cattle pasture ; and with it trouble
has always come. We have at least made
an honest endeavor, in the North-West, to
teach the Indian the art of agriculture ; and
if we have not succeeded, where our pre-
decessors for three centuries had failed, the
fault je not ours. Perhaps we have not
done all we ought to have don@s; we cen
scarcely say that we have done our whole duty
when we have observed all our treaty en-
gagements to the letter; for the broad fact
remains that in some measure the extinc-
tion of the buffalo je due to the occupation
of the country by the white man. In the
absence of the white man, the buffalo would
probably in time have disappeared before
the rifle of the Indian, as the beaver was
practically exterminated nearly a century ago
by the introduction of the steel-trap. But the
appearance of settlers in the North-West
has accelerated the extinction of the buffalo.
In the absence of settlers, the process of de-
struction which, within the British North-
West, je practically complete, would have
been slower ; but it would have come a
little later, and if the Indians had been lef t
to themeelves with the rifle, they would
have been poorer than they are now with
their annuities. Their lot ie deplorable, and
it je a du'y of humanity to see whether
means cannot be found to improve it. This
insurrection will wake up the authorities
to, the necessity of doing whatever it may be
possible to do in this direction.

land. The other clais of half-breeds, those
who were in the Sackatchewan valley before
1879, and who have received no legal allot-
ment of the land, may fairly claim, man for
man, as much as was given to their brethren
in Manitoba. This claim, we presume, the
government would at no time have thought
of refusing. But the so-called Bill of
Rights put forth by Riel contains
a demand of grants for nuns and
others which it is quite impossible to
admit. The press owes a duty to the country
not to encourage the revolt by general state-
mente, which could only be made for party
purposes, that all the alleged grievances of
the half-breeds are real. They are in fact
very far from being all genuine grievances,
the redress of which is a public duty.

It is difficult to see any greund for an
honest difference of opinion about the route
by which the troopse should be sent. When
we had a route of our own, though not pas-
sible without some difficulty, it seems to un
it was our plain duty to use it. We had
no right to embarrais the Washington
Government by asking from it a favor, the
granting of which might have been objected
to by a part of the population. The right of
way for troops through a foreign country
does not exist ; and no country is under any
obligation to grant to another such a favor.
The Washington Government would have
been at liberty to refuse, and if it had done
se, possibly some delay in despatching troops
by our own rdute would have been occasioned
and if the request had been granted, the
complaisance of the American Government
might have been misconstrued to its disad-
vantage, by party politicians and a discus-
sion evolved in which something night have
been said from which the Fenians would
have tried to extract some drops of comfort.

In a debate brought on by Mr Mille, in
the House of Commons, recently, the nature
of the right of the Indians in the lande in
British Columbia was not clearly or correctly
stated by any of the speakers. Mr. Shakes-
pear, who was the last to speak, said "the
Indian right to Crown lands has never been
recognized." Mr. Mille, speaking of the
action of Sir James Douglas, when governor
of the province, said: "He did not take
possession of the lande belonging to the
Indiana without firat extinguishing what is
called the Indian title ; not that the gov-
ernment maintained that the lande actually
belonged to the Indiana, for it would seem
that the government there had admitted
what was recognized elsaewhere to the
territory of which the government had
acquired the sovereignty, was vested
in the Crown ; but as a matter of pub-
lic policy, and with a view of conciliating
the Indian population, and reconciling them
to the occupation of the country by the
white population for the purposes of its
colonization and settlement, they admitted
that the Indians had some interest in the
lande of the country, and they did not un-

dertake to sell out any portion of these
lands, whether upon the mainland or upon
the. sound, for the purpose cf colonization
and settlement, withiout first having ex-

NEWFOUNDLAND RETALIATING.

- and the Mississipp River and their Western con-
nections held a meeting to-day to devise means
to arreat the demoralization of east-bound
freight rates. All the roade were fully repre-
sented. A committee of seventeen persons
was appointed to prepare a plan of action.
"The committee of seventeen adopted a
series of resolutions declaring their opinion
that arrangements should be made for a division
of the trafflo from and pasing through the terri.
tory west of the termini of the eastern trunk
lines, north of the Ohio River and eaat of a line
drawn from Milwaukee through] Joliet, Seneca,
Streator, Peoria, and the Illinois and Mississip.
pi rivers to St. Louis. The managers are re-
quested to continue and remodel the varions
arrangements for a division of traffie. The com-
mittee also adopted a resolution that freight
rates be restored on April 6 to a basis of 20cents
on flour and grain from Chicago to New York.
"The report of the committee was adopted'by
the general meeting. The officers of the roade
west from Chicago took no active part in the
proceedings, but announced their readiness to
co-operate with the trunk lines in maintaining
east.bound rates."

of their agreement. The usual criterion by
which a partnership is held to exist is, that there
la a common profit which each partner shares as
a partner. It not infrequently happens that
one partner's experience, &c., or business
knowledge ie the only investment which he is
required to make. Sometimes one or more of
the partners receive a regular salary, in addition1
to their proportionate share of the profits, for1
taking charge of the booke or some other speciali
duty.1

The contract may be entered into either by
word of mouth or by writing. It is better in
writing, and in drawing up the articles, you
should consider carefully every one of them and
get the benefit of the advice of some practical1
person as to what is the exact meaning of each.i
The contract should specify the amount of each
partner's investment, the period for which the
partnership shall continue, the duties of the re.
spective partners to the business, the amounti
each partner shall be allowed to withdraw, the1
proportion of profit and lois each shall receive9
or bear, and uch other particulars as may be
deemed expedient.1

There are many special difficulties to care for,
such as contracting partnerships with minors,
with whom no binding contract can be made.
There is ne snhj eet iu which more mimnpneson-
talion is nmade than that of capital. With many
it is a matter of self-deception. They look for-
ward to entering business on their own account
and fix a certain sum as necessary ; but the de-
sire to begin is stronger than the desire to begin
properly. He borrows funds from his friends
or relatives and enters business. He represents
hia capital as so much. But borrowed money iu
not capital;; to be capital it muet be your own
sud aubjeet te ne debt wiatever. If yen begin
without adequate capital yeu have hung a mill-
stone about your neck for the rest of your life.

Another rock from which to eteer clear is that
of giving up good situations before definite
arrangements have been made in reference to
the co-partnership. Instances are innumerable
in which young men occupying positions of trust
have been induced to remain with their em-
ployers instead of entering the contemplated
partnership. The other party may thus be
thrown out of a good situation, and ail his calcu-
lations "knocked endways."

Let us now examine a few points under the
second heading of our subject. If you have got
safely through all the difficulties already
mentioned and have arranged what seemi
to be a well-balanced and well-conceived
partnership, yon ahould exercise for-
bearance, consideration, and accommodation.
Everything can be done by the mutual consider-
ation of the partners for each other. Try to
study your partner's whims and peculiarities,
and he will almost certainly do likewise; you
will then have the satisfaetory blendiug of the
labor and enterprise of both with equally satis-
factory results. But if yon are disposed to be
fault.finding and critical, you cau expect nothing
Jess from your partner, and the partnership u.
tead of being a happy one will become unbear-

able and the sooner it is dissolved the better. I
might say that the ladies play an important part
in the maintenance of harmony u ithe partner-
ship. Their little jealousies have often been the
cause of great difficulties in firme well balanced
lu other respects. Consider yourselves exceed-
ingly fortunate if, in addition to the requisite
desiderata u ithe partners themselves, aff airs
between your sleeping partners are equally well-
balanced.

Very briefly on the third part of our subject.
In closiug a co-partnership endeavor to do so
amicably and in such a way as to retain the
friendship and esteem of your former partner.
Avoid by all means having the partnership
thrown into Chancery. where the savinga of years
would be quickly swallowed up in law costs.

In conclusion let me alvise you, with all your
efforts to attain the goal of your ambition, I
have assumed you have set up as your ideal a
worthy object to attin in life ; do not seek to
attain it with undue haste. Allow recreation
and culture to give true zest to your lite. These,
with the esteem and friendsnip of those about
you, will minister more to your happiness than
wealth.

THE COAL TRADE.

Gradually the several ports and places are
opening up to trade, and there are price lists
now being issued, so that one may say the
Anthracite ceal business has entered upon the
season of 1885. It should be a good one
with any decently honnet management, for their
was never a better foundation upon which to
ground the business structure. The coal has an
intrinsie value, it is wanted in certain quantity,
and adequate return should be forthcoming.
The prices made for tidewater delivery are fully
given space to in another oolumu; as a rule
four dollars for stone size i the quotationand'it
seeme to us a low one, and the steam sizes, as
they are called, are kept at a low range in order
not to give the trade up entirely to soft coal.
Vessel owners are trying for a seventy-five cent
rate from Buffalo to Chicago, while shippers are
working for sixty cents. It is apparent that
stocks all round are very light, for we hear of
boatu loading here for Canadas,and at Buffalo for
Chicago, to get out on their trips as early as pos-
sible. The Hudson river is now open, and con.
siderable trade will be doue along this route.
The stocke in first hande were never so low as
at present, and even the retail dealers are seeing
the boardu cf thoir yards.

Wth the opening of rivers and canals there
is a spring to even the soft coal trade. Balti-
more is now doing a large shipping trade, and
we notice that freights are rulng very low. The
Meature cf the seahoard trade te note this week iu
the closing of the contract for supply coal to the
N.Y.C. & H.R. railroad ; it runs over a hundred
thousand tonus. We are informed officially that
the company decides te take ne coal by water
this season; this places the contract withthe
Clearfield Bituminous Coal Co., and it i just uo
muchI los to what i called the Cumberland in-
terest. The strike along the Mononghahela ie
endod, at threo cents per bushel for digging;
the operators give lntbecause they find stocks
depleted, due to a month's idleness, and the fact
that many large contract must be filled, and to
do this the men mut be put to work. The rise
in the rivera taking off the stock loaded, and
giving the chance for bringing up the empties
has been a potent factor in this result, which
may not be long lived for many good and auffi-
cient reasons.-Coal Trade Journel.

IMPOlTS OF DRY GOODS.

The return of dry goods imports at the port
of New York in the month of March (or for the
four weekî ending Thursday, the 26th ult.,)
show, says the Bulletin, a continuation of the
largely decreased movement which has been in
progresos ince the beginning of the year. The
total entries a the port were 88,681,141 against
011,819,428 in the corresponding month of lait
year, being a decrease of about 33J per cent. A
comparison of the figures in the appended table
shows that the shrinkage extends to every class
of importe. There was a falling off of SSJ per
cent. in ilks, 83 pir cent. in woollen goods,
over 30 per cent. in cottons, 12j per cent. in
linens, and 14J pir cent. in miscellaneous dry
goode.

The importations since the beginning of the
current year have amounted to 827,867,720.
compared with 836,815,942 for the same period
of the previous year ; being a falling off of more
than 80 per cent., distributed over the various
classes of textile manufactures as follows:-48
per cent. in silk goods, 32 per cent. in woollens,
27 per cent. in cottons, 16J per cent. in linens,
and nearly nine ner cent. in miscellaneous dry
goods. The amount thrown on the market,
which last year wai about equal to that entered
ait the port, exceeds it this year by 81,828,861;
cottons, silks and linens exhibiting a larger
movement from than into bond-another indica-
tion of the conservative manner in which the
trade in foreign dry goods is being conducted by
importers. The following are the details of the
three months' import, compared with those for
the corresponding periods of the previous two

MONTREAL MARKETS.

MoiNTw»à, April 8th, 1885.

Between two bank holidays since last writing,
and the storm of Thursday, Friday and Satur-
day last, which was the heaviest of the whole
winter, wholesale trade has been quiet in almost
every line. A heavy thaw is now in progress,
which, following the very heavy snow fall,
makes travel in the interior exceedingly difficult.
and floode are feared in various sections. Col-
lections are in no way improved, indeed some
report them rather worse. Considering the un-
iatisfactory state of affaire in this respect, it is a
matter of some wonderment that there should be
hardly any failure reported, Mercantile Agency
sheets being almoist bare of this class of items.
The Stock Exchange adjourned from Thursday
last till Tuesday, anà transactions have been few
of late, the market being dull and weaker. Rates
for money are unchanged at 4 to 4j on call, dis-
count rate 7 per cent.

AsREs.-Receipts still continue very moder-
ate, and no improvement is probable until the
advent of open water. Shipping too is dull,
only 344' brls. of pots having gone out of store
since January lit, and 19 brIs. pearle; most of
latter for local consumption. No. 1 pots sell at
$4.05 to 1.10; seconds are hardly ever heard
of now, and pearle are also neglected.

CIMENTs, FIBEOCLY, &c.-We quote Portland
cement 13.25 ; Roman 82.75 ; Canadian &1.75.
Fireclay 82 per bag; firebricks $25 p.er thou-
sand.

DRy GooDs.-From information gleaned in
several different quarters we are led to believe
that the proportion of 4th April paper paid, did
not average more than 50 per cent. all round
and some houses state that they had applications
for renewals from customers who never asked
for such favors before. At the moment of writ-
ing there is no improvement to be noted in re-
mittances. Trade continues uneatisfactorily
dull, the three days, enow storm of the end of
last week, having again fiattened out business,
which, earlier in the week had shown some signs
of picking up. Matters in city and country are
equally bad as regards retail sales, as locomotion
in the country is almost an impossibility, and in
town no lady ventures out iuto the slush who
can possibly stay at home. Cottons continue
pretty firm, also winceys at lately reported ad-
vance. There seeme a goneral disposition to
delay the outgoing of travellers for sorting trip
until the weather becomes more settled, A good
many buyers have left for Europe, and more will
follow next week.

DBuGs AND CHECAisCL.-There is a fair busi-
neos doing in a general way, and some houses
that have been favored with heavy orders from
Government for medical outfits for the North-
West have been kept very busy preparing same.
Quinine is again a little easier ; the iodides and
oil of pepperment are firm at late advance ;
strychnine maintained at $1.75 per oz.
Heavy chemicals and other lines as
before.

FUns.-Very few furs are cffering, and dealers
are afraid to touch the few that do arrive, be-
cause of the weak, unsettled state of the market,
owing to the war aspect in Europe, and the low
prices realized at late sales in London. Prices
at the moment are purely nominal. In foreign
furs Persian lambskins are high, and best
quality sealskins are held at good figures.
We reduce quotations in several lines and quote;
Beaver, fall 2; do winter, 12.50 ; spring Beaver,
13; Bear, $7.00 to 110.00; do., cub, $4.00 to 86.00;
Fisher, 13.00 to $5 00 ; Red Fox, 76e. ta 90e.;
Cross do., 82.00 to 13.00; Marten, 60 to 80a.;
Lynx. $1.75 to 12.75; Mink, average 35o. :
fall muskrat 5.; winter Muskrat, 8c.; spring,
muskrat will be about 12e.; Otter, 15.00 ta
17.50, Raccoon, 50c. average; Skunk, 15 to
500.

GBocERixs.-The movement in this line is
rather slack just now, and country orders, as
might be expected, are not very numerous, tra%el
being almost an impossibility in some sections
of the interior after the three day. storm of
Thursday, Friday and Saturday last. We hear,
too, of more people seeking indulgences in
the way of renewals, though in this respect there
is not so much ground for complaint as
in some other lines. Sugars are easier,
refluers' prices for granulated is 61e.,
though 64e. would likely bring a round
lot; yellows are proportionately low. We do
not hear of any grocery raws in the market.
Molasses is off a little, as according to present cal-
culations, new crop Barbadees can be laid down
at something under 30 cents. In teas there is
not much new, there is no slackening
either in demand or prices of Japans.
The reported settlement of the Franco-
Chinese troubles may tend to quiet the
market for China teas. There are a good many
western enquiries for low grade Young Hysons.
In dried fruits there is little doing; Valencias of
fair quality are worth about 64e., low grade cur-
rants 4e., good 5jo. upwards ; evaporated apples
74e. Tobacco and spices unchanged. Rice re-
ported higher in England, but the mill here has
not advanced quotations as yet. There is
rather more enquiry for canned goods ; tomatoes
and vegetables at unchanged figures; sardines
11J to 1l¾e.; canned salmon 11.35 to 11.50 as
to brand, lobsters as last quoted.

METALs AND HARiwAR.-There is little or
nothing of an improvement to be noted in those
lines. The Nor.West troubles have doubtless
affected the demand for iron and metala. and
enquiry at the moment from ail sections is light.
Local priets are nos changed in any particular.
At home warrants are up a little and quoted at
44d., but no change is to be noted in prices of
makers brande, nor is there any further advance
in freights. Tin plates as before ; Canada
plates are beginning to be enquired about, but
nn nrdnra af any accaunt have yet been plaeed.
Bar iron is unchanged for present delivery, but
will, to aIl appearances, be lower, as sales of car
lots for delivery after openingof navigation are
reported at 81.60. Tinis cabled slightly higher,
and is advanced j in New York, but local prices
are unchanged as yet.
