ut is lis Excellency the Governor General's pleasure that they attend hirn
immediately in the Senate Chamber.

Who being corne, with their Speaker,

luis Excellency the Governor General was pleased to open the Session by a
Gracious Speech to both Houses, as follows:-

Honourable Members of the Sena te:
Members of the House of Commons:

I welcome you to your duties at this season for my Ministers deemn it
expedient that you should consider, without delay, the Agreements made at the
Imperial Economic Conference recently held in this City of Ottawa, between
Canada and the other countries of the Empire. My Government are of opinion
that these Agreements provide the means by which will be developed an enduring
and mutually beneficial scherne of dloser Empire Economic association, and tlhat
their early approval is advisable in the national interest.

The Report of the Royal Commission on Railways and Transportation will
be laid before Parliament. In view of the conclusions and recommendations
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contained in that Report your attention will be invited, at the earliest possible
date, to a Bill designed to ensure more effective and economical operation of
Canadian railways upon the basis of fair competition; secured in such manner
as will avoid extravagant and harmful duplication of services.

Since the last session of Parliament, my Ministers have entered into a Treaty
with the Government of the United States of America for the completion of
the St. Lawrence Waterway. Upon its ratification by the duly constituted
authority of the United States, this Treaty will be submitted to you for approval.

A Committee has been appointed by Order in Council to inquire into the
operation of the Pensions Act so that my Ministers may have before them all
information necessary to determine whether further action may be required to
discharge the country's obligation to those who served'in the Great War.

The problem of unemployment continues to receive the anxious attention
of my Ministers. Under the powers granted them at the last session of Parlia-
ment, they have been able to develop further, in co-operation with the Provinces
and Municipalities, a scheme of direct relief to be put into operation during the
autumn and winter months to the extent required by prevailing conditions. Plans
for the re-establishment of the unemploved in various parts of the country aremn preparation and will become operative as soon as, in the opinion of my Min-
isters, the publie expenditure incident thereto will be productive of commen-
surate benefits.

It is a matter of gratification to us all that in those large areas of the west,where, during recent successive years, crop failure was followed by widespread
distress, this season's bountiful harvest forecasts greatly improved conditions
and makes possible a corresponding reduction of relief measures.

In accordance with the provisions of the British North America Act, youwill be invited to consider a Bill for the redistribution of representation of theProvinces in the House of Commons.
There will also be brought before you for consideration other measures

which my Minsters deem to be in the public interest.
You will be invited to extend Canadian Bank Charters for one year in orderthat Parhiament may be informed of the results of the proposed World Economicand Financial Conference, to be called to consider financial, economie andmonetary problems, before undertaking the decennial revision of the Bank Act.
When you have considered the matters requiring your immediate attention,

it is proposed that Parliament shall adjourn, until early in the new year, thento proceed with the ordinary business of the session.

Members of the House of Commons:

The public accounts for the last fiscal year and the estimates for the comingyear will be submitted after Parliament has reassembled. These estimates will
reflect the continuance of the policy of my Ministers to exercise every economy,
compatible with the proper administration of the state, until morç favourable
economic conditions shall have materially augmented the current national
revenues.

Honourable Members of the Senate:

Members of the House of Commons:

While the economic situation still weighs heavily upon all classes of the
community, there are at last definite signs that the acuteness of the depression
is passing. I rejoice that the wisdom of your steadfast policy of retrenchment
and constructive development, which has ameliorated the hardships of Canadians
and maintained the enviable financial position of this country, is still more fully
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manifest with approaching prosperitv. The strength of our financial structure,
the resouroefulness of agriculture, and the integrity of industry have enabled us
to take quick and profitable advantage of improved conditions. The ratification
of Empire trade agreements and your approval of the proposed economies and
reforms in railway transportation are means by which Canada's favoured posi-
tion will be more fully secured among the nations of the world.

The unity, fortitude and capacity of the Canadian people, without which
all your labours would have been in vain, shall be now the foundation upon
which, with co-operation and faith, we will build a Canada greater than we have
yet known. I pray that Divine Providence may guide you in your exalted task.

The undersigned records with regret the passing of Mr. J. de L. Taché.
Mr. Taché, whose health had been far from satisfactory for some time, died on
the 21st of March last. Born in St. Hyacinthe, Quebec, he lived there and in
Quebec City until removing to Ottawa after accepting the position of King's
Printer. Twelve years ago he was appointed one of the Joint Librarians of
Parliament. A great lover of Canada, he devoted special attention to the collec-
tion of literary material relating to the early history of the country. Kindly
and courteous, he will be long remembered by the staff of the Parliamentary
Library.
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Reference was made in the last Report to the transfer of a large number
of books to the room in the West Block kind1y pravided by theDepartment of
Public Works. The undersigned has the honour to point out that the room in
question has now been filled and houses some thirty-five thousand volumes of
Sessional Papers, Hansard, and so on, thereby greatly relieving the congestion
in the Library proper.

The Library shared in the general reduction made in the departmental
appropriations last Session. The Parliamentary section bas, however, been kept
supplied with the new books rellating to the special needs of Parliament, but
necessarily, there lias had Lo be curtailment in the purchases of general litera-
turc.

The iRight Honourable Senator Graham, from the Standing Committee on
Railways, Telegraphs and Harbnirs, to wbnni was referred thie Bill (A), intituled:
"An Act respecting the Canadian National Railways and to provide for co-
operation with the Canadian Pacifie Railway System, and for other purposes,"
reported that they bad gone throtigh the said Bill, and had directed bim to
report the same to the Senate with several amendments, which he was ready
to subniit wbenever the Senate would be pleased to receive the same.

The said amcndments were then read by the Clerk, as follows:-

1. Page 1, line 9. Insert the following as new clauses 2 and 3:-
2. The provisions of this Act shaîl bind lis Majesty and shall prevail

ovcr ail inconsistent provisions of ail other Acts, but so that,-
(a) tbat part of section one hundred and seventy-nine of the Railway Act

w-bicb relates to compensation of employccs for financial loss caused
to thcm by removal, closing or al)andonment of any railw'ay station
or divisional point:

(b ) the provisions of the Maritime Freight Rates Act; and
(c) the provisions of any statute of Canada -which confirmn any contract

or enact or provide for any specifie or special freiglit rate, toil or
tariff or for the asccrtainment of any one freîgbt rate, toîl or tariff
by reference to any other and the making of deductions or allowances,

shah 1 not be deemed to bc inconsistent with the provisions of this Act or to be
in anv manner affected thercby.

3. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires.-
(a) " Chief Cornmissioner of tbe Board of Railway Commissioners for

Canada " and " Chief Commissioner " mean tbe actual Chief Com-
missioner of that Board for the time being and include thc President
of the Exehequer Court of Canada if and when it is made to appear
to such President that such Chief Commissioner is temporarily unable
to perform bis duties under Part III of tbis Act.

(b) " dispute " as appearing in Part 111 of this Act means any failure
of the National Company and the Pacifie Company, as respectively
defined by this Act, tuo agree concerning any matter upon which by
Part II of this Act they are authorized to agree, and includes their
f ailure to agree concerning any measure, plan or arrangement proposed
or any matter of detail arising out of or ancillary to any measure,
plan or arrangement settled upon or made, wliether or not pursuant
to an order of an Arbitral Tribunal, wrhich is authorized by Part II
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of this Act, and any difference between them which relates to the
conditions, interpretation or enforcement of ýany agreement made be-
tween them under authority of Part II of this Act or to, any order of
an Arbitral Tribunal.

(c) " National Act " means the Canadian National Railways Act, chapter
one hundred and seventy-tw o, Revised Statutcs of Canada, 1927, and
amendmcnts thereto.

(d) " National Company " means the Canadian National Railway Com-
pany.

(e) " National Railways " means and includes-
(i) the National Company;
(ii) alI other companies, whether or not railway companies and whether

or not engaged in or empowered to, engage in transportation of
passengers or freiglit, which are comprised in the Canadian
National Railways as dcfined in the National Act or are elements
of the transportation and communication system of the National
Company, w liiel system shaîl be dcemed to embrace the Cana-
dian Northern Railway system;

(iii) the National Company in its eapacity as manager or operator of-
(a) any rnilways, ine]uding Canadian Government railways, or
(b) any other land, air or water transportation facilities,

which have been lw order in council or otherwise entrusted or com-
mittcd to the National Company for management or operation, and
(iv) the undertakings of sucli National Company and of such other

companies and the wrorks of sucli railways and of sueh land, air
or water transportation facilities soecntrusted or committed.

(f Pacifie Company " means the Canadian Pacifie Railway Company.
(g) "Pacifie Railways " means and includes-

(i) the Pacific Company;
(ii) all other companies, whether or not railwxay companies and whether

or not engaged in or empowered to engage in transportation of
passengers or freight, which are elements of the transportation
and communieation system of the Pacifie Company;

(iii) the Pacifie Company in its capacity as manager or operator of-
(a) any railwavs, or
(b) any other land, air or water transportation facilities, and

(iv) the undertakings of sucli Pacifie Company and other companies
and the works of sueh railw'ays and of such land, air or water
transportation facilities,

but it does not include either dircctly or as an element of such system
or as within an undertaking or otherwise, and this paragraph does not
extend to, any manufacturing, mining, land or ocean marine service
company or die works, services or facilities of such a company.

(h) "Tribunal" means an arbitral tribunal constitutedpursuant to Part
III of this Act.

(i) " Trustees " means the Trustees appointed under Part I of this Act
and includes their successors.

(j "Undertaking " means the objeets, powers, rights, privileges, interests,
works, property, facilities and services of a company, and includes
any right to control, operate or manage any other company or any
works, property, facility or service of that company and the like right
with relation to works, property, facilities or services which are other
than those of another company, whether sncb right to control, operate
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or manage exists by virtue of statute, order in couneil, letters patent,
ownership, part ownership, cdntract, lease, partnership, appointment
for the purpose, working alliance, control of shares of stock, voting
trust, right to nominate or appoint officers, managers or directors,
trusteeship, agency or otherwise.

2. Pages 1 to 4, both inclusive. For Part I of the Bill, clauses 2 to 14,
both inclusive, substitute the following:-

PART I
NATIONAL RAILWAYS

4. The Governor in Council may vacate all nominations heretofore made
to the Board of Directors of the National Company pursuant to section three
of the National Act, and may appoint in the place and stead of and in suc-
cession to the incorporators of that Company three Trustees, whose powers,
rights, privileges, immunities, duties, responsibilities and restrictions shall be
as in and by this Act provided.

(2) One of such Trustees shall be their Chairman. He shall devote his
whole time to performance of the duties of his office and shall not be an officer
of any company other than the National Company or a company within its
undertaking.

5. The Trustees shall be paid by the National Company such salaries as
may from time to time be fixed by the Governor in Council, and if any Trustee
is in receipt of a pension from any railway company he shall not be entitled to
receive or to be paid such pension during his term of office.

(2) Each Trustee shall be paid but one salary, and saving and excepting
that and his right to prepayment or repayment of his proper expenditures made
while engaged in and upon the affairs of National Railways, he shall not be
entitled upon any ground to any recompense or emolument.

6. The Governor in Council may from time to time appoint or reappoint
a Trustee to fill any vacancy among the Trustees from any cause occurring.
The appointee shall be selected from a panel of eight names to be provided by a
nominating board composed of the President of the Exchequer Court of Canada,
the Chief Commissioner of the Board of Railway Commissioners for Canada and
the existing or remaining Trustees. Such board shall be convened by the Chair-
man of the Trustees. In the case of an imminent vacancy the board may con-
vene and act in anticipation thereof. If no such panel is so provided within ten
days after the occurrence of a vacancy the Governor in Council may appoint
as he may be advised.

(2) The Chairman of the Trustees shall be appointed as such for a term
of seven years from appointment and each of the other original Trustees for
such term of less than seven years and different duration from that of his
co-trustee as the Governor in Council when appointing shall specify.

(3) Appointments to fill casual vacancies among the Trustees shall be for
the unexpired portion of the vacating Trustee's term.

(4) Appointments to fill vacancies occurring by efflux of time shall be for
terms to expire seven years after the occurrence of the vacancy.

(5) Every Trustee whose term has expired shall continue to act as such
until his successor is appointed.

(6) Upon the occurrence of a vacancy the two remaining Trustees shall and
may during its continuance act as and be deemed to be for all the purposes
of this Act the Trustees. If the vacancy shall be in the office of Chairman
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then during its continuance that one of the two remaining Trustees who has
longest served as a Trustee, or if both remaining Trustees have served for the
same period of time that one of them whose then current term of office will last
expire, shall and may act as, be known as, and for all the purposes of this Act
be deemed to be, the Chairman of the Trustees.

(7) Whenever upon application of any Trustee or Trustees and reasonable
notice in writing to the Attorney-General of Canada it shall be made to appear
to the President of the Exchequer Court of Canada-

(a) by a Trustee applving, that by reason of his imminent absence out of
Canada, or

(b) by any two Trustees, that by reason of absence out of Canada or other
cause of incapacity-

a Trustee is to be or is temporarily unable to perform the dutics of his office
and, in either case, that for the operation of the provisions of this Act while
such incapacity shall continue it is necessary that the office of the Trustee shall
be assumed to be vacant, such President may by order or decree of his court
declare that pursuant to this subsection of this Act the office of such Trustee
shall for all the purposes of this Act except those of sections five and six which
relate to payment of salaries and appointments to vacancies, be assumed to
stand vacant until the further order or decree of such President or the occurrence
of an actual vacancy in the office of the Trustee concerned.

(8) Such order or decree shall have effect according to its terms. It may
be vacated by such President at any time upon application of the Trustee con-
cerned, his co-Trustees or the Attorney-General of Canada, and upon such prior
notice in writing, if any, to such persons, if any, as such President may approve
or direct.

7. No trustee shall be removed from office, nor suffer any reduction in
salary, during the term for which he is appointed, unless for assigned cause and
on address of the Senate and House of Commons of Canada.

8. The works of every incorporated company in Canada which is com-
prised in National Railways but has not been incorporated by or under the
law of Canada are hereby declared to be works for the general advantage of
Canada, and every such company is, by force of this Act and without more,
re-ncorporated in its present name, with its present undertaking and in suc-
cession and continuity as respects all its affairs, by, under and subject to the
provisions of this Act.

9. When the Governor in Council shall proclaim in the Canada Gazette that
lie has vacated all nominations to the Board of Directors of the National Com-
pany and has appointed Trustees as by section four of this Act provided the
said Board shall cease to exist and, by force of this Act and without more, the
direction and control of the National Company and its undertaking shall be
vested, subject to the provisions of this Act, in the Trustees.

(2) The Trustees shall and may thereafter, subject to the provisions of
this Act, have and exercise all the powers, rights, privileges and immunities, and
perform and be subject to all the duties, responsibilities and restrictions, which
now appertain to the Board of Directors of the National Company.

(3) At the same time, by the same force and without more, the Trustees
shall become and be Trustees in the place and stead of and in succession to
every Board of Directors of every other company in Canada which is comprised
in National Railways and they may and shall, thereafter, subject to the provisions
of this Act, have and exercise with relation to such other companies, respectively,
the like powers, rights, privileges and immunities, and perform and be subject
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to the like duties, responsibilities, and restrictions as those already in this section
provided for with relation to the National Company: Provided that in any case
where the ownership, interest or right to operate or control of the National
Company or of any element of which National Railways as defined by this Act is
composed is, as respects any of such companies in Canada, partial only, because
whereof after the passing of this Act part of the Board of Directors of such
company will be or continue to be appointable otherwise than by the Trustees,
they shall at the same time, by the same force and without more become and
be directors in the place and stead of that part of such Board of Directors of
such company which before the passing of this Act was appointable by or for
the National Company or by or for any element of which National Railways is
composed; and if the number of directors appointable by them be more than
three the Trustees may appoint such additional directors of such company in
Canada as may be authorized and necessary and may remove and replace them
at any time without notice and without assigning cause.

(4) The National Act and all statutes, charters, letters patent and orders
in council of Canada which relate to any of such companies in Canada shall,
in so far as they may be inconsistent with the provisions of this section, be
read in the light hereof and be construed so as to conform herewith.

(5) Subject to the terms of this Act, and until otherwise provided or
directed under its authority, every operation and service of National Railways
shall continue and be continued by all persons now concerned therewith as if
this Act had not been passed.

(6) No order, regulation, by-law, act, decision or proceeding of the Trustees
shall require the approval of His Majesty or that of any other sharcholder of
any company to which this section applies.

10. The Trustees shall appoint, on terms to be fixed by them, and with the
titular rank of President, a person other than one of themselves to execute and
perform, under and in consultation with them, the powers, authorities and
duties of chief operating officer of National Railways, as such powers, authorities
and duties shall be from time to time defined by by-law or resolution of the
Trustees and committed for execution and performance. The President shall
report and be responsible to the Trustees and to them alone.

(2) Until the Trustees shall have appointed, defined and committed as
in this section provided the person who is now charged, whether or not ex-
clusively, with the powers, authorities and duties of chief operating officer of
the National Company and its indertaking shall and may continue to execute
and perform such powers, authorities and duties on behalf of National Railways
as if they had been committed to him for execution and performance under
this Act.

11. Meetings of the Trustees may be held at such times and places as their
Chairman may from time to time determine.

(2) The Trustees may decide or act at meetings only by unanimous vote
or by majority which includes the Chairman. They or a majority so formed
may without meeting decide or act by way of minute or concurrence written
and signed by them or by such majority. When by reason of any vacancy
among them (actual or assumed), there are only two Trustees, their decision,
vote, minute or concurrence shall, for the purposes of this section, be deemed
to be the unanimous decision, vote, minute or concurrence of the Trustees, and
if the two divide in opinion the decision, vote or minute of the Chairman shall,
for the same purposes, be deemed to be that of a majority of the Trustees.
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12. The annual budget of National Railways shall be under the control of
the Trustees. Amounts required for incomne, deficits, for interest on obligations
outstanding in the hands of the public, for capital expenditures and for rcfund-
ing or retirement of rnaturing securities shall be submitted by the Trustees to
the Minister of Finance for the consideration of the Governor in Council prier
to presentation to Parliament. Income deficits shall not be funded. Amounts
provided by Parliament, to meet capital expenditures shall not be diverted to
f over deficits in operation unless with the express authority of Parliament.

13. A continuous audit of thc aceounts of National Railways shall be
madle by independent auditors appointed annually by Parliament and annually
reporting to Parliament in respect of their audit. Their annual report shiah
(ahl attention to any matters which in their opinion require consideration or
remedial action. They shail bc paid by the National Company sucli amounts
as the Governor in Counicil shall from time to time approve.

(2) Notwithstanding anything in this Act contained the now cxisting
auditors of the Canadian National Railwýavs shail continue in office and per-
forin their duties as suuli until theIr siîccessors have been cappoîlte(l under tlhis
Act and have commenced to performn their duties.

14. The Trustees shaîl make a report annually to Parliament setting forth
in a summarv manner the results of their operations, any co-operative measures.
plans or arrangements effeeted pursuant to tluis Act, any ceonomies or more
remnunerative operation therebv produced, the amocunts expended on capital
account in respect of the railwavs, works, property, facilities and services
eomprîsed in the undertakings of 'National Railways a'nd suehi other information
as appears to thiem to be of public interest or necessary for thie information
of Parliamnent w'ith relation to any situation cxis4ing- at the time of suich report,
or as may be requircd fromn time to time by the Governor in Council.

(2) Tlie Trustees shaîl so direct, provide and procure that ahl freighit destincd
for' export bv sea which is consigncd within Canada for carniage to National
Ilail\\avs cithier at point of enigin or hetween that and the sea shail, unless it
has been hy its, shippers specificallv routed ethenwise, be exporteil throuigh
Canadian seaponts.

15. The annual reports of the Trustees and the auditors, respcctiveiy, shall
b)e subnuitted to Parhiament through the Minister of RailwaV-vs

3. Pages 4 and 5. For Part Il of the Bill, clauses 15 and 16, substitute the
followin g--

PART Il

CO-OPERATION flETWEEN NATIONAL RAILWAYS AND PACIFIO RAILWAYS

16. The National Company, for and on behaîf of itself auid/or any or all
other of the eempanies and other elements of 'which National iRailw'ays as
defined hy this Act is composed, and the Pacifie Comnpany, for and on behaîf
of itself and/or any or all other of the companies and other elements, of which
Pacifie Railways as defined by this Act is composed, are, for the purposes of
effecting ecenoinies and providing for more nemunerative operation, directed to
attempt forthwith to agree and continuouslv to endeavour to agree, and they
respeetively are, for and on hehaif as aforesaid, authorized to agree, upon suchi
eo-operative measures, plans and arrangements as are fair and reasonable and
best adapted (with due regard to equitable distribution of hurden and advantage
as between them) to effeet snch purposes. They are funther directed that whlen-
ever they shaîl so agree they shaîl endeavour to provide, as part of such
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measure, plan or arrangement or otherwise, for a fair and reasonable appor-
tionment as between the employeesýof National Railways iomd Pacifie Rail-
ways, respectively, of such employment as may be incident to the operation of
such measure, plan or arrangement.

(2) Without restricting the generality of the foregoing, any such measures,
plans or arrangements may include and be effected by means of-

(a) new companies controlled by stock ownership, equitably apportioned
between the companies;

(b) leases, entrusting agreements, or licences, or agreements for the pool-
ing and division of earnings arising from the joint operation of any
part or parts of freight or passenger traffic, or express, telegraph, or
other operating activities or services;

(c) joint trackage, running rights, joint ownership, or joint operating agree-
ments, depending upon the nature of the property or services included
in any co-operative plan; and

(d) joint or individual highway services, or highway and railway services
combined, in any form.

(3) All or any of such measures, plans and arrangements may, if agreed
to by the parties, be made terminable at will, or on or after stated notice, or
for a fixed period or periods or any combination thereof, and may from time
to time on similar agreement be changed, altered, varied, amended or renewed,
as may be considered expedient in the best interest of the parties or in view of
changing conditions, and the better to effect the purposes hereinbefore in this
section set out.

(4) It shall be the duty of the National Company and the Pacifie Com-
pany, for and on behalf of themselves, respectively, and otherwise as by this
Part of this Act authorized, and they are hereby required, to meet by their
proper officers forthwith and from time to time as they may agree, to discuss
and to effect by agreement, if possible, the purposes set forth in this Part of
this Act. The proper officers of the National Company for the purposes of this
subsection shall be the Trustees by themselves and/or such of the National
Company's or National Railways' officers as the Trustees may name for the
purpose, and the proper officers of the Pacifie Company shall be the directors
and/or such of the Pacifie Company's or Pacifie Railways' officers as the
said directors may name for the purpose.

4. Pages 5 to 8, both inclusive. For Part III of the Bill, clauses 17 to 27,
both inclusive, substitute the following:

PART III

ARBITRATION IN CASE OF DISAGREEMENT

17. Tribunals constituted in manner hereinafter described, shall be erected
as and when required for the purposes of this Part.

(2) A Tribunal shall have power and jurisdiction to settle and determine
the dispute between the National Company and the Pacifie Company which it
was erected to dispose of, to make and enforce orders consequential upon such
settlement and determination and to determine the conditions of, and interpret
and enforce all such measures, plans or arrangements as have been agreed upon
or made between such companies pursuant to Part II of this Act, whether or not
such agreement was in consequence of an order of a Tribunal.
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(3) Without restricting the generality of the foregoing, the power and juris-
diction of Tribunals shall extend to disputes as defined by this Act, relating to
measures, plans and arrangements or proposals therefor which concern-

(a) joint use of terminals;
(b) running rights and joint use of tracks where there are actual or fune-

tional duplications, or where such may be avoided;
(c) control and prohibition in respect of the construction of new lines and

provision of facilities and additional services where no essential need
of the public is involved, or where the result would be in the main the
division of traffic already adequately provided for;

(d) joint lise of facilities where this would pronote economy or permit the
elimination of duplication or unremunerative services or facilities;

(e) abandonment of lines, services or facilities;
(f) pooling of any part or parts of freight traffic or of passenger traffic; and
(g) things necessarily incidental to the above enumerated matters.
(4) No Tribunal shall have power or jurisdiction to order the construction

of extensions and additions to existing railway lines, terminals or facilities except
in such minor matters as connections to give access to existing lines, terminals
or facilities which by order of any Tribunal or otherwise are used or are intended
to be used in common.

18. The Chief Commissioner of the Board of Railway Commissioners for
Canada shall be the presiding officer of ali Tribunals. The National Company
and the Pacific Company shall each appoint a representative, and the representa-
tives so appointed with the presiding officer shall constitute the Tribunal for
dealing with the dispute to be disposed of. At the request of either the National
Company or the Pacific Company, or both, the President of the Exchequer
Court of Canada may, upon it being made to appear to him that the dispute
is one of sufficient importance, appoint two additional members for its dis-
position.

(2) The powers of the Tribunal may be invoked by either Company by
written application to the Chief Commissioner setting forth in a concise and
summary way the subject matter of the dispute. The name of the representa-
tive of the company making the application shall be notified to the Chief Com-
missioner concurrently with the making of the application. A copy of the
application shall forthwith be sent to the other company with a request for the
appointment of its representative, and such company shall nominate its repre-
sentative within ten days from the date of receipt of the copy of the application.

(3) In the event of failure of the other company to appoint a representative
the Tribunal may proceed to consider and determine the subject matter of the
application, and the decision of the two members of the Tribunal shall be bind-
ing upon both companies. The presiding officer may, however, in his discretion,
appoint a person to represent the company so failing to appoint its representa-
tive.

(4) In the event that a representative of either company is unable or
unwilling, or neglects or refuses to act or to continue to act, a successor may
be appointed by the company he represents or by the presiding officer, in the
event of a failure so to appoint, or the Tribunal may, by direction of the presid-
ing officer, proceed to consider and determine the matter or thing in dispute,
notwithstanding the inability, unwillingness, neglect, or refusai to act of such
representative.
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(5) The Chief Commissioner may of his own motion or at the request of
the National Company or the Pacifie Company or both, reconvene any Tribunal
to settle or determine any dispute which relates to the conditions, interpretation
or enforcement of any order made by that particular Tribunal, and such recon-
vened Tribunal shall have power and jurisdiction to settle or determine in the-
premises.

(6) The National Company and the Pacific Company shall pay all reason-
able fees and expenses of the members of the Tribunal appointed by them or by
the presiding officer in equal shares or in such proportions as shall be directed
by the presiding officer. The fees and expenses of the hearing and of witnesses
and experts appearing on behalf of the parties to the dispute before the Tribunal
shall be such as are allowed by the presiding officer, and shall be paid either by
one company or by the two companies in such proportions as he shall direct.

19. If, in the opinion of the presiding officer of any Tribunal, any applica-
tion made to him raises matters of substantial concern to the public or a section
of the public, he may direct that notice of the sittings of the Tribunal shall be
given either by advertisement in one or more newspapers, or otherwise as he may
consider expedient, and may permit representations to be made at said sittings
by such person or bodies, including the Government of Canada or of any of
the provinces of Canada, as in his opinion should be heard.

(2) Whenever a dispute exists which in the opinion of the presiding officer
specially affects any province of Canada or the public thereof the presiding
officer shall notify the Attorney-General of such province of the application, of
the subject matter of the dispute and of all sittings with relation to it.

20. For the carrying out of the provisions of this Part, the Chief Commis-
sioner may make rules or regulations governing all matters of procedure, includ-
ing the care and custody of the proceedings before and the orders and decisions
of Tribunals. Such rules or regulations shall provide so that all records and
documents of such Tribunals and of all proceedings had or taken under this
Act shall be preserved and recorded by the same persons and in the same places
as those of, and as if such records and documents were those of, and such pro-
ceedings had been had or taken by or before, the Board of Railway Commis-
sioners for Canada.

(2) Rules or regulations of the Board of Railway Commissioners in respect
of the procedure for hearing applications and the conduct of its sittings shall,
mutatis mutandis, apply to proceedings before Tribunals, except in so far as
they may be inconsistent with the provisions of this Part or with rules or regula-
tions expressly made for the purposes of this Part.

21. The Chief Commissioner as presiding officer of any Tribunal shall have
and exercise all the powers of the Board of Railway Commissioners to examine
witnesses upon oath and for securing the attendance of witnesses, and for the
production of documents and generally in respect of witnesses and evidence as
provided in the Railway Act.

22. An order or decision of any Tribunal shall be binding upon the National
Company and the Pacific Company, and shall have like force and effect as an
order of the Board of Railway Commissioners for Canada made in a matter
falling within the Board's jurisdiction, and may be enforced as if it were an
order of said Board, and all the provisions of the Railway Act in respect 'of
orders of the Board and their enforcement shall apply mutatis mutandis to an
order or decision of the Tribunal.
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(2) Every Tribunal shall have, as respects all matters necessary or proper
for the due exercise and enforcement of its jurisdiction and orders, all such
powers, rights and privileges as are vested in a superior court.

23. Where the execution of an order, or the carrying out of a decision of
a Tribunal, involves the doing of any act which by any statute requires, but
for the provisions of this Act, the leave, sanction, assent or approval of the
Board of Railway Commissioners, or where in the opinion of the presiding
officer the public interests involved are of sufficient importance to warrant it,
no order made by a Tribunal shall be operative without the concurrence of the
presiding officer and his formal written assent.

24. In the event of any conflict between an order of the Board of Railway
Commissioners and that of any Tribunal, the order or decision of the Tribunal
shall prevail.

25. The determination of a Tribunal may be that of a majority of its
members and shall be final as to all matters of fact. No proceedings in certiorari,
even as to jurisdiction, shall lie to any court, but in lieu thereof, an appeal shall
lie to the Supreme Court of Canada by leave of a judge of that court upon a
question as to the jurisdiction of the Tribunal, and bythe same leave an appeal
shall lie to the same court from any determination of a Tribunal as to a matter
of law.

(2) Appeals shall be asserted and shall proceed according to the ordinary
rules and procedure of the Supreme Court of Canada, except that in the case
of an appeal by leave such rules and procedure may be varied to fit the circum-
stances as the judge who gives leave to appeal may approve or direct.

(3) Save as provided by this section no order, decision or proceeding of
a Tribunal shall be questioned or reviewed, restrained or removed 6y any
process whatever in or to any court.

(4) No order of a Tribunal need show upon its face-
(a) that any proceeding or notice was had or given or
(b) any circumstance necessary to give it jurisdiction to make such order.
(5) The Attorney-General of Canada and the presiding officer of the

Tribunal shall be entitled to be heard by counsel or otherwise upon the argu-
ment of any appeal asserted pursuant to this section.

26. The Chief Commissioner may, at any time after application for the
erection of a Tribunal and upon hearing the parties concerned, quash any
alleged dispute which in his opinion is wholly frivolous or vexatious or is not
within the jurisdiction of a Tribunal. An appeal shall lie to the Supreme Court
of Canada against every such quashal of a dispute.

Honourable Members of the Senate:

Members of the House of Commons:

In bringing to a close the Fourth Session of the Seventeenth Parliament, I
congratulate you upon the extent to which you have realized the hopes set
forth in my address on the re-assembling of Parliament in October last.

It is deeply gratifying that the benefits of the Imperial Economic Con-
ference Agreements now known throughout the world as the "Ottawa Agree-
ments," to whieh legislative sanction was given in the early part of the session,
are already reflected in a profitable and steadily increasing volume of Empire
Trade.

The measures which my Government bas taken to maintain the integrity
of national finance are already showing gratifying results. The credit of
Canada throughout the world has been strengthened.

The last decennial census, upon which redistribution of the representation
of the people in the House of Commons under the British North America Act
is based, disclosed that Canada bas now, like many other countries, a majority
of its population residing in urban communities. Notwithstanding this added
difficulty, a fair and equitable redistribution of the electoral divisions of the
country bas been accomplished.

The Charters of Canadian Banks have been extended for one year, in
order that Parliament before undertaking the decennial revision of the Bank
Act, may be informed of the conclusions of the World Monetary and Economie
Conference and may have before it the findings of a Royal Commission which
my Government will shortly appoint, to consider Canadian Banking and Mone-
tary Problems.

The intricate and difficult problems of railway transportation in Canada
have been dealt with by Legislation embodying the essential recommendations
of the Royal Commission on Canadian Railways and Transportation. This
Legislation based upon the principle of maintaining the integrity of our two
transcontinental railway systems, aims to secure efficient and economic service
and to provide means for ensuring co-operation between the two railways.

The Agreement with the Republic of France, regulating customs tariffs,
together with the Convention governing the rights of nationals, commerce and
shipping, which you have ratified will, it is confidently believed, promote trade
between and confer mutual benefits upon the two countries.

The Amendments to the Pensions Act which you have passed will enable
the country more fairly and equitably and with less cumbersome and expensive
machinery to discharge its obligations to those who served in the Great War.

Among other important measures passed were An Act to Amend the
Canada Grain Act, An Act to Authorize the Governor in Council to agree to
Extend by Proclamation the Duration of the Canada New Zealand Trade
Agreement, An Act to Amend the Canada Shipping Act, and Acts respecting
Penitentiaries, His Majesty's Visiting Forces, the Criminal Code, the Royal
Canadian Mounted Police, and Unemployment and Farm Relief.
