It is a vertue by which we worfhip God as
the fovereign and abfolute Lord of all his Crea-
tures, whether by Sacrifice and real Offering with
Blood;, as did of pld the Priefts Aaron and his
Succeffors under the Mofa)'cal Law, in killing Bul-
locks, Rams, and Lambs,or ‘myftically tho’ very really
as do the Priefts under the {aw of Grace, in facri-
fieing and offering every day to the moft adorable
Trinity Jefus Chrift upon our Altars. This facrifice
befides was inftituted by Jefus Chrift himlelf the
great and high Prieft of tﬁe new Law, to thank God

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places there is neither Sacrifice ntor Sacrificer, thou%h
they know as we do, the true God, and becaufe by
3 moft deplorable blindnefs they have banifhed from
amongft them the Priefthood of Jefus Chrift.

Rerrecr ferioufly my dearChriftina,on thofe Fun-
damental Truths,and know that the CatholickChunr
is the only myftical Ark of Noab, in which Salvati-
on is found. All thofe who are gone out of it, and
will not return into it, will unhappily perifth, not in
the deluge of Waters, but in the Eternal Flames of
the laft Judgment. Let me my dd@r Chriftina fay to
you, what St. Paul faid to the Galatians, Who has
fo far bewdched and blinded you, as to make you
beave the Light and the Truth to carry yowamongft
the Englifs, where there is nothing but Darknefs
and Irreligion, Schifms, Divifions an§ Confufions,and
confequently wher¢ the CatholickChurch isnot ? She
who is the only Spoufe of Jefus Chrift, a Church of
Péace and Unity. In a word, aH thofe pretended
Churches f{pread over England, Holland, Switzerland,
and part of Germany,are a very tower of Babel,where
they neither finderftand nor agree with one another;
without Head, without Charity,*without Faith, with-
out Jacrifices, and confequently without Religion :
A Tawer of Babel which deftroys it felf, and whjch
fhal} be thrown down into the ;Abyfs at the terrible

Dax of the laft coming of Jefus Chrift, the Supream
Judge of the living and the dead.

Consiper within, your felf, mydear Chrﬁftm,
go(?r_ﬂray Sheep, and following the, Example of the
rodigal Son, come back to your Heavenly Father :
Humble your felf before him as Aihab did ; own
your\felf guilty, as certainly you are, to have Apofta-
tized and forfaken the Lord, the only Spring of the
healing Waters of Grace, to run after privateCifterns,
which ‘cannot give them to you, fince they have
them not,having only the muddy waters of the Nile;

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of unbelieving Egypr, and thofe of the Euphrateso
infamous "Babylon. Look once more within youn
{elf, my dear Chriftina, as the Prodigal Son in th

Gofpel; hearken to the ftings ofiy'our Confcience,for
it is impoffible but you muft feel them reproaching

your Apoftacy : Read with attention the two Let-
ters I {fend you concerning the happy and Chriftian
Death of your Daughter ; above all, weigh with care
the particufar Circumftances by which fhe owns her
felf infinitely indebted to the Mercy of God,and the
watchfulnefs of her Grand-mother, for having with-
ftood her Voyag@to New-England, and not {uffered
her to follow you thither. Confider with what Re-
ligion and inward-Peace fhe received alther Sacra-
ments, and with what tranquility the Died in the
Bofom of the Church. I hag been her Confeflor and
Dire@or for mdany Years before her Marriage, and
before her going down to Quebe’, where fhe lived
with her Husband peaceably, and to the Edification
of all thed'own. Oh ! happyDeath,imy dearChriftina,
would you like her, Die as Predeftinated; come in
all hafte, and abjure your Apoftacy, and live asa true
Chriftian and Catholick ; elfe fear and be perfwaded,
that your Death will be unhappy, and attended with
madnefs and defpair, as that of Calvin was; whofe
Errors are followed in New-E#sgland ; and who be-
wail’d at his Death, and a¢ting like an agitated Fury,
detefted the fatal moment in which he had feparated
himfelf from the Roman Carholick Church,and thofe
falfe and calumnious Writings he had publifhed a-
gairf her. ZLuther his Predeceflor did not make a
much happier end, he dyin‘% fuddenly at the end of
a plentiful Supper, which lafted ’till Ten or Elevenat
Night,at whichSupper were Prefent his threeChildren,
andCatharine de Zorehis Wife, who had been a Nun,
had made her three Vows of Poverty, Chaftity and
Obedience ; a Woman of Condition, and whom he
had taken out of a Monaftery to make his Wife,and

had the impudence publickly to marry after the
Death

e
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Death of the Duke and Elector “of Saxeny,

his Protedtor : for he would not have dard to
accomplifth that Sacrilegious Marriage  whilft that
Prince was living, who tho’ a Lutheran, abhorred
Marriages contracted between Perions who before
God and the Church had mnade Vows cof Chattity,
which Zuther had done an his Convent, and Catha-
rine de BHore in hers: But after the Death of that E-
le&or, Lurher pull'd oft the Mask, and publickly
married her for all that he wasa Prieft and a Monk;
and Catharine d¢ Bore a Nuin.

HENRY the Eighth King of England wasthe firft
that made a Schifm with the Roman Church, not be-
ing willing to own her for his Mother, as he and
all his Predeceflors had done very religioufly before,
He left the Roman Church that he might put away
his lawful Wife Catharine of Arragon, a Princets
of eminent Vertue, and Aunt to the Emperor Charles
the Fifth, and marry Aun Boleyn, whom {ome Eng-
lifh Hiftorians believe to have been his Daughter,be-
got by him on the Lady Zoleyn, in the ablence of
Sir Themas Boleyn, whom he had fent to France as
Ambafladour to Francis the fitft.  The fame Henry
the 87/. four Years after this Scandalous Marriage,
caufed the fame Aun Boleyn to be beheaded, having
difcovered her unfaithfulnéfs and her intreagties with
fome Gallants which fhe had. This Schifmatical
Prince feeling himfelf near his end was defirous of
confeffing himfelf, and notwithftanding, he wa$ a
Schifmatick, he had not renounced thofe ‘two Sacra-
ments of the Catholick Church, inftituted like the
other five by Jefus Chrift. The Bithops and Priefts
who were then in Zondon, hid themfelves, and would
not receive his confeffion, ds much in regard to the
great Scandal he by his Schifm had given to the
Church, as on account of the unhedrd of Cruelties
which he had committedagainft the Monks,and fome
Yeople diftinguithgd by their Charadters, as 7homas

B AMore,
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More, Chancellor of England, aud Fobw Fifrer a
Bifhop who had refufed to Subfcribe to his pretended
and impious Primacy of the Englifp Church ; and
for having befides plundered and riffled all the Goods
even to the holy Veflels out of the Churches of the
chief and richeft Abbeys of his Kingdom. One of
thofe Bifhops however confefled him, laying him un-
der an ()bﬁgation to build an Hofpital, thereby in
fome meafure to redrefs the exceflive wrongs he had
done to the Churches ; which Hofpital to fpeak
juftly, was nothing however in comparifon with the

apines and Extortions he had committed. He re-
ceived the Communion alfo, and as the confecrated
Hoft was offered to him, he would come out of his
Bed and fall down before it: A token that this unfor-
tunate Prince had kept the Faith towards that divine
Sacrament, and towards the other Six, on which he
had writ a Treatife againft Zutker, who had writ to
him a wheedling Letter to bring him into his Party,
which the King would not hearken tg,but treated Zu-
ther as an Hereflark. And we read in Hiftory that
one of King Henry the 8¢hs. Predeceflors, on his be-
ing to give Battle to one of our Kings of France, or-
dered tﬁat on the Morning of the Day of Battle, all
the Soldiers thould as well as himfelf, partake of the
adorable Body of Jefus Chrift, at the Mafles which
the Chaplains of the Army were to officiate in,every
one in his own ?uartcrs. Why then do the Engli/h
at this time no~ longer acknowledge the truth and
reality of thé Prefence of Jefus Chrift in that awful
Sacrament? 'The fame Hiftory tells us that the Eng-
Jifh of former times built magnificent Churches in
fome of our Provinces, which then were in their
Pofleffion, and in which Churapes Mafs was faid,and
felus Chrift offered to his Eternal Father. Why then
do the Englify at this time not make profeflion of
the fame Religion with their Anceftors, who were
thoroughly Roman Catholicks 2 Was not Zuinglius
she chief of the Sacramentarians Killed at the Hez;g

o
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of the Army he led againft the Catholick Switzers,
whom he would by force oblige to embrace his Sec
and his Errors 2 Have ‘ever the Apoftles, or any
other Labourers in the Gefpel, whereof the Pro-
teftant Minifters pretend (but without reafon) to be
the Succeflors, been feen to march at the Head of
Armies with Swords in their Hands, and Cannon
pointed to inforce the Gofpel’? T leave it to your
Minifters to judge of fo extraordinary a Proceeding.

Bur let us return ‘to you (poor ftray Sheep)
think ferioufly on Death, which may be nearer to
you than you think of.  What will you in that mo-
ment fay for your f{elf to Jefus Chrift to juttify your
Apoftacy, when he thall come to judge and decide of
i’;)ur fate to allEternity ?

Bug
do you know my dear C/riftina what will happen to
you ; the fame (poor Lamb) that happen’d to that
unfortunate Prince to whom the Lord fhew’d no
mercy, and whom he left to his Juftice, becaufe he
had firft forfaken him ; and that when in Health and
able to Convert himfelf he had tlighted the Lord,
and trod under foot the Warnings which godly Pec-

le had given him from God. Do not then,” Dear
Chriftina, faith the Lord by his Prophets, defer any
longer, and do not delay your Repentance till the
hour of Death, but work it out now, as faith St.
‘Paub, whilit you bhave time: Harden not your beart,
as faith the Kingly Prophet, but hearken to the Lord
who fpeaks to you by our means. Your Soul, my

no conclufion,ferves only to maintain the Difpute : and
it is what thofe who find themfelves in an error
choofe to do. In a word, let them give me an anf-
wer to what is eflential, and folid, and to the Prin-
ciples I lay down, of the unity of one true Church,
the only Spoufe of Jefus Chrift. And let them fhew
me that the famcﬁ[efus Chrift fent Luther,or Calvin,
or Zusnghius to eftablith that fame only Church, as
he fent St. ‘Perer and the other Apoftles to preach
his Gofpel, and to found that one Church. ’Tis
what they can never do, who have fram’d many
Churches, all differing the one from the other ; and
it is what evidently proves that they err : and that
thofe that follow them are maintained in an Error :
All their pretended Churches being no other than a
Tower of Babel, which by its confulion and multi-
plicity deftroys it {elf.

clearer than the Sun at Noon-day, and retusn tothe
Catholick
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Catholick Church, the fole Church and Spoufe of Je-
fus Chrift her only Husband. ,

BerorE I make an end of this Letter, I muft cell
you that we have received here at Ville-Marie the
Abjuration of Mr. Hesry Lidius Son to the deceafed
Mr. Lidsus or' Dellius late Minifter at Albany, and
he is married to a very vertuous French Young Wo-
man of Canada.

But I don’t doubt but your good fenfe will
putyouon your guard againft fuchflattering exprefhions,
which are commonly made ufe of for want of good
Arguments. And bnce you have been pleafed to
Communicate Mr. Seguenot’s Letter to a certain Per-
fon, according to the general Liberty, which Mr.
Seguenot gave you to do to any body ; I will endea-
your to execute what he defies us to do with that
air of {ufficiency, that is, to deftroy the. Principles
ahich be bas mlqmm ed inthar Letter. But of which
he makes an artificial, and diftinguithed recital, tos

wards the end of his Letter ; w hcrc he would make
you
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vou believe that it was enough for Kim to prove, #7¢
unity of ome only Church eftablifbed by St. Peter, and
the other Agofiles, and tran/mitted by their Succ ffors
the Bifhops, to «whom Fefus Chrift has commjtted the
care of the Fairh and guidance of that (ame only
Chuirch of bis to our days, and even tothe end of Ages:
Though we fhould grant him all this, he would ftill
have it remain to be proved, that this only Church
15 the Roman, and that the Pope alone has all the
power of St. Peter and all the Apoftles. For with-
out this be proved ; the Greek Church may have
been that only Church, fince it is certain that it re-
ceived the Faith from the Apoftles themfelves, and
particularly from St. Jobn: and if they are a true
Church it will follow neceflarily from Mr. Seguemor’s
reafoning, thatthe Romifh Church is not fo, fince
according to him, there can be but one fuch.

You fee by this that his defying the Proteftants to
prove that ﬁc(‘us Chrift fent Luther, or Calvin, or
Zuinglius is very ill grounded.; fince he himfelf has
not proved that Jefus Chrift fent the Pope, nor that
the Pope is Succeflor of St. Perer, nor even that St
Perer was ever at”Rome, which is a very uncertaid
fact; and of which the Papifts have no better proof
than in thefe wards of the 1 Epiftle of St. Peter V.
13. The Church schich is at Babylon [aluteth you.
According to the opinion of Relera a famous J={uite
in his Commentary upon the Revelation. But this
proof if it is well grouinded ought at the fame time
to make the Papifts blufh, fince they will be obliged
to confels that this very Rome is the Zabylon in the
Revelation XVIIL. 5. Morker of Harlots and Aboms-
marions of the Earth.

I might, Madam, content my felf with thefe fhort
remarks to_lét you fee that Mr. Seguenor has proved
nothing of what he thould have done; in that véry
place of his Letter, where lie {cems refolved to muf=

G tey
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ter up all his ftrength to over-power us. But be-
caufe he has fcattered feveral things up and down in
his Letter which might ftartle you, I will take the
pains to go through it from one end to the cther, to
make you feel the weaknels and falfe reafonings of
of it.

He takes a great deal of pains to prove that the
Church is the only Spoufe of Chrift. But it remains
always to be fhewn what is that true Church againft
which the Gates of Hell fhall not prevail.

For my part, I fay, that this Church contains all
the Faithful of all Ages difperfed all over the World,
As St. Peter {ays,A&. x.55. In ecvery nation be that
Jeareth bim, and worketh righteowfnefs is accepted
awith bim.

NerTuer is it neceflary, that this unity of the
Church fhould be vifible. "The paflage of St. ‘Paul
which he cites juftities my Opinion, FEpb.iv. 4, s, 6.
Where St. ‘Paul fays according to Mr. Seguenor’s cita-
tion fomewhat different from our Bibles, <7 bere 1s
bur one God, onc fefus Chrift, one Faith, one Baptifm,
one only Body, which is the Chuich, one only Spiris
awhich condults and animates it.

I¥ this Spirit conducts it, the Church has no need
of avifible Head onEarth. The fame Apoftle {peak-
ing of the Members of the true Church, in his 2d E-
piftle to Timothy L 19. fays, Neverthelcfs the foun-
dation of God [fandeth [ure, having this [eal, the Lovd
kneseeth them that are bis.  And let every one that
namith the name of Chrift depart frominiquity. | Here
are the two Charaéters of true Servants of God. The
firft invifible, known to God alone : the fecond is
vifible, but requires nothing but the good difpofitions
of private Perfons.  Jefus Chrift beimg willing to
give a vilible mark, whereby to diftinguifh his true
followers from other men, fays, Joh. xiii.55. &3 this
Sball all men know that we are my “Difciples, if ye bave
bove one to ancther. Which can never agree to a per-
fgcuting Church, as the Roman is. Again, St. Paul

BINeS
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gives a general deflcription of the Con lition ef true
Chriftians, 2d. Tim. iii. 12, A/ that will live godly in
Chrift Fefus, fbalh fuffer perfecution. He gives like-
wile a defcription” of falfe Chriftjans, ver. 13. Rus
cvsl men and feducers fball wax worfe and wworfe, de-
cesving and being deceived. He had given particular
marks of them in the preceeding verles ; and among
the reft ver. 6,9. 6. Of this fort are they awbich,
creep into 1.70;;/2?5, and lead captive filly women laden
with fins, bed away with divers Jufts. 7. Ever learn-
ing, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.
Would not any body f{ay that the Apoftle is point-
ing direétly at thofe Confeflors, who pretend to di-
rect the Confciences of the Ignorant, and chiefly of
Women, in the Church of Rome.

Anp if the foregoing defcription of true Chrifti-
ans by St. Paul is right, it wi{)l follow neceflarily,
that thofe whom the Roman Church has perfecuted
in fo barbarous 2 manner in all Ages, have begn the
true faithful followers of Chrift : and that the Church
of Rome which has lived in the midft of Riches and
Pleafures at the time that fhe was perfecuting others,
was really prophecy’d of inthe Revelation xvii. 4,5,6.
under the figure of the woman that was arrayed in
purple and [carlet colour, and decked with gold and
precious [tones, and pearls, baving a golden cup in ber
pand, full of abominations and filthinefs of ber forni-
cation. And upon ber forebead had a name awritten
MYSTERY BABYLON THE GREAT
THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS, AND
ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH.
6. And whog St. Fobn, faw drunken with the bjcod
of the [aints, and with the blood of the martyrs of
Fefus.” M. Seguenot fays afterwards, that the Eng-
lith and Dutch, and Calvanifts, 4nd Lutherans £9c.
dare not apply to themfelves thefe qualifications of uni-
ty and true Chrifliamty, fisce they are many diffe-
cent bodies, and different minds, difagreeing avith ore

2 ano-
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@nother about their Artickes of Faith. But thoutfh
they conftitute different Congregations under diffe-
rentRegulations ; this does not hinder them from look-
ing upon one another as Members of the one only
univerfal Chprch of Chrift. We may fay the fame
thing of the Papifts, which he objeéts to the Pro-
teftants ; They are many bodies and many minds,
difagreeing one with another about the fame Doc-
trines which divide Proteftants. As for inflance,the
Dominicans and the Fefuits, who have the {ame Con-
troverfies between them about Grace, which fepa-
rates the Caluinifts from the Arminians. This does
not hinder them however from acknowledging one
another to be good Catholicks. The Papifts have
even great Difputes among themfelves, where the
infallible Authority of the Church fubfifts ; which
foems to be the chief Point about which they ought
o agree. Yor fuppofing a vifible Head to be ne-
ceflary, it will ﬁ)]ﬁxw certainly, that all ought to
know where it is. But this is not the cafe, for the

reateft part of the Church of Rome look upon the
g’opc as infallible, whereas the Gallicgn. Church
does not believe himt to be fo, without the confent
of a general Council. The firft believe the ‘Pope
above the Council : The laft the Council above the
“Pope ; and do not even receive all Councils : And
particularly France has never received the Decrees
of the famous Council of Zrent. 1 have faid enough
to let you fee, that if Proteftants have not Unity a-
mong themfelves, the Church of Rome has it no
more than they.

Mr. Seguenot next fets about proving, gthat none of
the Seés of Proteftants bave any Religion becaufe
they do not offer any real Sacrifice to God, as the Ro-
man Catholicks do every day the Body of Fefus Chrift.
¥n this he has the misfortune to contradi¢t St. ‘Paul,
who fays, Heb. ix. 25. Nor yer that he (meaning
Chritt) hould offor Dinfelf often, as the high prieft

enmerly
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entrerh into the holy place every year with the blood
of others. ver. 26. (For then muft be often have Juffer-
éd fince the foundation of the world) but now énce in
the end of the wworld, hath he appeared to put ateay
fin by the [acrifice of himfelf  ver. 27,28. And as st
¢5 appointed unto men once to diebut after this the judg-
ment - So Chirift avas once offered ro bear the fins of
many ;5 and unto them that look for bim fhall be ap.
pear the [econd time, without fin unto Salvation. Here
then is the opinion of St. ‘Paul, that ({]efus Chrift
could not offer himfelf often, without dying f{evera}
times. And can the meaneft of Priefts do that which
our Saviour himfelf could not de ? and which confe-

uently he did not do when he faid this is my
Hody ; for otherwife he muft have oftered himfelf
twice, once at that time, and again at the hour of
his Death ; which would be a contradiétion to St.
Paul’s Doctrine.  And if Jefus Chrift did not offer
a Sacrifice when he inftituted the Sacrament of the
Lord’s Supper, fhall a wretched Sinner of a Prieft be
faid to do 1t in following our Saviour’s Inftitution 2

Brsines we fee by St. Paul that after the Death
of Jefus Chrift, he was to be offered no more : and
that thofe who pretend to do it, deferve to have a
pailage of the lﬁ)mc Epiftle applyed to them, Heb,
vi. 6. They crucify to themfelves tie Son of God afrefb,
and put bim to an open [hame.

Mr. Seguenot after having repeated the f{anie thing
over and over upon thefe two points, of the Unity
of the Church, and the neceflity of a Sacrifice ; to
which I have given fufficient Anfwer, comes again to
work upon your Affections, upon the movinﬁ occa-
fion of the Death of your Daughter, who he fays
dyed like a good Catholick. And what wonder isit
that a Young Perfon fhould believe her felf in the
true way of Salvation, tho’ erroneoufly, when the
has never received any Leflons upon the fubject of
Religion
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Religion, but fuch as the Priefts of the Romifh
Church were pleafed to give her: fhe judged accord-
ing to the Light fhe had ; and if fhe was miftaken,
it 1s to be hoped that the Lord will forgive her on
account of the falle guide, who have hid the truth
from her and taught ler falthoods.

But for fear that this Confideration alone would
not prevail enough upon you; He endeavours to
frighten you with the danger of dying a Proteftant,
by the example of Calvin, who he fays, repented on
his Death-bed, of having feparated himfelf from the
Church of Rome. g is Varillas a Papitt who gives
this out : Beza a Reformer, in his Life of Calvin de-
nies it, and ‘Papyrius Maffon, tho’ a Papift declares
himfelf againft the Calumnies which #oljec and o-
ther Enemies of Calvin gave out againft him.

I perceive Madam, that I am quoting Authors that
are unknown to you ; but you may lay the blame
of it upon Mr. Seguenor, who zmufes you with Stories,
into the truth of which you cun never examine, and
which for that reafon he thould only have mentioned
as doubtful facts.

He feems to have thought himfelf obliged like-
wile to attack the Character of ZLurher, that he may
blacken our two greateft Reformers : And as the
fame fable had never been invented about him, as
about Calvin, thatis, that he repented his having

uitted the Church of Rome, Mr.” Segucnor finds him-
31{ reduced to attack him upon another topick, that
of his Marriage ; upon which he fays feveral things
that are very far from being true. As in the firft
place, that Zurher took Catbarine de Bore out of hex
Convent to make her his Wife. This is not true :
She and eight more Nuns, left their Convent of their
own accord, affifted in their efcape by a Senator
and fomehonett Citizens of the Town : Zurber was

/ not
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not then in that Country, whichis called Mi/ma, and
the Convent was in the Diocefs of the Bithop of M-
Jen, who was very zealous for Popery. Belides, af-
ter her efcape out of the Convent, ZLuther
would have married her to a Doétor, named Ga/par
Glace, to which Marriage fhe exprefled her diflike
to Amsdorff Bifhop of Naumbourg; which is a plain
fign that ZLuther did not in any wife get her out of
her Convent with a defign to make her his Wife.
As for what Mr. Siguenor fays of the Elector of Sax-
ony, as if he blam’d this fort of Marriages, I defy him
to make that appear. He muft either mean George
Duke of Saxony, who perfecuted the ZLurherans ;
or he muft have C(mfounj)cd this kind of Marriages,
with the Second Marriage of the Landgrave of Hefe,
which indeed he did blame. But I would never
have advifed Mr. Seguenor to {peak of the Marriage
of Luther againft his vows of Chaftity, when it is
fo notorious a fa¢t, that the Curates and other Ec-
clefiafticks, and even the Prelates in  France, fre-
quently keep Concubines or marry privately, which
afterwards becomes publick by their Pofterity. He
ought likewife to remember, that at the Council of
T rent the Ambaflador from & avariainformed theCoun-
cil that among theClergy of bis Country,Concubines were
Jo common a thing . that of a hundred you woild not
Jfind above three or four but awhar had them, or Wives
whom they bad married privately, and fome of them
publickly It is the famous Father ‘Poul who lived
and died in the Communion of the Church of Rome
that writes it.

MR. Seguenot comes next to {peak il of the Marri.
age of our King Henry VI with Aune Boleyn: He
has taken his Materials out of Samders an Englifh
Papift, who has been Convicted of grofs falthoods in
his book of the Englith Schifin, where he gives out
that Anne Boleyn was thought to have been Daughiter
XHsnry VI who had an intrigue with her Mother,
and
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and upon that account fent Sir 7 /omas Boleyn Am-
baflador to Fiance, that he might be out of the way.
But thisis a very ill contrived ttory, for Anne Bcliyn
was born two vears before Heniy VI came to the
Crown, and Sir £ /omas £clcyn was not {fent Ambaf-
fador to Framce ’till the Seventh year of his Reign,
Befides it is clear from Hiftory that Hemry’s love to
Anne Zoleyn was not that which made hin break his
Marriage with Catkerine of Spain. Bu /’t was Scru-
ples about his firft Marriage from the Peginaing of
it. For foon after that Marriage was made in 1503,
Warbam Archbifhop of Canterluiy, a Roman Catho-
lick fill'd the mind of Hinif"VIL fo with fcruples a-
bout it, that by*his order Prince Honiry made a proteit
to declare it null, and Hemy VII on his death bed
conjured him to break it off. But after his deathy
the Council having declared for his Marriage, fenry
VIII renewed it Publickly, and had feveral Children
by his Wife, who all dyed young, except the Princels
Mary in 1524, Cardinal Heljey as Legate publithed
a Papal Bull againft thefe who had contrac¢ted Mar-
riages within the forbidden decrees of kindred, and
it was then that the King revived his former feru-
oles, for in the Year 1521 he allured Gryncus as this
f;i”: writes to Fucer, that he had then for 7 years ab-
ftained from the Queen upon feruples of Cenleience.
And that which made his feruples become Publick
was the objections v hich the Ambafladors of Fraunce
made to the Legitimacy of the Princels Mary in April
1527, Hewiy fent Cardinal Woljcy into Framce in
SFune 152-. to Sollicit a Marriage for him with the
Dutchefs of Alenfon; and it was not tll Seprember
1527, that the King’s Atleétion to Aune Boleyn was
obferved, upon the Cardinals being fent to Lord
Piercy who then courted hér in Marriage, to advife
him to fee her no more,

I have told you this piecce of Hyftory at length,
which can be juftifyed by the beft Memcirs of that
@ time,
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time, that you might {ee with what pains the Pa-
ifts difguile the truth, to impofe upon their People.
t is indeed true enough that Henry VIII. did not
finith the Reformation, and that he exercifed Cruel-
ties againft the Reformed as well as the Papifts,
" But nothing can be falfer than the fable of his re-
turning. to the Church of Rome at the haur of his
Death. This is another of Sanders fables, which
contradics it {elf ; for Sanders fays it was Gardiner
Bithop of Winchefter, that perfwaded him to return to
that Church. But this cannot be credited at all,
fince Gardiner would not have fail’d to have brag’d
of it in Queen .Mziy’s Reign, who was a Papitt ;
which however he never didh,

Bur certainly it carries a ftrange aflurance with
it, for a Papift to hunt after matter wherewithal to
ftain the reputation of our firft Reformers, when it
is {o eafy, to turn the Tables upon them, by remind-
ing them of the infamous Lives of {o many of their
‘Popes : I will not do like Mr. Secuepcr, who takes
all his Calumnies againft us out®of" Authors that
were profels’d Enemies to our Caufe.  But I will
confine my felf for proof of the Scandalous Lives of
Popes, to what their Friends fay of them, and parti-
cularly Cardinal Zaomns, one of the chief Champi-
ons of the Church of Rome.

He calls thefe three Popes Benedict 1X.  Silvefter
1. and obn XIX. a triple Beaft come cut of Held,
Arnd {peaking of Stephen VIL. be crys out, O fhame ;
O furiow ! How many Monflers bave Deen thruft into
the Apoftolical Sear 2 What mifchicfs have they not
done > What tragedies bave they nat alted 2 Whae
filthinefs have they not thrown wpen the Spoufe aeit)-
cut fpot ? And with whar flink Lave they not defiled.
ber 2 And hbave they not covered. Ler <vith infamy
that will never be aviped off, And fpc;lking of the
IX. Centuyy, he fays, This Cemtury was aepiorable
and fatab 1o the Church of Rowe, becaufe all 1hofe

D whofe
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eehofe bufinefs it awas to awcatch were afleep, and even
did all they could to fink the Apoftolical boat under the
awaves  And in another place, How frightful aas
the face of the Holy Roman Church, during the Go-
vernment cf the moft infamors Curtezans, who difpofed
of ‘Pepedoms ar their pleafure, named the Bifhops, and
ahich was noft berrible and wile, placed their cwn
Lovers upon St. Peters Chair. 1 will quote but one
Author more, and that a Popith one, Genebrard
Archbifhop of Aix. L here wwas lays he, for above a
bundred and fifty Years or therealouts, Fifty Popes of
fo abardoned Lives that they deferved the Name of A-
poftates becter than Apofiolical.

Is not Mr. Seguenot’s vifible bead of the Chuich
painted in fine colours by his own adorers? And
now let him tell us his lame Stories of -our Refor-
mers, as he cannot help doing about Zuinglius, who
be fays dyed at the Head of an Army ; and there-
upon he crys out, wwere the Apoftles ever feen marcling
ar tie bead of Armies to plant and [ettle the Gofpel 2
Surely one muft have a good deal of Patience to
{utier fuch a Reproach from the mouth of a Papift.
What ? is Mr. Sczuenct {0 ignorant that he does not
know that the Church of Rome owes her Empire to
nothing but tire and Sword, with which fhe has fil-
led the World, What elle were thofe Crufadoes
againft the Zurks and againft the poor Vaudois and
Albigeios ¢ W hat were the Religious Wars for thefe
two laft Centuries, when Charles V. Emperor, Phi-
lip 11. King of Spain, Ferdinand 11. &111. Emperors,
and laft of all Zesois XUV, ufed all theirs eftorts to ex-
tirpate the Reformation 2 Are there not numbers
of living Witnelles of the Converfions that were at-
tempted to be made by Dragooning »  And for all
this Mr. Segucnct has the aflurance to talk of the man-
ner in which Zeipelins dyed in the Field of Battel ;
which befides he did in the defence of his Country ;
for the Roman Catholick Cantons had fent an Ar-
my
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my to invade the Lands of the Canton of Bern, wha
were Proteftants when that Battel happened.

Mr. Segacsot comes again to his endeavours to
foften you with fweet words, thinking he had given
reafons enough. But remempep what Jefus Chrift
fays, Math. vii. 15. Beware of falfe Prephets which
come to you in fheeps cloathing, but tnwardly they ars
ravening wolves. ver. 16. ¥e fball know them by theiy
Sfruits. 'This is the method of the Church of Rome
to draw back thofe that are efcaped from them, by
flattery ; and to treat them with feverity when they
have got them into their power. This was the way
they uled the famous Aitonio de Dominis Archbitho
of Spalatro who fled into Englamd, and abjured the
Errors of Popery. The Court of Rome made him a
thoufand promifes to engage him to return, which he
did at laft, upon fome difcontent which he met with
in England : but he was deceiv’d in _his hopes, for
they immediately clap’d him up in the Inquifition,
where he ended his life.  And this is the manner of
thofe whofe mercies are cruel, according to Selomen,
Prov. xii. 1c. ,

He afterwards repeats again without method, what
he had faid béfore, and'what I have fufficiently-anf-
wered, for as to the Text which he lays fueli- ftrefs
upon, 7 hou art Peter, and upon this Rock I «wild
build my Church : it proves nothing but that St.Pe-
rer was one of thofe twelve Rocks or Stones upon
which the Church was to be founded. According ‘to
what we find in the Revelation, where St, Fobn calls
the Churchin its Triumphant State rhe Heavenly fe-
rufalem, of which he fiys, Rev. xxi.14. And the walk
of the City bhad twelve Foundations, and in them the
names of the tawelve Apoftles of the Lamb.

A~ now to deftroy his wholg Scheme.at once itis
enough to fay, That it was ZLuther and Calvin and
Zuinglius, that brought us back mto the right parh,
by




| )
bly reviving the Do&rine of Jefus Chrift and the Apofs
tles,which the Papifts had corrupted and changed, fo
that it was no longer the Religion®of Chrift, but ef
Anti-Chrift which they taught.

He attempts once more towards the clofe, to gain
you by flattery, and to perfwade you by your temporal
intereft, as well as yo& fpiritual, to come, and your
Husband along with you, and live in Canada. He
ofters him Lands to live upon, or work enough if he
has aTrade. It is to be hoped that Mr.Seguenor does
this'out of ignorance. But forPerfons that know what
it is to live in a free Country, to go,and throw them-
felves headlong into the Clutches of an abfolute
Government ; it cannot be imagined that they can
do fuch a thing, unlefs they have loft their Senfes,

To make an end then of this long Letter, I will
only add, that it is written by a Perfon unknown to
you, but who withes you well, and that you may fend
it to Canada, to whom you pleafe that they may
Anfwer it; and that {o you may fee what willge faid
on both fides, and that after you have carefully exa-
mined both fides of the Queftion, you may be able to
fix on what is beft for the Happine(s of your Life,and
the Salvation of your Soul ; which is the hearty de<
