a firm and faithfal ally. This is how the
European nations interpret the very warm
and very general welcome that the officers
of the Russia fleetarereceivingin France. And
there are many indications to show that the
people of France, at any rate, attach the
same significance to the Russian visit.

That the British fleet should visit Italy
while the enthusiastic demonstrations are
going on in France, may possibly be merely
an accidental coincid ; but as Italy iain
close alliance with Germany, and as all
which the Dreibund requires to make it in-
vincible is to be a8 strong on sea as it is on
land, it is quite possible that both France
and Russia may suspect that'the appearance
of the British squadron in an Italian port
may have some meaning intended for them.

This may not be
exactly the whole truth, but it will have to
be admitted that it is to & great extent true,
Immoral women are, unfortunately, not so
very rere, but women who are confirmed
unbelievers, no matter what their character
may be, are not often found.

Men, even sceptics and agnostios, fike to
see their womenkind religious. There is
something so exceedingly unfeminine in in-
fidelity that most men feel a prejudice
against & woman who is an avowed unbe-
liever. To hesr s« woman sooff at religion
and treat sacred things with ridicule, would
shock even the man who habitually does’
those things himself. It is well that this is.

In things domestio and
socisl, the conservatism of women is often
amazingly apparent, and as they, of sourse,
generally have their way, revolations iifthe
bome and in wociety are very rare indeed.

Knowing that women are, as a whole,
sincerely religious and intensely conserva-
tive, people are surprised to hear that one
of the most active of the anarchists of New
York city is a woman. Her name is Emma
Goldman. She, ad might be expected, is
neither English, Irish, Scotch, Canadian
nor American. She is a. German, During
some recent disturbances in the city, she
was apprehended for making speeches to
crowds of the unemployed, inciting thém to
violence,

When she was on her trial, this woman
was perfectly cool, and she presented to the
Court a bold front. .She was trathful, too.
She did not prevaricate or attempt to ex-
plain away any of her statements. When
asked by the District Attorney, ** Do you
2 2 Ty —n”

Sir, I do not.” When asked, **Is there any
Government on earth whose laws you ap-
prove?” her veply was, ‘“No, Sir,
for they are all against the people.”
Her way of bringing about the changes
she desires may be inferred from
her answer to the question, ‘¢ What do
you mean by ‘social revelution.’ ” *‘I mean,”
she said, **a war between the classes and
the masses, such as was seen in France in
1871.” Those who remember what they read
about the scenes that were enacted in Paris
when the Communists had ' their own way
for a little while, will realize the full sigai-
ficance of Emma Goldman’s answer,! and
the means by which the anarchists ‘expeot
to renovate society. - The woman is a dress-
maker, and appears to bave been well edu-
cated. She was found guilty and sentenced
to one year’s imprisonment.

Is it not fortunate for the world that wo-
men of this kind are exceedingly scarce?
What would society come to if there were
any considerable number of such unbeliev-
ing, lawless women as Emma Goldman?
Who that contemplates her unlovely “char-
acter and imagines the kind of children she
would bear and bring up, is not thank-
ful that the dispositions and sentiments of
women in general are exactly the opposite
of hers?

At 2 o'clock on the morning of a cer-
tain day of 1895 the” United States
steamer Oregon, myself commanding, ar-
rived in the Straits of Juan de Fuca,
about twelve miles off the city of Victoria.
War had been declared between the
United States and -Great Brituin, and
two days before, the battle-ship left San
Francisco with orders to proceed noith-
ward and attempt to capture the British
navy yard at Esquimalt, only a short
distance from Victoria. The night was
dark, and a- all our lghts were extin-
guished we hoped to rest undisturbed till
morni.g, but in an hour the lookout in
the top descried an object which was ap-

roaching from the north. The search-
Eght was turned on, and the men  took
their places at the' Hotchkiss and Gatling
guns, for as the long white streak of light
shot across the water it revealed a tor-
pedo boat, . A moment later the lookout
discerned another object to the eastward,
and;a second light disclosed another tor-
pedo - boat. . As they approached we
opened fire with all our available rapid-
fire gunis.

Jets of flame spurted from the
superstructure and the tops. = It was evi-
dent that for a torpedo boat to attempt
to rush through such a fire was madness.
The commanders of the boats evidently
appreciated the fact for both of them
soonried to turn about and steam away.
This manceuver exposed ,thalwndh‘ side of
each. boat fur u few secohds one to
the east !ﬁg‘ e : g‘agt:ing away,
but the one north of us stopped, struck
by a lucky shot, then heeled over and
went.down bow first. We lowered and’
manned a cutter, which ‘succeeded in
picking up the few of her crew who had
not gone down with her.

Ammaunition
was hauled up from the magazines and
the turrets were given a turn to see if
they worked smoothly. ’

While these preparations were in_ pro-
gress I went to the chartroom to look up
the details of the vicinity and found that
I had a space about twenty-eight miles
long and fif'een wide of smooth, deep
water to mancouver. in.

Nzw Yomk, Oct. 20.—Rey. Dr. Phillip
Schaff, who was regarded by many during
his life as the greatest liviag authority on4
Church history, died this morning at his
home, in this city, Of paralysis. He was
born at Chur, Switzerland, J snuary 1, 1819,
He was educated at Chur, Stuttgart, Tub-
ingen, Halle and Berlin. From 1843 to
1844 hg'lectured in the University of Ber-
lin on exegesis and church history. In 1844
he went to Amerioa, where he became Pro-
fessor of Theology in the Lutheran Semi-
pary of Mercersburg, Pennsylvania (1844
63). He removed to New York in 1863;
was secre! of the New York Sabbath
committee 1364 69, and lecturer at the theo-
logical seminaries in Andover, Hartford and
New York. in 1871 he became Professor of
Church History in the Union Theological
Seminary, New York. He was one of the
founders of American branch ot the
Evangelical Alliance, and was sent three

UNION PACIFIC RAILWAY.

1nterestin¢ Questions as to Its Rela-
tions With the United States
Government.

Attorney-General Olney Believes That
Speeial Legisiation by Con-
gress is Needed.

WasnivaToN, Oct. 20.—Attorney-Gen-
eral Olney sent to the House, to-day, a re-
p'y to the resolution passed by that body
referring to recent legal proceedings, where-
by the Union Pacific Railway passed into
the hands of a receiver appointed by &
United States Court, and requesting him to
inform the house whether the Goyv-
ernment had any notice of, or was
made - a party to the proceedings,
and whether* the proceedings are valid in
law as against the United States, in its re-
lations to the road and in any way affects

its interest in the road as protected and
secured by existing laws; also, what action,
if any, the Attorney-General has taken in
the,matter and whether any future legisla-
ﬁn‘ is to protect aad secure the
IsmhMu- the road to the United
tates.

Ia reply, Gen. Olney says that the Uni-
ted States was not a party to the proceed-
inge, and was without notice of them until
they had been taken. There are grave
doubts as to the validity of the proeeedings
a8 far as the United States is concerned, and
that in their practical, if not their techni-
oal operation snd effect, the proceedings
must be regarded as tending to seriounsly
prejudice the interesta of the Uni-
ted States, as protected and secur-
ed by exilt.ingb laws, The  only
action yet taken by him, bas been the em-
ployment of the Hon. George Hoadley, of
New York, as special counsel for the United
States, an employment remdered necessary
by the fact that the entire force of the De-
partment of Justice is no more than ade-
quate to the current demands upon it, and
that the complexity of affairs of the Union
Pacific Railroad Co., the important gues-
tion raised by the receivership, and the
enormous indebtedness of the company to
the United States require that its interests
should receive the continuous and almost
exolusive attention of competent counsel.

It is more than probable that the sroper
protection of the interests of the United
States will be found to call for special legis-
lation by Congress. Baut, until further in-
md'ilﬁon and knowledge, both of the facts
and the law involved, it would be unwise to
attempt to indicate the precise legislation
needed. Upon that parsicular subject, the
Attorney-General says he will make a
-tooinll report at as early a day as practic-

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A SHORT ENQUIRY.

The aasertion ‘of the Kamloops non-re-
presentative Convention that the present
Provincial Assembly bas no moral right to
legislate for the people of. British Colambia
is 80 unreasonable and leads to so many ab-

- surd conclusions, that it may be considered
a mistake to treat it seriously. But s
everybody is not able to see a ridiculous
proposition in a ridiculous light, there may
be no harm in suggesting that every mem-
ber of the Legislature, duly elected,
is under a strong moral obligation
to perform the duties of his 'position
to the best of his ability, There is no con-
stitutional body in existence against which
carping casuists cannot find what they call
moral objeotions.  Yes we find hon-
est and conscientious men working
in those bodies and doing all they
oan to make them ‘of use to their several
countries. No one ever refused on moral
grounds 6o sit in the old unreformed House
of Commons with its constituencies of a
dozen or so of potwallopers. And this
House of Commions, great as were the an-
omalies of representation in its constitution,
did for centuries good work for the British
nation. There are many, no doubt, who
helieve that the present House of Lords has
no moral right to exercise the powers with
which the constitution invests it, yet we do
not hear of any man, clergymsn or layman,
who has a right to a seat in it, refusing to
ocoupy that seat because he does not
see that he has a . moral right to
have a voice in making the laws
of the nation. There are men who
are ‘known to be too bad to sit
in the House of Lords, but no one that we
have ever heard of, considered himself, or
was considered by others, too good to per-
form the official duties and to exercise the
official powers of a peer of the realm.

The legal right in this case is the moral
right. The people or their representatives
are the sole judges of haw a representative
body shall be coostituted, and what they
decide to be right as regards representation,
is right, morally as well as constitutionally.
This, besides being the principle acted upon
in ivety country having a constitutional

-government, is most reasonable. Legis-
lative bodies under the British' Constitu-
tion have the power to make what altera-
tions they see fit, both in vhe distribution of
representation and in the qualification of
electors, so that if a member of a British
Legislsture believes that the organization
of the body to which he belongs is morally
defective, he has a perfect right, if he sees
it his duty to do so, to endeavor to prevail
upon his fellow members and fellow citizens
to make such alterations in its constitation
a8 he considers right. - In these  self-adjust-
ing legislatures s member can reconcile him-

~ self to any inequality of representation that

+ may exist, knowing that the peopl§ have it

in their power to change it, when they be-
lieve a change to be necessary. This is, no
deubt, the reason why -no one ever hears
anything about the ““moral right” of legisla-
“tures to legislate among sane and sensible
people. .Even the engineers and delegates
of the non-representative Kamloops Conven-

" tion acted in open contravention of the prin-

eiple which they laid down so dogmatically.
The engineers— Brown, Cotton and Kitchen
—remain members of a Legislature, which
they declare has no moral right to legislate,
and the delegates took upon themselves to
speak and act for men “whom they had
neither a moral nor a constitutional right to
represent. Their own acts show more clear-
ly than anything that can be said or written
the absurdity of their own proposition.

FRANCE AND RUSSIA.

We are not at-all surprised that Paris has
given such an enthusiastic welcome to the
officers of the Russian fleet. The citizens of
Paris are most excitable. It takes com-
paratively little to cause them to lose their
heads. But the friendship of Russia is not
a trifle to France just now. Russia is at
present the only ally it has that it can de-
-pend . upon. . Germany’s  hostility to
France is open and avowed. The two na-
tions are What, in times not very long gone

by, would be called *natural enemies.” |

Austria and Italy are in' close alliance with
Germany. Germany’s friends must be their
friends, and Germany’s enemies their ene-
mies. France has for a long time been jealons
of England, and just now the feeling between
the two countries, if not hostile, is.not cor-
dial. It was, indeed, said the other day,
when the difficulty about Siam was pending,
that Great Britain would have, for self-pro-
teotion, to join the triple alliance. Russia
is, therefore, the only great power which
Franoe can depend upon in the event of a rup-
' ture with Germany, which may take place
anyday. Franoe, in fact, without Russia’s
-goodwill, would be friendless in Europe. It
is, therefore, no wonder that the geople of
Paris exhibited the joy they felt at 'the
manifestation of friendliness made by Rus-
sia. It may be easy to make too much of
the visit of the Russian fleet to France, and
perhaps  the Purisians are doing
this, But when it is considered
that Russia is, as regards the reat of Europe,
in pretty much the same position as Fran:
it is not surprising that the instinct of -
,preservation draws the two countries to-
gether. It is somewhat remarkable that
‘every country which France dislikes and
fears looks npon Russia with suspicion more
‘or lees well-grounted. England, since the
talk of another matrimonial alliance between
#the royal families of the two countries, may
‘be regarded as an exception. ‘But the pub-
lic mind of England must haye greatly
-changed of late if the attitude of Russia in
“Asia is not looked upon a8 threatening the
vintegrity of the British Empire. Ruyssia
_amay not have designs upon India, but it
will take & good deal to convince in-

»

been keeping a watchful eye mpon the
progress of Russian conquests in Asia, and
it ie not likely that this ostentations exhi-
bition - of friendship between France and
Russia will have the effect of causing her to
be less vigilant. With Russia on the North
and France on the South-east, Great Britain
has . neighbors in India which will bear a
good deal of : watching. Neither of them
may mean any harm, but all the same, it
would not be wise to- give either of them a
good chance to encroach on her Indian pos-
sessiens. 3
e
AN IMPORTANT VISIT.

The Hon. Mr. Foster and the Hon. Mr.
Angers . will soon be in this Province.
They are not out on a holiday excursion.
Their visit to British Columbia is a business
visit, They will be here to receive and ‘im-
part information. They want to learn for
themselves the actual condition of the
Province, and the views, opinicns and
wishes of its inhabitants, They intend also,
no doubt, to explain to British Coluinbians
the policy of the Government; and they will
probably endeavor to remove any misappre-
hensions and misunderstandings as- to\ the
conduct and intentions of the Administra-
tion, that may exist.

The two cabinet ministers are, we are sure,
sincerely desirous to do all the goed they
cail to British Columbia, and to meet the
wishes of its inhabitants as far as they can
consistently with their duty to the other
parts of the Dominion. It is therefore to be
hoped that they will be met by men of all
classes and both parties in a friendly spirit,
and that the information they desire will be
freely and frankly imparted. It is impor-
tant that the Ministers should learn the
whole truth with regard to the Province,
that they will be assisted to see it exactly as
it is. The men who paint it for them in the
colors of the rose are quite as much the
enemies of the Province as the men who
draw & gloomy and untruthful picture of
its present ocondition and its future pros-
pects. The Ministers are. both men of the
world and seasoned politicians, who can
bear to hear truth that is unpalatable as
well as truth that is pleasant and agreeable.
We believe that perfect frankness in dealing
with the Ministers is not only right, but the
best policy, both for the Dominion Govern-
ment and for the people of the Provinoe.
They should not be allowed to leave the
Coast laboring under any delusion, either as
to the opinions of ‘the people, so far as they
can be ascertained, or the state and ‘pros-
pects of the Province.

There are in this Province, as there are
in every other, persons who' distrust
politicians and who ‘believe that no
good thing can come out of Ottawa ; and
there are also people who think that-the
only way to please men in power is to flatter
them and tp tell them nothing but what
they are pretty sure the Ministers would
like to ‘Wear. The former class' maguify
évery drawback and ex:ggerate every griev-
ance. They consider it their duty to croak
and to preach blue ruin. The latter class
have nothing but good to say of the country
and are ready to represent the people as
being perfectlysatisfied with the policy of the]
Federal Government and the treatment they
receive at its hands. The Ministers should
be on their guard against both classes, for
both will be certain to lead them astray.
There are, however, men in the country
who are not either confirmed pessimiats
or slavish worshippers of those in
authority, and it will be found that these
men, ®s.well as being the most reliable,
know most about the Province and its re-
sources. We trust that they will consider
it their duty to call upon the d
visitors and speak to them without either
concealment or reservation.

British Columbians are hospitable, and
we need not say that the Ministers will be
warmly welcomed and well treated when
they come to the Coast. - We sincerely trust
that-they will obtain information here that
they will be able to nse in the near future
for the good of the Province, and that when
they turn their faces Eastward they will
carry with them .fsvonblo impressions of
British Columbia and its inhabitants.

We learn from a late Ottawa specisl tele-
gram that the attention of the Governor-in-
Council has been directed to the services
rendered by several gentlemen in connection
with the Behring Sea case, and, that Par-
Hament will be asked to recogpize their
services in a substantial manner. We trust
that when the value of the services of those
gentlemen is being considered, justice will
be done to Collector Milne of ‘this port.
That gentleman has for many years taken a
deep interest in the sealing: industry, and
has spared neither time mor labor in col-
lecting the information necessary to put the
business in its true light before those in
authority. We have reason to believe that
the information which he collected with
such pains, has been of great use to the
authorities. It can easily be seen that
having at the centre of the sealing industry
a gentleman of wide intelligence, who was
not only willing but eager to do every-
thing in his power to strengthen the British
case, must have been of very considersable ad-
vantage to those engaged in getting up
that, case. -We are very sure that the
Commissioners and other officials who ap-
plied to Collector Milne for information and
who desired his cooperation will bear will-
ing testimony to his zeal and to the value of
the services which he so Wisinterestedly
rendered. The owners of sealing schooners
here and all connected with the business
speak highly of Collector Milne. They have
always looked upon him as a firm and judi-
cious friend upon whose. good-will and
ability they could in all emergencies place
implicit reliance. It seems to be a pity that
services to the state-such as. those rendered
by Collector Milne cannot receive a more
permanent and a more distinguishing recog-
nition than the * substantial” one ,men-
tioned in the telegram. Honors less ** sub-
stantial ” than a recognition in cash are
often more highly prized by the men who
earn them and by their family and friends.

4 RUSSIAN OPINION.

It is strongly suspected in some quarters
that the love and admiration for the Rus-
sians, 8o effusively expressed by the people
and the press of Paris, is not reciprocated.
The Russian who is a devotee in religion,
and who is a sincere and by no means toler.
ant believer in the divine right of kings and
czars, has very little, indeed, in common
with the sceptical Frénchman, who is not
only a scorner of religion and a derider of
religionists, bus is & hater of monarchy and
a sympathiser with revolutionists of all
classes and creeds.  The way in which the
great majority of good Russians look at the
French as a people was, not very long ago,
pretty strongly expressed by Prince Mest-
chersky in the Grasdonin (Citizen), of which
he is editor. Among other things  this
loyal and orthodox Prince says : >

““ Away with a nation that does not be-
lieve in.the Almighty, a nation incapable of
defending itself, and which surrenderd itself
to an enemy in hundreds of thousands! A
nation whose patriotism only exists in
phrases camiiot be the ally of the Russian
nation. . . . The Frenchmen of to-day are a
depraved body, destined by fate to exhibit
the spectacle of degen@rated patriots. The
present Frenchman is* composed of nothing
but words—everything is words, and in
fact he is in practice wanting in the quali-
ties, & superabundance of which is found in
his words,—manliness, bravery, patriot-
ism, solidity and sincerity.”

The above is, no doubt, the estimate
which very many Russians have formed of
Frenchmen, and Frenchmen, not
carried away by excitement and eAthusiasm
would, if they gave their honest opinion of
the average Russian, be quite as uncompli-
mentary as Prince Mestchersky was when
denounzing the French to his countrymen.
It is not likely that an alliance between
peoples differing so widely in their princi-
ples, their feelings and their ideas about
almost everything, can be very cordisl, or
can last very long. Orthodox Russians,
whose loyalty is part of their religion, know
very well that close intercourse between the
people of Russia and the French would be
dangerous, both to their religion and their
Government.

Cemfort-
able farmers and hopeful tradesmen who'
want to be cheered, enlivened and encourag-
ed, feel uneasy and depressed after hearing
one of Bir Richard Cartwright’s able
-speeches, and consequently they 'have at
last grown tired of his jeremiads and gladly
welcome the advent of a leader of more
cheerfal countenance and more exhilarating
speech.

Sir Riehard Cartwright was missed at the
meetings, as the skeleton at the feast would
be missed. His absence was found to
be & relief. The holiday makers
were - glad that he  wus not
on'the platform. = They were in no mind to
listen to _his gloomy orations. Life, they

the state of the ocountry, and if the truth
were told, thoy saw no reason for lamenting
and being in a melancholy mood. It is true,
8ir Richard gave it hot to the Tories, but
‘they are losing their taste for the highly
seasoned dishes that were relished at gather-
ings of the reform party some years ago.
They do.not think that a dish which
is almoat wholly made up of cayenne pepper,
mustard and vinegar is either pleasant to
the taste or nourishing for the body. To
drop the figure, the Liberals of Oatario are
finding out that the Tories are not
all monsters and that Conservative
public men ‘are not in a conspiracy with
Old Nick . to ruin the country. They see
now the foolishness of looking at the sup-
porters of the Government in and out of
Parliament _through the Grit party spec-
tacles. Experience has proved to them that
Conservatives and Liberals are wonderfully
like each other, and that differing in opin-
ion from them in politics is no proof either
of idiocy or of moral depravity. The con-
sequence is that toleration and neighborly
feeling between the rank and file of the
different parties have made great progress of
late years, and one of the results of this
social and moral improverhent is that Sir
Richard Cartwright and orators of his school
are out of date in Ontario—back numbers, asit
were. This is a change on which they are
to be congratulated. The bigotted and
narrow-minded of both parties may try to
fan the smouldering fire of party feelinginto
a flame, and they may appear to succeed for
& while here. and there, but they labor in
vain. The new state of things is far better
and pleasanter in every way than the old.
The old party hates,and unreasoning antipe-
bhies are sure to die out,and with them,unless

them alive and did their best to intensify
them. There is not the slightest reason to
fear a reaction. Dropping Sir Richard
Cartwright from the list of speakers at the
Liberal meetings is an indication ‘that a
beneficent change has taken place in Oatario,
and that it is likely to last. So mote it be.

This is the oondition ' to which the
Senate has reduced.itself by its unpatriotic
folly and blind selfishness. When . it is at-
tacked by Britishers the upholders of ' re-
publicanism have not one word to say in ita
behalf. They, with shame and confusion of
face, are forced to admit that it is all true,
and more could be said in condemnation of
the Senate than has been said.  And yet it
seems only the other day that Americans
were, with good reason, proud of their Sen-
ate, and they pointed to it as the model
deliberative body of the world. But now,
even in the United States, there are none so
poor as to do it honor. How are the mighty

In $he issues of the last few days

THE SIAMESE TWINS.

Says They. Were Very
.Near to Each
Other.

Bill Nye

Though Differing in Their Ideas They
~'Were Quite Insepar-
; able.

A little Lefore, he had bailt for himself a
cosy cabin near the E & N. railway line,
not far from the tribe’s old burying-
round, - the materials—lumber, windows,
soon, nails, eto.—costing, according to a
carefully preserved memorandum, 50,
In this modest bat comfortable habitation
were an overcoat and several other articles
of clothing, tools, bedding, firearms, and,
ina tin box ocarefully hidden away—the
$600.in greenbacks. . 2

as Mrs, Sigh was installed as housekeeper
in the cabin, her reward for lo.king
after the ﬁlem and . seeing that nothing
went amj ing the use of the house, to
which -she moved all her few belongings.
Unfortygately, . Mrs. Sigh fell sick, and|
when she dogtor came he said she was suffer--
i.g from; an infectious di ease which, if
proper precautions were not taken, would
spread among the tribe. The old woman
wais therefore removed and to obviate any
dunger of contagion, the cabin with its con-
tents (no one kuew the tin box was there)
was burned to the ground

Sam and his wife came home a week or so
ago, all anprepared to find their home no
more in exisience They were shown the
dead ashes of the site and were told that
nothing--had been saved. Here is what
S8am says in a note which reached the CoL-
ONI1ST yesterday : :

“1 and my wife we lose the $600 in
money, clothing §25. 2 shovels, $2; mactock,
drawing ko fe, rifle. §15; shotgun, $13; steel
crobar, $5; cabin coet $343 ; and cousider-
able other useful articles tistroyed. Mrs.
Sigh lost feathers bed, clothing and other
property. amounting to $100. I can get no
work now and hunger is b fore us. Do yon
think this way treat a man ie fair?”

- Her boots were
worp out and she had to tie strips of her
dress around her feet, but still she tramped
on. Ounce in & while a friendly man would
give her a lift and several times train bands
permisted ber to. ride on freight trains.
Some little trinkets she had were &old to
buy food, but generally she begged from
door to door. : Often she slept by the road-
side when night came on and there was no
farm house. Mrs. Lavalle is probably the
only :woman who ever crossed the
continent on foot under such circumstances.

THE STRANDED “MIOWERA.”

Captain Stott Was Proceeding With
All Cantion But Had Miseal-
culated His Position.

The First of the Shipwrecked Passen-
gers Reaches Victoria—His Ae-
count of the Mishap.

Mr. George L. Courtenay, local manager
of the C.P.R., yesterday received a tele-
gram from Mr. William Brown, of Van-
couver, assistant general freight and pas-
senger agent of the compauny, which puts a
different complexion upon the Miowera
disaster than does the Associated Press re-
port, in which Captain Stott was held en-
tirely blameable. Mr. Brown’s dispatch is
self-explanatory :

“In connection with the Associated Press
report giving an account of the Miowersa
disaster, and knowing Captain Stott as well
as I know him, I could not believe the re-
port to be correct. I therefore wired to
Mr. Walker, Theo, H. Davies’ manager in
Honolulu, who arrived from Honolulu in
San Francisco by the Australia, and am in
receipt this morning of the following reply :

Mr. J. K. Macrae, who "l: olsz of the
passengers ‘for this city on the Miowera,
joined 8hi- father, Mr. Farquhar Macrae,
i’. M., in Victoris, last evening, having come
north overland from San Francisco. The
accident, he explained, occurred at about
8:30 in the evening, the night being clear
and fine but very dark. Captain Stott had
whistled and signalled for the pilot some
time before, and not realizing how close in
he was, was running in at slow steam to pick
up the pilot. The outer buoy was passed
without those aboard being aware of the
fact, there being no light upon it, and the
officers on the bridge were lovking eagerly
for the green light on shore which mast be
brought in line with the red to insure a sife
entrance. Both were plainly visible to the
passengers on deck, but owing to some re-
cent erection on shore the view of the one
was shut off from those in charge of the
movements of the ship. Herein, no doubt,
lay the cause of the disaster.

’* The rs experienced no -shock
when the ship struck, and did not realize
how serious an accident had befallen her.
In this they shared the feeling of the officers.
Captain Stott was not trying to enter the
harbor without a pilot—in fact Ke supposed,
a8 was the case, that the port doctor would
come out to him on the pilot boat—but was
endeavoring, as he was behind time, to get
‘olose in and pick up the pilot near the har-
bor entrance. The miscalcalation of the
ship’s position was fatal to her, for she
drifted on just where the swell is sail to be
worst. At the time the reef -was touched
the machinery was not in motion at sll, the
ship moving simply with the ‘way .she had"
oun. She did not run on the rock, but was
laid gently bow om it and was gradually
worked up by the treacherous sea.

About 300 tons of coal were discha,
on lighters, and the balance of - the fuel on
board tumbled into the sea. - The night of
the accident 3 message was received from the
United States Admiral offering immediate
assistance, bat the kitdiy pr« ff-red aid was
declined, Captain Stott sending back word
that the ship was in no danger and would be
eusily released by the tugboat which had
been en?gvd for service in the morning.
This delay was no doubt very ill-advised,
but again it must be remembered that the
Miowera seemed to be in a_positiof? the re-
verse of dangerous. Captain Stott’s expec-
tations wounld no doubs have been realized
had the mishap occurred at any other stage
of the tide, which, when the ship went on,
was at its highest mark. The passengers
remained on board until the ﬁnoadny
following (the ship striking Monday even-
ing), and then cargo and the vessels fur-
nishings were also removed. When the
Miowera’s passengers lef on the Aastralis,
after presenting an sddress of sympathy to
Captain Stott, the distressed steamer was
still sound in hull, her stern post and pro-
peller having been the only parts visibly
injured.

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OUR MINERAL WEALTH.

Repprt of the Mines Department of
the Geo'ogical Survey of
Canada.

Interesting Statistics of the Output
From the Different
Provinees.

Though the preliminary summary of
Canada’s mineral production in 1891 was
issued last year, the complete report of the
Division of Mineral Statistics and Mines of
the Dominion Geological Survey has only
recently been published, Mr. Ingall, in
charge of the Division, explaining that the
delayarose from somewhatexceptional causes.

British Columbia occupies a considerable
amonnt of attention in the review, the de-
tails given in the report of the Minister of]
Mines for this province being reproduced.

The immense impetus in the development of
quartz mining in British Columbia bhad, of
course, not then reached the stage it has
now attained, and the figures for the lperlm‘l
under consideration, as well as the follow-
ing year, have already been presented in the
Provincial mining reports. A comparison
of the output with that of the other
parts of the Dominion and the mineral pro-
duction of the whole of Canada are, how-
ever, of great interest, especially as the re-
port gives evidence of much care in pre-
paration.

The mineral products of Cansda for the
year 1891 amounted in value to $20,500,000,
as compared with $18,000,000 in 1890, and
show a gradual yearly increase from $12,-
000,000 in 1886, the first year given in the
report. Metallic minerals (copper, gold,
iron, lead, nickel, platinum and silver) were
produced to the value of $5,451,195, against
$3,570,685 for 1890, owing chiefly to the im-
mense increase in the nickel output in the
famous Sudbury district. Non-metallic
minerals, including coal, limestone, mica,
asbestus and other useful minerals and
structural materials, such as slate, marble
and so forth, were valued at $14,359,174,
while unspecified products amounted to

The exports of minerals and mineral pro-
ducts during 1891 totalled $6,772,693, while

the fiscal vear of 1891 :

A FAMILY MURDERED.

WasHINGTON, Ind., Oct. 23.—The grand
jury yesterday caused the arrest of James
Stone on a charge of murdering the Wratten
family in Harrison township on the night of
September 18.

HORRIBLE CRIME.

DHULEEP SINGH DEAD.

Pagis, Oct. 23.—The Maharajah Dhuleep
lSingh died in this city yesterday from the
effects of a paralytic stroke.

The Maharajah Dhuleep Singh, G.C.S.L,
was & son of the famous Runjeet Singh, the
Rajah of Punjaub, and was born in 1838.
Dhuleep was an infant when his father
died, and the demoralized state of the re-
gency and army induced the British minis-
try to annex the principality under certain
conditions, one being that the young Ma-
harajah should receive four lacs of rupees
(£40,000 sterling) a year. Aterwards the
Maharsjah became a - Christian, took up his
abode in England, and was naturalized,
His mother, the notorious Ranee, also re-
sided in England until her death in 1863,but
resisted steadfastly all persuasion to be-
come a convert to Christianity. It was as
one time thought the Maharajah would
marry Princess Victoria of Krug; but in
1864 he married, at the British consulate at
Alexandria, a young Protestant lady, a
British subject. The Maharajah lived for
many years on his estate at Thetford; mak-
ing it one of the most renowned sporting
estates in England..

BRITAIN IN AFRICA

Col. Brabant and a Band of Bechu-
anas Defeated by the
Matabeles,

Who Do Not Follow Up Their Advan-
tage but Retire to
the Hills,

Care Towx, . Oct. 20.—The volunteer
military column sent out from Fort Victoria
to operata against King Lobengula’s Mata-
bele warriors met the enemy on October 15,
near Indiana Mountain, and defeated the
natives. The Fort Salisbury column fought
and defeated a separate body of Matabeles
near the scene of the first engagement men-
tioned. The two columns then advanced to
Sulawatyo, King Lobengula’s kraal. ..Capt.
Campbell was shot in the leg and it was ne-
cessary to amputate the limb. This was
only casually reported. It is estimated the
Fort Victoria colamn killed 100 Matabeles,
The Fort Charter ecolumn is also_said to
have fought successfully.

JOHANNESBURG, Oct. 20.—It has been
learned here that Captain Campbell was
wounded on October 15, in the vicinity of &
kraal southwest of the Indiana mountain.
He was shot by a Matabele who was con-
cealed behind a rock. Fearful of the pun-
ishment they knew the British would inflict
on them for the shooting, all the natives in
the vicinity fled into a more -inaccessible
country. “They. left precipitately, abandon-
ing 250 head of cattle. Shortly after Camp-
bell’s leg was amputated he died from the
shack. Colonel Brabant, commanding 400 of
Chief Khama’s Bech X tered a
strong party of Matabeles in the Matoppo
hills on October 16, and fought an engage-
ment with them. Twenty-seven of the
Matabeles were killed and twenty-five head
of their cattle captured. The Matabeles

AUSTRALIAN FEDERATION.

Canadians naturaily wondér how it is
thas the Australian colonies have not con-
federated. 1t is 5o evidently their interest
to unite, that we in this Northern Hemi-
sphere would like to know what are the ob-
stacles to union. An Australian gentleman,

- who is a member of the Legislative Assem-
bly of New South Wales, has kindly sent

us a history of the Movement for Australian-

Confederation, which will satisfy the intel-
ligent and laudable curiosity of our readers,
of which the following are the opening para-
graphs: .

The yisitor to Australia is struck by the
fact that while almost everyone seems to be
in favor of federating the various provinces
under one central government, very little
has been done towards the achievement of
‘that object.  There have been several con-
ferences and conventions on the subjeot, and
many able and eloquent speeches upon it—
indeed, the oratisns would have to be
measured by the mile—but the practical re-
sults so far have been small. The reasons
for the long delay over a matter generally
aococepted as right and good are not appar-
ent at first to the visitor, but if he inquires
elosely into the matter he will ascertain that
the following are the *‘lions in the-palh.”
#3.0ne Australian statesman called them :—

Firstly, the desire of New Zealand to re-
main out of the federation for the present.
Its leading men say they have 1200 reasons
for this, meaning by the remark that New
Zealand is 1200 miles distant from the Aus-
tralian continent. .

Secondly, there are the border tariffs be-
tween the various provinces. As Victoria
started her protective policy about twenty
years before any of the others, the latter
desiring a few years protection, in order to

THE WAR IN AFRICA.

e

Attention has been for the moment divert-
ed from Mr. Gladstone’s Home Raule gyra-
tions to the little war in South Africa. This
war is, in one sense, peculiar. It is not a
national war.. Oae of the belligerents is a
mercantile and colouising company and the
other is a horde of warlike, savages. The
nation may be drawn into the contest by
and by, but, just now, it seems to occupy
the position of a deeply interested spec-
tator.

The Metabele, from all accounts, are the
Spartans of South Africa. They are a nation
of soldiers. Their trade is war. ~They were
for a time a community of celibates, but one
of their sovereigns permitted marriage
among them under certain conditions and
restrictions. 4 soldier of the Metabele legion
eannot marry until he has killed anenemy in
war, and the custom was that he must
steal a wife from among the peaceful and in-
dnstrious ' people, over whom his nation
tyrannised. The  fighting strength of
Lobengula, the King of the Metubele, is
twenty thousand men who are inured td
war, and who do not appear to know what
humanity means.

The sphere of the influence of the South
Africa Company is ** the region of South
Africa Jying immediately north of British
Bechunanaland and to the north and west of
the South African Republic, and to the west
of the Portuguese dominions.” The com-
pany is invested with large powers. It has
authority “to construct roads, railways,
telegraphs and to carry on mining and other
industries, to make concessions, mining
forestal and other rights, and to make
grants of land.” Some of its duties are
“to discourage and abolish as far as possible
any system of slave trade or of domestic
enforced servitude ; to regulate the traffic
in spirits and to prohibit their sale to the
natives ; to grant freedom of religious wor-
ship; and, while. administering jastice, to
pay due regard’to the laws and customs of
the various tribes.” Tne chartered com-
pany has power. to build fortitied stations
and to ‘defend its settlements when at-
tacked, but it is not allowed to engage in
offensive-warfare. It has in Mashonaland
four forte—Thuli, Victoria, Charter and
Salisbury—all of which appear to be fairly
well garrisoned. Its armed force, not count-
ing the volunteers, is one thousand strong.
The Company has had offers from the Boers
of a strong detachment of splendid marks-
men. On the whole it is evident that the
company, if it is allowed a free
hand, is in a pretty good position to defend
itself. What the friends of the colonists were
afraid of was that the Imperial Government
would interfere to prevent their d
with their savage enemies and neighbors in
the only way they might consider effective.
But it appears that, as ‘Inr as the Metabele
are concerned, there is little to fear on this
head. Itis but reasomable that these men
who have been permitted to settle in a dis-
tant land among tribes of ruthless bar-
barians should be allowed a wide measure of
discretion in dealing with their enemies.
It is absurd to permit men to engage in
enterprises of great danger and at the
same time to prevent their doing what
they consider necessary to defend them-
selves. Besides, the South Africa Com-
pany may well be trusted to deal humanely
with /the natives of the country which it
ocoupies. It is composed of men of high
character, whose main object is to civilize
the people of South Africa. Its trusted
servants are humane men who, no doubt,
take a wide and an.enlightened view of the
interesta of the company whose prosperity
they are bound to promote, and of the
nation to which they belong. Harmiless and
civilizable people like the Mashonas will be
certainly greatly benefitted by the settle-
ment of white men among them who will
maké them free, who will treat them
well and who will protect them from their
enemies. If they teach human wolvés like
the Metabele a stern -lesson in the only
way they canappreciate and understand, they
will not oaly do much for that part of South
Afrioa which the savages infest, but they
will benefit humanity. A nation of slave
makers and slave drivers must be either
conquered or exterminated. -

done much to civilize and improve the
country within ite sphere of influence. It
has constructed 126 miles of railroad from
Kimberly to Oryburg. Itis constructing a
line from Oryburg to Mafiking. From
Mafiking to Fort Salisbury it has made a
line of telegraph 819 miles 'in length, It
bas constructed the Selous road 460 miles
long, from Macloustie Fort to Mount
Hampden.

Nothing less will satisfy
them. .

THE OONTEST IN OHIO.

Mr. McKinley, the godfather of the fa-
mous tariff that bears his name, is candidate
for the office of Governor of Ohio in the elec-
tion which is to come off next montn. The
State politicians have succeeded in' making
the issue at that election a purely federal
one, Mr. McKinley represents the princi-
ple of bigh protection, which is embodied in
his tariff and Mr. Neal represents the Dem-
ocratic policy of tariff reform. Ohio has
been for many years staunchly Republican
and enthusiastically . protectionist, But in
spite of this, the Democrats do not object to
the issue that has been raised. - If the State
elects the Democratic candidate, which
seems to us very unlikely, for Mr.
McKinley is personally popular,
a victory will' be claimed for
the Administration’s trade policy; if
Mr. McKinley gains the day, the protec-
tioniste of the United States will take it as
an indication that their principles are still
popular,and they will feel encouraged to con-
tinue the fight on the old lines.

It seems singular that a State election
should be made by common consent a test of
the popularity of a poliey which is purely
Federal, but no doubt the politicians of
Ohio, of both sides, knew what they were
about when they allowed protection of tariff
reform to be made the issue at the eleotion.
It is said, too, that Mr. McKinley is the
most hopeful Republican candidaté for the
FPruidenoy, and that if he is again elected
Governor of Ohio, his chances of nommation
will be greatly increased. The, election in
Ohio is almost the only State glection that
the people of the United States, as'a whole,
take an interest in. The other elections are
for the moat part only -local affairs.

This being what is called an off year in
the United States, the State elections are
comparatively few. There are to be elec-
tions in New York; Muuchn}eth. New
Jersey, Pennsylvania, Towa, West Virginia,
Maryland and Virginia. The Populists are
preparing to make a vigorous fight in one or
two of these States, but that party appears
to have seen the best of its days. The
people:seem to be getting tired of political
faddists and extremists,

;. THAT BOMBARDMENT. .,

One of the most bewildering things we
read of is the bombardment of Rio Janeiro.
It is many weeks now since that bombard-
ment commenced—in the telegrams. It
has continued spadily ever since, so that if
there is any truth in the reports that have
reached ‘us, there would, at the present mo-
went, be very little of Rio Janeiro to bom-
bard. There would, in fact, be hardly one
stone left on another of its buildings and
fortifications. But it seems the city is still
the home of thousands who have lived in it
and pursued their different avocations dur-
ing this long and terrible bombardment.
There was some discussion as to ‘whether it
was not the duty of humane neutrals to
interfere for the protection of life and pro-
perty, but it appears now that the feelings
of neutrals were not greatly harrowed by
the operations of the rebel fleet. =

THE PLEBISCITE.

The question to be submitted to' the peo-
ple of Ontario this fall is :

*¢Are you in favor of hmedhho*prohibi-
tion by law of the importation, manufacture
and sale of intoxicating liquors as a bever-
age? ”

It is a little difficult to see what'practical
purpose is to be served by applying to the
people of that Province for an anawer to the
above question. ' If a majority of the electors
say that they are infavor of a prohibitory law,
the Province will be no nearer passing one
than it is at present. The vote is not in
any way aunthoritative ; it does not - bind
anyone to anything. After the vote has
been taken, matters, as regards prohibition,
will be precisely where they were before the
election. == s

A knowledge that the vote will: have no
practical effect will, no doubt influence many
of the electors. Knowing that their vote
can have no influence, either in bringing on or
keeping off prohibition, they will be careless
how they vote. Even asa test of opinion
on the subject of prohibition, the Ontario
plebiscite will be of very little use. The
probability, to say the very least, is that
the provinces have no power to enact a pro-
hibitory law. The majority of the votors
of Ontario are by no means a majority of
the voters of the Dominion. So that even
if Ontario votes by a large majority in favor
of prohibition the question as to the state
of public opinion with regard to a prohibi-
tory law for the Dominion will be very far
from being decided.

A CORRUPT CANDIDATR.

The most interesting feature of the elec-
tion soon to take place in the State of New
York is the candidature of Isaac H.
Maynard. The office to which Mr. Maynard
has been nominated is that of Judge of the
Court of Appeals. Maynard is a politician
of the velvety kind. He is pleasant, and
‘smooth, and plausible, but he is thoronghly
unprincipled.’”

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" MACMAHON'S FUNERAL..

The Rémsins Taken From “ La Made
leine” to the Hotel des
Invalides.

@rand and - Eloquent Oration by
Premier Dupuy—AR Exceptional
Tribute.

Paxis, Oct. 23.—0n the arrival of the
mourners for Marshal MacMahon at the
Church of La Madeleine, yesterday, the
army offcers took their places at the right
of the bier and the civilians at the left, the
gy oolors of the uniforms contrasting
strangely with the black coats and mourn-
ing hangings. A few judges came in their
red robes, and some 10 academicans walked
in behind them. Qutside a great crowd
watched and waited in silence, while far
down the street stretched ~the motionless
double lines of infantry, keeilng the way
clear for the departure of the body from the
church.

he hearse was drawn by six horses,
oag‘nrisoned with silver and black cloth,
having at each corner the embroidered - tri-
solor. On each side were the carriages filled
with wreaths. While the crowd was watoh*
ing the hearse intently a carriage was driven
up hastily and Count Muenster, the Germar
ambassador, his head uncovered, stepped
eut. An officer of the Red Hi with &
silver eagle on his glittering helmet, follow-
ed, and behind him came two giant officers
of the White Cuiraseiers There wasan un-
easy shifting of the crowd, and a low mur-
mur ran along the “lines nearest the church.
Muenster made a sign to a footman, and a
landau, csrrying Emperor’s William’s
wreath, was driven to the curb, The wreath
was of nasural violets, tea roses and carna-
tions, among which hung a huge silver “W.”
The dropping of a pin counld have been heard
in the place de la Madeleine as the Germans
mounted the steps and walked into the
church, saluting as they passed the coffin.

Loizillon, minister of war, Admiral Avelon,
and Premier Depuy arrived, closely fol-
lowed by the field marshal’s two soms.
There was no cereraony at the church, The
ocoffin was placed on the hearse, General
Saussier, commander of the troops in Paris,
waved his sword, and the cavalcade began,
at 11:15 o’clock, to move slowly from the
church. The troops presented arms and the
band of the Republican Guard struck np the
first notes of Sellinick’s funeral march.
There seemed to be ne end of carriages filled
with flowers. The most conspicuons of all
the exquisite pieces was the great wealth of
Russian lillies, forget-me-nots, violets and
heartsease, trimmed with blue and whi
ribbons, and besring the words, *‘ Impe
Mediterranean Squadron.” It was the tri-
bute of the Russian visitors to the dead
soldier. “All along the route the wreath
was the signal for marmurs of admiration.
The olergy preceded the hearse. At the
corners walked Premier ‘Depuy, Admiral
Renier, marine minister; Challemel Lacour,
president of the Senate, and General Loizil-
lon, holding the cords of the pall.

The clattering of arms in the
passage finally announced the arrival of the
procession and the coffin was borne slowly to
the chapel and placed on the catafalque be-
fore the altar.

EXCITED STOCK MARKET.

The “Shorts,” Seized With Panie,
Abandon the kield to Their

Rapid Rise in Values—A Gain of Half
to Two Per Cent.

NEw YoRE, Oct. 24.—1It is a long time
since the Stock Exchange presented such a
scene of excitement as it did to-day. The
transactions were on a heavy scale, footing
up 452,874 shares, and the .excitement ran
high.

DARING AND DETERMINED

Homeward Bound Miners Robbed of
/ Their Dust By a White-
-Capped Band, -

James Rogers, the Vetéeran Freighter,
Killed By & Fall From
His Wagon.

Forr STEERLE, Oct. 17.—(Special) —One of
the most determined ‘and daring robberies
ever attempted in this district was planned
and carried out on the evening of the 10th
of this month at Wolf Creek, eighteen
miles from Fort Steele, James Rogers, who
has been freighting for Messrs. Gabraith

snd others, agreed to take thromgh six
Chinese who were leaving the country, who
has been very successful mining and who
carried with them a Jlarge sum of money in
gold dust ‘taken out of Wild' Horse Creek.
As g Rogers’ custom, he left Fort Steele
and camped at Wolf Creek, near the resi-
dence of Messrs. Hanney & Humphreys.
After fixing up camp for the night, all re-
tircd. About 12 o'clock at night Rogers
was aroused in ' his tent by a masked man
telling him and those with him
to gebt u out of the
tent to tgo camp - fire. He, with
a man named Teddy Cain did so, whilst
two other masked men had found the
Chinamen and were robbing them «f their
money. Three of the Chinese who were
sleeping in the wagons escaped by taking to
| the brush and hiding. One poor unfortun-
ate Chinaman who refused to submit was
badly beaten about the face and head, and
presented a sad appearance when he reached
Fort Steele, where he was promptlyattended
by Dr. McLean. The robbers, after com-
pleting their work, rode off in the direction
of Tobacco Plains, They got in all about
$2,500 in gold dust and bills. They were
well mounted on horses and had a rifle and
six-shooters with them.

As soon as the robbers had left, Cain
started for the house of Mr. Hannay, who
promptly came and rendered what assist-
ance he could to the unfortunate Chinaman.

when the news reached Fort Steele. Mr.
Cummines, 8. M., dispatched special con-
stables all over the country to hunt up the
robbers, but up to the time of writing no
‘trace of them had been found. Six con-
stables are near Tobaceo Plain hunting them
with the hope of success.

The men are described as two. being
tall, with white masks and long black coats,
and the third man was much smaller. The
rob was well planned and carefully

A Spanish Cruiser Works Great
Havoe in the Arab
Trenches.

MapriD, Oct. 24.—The Iatest advices
from Melilla show that the Spanish troops
gained a decided victory over the Meors on
Satarday. - Early Sunday morning General
Margallo, the Spanish commander, sent to
Bsaja-el-Arbi a final warning that unless he
carried out by noon the promises he made
on Thursday to persuade the Arabs to de-
stroy their entrenchments and cease resist-
ance, the Spaniards will forthwith open a
cannonade on the Moors. The Spaniards
watched Baja-el-Arbi, accompanied by a
strong escort of Morocco regulars, ride to
the rebel posts and harangue the native
chiefs, endeavoring to bring about a cessa-
tion of ‘hostilities. He met with a strong

At noon General Margallo called out the
arrison and ordered forts Camelo and San
renzo, the nearest to the Kabyl trenches,
to prepare for action. The oruiser Vanoito
at the same time approached the mouth of
the Ouro, going as near to the shore as the
rough sea would allow. As soon as the
Arabs saw the cruiser, a large body dashed
to the shore and began firing at her with
rifles, but their shots fell wide off the mark.
The Vanoito came to anchor in an advan-
tageous position and bombarded the Arabs
with shot and shell, to which the natives re-
plied with a harmless fusilade.

The Vanoito’s Hotchkise guns wrought
havoc in the Arab trenches. Besides this,
shells were thrown among them which must
have done serious execution, as several
shells voref l:aon to- fall Rt: the midat of

upe of - horsemen.. engagement
f:tod an hour and the Vanoito returned to
Melilla harbor without having sustained any
damage. . Soldiers from , the San Lorenzo|
fort had a skirmish with the Arabs several
days sgo on the banks of the Ouro. The

suing. The lieutenant in command of the
Spaniards fired his revolver at the Arabs
and the soldiers poured a volley- upon them,
putting them to flight.

General Margello led a sortie to-day from
the forts at Melilla and destroyed the
trenches dug by the Moors on Spanish terri-
tory. There was no engagement with the
tribesmen. The correspondent sending this
news hints that he was prevented from sead-
ing a full account of the sortie.

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TO THE FRONT AGAIN.

Sir Richard Cartwright is pushing him-
self to the front again. He is not the kind
of man who can be quietly relegated to ob-
sourity by the weak men who find him in
their way. In answer apparently to en-
quiries .as to his whereabouts, made by
some of the Gover t newspapers, it is
announced that Sir Richard intends to de-
liver a series of six speeches to his South
Oxford constituents. It is pretty certain
that his utterances on all the questions at
issue will be stronger and more definite
than . those of his nominal leader. Sir
Richard is known to have some very de-
cided opinions on the trade question, and
he generally has the courage of his
convictions. He was at the last election
strongly in favor of unrestricted reciprocity,
and he was not afraid to face the conse-
quences that muat flow from the adoption of
that policy. He must have read with im-
patience the indefinite, not to say unmean-
ing, utterances of Mr. Laurier on that im-
portant question.

Leading Liberals, no doubt, await with
considerable trepidation the delivery of those
six speeches in South Oxford. And they
have good grounds for apprehension. If
they have any confidence” in Mr. Laurier,
and if they believe the ground he has taken
on this trade question to be firm and tenable,
they may make themselves sure that Sir
Richard Cartwright will not follow the
course which he has pointed out. It
has been aptly said that Mr. Laurier
on that question tried to steer South by
North. It is quite certain that Sir Richard
Cartwright will not attempt this absurd
feat. He will steer in a definite direction.
He will not leave it uncertain what course
he is takiog or what point, he is making
for. We, however, are not at all sure that
he will strengthen the Liberal position.
The people of Canada have more than once
shown that they do not believe Sir Richard
Cartwright to be a safe guide in either trade
or finance, and they have pronounced very
decidedly against ‘his latest pet theory—
Unrestricted Reciprocity—involving, as it
does, the adoption of the United States
tariff and discrimination in trade against
Great Britain.

MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT.

The intelligent inhabitants of the cities of
Canada and the Dnited States are every day
declaring that Municipal Government is a
failure. The corporations exhibit different
degrees. of incapacity. Popularity-hunting
aldermen will not do their duty when they
. are convinoed that doing it efficiently will
- oot ¢k sk the next eleokion. The

habitual subservienos of aldermen in many
cities to the most 'corrupt and the least in-
telligent class of electors has so disgusted
men of ability and standing, who possess a
fair degree of self-respect, that they will not
allow themselves to be putin nomination
for seats in the Council. They know
that in almost every matter of importance
they will be outvoted by the popularity-
hunting members of the Council, and that
they will have to bear the odium of adminis-
trative acts of which they utterly disap
prove. - The demagogic members of city
councils are, as a rule, as ignorant and as
narrow-minded as men can well be, and
instead of being guides to the people they
are among the first to lead them astray.

Besides being ignorant and incapable, a
very considerable proportion of the menibers
of American oity councils are hopelessly
corrupt. They are, from the first day 'of
their public careers to- the Iast, ‘“‘on the
make.” . They seek office in order to get all
the money they can out of -the positions to
which they are elected, and they take good
care to make the best use of : all
the opportunities that offer to jncrease
their pile. The “boss system,” too, prevails
in many great cities. The aldermen and the
electors are both under the thumb of a boss
who, by the use of the most abominable
means, gaing and retains his bad ascend-
ancy.

All this is known to the ratepayers, but
still they prefer putting up with the in-
effective and corrupt . city government than
to make the exertion necessary to  effect a re-
form. In fact, many of those who know

how cities are governed despair of ever re-
forming the governing bodies, as long as the
corporations are constituted as they are.
What many of them propose is to do away
with elective councils altogether, and to
bave the affairs of cities managed
by - paid commissioners, who  hold
office. wholly independently of the will
or the caprices of the electors. Those
who advocate this change say that the
management of the affairs of a ocity are as
much a matter of business requiring for its
proper transaction skilled men, as are the
affairs of a bank or of an insurance company.
The directors of a bank take good care that
the men placed in charge of the different
departments know their business. And if
any of them or their subordinates prove in-
capable or dishonest, he is dealt with in"a
summary manner. They know that the
sucoess of the institution depends upon the
way its affairs are administered, and to
have good administration, capable officials
are absolutely necessary. :

The rights of the citizens, so far from
being interfered with by this mode of city
government, are considered and deferred
to, Iv-is the right of the city taxpayer
to get the most possible for the money
he is required to pay into the city treasury,
He has a right, if he pays for them, to have
& pure and. plentiful water supply, good,
well-lighted” and _ well-kept streets and

' squares, effective drainage, a reliable police
force, an active and vigilant fire brigade
ui\ the other city services, at the least pos-
sible'cost. He has, too, & right to economi-

cal administration. As much of every dol-
lar of taxes should be expended on the ity
servioes, and as little for expenses of admin-
istration as the best managers can devise.
Bat it has been found that elective Councils
cannot give cities this sort of Government,
Money—a great deal of money—is always
lost by mismanagement and waste, and
sometimes by sheer dishonesty. - The elec-

tive Councils do not give the citizens what
they have a right to get for theirymoney. It
is no wonder, then, that even in the neigh-
boring Republic people talk of governing
cities by paid commissioners.

SO T AR RTIEN
FUTILE DETRACTION.

The Opposition newspapers of the Prov-
ince are fliling their columns with all kinds
of campaign fiction, with a view to show
that the Premier’s trip through the Main-
land was a failure, and that so far from
being warmly received and welcomed, the
reverse was the case, and that any seeming
sttention was but at best chilling civility.

It is not usual to give a banquet to an un-
welcome and an unpopular visitor. Yet
this honor was tendered to the Premier in
Chilliwack and at Ladner’s Landing by the

ince was as a large ' estate, and 'what bene-
fited one part benefited the whole. The
Opposition, he  was sorry to observe, was
not preaching such doctrines as would re-
commend themselves to right thinking, pro-
gressive men, and againat these he warmly
urged his hearers to be on their guard, for
80 desperate had their leaders and press be-
come that they would stop at nothing, so
long as it was sup; a point was to be
gained.

At the
same time he thought that such a proceed-
ing was not impossible and that in the pres-
ent state of the public mind the President
might not feel any great risk in adopting
that course. Such action would be similar
to Gladstone’s in overcoming the opposit-
ion to the abolition of the cmstom of pur-
chasing commissions in the army. The
American public would probably support
President Cleveland in suspending  the silver
purchase clause just as willingly as the
English suppor Gladstone in abolish-
ing the pur of army eommissiors,

“ Nevertheless,” he continued, * I am not
disposed to believe more than the President
himself has declared. . The President is a
sincere man, with the good of the country
at heart, and I hope he will succeed. ‘It is
not surprising that the United States feels
the pressare of the situation severely. The
Secretary of the Treesury’s statement, sug-
gesting a deficit, is most serious. I cannot
say that I attribute the situation entirely to
the silver policy. The falling off is doubt-
less largely dne to the general contraction of
trade, but the situation is necessarily aggra-

& pioneer—one of those who arrived in the
early sixties—but with axe in hand he eut
his way through the forest and in the sweas
of his brow forced the desert to smile and
to blossom. He was a native of England,
his father having been a farmer in one of the
midland  shires, and, arriving  here
in 1860 or 1861, went with a party
of prospectors up the Stickeen river. For
some time he was purser on the steamer
Otter, and after remaining several years in
Cariboo returned to Victoria, and joined the
Bennett Brothers in ranching on the South
Thompeon river. On the death of one of
the brothers he purchased a ranch in
Spallumcheen country, which he success-
fully carried on for a number of years, being
regarded as the model farmer of the seetion.
He was a prime mover in the construction
of the Shuswap and Okanagan railway,
towards whose promotion in its eatly stages
he subscribed considerably, making, in fact,
large sacrifices both of his time and money.
He became President of the company which
built and. carried on the road, its prime
object being to open up the country and to
carry its products to market, the lack of
which _had been a serious drawback.
In his gratefol task of helping on the rail-
way he made several trips to Eogland and
the ocontinent, where his earnestness and
straightforward way of presenting the case
gaioed for him respect and confidence. On
the death of the late Mr. Dewdney he be-
came Government agent at Vernon, selling
his well known ranch to Major Dupont.
He was also Gold Commissioner and Sti-
pendiary Magistrate ‘for the Osooyos Divi-
sion of Yale. Mr. Lumby was somewhat
reserved in his associations with those
around him, but they knew enough of him
to ensure their entire confidence, his word
passing current as his bond, his quiet thongh
earnest manner showing that he meant all
that he said, and that his force of character
was such as to lead him to carry out, even
at a loss to himself, that which he had
undertaken to perform. Said one gentle-
man, yesterday :

I have known him for.a number of years,
he had not much, if anything, to say abont
himself, but from our first conversation I
esteemed him for honesty and force of char-
acter. He was ene of those who was in-
stinctively a pioneer, and whom the most
serious setbacks would not paralyse.”

For a considerable time Mr. Lumby 'has
been a sufferer from heart disease, but the
immediate cause of his death was -typhoid
fever. About a week since he came to Vic-
toria for treatment, but the most careful
attention at the Jubilee hospital failed to
restore him. = His funeral will take place at
3 o’clock to-morrow afternoon from the cath-
edral, the interment taking place at the
Ross Bay cemetery. :

THE “LA PALOMA’S” FATE.

Buffeted by Sunday’s Gale She Goes
"~ 'to Pieces Near Gordon ’
Head.

The Supposition That the Present
Masters Lost Their Lives
With Her.

In the CoLoNisr of Saturday last, was
told  the strange story of a confidence game
by which the little steamer La Paloma,
owned by Ole Johnsen, of Chico, fell - into
the possession of two sharpers, one of whom
introduced himself as Captain Seymour;

swindlers have paid with their lives the
penalty of their crime, the steamer having
been lost with all on board during Sunday
night.

When Johnsen resigned possession of his
steamer, about ten days ago, it was under
the impression that her charterers required
her,,as they represented, to carry mails be-
tween Everett and certain of the island
ports. The steamer was, however, taken to
Seattle instead of Bellingham Bay, and from
the Sound city brought to Victoria. Here
all trace of the craft was lost, as she slipped
from the dock while James Davidson, who
‘had been put on board to protect the owner’s
interests, was enjoying himself about town.

Those who, with him, have been indus-
triously searching for her along the Victoria
water-front since thenZhave been unable to
gain the slightest clue to her whereabonte—
they simply had their labor for their pains.

" Have Accomplished During
the Past Season,

And What Their Intentions Are for
the Future—Speculation as
to Japan’g Policy.

“ Will Japan enact regulations similar
to those decided upon by Great Britain and
the United States on the one hand and
Great Britain and Russia on the other?”
4 This is the question which, above and before
all others, is engaging the attention of those
interested in the sealing indastry just now—
¢ Will the hospitable citizens of the Island
Empire eontinue to permit the destruction
in Japanese waters of the much-prized pro-
ducers of sealskin coats—or will they not?”

Much depends on how this question is
answered. Of course, if a protectorate is
declared in favor of the Japanese seals, it
means loss to the Victoria sealers. Japan is
their last haven, and if it is taken from
them they will be obliged to submit them-
selves to the narrow privileges of the new
regulations, learn to use the spear or the
airgun, and make a closer study of the
migratory habits of their game, 80 as to be
able to do a certain amount of execution
during the open months—which are not
generally looked upon as part of the sealing
season.

As yet Japan has taken no steps toward
the prohibition or regulation of sealing in
