A doubtful title from an article in the "Boston Transcript" for January 14, i860,

iigned "Rcquieacat," but written by John Fleet Eliot, a descendant of Thomns Fleet,

the alleged printer of the above. Eliot claimed that the original Mother Goose \vaa

Elizabeth Vergoose or Goose, the mother-in-law of Fleet and his marriage to "Eliza.

Goose" on June 8, 1715, appears in the records of Boston Marriages as printed ''n

1898. In support of his theory he stated that a certain gentleman, later named by

W. A. Wheeler as Edward A. Crowninshield, had run across a copy of the Songs in

the library of the American Antiquarian Society, and had made a note of the title to

be looked up at another time, but had never been able to find it again. About the year

1856, this gentleman who died in i8$9 told Eliot of his discovery, giving the title

and imprint, and describing the representation of a goose on the title page. No copy

of this 1719 work has ev;r been located, and its authenticity depends entirely on the

testimony of Eliot. The definiteness of the imprint is one point in its favor, as accord-

ing to Evans, Fleet was at this address, in both 17 14 and 1722. It has been suggested

that the whole thing was a hoax.

The story was repeated by "G. A. R." [W. A. Wheeler] in "Mother Goose's Melo-
dies for Children," the Hurd and Houghton edition first published in 1870. Haven'-)

list appended to the American Antiquarian Society's edition of Thomas's "History

of Printing," 1874, vol. 2, includes the title with a query, giving as the only source,

W. W. Whitmore's skeptical note on the subject in the New Eng. Hist, and Gen.
Reg., vol. 27, 1873, pp. 144-14$. The latter notes the absence of any memorandum
of Crowninshield's to substantiate the title. He quotes from an account book of

Daniel Henchman, the bookseller, the sale to other booksellers of numbers of copies

of "Verses for Children" in 1719 and 1720. Thomas Fleet had printed primers for

Henchman, and Whitmore presumes that he would also be the printer of the "Verses"

and not likely to get out a similar different collection of his own. However, Evans
lists three other printers as printing for Henchman in this year. The American Anti-

quarian Society has no record of ever having owned the work, or any correspondence

on the subject with Mr. Crowninshield.

Other arguments against the credibility of the 1 719 edition were brought forward

by Whitmore in his "The Original Mother Goose's Melody," Albany, 1889, and
Boston, 1892, such as the lack of contemporary references, the religious character of

most children's books of the period, etc. This is the best study of the subject as a whole.

The generally accepted theory of the origin of the name of "Mother Goose," stated

by Whitmore, is that it is derived from the well-known "Mere I'Oye" of French folk-

lore. Perrault in 1697, published "Histoires ou contes du tems passe," upon'the fron-

tispiece of which is an inscription "Contes de ma Mere Loye." The first English ver-

sion of Perrault's tales was probably that translated by a Mr. Samber said to have been

advertised in the Monthly Chronicle of March, 1729. A New York seventh edition

apparently from this translation was printed by Rivington in 179$, with the title:

"Tales of Passed Times by Mother Goose," which was "Englished by R. S. Gent."
According to Charles Welsh, in his "A Bookseller of the Last Century," 1885, New-
berry issued a seventh edition of "Mother Goose's Tales" in 1777. These prose tales,

including, Blue-Beard, Sleeping Beauty, etc., are to be distinguished from the collec-

tion of nursery rhymes, "Mother Goose's Melody."
"Mother Goose's Melody, or Songs for the Cradle," was entered at Stationers'

Hall, Dec. 28, 1780, by T. Carnan, the stepson and successor of Newberry, though it

may have been printed earlier, and is the first authenticated edition of the modern
Mother Goose rhymes. This is known only through Isaiah Thomas's reprints, aas.

having a fragmentary copy of the first edition, 1785 or 1786, a perfect copy of the

second, 1794, and an almost complete copy of the third, 1799. Charles Welsh calls

attention to the fact that if the "Melody" was printed before the death of Newberry
in 1767, it is likely that Oliver Goldsmith had a hand in the compilation of these

Lawrence C. Wroth
states that the same copy in the old John Carter Drown catalogue was entered under

three different years. If it were issued with the "Copy of :in Act" which was pasted by

the Assembly in 1704, that would be the earliest possible date which could be assigned

to it. As the agitation over the Act was ended in 1706 by the order in Council, de-

claring it null and void, that would prob.ibly be the latest date. The date, 170$, sug-

gcsfi-d in our former entry, is therefore approximately correct.

The heading,

"Reports and Resolutions," was given in 1794, but the material was not published as

a separate pamphlet with a title page unti.' 1840. Even after that date, the Reports

and Resolutions were often bound with the Acts. In 1 842, the title changed to "Re-

ports and Resolutions of the General Assembly of South-Carolina, passed at Its

Regular Session." In 1846, it became "... of the General Assembly of the State of

South Carolina, passed at the Annual Session of."

From this it

follows that often in library catalogues the collations of the three series are given

together.

This iportinK Journal has a most confusinK histury, Founded by William T. Porter

in 1831, the above is the earliest number which has been located. A few months after

its issue. Porter told tiie paper to the firm of Hunt and Adams, publishers of the

"New-York Traveller," who cunibinrd the two periodicals under th." title of "The
Traveller: Spirit of the Times and Life in New-York." It was later purchased and
issued under a similar title by C. J. K. Fisher, and cominued by Fisher and Innian.

In January, 183;, the paper was ayain purchased by "Publishers" who staled that they

had procured the services of Porter, the first editor. Under his editorship the title

became first, "The New-York Spirit of the Times," but "'as soon chanKcd to "Spirit

of the Times." The name of Porter appears alone until January, 1842, when John
Richards became the proprietor, though Porter continued as editor through August,

i8;6. In September of that year his place was taken by Edward £. Jones. Richards

died in January, i8i;(), but Jones and others continued this series until June 22, 1861,

vol. 31, no. 20.

In the meantime. Porter, on leaving the "Old Spirit," joined with George Wilkei

in starting a similar weekly, entit'ed, "Porter's Spirit of the Times," the first issue

being thai for Sept. 6, 1856. Porter died in July, i8;8, and later an interest was

acquired by Abraham C. Dayton and a friend. As the result of a legal controversy with

Wilkes, Dayton took possession of the paper. The last number of this series listed by

the Union List is that for February 25, i860. For Dayton's side of this controversy,

see "Porter's Spirit," for Sept. 10, 1859.

Wilkes, after his quarrel with Dayton, started a third periodical, entitled "Wilkes*

Spirit of the Times." In the first issue, for Sept. 10, 1859, he included under tic copy-

right notice on p. 8, the following note: "This copyright is only to be operative against

the publishers of Porter's Spirit of the Times, and its object is to prevent that paper

from any longer appropriating the labors of my mind." In 1868, Wilkes changed the

title of his paper to "The Spirit of the Times," which he called "resuming" its original

title, and considering it the successor of that founded in 1831, with the issue of Sep-

tember 6, 1873, he gave up his own volume numbering, and called this number in

accordance with Porter's original scheme, vol. 86, no. 4. This series continued until

Dec. 13, 1902, when it was combined with the "Horseman.
