A Convocation Hall capable of seating six hundred people and in

keeping with the Building was added. The addition also included a new and
larger Library and a Residence for the housekeeper and servants.

The evening of February 21st saw the completion of this Building,

which, as it now stands, rounds off and completes the whole structure and
gives suitable accommodation for a large work among students.

^|TOR three years past the Building had been entirely inadequate to the rapidly

Tjl increasing number of students who desire to be trained for the Christian

Ministry at Wycliffe.

In the autumn of 1 906 the Council decided to erect the addition and in March
of last year the work was commenced under the direction of Messrs. Gordon
& Helliwcll, Architects. R. Millichamp, Esq., represented the College Council

in the work.

The Ground Floor of the New Wing is taken up with a kitchen, store-rooms

and servants' sitting room. The Main Floor consists of a spacious and well ap

pointed Dining Hall, capable of seating about one hundred students, a serving pantry.

The Two Upper Flats of the New Wing supply the College with twenl\-six

additional rooms for students and provide for a total mnnlier of seventy-two

students, each man having a room to himself.

The accommodation in the Basem.ent of the Old IJiiilding, set free 1)\- moving

the dining room and kitchen into the N'ew Wing, has been utilized for u l.atnidrv

and small Gymnasium, with Shower Bath attached.

The Furnishings necessary for the Xew Building have all been generousI\' do-

nated by friends of the College. The funds needed for this work were very kindly

collected by a Committee of Ladies representing a num.her of the ])arishes in the

City of Toronto.
