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THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

The supreme war council of the
allies, accoraing to a London official
statement, has come to unanimous
agreement vigorously to prosecute the
war until the enemy cries, “Hold,
enough.” The allied representatives,
in their consultations at Paris, have
found no approximation to their peace
terms in the speeches of the German
imperial chanrcellor and the Austrian
foreign minister, and consequently
they will continue the vigorous pro-
secution of the campaign until they
obtain a peace based on principles of
freedom . and justice and respect for
international law. 1In other words,
their war policy this Year as agread
upon, calls for a continuance of an
active " offensive. This means that
they will not wait for the Germans
to attack them, but will proceed to at-
tack the Germans,

The strike of German workmeén be-
came serious in Berlin for one day,
when mobs virtually controlled tne
cily. The strikers appear to have res
turned to work in some districts,
while in other districts, like the Rhen-~
ish Westphalian coal fields, they have
received increases to their numbers,
“The strike has lasted sufficiently
long to disorganize production. Idie-
Less 1n the coal fields, even for a few
days, is bound to inerease further the
general distress in German cities and
to retard work' in the munition fac-
" tories.. Thus the German misery wijl
be intensifiad instead of diminishinz
or remaining Stationary, and the dis-
conter:t will continue to grow.

An Atlantic Port, Feb. 3.—Opinion
that unless the war ends within 1918
trere will be & révolution which will
overthrow the Hohenzollerns in Ger-
many was expressed by the Rev. Aloy-
sius Daniels, of Hewitt, Wis.,, upon
his ‘arrival here today from Germany
by way of Switzerland.

“The people of Germany are starv-
ing,” said Mr. Daniels, who for three
years has been studying in Westpha.-
lia. *‘There are few left who are more
than fifty years of age, all succumb-
ing to lack of nutrition, while, the
death rate among the children is
frightful.

“President Wilson is anathematized
thruout the empire, but hardly worse
than is the emperor, while what is
said openly of the crown prince is

not fit to repeat.

“1 believe they will quell this inci-

rient revolution, but there will be an-
other unless the war ends before next
year, and that one will be the end of
the Hohenzollerns. The Germans are
tragically short of all sorts of food.”

An arrangement has
now been made whereby such corre-
spondence .can be forwarded thru the
medium of Messrs., Thos, Cook and
Sons, 530 West St. Catherine St.,
Montreal, in eonnection with the au-
thoritly meceived by their ‘London
house from the British government to
undertake the trarsmission of such
correspondence. . A

““The. letters to be forwarded must
relate only to private news and must
not contain any reference to military
or naval movements,

economic conditions or the like. The
letter should be enclosed in" an en-
velope logibly addresssd to its ulti-
mate destination and must be left
open in accordance with the censor-
ship regulations of ememy countries.
'fhis should then be placed in another
envelope addressed to Thos. Cook and
Son, Montreal, together with a slip
bearing, legibly written, the name of
the send>r, and also a postal note for
twenty-five cents to cover the
charges. This amount covers the ex-
penss of transmitting the letter to a
neutral country and the reply.

“Letters addressed to enmemy and
enemy occupied territory can only be
sent in this manner and any which
are bveing forwarded thru other than
this authorized channel will be re-
turned to the sgsender,

“This does not affect in any way
correspcndence addressed to prisoners
of war in enemy or enemy occupied
territory which is to he forwarded in
accordance with the prisoner of war
regulations.”

MAY BE ADMITTED
Regulations ' Providing Precautions
Against Hog Cholera Have ;
Been Modified, :

Ottawa, Feb. 3.—The regulations pro-
hibiting admission into Canada of
swine from districts in the Unitea
States where hog cholera has existed
have been to some extent modified on
the recommendation of the minister of
agriculture. Hitherto there has heen
an ahsolute prohibition of hogs from
cholera affected districts. From Jan, 30
pure bred hogs, immunized by the
simuitaneocus method - of injecting
serum and virus, will be permitted to
enter Canada when accompanied Ly
the affidavit of the breeder or last
owner that they wvere immwunized not
less than 30 days prior to Importa-
tion .and have been immerssd in 'a
satisfactory  disinfectant solution pre- -
vious to shipment. Thirty days’ quar-
antine is roquired for these and all
cther hogs. » S

Number of Trained Workers

W ill Initiate Newcomers
: in Duties.

FThe first of a bevy of 20 girls who
started off Saturday to the unique
farming ' classes which have been
dvgned thru the efforts of the Ontario
‘C{nvemment employment bureau seem
filly conscious of the big responsibil-
ity which rests wpon them.  They are
0 be the advance guard of many simi-
lar groups which will eventually be
seattered all over the province.

*We must help the farmer,” said
Miss Harvey, head of the women’s
farm department at the  government
bureau. “Everyone must fully realize

Y now that the warning given. last
sp'rlng regarding need for more pro-
duction was fully justified, and that
efforts this year should be far greater,
but the difficulty with our scheme is
to get the right girls. Many of them
in the present class are from the ranks
of those who did such: splendid work
lagt year in the fruit &eason. These
have alréeady demonstrated their will-
ingness and adaptability; but the
trouble is to get the farmer to realize
that women can be of use upon a
farm, that they can fill the gap and
help him out.

' Trained Help Needed.

“If we cannot blame the farmer who
looks twice; at an offer of untrained
city help in thedshape of men, we must
realize that the advent of city women
may -be even less welcomed, so we are

‘ailming first of all at. teaching those
girls the most essential things. No
ope need run away with, the idea that
we think it possible to turn out thoro
farmers in a few weeks, or that these
girls upon the assumption of these
few classes will go on the farm pre-
pared to teach others. But here is the
situation. The farmer needs help
badly. When seeding time comes he
will be. unable to dp without it unless
the crop end is negfected, but his pres-
ent attitude is that no help at all is
better than raw city ignorance.
Lessean Farmer's Duties.

“There are certain things, however,
upon the farm which cannot, he ne-
glected, such -as milking the cows,
stock feeding, care of the horses, etc.,
and if the girls can demonstrate to
any farmer that they are able to do
these chores so efficiently that they
are taken off his hands the objective
Wwill be gained. - After that it will de-
pénd upon the individual as to how
far womeén wil¥ prove of wvalue upon
the farms.  Some girls will bhe able
t¢ undertakz moere work than others
naturally, but there is no:doubt about
the girls’' end of it if the farmers will
give them a.showing.” : o

Mis§ Harvey did not thinlf the argud
mént that women have taken up farm-
ing in England was of much. help to
the sitnation here. Tanadian farm
work is 8o much heavier and more
wstling, she said; there is nothing
leisurely about it.

Try the Wornen.

Thhe! whole question as it will be pm\
to the farmer seems #o beoil down .to
this: If you must have help and
women can prove to you that their
work is ag good as any hired man’'s,
why not try the wemen? There is no
thought of making a monetary success
out of the work this year. As in the
fruit picking last season it is a pioneer
movement, and means sacrifice upon
the part of those wiho engage.

W. D. Tee, local manager of Childs’,
said he would be glad to close at
midnight. *“I'am sure all the people
who eat after that could arrange to
eat before, or else they have homes
and could go there,” he said. “We
have fio loafers here anyway; our sys-
tem of discipline would not allow it.”

It is a matter patent to anyone,
however, who will take the trouble
to visit a few of the all-night lunch
houses, any time between midnight
and three o'clock in the morning, that
there are a great ‘many young men of
manifest military age, who do not fol-
low any of the occupations above-
named, sitting around for what seems
an unnecessary length of time after
having had something to eat, and
who, it would appear, if they are en-
gaged ‘in gainful occupations on regu-
lar hours during the day, should be
at home in their beds.

In his judgment Mr. Justice Lennox
intimates that the city has not only
been just, but even generous. He'
says:

“Not only has the city been always
ready and willing to make compensa-
tion to the plaintiff for the land when
legally awarded, but, as a mattar of
fact, the plaintiff was actually paid
$60,000{on account of his holdings be-
fore ‘he was entitled to payment of a
dollar. It is argued, too, that a muni-
cipal council must not look ahead,
must not do for the people what alert
and capable business men are doing
every day :for themselves and their
families; must drift and  wait until
men who look ahead, including the
speculator and the sub-divider, and
what is8 irreverently denominated ‘the
land grabber,” have captured every-
thing in sight: Altho there is nothing
in law, there is a great” deal in com-
mon practice or ordinary  municipal
methods to give color to ‘the argu-
ment.”

The judge says the matter falls far
short of showing fraud or that anyone
ever dreamed of abandoning the park
scheme or of diverting the wéstern
front to any other purpose than a
driveway and a park. v

The case came to trial last spring,
and ‘the judgment has been long de-
layed.

THODISTS VOTE
ON REFERENDUNM

Will Find Out if People
Favor Change in Pas-
- toral Term. ‘

By Courtney Fressey.

Canadian Methodists are this month
holding a referendum on the question
of changes in the pastoral term. The
referendum is being conducted under
the direction of Rev. Dr. 8. D. Chown,
general superintendent, with Rev., Dr,
T. Albert Moore, secretary of the
Methodist board of social reforms and
secretary of the general conference,
as returning officer.

The results of the voting in the
various . churches and circuits are to
be sent in to Rev, Dr. Moore at the
Methodist offices, Queen street west,
by March 1.

The results will be announced by
Rev. Dr. Moore promptly to the pubt
lic, so that they may be before the
meetings of the annual conferences,

.| and resolutions based on them fur-

nished for action by the Methodist
general conference, which will meet
ir Hamilton next October.

The referendum on the pastoral
term was authorized at the last gen-
eral conference held at Ottawa in Oec-
tober, 1914, It was proposed by A.
S. Caswell, of Toronto.

The present' term for Methodist
ministers is four years, subject to an
annual invitation from the quarterly
board. ,

One reason for the referendum is
the difference which now exists be-
tween the Methodists, with its limit-
ed pastoral terms, and the more per-
manent pastorates of the Presbyter-
ian and Congreagtional denominations.

R —

If the Methodists abolished a time
limit, one detail in the direction of
church union would be removed.

Summarizing the present sentiment
in the Methodist Church a minister
belonging to the denomination, who
was well qualified to express an opin-
ion, stated that it was not likely that
the referendum would result in' the
endorsation of permanent pastorates.
He stated that it was probable that
the rural ministers would vote strong-
ly against it, wHile in the cities the
ministers might favor it. The laity,
however, especially in the country gir-
cuits, were apparently 'strongly op-
posed to extending the term beyond
four years.

Rev. Dr. Moore has sent a letter of
instruction to superintendents of dis-
tricts thruout the denomination which
gives the tollowlnp list of questions
to be answered: >

1. Are you in favor of the contin-
‘wance of the present time limit of the
pastoral term? .

2. If not in favor of it, what change
would you suggest? .

The general conference special com-
mittee adopted the following resolu-
tion with regard to this time limit
referendum: : .

“That in conducting the referendum
cn the question of extending the'timo
limit of the pastoral term, and in re-
porting the same, each superintendent
shall be reguired to obtain and re-
port the following information:

“l., How many members on the
official board? ;

“2. How many were present at the
meeting?

“3. How many voted ‘Yes'?

“4, How many voted ‘No’'?”
