HUNDRED MILLION DOLLARS
ROCKEFELLLER'S CHRISTMAS GIFT

Half Goes to Rme College
Professors’ Salaries, and
Other Half to Medical and
Scientific Research Work—
Five Millions to Be Devoted
to Promote Medical Educa-
tion in Canada.

New York, Dec. 24.—John D. Rocke-
feller today gave to mankind a Christ-
mas present of $100,000,000—half to
the general education board to raise
the salaries of college professors and
half to the Rockefeller foundation ‘o
aid in its work of combating disease
thru improvement of medical educi-
tion, public health administration and
scientific rewearch. It is estimated
that Mr. Rockefeller’s public gifts now
approximate $450,000,000.

While leaving to the general edn-
cation board the task of selecting the
college which shall receive awards for
their teaching staffs and the amount
each is to receive, Mr. Rockefeller
urged that the principal as well as the
income be used ‘“as promptly and
as may seem wise.”

The trustees of the Rockefeller foun-
_,-"'"oa also are authoriezd to utilize

gift, in connection with which Mr.
Rockefeller added that if the board
“should see fit to use any part of this
new gift in promoting medical edu-
cation in Canada, such action would
meet with my cordial approval.” Such
action will be taken, according to Dr.
George E. Vincent, president of the
feundation, who stated tonight thot
the trustees would be asked to sot
aside $5,000,000 for this purpose.

Mr. Rockefeller has been interes‘ed
in the.probiem of aiding teachers in
the country’s higher institutions ' of
learning in meeting the increasing
cost of living.

SALE OF THUNDER BAY TIMBER
POSTPONED BY LANDS MINISTER

Representations of Hartley Dewart Put Stop to Transaction
—Sale Not Advertised—Liberal Leader Now
Wants Copy of Circular Sent Out

Hon. Beniah Bowman, minister of
lands and forests, has written to .
Dewart, stating ‘that conse-
quent upon information received by
him, the sale of timber on an arza
lyving-to the east of Gull River, in the
Thunder Bay district, has been post-
poned pending further investigation of
the conditions. “You will be pleased
to learn this,”” Mr. Bowman states,
“and you will not.require my assur-
ance that the department will en-
deavor to fully safeguard the public
interest. The minister apologizes to
Mr. Dewart for delaying his reply,
which was caused by his absence from
the city and pressure of urgent mat-
ters since his return. |

Dewart's Further Request.

Mr. Dewart has now sent the follow-
ing letter to Mr. Bowman :

Within a year, government officials

The wool industry is said to be re-
covering most rapidly, with cotton in
seeond place. Linen weaving is re-
ported to be slowest in getting back
because of the short
flax, formerly obtained from Russia.
In Lille and the adjoining cities of
Roubaix, and Turcoing, where the
textile manufacturers are centred, it
is estimated 30,000 men, women and
children are now busied with comb-
ing, spinning and .Weaving, and ap-
proximately 10,000 are employed in
the smaller mills of surrounding
towns, where progress is slower, but
is being pushed with equal vigor.
Statistics ‘compiled by the govern-
ment from necessarily accurate state-
ments, upon which factories are paid
indemnities, show that
‘n the Lille district on October 1 last
there were 36,384 persons working in
162 textile plants, compared with
106,066 emploved before the war in
265 factories. In all of the 491 textile
mills of the liberated regions there
were employed in August of this year
only 21,0°7 of the 152,948 persons at
work years ago.

BANK MANAGERS
VERSUS LABORITES

Former Affeqt to Disdain {
Possibility of Tellers Be-
coming Trades Unionists.

Bank managers in Toronto are al-
legedly not paying conmsiderable atten-
tion to the mewly-organized union of
bank clerks; officials of the American
Federation of Labor are watching the
new movement with interést. Bank
executives, according to press reports,
neither favor the new union nor affect
to believe that the majority of bank
clerks .will take kindly to the mova.
One manager indeed was quoted as

ying that the training of the bank

lerk :was such as to ill fit him for
ravoratble consideration of trade#
un:onism, bathed as he is in the waters
of capitalism.

Interviews with representatives of
trades unionism show that sentiment
among labor men in Toronto is that
“of the patient, not to say, amused
philosopher. John Flett, general or-
ganizer for the American Federation
of Labor, pointed out that bank unions
like+=all others, have their beginnin
and that opinions of bank executives
may be considered with friendly in-
difference, %

Bound to Survive.

Joseph Gibbons, another well known
member of the trades . union move-
ment, is of the opinion that trades
unionism by virtue of itg general policy
of arbitration for better wages and
Jbetter conditions is bound to survive
all opposition, and trades union of-
ficials all along the line express their
belief that if the bank clerks really
need better conditiong and higher sal-
aries they can reach their goal only
thru the medium of clear, sane action
of the trades union type.

One manager discussing the question
of wages stated that once mnion con-
ditions were adopted the system of
bank bonuses to employes. would be
dropped. As a result the clerks might
stand to lose, rather than gain, by
receiving a raise in salaries,

The verdict of guilty in the Winni-
peg trial of the labor strike leader will
be approved by the. country.

Justice at the bottom of the struggles
between labor and capital, law. and
order may be of greater account than
the issue itself, and that is wny the
great bulk of the qrdin‘ary everyday

the finding of the jury in this case.
There was all kinds of social injustice
in Russia for years, and yet those who
‘say so cannot uphold the awful de-
struction of life and property and
worse still the absence of all law and
order that has swept over that un-
happy land. Public order, especially
in a place of the climate of Winnipeg,
ig at times more than labor strikes and
unfair charges in the cost of living,
and the courts and the authorities
have to act in the sternest kind of
way. Because we have had a great
war and all .hat goes with it that is
not quite the time for widespread
social revolution, If there ever was a
time that the world at large 1gust
keep its head and observe order it is
in times like these. Order ever be-
fore justice oftén constrains and re-
&traing the community at large.

And when we say this we must not
forget that the Christmas spirit is
one of giving and forgiving and the
exercise of an ever broadening char-
ity.

provisions of group two.

To Determine Income.

In determining
employe all salary, wages, perquisites,
and special allowances ‘for all pur-
poses 'received by the employe from
the On'tario government shall be in-
cluded.

In the case of employes receiving
perquisites of any kind the value of
such perquisites shall ' be computed
and shall be considered as constitut-
ing part of the total income received
by the employe, The bonus payable
w0 such employes shall be computed
in accordance with the foregoing pro-
visions, and with the following table:

'"Where the value of the perquisite

or perquisites received by an employeg

does not exceed $100, he shall be
entitled to 4-5 of the bonus; where
the value ddes not exceed $200, 3-5 of
the bonus; where *he value exceeds
$200, 2-5 of the bonus.

The bonus shall be payable quarterly
by separate cheque, designated “Cost
of living bonus.”

Employes On Leave

Any employe on leave of ence
with pay shall be entitled to %itici-
pate in the bonus during sueh absence
for a period not exceeding gvo

For employes entering the service
subsequent to August 1, 1949, the
bonus shall be computed from -the
beginning of the calendar month next
following the completion of three:

Bullish Demonstration in
the Mining Market.

The day before Christmas is, accord-
ing to tradition, a time when trading
in the mining, as in other markets, is
of a casual, not to" say perfunctory
character, for well understood rea-
sons, but in spite of all this there was
quite a liyely bullish demonstration
yesterday morning in, Kirkland Lake,
Beaver and Treéthewey, while two or
three other silver stocks, netably
Crown Reserve and: Pet n Lake
firmed up perceptibly. that has
been said recently about stocks being
in strong hands and the €loating sup-
ply reduced about t0 a minimum might
be repeateed with added emphas:s,
and certainly mining men are to be
excused if they entertain bright hopes
as to what next year will bring forth.

As Beaver ho.ds about seven-eighths
of Kirkiand stock, the two are na-
turally coupled in market ope:ations.
Kuk.and Lake had a strong opening
at 51 1-2 and then rose buoyantly to
b4, closing only half a point below the
best for a net gain of nearly four
points. There are very bullish re-
ports as to the class of ore being en-
counteied in the lower levels of the
property. The company has a 150-ton
mill in emooth operation, and with
rich ore to work upon the day when
the stock ‘will become a dividend-
payer is believed to be not far distant.
As for Beaver, a firm opening at 49
was followed by an upturn to 52, a net
gain of 3 1-2 points, with 52 bid for
more and 53 asked. Kirkland Lake
dividends mean Beaver dividends also,
and the recent finds on the old
Beaver property have added to the
intrinsic values of the shares as well.
Trading in Beaver amounted to 9200
shares and in Kirkland Lake to 5800.
