As is 
well known, the Hist meridian of west 
longitude Is. by treaty, the line of .de. 
merkatlon between British and Ame- 1 
rican territory In the far northwest of 
this continent. According to the sur­
veys made Jointly by Canada and the 
United States surveyors, under the 
charge of Mr. W. F. King, astronomer 
for the Dominion, and Gen. Dutheld, 
Chief of the Geodetic and Coast Sur­
vey of the United States, the summit 
of Mount St. Ellas is agreed to be 
2.41 miles east of the 141st meridian;

In ministerial circles the Impression 

Is growing that the Government may 
In the end decide to do nothing in the 
Crow’s Neat Railway matter this year 
or for some time to come.

Conversing with one of the Ministers 
yesterday he stated most emphatically 
that personally he was opposed to the 
expenditure of fifteen or twenty mil­
lions on work which Canada could do 
without for the next ten years. He 
pointed out that instead of consider­
ing whether a railway through the 
Crow's Neat was really needed, news­
papers and • public bodies were taking 
that for granted, and were now «Imply 
arguing whether the road should be 
built by the Government or the C.PA, 
Considerably lese than half a million 
people would be affected by such s 
road. British Columbia had not yet a 
population of a million, and If the 
Crow's Neat Railway were constructed 
out of public money the Pacific pro­
vince would never be satisfied unless 
the line was completed through to the 
coast, meaning ten or fifteen millions 
of money. Then the Territories, with 
their sparse population, could not be 
said to be ln dire need of such a rail­
way. There is to-day direct railway 
communication Into the Kootenay 
country by two lines of railway, whwe 
from Revelstoke on the C.P.R. and by 
steamer on the Arrow Lakes, Rowland 
can be easily reached ten months In 
the year. These were considerations, 
he pointed out, which should be well 
weighed by the public before compell­
ing the Government or Parliament to 
entbark on the vast expenditure the 
Crow’s Neet Railway would Involve.

Mr. Austin was bom la 1813 In the 
County of Armngb, Ireland. He received 
fill early education In the public school 

His parents came to Canada when 
he was In his sixteenth year, and he was 
apprenticed to the printing trade for four 
years. Daring the time he was serving 
bis apprenticeship he was constant ln bis 
attending at the night school». After 
completing his apprenticeship he worked 
as a Journeyman printer ln various parts 
of Canada and the United States for 10 
years. in the year 1844 be en­
tered into partnership with Patrick lioy 
In the wholesale and retail grocery 
business. The psrtnershlp existed for six­
teen years, during which time the firm 
carried on a very extensive business. Upon 
the dissolution of the partnership Mr.
Austin retired from active business, and 
shortly afterwards became Interested In 
various financial Institutions. In 1871 be 
founded tbe Dominion Bank and became 
Its president, which position he held up 
to the time of his death. He was iglso 
president of the Consumers' Gas Co., be­
sides being president and vlce-presld«;nt of 
several Insurance companies, and dbalrman 
of the Canadian Bbard of North of Scot­
land Canadian Mortgage Company. Mr.
Austin, In politics, belonged to the Reform 
party but never took an active part 'n 
political campaigns. In the truest sense 
of the word be was a self-made man, bar­
ing attained bis prominent position and 
circumstances by indomitable energy and 
perseverance. titep by step he reached 
hla high position, and became oue of To­
ronto's most highly esteemed and reapeet- 
ed ettiseus. lie married, in 1844, Miss 
Susan Bright. . _ ...

His whole life was deroted 
to his family; and, ever dl*regardful of the 
society of the men with whom he came In 
contact, when work was done his pleasant­
est anticipations were those of once more 
seeing his now widowed wife and chlld- 

Of the latter two survive him, a 
son and a daughter. The former, Mr. Al­
bert W. Austin of Lowtber-nreuuo, owned, 
until two years ago the Wlnnlpeg-street 
railway, but sold out and came to this 
city to look after his aged father tn bis 
declining years. Mrs. Arthurs of the 
Spudlna House, Davenport-road, is his 
daughter.

Thomas Gibson Bowles, M.P., have no 
more tangible existence than the unclaim­
ed raillions stated to be lying In the Bank 
of England awaiting American heirs to 
English estates. On June 6, 1882, an Act 
of Congress waa approved “re-establishing 
the Court of Commissioners of Alabama 
daims” for the distribution of the unap­
propriated moneys of the Alabama award.

Three distinguished Judges were appoint­
ed to preside>over the court, and they sat 
openly in the city of Wajrixlngton for over 
three years and distributed the fund in 
agreed proportions among 6000 or 6000 
lovai American claimants.

The Geneva award only held Great Britain 
responsible for the depredations 
Confederate cruisers Alabama and Florida 
and four smaller vessels acting as tenders 
to the Alabama, and exempted Great Brit­
ain from direct liability for the depreda­
tions of a dozen Confederate cruisers. The 
total amount awarded was $15,500,000 in 
gold. After the United States bad paid 
all damages proved against the Incrimin­
ated cruisers there was left In the treasury 
a balance which, after a few years, "what 
with Interest derived from the United States 
bonds in which it was Invested” amounted 
to about $8.000,000. In the meantime, how­
ever. the Halifax tribunal provided for the 
same treaty bad met to assess damages 
against the United States for Infringement 
of Canadian Ashing rights, and by way of 
offsetting the excessive damages awarded 
against Great Britain at Geneva mulcted 
tne United States in $5,500,000 for Ashing 
privileges not worth one-ttfth of that sum.
