Patterson of Winnipeg and Logan of 
Montreal, two prominent adjusters, ar­
rived last night, and are now at work 
with the rest of the insurance ex­
perts wading thru a mass of detail 
before them. T. Kennedy, Dominion 
adjuster, also arrived yesterday.

Haven’t Been Making Money.
In discussing the raise In rates, an 

insurance man yesterday referred to a 
paper read by Chas. D. Cory at the 
Insurance Institute In December last 
on "Fire Insurance as an 
Science," in which it was shown that 
in 34 years ending with 1902, the com­
panies had an annual shortage of $150,- 
000. Fire insurance as a trade should 
yield each year on an average, it was 
held, a trade profit of 7 1-2 per cent. 
Tjiat is to say the net losses, plus 
expenses, should not exceed 92 1-2 per 
cent, of the net premium Income. In 
the period covered, in the first 11 years 
an annual trade loss of 16.66 per cent, 
is noted; the next 11 years, the very 
fair annual profit of 6.65 per cent, was 
obtained, and in the last 12 years an 
average profit of 1.20 per cent., or for 
the entire period an annual trade loss 
of 48-100 per cent.

A number of reliable builders have told 
The World that there 1s not employ­
ment Just now for those carpenters in 
the city, but that it is but a question of 
a few days of hot sunshine to make 
them all busy. The scale is thirty-five 
cents an hour, and the rush is expected 
to be so heavy that any man who can 
drive a nail or guide a handsaw will 
draw regular journeymen’s wages.

Lot* of Unskilled Labor.
But conditions Just at present are 

discouraging for the unskilled laborer 
in Winnipeg. About ten thousand men 
regularly come into the city from the 
bush on the opening of spring. These 
are usually distributed to the railroad 
contractors and heavy work of that 
class. Ruilroaiff-epnstruction has not 
commenced yet. Keither has the vast 
quantity of city building that is sup­
posed to absorb many thousands of 
men opened. The frost must get out of 
the ground. The city has started some 
small improvements. The commonest 
class of work is paid for at the rate of 
twenty cents an hour by the munici­
pality. This establishes a scale that 
the labor unions keep well up. Trade 
organization has reached a high degree 
of development in the west, but the 
employers do not complain of unfair­
ness. The relations appear to be ex­
cellent. The immigrants who are here 
with the intention of seeking work on 
farms find the seeding two weeks de­
layed, and are also classed among the 
unemployed for the present. This is a 
condition that has not ruled for years, 
and has resulted in some cbnslderablo 
congestion.

Expect 3000 More IfOuee*.
The other side of the picture has a 

silver lining. Last year it was esti­
mated the building operations in Win­
nipeg would reach $3.000,000.

“Speaking broadly. It cannot, for a 

moment, be maintained that, say, Nova 
Scotia, or British Columbia, or Mani­
toba should be continuously taxed to 
malfe up a trade loss in, say, Ontario 
and Quebec, or vice versa—and grant­
ing that each province, like an honest 
tub, should stand upon its own bot­
tom, why not go farther and say the 
same with regard to rates generally?

ONTARIO POLITICS.
The legislature Is at an end, and at 

the same time it Is announced th%t 
the election trials are fixed tor various 
dates in September. The new election 
law, enacted on account of the gross 
abuse by which North Renfrew was 
kept open for a year and a half, lim­
its the delay to three months. This 
means that the government need not 
face the country in the by-elections 
until the end of the year. In the mean­
time they can rest and wait for some­
thing to turn up.

This is much better than they had 
reason to expect some months ago.

That the situation will be very 
different frbm the one prevailing at 
the outset of the conflict is already 
certain. The application of this state­
ment is quite irrespective of tfte two 
belligerents as factors in the general 
situation.

The chief change is in the position 
of Germany. Indications multiply of 
the great discomfiture of German 
statesmen over the recent develop­
ments in international politics. The 
phrase “isolation of Germany” has be­
come a common one in the French- 
and British press during the last few 
days- It is recognized thruout Europe 
that the kaiser's expected opportunity 
to profit largely at no expense out of 
the trouble of sister nations has been 
reduced to’à small, it not non-existent, 
possibility.

Germany's disappointment goes con­
siderably further. The Anglo-French 
agreement and the closer rapproche­
ment between France and Italy, which 
will be strengthened by President 
Loubet's visit to Rome, is regarded 
as a serious menace to German inter­
ests in several directions. It Is feared,

\l')V 11 J:iKingston, Jamaica, April 24.—The 

British cruiser Retribution has sailed 
again for Blueflelds, Nicaragua, with 
orders to bombard that port unless the 
Nicaraguans immediately relèase the 
six Cayman turtle schooners and their 
crews that were seized some days ago 
by the commandant there. The schoon­
ers belong to Mosquito Coast Indians, 
who are under British protection.

New Orleans, April 23.—Passengers 
who arrived to-day on the steamer Wil­
son from Blueflelds report that as the 
Wilson sailed from that port the Bri­
tish man-of-war Retribution was en­
tering it.

The Nicaraguan officers did not an­
ticipate any hostile demonstration from 
the Retribution, altho it was understood 
that the latter would demand the re­
lease of the thirty-five British subjects 
imprisoned in the Biuelieids ja.l lor 
catching turtles off the Nicaraguan 
coast. This will be refused by Nicar­
agua.

The officials thought that a long dip­
lomatic Interchange of letters would 
follow, but foreigners at Blueflelds be­
lieve that the Retribution is authorized 
to take decided action without await­
ing further orders from England.

The six Jamaican schooners seized 
by the Nicaraguans arc lying at Blue- 
fields Bluff, six miles from Blueflelds. 
Their crews were taken first to Cape 
Gracias a Dios, and theme to Blue- 
fields, and the complaint is made that 
they were treated cruelly at both 
places.

The vessels were captured at Mos­
quito Bay, which, is thirty miles from 
the Nicaraguan coast. There were nine 
schooners there at the time, eight Bri­
tish. from Jamaica, and one American 
from Florida. Two of the British and 
the one American schooner escaped the 
customs and naval authorities of Ni­
caragua.

The Jamaicans complain that Nicar­
agua had no authority over Mosquito 
Bay. Formerly the British and Ameri­
can vessels caught green turtles on all 
the cays. A few months ago Nicaragua 
claimed the control of all turtle fisher­
ies within its waters, and foreign fish­
ermen were warned away. The Jamai­
can schooners were notified of this ac­
tion by the British government, and 
warned not to catch 
caraguan waters. They were far be­
yond the limits when captured, but the 
Nicaraguans are now claiming sover­
eignty over al 'the cays in the Carib­
bean, most of which are mere turtle

Washington, April 23.—An amend­

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London, April 24.—Some strange, and, 

in a way, bewildering sidelights, are 
thrown on the problem of crime and 
criminals by a blue book issued under 
the name of Sir John MacDonald, mas­
ter of the supreme court. On the whole, 
during the last twenty years there has 
been a reduction in crime of what is 
termed the graver sort, but he points 
out that every now and then at fairly 
regular intervals there is a wave of 
serious crime which sometimes extends 
over
eighteen months. Nineteen hundred and 
two was one of these years of crime 
waves.
Great Increase in Crime In 19U1Î.
In 1903 the total number of persons 

tried in this country was 661.667, while 
in 1902 tlie figures were 787.676. Tins 
increase was chiefly in crimes against 
property, while crimes against public 
morals showed a marked decrease. Dut.

Judge MacDonald points out, all the 
figures show that neither penal servi­
tude nor imprisonment serves to deter 
the habitual offender front reverting to 
crime, the most incorrigible of all be­
ing women. Of the graver crimes which 
show a marked increase are murders 
and burglaries.

Taxpayer Bears the Borden.
In view of the enorrqous increase of 

taxation proposed In the chancellor's 
budget it is not a pleasant thought to 
the British taxpayer that he has to pay 
nearly $6.000,000 a year for the suppres­
sion of crime as revealed in this blue 
book and over $12,000.000 for poor relief.

As to the cause of the increase of 
Sir John MacDonald has little 

to say except that the manufacture of 
ritrnglcerln has created new forms of 
crime of a grave character, but he elves 
no specific details to demonstrate this.

“The facts do not bear out this 
statement.

My opinion 
was not asked in these instances, I had 
no opportunity to recommend, and na­
turally did not protest, the govern­
ment assuming the whole responsibil­
ity. In another case which I recollect, 
altho I was consulted, the appoint­
ment was made before I was afforded 
an opportunity of making a ijecom- 
mendation."
