BUT BORDEN SAYS “HELP NOW”

Opposition Leader Favors Gift of Dreadnought'
or Cash to British Government---Laurier
Outlines Government’s Policy.

FIRST FLEET TO COST FIFTEEN MILLIONS

OTTAWA, Jan. 12.—(Special.)—Can-
ada will not have a fleet unit, but she
will ' hate a larger fleet than was ex-
,ecud This was the effect of the
naval bill introduced in the commons
w-day. :

The Canadian fleet will muster
eleven ships instead of seven, ana the
Canadian navy may, in an emergency,
be placed at the disposal of the British
Admiralty, but if this occurs during
recess, parliament must be summoned
to give authority.

The premier admitted that Canada
3 wo‘nld be involved in any war in which
the British Empire might be engaged.
R. L. Borden declared for a fleet unit

_at once, or at least a Dreadnought, but
he thought the better course would be
to place the equivalent in cash at the
disposdal of the admiralty, to be used
for naval defence under prescribed
conditions.

of not disappointing the house and ex-
pediting its business,” the marine min.
ister hoping to be able to move fhe
second reading next week, and then to
go into the whole details of policy and
administration.

“My object,” said the premlier, “is
simply to give the house the sallent
features, reserving for the second read-
ing the more general discussion. The
bill provides for the creation of a navil
force, to consist of a permanent coros,
of a reserve force and of volunteers,
following the same pattern absolutely
as'the present organization of the mili-
tia forces. ;

“The bill, T may say, follows fthe
Militia Act in many respects, and doas
not materially depart from it, except.
'n one feature, which I shall show pre-
gently. Under . the Militla Act it is
provided that the whole male popula-
flon of Canada, from ahove 18 to the
age of 0, is lable to military service.
Should an emergency arise; the whoje
male population within these ages mav
be called upon for service. The first-
class is composed of men from 18 to
3, the second class from 30 to 45, and
t{:e last class from 45 to 69, and shonid
the volunteer force: in its different
clases he not sufficient, there may 1.¢
an enprollment or balloting under law.

“Nothing of that kind is to take place
under the present bill. No man in
this country, under Naval Service Act
or any other, will be liable to ‘military
service on the s>a;, Every man enrolled
for naval ‘service in Canada will be en-
rolled only by volunteer engagement.

Under King's Regulations. )

“The bill provides that the naval
force shall be under the control of the
department of marine, and that there
shall be a director of naval service,
who must be of the rank of rear-ad-
miral, or at least of captain. The de-
partment shall be assisted by a naval
board, who will advise the department

Terms of engagement will be® deter-
mined by the governor-in-council, com-
missions in the raval militla will issue
in the name of his majesty.

“These are the general features so
far as the organization of the force is
concerned. Coming now to the service
which will he required from the force,
‘actlye service’ as defined by the act,
means service or duty during an emer-
gency, and ‘emergency’ \ means Wwar,
invasion, or insurrection, real or
prehended. The act provides also thac
any time when the governor-in-council
deems it advisable, in the case of iy
vasion, war or insurrection, the force'
may be called into active service.

“There is also an important provision,
to which 1 at once call the attention of
the house, that while the naval force
i8 to be under the control of the Can-
adlan Government, and more directly
under the control of and administiation
of the department of marine, yet in
the case of emergency, the governor-in-
council may place at the disposal of his
majesty for general service in the roy-
al navy, the naval service or any part
thercof, and any ships or vessels of the
naval! service and any officers or men
serving on these vessels.

Parilament to Approve War Service.

“There is a subsequent provision that
it such action is taken by the gover-
imeil at a time when pariia-
sitting, parliament shall
he called. This provision
the Militda Act.

f the naval service, these
provisions heing closely akin to, if not
actually taken from, the Miiitia Act.
Another important feature of It pro-
vides for the establishment of a naval
college on the pattern of the military
college: at Wingston, © It also declares
that naval “discipline shall be in the

form of the King's regulations.

“These, Mr, Speaker, are the leading
features of the bill. Of course the mat-
ter can he very largely elaborated, but

1 do not ihink that any elaboration
would make it -more intelligible than
what 1 have now stated.”

“These being the leading features of
the bill, I come now to the questiop of
what armament it is contemplated to
have at this juncture. Representatives
of the Canadian Government at the
London conference took the ground
that it would not be advisable for Can-
ada to have all her fleet on the Pacific
Ocean. Evidently the British Govern-
ment were anxious to have a strong
force on the Pacific. There are consid-
erations, discussion of which I may
reserve for a future occasion. At pra2-
gsent, I am only outlining our policy.
I think that everybody will agree thit
it would be very inadvisable that ihe
whole of our force should be located
on the Pacific.

This
was the unit proposed by the British
Government at first.

seakeeping gualities.

“The total cost of these 11 ships will
be, according to British figures, a little
more than $11,000,000. According to
Canadian prices, supposing the ships
were to be built in Canada, we wouid
have to add at least 35 per cent. to the
cost just given.

STORY OF OCCURRERGE
F THE PAEGELS E

How It is to Be Sought For and
Distinguished in.the New- -
“Fields Up North,

The World has been following the
Porcupine gold discoveries for some
time now, and has interviewed a great
many people in connection therewith,
including mining engineers, prospec-
tors, investors, and the :like, and it
pruposes this morning to give the pub-
lic an outline of what the actual situa-
tion is. {

In the first place it is best to get an
idea of what the mining engineers and
geelogists say as to the quality and
character of the country. They s&y
in substance that the prevailing rock
formation up there is mostly schist

. To those interested in secondary edu-
cttlon in Onu.rlo it_has lately become
very appm-ent that our high schools
find themnelvq in a somewhat dnique
position with rylation to the supply of
teachers. 'Owing to obvious causes
there is at the . present time sucn «
iot.rclty of qualified high school teach-
ers that many boards of education are
experiencing no Tlittle dlﬂ'lculty in filling
‘Vacancies,on their _staffs. The Toronto
Board i8 no exception in this respect.
Within the last three months two high
‘school positions have been advertised.
For one of these only one acceptable
application was received. The other
position still remains open.

As a result of this lack of \{eachers
trustee boards fhruout the . vince
/have been obliged to raise salaries, in
many cases to the extent of several
hundred .dollars. Many cities and towns
‘might be named where such increases
have already been made. It would
seem inevitable that if the Toronto
Board desires to maintain the efficiency
of its steff, it, too, must meet the new
situation by making the salary an in-
ducement to qualified applicants. At
‘present the initial salary pald to the
high school teachers in Toronto is
$1200. This appears a just amount to
pay & young graduate of a university
who Is without teaching experience’
;and who has yet to win his spurs. But
it has ceased to be a lure to teachers
who have made good In outside schoo!s,
many of which aré highly manned and
equipped  and are paying considerabiy

by the Toronto Board. To us it seems
a mistaken point of view which places
untried and inexpetiénced teachers in
the matter of salary.on an’ equality
with those - who have been tried and
made efficient. by adequate prnctlcu
tuining.,

Dr. Embree has prepared a schedule
in which outside experience is recog-
nized as having some money value. He
recommends that three years of sucn
experience shall count as one year of
service in the city. The application of
this principle gives flexibility to the
initial salary, which, it is proposed,
shi&ll ‘he' $1200, $1300, '$1400, or $1500, ac-
cording to the length of successtul ex-
perience of the teacher being appoim-
ed. The High School Teachers’ Abso-|
clation bave unanimously endoued!the'
principle; and belleve that it wll; if
adopted, ‘reméve a ‘matnifest ihjudtice
and’ make it possible for the Tpronto
Board of Education to keep the city
high schools in the same highly effi-
clent condition they havé occupied in
the past.

THE BANK OF Tonou'r‘o

From the report of the dlrectors of
the Bank of Toronto, presented to the
stockholders at their 54th annual meet-
ing, and reproduced in another column
of this issue of The World, it will be
seen that during the year ending Nov.
30 last every department was marked
by activity and growth. No less than
nine new branches were opened in On-
tario and the western provinces, and
the circulation, totaling upwards of
$4,000,000, showed -an increase of $333,-
726. The deposits rose by $7,694,092 and
at the close of the financial year stood
at $34,573,897, the rate of improvement
‘being 29 per cent., a remarkable figure.
For the past five years the increase in
the deposits of the Bank of Toronto is
$17,629,294, a fact testifying to the ex-
tent of public confidence it enjoys.

‘While the profits this time are:slight-
ly less than those of the preceding year,
the deficlency is easily explained by
the financial conditions during the first
three-quarters of the period covered by
the accounts. As it is, the net profits
reached $579,471, equal to about 14%
per cent. on the paid up capital or
$4,000,000—a return which shoula be
satisfying to the stockholders. After
paying the usual demand of 10 per cent.
—a rate unchanged since 1883—allotting
$10,000 to the officers’ pension fund and
reducing the bank premises account
by $77,650, a quarter of a million was
transferred to rest account, now stand-
ing  at $4,750,000, and the balance of
$68,871 carried forward at ¢redit of pro-
fit and loss. The total assets of the
Bank of Toronto now stand at '$47,989,-
693, an increase of $8,234,090, and in the
past five years of 326,800,187 Only 14,
of the other 28 banks In Canada can
show greater total ‘assets than this
latter lncrease.

CROSS SECTION OF VEIN.

Now let us take the next view,which
i{s that of a cross-section, say down
for 20 feet, and in this view of the
cross-section the reader will see these
quartz beads or boulders viewed from
the side, and how they project above
the surface and are clearly defined. An-
other description of them is that these
quartz beads or boulders occur in the
sehist like a string of sausages, altho
not so clearly defined as a string of
sausages is wont to be.

It will be seen from the cuts then
that the first essential thing in regard
to the Porcupine gold flelds, so far as
discoveries have gone, is tha%ny find
up to the present worthy of any at-
tention must be located on one f these
veins running and described above.
