From the report of the directors of 
the Bank of Toronto, presented to the 
stockholders at their 54th annual meet­
ing, and reproduced in another column 
of this Issue of The World, It will be 
seen that during the year ending Nov.
30 last every department was marked 
by activity and growth. No less than 
nine new branches were opened In On­
tario and the western provinces, and 
the circulation, totaling upwards of 
14,000,000, showed an Increase of $333.-

Mr. Borden dwelt for some time upon 

the evils of war, but declared that 
King Edward, the peacemaker, had 
gone to the root of the matter when 
ne declared, at Liverpool in July last, 
that "readiness for defence Is tne 
strongest of safeguards for peace." He 
denied that he was a militarist, but it 
would be utter folly for Canadians to 
Isolate themselves from the activities 
of the world. Canadian interests must 
be protected, not only upon the high 
seas but In every quarter of the globe.

If Canada were an independent na­
tion, the cost of naval and military de­
fence would be very much greater than 
as a portion of the empire. Sir John 
Macdonald and Sir George E. Cartier 
recognized this.

Favors Defence Committee.
Turning to the commons’ resolution 

of last March, he was glad to see that 
criticisms were not along, party lines. 
He advocated tho establishment of a de­
fence committee, representative of em­
pire. This would 0ive the dominions 
a necessary voice in the control of war.

It had been urged that the creation 
of a Canadian naval force would be-at- 
tended with corruption and extrava­
gance. The remedy was with the peo­
ple themselves, and he believed that 
the creation fit a navy would arouse 
public conscience in this regard.

The alternative scheme of an annual 
contribution by Canada, he did not 
favor. It would prove a source of 
friction and a bone of partisan Con­
tention. It wduld conduce to severing 
connections between Canada and the
Cn**The' British Empire in some re­
spects," he said, "is a mere disorgani­
zation. Co-operation in trade and in de­
fence Is essential to its future exist­
ence.
