Green peas and string
beans, which make their debut to-day are
plentiful and today are selling at 40 cents
and 60 cents per peck respectively, but
will be within the reach of everybody
within a few weeks. As usual a prohibi-
tive price is aeked for the first arrival of
new potatoes, 60 cents being the price put
on for the present with a probable daily
decline.

New carrots are being rapidly purchas-
ed at 6 cents per bunch and lettuce and
spinach at five and eight cents per bunch
respectively. The' last of the rhubarb
is selling at two cents per pound. It is
predicted that corn will be of better grade
than for several seasons.

The statement was made to the Times
man his morning by a local commission
merchant that if the eggs in cold storage
were on sale at present the price per
dozen would decrease to sixteen cents or
lower. Rather than place their eggs on
the market the farmers take advantage
of the advantages offered by the cold
storage establishments, where the eggs
are retained until the fall when they are
in demand and excellent prices received.
The same is true of butter and cheese.
Hennery eggs are now retailed at twenty
four cents per dozen and good butter at
the same price per pound for creamery
blocks and several cents less by the tub.

The quality and quantity of this sea-
son’s crop of strawberries has not been
up to the standard, due probably to the
dry weather, This variety of berry can
now be had for ten cents per box.
Raspberries are in their element this
weather and will be precurable in abun-
dance, a statement also true of blueber-
ries. Blueberries are now retailing at
twelve cents per box.

A leading wholesale fish merchant in-
formed* the Times that the salmon seazon
has been above the average and anticipa-
{ijons are that it will continue so until
the close of the season on August I5.

The shad have proven a failure for the
second consecutive season and the gasper-
eaux catch has been only moderate. Hal-
ibut is scarce and some of the retail mer-
chants have been compelled to import
it from Boston. Haddock and cod . are
being caught in fairly large numbens and
the mackerel outlook is good. Salmon is
being disposed of in the retail establish-
ments at fifteen, twenty and twenty-two
cents per pound, at present the latter
price being for tiie choice céntre cuts.

Concerning fruit a local fruit dealer
stated that it was safe to predict that
the Ontario crop of pears, peaches,
grapes, etc., would surpass last year’s
growth both in quality and quantity.

The boarding house favorite
fruit, prunes, are in especial abundance
in California.

Advices from widely divergent sections
of the Maritime Provinces state that the
present year's grains  including rye,
wheat, buckwheat, oats and hay will ex-
ceed all preceding harvests unlees some
unforeseen calamity occurs. Farmers will
commence their haying operations three
weeks earlier than last summer.

The present playground is certainly a
most excellent proposition for the youngef
children, but it does not afford any oppor-
tunities for the older ones, the boys and
girls in their early teens, who are the age
when_their physical and moral welfare must
be most carefully looked after.

Denver Convention Completed
Its Work Yesterday After-
noon--the Vice Presidential
Candidate Comes From In-
diana. 2

_ Denver, Colo., July 10.—The Democrat-
ic national convention concluded its la-
bors late this afternoon by the nomina-
tion of John Worth Kern, of Indiana,
for vice-president, completing the ticket
on which William Jennings Bryan was
madle the nominee for president during
the early hours of this morming.

The nomination of Kern was made by
acclamation amid the resounding cheers
of delegates and spectators. No ballot
was necessary as the tide of sentiment
had set irresistibly towards the Indiana
condidate, state after state registering
their delegations in his favor, and all
other candidates withdrawing before the
universal demand for his nomination. The
convention, after adjourning at daylight
with the nomination of Mr. Bryan resum-
ed its session at 1 p. m., with a pewerful
urdercurrent already in motion, toward
the nomination of Kern for second place.
On the call of states Indiana presented
the name of Kern; Colorado through
former Governor Thomas, placed in nomi-
nstion, Chas. A. Towne, of New York;
Connecticut presented the name of Arch-
ibald McNeil and Georgia, Clark Howell.

The names of Judge George Gray, of
Delaware, and of John Mitchell, of Illi-
rois, were not presented, owing to the
explicit requests of these gentlemen not
tc have their names go before the con-
vention. >

For a time it looked as though a ballo$
would Dbe required, but the steady line
of statea which joined in seconding Kern’s
rcmination eoon made it apparent that
the chances of all other candidates had
been extinguished. Mr. Towne in person
was the first candidate to recognize the
cecisive nature of the Kern movement;
and, in a ringing speech, he withdrew
his namie from consideration and pledged
his support to the ticket of Bryan and
Kern. .

Withdrawals quickly followed from the
supporters of Howell, of Georgia, and Mc-
Neil, of Connecticut, leaving the Indiana
candidate alone in the field. The with-

accompanied by a motion that the-nomi-
nation of Kern be made by acclamation.

The motion was carried with-a deafening
shout and the great assemblage broke in-
te clamorous demonstration on the ae-
complishment of its work and the com-
pletion of the Democratic national tick-
et. .

The nomination was made at 4.25 o’-
clock and the conventién thereupon ad-
jeurned without delay. ''he Democratic
national committee will assemble tomor-
row to complete its mnéw organization,
and to select the chairman who will be
the commander-in-chief. of the Democrat-
ic forces in the campaign. The throngs
of delegates and epectators are scatter-

WOMAN SUFFRAGE

Friends of woman euffrage will derive
much satisfaction from a recent state-
ment made by the Hon. J. H. Carruth-
ers, ex-premier of New South Wales. A
summary of his remarks says:—

“In his view, judging from the result
of the elections, in which they have pa.r-[
ticipated, women are more conservatlve’
than men. But he does not use the term
‘conservative’ in its political annotation, |
but relatively to the situation in New
South Wales, where, he says, the oppos-
ing parties are Liberals and Labor Soc-
ialists. Many of the women voters close-
ly in touch with the Labor-Socialists sup-
ported the Liberal-party on account of
the liquor law and other social reforms.
While he notes that as a general rule the
women voted very largely as the men
did, he says there is a tendency for the
woman to view questigns from rather a
wider outlook. She has the problem of
the home and its economy to face and
consequently she is more inclined to vote
for principles which are embodied in
measures of social reform than the men,
who are often carried away by mere fac-
tion cries. Taken all over, Mr. Car
ruthers thinks there is less opposition to
woman suffrage now in Australia than
ever before, and that the reality has not
been so dreadful as the anticipation.”

Years agp it was the
delight of Nohe to fill the ears of new
and credulous members of the assembly
with misinformation regarding the privi-
leges and perquisites of legislators and to
send them in search of all manner of
articles. i

One day a new member came into the

" un order for a bird dog. Mr. Nohe, he
caid, had informed him that the state
had a game farm, where bird dogs were

| bred and that every member of the as
| sembly was entitled to ome. The story

« got out and the unfortunate victim of
| the joke was for a long time the butt
of legislative ridicule.

The story of the game farm became
stock legisloture gossip. Whether it af-
terwards suggested the emblishing_ of a
farm for the propagation of game is not
known certainly, but Nohe's fantastic tale
to the untried member will always be ac-
counted the beginning of the present in-
stitution. What was then regarded as a
most ridiculous -absurdity, is today a sub-
stantial. sober reality. There is nothing
suggestive cof levity in the Illinois State
Game Farm.

The preserve was established by Dr.
John A. Wheeler, the state game com-
missioner. It consists of a tract of 400

acres, of which 200 acres are enclosed |

with wire netting. The situation is am
ideal ane for game propagation, the land
being well drained and abundantly sup-
plied with forest trees which give protec-
tion to the young birds in summer. An
effort has been made to preserve, 8o
far as possible, the natural condition of
{ the land. On the farm are two cottages,
" occupied by the head game keepers,
There are also two tents which are oc-
cupird in the summer months by assist-
' ant xeepers. The latter are required to

Every species of bird is represented on
the preserve. A specialty is made of rais-
ing ml@ turkeys, wild geese, wild ducks,
Hunga.nap partridges, Bob White quail
and English and Chinese ning neck pheas-
ants. This year nearly twelve thousand
pheasant hens will be kept on the farm.
This number of hens should, within a
year, lay in the neighborhood of 60,000
eggs. Last season between seven and
eight thousand pheasants and twenty
thousand. egge were distributed through-
out the state.

The species of pheasants on the farm
at the present time of the fancy or av>
ary varieties are the phasianus Mongolian
pheasant Phasianus versi-color or green
Japanese pheasant, Phasianus reevesii or
Reeves pheasant, Thaumalea picts or
golden pheasant, Thaumalae Amerstiae or
Lady Amherst pheasant, Euplocamus ny-
thémerus or silver pheasant, Crossoptilon
mantchuricam or fared pheasant,, Lopho-
phorus impeyamus or impeyan pheasant,
Calophasis ellioti, or Elliott’s pheasant
and the melanotus or black pheasant.
Among the pheasants which are known
as the game pheasant and which are senj
out by the department to the various
counties in the state are the Phasianus
cholchius or common pheasant, the Phais-
anus torquatus..or Chinese § ring neck
pheasant.

It is expected by the department that
they will be able to distribute 6,000 Hun-
garian partridges and from 12,000 to 15,-
000 pheasants in the state from their
own rearing this year. :

The pens in which the pheasants are
kept for breeding purposes are twelve by
sixten feet. In each pem is placed a
pheasant cock and from three to five
hens. The birds are fed and watered
twice a day while in these pens. The
eggs from the breeding pens are gathered
jevery night, each pen being numbered
{and the eggs from the pens eet down in
a book kept for that purpose. The phea-
sants kept in confinement average from
forty to fifty eggs during the season.
Pheasant hens are never allowed to set
on their eggs when in captivity. This in-
sures laying throughout the season. The
eggs are hatched out under the common
barnyard hen. A medium-sized barred
rock hen, it is found, makes the best
mother for young pheasants. Great care
is taken in feeding the pheasants several
days after they are hatched. With the
much increased number of pheasants next
year it is thought by the department
that an open season can be given next
yeagy on the cock pheasant.

Another game bird which has recently
been imported for distribution through-
out Illinois and especially in the northern
counties is the Perdix cinerea or Hungar-
ian partridge. This hearty bird will
thrive under adverse physical and climate
conditions; offers’ the best sport for the|
gunner and is a choice bird to bag for|
the table. It is also of inestimable value !
to the farmer as’an insect destroyer. It |
is about the size of our native Bob White
quail and in general coloring resembles
‘it very much. Their flight is about as
| emift as the Bob White quail.

The Hungarian partridge ranges over
Europe, Western and Central Asia, is
found in sunny Italy as well as in cold
Scandinavia, thereby showing its adapta-
bility to all climates. This bird rarely

was raised, nor does its offspring stray
away. This characteristic with its ex-
treme hardiness, high prolificacy, makes
it the most preferred game bird for stock-
ing the state. It lies well to the hunting
dog and when flushed, as a rule, the
covey divides, thus allowing the sports-
man to work his dog on single birds,
which greatly increases the pleasure of
| the gunner.

| The hen has bested the incubator in
several trial hatches conducted on the
preserve, -and as a result the férmer is
now used exclusively. One thousand hens
are in general use for setting purposes.
An average of from sixty to sixty-five
birds are genarlly - secured from 100.

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GROVER CLEVELAND’S ESTATE
GOES TO WIDOW AND CHILDREN

His Four Children Get $10,000 Each and Residue Goes to

His Wife--His Will Directs
Inexpensive.

That His Monument Shall Be

Trenton, N. J., July 10—The will of former
president Grover Cleveland was probated to-
day. The probation took place at the home
of Mrs. Cleveland in Princeton, Surrogate
John W. Cornell going there for that pur-
pose. Mrs. Cleveland arrived in Princeton
from New Hampshire today. The will is
in Mr. Cleveland’s own handwriting and
makes no disclosures as to the extent of
his wealth.

Witnesses to the will are Professor Andrew
F. West of Princeton, and Professor John
S. Finley, New York City.

Mrs. Cleveland is made executrix and
Frank S. Hastings executor under the will.
The text of the will is as follows:

“I, Grover Cleveland, of the barough of
Princeton, in the state of New Jercey, do
make, publish and declare this my last will
and testament hereby expressly revoking all
previous wills by me made.

“First—I hereby direct, that after pay-
ment of all my debts and funeral expenses,
an appropriate monument with brief insecrip-
tion and only moderately expensive, be erect-
ed at my grave and pald for out of my
estate. ' I desire to be buried wherever I
may reside at the time of my death and
that my body shall always remain where it
shall be at first buried, subject to its removal
only if it shall be absolutely necessary in
order that it shall repose by the side of
my wife and in acecordance with her desire.

“Second—I give to my niece, Mary Hast-
ings, daug’hter‘ot my sister Anna Hastings,
the sum of $3.000 to be paid to her ag soon
as practicable after my death.

*“Third—I give to my friend, Richard Wat-
son Gilder, the watch given to me in 1893
by the saild Gilder and E. C. Benedict and
J. J. Sinclair, and also the chain attached
to the same when last worn by me.

“Fourth—I give to each of the four daugh-
ters of my nephew, Richard Hastings, now,
or late living with my sister Anna Hast-
ings, the sum of $2,000 each. ‘

“Pifth—I give to Frank 8. Hastings, my
good friend and executor of this will as the

most personal memento I can leave to him,
the seal ring I have worn for many years,
which was given to me by my dear wife, and
with whose hearty concurrence this gift is
made.

“Sixth—I give to my two daughters, Esther
and Marion and to my two sons, Richard F.
and Francis G., the sum of ten thousand
dollars ($10,000) each, to be paid to them
respectively as they shall arrive at the age
of twenty-one years. Until these legacies
are paid, or shall lapse, they shall be kept
invested and the income derived therefrom
shall be paid to my wife, and the aggregate
of said income shall be applied by her to
the support, maintenance and education of
said children in such a manner and in such
proportions. as she shall deem best without
any liability to any of said children on ac-
count thereof. If, however, either of my
sald daughters shall, before her legacy be-
comes payable, cease for any reason to re-
side with her mother, then and from that
time, the income arising from the investment
of her legacy shall be paid to sald daughter.
In case of either of my children shall die
before his or her legacy ehall be actually
paid, leaving a child or children, then said
legacy shall lapse and become a part of the
y estate disposed of by this instru-

ment.

“Seventh—All the rest and residue of my
estate and property of which I may die
seized or possessed, of every kind and nature
wheresoeyer the same may be situated, I
give devise and bequeath to my dear wife,
Frances F. Oleveland and to her heirs and
assigns forewer and I hereby appoint her
guardian of all my children during their
minority.

“Eighth—I ‘hereby appoint my wife, Fran-
ces F. Cleveland, executrix and Frank 8.
Hastings executor of this, my last ~will and
testament.

“Witness my hand and seal at Princeton,
(N. J.), this, 21st day of February, one
thousand, nine hundred and six (1308.)

SOUTH AFRICAN VOLUNTEERS

TO GET LAND

GRANTS OR SCRIP

All Those Who Enlisted in Canada Can Share in Bounty--Can
Take Cheice of a Grant ef Land or Its Equivalent in Scrip.

Ottawa, July 10.—Tonight Mr. Oliver
moved a resolution that the bill to auth-
orize a bounty to volunteers who served
the crown in South Africa shall apply
to all volunteers who reside or were dom-
icilated in Canada at the time of their
enlistment for military service in South
Africa; that in the event of a volunteer’s
death between the date of his enlistment
and December 31, 1910, the proposed
grant of land may be made to his legal
representative and that any person entitl-
ed to choose scrip in lieu of land may

Mr. Oliver said those who enlisted in
the South Africa constabulary would be
eligible.

Col. Sam Hughes thought that Canad-
Britain or South
Africa, should be included, while Messrs.
Bickerdike and Schell (Oxford), spoke for
the Fenian raid veterans,

The resolution carried and the bhill
was taken up.

Again Col Hughes pressed for recogni-
tion of the men who went to South Afri-
ca to enlist, “including, if you like,” he
said, “Col. Sam Hughes.”

Mr. Oliver intended that, but thought
it would be impossible to draft a clause
covering all the cases.

Mr. Borden suggested a clause, but E.
MecDonald objected and eaid this country
should _recognize only those men who en-
listed in Canadian corps.

Col. Hughes instanced the case of Col.!
Hamillon Merritt, of Toronto, who serv-,
ed on General Brabant’s horse. “And Sy
taid the Colonel, ‘“‘couldn’t go to South
Africa, because of the tyranny of an
English officer, who happened to be a
servant of the Oanadian government.”

The clause was allowed to stand.

An amendment to Clause 3 makes t:he
grant available to the legal representative
of any person entitled to the grant who
died- between the date of his enlistment
and the 31st of December, 1910.

A number of suggestions and amend-
ments were rejected. Mr. Martin, of P.EL
for instance, thought that chaplains should
be entitled to the grant.

Dr. Barr wanted Canadian war corres-
pondents included and Mr. Blain, of Peel,
urged that nurses should participate in the

ant,
grlﬁ'. Herron, of Alberta, offered several
important amendments, of which he had
given notice early in the seesion and of
which Mr, Oliver had freely availed him-
self in recasting his bill. ;

Mr. Fowler favored the bill, but he ob-
jected to the substitution clause which, he
caid, was a concession to the scrip sharks,
who already had their eyes on this bill.

Mr. Oliver said it was a wrong impres-
sion to suppoge that this was a measure
to benefit the west. As a matter of fact

it was a sacrifice on the part of the people

of the west, but one which they made
willingly and in the interests of the empire
and of Canada as a whole. ’

Mr. Fowler argued that the northwest
should not be asked to make any special
sacrifices and this could be avoided by
making the grant in money instead of in
land.

Progress was reported on the bill.

A bill to authorize the construction of
a branch line of the P.E.I. Railway was
opposed by Mr. Emmerson, former minis-
ter of railways, in the house tonight. He
wanted a bigger scheme of development
adopted. ) .

The branch line will be in the constitu-
ency of Mr. Hughes, the only Liberal mem-
ber from the Island. It is only thirteen
miles in length.

The bill was a third time, the
minister of railways not even doing his
predecessor the cougtesy of a reply..

The bill to provide for the payment of
bounties on crude petroleum produced
from shales was algo given a third read-
ing as were also the bills in respect to
the salary of the superintendent of insur-
ance and the act to secure to the_ audi-
tor general the right of making promo-
tions in hie depatrtment.

The house went into committee on Mr.
Fielding’s resolution respecting the con-
cellation of the privileges of foreign na-
tions to enjoy the coasting trade of Can-
ada.

Mr. Fielding said the coal companies
had represented that the cancellation of
these privileges was a hardship, and it
had been decided 'that the government
should have the power to make excep-
tions. :

Mr. Emmerson asked if the vessels en-
gaged in the coal trade were manped by
Norwegians to the exclusion of Can-
adians and Mr. Fielding said that was
the case.

Mr. Stanfield urged that there should
be an arrangement to protect Canadian
vessels which were diseriminated against
at Iverness and Port Hood.

In the senate today, on the motion for
the reading of the bill to restrain the use
of tobacco by young persons, Senator
Power moved an amendment to reduce
the age at which tobacco is forbidden to
boys from eighteen to sixteen years. The
amendment carried by 33 to 13 and the
bill, as amended, was passed.

In moving the second reading of his old
age annuifies bill, Sir Richard Gart-
wright said there were few differences
between this and the bill he had present-
ed to the senate last session. The chief
difference was the age, at which an an-
nuity could be obtained, had been re-
duced to fifty-five years from sixty. This
had been suggested, by the finance min-
ister for the benefit of those employed

wisely.

Says St. John Dese+ 8
Much Credit For Enterprise.

That the citizens of St. John have done
a unique work in developing the winter|
port is the opinion of C. C. Ballantyne, a
member of the Montreal harbor com-
mission, now in the city. He is a strong
believer in the doctmne that every ton |
of Canadian freight ought to be shipped
through Canadian ports.

The wharves, in his opinion, were well
and strongly built.

He understood, he went on, that it was
only about sixteen years since the work
of developing the west eide was started ‘n
earnest. In that ehort time he con-
sidered the citizens of St. John had ac-
complished something that was unique in.
the history of Canadian ports. The work;
they had done had ‘not been a local one
but for the benefit of the whole dominion
and he thought the port was entitled to’
recognition and encouragement by the
government.

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a Statement of Final
Were Not Returned by

James Barnes on the Stand Yesterday Had Only

Estimates--Says Books

Late F. S. Sharpe--Paid
Full Price For Doing Half the Work.

Once again in the course of the enquiry
into the affairs of the Central Railway is
a set of books missing, James Barnes, who
gave evidence before the commissioners
yesterday afternoon on the construction of
the road from Chipman to Minto, was able
to produce only a statement of the final
estimate. The books, he said, had been
handed to the accountant, the late Mr.
Sharpe, and had never been geen since.

Another feature brought out was that
the N. B. Coal & Railway Company, which
employed Mr. Barnes as contractor, allow-
ed him the full contract price for about
half the work.

. Mr. Corbett was recalled at the open-
of the aftermoon session.
reply to Mr. Powell he said he
could not call to mind why an item of
810,000 which was entered in the paes
book as a receipt was not in the cash
book. He had checked over the items
and it must be a cross entry.

He had no
copy of the contract, it was so long ago.

Mr. Barnes here produced a debit and
credit account between the N. B. C. &
R. Company and the Barnes Construction
Company, dated May 31, 1904, which he
eaid was the date of the last estimate.
 During his examination he had frequent
cccasion to refer to it.

Replying further to Mr. Powell, he
said he could not say what was the earl-
iest date the road wae in.a fit condition
for operation. Freight might have been
carried over it in 1902. The amount of
the first contract was $117,000, including
the main line. The N. B. C. & R. Com-
pany provided the iron and he provided
the sleepers, laid the rails and ballasted
the: road. The length of the road was
about fifteen miles. It ended two or
three miles the other side of Minto. He
bad nothing to do with the subsidies. He
was not sure whether the N. B. C. & R.
Company negotiated the subsidies and
handed over the cash or gave the sub-
sidies to the Barnes Construction Com-
pany. The construction company obtain-
ed advances from the Peoples’ Bank and
the Bank of N. B., and their paper was
discounted by the eame banks. There
had been' some checks on the Bank of
B N A

Questioned as to who acted for the N.
B. C. & R. Company when the contract
was transferred to the Barnes Construc-
tion Company, Mr. Barnes said he be-
lieved the parties were Mr. Allen and

the government ' as an ex-officio director.
A new contract” was entered into. The
conditions had changed, and the amount
of money to be paid was changed. The
work was found to be very expensive.
Instead of earth, rock and hard pan had
been met with and it was found impos-
gible to do the work at the original fig-
ure. There was not enough money in it
to pay the labor bills. In consequence,
he (the witness) offered to accept fifteen
per cent. and place everything at actual
cost.

Mr. Powell—“Then you became agents
of the New Brunswick Company and re-
ceived 15 per cent. on the force bills and
other expenses.”

He remembered that in February, 1903,
he came off a construction train near
that point and went to Kent County to
contest an election.

Mr. Powell remarked that a previous
witness had spoken of trains running to
Minto at that time but he believed Mr.
Barnes’ recollection was more correct.

An itemized statement, which was con-
tained in the final estimate produced by
Mr. Barnes, was then gone into. It con-
tained items showing the cost of con-
struction to June 20, 1904, including
labor, materials, plant, etc. The total
expenditure on the road was given as
$207,508.04.

One item for $26,563.81 for liabilities
not paid caused considerable discussion.

Mr. Barnes said it was for liabilities
created -by the work.

Mr. Powell failed to see how this could
be when every item was classified.

Mr. Barnes said the account was made
up by Mr. Evans, who would be able to
explain it.

Mr. Powell pointed out that if it was
Mr. Barnes’ impression that those lia-
bilities were not included then the total
cost of construction was $234,131.85. As
he received only $219,709.59 from the New
Brunswick Coal & Railway Company
there would still be. some $15,000 owing.

Mr. Barnes replied that there was evi-
dently a misunderstanding and it would
be better to get the accountant wao
made up the statement.

Judge Landry said the item was prob-
ably part of what was paid.

Replying further to Mr. Powell, Mr.
Barnes said Mr. Trueman, Mr. Allen and
Dr. Pugsley adjusted the accounts with
the Barnes Construction Company on the
engineer’s estimate. He thought some of
the estimates might be found.

Mr. Powell then turned his attention
to.the length of mileage in the sidings at
Minto, and asked Mr. Barnes how long
