Many underwriter» and «brokers had ex­
pected that the exchange would older 
a formal increase in fire insurance rates 
at least in the congested district of this 
city, following the couuse adopted inde­
pendently by some df the stronger com­
panies within the last few day®. It was 
decided, however, that pending the re­
port of the special committee, no action 
in the way of increasing rates or 
of outlining methods of meeting other 
flagration problems, should toe taken. To 
protect companies against premature can­
cellation, and renewal of policies by 
brokers, in order to avail the .policyholder 
of rates prevailing before an increase, the 
exchange ordered that all such cancella­
tions made, be at what is called the “short 
rate” basis, instead of pro rata. Sevtenty- 
three members were present.

After the meeting Mr. Shallcroes said 
that there had been no concerted effort 
to raise rates. Fairly exact maps of the

.NETW YORK, April 26—A special cable­
gram from London to the fijfan says: The 
House of Commons, late last night, wit­
nessed one of the most remarkable of its 
many noteworthy scenes. James Kiev

•> the debate was going on in a listless man­
lier for and against it, when suddenly, 
while Samuel Evans was speaking against 
it, a shrill, derisive “hear, hear,<’ 
heard throngri the grille which screens the 
women’s gallery.

Dead stillness followed, as Mr. Evans 
•topped and the startled members eyed 
the galleries to see where the sound came 
■from. The indignant faces of the women 
peering through the grille soon revealed 
the source of trie interruption, and the old 
officiais of the house seemed ready to 
faint from amazement at the unprecedent­
ed female hardihood. Then the house burst 
siinuJtamecusly into a roar of laughter.

1 This acted upon the occupants of the gal­
lery at once. Cries of “divide, divide,”
“you’ll talk it out,” and “justice for the 
women,” came through the grille and a Bute 
white banner which figured at a recent 
meeting of the woman suffragists at Albert 
Hall was thrust through the grille, unfurl­
ed and shaken by angry hands. On it was 
the inscription, "votes for women.”

The house continued its laughter, and (last ,

Almost without excep­
tion the aldermen and many prominent 
citizens characterized the procedure 
noon to the Alms House, an express wagon 
that in a civilized community such a state 
of affairs should exist.

The woman was found in a yard off 
High streetr last Friday afternoon,
Jyzed so that she could not walk. Sh 
conveyed to tfie police station and up to 
yesterday was being cared for iff the jail, 
being removed from there yesterday after­
noon to the almshouse in an express wagon 
with a blanket spread on the bottom be­
ing the means' of conveyance.

Secretary IVetiscrc, of the almshouse 
commission, who had been working on the 
case, said he had been unable to learn

Oplympic Games.

Athens, April ^25—The international sports 
today were conducted under ideal weather 
conditions. The 100 metres swimming race 
developed a brilliant contest. C. M. Daniels, 
New York A C., showed consummate gen­
eralship, setting a furious pace until hie fol­
lowers were fagged out, when he slowed 
down and won in his own good time of one 
minute, 13 seconds. Helmay, Hungarian, sec­
ond and Derbyshire, England finished in the 
order named.

The fencing finals at the gymnastic hall 
were well contested. The Italian Pezzartno 
retired and the Frenchman Dillonkavan was 
awarded first place, Mirden second.

This afternoon the Stadium was crowded 
with spectators, the attendance being esti­
mated at 68,000. The greatest excitement at­
tended the running races, in which the 
Americans highly distinguished themselves. 
The three preliminary heats of the 100 metre 
race were won by Americans, while the semi­
finals in all three heats were carried off by 
them. The finals will be run tomorrow.

The 300 metre race was won by the Ameri­
cans, James G. Lightboy, Chicago» University,, 
who won the first heat, and Charles J. 
Bacon, Irish American A. C., .who was sec­
ond in the same heat, ran consummately as 
also did Lieut. Wyndham Halswelle, Eng­
land, who was second in the second heat. 
The fourth heat was won by P. H. Pilgrim. 
N. Y. A C., Ray C. Ewry. N. Y. A. C„ won 
the standing Jong jump, distance three 
metres, 30 centimetres.

The five mile race, the great event of the 
day, was won easily by Lieut Hawtrey, Eng- 
ligh. Time, 26 minutes 11 4-5 seconds. He 
finished with a lap to spare over a Swedish 
competitor whose time Was 26 minutes 26 1-5 
seconds.

Dr. Stone’s old churdh at the cor­
ner of California street and Dupont, an 
unsavory neighborhood, between f .inna­
te :vn and the devil, which not even the 
presence of St. Mary’s Cathedral and 
Archbishop Alemamy’s see house could 
sanctify. Here its collations were dis­
played, and to this place was brought the 
gift of Charles Croaker and Leland Stan­
ford, Ward’s great series of reproductions 
of all the antediluvian monsters that ever 
looked fiercely upon the infancy of the 
world. When the great beasts were put 
on view San Francisco began to feel proud 
of its scientific body.' It presented speci­
mens for the growing museum, it even 
provided funds for rent and maintenance 
and for a scanty wage for a very few 
curators.

It was not until 1890 that all the litiga­
tion over the Lick estate was a thing of 
the past and that the Academy’s new 
home was built on the city s principal 
street, to serve as a show place and to 
spread an unconscious atmosphere of 
scientific thought. Then the Academy en* 
tered upon its richly productive period, 
and for the last fifteen years its record 
of scientific research fostered is one to be 
proud of. /

In the ashes the endowment remains 
undestroyed. In the rising of the new 
San Francisco a new Academy of Sciences 
will arise and probably on even a grander 
scale than before. A new building will 
take the place of that which has gone 
down in disaster, but the building will be 

i for years to come no more than an empty 
! home. The loss of things which can 
I never be replaced is the real disaster, 
j It is a rule in the scientific world that 
I when a discoverer finds and names a new 
! species he must deposit in some public 
museum the actual specimen upon which 
his study has .been spent and from, which 
his description has been made. This then

A curiosity that will prove a valuable 
memento of the great earthquake and 
conflagration in Sam Francisco was re­
ceived here yesterday by* John M. Robert­
son, of the hardware firm of Kerr & Rob­
ertson, in Dock street, from Mr. Thos. B. 
Robertson. lit is a copy of the first news­
paper issued in San Francisco telling of 
the fearful disaster. It was published the 
day following the earthquake and is call­
ed “The Call-Cbronicle-Exainiiner” and is 
the result of the supreme efforts of the 
three papers to get out a publication, j

There are but four pages and the whole 
is a return to the old hand set method. 
It however shows enterprise under the 
most extreme circumstances.

"Earthquake and fire; San Francisco in 
Ruihs,” are the flaring headlines on the 
first page and the following gives as .well 
as possible the harrowing details of" the 
frightful catastrophe. Under the heading, 
“No hope left for safety of buildings,” is 
£Be following: “Sam Francisco 
doomed to entire destruction, 
a lapse in the raging of the flames just 
before dark, the hope was raised that 
with the use of tons of dynamite the 
course of the fire might be checked and 
confined to the triangular sections it Imd 
cut out for its path. But on the Barbary 
coast the fire broke out anew and as night 
closed in the flames werè eating their tfay 
into the parts untouched in their ravages 
during the day.”

To the south and the north they spread; 
down to the docks out into the resident 
section, in and to the north of Haves 
valley. By 6 o’clock practically all of St. 
Ignatius’ great buildingrf were no more. 
They (had been levelled to the fiery heap 
that marked what was once the metro­
polis of the west.

“The first of the big structures to go to 
ruin was the Call building, the famous 
skyscraper. At 11 o’clock the big eight 
story building was -a furnace. Flames 
leaped from every window* and shot sky­
ward from the circular windows in the 
dome. In leas than two hours nothipg re­
mained but the tall skeletaon.”
" Then again under the “Earthquake and 
fire” head One paragraph reads: “After 
darkness thousands of the homeless were 
making their way with their blankets amd 
scant provisions to Golden Gate Park and 
the beach to find shelter. Those in the 
homes on the Mils just north of the Hayes 
valley wrecked section piled their belong­
ings in the streets and express wagons amd 
automobiles were hauling the things away 
to the aparedy settled regions. Every­
body in San Francisco is prepared to leave 
the city, for the belief is firm that San 
Fraincisco will be totally destroyed.”

The spot on the Beacon bar where the 

mud was piled was the place over which 
the scows from Sand Point slip passed at 
high water. Two years ago it was safe to 
« orne up outside the breakwater in a email 
boat; it waa not safe now. He had taken 
no measurements. There was a difference 
in the east channel last summer; a 
schooner drawing sixteen feet went 
aground there. The city dredge on foggy 
days eleo dumped close to the breakwater. 
He knew the difference between the scows 
owned by the city and Mr. Mayes. Cap­
tain Blizzard, of the Lansdowne, had told 
hipi he found only sixteen feet of water 
in the channel 200 yards ES.E. of the gas 
buoy where there ought to be twenty feet.

The harbor master—“That would be al­
most on the foul ground.”
