— ')re arrived here. However, that num­

ber is decidedly small when compared, 
with the 4,046 landed here during the 
first seventeen days of March 1918.

Canadian Immigration Inspector T. B- 
williams, traveling representative of the 
Canadian immigration department, is in 
Portland and he said that the Canadian 
government was not making an effort to 
secure emigrants from Europe and oth­
er countries.

“We are not encouraging emigrants to 
come to Canada,” he said, “unless they 
are sure of employment or have been 
promised work before leaving their na­
tive land.”

Labor conditions in Canadk do not 
demand heavy immigration and while 
every ship arriving here has brought 
fronvlflp to W passengers, the greater 
number off those coming out are going 
to Canada or to different parts of the 
United States, where they are sure to 
receive employment, or are men return­
ing to Canada after having been in Eu­
rope for the winter.

Many of the men arriving here on 
the trans-Atlantic liners are owners of 
farjas in the Canadian northwest and 

"[ to their farms to prepare 
ty tot'Wmg season. Quite a number 
of families have come across on the ships 
arriving here, the head of the family 
hgwing come to America, in Advance and 
secured enough money to send for his 
wife .etefl children.'
■The Canadian immigration officials 

here do not expect a big passenger sea­
son in the coming summer at Montreal 
because of the light demand for labor 
and the enforcement of the Canadian im­
migration laiws which insist that every 
immigrant shall have $28 in cash before 
being permitted to land at a Canadian 
port or enter Canada.

The officials expected that several 
thousand passengers will come to Port­
land before the season doses, but they 
do not believe that the number arriving 
here will compare with that of last sea­
son.

' ' 1The atmosphere in Ulster has grown 
suddenly electrical. Important develop­
ments may occur there at any moment 
and sinister rumors abound. There are 
several signs and portents indicating 
early and momentous action on the part 
of the government.

The guards have been doubled and 
the garrisons strengthened at the mili­
tary barracks, in accordance with the in­
tentions announced early in the week, 
with a view to preventing possible raids 
for munitions of war by the “coven­
anters,” and it is persistently reported 
that the arrest of‘the leaders of the Ul­
ster force is imminent.

Meanwhile there is unusual activity 
among the Ulster volunteers. Forty 
members at the motor cyclist corps, left 
Belfast yesterday under secret orders.

Unionists say they are convinced that 
the authorities are contemplating 
coup. It is said in military circles that 
the government has a comprehensive 
scheme for pouring extra troops into the 
province within twenty-four hours and 
for holding all strategical points by an 
overwhelming force and that the offi­
cers commanding in the different dis­
tricts received their instructions a month 
ago.

The great activity displayed at Union- 
ist headquarters and in the army bar­
racks has caused considerable excite­
ment among the people of Belfast, who 
for some days have been momentarily 
expecting a decisive move on the part 
of the Unionist chiefs or on the the gov­
ernment.

Before landing this morning* Sir Ed­
ward Carson received on board the 
steamer on which he had made the pas­
sage from England, Sir George Rich­
ardson, a retired lieutenant-general of 
the British army, who is commander-in- 
chief of the Ulster Unionist forces, to­
gether with his chief offlders.

As the party came down the gangway 
to the pier, they found drawn up as a ' 
guard of honor, an emergency force of 
picked men of the Ulster volunteers, who 
had been summoned to the Unionist 
headquarters at a late hour last night.
A big crow'd gave them a noisy welcome, 
cheering wildly and firing saintes into 
the air from their revolvers.

During the night automobiles had 
been kept busy moving stores and docu­
ments from toe Unionist headquarters, 
apparently fearing a raid from the1 po­
lice, who have been keeping close watch 
on every move made by toe Unionists.

Precautions of a particularly rigorous 
character, have been taken at the Vic­
toria military barracks here, where extra 
guards have been on duty day and night 
for several days.

Urgent instructions have been sent to 
the military authorities in toe south of 
Ireland to despatch reinforcements im­
mediately to toe garrison stations in 
Ulster.

In response to instructions from army 
headquarters a detachment of 200 in­
fantry arrived at Newry, in the course 
of the day, from the Curragh and anoth­
er 800 from Mullingar. The garrison of 
Londonderry also was reinforced by 800 
men front Mullingar 
have arrived in Dublin Bay.

Feeling among the public in Belfast 
has become much more tense since yes­
terday’s debate in parliament. Soon after 
his arrival here, Sir Edward Carson is­
sued an appeal to his followers to pres­
erve calm. No disturbance had occurred 
up to three o’clock this afternoon.

1 The cable a few days ago told of the 
wild automobile ride of rich young H.

Mr. Bond hired a motor car from a 
gyage at Lyndhurst, the driver being 
a man named John Saint, aged nineteen.

In the course of an interview, Saint, 
said he was at the Mill House, Mr. 
Bond’s residence, with the car about 
two o’clock on Saturday, afternoon, when 
Bond told him to get ready to start. 
They went through Durley, Rdngwood 
and Poole to Weymouth, where his 
plcions were first aroused on account 
of Bond not saying where he was going, 
which was contrary to the usual prac­
tice.
■ “I was about fed up,” said Saint, “and 
refused to go any further. Bond ther- 
upon pulled out a revolver, and said if 
I did not go on he would shoot. He said 
he shot to kill, and that it would be best 
for me to go on. There were many 
people about but he hid the firearm un­
der his coat, and no one could see whet 
was taking place. Then we ran out of 
petrol,' and that was the first time I 
got out of the car to fill up, but he kept 
me covered.

“We drove through Dorchester to 
Puddletown, reaching there about half­
past four. Betid ordered some petrol and 
two head lamps, and the man wanted 
£6 each. Bond got into the car when the 
lamps were lighted, and, holding the re­
volver at my bead, said ‘Drive like fury’ 
We went back Into Dorchester, and then 
towards Bridport. -There had been a 
fair" at Dorchester, and there were a lot 
of people on the road. Some of them 
Bond ‘held up’ He seemed to prefer by­
lanes.

“Presently we came upon a young 
lady rod a man, who wanted a lift, as 
they had three miles to go. Bond pulled 
out Ms revolver and said: “Your money 
or your life I” The girl ran away scream- 
tog, and the man ran in front of the car 
and warned' the other people in the road.

“We left about ten o’clock and went 
on to Blanford, where on the road Bond 
tried to get into a post office, but 
unable to do so, and then we went on 
towards Wimbome and got to Shaftes­
bury in the early hours of the morning, 
where we got some petrol. We stopped 
at a farmer’s place. Bond thinking it 
was a garage. The farmer said he had 
not any petrol, and Bond said if he did 
not. give him some there would be bul­
lets flying.

“At length we reached the garage and 
took in some petrol and left the empties 
When the man went to get the bill Bond 
made me drive off. We then went to­
wards, Salisbury, and at Wilton a po­
lice officer tried to stop us and Bond 
pointed a revolver at me, and one at 
the inspector and said—‘Drive straight 
on; stop for nothing.’ ,

“Nothing occurred on the Salisbury 
road except that Bond stopped and ex­
amined the way. He decided to go to 
Warminster, and we left Salisbury on 
the right, but turned off before we got 
to Bournemouth. He told me he wanted 
to get on the North Road.

“At times he appeared to be dozing, 
and I worked my way back to Frome, 
but nothing happened, except that when 
he was awake he Occasionally said: ‘Be 
careful, Saint. I have got you covered.’ 
We came back through 'Shaftesbury 
again and I managed to work my way 
round into Ringwood and through Pyle- 
well, near Lymington, and eventually 
got to Mill House in the evening. He 
let me to go to the garage, where the 
police were awaiting me."
A Dramatic Arrest

The details of Bond’s arrest show that 
observation was kept upon Mill House 
for several hours, and Bond was seen pa­
cing the lawn, but it was not until 
about eleven o’clock at night that an op­
portunity occurred to capture him. Su­
perintendent Wakeford, taking a power­
ful acetylene lamp, entered the garden 
and approached Bond, followed by Po­
lice Sergeant Long and Police-Constable 
Poling, the former covering Bond with a 
revolver. As the superintendent drew 
near Bond swung round, whereupon the 
superintendent sprang forward, and seiz­
ed him, holding his arms close to his 
body. The sergeant and the Constable 
advanced at the same time and took two 
loaded revolvers from the hands of the 
captive.

Bond was removqd in custody to 
Lyndhurst Police Staton and it was in­
tended to convey him ,to Dorchester. Be­
fore doing so some lunch was ordered 
for him from a local hotel. It is said 
that when the police, hgnded him the 
tray they did not notice a knife on it. 
but Bond detected one beneath the cloth, 
hastily seized it, and drew the edge 
across his throat before he could be pre­
vented. Police-Constable Foling, who en­
deavored to wrest the knife from Bond 
received several severe cuts on the hands.

It was noticed that Bond had inflicted 
a deep wound in his throat, and after 
he had been attended by the police sur­
geon, Bond was femoved to tlle South­
ampton Hospital, where he is safd to be 
■tuktihg satisfactory progress;

The Aroostook, Potato Growers’ As­
sociation has been doing business for 
three years and in that time we have 
blade many grave mistakes. We are, 
however, learning something all the time 
and are beginning to attain a fair degree 
at success. /

The association was organized in June 
1611. It was the result of a co-opera­
tive movement started in the Pomona 
granges of Aroostook county. It is a 
stock company capitalized at $100,000, of 
which amount about $10,000 has been 
paid in. Within a few months after the 
organization the association had a mem­
bership of about 600. We now have a

This method proved disastrous 
at that time for several different reasons, 
among which were, the fact that the as­
sociation had no connections in the large 
markets where it could dispose of the 
potatoes to good advantage. An expert 
potato salesman was engaged to sell for 
the association on a brokerage and while 
this man came well recommended, he 
proved to be very incompetent. Many 
cars were sold ahead and when We came 
to our usual car shortage shipments were 
delayed, which resulted In heavy losses 
for on a raising market, delayed ship­
ment means a loss and on a falling mar­
ket delayed shipment means turned down 
cars and heavy losses. For this and 
other reasons the first year of business of 
oiir association was hot a financial suc­
cess, but we were learning all the while 

. and are now profiting by our mistakes. (
The present system under which 
working is this:
• The association is simply acting as a 
selling agent for any member or num­
ber of members who are in position to 
sell in car lots.

When a grower wishes to sell a car, he 
communicates with the office and we 
tell him the market price, both Boston 
and New York and if he wishes to sell, 
we instruct him to get his car and then 

— call, us again, as I said before, we have 
found that it is not good business to sell 
ahead. As soon as he has his car set, 

t he notifies us, we then. send, out wires to 
New England and New' York markets 
and submit any offers we, may get, to 
him. If the price is satisfactory to him, 
we confirm same and give him billing 
directions. When he has loaded and 
hilled same he sends us the bill of lad­
ing. Upon receipt of which we send him 
check for the full amdunt agreed upon.
We then attach the draft to the bill of 
lading and send same to the party to 
whom the car was sold.

Each shipper must stand behind his 
own load and count, in case of trouble 
for which he is in any way responsible.
We are finding that not all the dishon­
est men and certainly not all the careless 
men live in New York. However, we 
have not had very much trouble from 
these causes, either here or on the other 
end.

HOW 'FOREIGNERS SAVE BANK

(Coal Age.)
The village of Gary, W. Va-, has but 

one industry—coal mining—so the busi­
ness of the Gary National Bank is al­
most entirely with miners and not with. 
farmers.

There are 877 accounts held by for­
eigners, representing 74.22 per cent, of 
those on the books of the bank, 109 held, 
by native whites, representing 21.44 per 
cent, of the accounts, and 22 held by 
colored people, representing 4.84 per 
cent, of the accounts. In all, there are 
508 accounts. The average deposit of 
the foreign bom is $808.79, of the na­
tive wMte, $811.84 and of the colored, 
$217.19.

The greater numl>cr of deposits- held 
by foreigners is explained partly by the 
larger number of these men employed. 
The foreigners compose 68 per cent, of 
the men engaged, the native white 28 
per cent, and the colored 24 per cent. It 
will be seen, however, how much more 
ready the foreign-born are to save 
money.

The bank pays 8 per cent, interest 
soni-annually on deposits. As 8087 men 
were working for the company in No­
vember, 1918, 16.4 per cent, of them must 
have bren depositors at this bank. The 
deposits would probably be even forger 
if the purchase of U. S. Steel Stock were 
not so popular.

The striking, increase in the birth and 
marriage rates of South Australia dur­
ing recent years can be taken as an in­
dication that the prosperity of the last 
decade has been shared by all classes of 
the community. Preliminary vital stat­
istics for the year ended December 81, 
1918, show that the improvement In the 
number of births and marriages propor­
tionate to the population was well main­
tained during the twelve months. The 
number of births was 12,627 (males 6.- 
600 and females 6127) the highest total 
registered in any one year and 546 more 
than in 1912.

The number exceeded thé average of 
the previous five years by 1928 or 20 
per cent. The marriages during 1918 
totalled 4094, the largest number on 
record, and thirty-right more than in 
1912. In his memorandum accompany­
ing the statistics the registrar-general 
states that the figures for determining 
the mean population for the year are not 
yet available, but a rough estimate seems 
to show that South Australia, which 
had the highest marriage rate in the 
commonwealth for the years 1911 and 
1912 will again be on top for 1918.

That was one of the topics discussed 
by the caucus of government supporters 
which sat In deliberation until nearly 

^midnight last evening. At a former 
caucus the difficulties 'of the contracting 
company, the Quebec & St. John Rail- 
Why Company, of which Mr. Gould is 
president, were placed before the gov- 

. emment members and the application for 
•a second bond guarantee of $10,000 a 
mile made known. No definite action 
was taken at that meeting. The proposi­
tion was stupendous and could not be 
fully considered without investigation, 
•o a committee of which F. B. Black, 
of Westmorland, and Mr. Stewart, of 
Gloucester, were members, was appoint­
ed to inquire into the reasons fot the 
application. It is understood that their 
report, was considered at last evening’s 
caucus and was of such a character as 
to make the situation look graver than 
ever.

Their examination of .the books of the 
company was not, of course, an examin­
ation of experts, bet thèir report was of 
such a character as to cause a long'dis­
cussion. as til whether it was advisable 
to permit the Company to continue the 
work even with the assistance of the 
second large guarantee asked for. Many 
members seemed he think that the guar­
antee asked for would,pat be the last of 
similar assistance.

* At City Hall yesterday afternoon, J. 
R. Brown, single tax leccturer and ad­
vocate, gave an address before the com­
missioners and civic, officials which evok­
ed considérable discussion. Mr. Brown 
argued in favor of the single tax sys­
tem, saying that the ground should bear 
the burden of taxation and that a tax 
on land values -would merely take for 
public purposes values created by the 
public. The present system of taxation 
strangled industry. and enterprise the 
speaker said. If the taxes were thrown 
off improvements and placed on the 
land, the city could get at land now re­
turning nothing and values which now 
are going to individuals would become 
public property. He also contended that 
the single tax would reduce the cost of 
living. St. John should, to his mind, 
proceed by easy stages, and test the ef­
ficiency-of the scheme.

Strong arguments against several of 
his statements were advanced by some 
of those present, who included Chairman 
Sharpe of the board of assessors, Com- 
troller McIntyre, Chamberlain Lingley,. 
and T. T. Lantalum, assessor. The con­
tentions of the speakers in opposition 
were that the plan was not adaptable 
to St. John in some respects; that if the 
tax were put on the ground the land­
lord would pass the tax on to the oc­
cupier of the land, and that there would 
be interference with vested rights.

"This Is a very rough country, 
and in some cases where we have 
cut lumber that was of any value 
we have had to cut on mountain 
•ides and sluice it. And then again, 
a great many of the trees are burnt 
around the trunk and are dead. By 
cutting off a portion around tiro 
butt of the tree we can make it look 
like green lumber. This we are do­
ing, and Mr. Bury in looking at the 
brows that we have in the woods 
would gather quite a different im­
pression from one who would go 
through before they were cut

“This reserve has been cut over 
for a long time and the only trees 
that are left that are of value are 
ns you can well understand, in very 
difficult places to cut. However, I 
have some other business matters 
which will call me to Ottawa very 
soon, when I will certainly make an 
effort to meet you in your depart­
ment and discuss the matter thor­
oughly.

“I can assure you In the mean­
time that the views of the depart­
ment wHl be met.

It was learned that the Curityba came

N. Y.

service was made yesterday, has a great 
many friends in St. John who will 
call the sturdy sea gait and the breezy 
greeting of this hearty seaman.

Since he was sixteen years of age, 
I more than a half century ago, Captain 
Carey has followed the sea, first in a 
small sailing vessel, but dimbing high­
er and higher, until, at the time of his 
'retirement he was commander of the 
Canadian Pacific’s Atlantic fleet.

When the winter port business 
opened at St. John Captain Carey 
brought one of the first steamers, then 
under the name of the Beaver Line, con­
trolled by Elder Dempster & Co., to 
the port. It was the steamer Lake Erie, 
which, together with other steamers of 
the Beaver Line, was purchased later by 
the C. P. R. The veteran captain 
in the same steamer when he retired, 
now known as the Tyrolia.

Hardly any one connected with mar, 
dne matters about the dty but remem­
bers the genial old seaman and he has 
a host of friends who have followed his 
experiences on the sea with interest 
Captain Carey has figured in several 
shipwrecks and has also assisted in the 
rescue of a great many persons. When 
he was seventeen years old, four months 
after his shipping for the first time on 
a sailing vessel, a little brig sailing from 
Belfast to Hull, the vessel was wrecked 
off the Cornwall coast and her crew was 
saved by a coasting schooner after hav­
ing been tossed abotu in a small boat all 
night.

In the old Beaver Line Captain Carey 
first shipped to Montreal and in this, line 
he rose to his first command. When the 
Canadian Pacific established its fleet, 
twelve years ago, he was chosen as mast­
er of one of the vessels. At the launch­
ing of the steamer Empress of Ireland, 
which was then the finest 
afloat, it was Captain, now Commodore 
Carey, who was on the bridge and after 
the first four trips had been made and 
the seaworthines sof the steamer assured, 
Captain Carey asked for a place on the 
southern service and the Tyrolia opened : 
the Canadian Pacific’s Mediterranean 
service under his command.
