New York, Jan. 28—Displayed in the
window of a Broadway pawn broker’s
shop is a handeome fourteen karat gold
plate which bears an invitation from the
California Commandery No. 1, Knights
Templar, to the late President McKin-
ley to an assembly held in San Franecisco
on the night of May 17, 1801. The invita-
tion is signed by the recorder and secre-
tary of the commandery.

In one corner appears a handsome blue
white diamond of at least a karat in
weight. The gold tablet is enclosed in a
bex which bears the sign of the order.

Among Ney York friends of the late
president considerable surprise has been
expressed that the plate should have fallen
into such  hands, especially as there has,
been no Antimation that any member of
his family was in want.

London, Jan. 27——Lngland is ' on the
brink of another campaign by the suffra-
gettes, in comparison with which former
outbreaks of the militant women will ap-
pear ingignificant. Tonight 2,000 police-
men were engaged in dispersing the huge
crowds around the parliament building¥),
shopkeepers were boarding up show win-’
dows and excited women were making in-
cendiary speeches in several halls.

The suffragettes held heated meetings to-
night. Mrs. Pmmeline Pankhurst. and
other leaders denounced both the enemies
and the supporters of the suffragettes in
the cabinet for their treachery. They de-
clared an end of the truce, which the
women had observed while waiting par-
liament’s action on the bhill.

“Deeds not words,” was the motto dis-
played above the platform, where Mrs.
Pankhurst spoke. She asserted that the
women would consider human life sdcred
but would do as mich damage to property
as possible.

Some of her lieutenants failed to agree
with her policy. Miss Annie Kenny, one
of the most prominent of ‘the militants,
advocated the smashing of both property
and heads.

Several women were arrested 'tonight,
some of whom declined to give ther
names. One believed to be Miss Sylvia
Pankhurst was captured in St. Stephen’s
Hall, leading to the house of commons
where she was making a determined at-
tack on a large painting. The police dis-
persed a crowd in Trafalgar Square,
where a man and woman were trying to
make speeches. The spéakers who résist-
ed the police were arrested. The famous
militant, Mrs. Despard, was taken to the
police station with six others.

WIDER FREE MARKETS
‘All efforts to improve the conditions of
ugricuiture in this province are to be com-
"mended, but it ie perfectly clear that the
best results will mot be obtained until

- a larger free market is secured for the

/products of the farm. It is not an answer
‘to this statement to say that the farmers
do not at present supply the home market
“in certain lines. The only means of get-
* ting all the farmers to entrge their oper-
‘ations is to make it certain that they can
fnd a market for everything they raise.
It would not be difficult for them to sup-
‘ply the home market, nor would it Tequire
a large increase in the output of each
farm. The New Brunswick farmers ought
“to have a choice of a number of free mar-
kets, of which they could take advantage

| as the circumstances might demand. With

.equal opportunity they would be able to
compete against the farmers of other prov-
inces and other countries. They have
-been discouraged because they .know- that
their free market is limited, and that any
large increase of production under pres-
ent. conditions would result, not merely
in a lowering of prices, but in a failure
to dispose of all they had to sell. The
manufacturers have benefitted by protec-
tion, but the farmer has not. He is not
only not provided with a large enough
~ home market, but is denied free access to
- other markets which he needs, and which
but for the brain storm of September,
1911, would now be his. All over Canada
the people who are engaged in agriculfure
are . realizing more keénly the meed of
~awider free markets. They are also realizing
more and more that a policy of high pro-
tection for manufacturers ls not a good pol-
jcy for the country at large. They are read-
ing with g'rowii:g interest the revelations
made in the United States, where the peo-
ple have at last been roused to a determ-
innﬁon to secure a lower tariff and to re-
duce: the coSt of living. While benefit
may be derived, therefore, from grants
niadg by the federal government and the
pro%_iinqial government, and from the ap-
pointment of experts in this or that de-
partment, the great need of the farmers
of New -Brunswick today ie still wider
markets; and if a successful immigration
campaign is to be carried on year after
year, and the settlers who are placed on
fgmﬁ are to stay there and build up the
agricultural sections of the province, they
must have the assurance of a market for
all the products they have to gell.’

WOMAN SUFFRAGE

The last issue of the Woman's Journal
contains a great deal of news that must be
pleaging to the advocates of woman suf-
frage. This movement is making remark-
able progress in the United States. The
Gouth Dakota legislature has just adopt-
ed a woman suffrage amendment to ite
constitution. The vote in the house was
70 to 30 and in the senate 41 to 2 in its
favor. At the opening of the Montana
legislature the governor in his message Te-
commended the submission of a constitu-
tional amendment enfranchising women.
Governor Carroll of the state of Towa in
hie message recommended that a woman
suffrage amendment be submitted to the
voters. A joint resolution for the sub-
mission of a constitutional amendment en-
franchising women at the mnext election
has been introduced in the senate of Min-
" nesota. A similar joint resolution has
been introduced in the senate of New
Jersey. The New York assembly has
adopted an amendment, by a vote of 123
to 7, to the constitution, permdting wo-
men to vote. A similar resolution was
passed by the senate, with an amendment,
however, providing that “a citizen by mar-
riage shall be an inhabitant of the Unit-
ed States for five years.” Two women
have been elected members of the legisla-
ture of the state of Washington. Both
houses of the Texas legislature are said
to have voted in favor of woman suffrage,
and a resolution to that effect is before the
legislature of North Carolina. In Michi-
gan, where the suffragettes are said to
have won a victory in November, but
to have been cheated out of it, delegations
have asked the legislature to re-submit the
amgndmcut in April. They were given an
enthusiastic reception im the legislature,

and the governor of the state has declared
himself strongly in their favor, and they |
are confident their request will be gl‘ant‘
ed. New Brunswick people will be inter- |
ested to know that the chief speaker for)
the 'delegation was Mrs. Clara B. Arthur, |
formerly of St. John, who is now Presi-
dent of the Michigan Equal Suffrage As-|
sociation. The Detroit Free Press says'
that Mre. Arthur made an eloquent speech
and was heard with “thunderous ap-
planse.”” The woman suffrage amendment
was carried in Arizona more than two
to one, and by large majorities in Oregon
and Kaneas. Everywhere in the United
States the sentiment in favor of woman
suffirage is spreading. The farmers’ as-
sociations in many states have declared
themselves in its favor, and it-would seem
a, reasonable prediction that within 10
years equal suffrage will have triumphed
throughout the republic.

STRANGE TALE BACK
OF A THEFT CHARGE

Extracrdinary Story of Man's Life
Told in Lendon Court

{

London, Jan. 26—Behind a commonplace
charge of theft heard before Mr. Allan
Lawrie, at London Sessions, ie an extra-
ordinary story of a man's past. The pris-
oner, a well-educated man, giving the name
of Charles ‘Alfred. Williams, aged 35, was
sentenced to three years’ pemal servitude
and subsequent -deportation to America
for laving stolen an overcoat, value $2.50,
belongong to Thomas Ambrose Townsend,
a clerk, emploved at a bookstall at Eus-
ton Station.

On. going into the witness-box Williame
put forward a remarkable defence. He pre-
faced his remarks by handing 'in a large
bundle of documents, and explaining that
among those were personal létters from
the editors of prominent London news-
papers and others when he was negotiating
to go out to the Balkans as war corres-
pondent. . ; - !

“What are these papers put in for?” ask-
ed Mr. Lawrie g \

“To show whether it was feasible or
possible that 1 would commit &0 contempti-
ble a crime as to rob a boy of his $2.50:
overcoat when my own cost $31.50,” re-
plied the prisoner. He added that he had
arranged with a picture film company to
receive $100 a ' week  for taking photo-
graphs at the war. Other letters referred,
he said, to a company representing promin-
ent London firms, ‘‘whose names are syn-
onymous with incorruptibility and integ-
rity,” and’ also a diamond eyndicate in
South Africa with which he was connect-
ed as a partner. Williams’ further 'said
he had been connected with a prominent
ghancial instituttion up to 1898, and again
in that connection down to last year.

Africa against a well-known diamond mag-
nate and myself for buying diamonds' with-!

nate in $20,000. - He escape

his bail bonds. I faced the music,
was sentenced to seven years’ imprison-
ment with hard labor.

“His answer was to blow his braine out,
and I was released, and granted a free
pardon for a crime 1 had never done, after
serving one year and eight months; but I
was sentenced to two years’ imprisonment
because I would not tell who were the
officers who were involved at the time of
my escape, and who did not give warn-
ing of my escape until forty-eight hours
afterwards. After my sentence I return-
ed to this country, and recommenced busi-
ness, forming a company with my partoer
in South Africa.

“It is better to take you into my confi-
dence, because it is only the truth that
can save me today. I have had much
trouble and anxiety. Mgy fiancee died dur-
ing my absence, and when I am sitting up
at night 1 sometimes see double, I am
only human, and I think I am clever, and
I do.things in that mood with no criminal
intent. In these circumstances it has
been my misfortune, when at Capetown,
to meet all classes of ¢riminals. In South
Africa millionaires, now resident in Lon-
don. who bought diamonds by similar
methods to what I did, had sufficient in-
fluence in parliament to have certain laws |
passed which enact that the poor man
must not buy diamonds, but a millionaire
can buy millions of pounds’ worth. In
epite of all I have gone through I am
making an heroic effort to retrieve the
past and hold up my head among honest
men.”

In reply to Mr. (irain, prosecuting, the
accused said that his right name was Ar-
thur Braun, though he had passed under
that of Searle. He admitted the following
convictions and sentences:—1903, North
London Sessions, bound over; 1903, Kim-
berley, seven years’ penal’ gervitude.

How Wheat Perspires
(London Daily News)

When you are perspiring furiously in the
dog days of this year, it may or may not
console you to. think that an ordinary
field of wheat is giving off moisture quite
as furiously.® '

Between the months of April and July,
according to Professor.Sir James Dewar,
a field of wheat transpires sufficient mois-
ture to cover the surface of its ground ‘to

fa. depth of nine inches. Another interest-

ing fact ‘is that it requires 3 12 pounds of
water to produce 16 grains of corn.

These and othér wonders of heat and
moistire were discussed yesterday by Sir
James in another lecture to young folk
at ‘the Royal Institution. He mentioned
that . the famous ‘vine at Hampton Court,
which hag a leaf surface of 1,820 square
inches, gave off in twelve hours two-fifths
of a pound, of water.

Speaking of the solar radiation in tropic-
al' piaces, Sir James said that in six
hours about four-tenths of a square mile
réceived heat equivalent to the combus-
tion -of 1,000 tons of coal; while an area
of .I,300 square miles got in' one year heat
equivalent to one billion tons of coal—the
whole estimated coal output of Europe and
America.

If protection were reduced to
such a point as would permit the impor-
"tation of cheaper grades of cloth, he
argued, then either mills would have to
close down or the manufacturer would
have so to reduce wages to a point that
#would enable him to compete with foreign
countries . :

“1f"’ Mr. Stafford declared, in a the-
torical outburst, “you will protect energy,
honesty, intelligence and brains, you will
lay ‘a foundation upon which we can build
a prosperity beyond which we have never
dreamed before.” )

Quiet About His Own Business

In defending the interests of ‘his indus-
try, Mr. Stafford gave no satisfaction as to
the extent of his busine#s or the measure
with which it had been attended by suc-
cess. He suggested the appointment of an
impartial tariff commission to which he
would be glad to render all assistance. If

othe eommittee wished to have further de-

tails 'of his business, his books were avail-
sble for examination. But this offer was
not at all pleasing to the Democrats: Time
and time again Mr. Stafford was presped
to give a statement of his company’s pro-
fits. He admitted that a cash dividend of
ecight per cent was now being paid. He in-
dignantly denied that the stock had been
watered, but again and again declined to
give any details.

“You cen get all the information you
want from my books,” he would reply
with a tantalizing emile.

. o You have told ‘us that the woollen in-
dustry has cl®n hands,” Mr. Rainey
sharply remarked, after Mr. Stafford had
repeatedly answered to that same effect,
“but we don’t think that you're coming
before us fairly and with clean hands.”

Under continued 'questioning Mr. Staf-
ford gave just 4 glimpse into the financing
of the company he represenfed. The orig-
inal company, he said, had owed money
‘to two banks, aggregating $160,000, and he
had paid off the debt, taking stock in the
new concern for the debt. 2

The present company was capitalized at

«.$3,000,000, and of this $500,000 had been
put in altogether in cold cash.

The witness admitted it.

“Now,” asked Mr. Kitchen, “might it
not be just a little bit more than that?”’

“Tt mighty” Mr. Stafford replied, hotly
adding:—“Just because there has been
money made, I protest against its being
held up as a monstrosity under the wool
schedule.”

In response, Mr. Stafford repeated his in-
vitation to the committee to come down
to the mill in Ohio and examine the
books. Any statement he could present,
he contended, would not represent the
true etate of affairs, for instance, nothing
hud ‘been charged for depreciation, and for
several years, after re-organization, the
company had paid no dividend at all. The
last quotation for the company stock was
125, but no man, Mr. Stafford cynically
added, “can tell what stock is going to
be worth after ydu gentlemen have finish-
ed your work.”

Further information Mr. Stafford reso~|
lutely refused to give.

GREAT SALE OF TIVBER
BY U, . GOVERNMENT

Bids New Being Made  up For
263,000,000 Feet 'in Eastern
Washington

e e

Spokane, Wash., Jan. 28—The largest
sale of government timber ever made in
the northwest will be consummated on
April 1, when the national forestry ser-
vice will dispose of 263,000,000 feet of saw
timber in the Kaniksu forest in Eastern
Washington ‘to the highest bidder. At
the same time there will be sold 180,000
cedar poles. : ;

The minimum prices that will be consid-
ered by the government for the timber
vary from 81 to $56 a thousand fee_t, and
it is estimated that the timber will net
the government at least an average of $5,
making a total of considerably more than
a million and a quarter dollars for the lot.

More than twenty-five corporations have
submitted applications to purchase parts
of the timber, which is located on the
west branch of Priest river and along
Moore’s creek, covering some 18,000 acres
of land in the national forest.

The sale of the timber will mean a great
deal of activity in the district in the next
few years, as under the terms®of the sale
the timber must he removed at a rate of
not less than 30,000,000 feet a year. It is
expected new saw mills will be built.

Bidders for the timber are required by
the government to submit with their of-
fers a statement of the proposed means
of logging and developmenf, which will
be considered in awarding the timber.

About, fifty-five per cent; of the timber,
or about 150,000,000 feet, is high class
white pine, and the balance js about équal-
ly divided between yellow pine and Engle-
mann spruce.

WHOLESALE STAMP THEFTS

Dishenest Dealers Who Buy From Pil-
*  fering Office Boys

New York, Jan. 28—The operations of
thirty-seven stamp dealers in New York,
who are said by post office inspector% to
have cleared $2,000,000 last year by buy-
ing from thieving office boys and yégg-
men, may be brought before the federal
grand jury eoon.

Runners for these “brokers,” who
taught the boys how to make easy profits
by stealing the firm’s stamps, and then
kept them at it by threats of exposurg,
will also be prosecuted.

The inspectors have found letters from
yeggmen to stamp dealers indicating that
the dealers were aware they were buying
stolen stamps. One supposed yeéggman
writer referred to a place in New Jersey
where he knew of $800 worth of stamps.

The business of the dealers was disclos-
ed in proceedings againet pastmasters of
small places, accused of selling stamps at
a discount to New' York dealers, to in-
crease their total sales and thus get big-
ger ealaries.

In August last the stamp sales of the
Chicago post office exceeded'those of the
