Here Is Praised

Men’s and Young

What might be considered to be the 
final word in map-making has arrived 
from the British Columbia government 
at the Board of Trade office. It is a 
large wall draft of the Rocky Moun­
tain Province under date of Jan. 1, 
1925, and includes the very last trace­
able item disclosed by explorers and 
government agents.

Miss H. Dykeman, explaining what 
the Health Centre does and does no

rsay, there was a greater need for dog 
charity than human charity.

For three years Miss Cawker oper­
ated her dog home without even an 
official recognition from the city. The 
fourth year $500 was turned over to 
her out of public funds for maintenance 
of the home.

Each year the appropriation was in­
creased, until this year she receives 
$6,000. Even this figûre is far below 
the actual maintenance cost.

The old dog wagons are no more. 
Miss Cawker uses two passenger auto­
mobiles and one small truck. She pur­
chased these out of her own funds, and 
pays three men who assist her.

Miss Cawker’s establishment operates 
24 hours a day. Hardly a night goes 
by without an emergency call. Per­
haps a dogi has been run over by an 
automobile, and needs medical atten­
tion. Or maybe a cat is stranded in the 
top of a tree. Whatever the task, or 
however far away it may be, immediate 
response is given to the call.

The Cawker home is a clearing house 
for lost dogs and other animals. Some­
times dogs reported lost are returned 
to thefr owners in less than an hour 
after the report is received.

Among Miss Cawker’s miscellaneous 
collection are four horses, several cats, 
turkeys, chickens, white rats, rabbits, 
two raccoons and a monkey, besides all 
kinds of dogs.

Animals are rarely killed, unless some 
injury or sickness makes life a con­
tinual suffering and torture. And then 
the painless gas method is used.

Sometimes parents compel a child to 
give up a dog. 'Often the separation 
nearly breaks the child’s heart. Miss 
Cawker takes the dog, and instead of 
killing it, keeps it. Then a while later 
the parents change their minds, and 
the dog is restored to the child.

Befriended Many Animals
Miss Cawker estimates she has be­

friended between 100,000 and 200,000 
animals in the last 16 years. Last year 
she collected 7,222 dogs, 3,412 cats, and 
6,070 puppies and kittens.

Two floors and the basement of a 
’ large building on the rear of her prop­
erty are devoted to shelter for animals. 
The large yard is divided into wired- 
off sections, where the pets are per­
mitted to play and exercise. There are 
dozens of bird houses. And also a few 
signs posted here and there, asking 
children to be kind to birds and ani-

helping other people’s children.

Now she’s spending both for the wel­
fare of other people’s dogs.

And Miss Leonore Cawker, wealthy 
mistress of Milwaukee’s dog pound* 
believes she is doing more good for 
society than she ever could have hoped 
to do as head of a settlement house.

For 16 years she has made the lives 
of the city’s dogs and the children who 
love them brighter and happier. She is 
probably the only woman in charge of 
a dog pound in the United States.

A veritable paradise for forsaken 
animals is Miss Cawker’s home, nestled 
among tall and stately trees, and set 
far back on a big lawn, on the city’s 
most exclusive residence thoroüghfarc.

The salary the city pays her doesn’t 
begin to cover the expense of running 
the Cawker Animal Home. She has 
spent $75,000 on it out of her own 
pocketbook already.

Miss Cawker first became interested 
in canine charity work back in 1908. 
She was then head of the Cawker Club, 
which she founded and financed for the 
purpose of helping children in the poor­
er districts of the city enjoy whole­
some pleasures and recreation.

CALLS THREAT TO KILL 
CONTRACTS “BUNKUM”

British United Press.
I ONDON, May 29—Great Brit­

ain will decline, politely but 
firmly the request of France that 
she act as guarantor of any 
European security pact, except 
one covering Germany’s western 
frontier.

This means that England will 
not assume responsibility for 
Germany’s eastern frontier as 
France has desired, for the sake 
of Poland and Czecho-Slovakla.

The draft pf the proposed 
French reply to the German 
curity offer suggested that arbi­
tration pacts be concluded by 
Germany with Poland and Cze- 
cho-Slovakia, to cover the east­
ern frontier. When a copy of the 
draft was submitted to Britain, 
the cabinet replied asking 
whether France proposed to com­

mit herself alone or all the 
Allies.

As a result of the French re­
joinder, Britain suggested that 
the note represent the joint Al­
lied view. With that Idea the 
cabinet is now preparing a mem­
orandum to France suggesting 
amendments to the draft note. 
It is learned the memorandum 
Will make clear that England is 
not able to act as guarantor of 
Germany’s eastern frontier.

England will propose that Ger­
many effect arbitration treaties 
with Poland and Czeeho-Slovakla, 
these treaties to be registered 
with the League of Nations. 
Thus, as England Is a member of 
the League, she will become re­
sponsible, Jointly with the other 
league nations, for enforcement 
of the treaties.

OTTAWA, May 28—Sir William 

Petersen, who lias contracted with the 
Dominion government for a steamship 
service of 10 vessels carrying cargo at 
rates to 'be controlled by the govern­
ment, this afternoon agreed unreser­
vedly to a number of suggested changes 
in the contract. The changes were sug­
gested by H. J. Symington, K. C., gov­
ernment counsel.

In the first place, Sir William said 
that he would agree, if the government 
so desired, to make himself personally 
liable until the new ships were con­
structed and in operation.
PREFERS TO HAVE COMPANY.
The terms of the contract permits 

him to assign the contract to a com­
pany, should he so desire. He had pre­
ferred the original drafting because in 
the event of one of his vessels injuring 
another ship, the company, rather than 
he personally, would be held liable. 
The company would also be respon­
sible for meeting debentures. He had 
absolutely no objection, he added, to a 
proviso being inserted, that the 
jority of the members of the company 
should be Britons, and he would also 
agree that their names be approved by 
the Minister of Trade and Commerce.

WOULD LIMIT SERVICE.
Sir William said that he would not 

Object to a modification of the con­
tract so that the ships engaged in the 
Canadian service should not be engaged 
in any other service. He would agree 
to accept freight as directed by the 
Minister of Trade and Commerce, and 
he would put immigration ships 
basis of this contract into the service, 
if the government so desired.

This would, he said, involve the-plac- 
ing of a different type of steamship on 
the route. He said he would agree to 

proviso that his service should be a 
continuous one.
