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A REVIVING SANITY.

Vigorous efforts are being made by
banks and other financial institutions in
the United States to end the craze for
luxuries and the extravagance that has
marked the whole period since the end
of the war. There has been nothing in the
previous history of the country to com-
pare with the reckless waste of money

by people suddenly grown rich. Today,
with famine and fever stalking through
Central Europe, and with the cost of
living at unheard-of heights in the
United States itself, there is an awaken-
ing which should change the*viewpoint
of the people and gradually restore nor-
mal conditions. To go on as they have
been going would but invite a catastro-
phe, and thoughtful persons realize that
a halt must be called to prevent a crash
that would work incalculable injury. It
is difiicult to persnade those who find
themselves in possession of sudden
wealth that they should not gratify their
desire to spend lavishly for non-essen-
tials; but economic laws take no account
of individuals, and the needs of the
present time are increased production of
essentials and a wise economy of finan-
cial resources. There is no lack of
Yoices now to sound the warning note,
and already some good results are ap-
parent. The action taken by many great
mercantile establishments in cutting
prices shows that they realize the seri-
ousness of the situation. Whether the
prices can be kept down or further re-
duced will depend upon production, and
here comes in the element of labor. One
great body of workers in New England
‘ has pledged itself to see that shortened
“hours do not mean lessened production.
i 1f all labor were animated by that spirit
} the outlook would be much more hope-
. ful, and certainly -there is ground for
' hope in the refusal of organized labor in
the United States to be dominated by
the Bolshevist element which has been
80 extremely active during the past year
or more. The two great sources of
danger are the reckless spenders at the
one extreme and the revolutionary ele-
ment at the other. They are alike a
menace to the public welfare.

racy. This uncertainty of labor costs
has been one of the factors, in the opin-
jon of those familiar with the housing

Dominton Happenings of Cther Days

SIR GEORGE ETIENNE CARTIER.

Cartier, a great French-Canadian states-
man, died, after a long and honored car-
eer. Messages of condolence came from
Queen Victoria and later from almost
every part of the empire. Now a great
statue of the gifted leader of the prov-
ince stands on the slope of Mount Royal
overlooking the city where he labored so
long.

He was born at St. Antoine-on-the-
Richelieu, Vercheres, on September 6,
1814, The family was oue that dated
back to the days of Jacquesi Cartier.
When he was old enough-he was sent to
Montreal College where, under the Syl-
pician teachers, he began his educati;g..
There, too, he esthblished a reputatio
for intellectual attainments that was not
tarnished in his later years. He was
called to the bar and became associated
with a Montreal firm. But it was not
until 1848 that he entered public life,
when he went to parliament as a sup-
porter of the Lafontaine-Baldwin admin-
iscration. He was appointed to a cabinet
position in 1855. Soon he was the first
minister of the province of Capada, from
that time onward his career was one
long line of successes. He gave great
attention to municipal law, ocean navi-
gation, the canals of the country the
deepening. of the St. Lawrence, and
measures that bore their full fruit when
the Northwest was opened up for trade
and settlement.

In 1872, however, he met with a defeat
in East Montreal. It was known among
his friends that he was far-from well,
but his condition was not considered ser-
jous. But soon after his political defeat
it was evident the end was approaching
and in the next May he died.#l i

THE RAILWAY BLOCKADE.

A serious situation has developed in
the United States as a result of a block-
ade on the railways. Strenuous efforts
are being made to bring relief. The New
York Evening Post says:

“We are hearing now of numerous
manufacturing plants actually closing
down, either because of inability to get
fuel and raw material, or else because of
inability to send out their finished goods.
The Iron Age tells of fully a million
tons of steel products that are finished
for delivery but cannot be moved from
the mills, and the same story comes from
a number of industries, including food.
The steel trade, however, also reports
that the great bulk of the freight which
at present cannot be moved is actually
loaded on cars, that the cars are stand-
ing idle in mill yards or on sidings, and
that the trouble is not so much actual
lack of equipment as lack of men to
move the trains. In other words, labor
js the real, crux of the difficulty.

TPrice Reductions And

Tightened Bank Credits
In The States Continue

New York, May 21—An official of the
Merchants’ Association said yesterday
that he believed there was a decided ten-
dency to reduce prices here in the retail
market, although this was hampered by
freight tie-up which was causing a short-
age of supplies to the distributors. He
said this reduetion in price was notice-
able above the reductions made by cloth-
ing and department stores incident to
cleaning out their spring stocks,

William Fellows Morgan, president of

the Merchants’ Association, said: “The
reduction of the prices of merchandise,
which now seems to be prevalent
throughout the country, has been anti-
cipated. It was inevitable as one of the
steps . of deflation which we must- go
through in order to regain normal con-
ditions. The necessary pTeparations for
the shrinkage of values, which really
means an increase in the value of the
dollar, were long ago made by the banks.
I do not anticipate that we shall have
any trouble as; a result of it, although
certain lines of industry may be more
or less disturbed,
" “This readjustment has been retarded
by the interruption of the transporta-
tion lines, especially in this city. The
tendency of this interference with the
free movement of merchandise has been
to keep prices at high levels and even to
increase them by cutting off supplies.”

New York, May 21—The price reduc-
tion agitation last night reached New
York’s restaurants and cabarets, In one
of the largest in the city all dishes were
cut thirty per cent.

In England.

London, May 21—Cabled reports of a
slump in prices in the United States are
featured' in newspapers here and are be-
ing read with enormous interest, as they
excite the hope that conditions across the
Atlantic may be reflected in Great Brit-
ain. Some writers on economics, how-
ever, hold out little hope that this will
be the result, maintaining that the new
conditions in America are more likely to
have a contrary effect here, but hope
persists, and is supported by some rati..er
pointed indications. There was a de-
cline in trading during April compared
with March. This decline, although
small, is regarded as significant because
it was the first for more than a year.

Unofficial statistics show the people are

 spending less,! while British banks are

assuming a more careful attitude.

Manchester reports an absence of new
textile business from abroad and retail-
ers in many trades are said to have
found they are overstocked. There has
been a downward ¥end in some food
prices heTe recently, and although these
are, for 'the most part, seasonal, the
public is building some hope on the cir-
cumstance.

Managers of large stores in London

admit that the sale of luxuries is de-1

clining, and think recent extravagance is
becoming unfashionable, but they express
doubt whether any general decline in
prices has begun, or is likely to begin
very soon.

The chairman of the textile section of
the London Chamber of Commerce de-
clared today that he regarded the Am-
erican decline in prices only a passing
phase of the situation, and that he did
not expect much alteration here.

The Wholesalers.

New York, May 21—The price cut-
ting movement here today reached some
wholesalers, when managers and buyers
of prominent department stores an-
nounced that their establishments would
refuse to purchase from jobbers  until
substantial reductions were made. The
department stores which say they offer
reductions from fifteen to fifty per cent.,
now demand that wholesalers make con-
cessions to them. An official of ore of
the largest department stores with
branches in six cities, said:

“We are not buying future stocks now
and will not until manufacturers and
wholesalers come down with their prices.
Normally we buy $750,000 of furs on
our initial purchase. So far we have
refused to purchase a single piece.”
Similar statements were made by offi-
cials of other stores.

Some representative wholesalers of
wearing apparel declared they believed
the price cutting movement throughout
the country to be artificial and unecon-
omic, asserting that it has stimulated
buying without a corresponding increase
in.production, and a reaction was bound
to com ..

. Meanwhile local merchants in lines
other than foodstuffs continue to adver-
tise reductions.

Presbyterian Writer Confirms
What Horace J. Gagne,
Said Last Week. :

(By Rev. J. U. Tanner, B.A., Superin-
tendent of Home Missions.)

The province of Quebec is ‘now ex-
periencing a x;lost remarkable industrial
development. * As it involves the influx
of a number of small groups of English-
speaking people, the development is one
that calls for . the attention of our
Church.

In all the chief centres, and in many
of the smaller towns, millions of dollars
are being spent in the developmcnt of
water powers and the erection of large
manufactories. Many thousands of the
young men and women are now oif<red
employment at good wages in their own,
town.

Everywhere factories are springing up
with astonishing rapidity. Paper mills.
cotton mills, silk factories and-manu-
factures of various kinds arc crowding
to the province. Wc mention this to
call attention to .the new duties that
will consequently fall to ou: Church.

Small groups of- English Proteslunts
will follow these industries, mostly in

‘ groups too small to support religious

ordinances. In somc instances they weil
be numerous enough to requirs regnlat
scrvices; in other instanc:s they will
require the visiung and cic of indi-
vidual families bv our Church agencics

Some may ask the cause of his change,

“land why so many industrial plants are

being established by American and
British captial in this province, on a
scale so unprecedented in its history.

Apart from the fact that there is a
live campaign carried on to advertise the
resources and possibilities of the prov-
ince, the basal reason is in the labor
conditions that obtain there, conditions
that are more favorable to manufacturers
than any that obtain in any other prov-
ince of the Dominion or anywhere in |
the U. S. A.

It is not because the manufacturer
finds there a cheap labor, for the wages '
compare well with those paid elsewhere. |
It is chiefly because they find there a|
labor that will work, and an abundance.
of it. It is a labor that is contented and
that is not exacting.

A very important characteristic of
it is that it is a labor which is
under control of the R. C. Church,
and manufacturers can deal with the
Church more satisfactorily than they
can deal with a professional agitator. '
There is no extensive eight-hour day
agitation, and outside of a few large!|
centres there is no expressed desire for
it.

Generally speaking, throughout the
province labor unions are successfully dis-
couraged by the clergy. Where unions
are insisted upon by the men the Church
introduces the National (Roman Cath-
olic) Union, which has regulations for-
bidding the declaration af any strike
without the consent of the chaplain, who
is the local cure.

The manufacturer. deals with labor]
largely through the local clergy. This
proves satisfactory to the manufacturer.
and to the men. The latter have an,
attachment to their Church and a kind-|
ness or a contribution te the Church

Industries are safely secured against
any widespread strikes in the Province
of Quebec for many years to come. At
the Congress' of the National and Roman
Catholic Unions of the Province held in
Three Rivers in September, sympathetie
strikes were denounced as.“immoral anl
hurtful to the good order of society.”
Next to an abundance of hardy, un#
skilled male and female labor in that
province comes the vast amount of water
power available in convenient localities.
The government water power in Can-
ada has estimated that the available
water power in Canada would reach al-

. most nineteen million horse power.-More

than one-third of this is in the province
of Quebec. One-eighth of this third has
been developed.

Great storage dams are being built.
La Loutre dam, at the head of the St.
Maurice, constitutes what is the largest
artificial reservoir in the world, its
capacity when full being one hundred
and sixty billion cubic feet, and the
water area three hundred spuare miles.
One million permanent horse power are
now available on this river alone.

The province of Quebec, with its St.
Lawrence harbors and deep waterway
to the sea, is destined to be the manu-
facturing province of the Dominion.

We have to be prepared for this new
day in Quebec, and must extend our
activitjes to meet the religious -needs
of a new augmentation to our scatter-
ed English speaking population.

MORE TROUBLE
DEVELOPS
AT MATEWAN

Matewan, May 20.—The shooting from
ambush of one man by unidentified per-
sons and two arrests were the chief de-
velopments in this region today follow-
ing the battle here yesterday when ten
or more persons were killed and several
other wounded in a fight between Bald-
win-Felts detectives and citizens.

Today’s shooting occurred at Lynn,
a small mining village, three miles from
Matewan. According to reports re-
ceived from Lynn, two men, said to be
Baldwin-Felts detectives were walking
along a road near a dense woods when
a volley of shots” was fired. from the
forest. One of the men, “Bud” McCoy;
was shot in the thigh, but he escaped
from the village and went to a hospital
at Welch, where his' wound is being
treated. The man who accompanied
McCoy was not injured. :

The first reports of the trouble at
Lynn were to the effect that three men
had been killed. As soon as word of
the shooting reached the headquarters of
the State Constabulary here, a detail of
troopers was rushed to Lynn.

The constabulary men upon reaching
the village could not verify the reports
of the shooting, so they left Lynn and
scouted in the vicinity. On a road not
far from the village the troopers came
upon two men, one of them wounded.
They- were arrested, one being brought
to jail here and the other placed under
guard and sent to a hospital at Welch.

Constabulary officers said the two men
would be held on charges of having had
concealed weapons on their persons.

The situation in Matewan tonight was
quiet with troopers and deputy sheriffs
patrolling the streets. Numbers of citi-
zens gathered on street corners and dis-
cussed yesterday’s shooting and officers
of the constabulary reported that while
the people appeared to be “greatly ag-
gravated” over the battle on Wednesday
they said they did not expect any fur-
ther trouble. '

There are men who are beaten in’the
100-yard and the 220-yard events, but
who lead the field in record time at
150 yards. There are men who excel
at the half-mile, but are out-classed in
the quarter and the mile. Not all track
athletes, however, are limited to a single
i distance. . Not infrequently men are
found who make first-rate performances
at all distances from fifty yards to the
‘half-mile. In team contests such men
!tend to be used for the breifer events,
| because they can win more points. Thus
'a man who is potentially a middle dis-
tance and a distance runner of the first
order may be known only as a high
jumper. or a hurdler. Differences in
lstamina are as great as these differences

in speed and endurance. Certain men
can run a single race with the best,
but so exhaust themselves that they
do not recover vitally for several days.
Others make superb performances in
race after race on the same day. Dif-
ferences in intelligence and character
are familiar and range from the crim-
inal to the saint, from the fool to the
genius; but differences in physical pow-
er, which are seldom realized in civilized
life, are almost as great.

The Sprinter Type.

For an oarsman whose physique is
of the sprinter type, the four-mile race
is obviously too long. But it is obvious
also that at some definite point in the
contest he is destined to become a mere
passenger in the boat and fatal to the
success of the crew. Very early in the
training season any coach worth his
salt elirginates such men. For the com-
petent oarsmen as for the marching
soldier there is. always “the last long
mile,” but there is no such thing as
“the deadly fourth mile.”” The last mile
is as long In the three-mile and the
two-mile race, which is a thoroughly
grueling sprint. When an oarsman is
injured the fault lies not with the length
of the race, but with the judgment of
the coach who placed him in the boat.
An oarsman - physically qualified and
properly trained can row four miles, and
indeed much further, without strain or
injury.

Endurance and Discipline,

The great virtue of the four-mile
race is that it gives scope to all the
qualities of judgment and generalship
in those -who direct the race, to all the
qualities of oarsmanship and harmonious
co-operation on the part of the crew.
For twenty minutes eight young men
must beat the -water with an even
sweep, swing and recover with a rhythm
so smooth that the even progress of their
cocklshell is unchecked. At the captain’s
bidding they must be able to raise or
lower the stroke, ease off the power or
grind it in, and all in such perfect order
that there is no break in the solid
mechanism. The four-mile race is a test
of skill and endurance, of discipline and
of character, such as no other contest
provides.

THE SHANTYMEN'S

The work of the Shantymen’s Chris-
tian Association, which was introduced
in this province last winter, will be en-
larged as a result of the visit of Rev.
Thos. Joplin, field secretgry of Toronto,
who is now in St. John and making his
headquarters at the Y. M. C. A, With
him is Rev. A. G. Peters, who visited
the lumber camps last winter.
