in the freight circular of the 15th inst 
say “The continued moderate available 
supply of square rigged vessels adapted 
to distant foreign business has enabled 
owners and agents to obtain full rates for 
petroleum and other freight, even though 
the enquiry has not been very brisk. A 
number of ships have been committed 
during the week for case Oil to the East 
at 15 cents to Calcutta, 23$ @ 24 to Hong 
Kong and 20 @-22 to Java from New 
York, and 24 @ 26 to Japan from Phila­
delphia. TÊe figures for barrels have 
not been very numerous, but for the 
Continent and Baltic the best rates of 
the season have been obtained. General 
cargo freights are firm, but quiet Deal 
and Timber freights are likewise firm, 
with a good enquiry for tonnage in the 
right position. Naval Store freights con­
tinue brisk, and for spot and near-by 
vessels 3-3 @ 3^6 on Rosin, and 4-6 @ 
4-9 on spirits has been paid from Savan­
nah to Cork for orders. South American 
freights, both coasts, remain quiet and 
unchanged, datward West India and 
other short foreign freights are still very 
firm, due rather to poor return business 
than to much urgency of demand.

SPIRIT OF THE TIMES. Financial.
Henry Clews & Co., report under date 

New York, August 15tb:—
The wheat crop now promises to sur­

pass both in quantity and quality the 
earlier estimates, 580 to 600 million bus- 
hell being now regarded as not an impos­
sible yield. The special importance at­
tached to this fact is that wheat being 
so largely an export crop this unprece­
dented supply of it gives us the greater 
power for controlling the return of the 
abnormal exports of gold for the last 
eight months. If Europe should need 
double the average supply of American 
wheat of the last ten years, we shall be 
in a position to send it This fact c*n- 
not reasonably be denied a favorable al­
lowance in estimating the probabilities 
of a reflux of gold to the United States.

It is quite possible that unfavorable 
features in the condition of European 
finances and commerce have been ex­
aggerated in the common estimate. It 
always happens, after a panic, that fear 
and apprehension unduly sway the pub­
lic mind and make the after-effects more 
serious than they might or need be. .But 
it is well to remember that two panics 
never come in immediate succession. Im­
mediately after the crash, recovery sets in 
and though it may proceed slowly amid 
timidity and caution on every side, yet, 
the process is one of sure improvement 
Extraordinary as have been some of the 
aspects of the late European panic, yet 
the practiced financiers of London, Paris 
and Berlin know how to gauge the mag­
nitude and bearings of the crisis with 
infallible exactness ; and it is perhaps 
quite safe te say that the idea prevail­
ing on this side of the Atlantic, that 
those men are trembling with apprehen­
sion at the probability of further great 
commercial or financial disasters, is a 
broad misconception, and one which 
does not reflect favorably on the average 
information of the Wall street observer.

We have now—a week or two later 
than usual—reached the turning point 
in the domestic exchanges, and money 
has begun to flow westward. Although 
the amount of the reserves of the New 
York banks is double what it was at the 
same time last year, yet that may not 
prevent our local cash resources being 
drawn down to a point threatening 
stringency. That is a matter, however, 
that can only be determined by experi- 

It is not to be overlooked in this 
connection that the active circulation of 
the country has increased some 70 mil­
lions during the last 12 months, which, 
in the absence of any increase in the 
trade of the country, should pass for an 
element of some importance in estimat­
ing the prospects of the money market.

Having stated some of the factors 
which lack of space excluded from our 
last week’s review, I would nevertheless 
repeat the opinion then expressed,—that 
the bearish element does not seem to 
have fully exhausted itself, hence the 
point does not appear to have been 
reached at which it is safe to load up 
heavily with stocks, except for brief 
turns, and the buying should be confin­
ed to periods when slumps are produced 
by the active traders.

We bave a valuable relic in this office 
in the shape of a riveting hammer, dug 
up at Grand Pre in September 1870, by 
Mr. J. I. Brown, of Wolfville.

Main Street Widened.
The widening of Main street oppos ite 

Orange corner has greatly improved the 
appearance of that portion of the great 
thoroughfare. Tens of thousands of 
yards of rock have been quarried out of 
the side of the historical hill and hauled 
away to the lower streets for retaining 
walls and grading purposes and the 
job though costly is one of the greatest 
in the way of street improvement that 
has been done in the city for years. The 
old Fort Howe road now' Portland road 
has been set back into the hill enough 
to make it join Main street about
80 feet further west than form­
erly and the point of rock 
which formerly jutted put into Main 
street opposite the «Orange corner has 
been cut off to a width of about 16 feet 
at the point running off to nothing at 
the shoe factory opposite Acadia street 
When this portion of the street is paved 
the Main street pavement will be com­
pleted to Adelaide road or over two- 
thirds of the whole distance to Indian- 
town from Market square.

Beaten and Bobbed.
Walter Baxter, a peddler arrived 

town early yesterday with both eyes 
blackened, and a general appearance of 
break-up. He stated at the police office 
that he had been way-laid on Douglas 
road, dragged out of his carriage, beaten 
and robbed of some fifteen or sixteen 
dollars, all the money he had about him.

Theré are palpable evidences 
that Baxter was beaten, and the chief of 
police is looking up the matter.
