BRIGK MAKING.

The old-fashioned plan of making bricks by
horse and hand-power is a tedious, unclean pro-
cess. There is about it a large amount of dirty
work for man, and an enormous amount of heavy
dragging for the poor beast,—all of which is avoid-
ed by the steam mill, such as that in operation in
the brick yard of the Lee Brothers, Coun -=nay
Bay. Here brick making becomes a rathe “t-
lemanly business,—it certainly does not rbq..u:e
just such close quarters in”the handling of the raw
material as the old plan, while the work is execut-
ed with remarkable despatch. The Lees are very
favorably situated as regards facilities for their
work. The land, which lies near Little River, 'is
owned by Mr. James Davidson, who lives alongside
The deposit of brick clay is, probably, inexhaust-
ible. The “bank” from which the clay is at pre-
sent being taken is eleven or twelve feet deep,—
that is to say, -

ELEVEN OR TWELVE FEET

is now being worked, but there may be, and prob-
ably tiere is, twenty to thirty feet immediately be-
Jow this working bank, for eleven feet is as much as
the workmen can comfortably handle. Five men
are now getting out of this bank the rough clay,
which they place in barrows and wheel up to a flat
car, drawn by a horse, which carries it by rail to
the mill. The barrows are generally wheeled up
to the end of the line, and are ready for the horse
car by the time the latter returns from the mill.
The distance of the ¢lay bank from the mill is only
about one hundred yards, and the car is kept going
constantly without loss of time. The mill itself is
a sort of three-decker. The barrows of clay are
dumped on the upper deck, the tramway being
nearly on a level with that portion. Here two
men are kept busy ;

. FEEDING THE ‘ CRUSHER,”
which breaks up the clay, 33d sends it below in a
very “fine” condition ; and so well adjusted and
perfect are the revolving wheels which constitute
the crusher that it is impossible for any foreign
substance to get through and mix with the brick
making material without being broken as fine as
powder. Following the clay, we descend to the
second story, where we find that the crushed clay
and clean sand, moistened with some water, are
shoveled rapidly into the “mixing” machine,
where thiey are thoronghly combined; then a
few feet below, on the “ground floor,” as it were,
the compound is pressed out of an aperture or
“die,” in a continuous body, just the length and
thickness of a brick, and as it passes along it is re-
ceived on a table, mounted on wheels, which holds
as much of this clay bar as will make, say, sixor
seven bricks. While resting for a moment on this
table, a frame, standing on edge, with wires from
top to bottom, is quickly pressed through the clay,
—and presto! six or seven bricks lay ready made,
as far as the raw material can make them. The
steady movement of this lengthy bar of clay over
certain wheels presses the wheeled table out from
the machine ; when the bricks

ARE CUT AND REMOVED,

the table returns to its former position, ready to
receive any instalment of the worked clay to be cut
into another catch of brick. A ear stands waiting
to receive a load of these wet bricks for transference
to the drying ground, which is effected by horse-
power and a railroad, and i)_v the time the horse
has unloaded and returned another car is loaded
and waiting. Almost everybody has seen the dry-
ing yard of a brick-works, and everybody has seen
a brick kiln. Messrs. Lee' have a very spacious
yard, and at the pringipal steam works they keep
three kilns going. They employ, altogether, thirty
to forty men and boys,—nearly all men,—during
the busy season, and these hands have to work
lively. The mill keepsall hands busy. There are
the men in the pit,—the men who handle the horses
and carts,—the men who attend to the crushing,
and those who see to the mixing; the men who at-
tend the die, and the boys who attend the cutting
table ; the men who see to the drying and who
wheel to the kiln, and who attend the kilns after
fire is set,—none of these

HAVE ANY IDLE TIME,

if their work is properly laid out and there is pro-
per superviéion ; and we judge there is no failure in
this respect. Four of the six Lee Brothers give
their personal attention to the work, one of them
devoting himself more particularly to securing or-
ders and attending to the business part of the en-
terprise, most of his time being spent in the City.
The mill will turn out, on an average, 20,000 bricks
per day, and she has been run at the rate of even
50,000 per day. Two millions of bricks do not
constitute a very heavy season’s work ; and the
probability is that in the fature, with a revival in
building operations, the demand for bricks will
test the resources of all our local yards, as it is
yearly growing more certain that between, the
greater liability of wooden buildings to take fire,
the excess-of repairs needed for them, and the ex-
tra charges for insurance, bricks will be more and
more called for in the fature. The enterprise ot
Messrs. Lee is worthy of commendation and all en-
couragement.

On the 30th {ilt., a case of considerable interest
to gas consumers was tried in the City Court be-
fore Judge Peters and Alderman Wilson, in which
the St. John Gas Company were plaintiffs and Mr,
Edmund E. Kennay, defendant. :

The plaintiffs sought to recover from defendant
the sum of §65:60 for ption of gas, i
from November 1st, 1873 to March 18h, 1875, In
November, 1873, the plaintiffs rendered the defend-
ant a_bill for $12.90 for the quarter preceding
that date. Defendant remonstrated at the high
price charged—he only using three burners. The

fendant received another bill for 6,400 feet of gas,
for which he was charged $22.70. He at once pro-

used half that amount during any previous quarter,
and that soniething must be wrong with the meter.
The Gas Company thought the consumption high,
and decided to have the meter tested. This was
done, and it was found according to Inspector
Smith’s report that it was two and a half per cent.
fast. -During the trial evidence was given that the
plaintiff had, during the quarter ending October
31st, 1874, been forced to burn oil about one third
of that time, owing to the inferior quality of the
gas, and that only one burner had been used ~dur-
ing that period. This fact was corroborated by a
person in plaintifRg employment. At the end of
the first quarter of 1874, a new meter was supplied,
which showed a considerable falling off in consump-
tion. - The respective items charged by plaintiffs

In considering the issue the Court was divided :
His Honor Judge Peters holding that the meter
index was the only true test between the parties
and that the Court had no alternative but to accept
the index as the best guide in the matter.  Alder-
man Wilson was of the opinion that defendant had
not consumed the amount of gas alleged.against
him by plaintiffs, and that hie should not be held
responsible for the same. % S

- Yet these men have,
with the aid of the Government, and with the as-
gistance or the silence of a servile Press, ruled
these Provinces as they were never ruled before,—
snubbed, insulted and outraged the people in their
dearest interests ; and this at an enormous expense
to the Dominion Treasury and a serious loss to the
railway excheq
which, we can assure these gentlemen, will brook

no further interference with their legitimate rights
and their honest, carefully established industries.

Neither of them is a necessity to the management
or prosperity of the Maritime Railways, and their
absence will be more generally ‘ favored than their
presence.  They will, at least, be careful how they
seck to eomneet themselves permanently with the
Maritime Provinces, as, however favorable they
may déem the moment for the realization of cher-
ished schemes, they-may depend upon encounter-
that will nlti
strong for them to successfully brave.

THE POST OFFICE DIFFICULTY.

The case of Mr. David H. Waterbury, the “sus-
pended” Post Office clerk, is one in which the
public should take some interest, as it ‘seems to
involve a prineiple that lies at the very foundation
of justice and fair dealing.

Myr. Waterbury may be guilty of the charge of
abatracting money from a large number of register-
ed letters, or he may not :—on this point'we offer
no opinion. His friends, himself, and all who
know him intimate]y declare that he is not. Mr.
Dewe, the Inspector, has declared that he is, and
the Post Office Deparfment has caysed the pature
of the charge and the fact of the suspension to be
made public. What will most interest the public
is the fact that, up to the present moment, Mi¥
Waterbury has not been made acqunainted with the
detailsof the charges preferred against him by Mr.
Dewe, on the strength of which Mr. Dewe caused
him to be “ suspended ” and, therefore, disgraced.
No particular date, no particular letter, no- par-
ticular form of tampering, has been specified. No
particulars of any description have been vough-

ing an opp ly prove too

.safed him. He was charged, in general terms,
L with tampering with money letters which had

been sent from or yeceived at the St. John Office,
extending over some indefinite period. He knew
nothing of suspicion having been created against
him antil he was summoned before the Inspector,
charged with the crime, and urged to “confess.”
He replied, and reiterated, that he had nothing to
confess, and demanded an investigation, which has
not been granted, Mr. Dewe, in this instance,
appears as accuser, judge and executioner; and
while the public may hm:'e every confidenee ip Mr.
Dewe’s zeal and good intentions, it is impossible
not to perceive that such a position is not consist-
ent with a spirit of justice or for the well-being of
the public service.

All will admit that the transactions of the De-
partment and the interests of the patrons of the
Post Office should be protected by all legitimate
means, but to accomplish so good an end it is not
necessary that both the disgraced official and the
public should be kept in the dark as to the means
used, the evidence bearing on the case, and other
particulars, which, in the Inspector’s opinion,
justified him in resorting to such summary mea-
sures towards the individnal. There should be no
Star Chamber proceedings in the public offices
There should be no revival of the Inquisition, even
on a small scale. There should be the same open,
above board proceedings as a merchant or a bank-
ing house would adopt in similar circumstances
The party charged should be furnished with the
particulars of the charge which has led to his de-
gradation from the service,—with the evidence on

railways, ete,, to divide the electors into hostile
camps under rival leaders. There is equally good
reason for holding the belief that a year or two of
calm, fair drgument and discussion,—disenssion in
a no-party sense,—will develop so preponderating
a sentiment in favor of Maritime Union that the
politicians  generally will take stock in the
project, and help to carry it forward to the desired
consummation. One favorable feature of the
scheme is that, at present, it is not a- politiciaw’s
affair, and, consequently, the question of * Gov-
ernment” and “Opposition” does not fairly enter
into it. If a coalition of parties, in Nova Scotia,
will ensure the success of the measure, we shall
hail a coalition, especially a coalition based on' the
grand principle of a Union of the Lower Pro-
vinces. .

The Halifax Reporter,. commenting on the New
Glasgow paper’s ghrust at the local Opposition,
says i— .

The great question that should be kept before
the people, is the question of Maritime Union.
That question is altogether separate and apart from
Dominion_politics. We might as well have Do-
minion politics enter.into a game of base hail, or
into the O’Connell Centennial, as into. the forma-
tion of Sides in connection with the subject of Mari-
time Union. We dismiss utterly any personal or
political antagonism which may have been evoked
in connection with the past of Dominion or Pro-
vincial politics, as unworthy of retention in the
memory.

lain honest answer to the guestion, “ Are you wil-
ring to sl:lgport Maritime Union ?”

Many difficulties have been. removed out of the
way during the past three years. The school " sys-
tem of the two provinces of New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia have been more nearly assimilated
than they were, and we have no doubt will be
fully assimilated before long, provided only one or
two marplots, who have created the greater part of
the antagonism in New Brunswick, can be persnad-
ed to keep quiet and cease their congenial work of
agitators. The question of the Capital has prac-
tically been settled, and Halifax will be more ac-
ceptable to the people of St. John and of New
Brunswick than any other place that could be

have

amed. .

Hon: Mr. Willis has shown that there ar¢ a great
many advantages to be reaped from Union, and
has advocated the subject in the St. John News with
marked ability.

Mr. Elder, of the St. Johm Telegraph, has given
the prineiple the benefit of his powerful advocacy ;
while friend Livingston of the WATCHMAN has
thrown himself into the work with charactegistic
energy.

In Nova Scotia the Government is pledged to
the ' principle of Maritime Union, Hon. P.C.
Hill having last session introduced a resolution
upon the subject, which must be disposed of sone-
how or other according to -the regular order of
routine in the House. 'The Opposition are almost
toa man favorable to. the principle. And now
comes along the Eastern Chronicle, and objects, not
to the principle of Maritime Union, but to the ad-
mission of the Op!ior!ihon to a part in the great
work. * * * ‘The Government probably could
carry a resolution looking to.an authoritative dis-
cussion of the subject of Maritime Union. But
would it be wise todo s0o? Would it be politic
in the Government to take the onus and to assume
the responsibility.? We think not. ' Their wue
course is to propose a combination on the question
of Maritime Unjon, and then, if the Opposition
refuse to agree, it is they, and not the Government
who stand before the country willing to sacrifice
the good of the Province to the exigencies of the
party.

There can be little doubt that “Party Spirit,”
as applied to local politics, is dying out in Nova
Scotia. Politicians who some years ago were re-
garded as reliable “ party ” men no longer consider
themselves bound to assume a party attitude in
the matter of local administration. The same re-
mark applies to a portion of the Press. These are
simply ifdications ¢f the temper of the people
themselves. Gradually, popular opinion will force
the politicians to address themselves earnestly to
the question of Maritime Union, with, we | believe,
the assent and good wishes of the great majority, of
the people interested.

DESTROYING A RESPECTABLE NEIGHBORHOOD.
“Three or four years ago,” says a resident of Lower
Cove, “my family went to live in a neighborhood
which then was highly respectable. We knew all our
neighbors, and there was a general desire to main-
tain geod order, keep the peace,-and add to the
value of our property by such improvementsas our
means would permit, Our families were growing
up to hood and w hood, and we were
satisfied with our surroundings. Within the last
few yeats several housesof bad character,—probably
five or six,—have been established in this neigh-
borhood, and these are liberally patronized. Onr
nights, which were formerly quiet and regpectable,
are now disturbed by rowdyism, and | from ten at
night until daylight, there are comstant | ont-door
demonstrations of a character anything but rep-
utable. We regret to observe -that| while these
improper resorts are patronised by many heads of
families, some of them even gray-haired grand-
fathers, the bulk of those who support them are,
apparently, young clerks, whose salaries| must be
small, and whose means for- indulging in| this ex-

pensive form of dissipation, if honejtly obtained,’

must be exceedingly limited. So annoying and
damaging have these resorts become to the neigh-
bors that arrangements have been made for em-
ploying a detective, whose duty it will be to
ascertain full particulars in regard to the youthful
patrons, and report the facts to their employers
and parents. We have been loth to take this step,
but no alternative has been left us. We must
either submit guietly to this state of things, and
permit our property to depreciate in value, and
our families to be continually insulted by the open
profligacy which is, apparently, taking controllof
this quarter of the town, or we must defend our-
selves by all legitimate means in our power. We
have chosen the latter course, and have commenced
in the manner indicated, meaning no harm to any-
one who does not assist in maintaining a public
nuisance at our doors.” It must be generally ad-
mitted that these parties put their case very mildly
and fairly; and unless a once respectable neigh-
borhood is to be handed over bodily to the panders
and patrons of vice, no other coursé is” open to
them. We do not doubt that they will have, if
necessary, the aid of the law, and they ave certainly

entitled to expect fhe moral sympathy of all good
citizens.

Mary said she (did, and thought it
was lightning. A few seconds afterwards she
(Mary) heard a soft, shufllipg noize, like a eat
wonld make, as if somebody Wwas coming into her
bed-room. The head of the béd stood close to the
door. She covered her head [tightly beneath the
bed clothing, when, presently, a man’s voice said:
‘ Don’t you make any alarm, gr get out of bed, or
I will cut your throat.” “ He then told us,” said
Miss Mary, “it would be of nb nse to make any
alarm, as no one could come to us. He repeated
his threats with very frightfal|language. He then
camg to the head of the bed and tried to get the
clothes off my head. When he spoke of a knife, I
put out my hands and canght him by the hand; he
had no knife in either of them at-the time. Mag-
gie, in the meantime, tried tg get out.

It is supposed that this reply was given with a
view of .indueing the ladies to open the door and

lace themselyes under his protection. However,
they did not do s, but enquired,— .

< What is your name ?”

He rveplied, * Mr. McLaughlin.”

They then asked him what had brought him up
to the third story.

He denied having been there. .

“Bat,” said they, ‘‘ we heard you ascend, and,
but this moment, we heard you descend.”

He denied both accnsations. -

Mr. McLaughlin then left, and on the following
day he was sent for and questioned by the Sister
Superior. His fall name is Tsrael McLaughlin.
His version of the story was to the following effect :
He had seen a stout man going into the house, and
assigned as a reason for disturbing them, that he
had once been in the American Army, and, while
| sick, had received very kind treatment from other
Sisters of Mevey, since which time he had never
ceased to think of them but with gratitude. He
was going ta his work, by way of Lancaster, at the
time he “came to their assistance,” on-a vessel
which was lying at Drury Cove. ;-

This statement was made in the presence of a
man named Morrissey, who had been employed to
watch the hense. Morrissey has confirmed the
above statement upou personal interrogation by

McLaughlin's story is not credited by the Sis-
ters as true. A rvesident of Carleton, who inter-
ested himself in the matter, went to Drury’s Cove
and did mot find any vesscl there, as alleged by
Israel MeLauehiin; thus proving in one; par-
ticular, at least, McLnaughlin’s story to have been
alse. .

On July 23rd, about 3 o’clock,a. m., Miss
Beatty was aroused by her friend, Miss Williams,
who was staying with her at the time, calling her
attention to. @ man on the shed: he had no hat on,
and she saw him plainly. He had a heaty ous-
tache but no beard. Miss Beatty jumped out of
bed, which was up stairs, and called to her friend,
Miss Williams, “there’s a man.” The man would
have had to have gone through the outside cellar-
way, by an epen door into the cellar under the
dining room. The dining room door was closed,
but' not Joeked. The trap door was open about
five inches.  The yard opened into the street. To
to get theto eellara person would have to go by the
shop and shed ; the cellar door being sttached to
the main houses. All the back doors were wide
open, and he went through the dining room to get
to the foot of the stairs. Miss Williams corrobor-
ated Miss Beatty’s testimony as to the manner in
which the assault was compmitted, and identified
the prisoner, Israel McLaughlin, as being the man
who committed it. Miss Beatty was equally posi-
tive that Israel McLaughlin was the man, and
swore to having smelled liquor on the breath of
the person who attacked her. Miss Williams also
testified to the latter fact in the cross-examination.
The morning was foggy and drizzly. A club and
reandle were ﬂﬂ in the bedroom. The former stood
by the bedroom door. | It was produced and iden-
tified. The defence produced evidence to show
that the prisoner never drank liquor, or used to-
bacco ; that he was in bed at four o’clock, and that
his general eharacter was that he was a peaceable
man of good habits. The jury failed to agree upoun
a verdict, and MeLaughlin was discharged. W. H.
Tuck, Esq., Q. €., was connsel for the Crown, and
S. Alward, 18q., for the prisoner.
