Advises Home Government Not to Nag
Colonies With Dogmatic Wisdom.

New York, April 7.—A cable dispatch
to the Sun from London says of Lord
Curzon’s speech at the Pilgrims’ club
banquet at the Savoy hotel last night
that he appealed to the British to, as
far as they could, trust the men on
the spot in the colonies and not to
worry, fret or nag them with dogmatic
wisdom. They themselves did not
claim superior wisdom, but in any case
their errors were in nowise comparable
to those based on dogmatic ideas con-
ceived at home. '

He proceeded to rap the government
for its recent treatment of Natal,
warning -it never to sacrific the inter-
ests of independency to exclusively
British interests, and never to force on
it a policy unsuitable to it, because.it
was advantageous to the home gov-
ernment.

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MINERS WILL MEET
OPERATORS ON MONDAY

Strikes in the Bituminous Coal Fields
of Western Pennisylvania Practically
Over.

New York, April 7.—There was noth-
ing about the temporary headquarters
of the miners in this city to indicate
that a quarter of a milllon anthracite
and bituminous mine workers have
laid down their tools, and are engaged
in a struggle for increased wages. The
large number of district workers from
both the hard and soft coal fields who
have been here this week have return-
ed to their homes where they will re-,
main until Monday, leaving none here
but President Mitchell and one or two
assistants.

Natives Used Assegais.

London, April 6.—A dlspatcﬁ glves
this account of the fighting between
the Zulus and the Natal colonist expe-
dition which rescued the women and
children isolated at Keate’s Drift:

“Bambaata surprised the column at
dusk at Impanza, the natives spring-
ing out of the thicket, fanatically
shouting their battle cry and attack-
ing the vanguard with their assegais.
The police behaved with coolness, keep-
ing the horde of blacks at bay . and
steadily continuing the march to Grey-
town. The fighting did not cease till
midnight, when the column reached
Bota's farm in safety. The women and
children had been placed in the centre
of the ¢olumn and thus completely
shielded. ;

“The infuriated natives hacked the
bodies of three policemen, who were
killed, but the bodies were rescued.
Sergeant Brown is missing, and it is
feared that he also has been killed.

‘“The white residents of Impanza es-
caped at Keate's Drift at Bambaata’'s
first attack, and the looting of the
hotel and imbibing liguor incapacijtat-
ed the rebels.”

From the new
creter, which is twenty feet in circum-
ference, the lava has already gone two
miles and a half. Hot mud, ashes and
black sand'are also ejected, which, mix-
ed with rain, produce the so-called caus-
tic rain which is most damaging to vege-
tation.

against the falling ashes.

VON BUELOW’S BREAKDOWN

Moscow, April 6.—The political pris-
oners with whom the local jails are
crowded have declared a ‘‘hunger
strike’” (refusing to partake of food) to
compel the authorities either take
them to immediate trial or order their
release.

The commission has replaced them by
Conservative candidates, who received
scarcely a tenth of the vote cast for
Paul M. Mitukoff and Hessens. The
acticn of the authorities has aroused
a storm in Radical circles, because the
commission did not take exception to
their carfdidatures before balloting.
Besides, Prof. Mitukoff is one of the
prominent leaders of the constitutional
democrats, and was cxpected to be a
power in parliament.

The rigorous press -regulations an-
nounced yesterday have been supple-
mented by a sweeping repressive meas-
ure, making it a prison offence to
spread false reports about government
officials or troops which tend to pro-
duce public excitement. The penalty
is multiplied if such reports result in
actual rioting.

ARBITRATION PROPOSAL

Not Likely to Be ™Accepted By the
Operators—An Official Statement.

New -York, April 5.—Having failed
to come to an agreement among
themselves, the hard coal miners of
Pennsylvania, through their represen-
tatives, to-day proposed to the opera-
tors that all matters in dispute be re-
ferred to a board of arbitration for set-
tlement, the tribunal to be composed
of the board of copciliation which was
created by the award of the anthracite
strike commigsion in 1903. ‘If the oper-
ators accept the proposition and a con-

vention of mine workers approves the |

plan, the 160,000 men now idle in the
anthracite fields will return to work at
once,

That the operators will accept the
miners’ proposition as suggested is not
generally believed; in fact it is inti-
mated that they may flatly refuse the
offer on the ground that existing con-
ditions are the result of arbitration.

The employers have decided to care-
fully consider the miners’ latest move,
and promise to give President Mitchell |
and his men an answer Monday, when |
another meeting of the two sub-com- |
mittees will be held here.

The conference of the sub-commit- |
tees lasted less than an hour, and at |
its conclusion the operators met to |
informally discuss the matters offered.
Later they issued this statement:

“It should be observed that in the
astutely drawn proposition of Mr.
Mitchell and his committee the opera- |
tors are asked to submit to arbitra- |
tion the question of the closed shop |
and the check-of-day scheme; requir- |
ing, in the words of the miners’ com-
mittee, that each company shall col-
lect from each employese such amounts
as may be levied by their organization
montnly, the money thus collected at
each colliery to be turned over to an
authorized committee at the colliery—
a plan which would make of every op-
erator a collecting agency on behalf of
the strike funds of the strikers. Their
letter of March 9th, the miners’ com-
mittee, the operators said concerning
the ‘check off’ as a matter of policy ‘we
would not make such an agreement as |
you request, and as a matter of law we
are not permitted to make it.’

GERMANY AND MOROCCO.

Chancellor Von Buelow’s Statement in
Reichstag—A Question of Dignity
and Prestige.

Berlin, April 5.—In the reichstag to-
day, previous to his collapse, Chancel-
lor Von Buelow said that he wished to
make a limited expression of the gov-
ernment’s Moroccan policy. He weigh-
ed his words because the question had
not been discussed by other parlia-
ments. Besides he did not wish to risk
disturbing the agreement arrived at
after so long a struggle. Continuing,
the chancellor said:

“There have been weeks when the
minds of the people were disturbed by
thoughts of war. Why was this the
case? Were our interests in Morocco
vital enough for us to believe that
German interests were so menaced as
to oblige us to consider the possibility
of war. No. The government did not
consider the possibility of war. We
have no direct political - interests that
have a future. We were a partner in
the international convention which held
that all the powers were entitled to the
most favored national rights.

“We have no direct political inter-
ests in Morocco; no political associa-
tions; no historical rights like France
and Spain. But we have commercial’
interests that have a future.

“It was a question of the dignity and
prestige of the German Empire and we
could not give way. It was not our in-
tention to gain a footing in Morocco.
This would have weakened instead of
strengthenend our position. We did
not want to oppose the old historical
and political rights of Frdnce: 'land
Spain so long as the interests of Ger-
man.trade were respected.. 'We did not
want to irritate England because she
had drawn closer to France.

‘“We wanted to give significance to
the fact that Germany was not a neg-
ligible quantity and that basis of an
international treaty could not be
changed without the consent of the
signatory powers and that the door for
foreign co-operation must be kept open
in important territories neax two of the
world’s trade routes.

‘“An international conference was, we
thought, the best means. to peace. So
great was our confidence in our firm
belief of our right that we entered into
the conference, knowing that three
great powers were tied to France by
special agreement, and that a fourth
was her ally. We had to press our
desires against a majority of the great
powers, and I desire to acknowledge the
firmness and tenacity with which the
German delegates held to .our- just de-
mands.

“France has been as conciliatory as
Germany in striving to find a solution
of the police question and in' future wé
can now go forward gquietly as the ‘re-
sult of the conference. It is as satis-
factory to Germany as to France and
all civilized nations.”

At the corner of Kearney and
Market streets a halt was made and
one of the paraders who carried a red
banner climbed Lotta’s fountain and
affixed the emblem to the topmost
lamps. The banner bore the inscrip-
tion, “The Constitution Be Damned, so
Say the Corporations.” It was decided
by the leaders to hold an outdoor meet-
ing and A. G. McGinity was selected to
address the crowd. So great was the
throng, however, that he could not
make himself heard, and George S.
Holmes, a metal worker, with a power-
ful voice, was substituted as speaker.
He was in the midst of his talk when
policemen J. Stelmer and W. J. Cav-
anagh and Detective Ryan made their
way through the crowd. Ryan tore
down the flag and passed ik to Stelmer.
He then ordered Holmes to desist, but

ment. In a moment a riot was pre-
cipitated. Stelmer was knocked down
and kicked in a vicious hand-to-hand
fight and the flag torn from his grasp.
Ryan, who had held Holmes all the
time, started to take his prisoner
through the crowd, beating a path with
his club to a passing car. The two men
boarded it while the other officers kept
the crowd back. Near the fountain a
new building is being erected and the
street was full of debris. Almost in-
stantly there was a shower of scrap
iron, bricks and blocks of wood upon
the car and the missiles crashed
through the windows, injuring a num-
ber of passengers, The motorman was
made a target, but he slowly forced his
car through the human blockade and
gaining speed left the crowd behind.

In the meantime alarm calls had been
sent to neighboring police stations and
patrolmen came hurrying to the scene.
They found themselves confronted by a
maddened crowd, armed with sticks
and stones and for half an hour a live-
ly battle was in progréss.

he says, and are destitute, and beg
that assistance be given them.

The work of succor is hampered ow-
ing to the delays to the railway service,
which is interrupted by red-hot stones
thrown to a height of 3,000 feet falling
on the tracks.

As yet it is impossible to count the
craters that have opened, and from
which streams of lava have flooded the
beautiful, prosperous and happy land
lying on the southeast shoes of the Bay
of Naples.

The atmosphere is heavily charged
with electricity; and now and then the
flashes of lightning are blinding, while
the detonations from the volcano re-
semble in sound a terrible dynamite
explosion. ,

The churches of the city were open
all day.Saturday and Saturday night,
and were crowded with panic-stricken
persons. Members of the clergy are do-
ing their ttmost : §

To Calm Their Fears,

but the effect of their arguments go al-
most for naught when renewed earth-
quake shocks are experienced.

With ‘the danger and horror of the
situation aside, Vesuvius presents one
of the most spleidid sights imaginable.
The mountain of fire, whose speech is
by detonation, and whose acts are de-
struction, seems like an enraged giant,
determined to make pigmies of the peo-
ple of the earth in the might of his
wrath. Here and there on the moun-
tain side stand blasted trunks of pine
trees, their branches outstretched as
though in protest against the devasta-
tion the volcano has wrought.

The Duchess of Aosta, who always is
found where misery exists, is not spar-
ing herself in her efforts to alleviate
distress. The people call her an angel
of mercy. To-day she took several
children and their mothers in her car-
riage and conveyed them to the royal
palace, where they will remain until
conditions are brighter.

The observatory has been destoyed

Had Narrow Escapes.

They passed last night in the darkness
safe from the frequent flashes of light-
ning, as the gas works and electric
light plants were also destroyed. The
restaurant of the Funicular railroad,
too, has been obliterated.

Prisoners in jails on the mountain
side went mad with terror and mu-
tinied. They were only partially quiet-
ed by being brought here. Their fears
have been communicated to the prison-
ers here, who may rebel at any mo-
ment. The situation is critical.

Breathing is momentarily becoming
more difficult because of poisonous
fumes and smoke, while hot ashes
which are still falling tend to make life
a burden.

Contrary to expectations, the sea has
not yet shown signs of being affected
by the phenomenon, but fears are en-
tertained that tidal waves may yet
come, and many craft have put to sea.
Visitors to Naples are avoiding the
hotels on the sea front, and the people
living there are beginning to leave for
higher altitudes.

The Pone’s Message.

Rome, April 8.—Pope Pius is greatly
distressed by the calamity wrought by
the eruption of Mount Vesuvius. In
talking to his secretary to-day, he said:
“Phere are moments when my impri-
sonment is irksome.”

His Holiness personally will not be
able to go to the scene, but he has sent
a letter to Cardinal Prisco, archbishop
of Naples, expressing his grief for the
sufferers by the disaster, and instruct-
ing him to distribute relief among them
and to send to the Vatican particulars
of the eruntion. He also gave the
apostolic benediction to the faithful.

Pitiful Scenes:

-

- Naples, April 7.—Mount Vesuvius is
a, colossal brazier and the town of Bas-
cotrecase, on the souythern declivity,
has been formed into an island of grey
ruins. Torrents of liquid fire, resemb-
ling in the distance serpents with glit-
tering yellow and black scales, are
coursing in all directions, amid rum-
bling detonations and earth trembling,
while a pall of smoke that overhangs
makes breathing difficult.

The streams of lava are resistless.

They snap like pipeystems trunks n!l
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trees hundreds of years old, and blight
with their torrid breath blooms on the
peach trees before the trees themselves
have been reached. The molten streams
do not spare thé homes of the peasants,
and when these have been razed they
dash into wells, as though seeking to
slake their thirst, and, having filled
them, continue their course down the
mountain side.

Everyiwhere in the vicinity of the
volcano pitiful scenes are witnessed,
women- tearing their hair in their grief
and old men crying aloud at the loss of
their beloved homes.

Considerable aporehension is felt be-
cause of the earthquake sheocks which
are growing stronger and. are felt
even at Castell-Aare, 15 miles south-
east of this city. Each shock is ac-
companied by deep and prolonged, de-
tonations.

Ottajano, at the northeast foot of
the mountain, is threatened by a
stream of lava and the people are
beginning to desert the town.

Will Visit Naples.

Rome, April 7.—It is asserted that
King Vietor Emmanuel, who was born
at Naples, spent his youth there and,
as Crown Prince of Italy, bore the title
of Prince of Naples, has expressed his
intention of visiting the afflicted dis-
tricts on Mount Vesuvius.® According
to dther rumors, which it has been im-
possible to verify,  Pope Pius is also
desirous of.taking this time as an op-
portunity to break his woluntary im-
prisonment at sthe vatican and go
among the sufferers.

As a result
of the disclosures made in the police
court the National Trust Company is
prepared to apply to the high court for
a- declaration from the court that the
Toroento Life Insurance Company is the
rightful praperty of the shareholders
of the York Loan and is not owned by
Phillips, but it and others who calimed
in court to possess a majority of the
capital stock. The compdny will also
apply for a receiver for the Liszt Piano
Company, which will have the effect of
throwing this property into the hands
of the joint ligquidators of the York
Loan. The Toronto Life has a cash
value of over $200,000 and the daily
lapses on the part of the uneasy policy-
holders temds to swell this amount.
The company has a busifiess ‘of ‘over
$3,000,000. ~The Liszt Piano Cothivany
should be worth from $30,000 to $50,000.

RUSSIAN SITUATION.

Strength of Democrats Surprises Gov-
ernment Circles and Encourages
Witte in Reform Work.

St. Petersburg, April 7.—A panic has
been created in government circles by
the surprising strength developed by
the constitutional democrats in the
elections, which may have immediate
and drastic consequences.: The issue
between reaction and reform, 'which
has been in the balance, has been un-
expectedly precipitated by Premier
Witte, The elections have greatly
strengthened the premier’s hands in
his fight against the reactionists, and
he now feels strong enough to chal-
lenge General Trepoff and Minister of
the Interior Durnovo and the entire re-
actionary cabal.

Less than a fortpight ago the pre-
mier was decidedly passimistic and
believed that the majority in the low-
er house would be conservative and
that the entire programme for reform
might be overthrown. The results of
the elections, however, convinced him
that the radicals will control the house,
aend that an attempt to thwart the
popular will as expressed by the ballot
bow would be a fatal blunder on the
part of the government. It was learn-
ed from an unimpeachable source to-
night that the premier journeyed to
Tsarskoe-Selo on Thursday to lay this
view before the Emperor, and made an-
other trip to Tsarskoe-Selo last night,
and was closeted with His
until after midnight.

The impression is abroad that the
success of the constitutional demo-
crats will ensure the success of the
foreign loan of which the government
is in such urgent need.

To-morrow 28 provincial conventions
will meet and elect 178 members of the
lower house of parliament. The pre-
sent representatives have a large ma-
jority over all the other classes com-
bined, and should the radicals make
anything like the sweep which they
anticipate, the Emperor will be com-
pelled to yield to the premier’s advice.
At any rate, he seems to resign him-
self on the side of the people.

In effect he told the Emperor that
he regarded the situation as desperate
and that the time had come to choose
between himself and Interior Minister
Durnovo, and counseled His Majesty
not only to accept the result of the
elections, but to anticipate any de-
mand on the part of the lower house
of parliament for a constitution by the
issuance of a constitution before par-
liament convened, and at- the same
time mark his change of policy by the
proclamation of general amnesty at
Easter. The premier is also under-
stood to- have pointed out that such a
course would make a splendid im-
pression.

The Rech to-day says Russia hopes
to get $750,000,000 from the loan the
government is now negotiating, and
that the government has offered ex-
ceptional terms to the bankers in or-
der to conclude the negotiations be-
fore the Russian parliament assembles.
The radicals generally believe that if
the government succeeds in filling the
war chest with such an enormous sum,
it will be in a position to snap its
fingers at parliament.

Only by keeping the government in
dire straits do they believe it will be

forced to yield to the popular demand |
for reform. Upon the request of the |

minister of the interior, the council of
the empire has increased the appro-
priation for the usual police by over
$1,500,000.

Americans them-
selves were not slow to take the fullest
advantage of the opportunity Canada
offered, as witness the. large immigra-
tion of hosts of American settlers who
were becoming excellent British sub-
jects in Canada.

TRADE OF STATES.

The Growth in Value of Exports and
4 Imports.

‘Washington, D. C., April 5.—Accord-
ing to a bulletin issued by the depart-
ment of commerce and labor, the ex-
ports from the United States for the
first eight months of the fiscal year
1906 are $190,000,000. in value in excess
of those of the corresponding months
of 1905. The imports for eight months
of 1906 are $71,000,000 greater than for
the corresponding yeriod of 1905. The
growth in exports of. manufactures has
been $45,000,000, and in agricultural
products $133,000,000 over. the same
period last year.

THE COBL MINERS
AND OPERATORS

CONFERENCE POSTPONED
{UNTIL TO-MORROW

Representatives of Men Believe Em-

Majesty |

ployers Will Submit a Proposal
Regarding Arbitration.

New York, April 9.—At the request
of the operators, the conference be-
tween committees of the coal oper-
ators and the miners to consider the
situation in the anthracite fields, which
was scheduled to be held to-day, was
postponed until to-morrow.

It was announced that the postpone-
ment of the conference was requested
« because some-of. the operatoers had not
vet had sufficient opportunity to con-
gider the miners proposition for arbi-
tration.

The two sub-committees held separ-
ate sessions yesterday to consider the
situation as it now stands.

The miners’ committee had little to
do as their latest proposition is still
in the hands of the operators. Mr.
Mitchell and his lieutenants express
the belief that the operators will not
accept their offer, but will present an
arbitration plan radically different
from the one they proposed. The
miners have decided that if a counter
proposition is made they will ask for
an immediate adjournmert for a day
or two or longer in order that the full
committee may carefully consider the
new plan. If the operators offer to
arbitrate only ‘a few - grievances the
proposition is expected to meet with
strong opposition from the - miners’
committee who say there are many old
grievances that need adjusting.

PRECAUTIONARY MEASURES.

Russians Hope to Weed Out and Scat-
ter Discontented Sailors in
Black Sea Fleet,
Sebastopol, April 7.—Vice-Admiral
Chouknin, commander of the Black
Sea fleet, and the naval' authorities
have developed and are executing a
plan for a complete change in the per-
sonnel of the Black Sea fleet, Through
this change they hope to weed out and
scatter discontented sailors who were
in any way connected with the mutiny.
Many of the older officers have been
retired with pensions, and a number
of the younger officers with only
meagre prospects  for advancement
have retired voluntarily. The greater
portion of those who remain in the
service are being transferred to the
Baltic fleet, from which officers are
coming here to command the vessels
of the Black Sea fleet. Only the last
recruits among the men are retained
here, the older salors being dispatched
to the Far East, their places being

taken by sailors of the Baltic fleet.

WRECKED BY WIND.

Cannery at Rivers Inlet Demolished—
Loss One Thousand Dolloars.

Vancouver, April 9.—A baby tornado
came down last Thursday at Rivers
Inlet, and utterly demolished the can-
nery partly erected there by Messrs.
Bain & Wilson, of this city. - The loss
will be in the vicinity of $1,000. Only
a few stanchions now remain; although
the cannery was half shingled.

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ADDITIQNAL RETURNS
OF RUSSIAN ELECTION

St. Petersburg Paper Warns Govern-
ment that it Must Now Listen to
Voice of the People.

St. Petersburg, April 9.—Belated re-
turns to-day only increased the mag-
nitude of the opposition’s victory,
Kursk returned a solid progressive
delegation headed by Prince Peter
Dolgoroukoff. M. Sherkoff, one of the
members elected to the lower house of
parliament is now in prison: YVitebsk
elected two Poles, one a Catholic priest.
and one a progressive, two constitu-
tional democrats and two peasants.
Vliadimir, one of the old capitals of
Rusgia, where the:.orthodox faith is
particuiariy strong, chose a monarch-
ist, but the electoral college elected five
constitutional delegates.

Tula is the only province except Mos-
cow which elected a majority of Con-
servatives. The result in Moscow prov-
ince constitutes an anomaly in the
elections. All the Constitutional
Democrats went down, but the result
was engineered through a deal with
the reactionists and a portion of the
Otoberists, whe gained the support of
peasants in the electoral college by
allowing them an additional member.
The bargain was so distasteful to M.
Shipoff, the prominent Zemstvo lead-
er, and Michetverikoff that they de-
clined to be parties to it¥Fwithdrawing
their candidature and also induced the
Constitutional Democrats to withdraw
their ticket, which includes Prince
Paul Delgoroukoff, Prince Galitizin, M.
Kokoshkine, Prof. Mourmtseff and M.
Gotovin. As a net result the province
of Moscow, the real heart of Russia,
sends to parliament comparatively un-
known men, two peasant workmen,
Prince Bashoff, M. Kreadnar and
Peter Strube.

The Reich (organ of the constitu-
tional democrats) terms it a splendid
victory, and referring to the election
of men like M. Peterunkvitch and M.
Boditcheff, who first demanded a con-
stitution for Russia, and Prince Shako-
vski, who gave a fortune to aid the
liberation movement, the paper points
out that these are the very people
whose ideas the Emperor twelve years
ago called foolish dreams. The Reich
then issued a solemn warning as fol-
lows: “If Count Witte last Novem-
ber had had a little feeling, and had
listened to the words of Peterunkvitch
the world would not have witnessed
the horrors of the present revolution.
The voice of the people becomes clear-
er' and Jouder daily. If the govern-
ment ;@oes not listen to it, the country
is destined to pass through a cata-
clysm a hundred fold worse than any-
thing heretofore.”

The Twentieth Century, formerly the
Russ, declares that the election proves
that the strength of the opposition to
the government from Finland to the
Cauecasus, adding that “when we recall
the police preparations with the first
stage of the. elections how many of the
original electors now ornament the
prisons and that the elections were
held virtually under the regime of
martial law, the result is all the more
remarkable. . The Novoe Vremya last
week said that St. Petersburg was only
a dot on the map of Russia. What will
it say now? Can it doubt that the gov-
ernment will not have an obedient
parliament.”

Results in Moscow.

Moscow, April 9.—The city of Mos-
cow has returned 160 electors, all Con-
stitutional Demoorats.

PIONEER BISHOP DEAD.

Portland, April 8.—B. Wistar Morris,
bishop of the Protestant Episcopal
church for the diocese of Oregon, died
sghortly after 12 o’'clock this morning.

Bishop Morris, who was almost §1
years old, has been failing in health
for some time. He ate supper with hia
family last night as usual, but after
going to bed began to sink rapidly.
This continued until the end came.

Bishop Morris was born in New
York May 30th, 1819. He came to Ore-
gon in the early days as missionary
bishop of the Episcopal church, and a
few years later, when the diocese of
Oregon was established, was made its
head. He is said to have been the
oldest bishop in the United States.

JAP COMMANDER RETIRES.

Tokio, April 7.—Field Marshal Oyama,
chief of the general staff, is retiring at
his own request; and General Baron
Kodama, governor-general of the Island
of Formosa, will be appointed chief of
the general staff. Lieut.-Gen. Sakuma
will succeed Gen. Kodama as governor-
general of Formosa.

Is it not a
fact that Mr. Anderson received from
his partner, Mr. Larsen, “in settlement
of their interests in Kaien Island and
other adventures in the immediate
neighborhood the sum of $10,000, besides
salary and expenses?” Is not a'fact
that Mr. Anderson also “received one-
sixteenth interest in North and South
Porpoise Islands and in other lands
contiguous to Kaien Island, located by
him under South African war scrip,
and also about five square miles of coal
lands some distance down the coast?”
Is it not a fact that Messrs. Anderson
and Larsen entered into an agreement
with Mr. Morse, representing the Grand
Trunk Pacific R:Ailway Company,.ynder
which they (Messrs. Anderson and Lar-
sen) were to receive -§40,000- for their
interest in the ten thousand acres of
land on Kaien Island? ‘And if the fore-
going are all facts,. and we challenge
Premier McBride or any of his minis-
ters to deny . that they .are facts, do
they support his mendacious, reckless
assertion that the Kaien Island deal
was a direct transaction with the
transcontinental railway company, and
that no middleman or profit-making in-
termediary was In a position to per-
sonally profit by the bargain?

We again assert that the Kaien Isl-
and transaction was a scandalous and
indefensible deal, ‘that it was an out-
rage upon public decency, and that
Premier McBride in his attempt to
make it appear otherwise but aggra-
vates the offence against the public
committed by his government. The fact
that a majority of a partizan commit-
tee selected by the government for the
purpose of whitewashing the parties to
the transaction carried out its instruc-
tion lends no weight whatever in the
face of the evidence dragged out of
unwilling witnesses by the leader of
the opposition and the member for the
Islands.

The Premier’'s impotent attempt to
Justify the course of his government
with regard to the Columbia & Western
deal will also fail to satisfy the minds
of the public. His misrepresentation
of the facts and the attitude of the op-
position is only what might be expected
considering their source. But again
the facts are all against him and sim-

ply prove how absolutely unscrupulous |

and reckless the man can be when he
finds himself in desperate straits. The
facts as stated by the Premier with
reference to the Columbian & Western
land grant are:

“There was a company which made

a bargain with a previous government |
of the province. They had, in course
of due time, completed that bargain,
though the original government with
whom they contracted had not lived
to see it. They then come to the pres-
ent government with the request that,
having completed their undertaking in
good «faith, the province should now
fulfil its share of the contract.”

The truth is that the Columbia &
Western Railway Company, in order to
earn the subsidy of eight hundred
thousand acres of public land, should
under its contract have completed its
line to Penticton. It has not done this
nor has it any apparent intention of

Yoing so. If the company had abided

|| by. the terms of its agreement it would

have ¢onferred a‘x‘reat ‘benefit upon the
province, lnasmuch ‘as it would have
provided meﬂns of transporting the
'farm products ot one of the most fruit-
:rul regions of British Columbia into
some of .the xreat consyming portions
lof the pmMnce, and thus have con-
ferred a very material blessing
alike on the agmcultuﬂuts and horti-
'culturists of; the Okanagan, and upon
the consumers ‘of ‘such mining districts
‘as the' Bcﬁmdary If it had lived up to
the letter _of its contract the Shuswap
& Okanagan Raijlway, in which the
province was s0: largely interested,
might have, and doubtless would have,
become a profitable congern. Still the
Premier, in the light of the facts, which
are known to all men, indulges himself
in four columns of futile Verbiage and
1 misinterpretation in the hope of con-
vincing the public that 'he and his gov-
ernment are absolutely free from the
influences of private and corporate
grafters and that the deals he sa futile-
ly” attempts tb defend were carried
through in the interests 'of the country
and for the maintenance of the coun-
try’s honor,

One does not expect Premier Mc-
Bride to he subject to the restraints
ordinary public - men put on them-
selves when ‘dealing with facts which
are on record. The leader of the ad-
ministration is a law untoe himself
when the spirit of political controversy
is upon him. He assumes that state-
ments at direct variance with facts
will bear all the weight of sublime
truths when they issue from his offi-
cial lips and will therefore be sc-
cepted unreservedly by the- public
who -‘are his judges. He says it
was argued in the House (he
does not know by whom) that- be-
cause the Columbia & Western con-
tract had been made by another gov-
ernment the present government would
have been justified in taking advantage
of a technicality and repudiating this
just claim for services which had been
duly performed. It is néedless to say
therz is not one word of truth in this
statement as far as the opposition is
concerned. The opposition took the
logical ground that the contraet had
not been carried out, thai the province
had not received the benefit which
would have accrued if the eontract
had been lived up to, that the govern-
ment was under neither legal nor
moral obligation to make the grant,
and if such an argument as that sug-
gested by the ,Premier was advanced
it must have emanated from the lips
of one of the supporters of the admin-
istration.

Tha statement that the opposition
opposed the alleged increase in the
taxation of railways is alse untrue and
incapable of proof.

A GREAT PROVINCIAL ASSET.

With reference to the value of wa-
ter power now that electrical energy

is true we have large coal measures,
also a source of illimitable energy, but
electricity generated by flowing water
is the agent of the day above all other
powers. Tt is inexhaustible and must
| endure as long as the .earth remains
habitable, whereas coal fields must in
time run out. Far-seeing speculators
have become seized of these facts and,
as usual, are on the alert to profit by
| them. A private interest in a water
“ power to-day is vastly more valuable
| than a share in the ownership of a coal
or an iron mine. And it is as a result
of a diffusion of that knowledge of this
fact that the public in other parts of
Canada is beginning to press upon gov-
ernments the necessity of carefully
safeguarding the rights of the com-
munity, rights which are acknowledged
to be paramount, in this great asset

As we have stated, other communi-
ties in Canada having become alive to
the value of wiater nower, are taking
action looking to the conservation of
their rights in it. A municipal power
commission appointed by the Ontario
government has reported the result of

It was because we were
in possession of the opinion of ex-
perts with respect-to the wvalue of
water power that we criticized the ac-
tion of the City Council of last year in
entering into the ‘‘secret agreement”
with the Tramway Company. We held
then that if the municipal corporation
acquired a valuable water power, such
power should be held for the benefit
of the citizens, to be applied in such a
manner as the circumstances of the
future seemed to warrant. The reso-
lution passed at the public meeting
held in Toronto was as follows: “That
this meeting heartily congratulate the
Municipal Commission on their very
valuable and exhaustive report. The
great saving shown in the cost of
power, and the impetus that would be
given to the industrial life of a large
portion of the province is beyond ques-
tion. “Having considered the report,
and the various means by which it is
possible to obtain this power, the con-
clusion arrived at is: That the province
of Ontario should develop or obtain
and distribute,. by expropiration or
otherwise, Niagara power to all muni-
cipalities within reachable and profit-
able distance. Believing that time is
of the greatest importance, we strong-
ly urge that immediate and final ac-
tion be taken at the present session of
the Legislature to bring about the

The Toronto Board of Trade resolu-
tion was practically to the same effect,
submitting that the water power of
Niagara Falls was a great provincial
asset, which should be a benefit to the
people in general and not to any class
in particular, and that the Ontario
government, being the rightful guard-
ians of the public weal, the committee
consider that the Council of the Board
of Trade should petition the Ontario
government to undertake the develop-
ment and transmission of electric pow-

er and sell the same to municipalities

at.a price that will fully cover the ac-
tual cost of the same.

All of which goes to prove, we con-
tend, that it is time British Columbia
became alive to the value of one of her
greatest resources and took steps to
check the operations of corporations
and individuals whose eyes were open-
ed upon the subject some time ago.

THE TROUBLE IN NATAL.

To those not familiar with the con-
ditions in Natal the action of the mili-
tary authorities in ordering the execu-
tion of twelve natives for murdering
one white man, and of the eivil
authorities in endorsing the sentence
of the court martial, may at first con-
sideration appear just a trifle precipi-
tate and autocratic. But in these days
of advanced humanitarian views it
may be accepted as a fact that those
in authority in the South African col-
ony would be very careful to act
strictly in what they believed
to be the best interests of all concern-
ed. It is, therefore, morally certain
that the object of the government was
to impress the native population and
to avert if possible a crisis they be-
lieved to be impending. The reason-
ableness of this view is borne out by
what has subsequently transpired. It
is quite evident now that the
blacks had been roused to a state
of excitement as a result of causes
not clear to those on the out-
side, and that the administration
considered some energetic measures
necessary iz order to preserve the
peace and to avert consequences which
implied disaster and bloodshed, pos-
sibly of -'an appalling description.
Whether the menace to whites and
blacks alike was grave enough to war-
-ant the action taken by the military
and civil authorities it is not for per-
sons who possess no first hand knowl-
edge of the circumstances to dogma-
tize upon. It is sufficient for us that
we comprehend that if the superior
race is to maintain its position of dom-
inance it must be left to govern ac-
cording to its discretion and knowledge

ignorant natives surging around them
and menacing the safety of the whole
population, let us quote from an inde-
pendent authority—an authority which
does not regard with favor the doe-
trine that as a general principle the
native populations of backward coun-
tries should receive scant consideration
when the ambitions of the ruling races
appear to require sacrifices for the
good of advanced mankind. The
authority to which we refer points out
that Natal is one of the most peculiar
of the British oprovinces in South
Africa, having a very large Xaffir
population, a very small Eupropean
population, and a form of government
which gives to the latter considerable

though not complete independence and
responsibility.” Population of all sorts
has increased rapidly, having nearly
doubled in the last dozen years, and
now amounts to about 1,100,000. But of
this number the Eurdpeans are only
82,542, while the Kaffirs are 877,388, the
remainder being Asiatics. Thus it will
be seen that the whites, necessarily
the ruling class, under suffrage based
on ownership or renting of real prop-
erty, are only one-tenth as numerous
as the blacks and less than one-twelfth
of the total population. Obviously any
serious trouble with the blacks is sure
to arouse the utmost excitement
arnong this fraction of whites who are
in actual control.

The situation in Natal is complicated
by the fact tHat on the western border
of the colony lies Basutoland, with its
population of some 350,000 natives and
but a few whites, while Zululand is a
part of the colony of Natal. Among
these blacks there has appeared with-
in the last few years a religious move-
ment known as Ethiopeanism, said to
be organized by blacks from the Unit-
ed States, and having, perhaps vague-
ly, for its chief object the realization
of the dream of ‘“‘Africa for the Afri-
cans.” It is impossible to say what
substance there is®in this movement.
Naturally it is regarded with terror by
the more excitable of the small white
minority who are literally surrounded
by blacks. Should the movement be-
come fanatigcal and spread, the conse-
quences might be serious enough. The
best-informed observers so far regard
this as an improbable outcome, chiefly
because the African blacks are not
homogeneous and have in the past
been bitterly jealous one tribe of an-
other. During the pecent war the Bas-
utos .maintained complete neutrality
and the Zulus even sought to secure
service in the British army. Both
these races are reported to be disin-
clined toward intimate intercourse
with the Kaffirs. A united movement,
therefore, seems unlikely. But.it is not
impossible, and the actual situation in
Natal will be watched with the utmost
interest and anxiety.

Fishing is a very popular and
healthful pastime for a very large pro-
portign of our comparatively small
population. For a very large number
—far too large a number, we are sorry
to say—it 1is. an occasion not for
rational, temperate recreation, but for
thoughtless slaughter. We do not
value our privileges as we ought to
value them. If our enthusiastic anglers
could only be compelled to take
thought by reading of the futile efforts
of their brethren of the rod in over-
crowded centres of population to ob-
tain a trifling taste of the sport we
value so lightly, they would surely not
abuse their privileges so wantonly by
taking fish until they became tired of
the slaughter. The foregoing reflec-
tions are the result of reading in the
London Chronicle an article descrip-
tive of a ‘“fishing competition’” on one
of the British streams. The writer in
the Chronicle says: ‘“On most . other
rivers coarse flshing ceased for the
close time a day or two ago, but on the
Lea it is still permissible to angle for
roach and pike until the end of the
month. Thus it happened that some
700 men crammed themselves into
special trains at Liverpool street and
journeyed to Rye house. It was the last
angling competition of the season
under the auspices of the Central As-
sociation, and everyone of the 600
shillings paid in fees by the 600 actual
competitors goes to the Anglers’ Bene-
volent Society. At a bugle call the
anglers were allowed to go to the
riverside. They stood not on the order
of their going, but just rushed. Rach
angler, young and aged, had in mind
some swim where he was\positive that

the catch of the year could be made. | &

ANOTHER LIGHT WANTED.

In regard to an article in the Seattle
Times of recent date with reference to
a red sector light suggested by the Can-
adian Pacific railway steamship offi-
cers to the United States lighthouse
inspector the following has been
gathered from local marine authori-
ties:

Upon making inquiry at the offices of
the British Columbia coast service of
the Canadian Pacific R ailway Com-
pany,” who are the successors of the
Canadian Pacific Navigation Company,
it is found that recently a letter was
written to the inspector of lighthouses
for the 13th lighthouse district of the
United States, calling attention to an
aid to navigation which could be eas-
ily furnished by the TUnited States
authorities, viz.,, a red sector in the
lighthouse at Tree point, near Cape
Fox, which -would show over the Lord
Rocks and other dangerous reefs lying
southeast of Cape Fox. This addi-
tional aid to navigation has been sug-
gested by the navigating officers of the
Canadian steamers plying between thisg
port and Skagway. These vessels all
make the call at Port Simpson, and in
going north the course is changed at
the Lord Rocks. These low reefs and
islands are difficult to pick up at night,
and a red sector showing over the
reefs would assure pilots of their posi-
tion in passing. The Canadian gov-
ernment have just put in operation a
fine light on Green Island. The Am-
erican steamers all take the route be-
tween Green Island and Dundas Isl-
and. This course leads well clear of
the Lord Rocks and the pilots on the
American vessels would in no way be
effected by the red sector as they
would not see it at all unless they were
far out of their course and probably
in danger. Inasmuch as the Canadian
government has erected a lighthouse
on Green Island, which is being used
almost entirely by American vessels
and not at all by Canadian vessels, it
is hoped that the American pilots will
not object to this suggested aid for the
benefit of the Canadian pilots, parti-
cularly as the lighthouse inspector has
written Capt. Troup in reply “‘that the
matter would receive early censider-
ation, and unless some good reasons
should be advanced against the change,
it would be recommended in the near

{ future.”

MARINE NOTEﬁ.:

A dispatch from Seattleé says a num-
ber of cod fishing schooners are being
delayed owing to the scarcity of fisher-
men. The schooner Fancy Dutard, one
of' the largest vessels in the trade, and
the Lizzie Colley, another Ilarge
schooner, are both being held until full
crews of fishermen can be procured.
Both vessels are ready for sea, as well
as several othérs in the same fix.

A situation which is becoming more
serious as time goes on is the increasing
scarcity of men for deep water vessels.
Many vessels arriving from Europe and
other countries lose a large number of
their crews by desertion, and the men
deserting do not again take to the sea,
naturally preferring to work on shore at
much larger wages than paid them by
ship owners. Ship owners and masters
are expressing alarm at the outlook.

A dispatch from San Francisco says
that the Waestern Pacific railroad has
cencluded arrangements in connection
with the North German Lloyd line of
steamers to run vessels to the Orient in
connection with the ropd. The Ham-
burg-American line were also approached
on the matter, but the North German
Lloyd, it is understood, have the prefer-
ence, and a tentative agreement has
been reached with them.

HE WINS ON HABEAS
CORPUS PROCEEDING

Exception is Taken However to Course
ard He is Again Lodged in
Jail,

Geo. D. Collins, after gaining his

freedom for a few hours in San Fran-
cisco is again confined to jail. On Wed-
nesday last Mr. Collins filed a petition
for a writ of habeas corpus. Judge de
Haven made an order citing Sheriff
Thomas F. O’Neil to appear in court
at 10 o’clock Saturday morning to show
cause why the writ should not issue.

Collins’ petition recites that on July
13th, 1905, while he was residing in Vic-
toria, B. C., the grand jury of the city
and county of San Francisco presented
an indictment chargkhg him with hav-
ing committed perjury on June 30th,
1805, in the Superior court by.fasely
swearing that he did not on May 15th,
1889, or at any other time, marry Char-
lotta Eugenie Newman, and that he
and she were never at any time hus-
band and wife. He avers that he was
extradited from British Columbia to
San Francisco for trial upon that in-
dictment alone, but that while in cus-
tody of the United States under extra-
ditiop the grand jury, on December
29th, in violation of the treaty and of
section 5,275, Revised Statutes of the
United States, presented another in-
dictment charging him with perjury,
which perjury, if committed at all must
have been committed prior to his ex-
tradition, and that upon said indict-
ment he was taken forcibly out of the
custody of the Federal authorities and
placed in custody of the state authori-
ties. The petitioner contends that the
state is absolutely without a vestige of
authority in matters of international
extradition, all power over the subject
being vested by the constitution in the
United States, and that that power is
necessarily exclusive. It is further con-
tended that in international affairs and
in the matter of extradition from a
foreign nation the several states of the
United States are entirely and abso-
lutely unknown, anhd the fact that the
stat2 court is permitted to try and to
dispose of the case does not operate to
transfer the federal custody of the ac-
cused to the state.

In
reference to the section of No. 1 mine
that is being pumped out, Mr. Budge
spjates that with the drawing off of
the water, some of the old workings
now flooded, will continue to require
attention, this part of the mine as well
as all other parts being in the hands
of careful and competent men. Mr.
Budge spent several days with experi«
enced assistants in making his examin-
ation, and it is most satisfactory to -all
residents of the community that the
wild and entirely untruthful stories
that have gone out about the workings
being unsafe are disproved. Inspec-
tor Dick, a thoroughly qualified man,
first reports the mine in good condi-
tion; a miners’ committee, composed
of men recognized by their fellow
workmen and selected by them as be-
ing thoroughly qualified, endorsed the
inspector’s report, now a mine man-
ager, selected by the government, af-
ter a thorough examination, confirms
the previous reports.

labor unions and progressive associations
wiil taRe a half holiday on judicial prim-
ary day, April 28th, and go to the polls to
select delegates to the convention of both
the Democratic and Republican parties
who will support the nomination of can-
didates favorable to the cause of union-
i§m. The capture of one or both of these
political parties, it is declared, is the only
practical method of bringing about
charges in conditions now complained of
by unionists.

Schooner Edith R. Balcom’s Run to Ant-
arctic Circle in Search of
Fur,

Captain 8. Balcom has received tele-
graphic advices from his brother, Cap-
tain Rube Balcom, who a year or so
ago brought the whaling steamer Orion
out to this coast from Norway, an-
nouncing the latter’s“arrival at the
Falkland islands with 588 seal skins.
The pelts were taken by the schooner
Edith R, Balcom, of which Captain
R. Balcom is master. On the 1st of
last Janary the schooner made a dash
south into latitudes where few seals
have heretofore been killed. In the
vicinity of the South Shetland islands
seven skins were secured last year,
and they brought such a phenomenal
price in. the London market
was determined to if possible obtain
a catch there this year. The season,
however, when it .is safe for a vessel to
remain so far south only lasts six
weeks. Therefore the Balcom's stay

was very short compared with the time |

There are
now some six or seven schooners oper-
ated in the South Atlantic by Victor-
fans, These vessels in the last few
yvears have been making Halifax their
base. They come north annually for
refit, and reprovisioning and invariably
make large catches, although the fur
taken in the latitudes of the Falkland
islands is not considered nearly as
good as that secured in the North
Pacific. The Balcom is the newest of
the fleet, and in the expedition just
made she has distinguished herself in
a manner of which her owner feels
proud.

GIRL KILLED,
Run Down by & Freight Train in
Seattle.

Seattle, April 8.—Katherine Allan
Vinette, aged. 7 years, was run down
and instantly killed By a freight train
in front of her parents’ home at 1607
Grant sireet. Within sight of the
agonized mother, who was powerless to
save her child, the little one met death.

The dead girl was the daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. J. E. Vinette, and is the
third and last child to be taken from
them by the hand of death during the
last few months. Two died from diph-
theria but a short time ago.

The child had been playing with her
little friends near the house. Mrs.
Vinette cautioned the little girl to be
careful .when crossing the tracks. Soon
after the child left the house, Mrs.
Vinatte heard the rumble of an ap-
proaching freight train. She went to
the front door to see if her daughter
had reached her playmates in safety,
but was horrified to see the little one
dash across the tracks just as the train
was backing toward her. The mother
screamed at the men on the train, and
the cars were brought to a standstill,
but not before life had been crushed
from the tiny body. The child had
been knocked down by the bumper and
her body horribly mangled.

Colonel, E. S. Topping, of Spokane,
after visiting the Bulkley valley, gives
a most glowing account of the re-
sources of this northern district of
British Columbia. The Spokesman Re-
view gives the following interview with
-him:

Celonel E. -S. Topping, the original
owner - of the Le Roi at Rossland, B.
€.. who is now a resident of the Bulk-
ley valley in North British Columbia,
is in’ the ity on a brief visit. The
colonel is replete with picturesque
western stories and with his impres-
sions of the Bulkley wvalley. He is a
guest at the Pacific hotel. In speaking
of the Bulkley valley the colonel said:

“In. more than a qguarter century of
life in the western mining camvs and
the Bulkley valley
is the paradise of all the country I
bave seen. It is a country where the
native grass is so luxuriant that it
grows as high as the armpits of a tall
man. In berries, T never saw the equal
of that <ection. It may seem a myth
when I say that ho fewer than half a
dozen vm1et1es of wild berries grow in
a pnrofusion that would put the culti-
vated varieties of most sections of the
States to the blush. Last summer
the miners of Bulkley valley fairly
lived on wild strawberries. The ber-
ries grew in such profusion that the
ground was covered with thems They
were as large as a man’s thumb and
nad the rare flavor that is to be found
only in wild berries.”

ARCTIC EXPLORATION.

Danish Party: Wﬂl Make an . Attempt
to Reach North Pole by
f Motor Car.

~“Some time ago mention was made in
the Times of the intention of two Se-
attle men to attempt to reach the
North Pole in an auto. Frederick R.
Burch and his brother, Chas. E. 8.
Burch, are the enterprising couple, and
the former in an interview briefly out-
linred their plans. Now news comes
from Copenhagen of a Danish expedi-
tion whieh will attempt to reach the
pole by the same means.

A recent dispatch from Copenhagen
says:

“The budget committee of the Fol-
kething has endorsed the government's
proposal to appropriate $30,000 for
Mylius Erichsen’s projected expedition
to Northeast Greenland, whence he will
attempt to reach the North Pole. The
most interesting and adventurous part
of Erichsen’s scheme will be an at-
tempt to cross the island ice, where
Greenland is widest, by means of skis,
dog sledges and an automobile.

“The attempt will be made in the
spring of 1908. Should Erichsen suc-
ceed, his feat would eclipse Dr. Nan-
sen’s much more southerly crossing,
and Lieut. Peary’s expedition on the
northern slopes, where he had the ad-
vantage of communijcation with the
coast. Erichsen contemplates crossing
the unknown ice dome, 10,000 feet high.
He has secured the exploring steamer
Belgica, which has been renamed Den-
mark. He will sail from Copenhagen
on July 1st.”

TEXT OF ARCHBISHOP

BRUCHESI’S LETTER

Approves of Principle But Would Ac-
cord Laboring Ciasses Opperiunity
For Trip to the Country.

As briefly announced by telegraph a
few days ago, His Grace Archbishop
Bruchesi sent a letter to the Hon. Charles
Fitzpatrick, minister of justice, who ask-
ed his opinion on the Sunday Observance
Rill.  The full text of the communication
is as follows:

“With regard to the desire you have
just expressed, I beg to give My opinian
regarding your measure on Susday ob-
servance. I hasten to say, in the first
place, that I approve of the principle of
the bill, as well as of the greater number
of its clauses. Contrary to what has
been written in several of the news-
papers, I am of the opinion that the gov-
ernment has the power, and is in duty
bound, to offer legislation on this matter.
In doing this it in no way interferes in
matters of conscience and religion; it
does not restrain the liberty of worship
as it is recognized in Canada; it only
gives its aid to the maintenance of a
practice common to all Christian people.
Our country is really a Christian ohe,
and our governing bodies should keep
this in view in framing legislation. If it
were necessary to accept certain state-
ments which have been put forth in the
name of liberty of conscience, it would
follow that the civil power would have to
abstain from enacting all laws for the
Jbservance of Sunday, and would not

have the right to prohibit on that day |

the carrying on of husiness or general
work. There may be some people in our
country who have reached this conclu-
sion, but is it not true that the almost
totality of our fellow-citizens admit that
legislation on this point is a necessity?

“I admit that the measure presented to
parliament is, perhaps, severe on several
points, but we must also add that there
are very grave abuses to suppress, and
that it is high time to act on the ques-
tion. Without precise and firm legisla-
tion, our Canada will before long re-
semble certain European countries, where
we find not a vestige of respect due to
the Lord's day. Your measure might,
perhaps, be mitigated in several of its
clauses, but on the whole it seems to me
that you have struck the right note. For
my part, I have been obliged to prohibit
in ‘my diocese several of the things pro-
hibited in the bill, which fact you no
doubt have noticed in my last circular,
a copy of which had been sent to your
address.

“I consider it quite in order that all
traffic, all sales, unless they refer to the
necessities of life, should be prohibited on
Sunday, ‘and the
the running of freight trains, when they
are not a real necessity. As to trains and

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COMMITTEE .SELECTED
" TO SETTLE TROUBLE

IFFS

This Was the Result of Second Meet-
ing of the Orphanage Board
Management.

From 4.30 until almost 7 Thursday
evening the committeé 0f management
of the Protestant Orphans’ Home sat
in an endeavor to reach some basis of
settlement in the case now before the
Chief Justice. After this most pro-
tracted session it was decided to con-
sider the plaintiff's communication
seriatum, and to appoint a committee
to confer with them with a hope of
ending litigation and bringing about
peace. Thursday's session was the
second meeting held for the purpose,
and a great deal of the time occupied
was in an effort made to get Charles
Hayward, the late president, to consent
to having the case now in court with-
drawn as a first step towards an amic-
able arrangement. To this proposition
Mr. Hayward did not agree. He de-
nied that he was a plaintiff, and at the
same time considered that the defend-
ants in the action should first state
what they were willing to do. Dr.
Milne occupied the chair, and among
those present were Bishop Cridge,
Bishop Perrin, Reverends Dr. Camp-
bell, Clay, Adams, Carson, Ard, Dakin,
Thompson and Tapscott; Ald. Fell and
Messrs. H. D. Helmcken, E. Crow
Baker, Charles Hayward, A. B. Mc-
Neil, D. Spragge, George Carter, E.
Fawcett, A. G. McGregor, N. Shake-
speare and W. Scowcroft.

The meeting was opened by praver
by Bishop Cridge. The minutes of the
previous meeting were then read.

Dr. G. L. Milne read the letter from
McPhillips and Heisterman, and he
wished it distinctly y¥nderstood that he

had taken no legal steps on behalf of |

the Protestant Orphans’ Home, nor
had Mr. Scowcroft, and did not see
how this firm could be acting for the
Orphanage.

Rev. W. Leslie Clay asked that the
letter be laid on the table. The sug-
gestion was approved.

Bishop Cridge then read the follow-
ing addrss:

“The committee of management of

the Protestant Orphans” Home, deeply |

feeling the wisdom of the counsel of
the Chief Justice recommending an
amicable settlement of the suit which
has arisen, desire to make the follow-
ing statement for the consideration of
their fellow-subscribers, plamtlffs case
referred to.

“The committee believe that there
are but two points which at this junc-
ture require special consideration—
first, the continue@ wvalidity of the
original constitution; 1ii«second, - the
question:as toe what gualifies a person
to be a member of the ‘committee of
management.

“With regard to the first, some con-
fusion has arisen out of ‘the circum-
stances under which the society was
incorporated in 1892. At that time
there were only three Protestant de-
nominations in Victoria, and their
consequent representation 12 members.
That this was not understood to be a
final aggregate of church representa-
tives is plain from the fact that the
original constitution was still fol-
lowed. Three other denominations
subsequently claiming ' to be repre-
sented, the number was increased, first
to 16, then to 20, and lastly to 24, the
present number. Thus for fourteen
yvears the representation has, without
question or demur, followed the orig-
inal constitution of 1872, which re-
quires that the committee of manage-
ment shall ‘consist of four representa-
tives of each Protestant denomination
in Victoria,” and further declares that
no alteration shall be made in the con-
stitution itself until it shall have been
referred to the whole body of the sub-
scribers. The committee therefore be-
lieves that as no such alteratjon has
ever been made, the constitution is
stil in valid forece.

“The committee does mot apprehend
that thus to regard the application for
incorporated as a virtual by-law, and
not as a constitutional proceeding,
renders the incorporation null; but
even if so, it conceives that it were
better to waive the advantage for a
season than to regard the constitution
itself as of no avail

He did
not know how the meeting should dis-
cuss the subject, but he had figured
out a way, and he hoped the Bishop
would not think him lacking in court-
esy if he followed this out. TUntil the
suit now before the Chief Justice was
out of the way their could be no amic-
able settlement. He therefore pro-
posed that the suit in court should be
dropped as the first step in the settle-
ment of the trouble, each side paying
their own expenses.

Ald. Fell had a few suggestions to
make. He was not going to consider
the grievances of either side, but was
of the opinion that if an agreement
was reached the suit would drop. With
reference to Bishop Cridge’s statement
he wished to refer to some things in
the constitution, as amended, which
were.a litt irregular. His sugges-
tions he submitted for what they were
worth.

Mr. Helmcken and Mr. Hayward—

Bishop Perrin considered any judge
would exonerate any body of men that
attempted to carry out the manage-
ment of the home to the best of their
ability.

Mr. Hayward thought the threat
would not scare anyone, and was not
becoming a minister who had come to
make piece.

W. Scowcroft begged that the meet-
ing no longer act as children, but pro-
ceed to business.

4. Is clause 5 of the society’s regu-
lations and by-laws, taking into con-
sideration sec. 10, sub-sec. 2 of the
Benevolent Societies Act, ultra vires
of its declaration in view of the fact
that there are six or more Protestant
denominations in the city of Victoria?

5. Each party to bear their own costs
of the action, inclusive of the refer-
ence.

6. That an order be mare holding that
annual
meeting held on the 16th day of March,
1906, were null and void, and that a
general meeting of the members of the
society be held as early as possible
after a decision is rendered on the
case, for the purpose of electing a com-
mittee.

In answer to clause No. 1, the meet-
ing was in favor of only those who
have paid $2.50 ‘being entitled to vote.

No. 2 was answered by stating that
only subscribers, who have paid their
annual fee should be entitled to hold
office.

No. 3 was answered by the following
resolution: That the opinion of the
board is that the expression given at
the annual meeting by the subscribers
is that they desire a board of 24 and
this board will endeavor to give it full
legal sanction.

No. 4 was answered by No. 3.

No. 5 was agreed to.

No. 6 was answered by stating that
it was decided to settle the difficulty
without reference to the court if pos-
sible and in view of this it is not ne-
cessary for an answer at present.

The communication from Bishop
Cridge was received with thanks, and
after the appeointment of Rev. W. Les-
lie Clay, Ald. Fell and W. Scowcroft
a committee to wait on the plaintiffs to
arrange an amicable settlement the
meeting adjourned.

#The basis for settlement as contain-
cd in the proposal made to the meet-
ing of the beoard was then proceeded
with; On the question as to what
should constitute the borad of manage-
ment, there was considerable discus-
sion. Ald. Fell wished to know if the
intentior of the plaintiffs vwas that the
present board of managers should re-
sign.

Mr. Heisterman intimated that the
intention of the plaintiffs was that
there should be a.resignation of the
members of the board.

Ald. Fell thought that ff that was
the proposition of the plaintiffs it
should have been stated in their pro-
posal to the board. He was of the
opinion that the articles of incorpora-
tion did not preclude the election of a
board of more than twelve. It was his
opinion that there could not be less
than twelve on it, but that there could
be a greéater number elected as had
been the practice of the society in the
past.

Rev. Mr. Clay wished to know if it
was the deeision of the plaintiffs that
a settlement should not take place un-
til an appeal was taken to the courts
to decide this point. The spirit of the
constitution had been lived up to in
the giving of all denominations in the
city representation on the board.

Mr. Helmcken did not think that an
appeal to the court would be demand-
ed if any other satisfactory way of
settling the difficulty.

Mr. Heisterman thought it was
necessary for the present board to re-
sign. A new election would follow and
then the constitution could be amend-
ed in whatever way it was deemed
necessary.

Rev. Mr. Miller advised the calling of
a meeting of the subscribers when the
whole matter could be discussed. When
he had learned that there were some
who had not gualified before the meet-
ing for voting he realized that the elec-
tion had not been legal. He could not
see why some of these were so anxious
to retain their positions.

Mr. Pither took a simijlar stand on
the question.

Finally after some further discus-
sion on the subject Ald. Fell wished to
know if the suit would be withdrawn
if the present board resigned.

Mr. Heisterman said that this would
be done.

Rev. Mr. Clay said that he could not
say that the managers would agree to
this, as there were some who had inti-
mated that they would not retire. Be-
sides he was not so sure it would be
in the interests of the Home that these
should all retire. He thought that the
new board should be given a few
months to draw up some suggestions
with reference to amending the con-
stitution.

Mr. Pither did not think that the
home would suffer by the loss of those
who would not resign.

Rev. Mr. Miller thought that the pro-
posal that all resign was the only one
which would keep the affairs out of
court.

Mr. Helincken pointed out that the
work of looking after the home real-
| ly devolved upon the women.,

Ald. Fell alluded to the readiness of
persons to act on the board now that
the home was' out of debt. While there
were, debts hanging. over it there was
not the same anxiety to serve.

Finally after suggestions had been
made on the subject, Ald, Fell made a
proposition which was agreed to.

This will come before a meeting of
the board at an early date in order to
get the decision of the defendants in
the action as to whether they will
agree to the proposal. If this is acted
on the plaintiffs will withdraw from
court the action pending. The board of
managers will hand in their resigna-
tions, which are to take effect July
10th. On this latter date there will be
a meeting of the subscribers called for
the election of a new board. The elec-
tion will proceed on the basis of the
board being constituted as at present,
and the qualifications for members
and subscribers to be arranged as sug-
gested by the defendants.

The meeting after endorsing the pro-
position adjourned.

THE NORTHERN EXPEDITION.

Capt. Mikkelsen Outlined His Scheme
Before the Natural History
Society.

Capt. Ejnar Mikkelsen appeared be-
fore the Natural History Society on
Thursday by request, and gave a very
interesting address upon the scientific
expedition which he is to lead into the
Arctic regions. The plans of Capt. Mik-
kelsen were outlined in a special article
in the Times a few days ago. At the
meeting of the Natural History Society
he went very fully into the objects of
the northern expedition.

By means of a map the route to be
taken was shown to the members of
the society, and the various stages of
the trip outlined. Capt. Mikkelsen ex-
plained that the intention was not an
attempt Lo reach the north pole. It
was intended as a result of a two
years’ stay in the Arctic regions to
make careful observations as to the
tidal conditions at different points.
There will also be an attempt made to
solve the question as to whether a
large body of land exists in that north-
ern region which at the present time is
little known to the geographical so-
ciety. Geological and zoological
specimens will be carefully searched
for in order that the information ob-
tained may be as exact and as useful
as it is possible to make it.

Atthe conclusion of the lecture the
explorer was thanked by the members
present on motion of Mr. Sutton.

—The funeral of Mrs. Mary Wilkin-
son, a mnative of Durham, England,
who died at the residence of her
daughter, Mrs. Andrew Butler, Vie-
toria West, took place on Thursday at
Ladysmith from the residence of her
son, W.:S. Brown, and later at the
Church - of England. Impressive ser-
vices were conducted both at the
church and grave, and were followed
by the customary ritual of the lodge of
Good Templars, of which the deceased
lady had been a valued member for
many years. The floral tributes from
friends of Victoria and at Ladysmith
testified to the esteem in which Mrs.
Wilkinson was held. The following
acted as pallbearers: Messrs. Hugh
Thornley, J. J. Thomas, G. Theherne,
W. Joseph, Richard and Bartley.

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# SERIQUS ACCIDENT.
Hugh Wa.dg “of Central School,
# Wolmded With Chisel While At-
- ©... tending Manual Class.

An unfortunate accident occurred on
Wednesday, the victim of which was
Hugh Wade, a ten-year-old lad and a
student at the Central school. While
attending to his duties in connection
with the manual training institution he
was’ stabbed with a chisel in the side,
the wound inflicted being, to all ap-
pearances, exceedingly severe. .
Robertson wag called and the boy was
removed to his home to receive proper
treatment. He is ' progressing favor-
able, having been reported to be well
on the way to recovery,

The circumstances as related by
those present at the time are as fol-
lows: Members of the class were
grouped about a whetstone sharpening
their chisels in an orderly manner,
when two of the boys commenced
pushing each other about in a friendly
spirit.- While thus engaged Master
Wade was  shoved against- the keen
edge of a chisel, which penetrated his
clothes and entered his body, inflicting
aswound, as aiready stated, of some
depth. Those responsible expressed the
deepest regret, and no time was lost in
summoning miedical assistance. In-
structor Hinns states that the occur-
rence was a pure accident, that the
boys were simply ‘“‘Cutting up,” as they
will do at every possible opportunity,

ATTRACTIVE TO EAST

J. A. Grant Says Many Froit Growers
Desire to Come West to
* Settle.

J. A. Grant, of this city, who was
one of the delegates from the province
of British Columbia ‘te the Fruit
»@Growers’ convention held at Ottawa
recéntly, has returned after paying a
visit .to New. York and other cities of
the East. The province was repre-
sented at the convention by A. Max-
well Smith, W. J. Brandrith, Martin
Burrell, J. €. Metcalf, R. M.
and Mr. Grant. The delegation did
effective work in attracting the atten-

of this pro¥ince in the lme of fruit pro-
duction.

The British Columbia representatives
took with them to the convention three
cases of Spitzenberg apples grown at
Trout Creek, near Nelson. While the

-minion were being advanced, the Bri-
tish Columbia delegation ailowed their
display to remain in the background.
Finally when other provinces had been
heard from and samples distributed,
the three cases from. British .Columbia
were put forward. The convention
was carried away by the display pre-
,sented. One of the eastern delegates
had said that the British -Columbia
fruit looked all right, but that ’'the
flavor was of - a peculiar character.
When the apples from the province
were distributed. among the delegates
present this member was asked to de-
tect the peculiar flavor. Needless to
say he was forced to acknowledge that

pronounced the fruit of the very best
quality, and there was a general de-
sire expressed to vremove from the
older provinces and enter into the
business in the west, where the quality
of the product and the freedom from
pests was a decided advantage.

On the conclusion of the exhibition of
the fruit the governor-general,
Grey, was presented with a case of the
British Columbia apples.

Among the practical advantages of
the convention was the fixing of a
standard box for apples. This was de-
cided upon to conform with the box
now used in this province. At the
same time a stadard barrel for apples
was fixed, being put at 28 inches in
height.

After a visit through the eastern
states, Mr. Grant was more than pleas-
ed with the Dominion of Canada. The
advantages in favor of the fruit grow-
er were all on the side of the Domin-
ion. But with respect to Canada the

east was away behind the province of
!British Columbia. He says that there
| is noticeable a very strong inclination
on the part of those living in the east
to come out and settle in British Col-
umbia, the advantages being realized
by them to be all on the side of the
| west. The freedom from fruit tree
pests in this province is a °strong in-
ducement to the eastern horticultur-
ists to get out to the west. In addi-
tion to that there is the advantage of
an equitable climate ‘which those in the
eastern parts of the Dominion fully
ralize is of the greatest importance.

Mr. Grant has come back thoroughly
in love with the work which is done
by the Tourist Association. A jvisit to
New York satisfied him that the work
was a most important one. Going to
the Northern Pacific offices in that city
he sought information respecting the
city of Victoria for the benefit of some
friends. He found the little booklet
“Victoria the Beautiful.” This publi-
| cation had a great effect upon those
whom he showed it to. He feels sat-
isfied now that there is a splendid
work done, by this class of literature,
and all he lamented was that there was
not more information distributed.
Other centres in Washington state
were well represented by literature of
a catchy character, but the little publi-
cation from Victoria seemed to have
exactly the information desired. Mr.
Grant is a firm believer now in the
Tourist Association.

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IMPORTANT DEAL IN
CITY REAL ESTATE

Williams Block Has .Changed Hands—

Healthy Sign in Connection With
Victoria Property.

Theé enterprising firm of D. Spencer,
Limited, feeling every - confidence in
the development of trade and a sharp
advance in real estate in this city, ef-
fected the purchase Thursday after-
noon of the Williams block, adjoining
the Times block. The purchase of the
property was through the agency of P,
R. Brown, Limited, of Broad street.

The block purchased has a frontage
on Broad street of thirty-six feet. It
is four streys high at the front. The
lot extends back 120 feet, and an iddi-
tion continues in the rear of the prop-
erty occupied by the Times. It thus
adjoins the present Spencer block. The
latter part of the property is 20 feet by
30 feet, the latter being the width of
the Times block. On it there is a sub-
stantial brick building three storeys
high.

Chris. Spencer, when seen on Fri-
day with respect to the purchase, said
that the immediate intention of the
firm was to cut through the walls,
making a connection with the three
storey building adjoining their present
premises. This would be used in con-
nection with the ladies’ mantle and
dressmaking departments. The firm
inteaded, he said, according to the pre-
sent plans, to utilize the building for
manufacturing purposes in these de-
partments. The connection can be
made directly with this section of the
big store now devoted to the ladies’
clothing. More room was required, -and
this would relieve the situation for the
present.

Mr. Spencer says that at present the
firm has no intention of interfering
with the part of the premises fronting
on Broad street. If trade, which at the
present time is most promising, con-
tinues to develop, the firm may find it
necessary to extend their premises to
occupy that part also of the recent
purchase.

He thinks that the conditions in the
city warrant the purchase of such a
property, and indicates that the firm
may dispose of tne four storey part
fronting on Broad street and retain
the back part, which might all be
utilized in connection with the big
store.

The price paid by the firm of D.
Spencer is not announced, but is re-
ported to have been about $25,000..

Independent of the four storey block
on Broad and the three storey building
adjoining the Spencer block there is a
very large area of the préperty having
on it only a single storey structure.
This could all be hrought into connec-
tion with the present store premises.

The purchase is another of the
healthy signs in connection with_real
estate in the city of Victoria. It indi-
cates that the business firms are well
satisfied that there is to be an advance
in real estate as a result of. the in-
creasing attention which the city is at-
tracting. No house in Victoria is in a
better position to know the true con-
ditions of trade than that of D.
Spencer. In the purchase of a large
block for the extension of their pre-
mises they have shown that business
is rapidly sgrowing. This is all the
more marked in view of the fact that
the present premises occupied by the
firm were constructed within very re-
cent time, «nd were built with a view
to affording accommodation for the
future. That the premises should so
soon be found cramped speaks well
alike for the firm and for the city.

TUBERCULOSIS CONVENTION,

Dr. Fagan Presents Report Before Gath-
ering at Ottawa.

The sixth annual meeting of the Cana-
dian Association for the Prevention of

| Consumption and other forms of tuber-

culosis was held in the railway committee
room of the House of Commons at Otta-
wa on March 28th and 29th. Hon. C. Ww.
Edwards, president, ‘was in the chair.
There was a very large gttendance of
ladies and gentlemen. His Excellency
the Governor-General was present. Dr.
Fagan was there from this city.

Reports were a!so given on the opening
day from Ottawa, Hamilton, Victoria, B.
C., Truro, N. 8., St. Francis, Que., To-
ronto, Summerside, Charlottetown, ». E.
1., and other places.

Dr. Fagan, medical health officer for
British Columbia, spoke of the progress
of the movement in that province. He
said, notwit}1standing the fact that thou-
sands of pamphlets had been distributed
in the province, the most elementary
knowledge about the treatment of the
disease existed among the people. He
had suggested the setting apart of one
Sunday in the year, when the clergymen
from their respective pulpits would
preach upon the prevention and cure of
consumption, and the idea had been gen-
erally adopted in British Columbia. Dr.
Fagan acknowledged feeling a sense of
discouragement because the association
had not made greater headway in the five
years of its existence. People were dying
daily from consumption, and it was said
the association was accomplishing no-
thing.

Dr. Fagan submitted the report of the
committee appointed to consider the best
means for overcoming the public pre-
judice against hospitals for consump-
tives. It was pointed out that as the
sputem of a consumptive patient is the
most dangerous source for the propaga-
tion of the disease, in view of the cg‘e
taken in the hospitals as to its disposi-
tion, there was absolutely no danger to
the outside public. This was the opmnion
of some of the greatest authorities in all
parts of the world. The report was
adopted.

A few days ago Chief
Langley was informed that the game
of poker was being openly played in
many of the saloons of the city. He
immediately warned them that his in-
structions were to strictly enforce the
'aw and that if gambling was discover-

ship Mayor Morley was waited upon
by representative liquor dealers this
morning. They wanted to know wheth-
er ‘“poker” was giambling. according
to his definition of the term. In pre-
senting the case for his consideration
it was stated that the games played
were of a friendly nature, that there
was no “kitty”’ or ‘“‘jack-pot” made up
of coin of the realm, and, in fact, that
as played it was a game of gkill and a
perfectly innocent pastime.

In his 'reply Mayor Morley stated
that his instructions to the chief were.s|
explicit and in his mind clear.

Continuing, he explained that he did
not wish to be arbitrary. All he had |
to say was that the laws had to be
carried out, and, of course, he couldn’t
go beyond that. He believed that all
the responsible saloon men would be
working in their own interests if they
evinced a desire to fall'in. with the
evident wishes of the majority of the
community. As long as they took ad-
vantage of every opportunity to break
the regulations there would be a strong
public sentiment against them. He re-
commended that the more influental
firm should unite in.the effort to elim-
inate the objectionable practices for
their own protection.

Members of the delegation acknow-
ledged the force of this argument.
They protested, however, that the game
of poker as played could not possibly
come within the terms of the act, and
wanted to know the position the Mayor
took upon the matter.

He vromised to give it his considera-
tion and reiterated the statement that
his instructions to Chief Langley were
to see that gambling, as defined by the
regulations, should be suppressed un-
conditionally.

Later on His Worship had a confer-
ence with Chief Langley. The latter
stated .that he had warned the saloon
men. Poker, he said, could nqat be
termed gambling if there were no
stakes or if the house derived no mate-
rial benefit. Upon sugzestion, however,
he agreed to write the city solicitor,
obtain a concise statement as to what
“gambling,” as defined by the criminal
code, was, and have copies sent to all
local liquor dealers in order that there
might be no possibility of a misunder-
standing in the future. \

APPEALS HEARD IN

Argument has been concluded in the
Full court now sitting in Vancouver in
the appeal in E. & N. vs. McGregor. The
appeal, as previously mentioned, was one

. from the judgment of Mr. Justice Martin,

who decided that the defendant was en-
titlec under the™E. & N. Settlers Rights
Act to the land claimed by him. Judg-
ment has been reserved by the Full
court.

The appeal in the case of E. & N. vs.
Hoggan has been dismissed in the Full
court. This arises out of the E. & N.
Settlers Rights Act passed at the session

{ of the legislature in 19803-1904. The appeal

was taken from a decision of Mr. Justice
Irving given in' Chambers. The plaintiff
company took the ground that the de-
fendant could not take action as there
had already been ‘an appeal to the Privy
Council in connedtion with his applica-
tion for ‘the' land claimed.

As a result of his recent trip and of
having met' while away many old Vic-
toria beys, several of them in promin-
ent positions, Herbert Cuthbert, the
secretary of the Victoria Tourist Asse-
ciation, has conceived possibly one of
the best schemes that has yet been
thought of for advertising the city. In
brief his proposition is this: - To secure
the addresses of all former Victorians,
arrange for a celebration, say some
time this fall, extend an invitation to
all to attend it,’ and incidentally see
the improvements which have recently
been. made here. By way of encour-
agement special rates from all railway
companies might be obtained.

Mr. Cuthbert considers the scheme
one that will commend itself to every
Victorian, and he hopes to get the sup-
port of all in carrying it out. He does
not advance it-as a fine theory to be
discussed and then dropped, but as a
practical proposition, of which he will
at -once take hold. The Tourist Asso-
ciation, he says, will back him up in
the matter, and with the proper en-
couragement from other seources the
thing can be put on a swing at once.
Mr. Cuthbert, therefore, asks that
friends or relatives of Victorians in
other cities leave the addresses alluded
to at his office. A collection of all may
then be made and when plans mature
and the reunion has been arranged. as
also the question of rates has been set-
tled, the parties whose addresses are
on hand can be communicated with and
literature sent them for distribution.

It has been suggested that the re-
union might be held on an auspicious
occasion such as the Dominion Trades
‘and Labor Congress, Ywhen there will
be in Victoria several hundred dele-
gates representing that body from all
parts of Canada, or when the annual
agricultural exhibition is held.

Mr. Cuthbert considers the advertis-
ing the city would receive by this
movement would be the best that could
be obtained. On many of his periodical
jaunts made in different directions in
the interests of the Tourist Associa-
tion, he has met a great number of
former Victorians who still have a
warm spot in their hearts for their old
city, and he does not think they would
require much urging to help the city
a very great deal. But they should bha
brought here, he thinks, in order that
they may see the progress that has
been made and to give them a greater
impression of what Victoria is to-day.
Therefore there could not possibly be
any better means of accomplighing this
than by the plan mentioned. It is a
matter in which every Victorian hav-
ing a relative or friend abroad should
enter with a peculiar zest. In this way
a support is assured without any spe-
cial influence being brought to bear.
Mr. Cuthbert intends taking the pro-
ject up with Mayor Morley.

He got the idea when last in San
Francisco from talking with Tudor J.
A. Tiedeman, a former Victorian, who
is now general agent of the Scottish
Union and National Gas Company ofl
that city, who holds a lucrative posi-
tion and one of much influence.

—Four hundred and ninety thousand
trees were inspected at the Dominion
government fumigating station at
Vancouver, in charge of Inspector T.
Wilson, during the month of March.
He expects to have- eight hundred
thousand trees go through his depart-
ment this month. Five carloads are on
the way to Alberta, and more have
been received which will also be ship-
ped there. Mr. Wilson states that the
recent frosts did very little damage ex-
cept to a few Japanese palm trees and
some rose bushes.

CRUSHED TO DEATH.

William N. Campbell Instantly Killed
in 'Logging Camp.

New Westminster,
yesterday morning Willlam Norman
Campbell, a well known resident of
Port Moody, lost his life in an acci-
dent at Ben Roberts’ camp, on. the
north side of the Inlet. Shortly after
daylight Campbell and the foreman of
the camp went to the rollway at the
water’s edge to loosen and start a jam
of logs that had resulted because of the
low water of the last few days. Camp-
bell was working on the skid in front
of the jam when the logs loosened and
bearing down upon him toppled him
over. He struck the skid on his should-
ers and two heavy logs rolled over and
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pinned him down, Kkilling him in-
stantly.
News of the accident was at once

sent to Port Moody and the coronér,
Capt. Pittendrigh, and Chief Constable
Sprain, of this city, were notified of
the sad occurrence. The officials pro-
ceeded to the scene without delay and
an inquest was held at Port Moody to
which place the remains were convey-
ed. The jury empannelled returned a
verdict of accidental death, no blame
being cast on anybody.

The deceased was well-known in this
city, where he was connected with the
fire brigade for a number of years. He
was a native of Ayrshire, Scotland,
and was 46 years of age, having arriv-
ed in this district 15 years ago. Since
his arrival he has been engaged in the
logging business, except while with the
local fire brigade. He was a promin-
ent Orangeman and was at one time a
