PREVENTED A TERRIBLE
DISASTER ON RAILWAY

Passengers Tell of Recent Accident at

Ingolf--Gen. 0’Grady-Haly Will Be
Succeeded By a Canadian.

Winnipeg. Aug. 15.--Five cars of the
ill-fated harvesters’ special, which was
wrecked near Ingolf iast night, arrived
in the city this morning, bearing about
500 men snd the maimed and wounded.
John Corwm, fireman, of Ret Portage,
was the first to be carried out, and was
the most badly injured of the quartette
of sufferers. An elderly man, James
Craig. was the next. He sustained a
severe cut on his head; the others were
earried out, but did not look so bad, and
a few days in the hospital will be suffi-
c¢ient to put them into comparatively
good shape once more. Fireman Corwin
was pinned to the ground by the driving
wheel of the locomotive as it toppled
over. His leg will not be saved. The
passengers talked freelv of the accident,
and said that the two men who were
killed were standing on the platform of
the first car at the time. Had they
been inside the car they wonld probably
not have lost their lives. There were
some 75 men in the car, which was all*
smashed wup, and the wonder is that
more of the passéngers were not killed
or injured, as the car went clear over
the embankment about 30 feet in height.
There were 17 ears in the train in all,
and of these four went over the em-
bankment, and one is derailed on the
side of the track. The passengers give
the brakemen great credit for their
promptness in applying the air brakes
and stovping the train. It was this, they
said, which prevented a great disaster.

— The
state department is awaiting a reply
from Mr. Rockhill as to the date of the
signing of the protocol, as the disposal
of the subject will pave the way to tak-
ing up the question of new commercial
treaties with China and facilitate other

protocol. .

Whether the present treaty relations
with China are sufficient or an entirely
new fabric will be required depends
considerably upon the terms of the pro-
tocol,

It is expected that this docyment will
be forwarded by mail by Mr. Rockhill,
and not until it is in hand will the au-
thorities feel like reaching a final de-
termination as-to the scope of negotia-
tions on gsuch new commercial treaty
The
protocol itself appears to contemplate
the creation of an international board to
sit probably at Shanghai, and to have
charge of certain details of commercial
relations between the powers and China.

THE BEX-CLIPPER.

No Il;)pes That She Can Ever Be
Raised.

With the sinking of the Islander in
Lynn canal one of the swiftest and most
palatial boats on thd Pacific coast passed
into oblivion, with no hope of her ever
being raised, Where she sank there is a
depth of 40 fathoms of water and when
it is considered that it is impossible to
work below 12 fathoms it will be seen
that the doom: of the unfortunate liner is
sealed forever. She was fully insdvred,
however, and her loss will therefore not
be felt by the owning company exeept in
the excellent service which she provided
and for whieh it will be difficult to find
another vessel to uphold her record for
speed and comfort. Her hull iies at the

, southern cl_ld of Douglas island and oppo-
i-tite Taku inlet, from which place comes

an incessant flow of bergs one of which
was responsible for the disaster. Her
loss is a proof of the necessity for double-
bottom boats for service on this coast,
although im-point of censtruction the Isl-
ander was a splendid ship. Her hull
was .coustructed of the best of steel. It
was provided with three collision bulk-
heads, one forward, one amidships and

VICTORIA IS FAVORED,
VIDE WEATHER REPORT

Does Not Get Sweltering Heat Waves
Like Other Communities—Not Warm
Enough'For Men’s Shirt Wa'sts.

This city has been singularly blessed

in its immumity ‘from the sweltering heat’
which: makes -life a ‘burden -in manyof |-

the less fortunate communities.: In fact
on the, authority ‘of the *weather 'man,”
Mr. Baynes Reed, it can be stated that
Vietoriu' has. had no hot weather this
vear. No one will dispute- the fact that
it has been warm, but according to
meteorological statistics this favored
eommunity is an Eden for uniform sum-
mer temperature.

A “glance dt the figures’ would appear

to col’wmcé one’ ‘that ench 'year sees. a
decrease in t‘le mu\lmum femperature
of heat, that Is, during the past three
years at least. |

In’ 1899 the thermcmeter registered
90.1. degrees, and those who remember
that period “will appreciate the present
delightful weather.

In July last year the highest mark
reached was 79.6, while this year the
maximum, has been 76.78. There is a

strong. possibility that Vietoria may get |

it stronger yet, but the community will
fervently hope that the mercury  will
remain: where it is for a while. “Ordin-
arily, the hottest month of the year
has been July. Not often has August
entered ‘into” formidable competition, al-
though in 1898 it went 88 in August,
and 85.5 in.the previous year.
latter period was an exceptional one, as
in May as high as 83 was registered.
Victoria really gets no heat waves. The
period of extreme warmth may be'called
a heated term. :
The real article in this respect is felt

in the interior ‘localities, or, at this time, -

between the ranges in the western part
of the United States. Washington, how-
ever, has had it with a vengeance, the
maximum being 102 the "other day at
Walla Walla.. It may appear strange
that there are so many heat prostrations
in New York and the Eastern American
cities when 90 degrees 38 registered,

while in many other localities, partieu-.

larly in the West, very féw cases occur.
Mr. Reed attributes these rather to viti-
ated atmosphere than to the heat, and
in explanation points out that on. the
plains, for instance, swhere the heat is
very- intense, one never hears of heat
proatratlons.

Enlarging Graaby Smelter.

A dispatch from Grand Foiks
Good progress in the work of enlarging
the Granby smelter is being made. La-
bor troubles in the United States, how-
ever, have delayed the completion of
some of the machinery. Onec carload of
electrical machinery arrived this- week,
and two additional earloads with other
machinery is expected before Saturday.

The power house is being enlarged, and
the extended foundations have been
¢ompleted. The power plant wili be in-
creased by a 250 hunu»po“u heorizoatal
turbin water wheel and, a 250 horse-
power electric generator directly connect-
ed with the water wheel, makirg a to-
tal of 859 horse-power developed for the
use of the smelter. This is exclusive
tal of 850 horse-power developed for the
city of Grand Forks, the total power
thus developed on the Kettle river being
1,090 horse-power. There will also be
cdded an additional triplex power pump,
which will supply an additional 750.000
gallons of wataer daily for granulating
the slag, and for the water-jackets,

The enlargement of the furnace bniid-
ing is alse in progress. It will con
tain two furnaces, making the total ca-
pacity 1,300 tons*daily. The new No. 5
gyratory criisher in the ‘sampling works
will increase the >rushing capacity 1,000
tons. daily. =

The converter building now being erect-
ed- will- be a steel Gre-proof - structure
160x68 feet, and will contain two stands
of converters of the horizontal barrel
type. The shells will be 72 inches in
diameter by 100 inches in length. Each
stand will haye three exiras hells. This
Luilding willf contain a forty-ton elec-
trie avelling crane for handling the
shells and matte: in another portion -of
the building will be a twenty-ton rever-
beratory tilting fu-nace. The converters
as well ‘as the tilting .furnace will ‘also
be operated by hydraulic power.

Nearby ,the converter building wiil be
the engine room, in which will be locat-
ed the blowing engine for blowing the
converters; also the hydraulic  pump
which will furnish the pressure to oper-
ate the various machines in the converter
bailding. The blowiaz onzine will be
run by a belt from a 20 horse-poweg al-
ternating motor. It is of the power type;
has an air eylinder 36x36 inches, and
has a special unloading device attached
so that when the pressure reaches a
maximum of 12 pounds, the yvalyves are
go arranged that they remain open and
no power is consumed when the converter
is not using air. This unloading device
was especially built for the Granby Com-
pany. and has never '‘been used on any
low pressure blowing engine used for
converter purposes,

He
himself measured or weighed the sugar,
coffee, etc. Sometimes the 14 pound loaf
is not divided equally into thirds, but
an extra loaf is kept by from which to
cut slices should any one's portion be
under weight. He is furnished with no
paid assistance in this department ‘of
the prison; all iuside work must bé done
by prison labor. ‘Six mén, four inside,
including himself, and two outsidé and
the matron, constitute the jailstaffi=Only
one guard is. on duty at one time .a% a
rule. Two are on duty from 6.30 t6 7
a.m., while the men are washing. Wit-
ness generally comes in about 8 a.m. He
has no definite hours, lut does not leave
till 4 p.m., remaining away then till 6
p.m., and again away in the evening for
an hour or two. The hours are prac-
tically the same as when he entered the
service on June 1st, 1888,

He inspects the bread and meat fre-
quently aud weighs them. ' The ten
ounces of raw meat per man allows for
shrinkage in cooking' and for = bose.
Formerly, only eight ouaces were allow-
ed. The men in the chain gang and
trusties are full rations men; those con-
fined to the cells, or awaiting trial, half-
1ations, Three times a week they get
The number of men in the
meat. Therse is no system of guards
for watching the exterior of the jail.
There is no means of preventing any
outsider coming up to the windows.
Those of the women’s ward, jait kitch-
en and laundry are all easily accessible,
the latter two being quite low.

Respecting the attendance at the
chapel service, May Evans and Rose
Gaylord were never there at service.

ANSWERS TELEGRAM

MINERS WHO HAND GOLD
TO OFFICE GET REBATE

Question Still Opén as fo Whether Re-
fund: Will Be Issued to Companies
Which Mine the Dust.

At 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon the
minister of finance received a reply from
Hon. Clifford Sifton_to the Jong dispatch
sent.the minister of the interior, asking
for further information in regard to the
issuing of a rebate here, and priticularly
with regard to the offer of the N. A, T
Company, through Sezr:tary Srowdon, te
sell their gold in Victoria. The question
putyfo the minister of the interior by the
department of finance was whether the
rebate would apply to mercantile and
trading companies bringing their gold to
the assay office here.

In reply to this question the minister
of the interior replies that *‘the refund
applies to miners only, who in person
band gold to assay office, sccompanied
by certificates that royalty thereon has
been paid.”

While this seems to be conclusive in
regard to gold obtained by the N. A. T.
Company in the way of trade, it still
leaves open the question of a rebate to
that and similar compauies on gold which
they have themselves mincd, snd on
which they have pml a royalty. The
N. A. T. Company is not only an im-
mense trading and transpoitation com-
pany; it is also an extensive minring com-
pany, and is to-day operating several of
the richest properties in the nerth. It is
estimdted by a. gentleman who has re-
cently returned from Dawson to Victoria
that the N. A. T. Company wiil have a
clean-up of betwz=en $300,000 and $600,-
000 from their claims on the Dawson
creeks. Upon <he gold obtained from
these properties the company in question
will have to pay the regulation five per
cent. royalty. and should they present
their certificates at the local ireasury
through a properly accredited officer of
the organization, it is difficull to see
how the payment of the one per cent.
rebate could be refused. This is the
view taken by the officials of the depart-
ment of finance, and 1t will doubtless
form the subject of further communiea-
tion with Ottawa as company certificates
of royalty havinz been paid, may be
presented to the department at any time.

In his telegram of yesterday the min-

{ ister also conveyed authority to the loeal

government to accept a voucher from the
gold commissioner at White Horse in
lieu of the certifizate of roya'ty. It has
been the practice of the commissioner
there to retain the proper certificate and
issue a memorandum to the miner, and
the treasury had some hesitancy about
accepting this as a proper certtificate.
The necessary authonty has, however,
been given and henceforward there will
be no question on the point.

BUYING MACHINERY
; FOR DAWSON CREEKS |

Miner From the North in the City
Tells of the Conditions in the
Northern Camp.

J. R. McGovern, a business man of
Dawson, arrived from the North yester-
day on business in connection with the
shipping into the Klondike' of several
large consignments of mining machinery
which will be operated on' mining pro~
perties in the viecinity of Dawson.

This morning Mr. McGovern corrcbor-
ated the statement made in the Times a

was a great demand in the northern dis-
tricts, especially at Dawson, for mining
machinery, and that the strike at San
Franciseo was affecting in a most seri-
cus manner the shipm:nts of machinery.

This . article, according to Mr. Me-
Govern, is in very great demand at Daw-
son, and what is brought into the coun-
tiy is bought c¢p rapidly at enormous
prices. Those who had plants last year
are having their capacity mcreased this
y¥ear, while large numbcrs of new claims
are being opened up and consequently
machinery for the working of the pro-
perties is in great demand.

He is in the city, as mentioned here-
tofore, for the purpose of transacting
business in connection with the ship-
ments of machineryv. He will send North
two 100 horse-power boilers, comsigned-
to Joe Hansen, the well. known miner
who last year had a $36,000 plant con-

Mr. McGovern got a great deal of his
michinery from “‘the East but some is
chbtain at San Francisco.

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PARTING HONGR FOR
FIVANCE MINISTER

THE CIVIL SERVANTS
REMEMBER MR. TURNER

Youching Tribute to the Retiring Politi-
cian by the Officials of the Differ-
ent Departments in Province.

The company which gathered in the
legislative chamber yesterday evening in
sesponse to the invitation issued by the
civil servants of the province witnessed
a touching scene. It marked the formal
severance of those ties which bind a
public man, to the loyal officials upon
whom in his political ¢areer he has to
so largely depend. Yesterday's function
went even turther, for it indicated in a
public way the withdrawal from the po-
litical life of the province in which he
has long been a foremost figure of the
oldest of its contemporary statesmen.
Hon, John Herbert Turner, in the fifteen
wears of service which he has given to
British Columbia, has seen successive
schools cof politicians rise #nd fall: he
has seen political parties wane and pass
away; he has witnessed the rise of suc-
ceeding parties, and through it ali he has
enjoyed the rare good fortune of reiain-
ing supremacy with but.brief intervals.
He has even been summarily dismissed
from office and relegated to private life

under circumstances which led the great |

majority of men to believe that his sun

had set, only to be restored to place and

position. Finally he retires from publie
life to a pesition of honor and emolu-
ment “in peace,” as Macauv'ay said of

Warren Hastings, “after so much™ war-

fare; in honor after so much obloguy.”

But the men by whom he was sur-
rounded yesterday afternoon were not
the men associated with the exigencies
of his political carger, nor those whom
he was wont to fgze in debate on the
floor of the eham The majority of
those around hiny were men whom he
1ad known dep:n;‘}ment.)ll_v. anc. not po-
litically; many 6f them with baif as
white as his own, whose oflicial eareers
had extended ﬁn(-k for ‘nearly a quarter
of a century.. One or two, like the
reader of the address, entered the publie
service in the sixties. It was fitling that
the oldest of the public servants should
bear the parting well wishes of the staff
to the oldest of the ministers.

The ceremony took place at 5 o'cloek
in presence of a larg> compary. com-
posed principally of the members of the
civil service and their wives and friends.
His Honor the Liaat.-Governor presided,
and the following address was read by
the King's printer, Lieut.-Colonel Wol-
fenden:

To the Monorable John Herheri Turner,
M. P. P., Minister of Finance ana Agri-
culture of the I'rovince of British Col-
umbia:

Dear Sir:—In consequence of the an-
nouncement that it is your intention short-
i to retire from the importont o‘ce which
you have so long and so honorably filled,
the members of ithe civil service of the
province desire to express thoir regret at
your spproaching departare. The high es-
timation In which you are everywhere held
is shared by the officials of the govern-
ment to whom, through years of assocla-
tion, you have become endesred by your
Kindness of manner, uniform courtesy and
consideration of their jinterests.

Whilst expressing our regret at the
change which necessitates a severance of
these associations, we heartily congratulate
you on your accession to the officc of Agent
General in London, representing the prov-
sance in Great Britain. With your long resi-
dence In, and thorough knowledge of the
vast resources of, the . province, we feel
assured -that in the new sphere of useful-
ness you will fully exercise your abilities
for the advancement and general welfare
of the country. .

When the proposal was made to mark in
some appropriate way, our sentiments of re-
gard towards yourself, it met with an im-
mediate and enthuslastic responss; and it
’ls_ with a peculiar sense of pleasure that
we are able to convey to you the unanimous
expressions of esteem in whigh you are
held.

We cannot adeguately express in words
our appreciation of .the ralations which
have 8o long and o pleasantly existed be-
tween yourse!f and the members of the
<civil service. but we can cnly hope that
you may be fully convinced of the aarnest-
ness of our efforts to do you fitting honor
on this occasion. We therefore ask you
to kindly aceept the accompanying sou-
venirs.

1 can.assure
you, it is most painful to séver my long
connection with the . -public affairs of
the province, and I especinlly regret
that I have not been able to accomplizh
what has leng been on my mind, and
what I have taken great pains with, thai
is, the placing of the civil service of
British Columbia on a better footing, by
the“-passage through the legislature of
a civil service act. I am certain that

vantage to the provipmee, as well as to
the civil service. I think that the pas-
sage of such an act wquld to @ certain

extent remove the civil'service appoint-
{ ments from- the sphere df polities, which
! would be a desirable consmwinition, and
would benefit the province. I know
there are some members of. the lezisla-

ture who are not of the same mind as
[m,\'svh’ in regard to this, but if they
{had some practical - experience of _the
workings of the act. they would prob-
ably change their opinions.

“As it is now, a men¥ber of the legis-
lature feels that he has a certain amount:
of patronage, and when there is a va-
caney in the civil service In his district
he has applications from perhaps twenty
or more professed supporters. to met the
appointment. The result is only one ap-
plicant gets the billet. He and his
friends are satisfied, but nineteen others
and their friends are not sutisfied, and
at the end of the session of the parlia-
ment the member finds that his patron-
age has not resulted in any advautage,
but the opposite. This is, c¢i course,
placing the matter on the lowest prin-
ciple, but it is one of the reasons why
‘T feel that the province sbculd have a
civil service act. The way is now being
prepared for such an act, and my suc-
cesgor in office, whoever he may be, 1
hope will carry it out.

“I have always. and shall continue to
have great interest in the civil service,
the members of which, as a bedy. rank
high for ability and integrity, and com-
pare favorably wi‘n any province. colony
or country. that I know of, and it is
most important to keep the service up
to its present high standard. T canneot
see how this can be done, except by the
passage of a civil service act. This act
should provide, amongst other things,
some method of insurance, or other way
to provide for old age. and inability to
carry on work. - The best men  should
be employed in the serviee. they shounld
be well and properly paid. and  every
individual should feel a certain securjty
in his position o long as he carries out
his work with ability and integrity. 1
feel that those who have served tie pro-
vince faithfully in this  important
branch, should be protected in case of
inability, or old age. ‘The members of
the service should each feel it his daty
to devote the best of his life and work
to the service. It is impossible for any
civil servant to make a fortune, and at
some stage he must be unfit for work
or death may rob his family and de-
pendents of support. and what is 1o be
done except by legislation such as that
of which I have spoken,

“I feel gratified indeed ‘that members
of the service should remember me, as
they have done. and I shall long remem-
ber them. I hope that many of them
will rise in their departments and achieve
the higher positions, and if at any time
any of them should come to the OId
Country, it would be a great pleasure
indeed to me to welcome them, It is
also a great pleasure to me that this
handsome present and beautiful address
should be presented in this splendid
building, for in leaving British Colam-
bia—I hope not for ever— I am glad to
leave the civil servants in such commo-
dious offices. which ¢anuot he exceiled
on the continent, and I _feel that.
as a member of the zovernment, I had
some  hand in earrving out the vote
which resulted in their construction.

“You mest excuse me from sayving
more. My heart is Loo full. On behalf
of both myself and wife, I most sincere-
Iy thank you for your kindness.”

THE ICARUS SALED
FOR PANANA T0-DAY

CRUISER IS EN ROUTE
T0 THE QLD COUNTRY

New Zealand Government Dissatisfied
With Service From San Francisco
--Canadian Connection.

After serving out fher commission of
three years on- this station, H. M. 8.
Icarus, in command of Capt. George F.
S. Knowling, took her farewell departure
from Esquimalt shortly before 8 o'clock
this* morning. As heretofore mentioned,
the ship proceeds direct to Panama, ecall-
ing only at San Diego en route, On ar-
rival south she relieves the Phaeton in
guarding British interests during the
present trouble among the southern
states,

There being no ships in port other than
the torpedo destroyers, the farewell given
the crew of the’ Téarus “was not marked
by the usual ceremony, the only cere-
mony connected with the event being the_
manning of the rigging of the departing
man-of-war and the cheering of the
crews of the torpedo destroyérs as the
cruiser steamed ont of port.

There is little difference in size be-
tween the Icarus and the Shearwater,
the ship which, aceording to report, is
to relieve her on this station, In point
of tonnage the Shearwater is but 10 tons
the larger, that of the Iearus being 970
to the former's 980.. The Shearwater
is now at Sheerness,

PREFER CANADIAN STEAMERS.

Victoria may have direct .connection
with New Zealand again before very
Jong if the feeling of the government of
that country can be taken as a criterion
of a change. The vessels of the Canadian-
Aqstralian fleet formerly made Auck-
land a port of ecall but discontinued the
service because of the New Zealand gov-
ernment failing to renew the subsidy, for
the steamers.. After a lengthy article
complaining of the San Irauciseo ser-
vice, the New Zealand Times says: “Ex-
perience has shown that it was a mis-
take to allow the Vancouver service to
leave this country, It is true the gov-
ernment put both the Canadian company
and the Oceanic on the same terms as
regards subsidy and payment for the cai-
riage of mails; but when the Hanna-
Payne act was passed practically ex-
cluding the Union Steam$hip Company
from participation in the San Francisco
service, an effort ought to have been
made to retain the mail steamers on the
Canadian route, If a guarantee for a
period exceeding 12 months had been
offered to the Canadian company, the
Vancouver service would not have been
withdrawn. By allowing that service to
lapse the colony was at once placed at
the mercy of the Americans, and ex-
perience has junstified all the predictions
of those whe declared that the Oeceanic
company weould not give satisfaction un-
der ‘smch eirenmstances, Is it too late
to induce the Canadian-Australian Reyal
Mail Line of steamers to return to this
colony? We believe it possible, nay, in-
deed, probable, to rehabilitate the Van-
couver service and secure for British
mails and produects transmission on Brit-
ish . built ships. The Union Steamship
Company has entered into a: partnership
with the Canadian-Australian line and a
way ought to be devised whereby the
combination should be encouraged to
provide an’‘efficient, fast and regular set-
vice, The expseriment of last session, as |
Mr. Wilford said in the speech to which
we hayei alloded, has turned ont badly;
and we $rwst the government will before
the present session terminates enter into
an arrangement whereby we may be as-
sured of speedy and regular communica-
tion with America and Great Britain,
The Canadian Pacific mail route, which
we-have long advocated as the comple-
ment of the ‘all red” Pacific cable line
now so mear realization, ought, if pos-
sible, to be again extended to this coun-
try and the eompany encouraged to put
on better and faster steamers.” g
MANCRESTER'S REMALR'S FOUND

A San Francisco dispatch says: “The
missing ship Manchester, which sailed
from New York on the 23rd of last
August with a cargo of kerosent for
Yokohama, has been found Dbeyond a
reasonable doubt. She lies a total wreck
on.the deserted island of Pikar, in the
Marshal group. How many persons sur-
vived the loss of the vessel is not known,
but it. is eertain that a woman and her
children landed on. the island. Their
footprints remain on the sands of the
beach. The Manchester was a four-
mastéd, steel ship of 2,850 tons register,
commanded by Capt. F. Clemens. She
was posted missing in Lloyds on May
15th, of last. year, after 90 per cent, re-
insurance had been prid on her,

ing of the wreck. The writer says: ‘A
mysterions shipwreck wrs reported from
Sydney, N. 8. W., July' 18th, by Capt.
Henry, of the island trading steamer
Archer, which recently touched at Jaluit,
one-of the Marshal group. Here il was
learned that the island tracding eutter
belonging to a German firm at Jaluit
had found parts of the hull of a large
ship._ and over 409 cases of kerosene
strewn aleng the shores of Pikar Island.
The island is uninhabited, but in walk-
ing along the beach the erew of the cut-
ter canld across footprints and traces
which showed that some one had heen
there. Among the footprints weré those
bf a “‘mnu and several children. The
conclusion arriyed at was that a portion
ef the shipwreckad erew had landed on
the island, the survivors inclnding the
eaptein’s wife and family. Marks on
the beach algo disclosed the fact that two
boats yere hauled vp on the beach and
were ‘Rabscquently laanched.

by fire was reeeived. Now what is
bothering the speculators is this: Did
they win because the vessel airived at
her destination, or did they iose because
of her loss after her arrival? The ques-
tion will not be solved until further ad-
vices are received from Honolulu in
answer to queries ‘made by the specnlat-
ors, anl if it is found that the vessel
had completed her vovage, the gamblers
who risked money 'on her arrival’ will,
have lost., while, on the other hand, if
the vessel was merely Iying off the port
and had not formailly completed her trip.

DISASTER NARROWLY AVERTED, |

A calamity that might have sent two
ships to the bottom came within an ace
of occurring on the voyage the steamer
City of Puebla completed this afternoon;
The ship' was on her way from San
Francisco to this port and in the dense
fog which prevailed throughout the voy-
age a southbound eraft was not ob-
served approaching early yesterday

Puebla at uncomfarably * close range,
When she loomed up ont of the dark on
the port quarter she threw terror into
nearly every man on deck. The Puebla
was immediately brought to g, standstill,
just in time to aveid a collision, which
if it had happened would have resulted,
some believe, in the loss of both vessels,
The name of the stranger could not be
made out in the fog, it being 2 o’clock
in the morning and very dark at the
time,

The TPuebla encountered very
water throughout tha trip, and nearly
everyone on board was stricken with
seasickness, one little girl being so ill
that her life was despaired of. The
steamer carries a non-union crew on this
trip, but is having no difficulty in dis-
charging her cargs, of which she has 130
tons for Victoria, Her saloon passen-

H. Price, George Jay, Chief Watson,
Joseph Peirson, C. E. Redfern, C. H.
Lugrin; Thomas Hooper, Lindley Crease
and Secretary Moresby.

After the usual formalities, communi-
cations were read from the fraternal or-
ganizations in reply to those from the
secretary asking them if they contem-
piated participating in the forthcoming
celebration,

The Native Sons, Court Columbia

They were
given an entirely free hand in this re-
spect, provided they do not exceed their
apnropriation of $4,000.
