Says the London Daily Hem-.—Since 
the Act paaeed for the «urprawion of baby- 
farming, no such revelation of infant mor­
tality ha« been made as that officially re­
ported to the guardian» of St. George’», 
Han over-square. The ladiee of the-Con­
vent of St Vincent de P»nl, Carlisle 
street, Westminster, keep an orphanage, 
and of 489 infanta under a year old admit­
ted into it between Jane, 1869, and last 
November, 402 have died, 10 remain, and 
77 have "been removed/' At the end of 
August last the Local Government Board 
sent Mr. Ballard to inspect the institution 
and he reported that of 53 infante received 
since June, 1876, 44 had died in the house 
and one after removal from it, and of the 
efght survivora fire remained in the estab­
lishment. The cause of this terrible des­
truction of life seems to have been that 
the charitable women who managed the 
institution had undertaken a task for 
which they had neither proper conveni­
ence» nor sufficient mesne of procuring > 
what the children needed. The children 

taken in from diatresaeâ families, had 
-already suffered deprivations, and careful 
wet-nursing was required in many cases 
to restore them.

The rector of Landulph, Cornwall, is at 
variance with his parishioners, and from 
time to time has annoyed, them by ineti- 
tuting suits. One action was for the price 
of a surplice, a second for washing the 
plice, others for rent of glebe-iand, and 
another for a fee for erecting a tombstone,
It was proved in the course of trial that he 
had put a notice on the church-door, call­
ing the tenants “land beggars.” The 
judge remarked that it was no wonder he 
had raised a hornet's nest about himself, 
and non-suited him because the Agricul­
tural Holdings Act required twelve mouths 
notice to tenants, and he had given only 
six. The fee for erecting a tombstone was 
disallowed, because neither contract iffir 
custom was proved. The rector had c»m- 
menceiLiharging fees because he said he 
believed “"Dizzy Would make another leap

Editorial Correspondence.>F

Fredericton, Feb. 8th. 

After a very comfortable ride over 
the Intercolonial Railway at night and 
a journey at the rate of twelve milee an 
hour over the consolidated E. & N. A. 
Railway to Fredericton Junction a 
number of North Shore people were 
glad .to get out of the dilapidated cars of 
the latter line and reach the Capital an 
hour after over the Fredericton road, 
last evening. We wondered why the 
Watchman man, who seems *to have 
bien specially ordained for the mission 
of abusing railways, had selected the 
well-managed Intercolonial as the ob­
ject on which to pour out the vials of 
his wrath, to the neglect of a more de­
serving road— especially when he is in 
so good a position to speak of the 
merits of the wretched “ Western Ex­
tension. ” 
now in sparing it.

This being the first day of the Legis­
lative Session it cannot be expected that 
its record will present any great variety 
to interest the general reader, and the 
channels of intelligence having not yet 
opened up to any appreciable extent, 
either socially or politioaUy, my readers 
will, no doubt, characterise what I may 
have to write in the same terms as Mr. 
Covert did the “ Speech” last session, 
by pronouncing it “ a meagre bill of 
fare.”

As is usually the case in winter, the 
Hotels are filled to their utmost capacity 
and the Barker House proprietors were 
obliged to decline scores of applications 
for accommodation, while the Queen and 
other houses also had their share of 
surplus chances to dispose of rooms.

The ptreets presented a decidedly 
animated appearance to-day, the wea­
ther—especially as the hour for opening 
the Legislature approached—being de­
lightful. There was a fair display of 
showy teams speeding about together 
with a lot of the shabby-genteel and 
dilapidate! class which can only be 
found in this goodly city, where aged 
vehicles, if not the admiration of the 
populatien, are treated with a respect 
and consideration worthy of their years. 
After dinner it was announced that some 
difficulty with bandsmen, which had 
threatened to interfere with the musical 
element in the opening programme had 
been overcome—a sufficient sum per 
man to wake their slumbering loyalty 
having been promised—so that the city 
breathed easier and felt that nothing 
would be lacking to render the proceed­
ings at 3 o’clock worthy of the occasion.

Heretofore there has been such crowd­
ing about the entrance to the Legislative 
buildings on opening days by the * ‘ great 
unwashed” that it was positively 
pleasant for either ladies or gentlemen 
to pass in and out and I have seen the 
lobbies and upper chamber vestibule so 
packed with humanity in dirty, ragged 
and odoriferous clothing that members, 
of the Lower House have been prevent­
ed by the jam from waiting upon the 
Lieutenant Governor when commanded 
to do so. To-day, however, there was 
a creditable change, the city policemen 
being on duty aided by special police­
men in regulating admissions and keep- 
ing the passages and lobbies sufficiently 
clear to admit of those movements which 
once puzzled Hon. Mr. Willis so much, 
viz., ingress, egress and regress.

THE OPENING.
His Honor arrived at three o’clock 

precisely. He was saluted by Capt. 
Beckwith’s Field Battery, two guns 
having been placed for the purpose in 
front of the buildings, and by an in­
fantry guard of honor, composed of 
members of the 71st Battalion and

DELAYS IN FORWARDING PRIVATE BILLS.

The Provincial Secretary brought up 
the subject of the introduction of Pri­
vate Bills, which are generally kept 
back so as to delay the session material­
ly. He gave St. John a quiet rap over 
the knuckles for the customary lateness 
with which its Corporation measures are 
forwarded and it is to be hoped that our 
esteemed, friends Mayor Smith, Clerk 
Peters and the other members of “ the 
St. John Parliament” will take the 
hint. It is* a fact that while country 
people, like ourselves, get their bills 
ready with fear and trembling lest they 
may be an hour or a day late, those 
dashing city men get their bills up when 
it suits their convenience and a half 
dozen of them come to the Capital with 
long faces and good clothes on and, after 
attending church with the pious 
bers of the Bills Coipmittee—who are 
largely the majority—they succeed in 
having their flimsy excuses for their 
tardiness accepted and after their neglect 
and laziness are condoned their bills are 
put through and they go back to St. 
John laughing in their sleeves at the 
“pious frauds” they have perpetrated 
on the Legislative Magi. The Bills 
Committee know how their predecessars 
have been bamboozled by the excuses 
of Messrs. Smith, Peters and their pre­
decessors in office, but they seemingly 
cannot resist their blandishments and, 
as a consequence, St. John business is 
put through whenever it is convenient 
for its corporation representatives to 
present it. While speaking on the sub­
ject to-day the Secretary said that most 
of the Departmental Reports were ready 
and would be laid on the table as soon 
as the Address was passed, and he hoped 
that this bill matter would receive the 
attention it deserved.

THE SPEAKER CALLED AWAY.
After dinner to-day Dr. Dow, as Chair­

man of Supply took the Chair, the 
Speaker having been called to St. John 
on urgent private business.

A MATTER OF “INTERNAL ECONOMY.”
“ A little unpleasantness” came up 

for settlement right away. It appears 
that when the laie Mr. Keans died, his 
desk which is in a desirable location in 
the Chamber—next to that of the chief 
commissioner—was applied for by sever­
al members who were not in such good 
positions, Messrs. McLeod of Kings and 
Swim of Northumberland being among 
the applicants. When Mr. Marshall 
was elected he wrote to the Sergt.-at- 
Arms to put his name on the desk of 
his predecessor. But it appears that 
the Sergeant-at-Arms had promiséd it 
to Mr. McLeod, that gentleman’s appli­
cation being the first which reached him. 
Mr. Marshall, however, had the key of 
Mr. Keans’ desk but !when he went to 
unlock it the key would not fit and it 
was then found that Mr. McLeod’s desk 
had been put in place of it and that Mr. 
Marshall was expected to take the spot 
on the floor vacated by the member 
for Kings. The question was a delicate 
one and the pros and cons were debat­
ed, the opposition generally siding with 
Mr McLeod, who occupied Mr Keans’ old 
seat at the opening Mr. Marshal! taking 
the desk of Mr. Theriault who was ab­
sent and seconding the Address there' 
from. Last night or this morning how­
ever Mr. McLeod’s desk was moved 
back to its old place and the members 
as they arrived saw Marshall sitting in 
the contested seat, the Keans desk hav­
ing been placed there. Then Mr. Mc­
Leod was out of place and he sat in va­
cant seats until after dinner when Mr. 
Tweedie moved fora Committee to take 
into consideration the internal arrange­
ment of seats in the Assembly and 
Messrs. Tweedie, Baker, Murchie, Flew- 
elling and Bums were appointed. Sub­
sequently, while the Committee were 
out deliberating, Mr. Butler moved a 
resolution referring to the dispute and 
seeking to give the Committee power to 
settle it, but as the names of the dispu­
tants were included in the resolution it 
was deemed objectionable and Mr. 
Butler substituted another for it, which 
was that the Committee be authorized 
to hear and report to the House in re­
ference to any existing dispute to any 
seat in the House.

Soon after the passing of the above 
Mr. Tweedie reported from the Com­
mittee recommending that the practice 
heretofore prevailing of assigning by the 
Sergeant-at-Arras of vacant seats to the 
first applicant be adopted for the pre­
sent and future guidance of the House, 
provided that members >e-elected may 
retain their seats and that Heads of De­
partments be accorded the customary 
privileges. The Report was adppted. 
This, of course, is an intimation that 
Mr. McLeod will have the seat in dis­
pute, and it does seem hard for Mr. 
Marshall to get properly into the place 
of his predecessor.

the Agricultural Report was to be print­
ed in French as well as in English.

The Secretary said he did not under­
stand the resolution referred to as direct­
ing the Government to do as the Hon. 
gentleman desireef.

Mr. Johnstone said he'claimed it was 
the duty of the Government to have the 
report referred to printed in French, 
thus according to the people speaking 
that language the same consideration 
they have in the Upper Provinces. 
What he asked was a small matter and 
the right of the French people.

The Secretary said he would give Mr. 
Johnstone an answer in due course.

Fredericton, Feb. 10th.
To-day has been quite an interesting 

one in the Legislature, the Address in 
Reply to the Speech having passed both 
Houèes without division, but not with­
out criticism. Dr. Dow, as Chairman 
of Supply being in the chair in the 
Speaker’s absence, could not move the 
address, and there was some speculation 
as to who would take hiaplace. Mean­
time the business of the morning went 
on slowly, as is usual in the earlier days 
of session.

which he has been wont to draw in mak­
ing points against the occupants of the 
Treasury benches, and, indeed, his 
speech, on this occasion, was marked by 
a tone of respectability and freedom 
from vindictive balderdash which was 
in pleasant contrast with the utterances 
of the gentleman who, in the last House, 
occupied Mr. Covert’s desk and position. 
He treated the Address as meagre in 
matter and measures and indicating 
that the Government had no policy save 
that suggested by himself and other 
gentlemen on the floors of the House. 
He was of opinion that Government 
only meant to humbug the people with 
the Railway Subsidies Act, in as much 
as that measure was now rendered in­
operative by the policy pursued. He 
claimed the Government had been in­
sincere in the matter from the first.

THE PROVINCIAL SECRETARY.
Hon. Mr. Fraser replied to Mr. 

Covert, his remarks being as follows :—
The Provincial Secretary said it seemed 

difficult to satisfy some hon. members.— 
Last year the leader of the Opposition 
found fault with the speech on the ground 
that it contained too much. Now it 
tained too little. He believed Mr. Covert 
had used the word humbug unadvisedly, 
and he would say that the Government 

ot humbugged the people in any mat­
ter. The hon. gentleman should have re­
membered the remarks made by members 
of the Government when the subsidies act 
was discussed, the financial condition of 
the Province was then fairly set forth. It 

stated that even if the $63,000 was not 
continued, the Province would be able to 
meet its railway obligations^ its unadjust­
ed claims were fairly met. He (the Secre­
tary) claimed what he then said held good 
now for onr unadjusted claims, which 
amount to between six and seven hundred 
thousand dollars still stand for settlement. 
He had stated at that time that the Jines 
completed would only be in fair progress 
by the time the next census was taken, 
which would probably give us an increase 
of subsidy to the extent of some $32,000. 
That would show that the Government did 
not expect to be called upon to provide for 
any money, more than a small part of the 
three hundred miles contemplated till 1881, 
for they did not and could not forsee that 
the Dominion Government would take a 
coarse that would force the matter ot railway 
construction by loaning the companies rails. 
Under the unforseen impetus thus given, 
however, all the subsidy authorized by the 
act was applied for in two years, and the 
Government found it had to decide be­
tween the suspension of its powers in re­
gard to the railways and running the risk 
of imperilling the ordinary services of the 
province. The Hon. Leader of the Op­
position would have the Government build 
the railways at the expense of those ser­
vices.

Mr. ('overt, “I say the Government 
should have foreseen the difficulties the 
secretary now pictures. It, however, made 
fish of one interest and flesh of another, 
according to locality, and then shuts down 
on the subsidy grants. ”

The Provincial Secretary maintained 
that the Government had foreseen all that 
men in their position could reasonably be 
expected to foresee. They could not fore­
see that the Dominion Government was 
going to step in with its additional rail 
subsidy. It was onlv reasonable for the 
Government to expect that a few of the 
shorter lines would be undertaken before 
1881, but when the others pushed forward 
it wa* prudent to let them wait till the 
result of our claims upon the Dominion 
Government was reached. The circum­
stances of the matter had l>een explained 
to the railway companies interested, and 
while the interests of his own connty, as 
well as that of the leader of the Opposi­
tion, were involved, he thought neither 
should press unduly for what ought not, 
on general grounds, to be done just now 
at all events. • He was especially in sym­
pathy with the case of the Richibucto 
company, and only regretted that he could 
not assist them just now. So far as the 
remarks of the hon. leader of the opposi­
tion on immigration were concerned, he 
thought if public men were to be expected 
to noticè and reply to charges which indi­
viduals might choose to make against them 
in the papers, their time would be occu­
pied to the neglect of more important con­
cerns. If any hon. gentleman thought 
there was anything in the charges referred 
to, he had only to move for proper enquiry 
into them and the Government, which 
challenged the closest investigation in the 
matter, would be willing to have the facts 
as they are go forth to the world. It is 

al to put the same words and ex­
pressions in the speech year after year, or 
His lioHor the Lieut.-Governor might have 
particularized to a greater extent on points 
referred to by the hon. member for 
Sunbury. All the reports will, however, 
be brought forward as usual, and with lit­
tle loss of time. These will show what 
has been done in the agricultural as well 
as other departments. He was glad to see 
that the hon. gentleman from Sunbury was 
still leader of the Opposition, although he 
had heard that the position had been as­
sumed by a St. John representative. That 
gentleman had some Farmers’ Leagues in 
ni» county, and he should not find fault 
with the proposed exhibition, for those 
bodies favored it, as he observed from a 
perusal of the report of their late meeting.

Mr. Covert said he did not want it to 
go abroad that he opposed the exhibition. 
What he believed was that it was but a 
small measure of justice to the important 
interest it was intended to serve.

The Secretary resumed, saying that the 
speech was not so barren of matter as the 
hon. gentleman tried to show. It 
tained reference to subjects of practical 
moment. The establishment of a muni­
cipal system was a matter that had been 
brought up before, it is true, but like that 
of Maritime Union, which Mr. Willis had 
advocated, it required that the people 
should be educated gradually up to a pro­
per appreciation of its importance in its 
bearing upon their interests. Some counties 
have adopted it and found it to work ad- 
yantageously, and others evidently desire 
it. The time had come, be believed, for 
the enactment of the measure proposed. 
The Government having been charged last 
session by-the hon. gentleman witn legis­
lating too much—was now accused by him 
with being barren in measures, so he was 
hard to please, but if he would suggest 
subjects on which measures were required, 
he felt that every reasonable facility would 
be afforded for furthering his views as well 
as those of the House generally.
MR. BUTLER THROWS HIMSELF OUT OF 

THE GOVERNMENT SHIP. *
Mr. Butler followed the Provincial 

Secretary, claiming that he could no 
longer support the Government in view 
of its slighting hie County (Queens) in 
the matter of the Central Railway and 
neglecting to give a Queens representa­
tive a seat in the Executive. It wae an 
insult, he said, to Queens County that 
а теat in the Government had not been 
offered to one of her members when a 
vacancy oocured at last election. He 
showed that while all the other counties 
in the province had been represented in 
the Executive from time to time,Queens 
had been slighted in that respect for 
nearly forty years, and while he had 
personally received every courtesy and 
consideration at the hands of the Gov­
ernment he felt that the course now 
taken by him was in accord with the 
wishes of his constituents.

During Mr. Butler’s remarks Mr. 
Ryan of Albert said it had been stated 
that he had lately been offered a seat in 
the Executive, but Mr. Butler said such 
an offer had never been made to him. 
MR. BURNS OPEN Я UPON THE GOVERN­

MENT
The gentleman who so actively repret 

sente Gloucester took the floor next to 
Mr. Butler. His remarks were as fol­
lows

Mr. Burns said it was always
matter to do what was expected of____
bets in'the matter of the speech—reply to 
nothing. The reply might be contained in 
the first snd only paragraph, and it ought 
to be “we are thankful for nothing.” It 
was, he presumed, wise on the part of the 
Government to avoid reference to its im­
migration policy, which, while it involved

an enormous expenditure, had tamed out 
an utter failure. It was a large outlay 
without any compensating results, and the 
leader of the Opposition had the right to 
find fault with the absence of allusion to 
the matter in the speech, for it should 
show that the Province had derived some 
benefit in retflm for its outlay. It might 
gratify the Hous? to know that two mem­
bers of the Executive enjoyed a trip to 
Ottawa at the public expense nearly twelve 
months after they were authorized to make 
it, but he felt that 
satisfied when it was led to believe from 
outside sources that nothing had come of 
it. The House and country would be glad 
to be assured that the Dominion Govern­
ment had told the delegatee that the 
special subsidy of $63,000 would be con­
tinued, but no such information, but rather 4M 
the contrary was available. Had they 
been successful the fact would be readily 
stated. With considerable ingenuity on 
the part of the Government, the receipts 
have been made to meet expenses; but 
what will bë the position of the Province 
when the subsidy is withdrawn? S* might 
as well be stated plainly—it meanstthe 
abolition of the bye road grant

Provincial Secretary and others—“Oh, 
oh.”

Mr. Burns said the bye-road grant fcvas 
now within two thousand dollars of $he 
amount of the subsidy, and he could per­
ceive that in the scheme for incorporating 
all the counties there larked the design of 
imposing upon each county the mainten­
ance of its bve-roads and bridge^ It 
would probably turn out that som№mall 
aid would be given those services by the 
Province for some time, but it would at 
last be withdrawn and the people must he 
prepared for direct taxation for that ser­
vice. He next brought forward figures 
showing that since Confederation there has 
been a net gain to the Provincial revenue 
of between eighty and ninety thousand 
dollars, besides some special sums receiv- 

, ed from time to time, and argued that even 
if the extra subsidy were not renewed, 
there ought to be sufficient to maintain all 
the services of the country. To say that 
the “ reasonable expectations” of the Pro­
vince had not been met in reference to 
claims on the Dominion Government might 
mean two things; either that the claims 
made were not just, or that the pressing 
of them was done by those wlio were in­
competent. Notwithstanding the Provin­
cial Secretary’s objection to theterm “hum­
bug,” he maintained that it applied to the 
Government’s course in the railway matter.
He believed the Subsidies Act was brought 
forward to influence members in the House 
as well as the constituencies, and fault 
was found with the Government in that 
matter, not so much because it refrained 
from entering into new engagements to ex­
pend public funds, but because in the first 
place it undertook to do what it could not 
do. The Provincial Secretary states the 
Government did not expect that the roads 
would be undertaken; that the old rails 
would be loaned. Was not that humbug!

The Secretary here rose and reiterated 
what he before said, that the Government 
could not forsee that aicl was to bo given 
to the several companies in the shape of a 
loan of rails, which enabled them to pro­
ceed with the construction at a period 
much earlier than they could otherwise 
have been in a position to do. Л.8 matters 
stood in 1874, it was reasonable to suppose 
that only fair progress would have been 
made toward the construction of the three 
hundred miles contemplated in the Act by 
1881, when the new census would entitle 
the Province to increased subsidy. He 
said he did not want to be misrepresented.

The House here separated for dinner.
After dinner Mr. Bums resumed. He 

said the reports showed when the Subsidy 
Act was being discussed, the Secretary 
stated that even if the special subsidy 
were withdrawn, the undertakings of the 

Id lie carried out without draw­
ing on the Crown Lands. He said at that \ 
time that by taking $22,000 then given 
immigration, $19,000, which would not be 
needed, from steam navigation, $5,000 as 
excess of expenditure on account of elec­
tions. etc., the sum necessary would be pro­
vided at the worst, and a surplus would 
remain ; but now, although we had a re­
venue last year of $582,000 in place of 
$552,000 then, and our expenditure is re­
duced, yet the Government abandons its 
railway policy, and finds fault when its 
course is characterized as a humbug ; its 
intention to mislead was evident. If not, 
why, with an increased revenue, did it not 
give aid to the Central and Richibucto 
roads, which were in as good a position to 
claim it as the Grand Southern ? But the 
Secretary said in 1874 that other expecta­
tions failing, the Crown Lands could be 
drawn upon to aid in carrying out the pail- 
way policy, yet we hear of no atttempt to 
resort to that. As shown the increase of 
revenue is some $30,000, equal to the in­
terest on the capital amount expected to 
be realized on claims against the Dominion 
Government, and yet the Government says 
it cannot carry out what it undertook to 
do, with less revenue than the Province 
now has. Surely this looked like humbug; 
when the Government saw it could not 
<&rry out its promises it should have had 
the courage to come down last session and 
state the fact, and it should not keep hold­
ing out hopes to the Richibucto and other 
companies which may never be realized 
under its policy. The Government had 
drawn its honest friends from it by its 
course, and the present House, which 
opened its term with but five or six mem­
bers in opposition, now saw an opposition 
of fourteen or fifteen, or, perhaps, sixteen, 
an indication that the Government was 
losing the confidence of the House and 
country. The speech should state that the 
claims against the Dominion are not paid, 
and that there is little hope of anything 
being realized out of them ; that the duty 
of the hour is retrenchment. It does not 
say the Legislative Council must be abol­
ished, that the number of members of 
the Executive must be reduced, or that 
the maritime, union, that panacea 
for all our ills, must be brought about.
The Government continues to let the 
House share its policy, and if it has 
the ability to strike out for itself, it lacks 
the courage. It opposed the Leader of the 
Opposition when he introduced the gener­
al municipality act. but now it desired to 
adopt and father the measure. It prom­
ises a statement of receipts and expendi­
tures to date, knowing that by so doing 
it follows the course suggested by the ac­
tion of the Opposition last session, and 
thereby endeavors to take the wind out of 
the enemy’s sails. He could only hope 
the promised statement would be brought 
down in time to admit of it being th. .rough­
ly gone into by the House, and not be de­
layed as the papers asked for last year 
were. Altogether the aspect of affairs was 
not encouraging.
past was not relieved by any foreshadow­
ing or promise of retrenchment and econo­
my for the future, and the House could 
but wait such information as would form a 
basis of suggestions for the proper direc­
tion of the country’s affaire in the future.

THE SPEECH.
Beverley R. Jouett, Esq., Usher of 

the Black Rod, being admitted in the 
usual form, announced to the Speaker 
that it was His Honor the Lieutenant 
Governor’s pleasure that the House at­
tend forthwith in the Upper Chamber.

The House, headed by the Speaker, 
then proceeded to the Upper Chamber 
where His Honor the Lieut. Governor 
delivered the following speech 
“ Mr. President, and Honorable Oentle- 

of the Legislative Council:
“ Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House

of Assembly ;
“ It is with great1 satisfaction I again 

meet you in General Assembly, that I may 
have your valuable assistance in the pre­
paration and passage of such Measures as 
may be deemed necessary for the public 
interest

“ It has pleased Divine Providence to 
bless onr Province with an abundant Har­
vest during the past year. The blessing 
thus granted has counteracted to a very 
considerable extent the unhappy conse­
quences that must otherwise have resulted 
from the continued de 
and Commerce, and 
acknowledgment.

“During the course of the Summer, I 
visited various localities in the Province, 
where I had not previously been since my 
appointment as Lieutenant Governor. 
Everywhere I found a loyal, and to all 
appearance, a prosperous population; and 
from whom I received, as tne Represen­
tative of their Sovereign, a cordial and 
hearty welcome.

“ In accordance with a Resolution passed 
by the House of Assembly during tne last 
Session of the Legislature, I sent a Dele­
gation from my Government to Ottawa, to 
confer with the Dominion Goverment re­
specting the 
ot the Special Subsidy 
Thousand Dollars per annum; and the 
settlement of the equitable liabilities of 
the Dominion to the Province upon un­
adjusted claims was likewise urged by the 
same Delegation. I trust that the just 
expectations of New Brunswick in regard 
to these demamjÿ may be realized at an 
early day.

“Acting under another Resolution of 
the House of Assembly, I made application 
to the Privy Council of the Dominion with 
the view of obtaining the opinion of the 
Judges of the Supreme Conrt with regard 
to tne powers of the Legislature of this 
Province in thewitbholdingof Licenses to 
sell Spirituous Liquors. The correspon­
dence upon this subject will be laid before 
you.

“As Provincial Exhibitions are calcu­
lated to inspire confidence m our Agri­
cultural resources, and stimulate the 
various Manufactures and Industries of 
the Province, I would invite yonr attention 
to the desirability of holding such an Ex­
hibition during the current year.

*• The Municipal Incorporations already 
established iu some of the Counties havin 
been found to work satisfactorily, 
largely to conduce to more efficient ad­
ministration of local affairs, I would ask 
you to consider whether the system might 
not with advantage be extended to other 
Counties of the Province.

SHAPING FOR THE SESSION.
Mr. Willis gave notice of Resolution 

for an address praying that in addition 
to the “detailed statements of receipts 
and payments of the current year up to 
the opening of the present session” a 
full and particular statement of various 
works in progress or partially complet­
ed, on which payments have been made, 
and of aH allowances for extras in or on 
account of the departments on any pub­
lic works or services and a detailed ac­
count of the fundal and floating debts 
of the province may be laid before the 
House, also: like notice for copies of all 
documents, memoranda of agreement 
and despatches in anywise relating to or 
connected with the Provincial Branch 
of the Immigration Department in Lon­
don or the continued representation of 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick in 
London.

The fact is that the promise of the 
Government to lay not only the usual 
accounts for the financial year, but also 
accounts of receipts and expenditures 
up to the day the House met, has taken 
the Opposition by surprise and doubt­
less rendered some ammunition laid up 
by them, tor the Session, useless; it will, 
however, be fired off all the same for 
the leaders of the party, being com­
paratively inexperienced in parliamen­
tary strategy, make up in sorties and 
brilliant charges on the enemy for what 
they lack in generalship.

KENT AND HER CHAMPION.
Mr. Johnstone of Kent is determined 

that his county shall not be forgotten if 
he can help it. He appears to have 
discovered, a few days ago, that the 
names of two gentlemen appeared in the 
Royal Gazette as having been added to 
ho Commission of the Peace for that 
County. Mr. Johnstone says the names 
are not on the Valuators’ List of Rate­
payers in any of the parishes in the 
County and to-day lie wanted the Gov­
ernment to tell him who they were and 
where they reeided. The Secretary said 
he would make enquiries and then 
answer the hon. gentleman.

The Debate on the Address.
At twelve o’clock Mr. Swim rose in 

his place and said that at the request of 
the mover of the address he moved the 
order of the day. It is quite probable 
that Dr. Dow would have made a speech 
had he been in his place to move the 
address, but one was not expected from 
Mr. Swim, it being customary on such 
occasions for the mover of the Order of 
the Day to follow the course taken on 
this occasion.

MR. MARSHALL’S SPEECH.
n Robt. Marshall,Esq.,the new member 
for St. John, being the seconder of the 
Address, had an opportunity to make a 
speech, and he availed himself of it, 
acquitting himself very well indeed. 
Of course there is little to be said on 
such occasions, unless some great mea­
sures are foreshadowed. TheSpeechthis 
year being innocent of any such charac­
teristic Mr. Marshall’s remarks were 
brief and well chosen. The official Re­
port gives them correctly as follows:

In seconding the Address, Mr. Marshall 
said that he considered himself fortunate in 
having the opportunity of echoing it, feel­
ing that it met with the endorsement of a 
large majority of the membereof the House. 
He was sure it would be a matter of grati­
fication to the House as well as a matter of 
equity to the people of the Province should 
the central Government meet the reason­
able demands of this Government in v gard 
to the special annuity of si xty three thousand 
dollars, as well as the other financial mat­
ters yet unadjusted between the respective 
Governments, in such a liberal and gener­
ous spirit as might be calculated to pro­
mote the best interests of thisProvince and 
yet not militate against the interests of the 
country at large. It was gratifying to hjm 
to know that the extended tour of His 
Honor through this his native Province had 
proved so agreeable to himself, and it was 
still more gratifying to know that the warm 
feeling of respect and regard felt for him 
personally by the people is only exceeded 
oy their profound attachment to our coun­
try, her laws and institutions. All Legis­
latures must take a deep interest in the fin­
ances of the countries they govern, and it 
was only proper that Her Majesty’s loyal 
Opposition in the House should exercise a 
stem criticism in all that relates to the fin­
ancial aspect of the Province. It must, 
therefore, have been a pleasant surprise to 
them to learn that not alone the accounts 
for the financial year ending with October 
but statements of receipts and expenditures 
up to date are to be submitted forthwith 
for general information.

He was willing 
that the Ihtercolonial Railway should be 
run and kept open for a few years at a loss, 
in order to bring the Provinces closer to­
gether, personally aud in trade and com­
merce. (Chedrs.) He was proud, also, of 
having a Canadian winter port by which 
we wore rendered independent of our neigh­
bors. (Cheers. ) He went on to consider 
legislation on insurance and the increased 
powers sought by money-lending corpora­
tions from Parliament. He thought it 
was time a general act was passed which 
would 'put a stop to private, legislation, 
sought in order to obtain greater advan­
tages than were enjoyed by other com­
panies. Concerning the proposed bill to 
create courts of Vice-Admiralty to preside 
over inland waters, he thought no objec­
tion could be raised. The United States 
had done this, and it was necessary we 
should establish similiar jurisdiction. Brief­
ly referring to the remaining paragraphs 
of the speech, he concluded with an elo­
quent peroration.

Mr. Bechard seconded the resolution in 
French.

Sir John Macdonald complained of the 
meagreness of the speech, saying it was 
length without breadth. He warned the1 
House against general acts for dealing with 
such questions as insurance, but hoped the 
proposed Act would have the effect of pro­
tecting the people at large.

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
I am glad to be again enabled to 

you to meet for the despatch of business 
at the time which has been considered beat 
suited to the convenience of members.

During the recess, I visited the Province 
of British Columbia, and had much satis­
faction in becoming acquainted with the 
people of that interesting part of the Do­
minion, and with the climate and resources 
of their Province.

The surveys of the Pacific Railway have 
been prosecuted with the utmost vigor, 
and at a larger cost during the past than 
in any previous year, but it has not been 
found possible as yet to complete the lo­
cation of the line, and I have, consequently 
been obliged to postpone the inviting of 
tenders for its construction on the terms 
indicated by the Act of 1874.

A further correspondence on the subject 
at issue between my Government and 
British Columbia will be laid before you.

During the recent suspension of the ex­
tradition arrangements with the United 
States, I took care that the importance to 
Canada of a speedy resumption of these 
arrangements should be represented to Her 
Majesty’s Government, whose attention 
has been further invited to the expediency 
of largely extending the provisions of the 
existing Treaty. I am glad to be able to 
state that while the operation of the Treaty 
has been resumed, negotiations are in pro­
gress for a convention, more liberal and 
better suited to the circumstances of the 
two countries.

The attention of my Government having 
been directed to some anomalies in the 
Royal Commission and Royal instructions 
to the Governor-General particularly with 
regard to the exercise of tne prerogative of 
pardon, steps have been taken towards 
the amendment of these instruments.
Papers on this subject as well as on that of 
the extradition question will be laid before 
you.

. The great public works connected with 
the St. Lawrence navigation and the canals 
required to complete the system have been 
prosecuted with success during the past 
year. Nearly all the Works on the Welland 
and Lachine canals have been placed under 
contract on terms favorable to the country 
The active prosecution of these works dur­
ing the last three years has necessarily in­
creased the public debt, and, though ex­
pectations are entertained that the outlay 
may ultimately be repaid to the country, 
it may be considered advisable not to press 
all the works contemplated in the earlier 
years of Confederation to completion at 
present.

I am happy to state that the Interco­
lonial Railway was open for traffic through­
out its entire length early in the summer, 
with as favorable results as could have 
been expected. One of the immediate ad- 

tages of the completion of the railway 
і the delivery and reception of the 

British mails at Halifax after the closing 
of the St. Lawrence, and I am happy to 
say that up to the present time mails and 
passengers have been successfully carried 
over the line without any interruption.

The exhibition of Canadian products, 
manufactures and works of art at the 
United States National Exhibition at 
Philadelphia was eminently successful, 
aud proclaimed, to the world that Canada 
has already taken a high place as a farming, 
manufacturing and mining country. It is 
gratifying to be able to state that the 
penditure was kept within the estimate, 
it is but just that I should acknowledge 
that the success achieved by the enterprise 
of our people was largely aided by the 
energy and wisdom of the Commissioners 
who had charge of the arrangement.

I have considered it advisable, in the in­
terest of the country, to make arrange­
ments for exhibiting Canadian products at 
the exhibition to be held at Sydney, New 
South Wales, for which you will be asked 
to make provision.

Mr. Ryan (Gloucester) said no reason­

able man could find fault with the Ad­
dress for anything it contained. He 
heartily approved of the third paragraph 
and was quite willing to accept the 
statement of His Honor, (fce Lieutenant- 
Governor that he found the country as 
liaited by him last summer in a pros­
perous condition, but as His Honor re­
ferred to the North Shore that being 
the route of his tour—he did not want 
it to go abroad to the country that the 
people at the North are contented and 
happy under the present administration.

Several years ago the settlement 
called Paoquetteville was formed in 
Gloucester Under direction of the Gov­
ernment and a road waa laid ont from 
one end of it to the other and employ­
ment in making the road was promised 
to the people of the settlement, who 
were'to be paid for the work. Last 
fall he (Ryan) travelled over that road 
and iound that it had not been con* 

••trusted in some places while in others 
it was only very imperfectly made. 
There was still much work needed on 
it. When the potato crop failed in 1875 
the people had no seed for last Spring. 
At their request he wrote to the Survey­
or General, asking for some advances to 
settlers on account of work to be done 
on the road to enable them to procure 
seed, but up to the present time that 
gentleman had not condescended to 
reply.

The Surveyer General here said he 
never received the letter.

Mr. Ryan said the Surveyor General 
must have received it, as the President 
of the Executive told him it had been 
before the Council and the same gentle­
man told several settlers they could not 
get anything so long as members for 
Gloucester opposed the Government 
He only intended to bring this matter 
up at the present time, reserving refer­
ence to other subjects he might go into 
for future discussion.

The Surveyor General expressed hit 
surprise at the matter referred to being 
brought up in the way it had been by 
Mr. Ryan. Tt was the first intimation 
he had of it in any shape. The com­
plaint bore a striking resemblance to 
those laid before the House by the pre­
decessor of the hon. member aud he 
ventured to eay it had about the same 
foundation. When,on the/ormeroccasi­
on, he had gone to investigate Mr. 
Blanchard’s complaints he found that 
gentleman had made them without any 
fair cause and he (Surveyor General) 
was received as a friend by the settlers 
and presented with an address signed 
by nine-tenths of them.

The Report on Public Accounts shows 
thst on the Slat Oct, 1876, tha Province 
had a balance on hand of $81,344.87, and 
during 1876 the receipts amounted to 
$634,850.39, and the expenditures to 
$587,329.55, and that on the 31st Oct, 
1876, the balance on hand to the credit of 
the Receiver-General amounted te $128,- 
876.71 ; this shows a gain for the year of 
$47,520.84, the saving being on immigra­
tion and public works chiefly.

The casual and territorial revenue as 
shown by the Crown Lands report ia $76,- 
048.47. The expenditure of the Province 
ia less than that of last year by $72,000. 
The expenditure of the Board of Works 
for 1876 was about $45,000 less than that 
for 1875; the expenditure on bye-Roada 
was lees by some $5,000. The expendi­
ture for immigration was only $7,035.54 
sgainst$61,466.88in 1875. To the balance 
of $128,000 on the year’s operations about 
$25,000 should be added due on county 
school loans, this would make the real 
balance due to the credit of the Province 
$153,000.
