Church Union, to protest against the en-

Great Britain, because the facts show con-
clusively that the arbitrators made & mis-
take in their computation ot damages, and
awarded nearly twice as much as they
ought to have done, Tyt

The ex Queen of Naples, who ia a great
horsewoman, is again spending $iie hunt.
ing in Northamptonshire, having re.
turned 0 herold quarters neat Toweester,
where she and her husband have a select
stud of fourteen ‘‘good uns togo.” There
was some talk of Her Majesty’s sister; the
Empress of Austrid, going over to Easton
Neston, but it is unlikely that Her Im-
perial Majesty will put in an appearance
in the Shires this season.

Increasing disquietude is represented to
prevail in Cape Colony respecting the dis-
turbances on the Kaffir frontier. The Co-
lonial Government bas sent Mr. Eustace
onamissien to negotiate with Krell,a Kaffir
chief, who has encroached on British terri-
tory; but the chief for four days refused to
receive the English representative, and had
surrounded himself with 5,000 drmed war-
riors. Mr. Eustace met with a complete
rebuff, and was unable to obtain from the
chief any assurance that the boundaries
would be respected or that his armed force
woul® be-disbanded. .

The firm of umbrella-makersin Glasgow
have lately filled an order for forty enor-
motis sun-shades, which are to be sent as
presents to African chiefs. Three of these
parasols—or palanquins, as they are also
“called—are about thirty feet in circumfer-
ence, and the rest about eighteen feet.
They ave covered with a rich, wvarfégated
damask silk fringe around the edges, orna-
mented at the top with gilt balls, and lined
with finished cloth. The handles, which
are of Jancewood, are armed with spikes
for tenting purposes, and a bayonet joint
on each stick renders the whole more por-
tahle. 2

It is stated in the naval intelligence of
the London 7T'imes that there is every pro-
bability of a new Inflexible being construct.
ed to carry two or more of the monster
guns which it is proposed to build in emu-
lation of the 100 ton guns with which the
Duillo and the Dondolo will be armed by
the Italian Government. There has been
some talk about placing one 100 ton gun
in each of the turrets of the Inflexible,
instead of two 81 ton guns, for which she
was originally designed ; but, if such a
change was ever intended by the construc-
tive department of the Admirality,it would
now appear to have been abandoned as im«
practicable. : : :

In Bir #ince the passing of the
Free Libraries Act, the authorities have
expended nearly £100,000 upon theit
Libraries and Art Gallery. The penny
rate, which is all that the Act sanctions
to be applied to these purposes, yields
about £5,500 per annum. _They have be-
gun at their own risk the eréction of a new
Art Gallery, which will cost £13,000. As
a proof of the suceess which has attended
their exertions to foster refined tastes in
the community, it would appear that near-
ly 300,000 persons visited their Art Collec-
tion last year, which is just ome-third of
the total number of visitors to  ‘the South
Kensington Museum in the same period.
This proportion, when estimated according
tothe extent and character of the surround-
ing population in each inst: is favour-
able to Birmingham. Statistics of .the
same sort equally interesting might be ad-
duced in reference to Liverpodl, Manches-
ter, Bradford, Nottingham, and other in-
dustrial centres.

Says the London Daily News:—Since
the Act passed for the surpression of baby-
farming, no such revelation of infant mor-
tality has been made as that officially re-
ported to the guardians of St. George's,
Hanover-square. The ladies of the Con-
vent of St. Vincent de Paul, Larlisle
street, Westtinster, keep an orphanage,
and of 489 infants under a year old admit-
ted into it between June, 1859, and last
November, 402 have. died, 10 remain, and
77 have been removed” At the end of
August last the Local Government Board
sent Mr. Ballard to inspect the institution
and he reported that of 53 infants received
since June, 1875, 44 had died in the house
and one after removal from it, and of the
efght survivora five remained in the estab:
lishment. The cause of this terrible des:
truction of life seems to have been that
the charitable women who managed the
I institution had undertaken a task for
| which they had neither proper conveni-
| ences nor sufficient means of procuring °
what the children needed. The children
were taken in from distressed families, had

Iready suffered deprivations, and careful
wWet-nursing was required in many cases
to restore them. ;

The rector of Landulph, Cornwall, is dt
variance with his parishioners, and from
time to time has annoyed them by insti-
tuting suits. = One action was for the price
of a surplice, a second for washing the sur-
plice, others for rent of glebe-iand, and
another for a fee for erecting a tombstone:
It was proved in the course of trial that he
had put & notice on the church-door, call-

ing the tenants ‘land beggars.” The
judge remarked that it was no wonder he

One of the most curious stowaway cases
that ever came to light has just been dis-
closed during some legal proceedings at
Newcastle-on-Tyne. In December, 1873,
the ship Mileta left Rio Janeiro for Blyth,
England, and after the pilot left het, a
man appeared unexpectedly on the deck,
who tusned out to be a Blyth sea captaip
named Nelson. He shot a man in Rio whp
had boarded his vessel for plunder, a
during an adjournment of the inquiry intd
the matter he had quietly stowed himself’
away in the Mileta just before she weigh-
«d anchor. Capt. Nelson was added to
the ship's crew, and was_obliged to do
ordinary sailor’s work for his food, receiv-
ing for thirty-six days no wages. After
that, a sailor having left the ship at St.
Thowmas, he was reﬁularly taken on and
was discharged on the ship reaching New
York. Affer the vessel arrived in Eng-
land, in making up her accounts, t)')e
owners brought suit against the captain
for 8100 for carrying and feeding Nel u,
¢“ag a passenger.” e Court held that it
was the captain’s duty to have made some
arrangement with Nelson as a passenger,
and that he really was such until he became
regularly engaged at St. Thomas. The
owners received a verdict for §75. The
strange feature of the case is that & man
who works without wages should have to

ay for his maintenance, while themoment
ge receives remuneration for his work he
is also entitled to his board.

THE SPEECH.

Beverley R. Jouett, Ksq., Usher of
the Black Rod, being admitted in the
usual form, announced to the Speaker
that it was His Honor the Lieutenant
Governor's pleasure that the House at-
tend forthwith in the Upper Chamber.

The House, headed by the Speaker,
then progeeded to the Upper Chamber
where His Honor the Lieut. Governor
delivered the following speech :—
¢ Myr. President, and Honorable Gentle-

men of the Legislative Council:

“ Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House
of Assembly:

“Itis with great® satisfaction I again
meet you in General Assembly, that I may
have your valuable assistance in the pre-
paration and passage of such Measures as
may be deemed necessary for the public
in

terest.

It has pleased Divine Providence to
bless our Province with an abundant Har-
vest during the past year. The blessing
thus granted has counteracted to a very
considerable extent, the unhappy conse-

uences that must otherwise have resulted
rom the continued depression in our Trade
and Commerce, and demands our grateful
acknowledgment.

““‘During the course of the Summer, I
visited various localities in the Prorince,
where I had not previously been since my
appointment as Lieutenant Governor.
Everywhere I found a loyal, and to all
appearance, a prosperous Ro%nhtion; and
from whom I received, as the Represen-
tative of their Sovereign, a cordial and
hearty welcome.

¢“In accordance with a Resolution passed
by the House of Assembly during the last
Session of the Legislature, I sent a Dele-
gation from my Government to Ottawa, to
confer with the Dominion Goverment re-

ting the conti to the Province
of the Slpecial Subsidy of Sixty Three
Thousand Dollars per annom; and the
settlement of the equitable liabilities of
the Dominion to the Province upon un-
adjusted claims was likewise urged by the
same Delegation. I trust that the just
expectations of New Brunswick in regard
to these demands may be realized at an
early day.

““ Acting under another Resolation of
the House of Assembly, I made application
to the Privy Council of the Dominion with
the view of obtaining the opinion of the
Judges of the Supreme Court with regard
to the powers of the Legislature of this
Province in the withholding of Licenses to
sell Spirituons Liquors. @ correspon-
dence upon this subject will be laid hefore
1

you.

‘“As Provincial Exhibitions arecalcu-
lated to inspire confidence in our Agri-
cultural resources, and stimulate the
various Manufactures and Industries of
the Province, I would invite yourattention
to the desirability of holding such an Ex-
hibition during ti:'e current year.

** The Municipal Incorporations already
established in some of the Counties havin,
been found to work satisfactorily, an
largely to conduce to more cfficient ad-
ministration of local affairs, I would ask
you to consider whether the system might
not with advantage be extended to other
Counties of the Province.

““ Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House
of Assembly:

“I have given directions that the Ac-
counts of the Receipts and of the Expen-
diture of the past year, and a detailed
Stutement of the Receipts and Payments
of the current year up to the opening of
the present Session, should be laid before
you. I trust that you will find that the
Estimates of Expenditure for the current
year have been prepared with as stricta
regard to y as is istent with
the requirements of the Public Service.

¢ Mr, President, and Honorable Gentlemen
of the Legislative Council,

‘“ Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House
of Assembly,

‘‘ Having every confidencein gour loyalty
and in your devotion to the Public 8ervice.
I feel assured that your deliberations will
tend to the advancement of the public
good.”

The Speaker and members having
returned to the Assembly Chamber the
Speaker reported upon the vacancy
that had occurred in the representation
of the City of 8t. John consequent up-
on the death of the late Mr. Keans and
on motion of Mr. Elder, seconded by
Mr. Flewelling, directed the Clerk of
the Crown in Chancery to bring in the rv-
turn of the Sheriff of St. John upon
the writ issued to fill the vasanoy caused
by the resignation of Robert Marshall,
Esq., who had been returned to the seat
vacated by Mr. Keans. The return
being brought in and read, showing that
Robert Marshall, Esq., had been again
elected and that gentleman having been
brought in by Messrs. Elder and Flew-
elling the usual oath was administered
to him by His Honor Judge Wetmiore,
and he took his seat.

On motivn of Mr. Ryan, Speaker ap-
pointed Messrs. Ryan (Albert) Covert,
Robinson, Burns, Elder, Smith and
Swim, Committee on Public Accounts.

The Speaker having read the Speech
delivered by the Lieutenant Governor
Dr. Dow moved the Address in reply
thereto, which was seconded by Mr.
Marshall and made the order of the Day
for Saturday next at twelve.

On motion of Mr. Fraser Dr. Dow
was made Chairman of Supply.

Mr. Marshall was added to the con-
tingent Committee in place of the late
Mr. Keans.

The Provincial Secretary informed
the House that pursuant to Resolutions
passed last session, referring the matter
of arranging for a Synoptic Reporé of
the proceedings of the House to ‘the
Governor-in-Conncil, an arrangemen!
had been made for the work with Mr.
D. G. Smith, the terms of which would
in due course be submitted to the House.
In the meantime, he moved that a seat
on the floor of the House be provided
for Mr. Smith under the direction of
His Honor the Speaker. Hon. Mr.
Stevenson seconded the motion.

DELAYS IN FORWARDING PRIVATE BILLS.

The Provincial Secretary brought up
the subject of the introduction of - Pri-
vate Bills, which are generally kept.
back so as to delay the session material-
ly. He gave St. John a quiet rap over
the knuckles for the customary lateness
with which its Corporation measures are
forwarded and it is to be hoped that our
esteemed, friends Mayor Smith, Clerk
Peters and the other members of ‘“the
St. John Parliament” will take the
hint. Itis afact that while country
people, like oursclves, get their bille
ready with fear and trembling lest they
may be an hour ora day late, those
dashing city men get their bills up when
it suits- their’ convenience and a half
dozen of them come to the Capital with
long faces and good clothes on and, after
attending church with the pious mem-
bers of the Bills Committee—who are
largely the majority—they succeed in
having their flimsy excuses for their
tardiness accepted and after theirneglect
and laziness are condoned their bills are
put through and they go back to St.
John laughing in their sleeves at the
‘“ pious frauds” they have perpetrated
on the Legislative Magi. The Bills
Committee know how their predecessars
have been bamboozled by the excuses
of Messrs. Smith, Peters and their pre-
decessors in office, but they seemingly
cannot resist their blandishments and,
as a consequence, St.. John business is
put through whenever it is convenient
for its corporation representatives to
present it. While speaking on the sub-
ject to-day the Secretary said that most
of the Departmental Reports were ready
and would be laid on the table as soon
as the Address was passed, and he hoped
that this bill matter would receive the
attention it deserved.

THE SPEAKER CALLED AWAY.

After dinner to-day Dr. Dow, asChair-
man of Supply took the Chair, the
Speaker having been called to St. John
on urgent private business.

A MATTER OF ‘‘ INTERNAL ECONOMY. "

‘“ A little unpleasantness” came up
for settlement right away. It appears
that when the late Mr. Keans died, his
desk which is in a desirable location in
the Chamber—next to that of the chief
commissioner—was applied for by sever-
al members who were not in such good
positions, Messrs. McLeod of Kings and
Swim of Northumberland being among
the applicants. When Mr. Marshall
was ‘elected he wrote to the Sergt.-at-
Arms to put his name on the desk of
his predecessor. But it appears that
the Sergeant-at-Arms had promiséd it
to Mr. McLeod, that gentleman’s appli-
cation being the first which reached him.
Mr. Marshall, however, had the key of
Mr. Keans’ desk but#when he went to
unlock it the key would not fit and it
was then found that Mr. McLeod’s desk
had been put in place of it and that Mr.
Marshall was expected to take the spot
on the floor vacated by the member
for Kings. The question was a delicate
one and the pros and cons were debat-
ed, the opposition generally siding with
MrMecLeod,who occupied Mr Keans’ old
seat at the opening Mr. Marshall taking
the desk of Mr. Theriault who was ab-
sent and seconding the Address there”
from. Lastnight or this morning how-
ever Mr. McLeod’s desk was moved
back to its old place and the members
as they arrived saw Marshall sitting in
the contested seat, the Keans desk hav-
ing been placed there. Then Mr. Mec-
Leod was out of place and he sat in va-
cant seats until after dinner when Mr.
Tweedie moved fora Committee to take
into consideration the internal a®range-
ment of seats in the Assembly and
Messrs. Tweedie, Baker, Murchie, Flew-
elling and Burns were appointed. Sub-
sequently, while the Committee were
out deliberating, Mr. Butler moved a
resolution referring to the dispute and
seeking to give the Committee power to
settle it, but as the names of the dispu-
tants were included in the resolution it
was deemed objectionable and Mr.
Batler substituted another for it, which
was that the Committee be authorized
to hear and report to the House in re-
ference to any existing dispute to any
seat in the House.

Soon after the passing of the above
Mr. Tweedie reported from the Com-
mittee recommending that the practice
heretofore prevailing of assigning by the
Sergeant-at-Arms of vacant seats to the
first applicant be adopted for the pre-
sent and future guidance of the House,
provided that members 2e-elected may
retain their seats and that Heads of De-
partments be accorded the customary
privileges. The Report was adopted.
This, of course, is an intimation that
Mr. McLeod will have the seat in dis-
pute, and it does seem hard for Mr.
Marshall to get properly into the place
of his predecessor.

MR. WILLIS.

Hon. Mr. Willis does not appear to be
very friendly with either Government
or Opposition and it is probable that he
feels that,like the McLeans at the Flood,
he is ““in a hoat of hisown.” It is gen-
erally expected that he will endeavor to
take a leading part in the Maritime
Union agitation which seems to be gain-
ing headway as a matter of practical
politics. To-day Mr. Willis gave notice
of an address calling for correspondence
between the Governments of New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia on the subject
which—as is well known the two Gov-
ernments have, forsome time been con-
sidering more or less.

A GLOUCESTER BILL.

Mr. Ryan of Gloucester introduced a
bill to amend the Act authorising the
Municipal Council of Gloucester to raise
money by way of loan to pay off its
public debt.

THE FRENCH AND THEIR CHAMPION.

It may be remembered that Mr. John-
stone, who is always endeavoring to
further the interests of his French con-
stituents, effected the passage of a Re-
solution atlast session affirmingthe idea
that it would be to the advantage of the
French people of the Province if they
were enabled to read the Agricultural
Report in their own language and recom-
mending such preamble to the considera-
tion of the Government. To-day Mr.
Johnstone followed his former effort up
by esking -the Provincial Secretary if

l the Agricultural Report was to be print-
ed in French as well as in English.

The Secretary said he did not under-
stand the resolution referred to as direct-
ing the Government to do as the Hon.
gentleman desired.

Mr. Johnstone said he'claimed it was
the duty of the Government to have the
report referred to printed in French,
thus according to the people speaking
that language the same. consideration
they have in the Upper ' Provinces.
What he asked was a small matter and
the right of the French people.

The Secretary said he would give Mr.
Johnstone an answer in due course.

FREDERICTON, Feb. 10th.

occupied Mr. Covert’sdesk and pos_ition.

THE PROVINCIAL SECRETARY.

Hon. Mr. Fraser replied to Mr.

The Provincial Secretary said it seemed
difficult to satisfy some hon. members.—
Last year the leader of the Opposition
found fault with the speech on the ground
that it contained too much. Now 1t con-
tained too little. He believed Mr. Covert
had used the word humbug unadvisedly,
and he would say that the Government
had not humbmgged the people in any mat-
ter. The hon. gentleman should have re-
membered the remarks made by members
of the Government when the subsidies act
was di d, the fi ial dition of
the Province was then fairly set forth. - It
was stated that even if the £63,000 was not
continued, the Province would be able to
meet its railway obligations,if its unadjust-
ed claims were fairly met. He (the Seere-
tary) claimed what he then said held good
now for our unadjusted claims, which
amount to between six and seven hundred
thousand dollars still stand for settlement.
He had stated at that time that the lines
completed would only be in fair progress
by the time the next census was taken,
which would probably give us an-increase
of subsidy to the extent of some $32,000.
Thét would show that the Government did
not expect to becalled upon to provide for
any money, more than a small part of the
three hundred miles contemplated till 1881,

don or the continued representation of

The fact is that the promise of the
Government to lay not only the usual
accounts for the financial year, but also

KENT AND HER CHAMPION.

Mr. Johnstone of Kent is determined
that his county shall not be forgotten if
he can help it. He appears to have
discovered, afew days ago, that the
names of two gentlemen appeared in the
Royal Gazette as having been added to
he Commission of the Peace for that
County. Mr. Johnstonesays the names
are not on the Valuators’ List of Rate-
payers in any of the parishes in the
County and to-ay he wanted the Gov-
ernment to tell him who they were and
where they resided. The Secretary said
he would make enqujries and then
answer the hon. gentleman.

The Debate on the Address.

At twelve o'clock Mr. Swim rose in
his place and said that at the request of
the mover of the address he moved the
order of the day. It is quite probable
that Dr. Dow would have made a speech
had he been in his place to move the
address, but one was not expected from
Mr. Swim, it being customary on such
occasions for the mover of the Order of
the Day to follow the course taken on
this occasion.

MR. MARSHALL'S SPBECH.

+ Robt. Marshall, Esg. ,the new member
for St. John, being the seconder of the
Address, had an opportunity to make a
speech, and he availed himself of it,
acquitting himself very well indeed.
Of course there is little to be said on
such occasions, unless some great mea-
suresareforeshadowed. TheSpeech this
year being innocent of any such charac-
teristic Mr. Marshall’s remarks were
brief and well chosen. The official Re-
port gives them correctly as follows:

Mr. Burns said the bye-road grantiwas
now within two thousand dollars of the
amount of the subsidy, and he could per-
ceive that in the scheme for incorporatin
all the counties there lurked the design o
imposing upon each couuty the mainten-
ance of its bye-roads and brid It
would probably turn out that so mall
aid would be given those services by the
Province for some time, but it would at
last be withdrawn and the people must be
prepared for direct taxation for that.ser-
vice. He next brought forward figures
showing that since Confederation there has
been a net gain to the Provincial revenue
‘of between eighty and ninety thousand
doliars, besides some special sums receiv-
ed from time to time, and argued that even
if the extra subsidy were not renewed,
there ought to be sufficient to maintain all
the services of the country. To say that
the ‘‘ reasonable expectations” of the Pro-
vince had not been met in reference to
claims on the Dominion Government might
mean two things: either that the claims
made were not just, or that the pressing
of them was done by those who were in-
competent. Notwithstanding the Provin.
cial Secretary’s objectionto theterm ‘“hum-
bug,” he maintained that it applied to the
Government’s course in the railway matter.
He believed the Subsidies Act was brought
forward to influence members in the House
as well as the constitunencies, and fault
was found with the Government in that

ttef, not so much becanse it refrained

Under the unforseen impetus thus ngen,
however, all the subsidy authorized by the
act was applied for in two years, and the
Government found it had to decide be-
tween the suspension of its powers in re-
gard to the railways and running the risk
of imperilling the ordinary services of the
province. The Hon. Leader of the Of‘
position would have the Government build
the railways at the expense of those ser-
vices. j 3 ;

Mr. Covert, “I say the Government
should have foreseen the difficulties the
recretary now pictures. It, however, made
fish of one interest and flesh of another,
according to locality, and then shuts down
on the subsidy grants.”

The. Provincial Secretary maintained
that the Government had foreseen all that
men in their position could reasonably be
expected to foresee. They could not fore-
see that the Dominion Government was
going to step in with its additional rail
subsidy. It was only reasonable for the
Government to expect that a few of the
shorter lines would be undertaken before
1881, but when the others pushed forward
it was prudent to let them wait till the
result of our claims upon the Dominion
Government was reached. The circum-
stances of the matter had heen explained
to the railway companies interested, and
while the interests of his own county, as
well as that of the leader of the Opposi-
tion, wére involved, he thought neither
should press unduly for what ought unot,
on general grounds, to be done just now
at all events.- He was especially in sym-
-pathy with the case of the Richibucto
company, snd only regretted that he could
not assist them just now. So faras the
remarks of the hon. leader of the opposi-
tion on immigration were concerned, he
thought if public men were to be expected
to notice and reply to charges which indi-
viduals might choose to make against them
in the papers, -their time would be occu-
pied to the neglect of more important con-
cerns. If any hon. gentleman thought
there was anything in the charges referred

into them and the Government, whic
‘challenged the closest investigation in the
matter, would be willing to have the facts
as they are go forth to the world. Tt is
not usual to put the same words and ex-
ressions in the speech year after year, or
is Homor the Lieut.-Governor might have
particularized to a greater extent on points
referred to by the hon. member for
Sunbury. All the reports will, however,
be brought forward as usual, and with lit-
tle loss of time. These will show what
has been done in the agricultural as well
as other departments. He was glad tosee
that the hon. gentleman from Sunbury was
still leader of the Opposition, although he
had heard that the position had been as-

to, he had only to move for proper enquiry’

from entering into new engagements toex-
pend public funds, bot becanse in the first
place it undertook to do what it could not
do. The Provincial Secretary states tha
Government did not expect that the roads
would be undertaken; that the old rails
would be loaned. Was not that humbug?
The Secretary here rose and reiterated
what he before said, that the Government
-could not forsee that aid was to bo given
to the several companies in the shape of a
loan of rails, which enabled them to pro-
ceed with the conmstruction at a period
much earlier than they could otherwise
have been in a positi do.. Asmatters
stood in 1874, it was reasonable to suppose
that only fair progress’ would have been
made toward the construction of the three
hundred miles contemplated in the Act by
1881, when the new census would entitle
the Province to increaséd subsidy. He
said he did not want to be misrepresented.
The House here separated for dinner.
After dinner Mr. Burns retumed. He
said the reports showed when the Subsidy
Act was being discussed, the Secretary
stated that even if the special subsidy
were withdrawn, the undertakings of the
measure could be carried out withont draw-
ing on the Crown Lands. He said at that
time that by taking £22,000 then ;fiven to
immigration, $19,000, which would not be
needed, from steam navigation, $5,000 as
excess of expenditure an account of elec-
tions, etc., the sumnecessary would be pro-
vided at the worst, and a surplus would
remain ; but now, although we had a re-
venue last year of $582,000 in place of
8552,000. then, and our expenditure is re-
duced, yet the Government abandons its
railway policy, and finds fault when its
course is' characterized as a humbug ; its
intention to mislead was evident. If not,
why, with an increased revenue, did it not
give sid to the Central and Richibucto
roads, which were in as good a position to
claim it as the Grand Southern? But the
Secretary said in 1874 that other expecta-
tions failing, the Crown Lands could be
drawn upon to aid in carrying out the rail-
way policy, yet we hear of no atttempt to
resort to that. As shown the increase of
revenue is some $30,000, equal to the in-
terest on the capital amount expected to
be realized on claims against the Dominion
Government, and yet the Government says
it cannot carry out what it undertook to
do, with less revenue than the Province
now has. Surely this looked like humbug;
when the Government saw it could not
darry out its promises it should have had
the courage to come down last session and
state the fact, and it should not keep hold-
ing ont hopes to the Richibncto and other
companies which. may never be realized
under its policy. The Government had
drawn its honest friends from it by its
course, and the present House, which

sumed by a St. John repr tative. That

The Government continues to let the
House share its policy, and if it has
the ability to strike out for itself, it lacks
the courage. It opposed the Leader of the
Opposition when he introduced the gener-
al municipality act, but now it desired to
adopt and father the measure. It prom.
ises a statement of receipts and expendi-
tures to date, knowing that by so doing
it follows the course suggested by the ac-
tion of the Opposition last session, and
thereby endeavors to take the wind out of
the enemy’s sails. He could only hoj

the promised statement would be brought
down in time to admit of it being th..rough-
ly gone into by the House, and nbvt be de-
layed as the papers asked for last year
were. Altogether the aspect of affairs was
not encouragi The extravagance of the
past was not relieved by any foreshudow-
ing or promise of retrenchment and econo-
my for the future, and the Hounse could
but wait such information as would forma
basis of suggestions for the proper direc-
tion of the country’s affairs in the future.

MR. WILLIS AND HIS POLICY.

After several paragraphs of the speech
had passed Mr. Willis made quite a
speech. He intimated that although
the country was anxious to learn what
course he would pursve in the House
this session it was not his intention,just
now, to divulge the secret. In this the
hon. gentleman showed that his is still
that strategic mind which developed
itself in so marked a degree in the ecol-
umns of the News during the Franco-
German war, and has since proved s
expansive power in grasping details of
the widest range, scattered over the
field of provincial, city and county poli-
tics and the mastery of the smaller
organizations who are moulded to a com-
mon purpose through the medium of
social orders. That the active and in-
telligent member for St. John means
business is sufficiently evident in
Resolutions* of which he has already
given notice,and which—as it is rumor-
ed—being moved without consulting
the Oppositon, tend very materially,
like the detailed statement of finances
to date promised in the speech to *“take
the wind,” as Mr. Burns remarked,
‘““out of the sails” of the latter gentle-
man’s party,

Mr. Willis, in the course of his speech,
expressed the conviction that the Pro-
vince was abundantly able to aid all
the Railways contemplated in the Sub-
sidies Act, and he knew of no reason-
able excuse why it had abandoned its
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Railway policy of 1874. He' favored
the measure for the general incorpora-
tion of Connties, approved of the Agri-
cultural Exhibition and would wait
until the Reports and Statements of the
Government were laid on the table be-
fore going.into matters in which it was
his intention to move at a later day in
the session.” - :
OUR JUST EXPECTATIONS.

At an earlier stage of the debate Mr.
Pickard had asked what the ‘‘just ex-
pectations of the Province ” were in the

‘gatstter of its claims against the Do

jion Government. The Provincial
Sesretary after explaining "that as the
guestion was put generally to the House
and not to'the Government he thought,
at the ti not entitled to an-
sWer, havifl} spoken already, but being
asstired tie was in order he said that
20 far as the special Subsidy of $68,000,
which lapsed under its time limitation
this year, was concerned the same rea-
sons which had induced the allowing of
it in the first place still existed. 1t was
urged he said, that this Province re-

ceived itional debt allowance at
the w provinces did that
was true, but unfortunately obligations
with which we entered union are also
maturing and when they accrue we will
have, say, $1,000,000 more of debt than
we anticipatel. If is true that we have
since: received an allowance in lieu of
the Export Duty, but ‘that was a specia
contract arrangement between the two
Governments not connected at all with
any othier financial matter, being’based
on the provisions of the Washington
Treaty. ;The unadjusted claims are,
some $300,000 on account of Western
Extension, $150,000 on account of Eas-
térn: Extension, some $40,000 as unad-
justed interest balances, claims on ac-
count of Public Health and otheps of
_smaller import, amounting in be-
tween six'and seven hundred thousand
dollars, not counting the claim on ac-
comntof 8. Andrew’s Railway stock,
the merits of which form matter for
légal degision and consideration as mat-
ter of policy, whether it should be paid
or not for there are similar questions in
the other provinces and payment in one
case might involve payment in all and
thatbeing so New Brunswick would per
haps be called upon to contribute fully
as much indirectly as she would receive
directly.
‘‘ POOR GLOUCRSTER.”

Mr. Ryan (Gloucester) said no reason-
able man could find fault with the Ad-
dress for anything it  contained. He
heartilyapproved of the third paragraph
and was quite willing to accept the
‘statement of His Honor, *e Lieutenant-
Govertior that he found the country as
xisited. by him last summwer in a pros-
perous condition; but as His Honor re-
ferred to the North Shore that being
the route of his tour—he did not want
it to go abréad to the country that the
people at the North are contented and
happy under the p t administ

Several years ago the settlement
«<alled Pacquetieville was formed in
Gloucester under direction of the Gov-
ernment and a road was laid out from
one end of it to the other and employ-
ment in making the road was promised
to the people of the settlement, who
were to be paid for the work. Last

“fall he (Ryan) travelled over that road
_and found that it had not been -con-
structed in some places while in others
it was only very imperfectly made.
There was still much work needed on
it.. When the potato crop failed in1875
the people had no seed for last Spring.
At their request he wrote to the Survey-
or Gleneral, asking for some advances to
settlers on accaunt of work to be done
on the road to enable them to procure
seed, but up to the present time that
gentleman had not condescended to
reply.

The Surveyer General here said he
never received the letter.

Mr. Ryan said the Surveyor General
must liave received it, as the President
of the Executive told him it had been
before the Council and the same gentle-
man told several sdttlers they could not
get anything so long as members for
Gloucester opposed the Government.
He only intended to bring this matter
up at the present time, reserving refer-
ence to other subjects he might go iuto

_for future discussion.

The Surveyor General expressed his
surprise at the matter referred to being
brought up in the way it had been by
Mr. Ryan. It was the first intimation
he had of it in any shape. The com-
plaint bore a striking resemblance to
those laid before the House by the pre-
decessor of the hon. member and he
ventured to say it had about the same
foundation. When,on the formeroccasi-
on, he had gone to investigate Mr.
Blanchard’s complaints he found that
gentleman had made them without any
fair cause and he (Surveyor General)
was received as a friend by the settlers
and presented with an address signed
by nine-tenths of them. The Pacquet-
teville road was superior to most of the
bye-roads of the Province and a ba-
rouche and pair might be driven over it.
The hon. gentleman would find that he
had shown an unjust spirit in the mat-
ter, for he believed the Pacquettville
settlers were mainly contented, their
grants being issued as fast as they were
entitled to them while their interest

were made with the Dominion Govern-
ment and Mr. Domville for rails for
the whole line and their obligations
were incurred to meet the demands of
the Government, the whole tbing had
been thrown overboard. He was now
bound to stand by the Kent people as
he had ever done and use every effort to
get their railway, and when he was told
that it was refused because Johnston
and O’Leary did not support Govern-
ment.he could only say he would wil-
lingly give up his seat in the House if
the Government would give Kent her
Railway.

The address then passed and the usu-
al resolutions connected therewith being
adopted, Messrs. Swim, Marshall, and
Crawford were appointed a Committee
topresent it to His Honor and the House
adjourned until Monday.

The Expenditure npofi Government
House for the past year i8 as follows:

The Report on Public Accounts shows
that on the 31st Oct., 1875, tha Province
had a balance on hand of $81,344.87, and
during 1876 the receipts amonnted to
$634,850.39, and the expenditures to
$387,329.55, and that on the 3lst Oct.,
1876, the balance on hand to the credit of
the Receiver-General amounted to $128,-
876.71; this shows a gain for the year of
$47,520.84, the saving being on immigra-
tion and public works chiefly.

The casual and territorial revenue as
shown by the Crown Lands report is $76,-
048.47. The expenditure of the Province
is less than that of last year by $72,000.
The expenditure of the Board of Works
for 1876 was about $45,000 less than that
for 1875; the expenditure on bye-Roads
was less by some $5,000. The expendi.
ture for immigration was only $7,035.54
against$61,466.88in 1875. To the balance
of $128,000 on the year's operations about
$25,000 should be added due on county
school loans, this would make the real
balance due to the credit of the Province
$153,000.

The following is the speech
from the throne:—

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I am glad to be again enabled to summon
you to meet for the despatch of business
at the time which bas been considered best
suited to the convenience of members,

During the recess, I visited the Province
of British Columbia, and had much satis-
faction in becoming acquainted with the
people of that interesting part of the Do-
minion, and with the climate and resources
of their Province.

The surveys of the Pacific Railway have
been prosecuted with the utmost vigor,
and at a larger cost during the past than
in any previous year, but it has not been
found possible as yet to complete the lo-
cation of the line, and I have, consequently
been obliged to postpone the inviting of
tenders for its construction on the terms
indicated by the Act of 1874.

A further correspondence on the subject
at issue between my Government and
British Columbia will be laid before you.

During the recent suspension of the ex-
tradition arrangements with thc United
States, I took care that the importance to
Canada of a speedi; resumption of these
arrangements should be represented to Her
Majesty’s Government, whose attention
has been further invited to the expediency
of largely extending the provisions of the
existing Treaty. I am glad to be able to
statethat while the operation of the Treaty
has been resumed, negotiations are in pro-
ﬁ;esu for a convention, more liberal and

tter suited to the circumstances of the
two countries.

The attention of my Government having
been directed to some anomalies in the
Royal Commission and Royal instructions
to the Governor-General particularly with
regard to the exercise of tge prerogative of
pardon, steps have been taken towards
the amendment of these instruments.
Papers on this subject as well as on that of
the extradition question will be laid before

you,
. The E:eat public works connected with
the St. Lawrence navigation and the canals
required to complete the system have been
prosecuted with success during the t
year. . Nearlyallthe Works on the Welﬁ.nsd
and Lachine ‘¢anals have been placed under
contract on terms favorable to the country
The active prosecution of these works dur-
ing the last three years has necessarily in.
creased the public debt, and, though ex-
pectations are entertained that the outlay
may ultimately be repaid to the country,
it may be considered advisable not to press
all the works contemplated in the earlier
years of Confederation to completion at
present.

I am happy to state that the Interco-
lonial Railway was open for traffic through-
out its entire length early in the summer,
with as favorable results as could have
been expected. One of the immediate ad-
vantages of the completion of the railway
was the delivery and reception of the
British mails at Halifax after the closing
of the 8t. Lawrence, and I am happy to
say that up to the present time mails and
passengers have been successfully carried
over the line without any interruption.

The exhibition of Canadian products,
manufactures and works of art at the
United States National Exhibition at
Philadelphia was eminently successful,
and proclaimed. to the world that Canada
has already taken a high place as a farming,
manufacturing and mining country. It is
gratifying to ge able to state that the ex-
i)cnditure was kept within the estimate.

t is but just that I should acknowledge
that the success achieved by the enterprise
of our people was largely aided by the
ener%zv and wisdom of the Commissioners
who had charge of the arrangement.

I have considered it advisable, in the in-
terest of the country, to make arrange-
ments for exhibiting Canadian products at
the exhibition to be held at Sydney, New
South Wales, for which yon will be asked
to make provision.

Notwithstanding the loss’ of revenue
consequent chiefly on the diminution of
our importati the reducti effected
during the current year ha r to
restore the equilibrium beéfween income
and expenditure, though great economy
will be still needful to attdin this object.

I regret that I am still, unable to an-
nounce any progress in obtaning a settle-
ment of the fishery claims un{er the Wash-
ington Treaty, though my'Government
hae made every effort to secure that result.

My Commissioners have made further
treaty arrangements with certain of the
Indian tribes of the North West territory
by which their title is to be extinguished
to a very large portion of the territories
west of the territory covered by the form-
«er treaty; and although some of the pro-
visions of this treaty are of a somewhat
onerous and exceptional character, I have
thought it, nevertheless, advisable, on the
whole, to ratify it. This treaty will be
placed before you.

I have made anengagement to negotiate
8 treaty with the remaining tribes east of
the Rocky Mountains.

The expenditure in currency by the
Indian treaties is undoubtedly large, but
the Canadian policy is nevertheless the
cheapest, ultimately, if we compare the
rcsults with those of other countries, and
it is above all a humane, just and christian
policy. Notwithstanding the deplorable
war waged between the Indian tribes in
the United States territories and the Gov.
ernment of that country during the last
year, no difficulty has arisen with the
Canadian tribes living in the immediate
vicinity of the scene of hostilities.

You will be asked to consider the ex-
gediency of making such changes in the

Mr. Guthrie moved the address in reply
to the speech from the throne. He claim-
ed the'usual indulgence to néew members
on such occasions. According to the cus-
tom, Parliament usnally met at about this
season, but he would, for himself, prefer
an earlier assembly. He paid a high com-
pliment to Earl Dufferin for his conduct in
Canadian affairs. He pext referred to the
Canada Pacific Railway as a matter of con-
/gratulation that it had so far favorably pro-

| gressed,and thought the Government were

justified in their care to secure the best
route. He then veviewed the exfradition
treaty qfiestion, and hoped the result of
recent differences would be a more com-
plete treaty. Referving to the Centennial,
he said he was glal tolearn thatit had re-
sulted in a great benefit to Canadian manu-
facturers, and had led to the opcning of a
trade with Australia. He advocated seck-

ing foreign markets as a remedy for trade |

depression, holding that the depression
was not in the hands of any Government,
and would recur again, as in the past, no
matter who werein power. (Cheers.) He
next referred to the falling off in the re-
venue, and was glad the Government had
been able to redyce the expenditure so as
to keep within the public income. The
people have to retrench, and why not the
Government, too?. Poverty of the people
should not furnish reasons for increasing
their burthens. (Cheers.) He regretted
that the United States should have for.
gotten their own honor in failing fo fulfil
their obligations contracted uiider the
Washington Treaty. (Cheers.) He com-
plimented the Government on settling the
point of power of pardon vested in the
Queen’s representative. He was willing
that the Intercolonial Railway should be
run and kept open for a few years at a loss,
in order to bring the Provinces closer to-
gether, personally and in trade and com-
merce. (Cheérs.) He was proud. also, of
haviog a Canadian winter port by which
we wererendered independent of our neigh-
bors. (Cheers.) He went on to consider
legislation on'insurance and the increased
powers sought by money-lending corpora-
tions from Parliament. He thought it
was time a general act was passed which
would 'put a stop "to private. legislation,
sought in order to obtain greater advan-
tages than were enjoyed by other com-
panies. Concerning the proposed bill to
create courts of Vice-Admiralty to preside
over inland waters, he thought ro objec-
tion could be raised. The United States
had done this, and it was necessary we
should establish similiar jurisdiction. Brief-
ly referring to the remaining paragraphs
of the speech, he concluded with an elo-
quent peroration.

Mr. Bechard seconded the resolution in
French.

Sir John Macdonald complained of the
meagreness of the speech, saying it was
length without breadth. He warned the!
House against general acts for dealing with
such questions as insurance, but hoped the
proposed Act would have the effect of pro-
tecting the people at large. He was afraid
that the Inland Marine Act was not re-
quired and would hamper the carrying
trade. He believed we have had legisla-
tion enough' in this country to do us for
many years, and it was now, under our
system, the duty of the Opposition to
watch that the affairs of the country were
properly conducted. He echoed the eulog-
ism paid by the mover to Lord Dufferin.
He was sorry no regret was expressed that
it was found necessary to discontinue the
construction of the Pacific Railway. Con-
cerning the clause of the speech relating to
the possible suspension of the works of en.
larging canals, he suggested a change, or
else he would be compelled {0 move an
amendment to the address. He contended
that all public works should be pushed
forward now, when labor was cheap. He
complimented the Gover: t on the suc.
cess of their Indian policy, and concluded
by asking an explanation of ministerial
changes since last session, promising that
he would give no factious opposition,

Mr. Mackenzie replied to Sir John, say-
ing as to the meagreness of the bill of fare
that when .the present Government pre-
sented the dish they never withdrew it till
it passed.” Matters were in the speech
that the Government need not have alluded
to, but they desired to be perfectly frank
with the House and the country. He re-
minded the House that at the former ses-
sion he stated it was possible some portion
of the work on the canal would have to be
suspended in order to relieve the pressure
of the public treasury. He proposed to
alter the clause in the speech objected to,
for the amendment by the member for
Kingston, so as to meet the poiut at issue.

Sir Johtr agreed.

Mr. Mackenszie continned: .The Cen-
tennial had demonstrated the fact that
Canadian farmers and mechanics were not
inferior to those of the other side, but in
many things superior. He declined Min-
isterial explanations till the usual time
after the passage of the address. He did
not fear criticism, but invited it, desiring
that it would be of a kind to bear repe-
tition.

Mr. Decosmos said the day is not far

off when the Legislature of British Colum-
bia would ask the Imperial Government to
release that province from Confederation.
He reiterated at length the whole British
Columbian question, contending that Cana-
da must build the railway, commencing at
the Pacific coast. )

The address was then carrried.

The House adjourned till Monday.

Opening of the Tmperial Parliament

The Session of the British Parliament
for 1877 was opened on the 8th inst. by
theQueen in person. Her Majesty’sspeech
is thus given in the Press despatches:—

The hostilities which before the close of
the last session of Parliament had broken
out between Turkey on the one hand and
Servia and Montenegro on the other,
engaged my most serious attention, and I
anxiously awaited an opportunity when
my good offices, together with those of my
allies might be usefully interposed. This
opportunity presented itself by the solici-
tations of Bervia for our mediation, the
offer of which was ultimately entertained
by the Porte.

Her Majesty then refers to the basis
which in the course of negotiations in con.
cert with other Powers she deemed it ex-
pedient to submit to the Porte for the res-
toration of peace, and to the Porte’s action

thereon. While proceeding to act on the
mediation, she thought it right after in-
quiring into the facts, to denounce to the
Porte the excesses committed in Bulgaria
and express her reprobation of their per:
petration.

Her Majesty next speaks of the armistice
and confercnce, in which she was repre-
sented, and says, that in taking these
steps, her object has been throughout to
maintain the peace, of Europe and of the
disturbed provinces withount infringing up-
on the independence and integrity of the
Ottoman Empire. She regrets that the
proposals have not been accepted by the
Porte, but the result of the conference has
been to show the existence of a general
agreement among the Europcan powers
which can not fail to have a material effect
upon the condition and Government of
Turkey. She trusts the armistice, yet
unexpired, will lead to_the conclusion of
an honorable peace. She has acted in
cordial co-operation with her allies with
whom, as with other foreign powers, her
relations continue friendly. The papers
on these subjects will forthwith be laid
before Parliament. .

Her Majesty alludes to her assumption
of the Imperial Title at Delhi, which was
weleomed with professions of affection,
and to the famine in India to arrest which
every resource will be employed. The re-
mainder of the speech is devoted to home
matters.
