“Jangled Bells.”

Whien we want to hear the discordant
tones of politics sounded, we listen to the
S:. John Globe, which seems to have a
full company of performers whose delight
it isto express everything in that lie
that is “like sweet bells jangled, out of
tunefand harsh,” The arrival of premier
Blaifrom Great Britain and the Coc-
tinent, and the splendid reception given
to him in Fredericton on his hoéme-com-
ing, might have suggested to the Globe
that one of its covert attacks upon him
would be considered inoppo:tune until
he had been afforded time to settle down
again at his home duties and aceustomed
surroandings, when he would naturally
expect the Globe and his other opponents,
both ambushed and open, to pay their
usual attentions. That paper, however,
could not let any opportunity for shying
a stick or a stone pass,. henze its taking
advantage of the occasion referred to.
Oone of the discordant things pro-
jected into the Globe’s contributions
to Mr. Blair’s reception is a remind-
er of the alleged f2¢t that a number of the
govermnent’s St. John friends were
alienated by the choice of a St. John
judge of probates made by Mr. Blait’s
colleagues in his abserce. The Globe's
unseemly haste intrude this little
county grievance upon Mr. Blair, almost
before it had the good
welcome the premier home and con-
gratulate him upon the success of
his efforts in behalf of the province before
the highest court of the empire, is an ex-
ample of what a leading daily in our chief
commercial city considers good form and
a manifestation of correct taste. It will
also suggest to people outside of St. John
that they will slways have'a difficulty in
knowing that community’s
grievances from those of smaller moment,
for its papers—according to their political
bias—attack the appointment of an un-
popular hog-reeve, or the proposition to
put their harborin commission with the
sune vehemence, all-absorbing fervor of
discussion and fiantic appeals to a seem-
ingly indifferent public.

The Giobe's second manipulation of
the ““jangled bells” is the following refer-
ence to the premier’s reception :—

There are apparently better organizers on
the side of the government than on the side
of the opposition, for, although Mr. Blair
and Mr. Stockton went to England together,
and on the samne business, Mr. Stockton is
placed at a disadvantage by being allowed to
return home without there being any demon-
stration in his bebaif. Mr. Stockton leads
the opposition. Since his election to that
position he has lost two followers in the
-House of Assembly by death, and he will
soon have to face elections to fill these
vacancies. One can, therefore, ses how his
retarn might have been made -available to
benefit his political fortunes, if his friends
had been sharp enough. They lost quite an
opportunity.”

The ill-nature manifested in this refer-
enc? to the leader of the opposition, is
not perhaps so apparent as the intention
to belittle Mr. Blair by suggesting a
compariscr: between him and Mr. Stock-
ton as public men. Buth, taken together,
however, form an apt illustraticn of the

xlobe’s unfortunate faculty for sitting on
the fence and directing. its energies
towards the work of making zll passers-by
uncomfortable so far as it is able to do to.
It knows quite well that there is noen-
thnsiasm in the opposition, and that Mr
Stockton’s failures as a leader have com-
pletely disheartened his party—a fact of
which no one is more counecious than Mr.
Stockton himself. Itis not kind, there-
fore, to suggest the mockery of a public
reception to a leader who, on the last vote
he challenged in the legislature, had but
two followers, and who lLad come hume
from an unsuccessful mission agaiust the
interests of the province before the high-
est court of Great Bri'ain. The Globe
knew, of course, the absurdity of its sug-
gestion of a reception for Mr. Stockton
from a practical point of view, but it hug-
ged itself over the idea that it could thus,
by infereuce, debract from the effect of the
public reception Fiven to Mr. Blair.

The people of the province, however;
will not have their opinion of the gentle-
man who wis honored at Fredericton on
Friday afternoon, much changed by the
Giobe’s method in dealing with the recep-
They recognire in Mr. Blair the
ablest political leader in the maritime
provinces, and honor him in that capacity.
They are in sympathy with those who
made of his home coming an occasion for
the ‘expression of their loyalty and good-
will towards him, becanse they feel that
New Branawick, as a whole, shares with
the County of York the "pride and honor
of having such a man at the head of its
affiirs, and as Mr. Stockton in an excel-
lent and respectable man in his way, it is
hardly fair to him that any paper should
attempt to make him ridiculous by using
him as the Globe has done for the pur-
pose of inferontially throwing cold water
upon the deservedly enthusiastic reception
“endered to a New Brunswicker of whom
we are all very proud.

Hon. Edward Blaks Makes a Groat
Speech.

A New York Herald despatch says :—

The Eighty Club of London gave a din-
ner to Hon. Edward Blake, formerly
Premier of Ountario and leader of the lib-
eral party in Canada, who was returned to
the House of Commons from the -South
division cof Longford in the recent elec-
tions. :

Mr. James Bryce, member of Parlia-
ment for the South division of Aberdeen,
presided at the dinner. 1In the introduc-
tory speech which he delivered he said
that although the liberal majority was
small it was full of tighting spirit. The
one main object of the libsral paity was
the attainment of home rule for Ireland.
Therefore the liberals welcomed & new
and powerful ally in the person of Hon.
Edward Blake, who brougzht from Cana.
da a keen intelligence, a large experience
as a statesman and a sound judgment,
which would be valuable aids in the solu-
tion of the Irish problem.

Mr. Blake, in responding to the re-
marks of Mr. Bryce, recailed .the fact
that the last time he was present at the
Eighty Club, the occasion being a dinner
in 1888, he sat beside Mr. Charles Stew-
art Parnell, who, he said, was a leader
of men who compelled rather than con-
ciliated the admiration of the masses.
Despite all drawbacks he would retain a
great place in history. Ile referred to
Mr. Parnell’s confidence in the good faith
of his liberal allies and his sincerity in his
adherence to moderate constitutional
courses.

He believed that Iceland was on the
eve of realizing the results that DMMr,
Parnell fought for. The combined efforts
of the liberal sections were certain to at-
tain the common objzcts they had in
view. It was well that each of the allied
forces recognizes the cenditions under
which is The
Irsh party was created and maistained
for a definite object under a strict system
of discipline allowing only a limited lati-
tude. Experience had shown the truth
of the assertion that the Irish interests in
the Imperial Parliament required a limit-
ed system.

The parliamentary weapons
forged under Mr. Parneli’s leadership
had such weight, solidity, temper and
keenness and had wrought such great
things for Ireland that the liberals had
taken up the lrish cause in an henorable
and cordial alliarce, creating a friendly
feeling between the Irish and British
democracies.

Ervery-
one had the interssts of Iieland at heart
and deeired the passage of an effective
home rule bil'. It might 5o% be that
every detail of the measure would be ex-
actly what some Irishmen would like,
but, as ¥Mr. Parnell had once said, any
sound measure would be cheerfully ac-
cepted.

Therefore she
strongly opposed the exclusion of Irish mem-
bers from ‘Westminster, which was inde-
fensible in‘principle and dangerous in ten-
dency.

British Politics.

The new British Parliament met at two
o'clock last Thursday afternoon. The
proceedings were altogether formal, no
business being transacted. A first meet-
ing of a new parliament in Great Britain
differs somewhat in matters of proceedure
from similar events in Canada. There
are 80 many members that itis impossi-
ble to have them all sworn 1n in one day,
and the speech from the throne is, there-
fore, always deferred until several days
-after the opening. Ou Thursday last the
matter of the Speech had not been even
formally completed, for the despatches
inforth us that the Queen’s Council, at
which the Speech would be signed was
held at Osborne on Fridays

The greatest interest of the opening
centred, of course, 1n the coming premier,
Mr. Gladstone who, we are told in the
despatches, accompanied by his wife, left
the residence in Carleton Gardens where
he is at present residing, at two o'clock
and was driven in the smartest sort of an
open carriage, attended by-a footman, to
the Parliament buildings. All along the
route he was given an ovation by the
crowds which had gathered to see him
Upon his arrival at the palace yard
the police on duty there were unable to
restrain the crowd, which became almnost
wild in its endeavors to do honor to the
head of the liberal party. Mr. Gladstone
made his appearauce in the House soon
after two o'clock, and was given a wildly
euthusiastic reception. The Irish mem-
bers rose up ina body, shrieking and
waving their hats and cheering, and they
were joined in these demonstrations by
the liberals. The uvation to the liberal
leader lasted several minutes. When Mr.
(Gladstone had taken his seat he was sur-
rounded by a crowd of members of the
House, irrespective of party, all anxious
to congratulate him and shake his hand.

Mr. Balfour aud Mr. Goschen walked
to the House together. They encounter-

ed loud lioots and groans by the crowd
| assembled outside the House. Both
| gentlemen appeared to be greatly amused
by the demonstrations.

Sir M. W. Ridley, (conservative), meimn-
her for the Blackpool division of ‘Lan-
caghire, moved that the Right Hon,
Arthur Wellesley Peel, who was speaker
of the last house, be elected speaker of
the new body. The motion was seconded
by Mr. Gladstone and carried, and Mr.
Peel was declared to have be n re-elected.

The rising of Mr. Gladstone to second
the motion for the re-election of Mr.
Peel was the signal for renewed cheering
by the opposition. Mr. Gladstone in his
remarks paid a graceful tribute ts Mr.
Peel and expressed the hope that no dis-
cordant note would be heard during the
vote and Mr. Peel's induction into the
chair as speakef.

After the re-election of Peel as speaker
had been aunounced he was conducted to
the chair by Mr. Balfour with the usual
ceremonies and addressed the House
briefly, thankig the members for the
honor done him by his re-election. At
the conclusion of his speech an adjourn-
ment was taken uutil Friday.

When the maritime -bank failed it
held $35,000 of the people’s money ; money
in,many cases earned by the severest work,
THhe liquidators of the bank thought that
they could keep this money from the people,
as represented by the government, by ap-
pealing to the privy council of England.
But New Brunswick had in this case, as in
others that might be mentioned, a man able
to take her people’s part against the strong-
est and most learned pleaders of the mother
country. Mr. Blair represented the inter.
ests of the people before the privy council of
England, won his and their case, although
opposed by the opposition leader, Dr. Stock-
ton, and showed that he was willing and
fully competent to look after the rights of
our people.

The Attorney General in reply, said :
Mr. Sheriff, friends and neighbors :

I have only one regret that at this very
happy moment I have not the endowment
of brain and tongue necessary to express my
feelings. Those who know me know that it
would be most agveeable tomy feelings to
meet each with a hearty handshake instead
of being the principal figure in a reception
such as this. When Ireached New York I
received a communication stating that a re-
ception wou'd bz tendered me. I could only
accede with the request. I felt then and
feel now that it would be impossible for me
to express my feelings on this happy occa-
sion, one of the happiest of my life. (Cheers.)

Io your address you speak of my ission
to the mother land and to my success while
there. I am not insensible to the charma
of victory. I have felt elated and gratitied
by former victories but when a victory such
a8 this one has been achieved, I may take a
little self-gratulation to myself. It was not
alone because the case involved a sum of
money belonging to my native province, it
was because measures were involved and
rights in peril that not only this province,
but all others of the dominion would feel if
carried adversely. 1t not only iunvolved
questions of a high political import, it also
involved questions of great importance to
you as & people. Party politics did to some
extent enter into the issue and measures
taken to impair the dignity of our public
institutions.

I could not enter upon a ligitation such
as this without giving to it all my best
energies, for myself, my people and my
country. My friends of the opposition
espoused the anti-political aspect of the
question, a position that if sustained would
have torn away both honor and dignity from
the province, and reduced it to the level of a
county municipality., On the other hand
we upheld with all our power those vital
political privileges which are the ggound-
work of our provineial legislation. We were
upheld in our contention. We will be able
to add this sum of $35,000 to our provincial
exchequer. If they had won it would have
been a great blow not only at our own pro.
vince but all the other provinces. I will
not trespass upon your patience to go iato
more details.

I took occasion at the London dominion
day banquet to dweil upon what scemed
to be of exceptional value to us all. That
when a question arose we had a tribunal to
which we could appeal, knowing that we
should meet the fullest measure of justice,

There men kad come from far off India
to lay their cause before this tribunal.
There were cases also fromn Africa, and from
all the dMfferent parts cf the British empire
people had come laying their requests at the
foot of the throne. These requests were
granted by the Queen herself; she it was
who raally settled the questions, by the
advice of her ministers I will allow, yet by
her own wishes. When I saw all parts of
the universe meeting there I could no% but
feel that it should strengthen our loyalty to
the Queen and to the Empire. (Cheers)

I see that there is a reference in the ad-
dress to my journey ; that yom desire a few
details of my travels while in the mother
land. I could only at this time giveyoua
cursory glance at the various things that
impressed me abroad. One thing I found.
I travellod in France, Italy, Switzerland,
Germany and Belginm and found that one
could get along comfortably with the English
tongue ; that wherever I went there was
always some one with whom I could com-
muuicate. I felt then the power of this
great empire of which we form a part and of
that mighty language which spreads to the
uttermost parts of the earth. It is an all
prevading tongue and appearances are that
1t is, in the end to supercede all other
tongues and languages. Whether its épread
is caused by commercial intercourse we
know not but the facts remain that this
langunage is spoken everywhere and I was
proud to belong to a nation, that claimed it
as its own, Only about ove hundred years
agoit was spoken by fifteen millions of peo-
ple; now it is the speech of one hundred and
fifty millions whether under the British flag
ornot. What will beits spread the next
hundred years we know not but it now ap-
pears that it will actually be a world. lan-
guage.

There were some things that did not im-
press me as did this, I saw sunuy Italy,
its ruing and blue sky,but can tell you that
no land has a sunnier sky than our own.
(Cheers.) 1saw the Swiss people and fine
people they undoubtedly are, but a hLeartier,
sturdier and more independent people I find
in my own loved New Brunswick. Passing
along down the Rhine I saw its old castles
just as they have been for years but all
these sights ouly tended to turn my head to
the Rhioe of America, our own St. John
river, and the people who made its valleys
blossom as the rose. -
You refer also, and I appreciate it highly,
to Mrs. Biair. We enjoyed the trip; we
enjoyed going away ; we enjoyed in antici-
pation the sights and scenes of that land
across the sea, to which our minds always
turn as the centre of the rich and grand,
but [ must say getting home was the best.
This, this glorious reception you have ten-
dered me is to me more to be appreciated
than any other event,

Scott Act Controversy.

Editor of Advance :

DeAr Sir :—I have again to ask for space
in your paper, to say a few words in reply
to an article over the signature of W, &
Brown, in your issue of July 21st inst.

Mr. Brown was mistaken when he thought
by being away I would miss the Apvaxce,
Although absent for a time, I happened to
get back to Newcastle by the time the Ap-
vANCE camé te.hand.

Had Mr. Brown depended upon his own
ability, in attempting to answer my letter,
I feel sure he would have accomplished more,
It is evident, that his associate, has not only
an uoncultivated, but an inferior intellect,
I believe Mr. Brown, with all his failings,
has too much common sense to write any-
thing half so idiotic as much of that contain-
ed in the article to which his name is signed.

If he can mannfacture liquor for
four or five cents a gallon, which/will an-
swer the purpose, he is not gniwﬁ pay a
large price tor that which only meects the
same end and leaves him with less profits.
Looking this question fair in the face, 1
think we wiil all admit, that the only way
to supress this evil, is to retain the C. T. A.
until we get a better law to take its place.

Mr, Brown in referring to the prohibitory
law of Maifte, claims that it does not pro.
hibit. Have we not a prohibitery law as
regards murder, theft and other crimes?
Do theee laws prohibit? Strictly speaking
they do not ; but what would our sountry
be without them? If a person were to
talk of repealing these laws, people would
begin to think of sending him te the lunatic
asylum. “Why,” they say, “our lives and
property are not safe with these laws!”
True, they do not prohibit, but they hinder
much crime from being committed which
otherwise would be. So it is with the Scott
Act or a prohibitory law; it will greatly
suppress the traffic and hinder much crime
from being committed if it does not prohibit.

The law of God is a prohibitory law, but
does it strictly prohibit? No. A law laid
down by God or man does not rob man of
the power of: breaking it, but merely says
that he shall suffer for the exercising of such
power.

Mr. Brown says: ‘‘People must become
voluntarily prohibitionists before prohibition
will become a success.” I suppose he means
by this, that ‘moral suasion’ must be used to
bring about prohibition. Moral suasion is
good in' its place, but He who perfectly
understands human nature, deemed it wise
to place man under a law which says, “Thou
shalt not” and which inflicts punishment
for disregarding it. In that_Book of Books
upon which our laws are cla&ied to be found-
ed, a prohibitory law stands pre-eminent,
while moral suasion takes second place. If
people were all voluntarily prohibitionists,
we would have no need of such a law; but be-
causé they are not, is the reason why we
require such a law.

I wish to say in conclusion, that if it is my
privilege, it will give me much pleasure to
discuss this question with Mr. Brown or any
of his friends before the electors of North-
umberland previous to the day of election.

It will be somewhat difficult for me to
go to Northumberland on such an ‘oceasion,
but most gladly will T go if it is in my power.

There are many other things which I
would like to say, but, ‘Mr. Editor, I have
already trespassed upon your precious space,
80 I will now conclude my remarks.

Death oar. Legere M. P.

Dr. E.H. Legere, M. P., died on Monday
morning at four v'clock at Grand Digue,
after a long illness. He was-twenty.seven
years of age and ome of the youngest
members of the present parliament. He
wa3 a fluent epeaker and very popular with
his coostituents. He went to Ottawa at
the opening of the last session, but con-
sumption had taken firm hold upon him and
he was unable to take any partin the work
of the session. He returned to New Bruns-
wick in June and was able to drive out
but steadily grew weaker
uotil the end. De. Legere’s family came
from Brittany to Acadia two centuries ago,
In 1888 he married Miss Elise Michaud,
niece of Rev. F. Michaud. of Buctouche.
The funeral took place yesterday.

The Wilson Robbery and the Monoton
Murder.

“Buck,” one of the murderers of police-
man Steadman of Moncton, after remaining
in the lockup in that city until last Saturday
was then taken to Dorchester jail,

On 2ad inst. a post-mortem examination
of Steadnan’s body was made by Drs. Mec-
Culley-and Steeves and an inquest was held
by coroner Wortman the same day. A
number of witnesses were placed on the
stand and the evidence given by each was
of a very strong nature. At 5 o’clock the
jury repaired to an adjoining room and after
_being absent soms twenty-five minutes re-
tarned, when the foreman read the follow-
ing :—

“*We, the coroner’s jury, empanelled to
enquire as to the manner and cause of the
death of Joseph E. Steadman, late of the
city of Moncton, county of Westmorland,
N. B, policeman, find that on the Ist of
August inst., the said Joseph E. Steadman,
while io the discharge of his duty as such,
police officer, attempting to make an arrest
of two persons -who were stopping at the
house on Telegraph street, in the said city
of Moncton, known as the Donnelly house,
suspected of breaking a safe at Chatham be-
longing to Wilson & Co., and taking there.
from a sum of money, came to his death by
a shot fired from a revolver in the hands of a
person to us unknown and called ‘“Buck,”
who is now in custody, and who fired the
shot with intent to kill and murder said
Joseph Steadman.”

From the testimony given at the inquest
it appears that if Mr. Wilson or the authori-
ties here had only taken the usual course of
informing the authorities of other places of
the robbery, the burglars would, in all prob-
ability have been captured and Steadman’s
life not been sacrificed. Marshal Foster’s
testimony bears on this phase of the ques-
tion and is as follows : —

MARSHAL FOSTER
was first called, sworn and said : Am city
marshall ; 1n consequence of information re-
ceived I attempted to make an arrest last
night. The information was by telegram.
The parties were described to mme; on en-
quiry I got information answering the des.
cription given me ; that the men were in the
city. My information was thata robbery
had been committed at Chatham. In conse-
quence of such information I proceeded to
the house of Mrs. Donuelly to make the ar-
rest ; I took policemen Steadman, Scott,
Charles Colborne and a man by the name of
McCrae ; when I got there I instructed the
officers what to do. I took the front door;
policeman Steadman followed me to the
front door ; I stopped at front door to take
out my revolver and policeman Steadman
said : “I will go around with the men.” I
went in the door immediately on Tilegraph
street, T instructed men to make the arrest,
and all were acting under my instructions.
When I got into front door I - heard a wo-
man’s voice say, ‘‘here’s Foster.” Isawa
mau go into the next room and slam the
door after him ; I went atter him; I next
heard the shooting; I ran right back and
went out the front door ; [ then saw Stead-
man falling down, he made a_ remark, “I'm
murdered.” Somebody was picking him up;
they picked him up and carried him away,
and I went over to where Mr. Scott had
prisoner and helped him to handcuff him.
We brought him down and’ locked him up.
I went back after we got him in, and gota
Tantern ; some one picked upa pistol and
handed it to me. It was picked up right
where we handcuffed the prisoner ; I dida’t
see him pick it up, he ran to me with it;
we searched the prisoner and found some
silver and a razor.

To Juror Cole :

pretty ncar

Received my information
4 o'clock. Previous to that
time I was informed that suspicious char-
acters were ot the Donnelly house. I knew
between 2 and 4 o'clock that suspiciou®
characters were at Donnelly’s house ; I had
officers ready to arrest them at 6 o’olock ;
but at that time I discovered they were not
there ; I wired the Chatham parties on ac-
opunt of information I had received; the
il

description I received from Chatham parties
corresponded with the
men seen at Donnelly’s,

To Mr. Grant: I had information from
parties here that these men were circulating
foreign silver ; I had this information from
Mr, A. E. Holstead ; he told me a robbery
had been committed at Chatham and he was
Acquainted with the man who was robbed
and he had lost some Mexican silver.

Mr. D. Grant desired to see telegram re-
ceived by Marshal Foster and Marshal
promised to produce it.

Later in the proceedings Marshal Foster
was recalled and telegrams were put in evi-
dence.

To Mr. Welch—It would be between half
past two and three that Mr, Holstead told
me of this robbery in Chatham. Iu con-
sequencs of the information given me by Mr.
Holstead, I telegraphed Mr. Wilson at Chat-
ham and received the following reply :

(Telegram marked A B.)
Charles Foster, Moncton:

Money taken from safe was in one, two, five dollar
bills; a few American fives, abont seventy dollars in
current silver, also about fifty dollars in old silver,

y Mexican Dollars, with some French tive franc
There was a quarter of a doubloon in gold,

worth about four dollars; will send further par-
ticulars,

The two suspected, One was tall with slight
mustache, bad looking. The other was short, brown
clothes, cap, had not been shaven fora day or two ;
he knew all about this town.

Paper A. B was thé first I received ;
when I got this telegram I came down here
and left books and papers I had and went
to see Mr, Holstead. I did
first telegram; think I received the second
telegram about five or half past 5 o'clock. I
spoke to two constables to be.on hand at six
o’clock. I made arrangements with night
policemen and constables to go to Donnelly’s
house and make the arrest. Before that
hour a message came that the suspects had
left town and we didn't go to make the
arrest. About 8 o’clock I learned that the
parties sought had returned to the city. I
then got the special officers and constables
went to the house, where what I before
detailed tuok place.

To Mr. Grant: I had no warrant for the
arrest of the men; the deceased had none
either. I telegraphed the Chatham parties
there were suspicious characters around here
spending mouey, and desired to know what
kind of money was sfolen from them.

Selina Donnelly testified: While the
men were at our place saw. Buck examining
a dirty black pistol. I think he was clean-
ing it.

Buck and Jim were whispering together
nearly all the time they were at our place.
I don’t know what they were saying. “They
asked for the news all the time aund we said
they would have to wait until the Times
came around. They would look over it to
gether. When they real Monday’s Times
(containing an accoant of the Chatham
burglary), Jim said “he was wrong, he
didp’t know what he list; the $40 was
right but the $500 was wrong.” They were
reading the paper together yesterday and
I was working about the room. They after-
wards talked together. I didn’t see them
write any letters there. There was only the
two men came to our place; they always
came to the house on foot after the first day;
the prisoner, Buck, was in Moncton 4 or 5
weeks ago. He was at our house on that
occasion. He made his homs at McDer-
mott’s, the Moffat house&; when he  was here
before. i

Witness at this stage was taken to the
cell where prisoner was confined and iden-
titied him as the man called Buck, and the
man who had the black lnoking revolver,

Witness “continued : When Buck was
here before he and McDermott chummed to
gether; don’t know where McDarmott is to
be found now.

Toa juror—I think Jim jumped over
Keith’s board fence; I don’t konow that Jim
fired any shote; they appeared to be all to-
gether.

The Moncton Times of 3rd says: *“Mr.
W. W. Wilson, of Wilson & Co.; Chatham,
whose safe was blown open Friday night
last aud a sum of money taken therefrom,
came to Moncton yesterday afternoon. He
was shown the foreign silver money taken
from the person of the prisoner ‘“Buck”, and
identified it as being some of the contents of
hig safe. Mr. Wilson says the burglars got
all of 8250 from the safe.”

The provincial government has offered a
reward-df 8500, and the city of Moncton one
of $250 for the arrest of ‘‘Jim”, the accessory
of “Buck” in the murder of policeman
Steadman. ‘‘Jim” is described as follows: —

Of middle age, probably 30, about 5 feet 7 inches

in height, was dressed in dark clothes, dark shiit,
wore a necktie with black spots, whiskers three or
four weeks growth and had no hat on when hees-
caped.

The prisoner Buck became quite com-
municative on Wednesday morning last and
told the marshal that if he would save his
life he would tell everything. He says
there were five in the gang and that the
man who escaped had $250 on his person,
two revolvers and a dagger, and is a desper-
ate character. Ie also said the man who
escaped was not in the habit of drinking
though he himself was, aod was drugged
somewhere in town; also that he has only
known his companion Jim for a fortuight.

Marshal Foster received a despatch from
Detective Grosse of Montreal, sayiug from
the description he believes the prisoner is
“Buck” Whelan and his escaped ’pal” Jim
Christie, two of the most notorious charac.
ters known to the Montreal police.

At the preliminary hearing of the charge
against ‘‘Buck” for killing policeman Stead-
man important testimony was given by a
maun named Thomas Buckley, who said :

T was present at the time of the shooting
of Steadman on August 1st. I board at the
Commercial Hotel. I heard either five or
gix shots fired, I would not swear which ;I
saw two flashes. I saw Steadman on the
platform on the south side of the Donnelly
house ; I was about twenty feet away ;1
saw a man close by him, they appeared to
have liold of each nther and to be struggling;
I could hear the blows which I supposed to
be struck with a baton. At the time of the
flashes it was not sufficiently light for me to
recognize the party in contact with him,
The man that deceased was struggling with
fired the twoshots I have reference Yoo 1
came to that conclusion from the flashes,
The man that fired had his back towards
Telegraph street, I did not sece any other
person near. The two shots I have refer-
ence to were fired near the side door on the
south side of the house. Isaw them strug-
gle toward the street; [ saw the man in con-
tact with Steadman fire the shots; I heard
other shots fired to the east of where these
parties were struggling; [ saw only two
flashes ; I do not kuow who fired the other
shots ; I should judge it was twoor three
last shot was
fired until the man Steadman was in contact
with fell in the road. Deceased then threw
up his hands and said *My God I’'m mur-
dered” aud struggled back towards the
house.

To Mr, Grant :—I heard five or six shots,
They did not appear to have all come from
the same place, there were one or two first,
and four after. [ can only locate the first
two shots. I heard only the report of the
others ; did not see - the flash. The four
shots that I cannot locate appeared to be
fired near a door, I won't swear they were
fired ou the platform at all. I was standing

nelly house unearthed a large amount of
silver, about one hundred and fifty picces
in all. Jonxh sold the whole to a man nam.
ed Donohue for $10. The Marshal heard of
the affair on Thursday morning and placed
Jonah and Buskirk under arrest. Donohue
gave over the money to Magistrate Wort-
man. The piecey are old Eoglish three
shillings and two pence. Some are of opin-
ion that the money was buried yea®s ago by
a man named Gil Ellict, while others be-
lieve it was buried by “‘Buck” aad “Jim.”

Constable Hill and another officer arrest-
man named Willis at Nelson last
Wednesday afternoon, on suspicion of his
being the missing accessory of *‘Buck” in
the Wilson robbery and Moncton murder.
He turned out, as we intimated last week,
to be the wrong man.

“Jim’’ has not been captured yet.
The latest report concerning him is that he
gailed from Hillshoro last Thursday night
in a plaster schooner for Wewark, New
Jersey.

City Recorder Jack thought that the Scott
act shonld have been enforced in Portland,
but for certain legal uncertainties. He
feared that moral sentiment was not strong
enough to enforce a prohibitory law and he
did not favor its establishment,

Police Clerk Henderson submitted state-
ments of the number of arrests and number
of arrests for drunkness last year., There
were 1678 arrests for all offenses, of which
1030 were for drunkness. The total number
of prisoners since 1871 was 29,824, of which
62 per cent -were arrested for drunkoess.
The total amount of fines was $94,000. The
most of the prisoners were from 20 to 30
years of age. He supposed that one-half
of the offences other than drunkness were
chargeable to drink. As to child-criminale,
he found that in a majority of cases their
parents were drinkers, He considered that
the present license law was well enforced.

Palice Magistrate Ritchie would favor a
prohibition law if public opinion would
support it, but he doubted, if nuder the
present circumstances, it could be enforced.

James Hargreaves, superintendent of a
cotton mull, said that some of the 300 em-
ployees drank and some good men were
moderate drinkers. tle preferred tem-
perance men, but the factory had suffered
very little from drink.

Stipendiary Magistrate Skillen, of St.
Martins, said the Scott act had not been
thoroughly enforced in St. John County.
Judgments had been appealed and delayed
and there was no person to euforce’ the act.
He thought it wotld be better to repeal
the Scott act ia this province and take ad-
vantage of the prohibitory clausss of the
provincial license act. He renembered
when Parrsboro, with a prohibitory law,
had seventeen bar rooms.

Rev. K. J. Grant, of Sussex, said the act
was enforced more vigorously in Kings
county than ever before. He had been two
years prosecutor for Sussex, and obtained
fifteen conviztions. He had public sentiment
at his hack and intended to go on and stamp
out the traffic. The chief difficulty was that
a St. John judge gave orders for certiorari
when he should not. Sentimert would do
little while this man was there. When
witness lived in Dartmouth he noticed &
marked improvement in the community
consequent on the enforcement of the law.

John Marshall had been chief of police
for St. John 28 years. He regarded the
Scott act as the best license law and did
not see what difficulty there would be in
enforcing prohibition. He was a strong
prohibitiouist.

B. Travers, M. D., did wot think prohi-
bition could be carried ont in this ecity.
It would encourage smuggling and illicit
sale. He prescribed alcohol and considered
it the right hand of the profession. Ile
favored a reduction in duty on light wines

St. Jouw, Aug. 9.—A. H. Haningion,
late inspector under the McCarthy Act
said that Act worked well, because the
inspector did his duty and was independent
of the local authorities. The Scott Act
worked badly because there was notap
earnest effort to enforce it, The McCarthy
Act would have worked all right but for its
operation having bLeen stopped by the
courts.

George Robartson, President of the Board
of Trade said he thought the Acts of Parlia-
menis were better observed than the com-
mands of the Almighty. Ninety per cent.
of the commercial community were total
abstainers. He could not siy he wonld
favor prohibition, although, if it could be
enforced it would benefit business generally.

M. A. Finn, liquor dealer, said he had
found that business had increased daring vhe
years the Scott Act had been in force in
several counties. There was sale in counties
where it was in force, In Scott Act coun-
ties there was a greater demand for cheap
spirits, the quality not being consilered.
What is wanted i% quantity and strength.
He did business in Maine, notwithstanding
the prohibitory law there. The sale of beer
and soda water in Scott Act counties had
decreased while there was a large demand
for cheap strong liguore, Whenever the
attempt is made to enforce the Scott Act
rigidly the orders for kegs and small quan-
tities for families increases. There was no
steady persistent effort to enfqree the law.
He sells very much more liquor in Frederic-
ton since the Scott Act has been in force
there. The wholesale business has been
destroyed there, while the " retail business
flourishes. Ha sold more liquor to Frederic-
ton than any other place in the provinee,
except St. John and lost very few bills in
Scott Act eounties,

Mr. C. H. Fairweather, told of his ex.
‘perience in connection with the enforcement
of the prohibitory law of 1855. A prohibi-
tory law would have the effect of making
considerable disturbance. He would think
that in the event of the enactment of a pro-
hibitory law some cousideration should be
given to the matter of compensating brew-
ers and others who might lose heavily on ac-
count of it being enforced. There wasa
moderate sized riot in St. Joha over the
enactment of the prohibitory law of 1855,
He thought, however, that the passage of
the law was a sort of protest against an evil.
He was a firm believer in legislation in favor
of moral improvement and although he
doubted whether a prohibitory law could
be properly enforced, he believed it would
do good in the way of stamping the liquor
business as an evil.

Dr. Steeves, Medical . Superintendent of
the provincial lunatic asylum, said one
quarter of lunacy cases were either direct-
ly or indirectly traceable to the”” drink
habit and he thought pruhihiti?’n, if en-
forced, would be beneficial to thé\ mental
health of the people. 4;”

Rev. W. 0. Raymond, passor of St.
Mary's church, stated that he is™~Protes-
tant Chaplain of the Alms House, which
has about 200 inmates. He thought the
majovity of the men there had been in-
temperate and a majority of the women
also. He thought that iy the past 15 years
there had been an incrdase of sobriety.
His opinion was that it/would be harder
to enforce a prohibitory’law than any other
law, because there’ would be more persons
inclined to disregard or disobey it. The
force brought to bear against an act of
that -kind would be constantly -operating,
while it would be very difficult to keep
up the sentiment sufficiently.

Hon. Thomas R.Jones stated he had been
connected with administration or the
license law as sitting police magistrate,
and thought the present act was the best
law of the kind yet put in force here.
Thought drunkenness had decreased greatly
in last few years. The Scott Act had done
as much harm as good. Did not believe
that a prohibitory law could he enforced
at present time. Great difficulty wounld he
experienced in preventing smuggling all
round the borders and that not only the
88,000,000 revenue would be lost to the
Dominion but that it would cost that much
more to sec that the law was enferced.
He believed in the ladies and the clergy
men keeping up their efforts in teaching
temperance.

He did not think that theé Scott Act
prohibited the sale of liquor/ He laid this
to the lack of public sentiment in favor of
enforcing the lJaw. The condition of things
under license in St. John is very much
better than in other places under the Scott
Act. Any act that is put vpon the statute
book which cannot be enforced. leads to
lawlessness. Any time that there was a
public gathering in Fredericton there was a
great deal of drunkenness in the streets and
he believed all the liquor was not got at
thé hotels. He wouild give  a vote to-
morrow to prohibit the liquor traffic the
world over. If liquor could be effectually
kept out of the country he thought it
would be a good thing. He thought from
his observation that fewer business men of
to-day drink than was the case 40 years
ago, and he thought thiz was beneticial.
The cause of more failures now than years
ago he did not lay to the drink habit, but
to the laxity of the present laws for the
collection of debts. He thought temperance
sentiment was greater now than 40 years
ago.

The commission adjourned till 3.15, p. m.

The progress of
the planet was watched for an hour. At a
point fifty-two degrees from the horizon,
snow liclds could be seen distinctly extend-
ing thirty degrees from the south pole,
Immediately underneath this white patb,
three large dark groups were observable.
‘‘Perhaps,”’ remarked Herr Hilderbrand,
“*they are continents like those of our earth,
The haze which enveloped the lower part of
Mars, however, rendercd accurate observa-
tions impossible. The uorth pole and the
equator were completely obscured.”

These observations were taken at half
past one in the morning with the largest
telescope in Central Europe.
