LONDON, March 13,—While reports 
of peace negotiations are not confirm­
ed to the foreign office or the Russian 
or Japanese embassies, a distinct 
change of opinion obtains in diplo­
matic circles, where heretofore talk of 
propositions for peace have been al­
ways minimized, but where now peace 
is evidently expected.

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omwA \\ANGLING FOR A PARSON.LOCAL LEGISLATURE no attention to anything east of Lake 
Superior. Our young mçn are going 
west, and although we are proud of 
our western heritage and glad to see 
them going to part of our own country 
instead of the United States, we would 
prefer to have them at home. The great 
difficulty in this province is the lack 
of agricultural labor. Mr. Emmerson 
had an immigration policy, but it was 
directed along the wrong line, and 
people were brought out who were not 
fitted for the needs of the country. 
We need immigration of three classes, 
first of a claes that will furnish agri­
cultural and domestic labor; second, of 
a class that will take up deserted 
farms^ and capable of taking up new 
land; third, of a moneyed class, that 
will purchase Improved farms which 
are now on the market, and with suf­
ficient agricultural skill to make a 
profit on the investment. A careful 
survey of the field shows that at pre­
sent efficient farm and domestic labor 
Is not available among English-speak­
ing people. In Great Britain today 
skilled agricultural labor is earning 
more money than Our farmers under 
present methods think they can afford 
to pay. But in Sweden and Finland 
and in parte of Germany and Austria 
there are thousands of laborers who 
know nothing but farm work, whose 
yearly wage does not exceed $25.

Another matter which demande at­
tention is the improvement of agricul­
tural education. A year or two ago we 
had the pleasure of hearing an address 
from Prof. Jas. Robertson on this sub­
ject. We should favor the encourage­
ment of nature studies and school gar­
den work. We should encourage the 
system of school consolidation. I think 
that the scheme put forward by the 
provincial board has a great deal to 
recommend it and I am glad to see 
here today a gentleman from Albert 
by whose liberality such a school is 
about to be established in that county. 
We should establish short courses in 
live tock Judging and feeding, also in 
poultry raising. I would also favor 
the more effective carrying out of far­
mers’ institutes and the establishment 
of women's institutes. There ought to 
be greater efforts on behalf of good 
roads by encouraging the provincial 
good roads association for the educa­
tion of officials and the public gener­
ally. The road expenditure ought to 
be placed 4n charge of the municipal­
ities.

A few years ago the government, 
promised us some legislation in regard 
to our forests, but that promise was 
not carried out. We should have pro­
per forestry laws for the prevention of 
fires. There should also be a survey 
of our forest areas and a division be­
tween settlement and non-settlement 
lands. There is great room for legis­
lative action along these lines.

I congratulate my friends on their 
courage in leaving the office of solici­
tor general and surveyor general va­
cant for a whole year. They have thus 
proved that we have too many paid 

the government. They 
brought On the elections at last after 
the dominion elections, thereby show­
ing a certain amount of cunning. The 
election ‘ of the member for St. John 
Co. was due more to his own strength 
than to the assistance of the govern­
ment. In t^e city of St. John they did 
not have the courage to put up a can­
didate. Mr. Skinner, who ran did so 
as a liberal and did not say one word 
in favor of the government.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I heard him say 
many words for the government.

Mr. Hazen—Mr. Skinner said that he 
ran as a supporter of the liberal party. 
Again in filling up the government 
long service in this house seems to 
have counted for nothing and two new 
members have received the offices of 
solicitor general and surveyor general. 
Why were other men of longer service 
and greater experience passed over ? 
Why is it that St. John is without a 
representative for the first time since 
confederation ? Why did not my hon. 
friend from the city of St. John, or 
my hon. friend from Kent receive one 
of these offices ? Is it the case that 
no man is now to be accounted as fit 
to sit in the government unless he is 
a member of the legal profession ? I 
regret to have to say that I cannot ex­
tend my congratulations to the solici­
tor general because I deplore the cir­
cumstances under which he holds his 
seat. The opposition had decided not 
to put up a candidate against him, 
but anyone is entitled to run who can 
obtain a sufficient number of signa­
tures to his nomination papers and put 
up $160. Mr. Simms, a respectable 
legal petitioner of Bath, made up his 
mind to be a candidate. What occur­
red at the court house deserves the 
reprobation of every honest man. He 
had his papers ready at 11.48, but when 
he went to the court house discovered 
that one of the signatures had to be 
attested on oath. A man was sent for 
and when he arrived the Bible which 
had been in the court house a short 
time before, could not be found. It 
had been hidden away and by the time 
another Bible was secured it was near 
12 o’clock. Mr. Simms handed in his 
$100 and while it was being counted by 
the sheriff the agent of Mr. Jones 
claimed that the time for receiving no­
minations had expired. The sheriff re­
fused to accept the nomination of Mt. 
Simms and Mr. Jones was declared eb 
ected.

Mr. Hazen read a declaration of Mr. 
Simms and of Chas. T. Boyer, setting 
forth these facts and continued; I 
feel that this is a matter that ought 
to be brought before the house of as­
sembly, and that a full investigation 
is demanded in the interests of justice.

Mr. Hazen—I think the language is 
the same. The matter is one that de­
mands thorough investigation. I feel 
that perhaps I have trespassed at too 
great length on the time of the house. 
I sincerely hope, to use the language 
of the speech, that this session win 
lead to the enactment of such laws as 
will promote the happiness and pros­
perity of our people, and I desire to say 
to my friends on the opposite side of 
the house that in any legislation they 
propose they will find the members of 
the opposition ready to give them any 
assistance to bring about this good re­
sult.

We have, in the first 
place, a project thrown into parlia­
ment to build an .extension of the In­
tercolonial railway in Prince Edward 
Island, from forty-two to fifty miles in 
length, to build a bridgé over the riv­
er, and sortie other necessary things 
which have been added. We had an 
estimate put before us at the time of 
the first vote — and it was all figur­
ed out, over the signature of the chief 
engineer of government railways, as 
made in 1898 — that the 42.8 miles of 

■railway would cost about 3472,600. The 
minister has stated that up to the 30th 
of November, 1904, that identical piece 
of road has had expended upon it 
$870,121. He has also stated that last 
year his own estimate was that it 
would be finished for $1,081,000.”

Mr. Emmerson—That was apart from 
the rolling stock tod the jsribwork.

Mr. Foster—I am not taking into 
count the rolling stock, nor was it in­
cluded in the original .estimate. It is 
also stated, and I believe is not denied, 
that tenders were called for and a 
contract was given for 11 miles, and

FREDERICTON, March 12—The 
death occurred at 4 o’clock this morn­
ing, at his residence, St. John street, 
of William B. Phair, assistant post­
master of this city.

With sold­
iers like these and with subordinate 
officers of high intelligence, and of 
boundless courage and faith who are 
absolutely sure that their men will do 
anything that le required of them, a 
commander has great opportunity to 
be a tactician.

Oyama laid out a great programme 
for his army and it has been carried 
out. It is his glory and the glory of 
his nation, that he knew his men to 
be capable of long marches and fierce 
fighting such as no other Infantry in 
the world could accomplish. He knew 
also the people behind him, and that 
a sacrifice of life which might not be 
justified by another nation would be 
cheerfully accepted in Japan. A Brit­
ish officer would have considered whe­
ther some slower and cheaper method 
could not be devised to accomplish the 
purpose. He would always have be­
fore him the prospect of censure at 
home if he should take too great 
risks, or sacrifice too many lives. But 
in Japan these is no peace at any price 
party. There is only one party so far 
as this war Is concerned. The govern­
ment does not need to restrict the free­
dom of the press lest the people should 
criticize the war authorities. Every­
body in Japan seems to be anxious to 
give the Avar lords all possible help and 
encouragement. The commander at 
the front having the full confidence 
of all the people at home and the full­
est trust in the courage, intelligence, 
physical energy, and Implicit obedience 
of the officers and soldiers under his 
command, is in a fine position to win 
a reputation as a tactician. •

right when a number of flour mills 
had received a government bonus. So 
friends of the government got bonuses 
and flour mills were built in many 
places, and then the government re­
ported that the wheat fields were al­
ready ripe for the harvest, 
only be a few years, we were told, 
until New Brunswick would grow the 
two million bushels of wheat required 
to furnish bread for the whole popula­
tion.

When the government began to give 
bonuses the annual Wheat crop of the 
province was about 500,000 bushels. No 
great change in the quantity grown 
or the acreage sown to wheat follow­
ed the adoption of the new policy. In 
1900 the farmers of New Brunswick 
sowed 26,868 acres to wheat, and raised 
504,301 bushels. They were still a long 
way from 2,000,000 bushels, and pro­
ceeded to get still farther short of it. 
Next year they cut down the acreage 
and raised 478,886 bushels. In 1902 they 
turned over some three thousand acres 
more of

their wheat land to 
other crops, and raised 453,640 bushels. 
A further decrease in area was made 
in 1903, but the yield was a little better 
and the crop was 456,345 bushels. Last 
year only 20,410 acres were sown to 
wheat, and the yield was 369,545 bush­
els, or considerably less than when the 
government set out to make New 
Brunswick a wheat growing province. 
There Is a decrease of twenty-five per 
cent, in the area and yield as com­
pared with four years ago.

Last year every county in the pro­
vince raised less wheat than the year 
before. Every county but two isowed 
a less area to wheat than in 1903.. The 
county of the minister of agriculture 
had only 53 acres in wheat in 1903, and 
this was cut down to 33 last year. 
Northumberland, the county of the 
premier, had four hundred acres less 
in Wheat last year than four vears be­
fore.

MR. A. O. SKINNER AND THE 
TWEEDIE GOVERNMENT.

Mr. Tweedle is easily able to show 
that when Mr. A. O. Skinner was con­
testing St. John city a few months ago 
the Sun treated him as the local gov­
ernment candidate and as a supporter 
of the administration. The government 
had no other candidate in the field, 
and the whole machinery of the admin­
istration was behind Mr. Skinner. His 
election would have been a victory for 
the Tweedle government, and Mr. 
Tweedle would, no doubt, have expect­
ed his support. So the Sun insisted 
upon presenting Mr. Skinner as a pro- 

■ vincial government candidate. This 
was in the Interest of truth and was 
good party tactics.

But Mr. Skinner himself publicly de­
clared when the fight was over that he 
had always refused to declare himseli 
a candidate of the Tweedle government. 
He called himself the Candidat^of the 
liberal party, and repudiated the sug­
gestion that Mr. Tweedle and Dr. Pugs- 
ley were his leaders. The Globe news­
paper, which gave him all the journal­
istic support he had, took the same 
position. We do not know that this 
course of action was adopted on prin­
ciple. But Mr. Skinner was a suffi­
ciently clever campaigner to see that 
he 'could only hope to win by practi­
cally disowning all connection between 
himself and the provincial government. 
He knew that if he appeared as a can­
didate of the Tweedle government he 
would simply court and invite defeat. 
That he really was the Tweedie-Pugs- 
ley candidate need not be denied here. 
The Sun held thdt in the nature of the 
case he was this and nothing else, and 
that he should not, by professing t,o be 
merely a liberal nominee, be allowed to 
escape the responsibility for the had 
character of the government for which 
he really stood.

No doubt Mr. Skinner obtained many 
liberal votes by repudiating the Tweedle 
government in his personal canvass. 
H6 was personally a popular candi­
date, and might have come out of the 
fight still better if every politician 
closely associated with the Tweedle 
government could have been prevented 
from opening assisting him.

Mr. Tweedle need not therefore con­
gratulate himself that Mr. Skinner was 
not so badly beaten as he might have 
been, or that he obtained a majority 
on the eastern side of the harbor. The 
government itself could not have ob­
tained a majority in any ward of the 
town. But as a matter of fact those 
east side wards which gave Mr. Skin­
ner his majority would have returned 
Mr. Maxwell but for the fact that he 
is an advanced prohibitionist, and that 
for reasons of their own, men engaged 
»n the liquor business organized a spe­
cial fight of their own against him, 
obtaining many votes for Mr. Skinner 
which did not properly belong to him. 
But the unpopularity of the adminis­
tration was so vast as to be proof 
against even this sudden accession of 
strength. It carried down before it the 
liquor dealers, and Mr. Skinner, and 
the liberal party, and all who were so 
rash as to interest themselves on the 
government side in the campaign.

SIR WILFRID’S SENTIMENTS.

We do not believe that the education 
clauses of the British North America 
act were ever intended to apply to ter­
ritories entering the union and becom­
ing provinces. Saskatchewan and Al­
berta are not provinces entering the 
union, with a separate school system 
of their own creation. They are terri­
torial portions of Canada with a separ­
ate school system arranged for them 
as a temporary scheme by act of the 
federal parliament. This act could be 
repealed at any time by the parliament 
which passed it, and has no effect 
whatever on the constitutional situa­
tion.

Whatever the constitution of Canada 
guarantees to the minority in the west 
will go to them without legislation 
from Ottawa. If a spearate school sys­
tem for the west is in the constitution 
it does not need to be in the act now 
before the house. That act cannat take 
away any rights that the British North 
America Act secures.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier is not dealing 
fairly with the constitutional question. 
He knows that the act which he has 
Introduced is not defining constitu­
tional rights, but creating new privi­
leges and making them permanent. 
His own act as introduced explicit? 
and definitely read into the act of union 
provisions that were not there.

There is reason to fear that Sir Wil­
frid is also playing with words when 
he pretends to so much concern about 
the subject matter of these school 
clauses. For political purposes Sir 
Wilfrid Joined the enemies and de­
stroyers of separate schools in Mani­
toba. He and his party shut out the 
Roman Catholics of Manitoba from the 
only remedy the constitution offered 
them. There is not the slightest rea­
son to doubt that they would do the 
same for the Roman Catholics in the 
new provinces if a like occasion arose. 
The greatest mistake that any religi­
ous body can make is to take seriously 
the professional and declarations of Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier as to his motives and 
desires in the school matters.

The solicitor general has been giv­
ing out that Mr. Simms, who was not 
allowed to be nominated- in Carleton, 
did not seriously desire to contest the 
county.

Today’s despatches only confirm the 
completeness of ICuropatkin’s defeat. 
The Russians are nearing their Tie 
Pass positions, hotly pressed by the 
Japanese, and St. Petersburg admits 
that even the remnants of the army 
are in danger. It is reported that Oya­
ma's flanking armies are already in 
touch above Tie Pass, and if this 
proves correct, even a greater disaster 
than is now apparent may follow.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 13, 6.45 p. 
m.—Emperor Nicholas has summoned 
a war council for tomorrow, at which 
the whole situation will be considered.

Little additional information was 
vouchsafed at the war office today. 
Gen. Linevitch’s army, although its 
units were scattered and confused, got 
off with the fewest losses. Gen. Kaul- 
bars’ was the heaviest loser, leaving 
28,000 prisoners in the hands of the 
Japanese. Kaulbars himself, with the 
remnant of his army, had a narrow 
escape. When the Japanese drove 
their wedge across them above Muk­
den, he Just managed to pull clear by 
withdrawing from the city and then 
moving northeastward into the moun­
tains barely in time to avoid Gen. 
Kuroki’s columns, which were already 
at Hun River bombarding Pu Pass- 
According to the latest advices, Gen. 
Kaulbars is being pursued, and has 
not succeeded in extricating himself 
from the mountains.

Gen. Meyendorft, commander of the 
first army corps, was wounded in the 
shoulder.

WASHINGTON, March 18.—U. S. 
Griscorn has cabled to the state de­
partment from Токіо, under yester­
day’s date, as follows: “Official re­
port: Japanese army captured 20,000 
prisoners on the Uth."

Another official report, dated today, 
from Токіо, read: “Russian losses over 
165,000, 40,000 prisoners, 26,600 dead on 
field, and about 90,000 other casual­
ties.”

PORT* LOUIS, Island of Mauritius, 
March 13.—The squadron commanded 
by Vice-Admiral Rojestvensky was still 
at Nossi Island, off the northwest coast 
of the Island of Madagascar, when the 
the Messagerie Maritime steamer Ox- 
lgia passed there yesterday. It is un­
derstood that Rojestvensky Intended to 
remain at Nossi until the end of April. 
The crews of the Russian ships were 
drilling night and day, and frequently 
engaged In firing practise. There was 
no confirmation of the rumors current 
at Tamatave, Madagascar, to the ef­
fect that the Russians have bought a 
small island In the Indian Ocean to 
serve as a naval base.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 11-

clearly that her ally favors peace and 
this may exercise an Influence on the 
emperor’s ultimate decision.

The federal government ministers are 
always contradicting the attorney gen­
eral’s solemn statements as to ar­
rangements made with themselves and 
they are apt to do so just when Dr.

To this Sir Wilfrid answered yea.
Mr. Carvell’s second question was: If 
so, have the terms oi such proposed 
reference been approved by the min­
ister of justice?

The terms of such proposed reference 
have not yet been approved by tha 
minister of justice, but are still under 
consideration.

This is exactly in accordance with 
the statement that I made. It is to be 
regretted that a newspaper like tha 
Sun should seek to convey the erron­
eous impression that the government 
had decided adversely in our case. So 
with reference to the other statement 
made by the Sun, that I have been 
contradicted by the federal ministers, 
I suppose the Sun refers to what has 
been said with regard to province sub­
sidies. I have held out the hope that 
before very long a readjustment of 
subsidies would take place that would 
be satisfactory to this province. The 
best answer to the Sun is the reply 
made by Sir Wilfrid Laurier on Mon­
day last with regard to provincial sub­
sidies. Sir Wilfrid Laurier said: “I 
believe It would be advisable at no dis­
tant day to have a conference between 
the dominion and the provinces, to dis­
cuss these very questions.” Surely Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier would not propose a 
conference with the representatives of 
the provinces unless there was a de­
sire and a determination on his part 
to seriously consider this question and 
to settle it in a manner satisfactory 
to the provinces.

Unexpectedly one morning more than 
two months ago, a regiment of Cos­
sacks swept down upon the town and 
at the sabre point, forced 1,209 men to 
leave their homes and start for the 
front. Two of the men, Elias and 
Moses Wilensky, brothers, were among 
the wealthiest men of the town, and 
said that all of their property was 
confiscated and their families left in 
destitution. They owned -large paint 
manufactories, and as the brothers 
were taken from their desks, more 
than ISO of their employes were driven 
along with them, six of whom escap­
ed and are among the party who ar­
rived here.

One of the brothers said 13,000 
roubles were taken from his safe by 
the Cossacks. “Time was not given 
us to say good-bye to our families. 
In other wars all men who had served 
four years in the army or had large 
families were exempt from military 
service.” The bothers said that, after 
being taken out of the town by the 
Cossacks they were put into a train 
and started for St. Petersburg. Al- 
thoi gh closely guarded, many Jumped 
through the car windows, several of 
whom were killed. Some got away at 
railroad stations and other were shot 
as they fled. Out of the 1,200 about 
200 escaped and out of this number 60 
reached Trieste and obtained passage 
tor America.

Already the offert of desertions from 
the Russian army is being felt. Scarce­
ly a Russian family but is sheltering 
one or more 'compatriots from the 
east.

Under 
these circumstances I think we might 
well call for an explanation from the 
leader of the government as to why 
he brought this measure down with­
out vouchsafing to the house for one 
moment the explanation that two 
members of his cabinet had not been 
consulted at all with regard to its 
provisions,. and that, so far as they 
were concerned, this was not the act 
of the government. The minister of 
the interior represented in the cabinet 
the great west of Canada—represented 
more than any other man of the cab­
inet that portion of this country which 
is now being created into two new 
provinces. Farther than that, owing 
to his experience of some eight years 
in the position of minister of the in­
terior, he might be supposed to possess 
a more intimate knowledge of the 
needs and requirements of that coun­
try than any other member of the 
cabinet. And yet -the minister of the 
Interior was ndt consulted with regard 
to this measure, and that in the face 
of the most explicit declaration made 
by this administration, made no far­
ther back than June 14th, 1904, that he 
was the man above all others who 
should be consulted on this question. 
When Lord Dundonatd was dismissed 
from his position as general officer 
commanding, the government passed 
an order in council in which action of 
the administration in that regard was 
justified upon certain grounds. And 
one of the -grounds put forward for the 
Interference of the minister of agri­
culture in a department which other­
wise he had no concern whatever, in­
deed the only reason was expressed in 
that order in these words: "In the 
case of members of cabinet, while all 
•have an equal degree of responsibil­
ity in a constitutional sense, yet in 
the practical Working out of respon­
sible government in a country of such 
vast extent as Canada, it is found ne­
cessary to attach special responsibil­
ity ..to each minister for the public af­
fairs of the province, or district with 
which he has close political connec­
tion, and with whieh his colleagues 
may not be so well acquainted.’’ I 
would admit to Sir Wilfrid Laurier, 
that, taking his own stand of minis­
terial responsibility expressed in this 
order in council, the minister of in­
terior was in this case the minister 
above all others who should have been 
consulted, in the first instance about 
those very provisions which at the pre­
sent time are causing some discussion 
in the country, and if we may believe 
all we hear, some dissension on the 
other side of the house. The prime 
minister has been a very strict stickler 
for constitutional usage in some of his 
dealings with his ministers in days 
gone by. I will advert to only one 
case. We remember that the right 
hon. gentleman felt himself constrain­
ed to ask for the portfolio, of public 
works at that time held by Hen. Mir. 
Tarte, because Mr. Tarte had seen fit, 
in the words of the prime minister, to 
advocate a policy whieh had not yet 
been accepted by the government.

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EPPS’S OTTAWA, March 8,— The school 
crisis remains tonight as it has for 
many days, all tales of compromise to 
the oontrary.

ST. PETERSBURG, Маг. 1»,—2.10 p. 
m.—The extent of the disaster to Gen. 
Kuropatkin's army is as yet unknown 
here, but the most sinister reports re­
ceive credence, and the public believes 
that Field Marshal Oyama has suc­
ceeded In closing the Iron ring around 
at least a large portion of the army. 
Communication with Mukden Is appar­
ently cut, as no word has arrived, 
dated later than yesterday at fli№ in 
the afternoon, when the situation of 
General Bilderling, who commands the 
rear guard, and the thousands who 
■were fighting off the Japanese assault 
almost at the walls of the city west 
and north of Mukden, was desperate. 
Even from the east General Kuroki 
pushed through until Fu Pass, less 
than eight miles east where • the Hun 
bends sharpely to the northward, wrs 
under the Japanese guns. The opening 
in the net was then only twelve miles 
wide, and nothing but a miracle, in the 
opinion of many experts, could then 
have saved the situation. To make 
matters worse, General Nogi’s left was 
west of the railroad, and Gen. Kawa­
rn ura’s army on the east, were report­
ed, by forced marching, to be ready to 
throw themselves across the Russian

All accounts argree that “the battle 
yesterday must have been fought under 
dreadful conditions. A dust storm of 
hurricane violence was blowing, con­
cealing friend and foe, while through 
the opaque yellow veil, the .Streams of 
wounded and camp followers, -plodded

The war office this morning had little 
consolation to offer to the pitiful in­
quiries for news.

It appears, according to the deposi­
tions taken, that from the departure 
of the squadron from Royal Roadstead 
Admiral Rojestvensky caused minute 
precautions to be taken by the ships 
placed under his orders, in order to put 
them completely in a position to re­
pulse during the night an attack of 
torpedo boats either at sea or at an­
chorage.

These precautions seemed justified by 
the numerous reports of the agents of 
the imperial government on the sub­
ject of hostile attempts to be appre­
hended, which, according to all proba­
bilities, would occur in the form of 
torpedo boat attacks.

Moreover, during his stay at Skagen,
Admiral Rojestvensky had been warn­
ed of the presence of suspicious boats 
on the coast of Norway. He had fur­
ther learned from the commander of 
the transport Bakan, arriving from the 
north, that the latter had perceived 
on the previous night four torpedo 
boats carrying only a single light at 
the mast head.

This news decided the admiral to 
advance his departure by twenty-four 
hours.

(3) In consequence each of the six 
distinct divisions of the squadron sail­
ed separately in its turn, and reached 
the North Sea independently in the or­
der indicated by the report of Ad­
miral Rojestvensky, that general of- 
•eer commanding in person the last 
division, formed by the four new iron­
clads, Kniaz Suvoroff, Imperator Alex­
ander III., Borodino, Orel, and the 
transport Anadyr.

This division left Skagen on. Oct. 20, 
at 10 o’clock in the èvening.

This transport, which at first form­
ed a group with the Dmitri Donskoi 
and Aurora, thus found herself delay­
ed and isolated about ten miles in the 
rear of the squadron; she had been ob­
liged to decrease her speed owing to 
a defect of machinery.

This accidental delay was perhaps 
the incidental cause of the events 
which followed.

(6) About eight o’clock in the even­
ing, in fact, this transport met the 
Swedish ship Aildebaran and other un­
known vessels, which she cannonaded 
doubtless in consequence of the pre­
occupations caused to her in the cir­
cumstances of the moment by her iso­
lation, her machinery defects and her 
small military value.

However that may be, the command­
er of the Kamchatka at a, quarter to 
nine transmitted to his commander- 
ln-chief by wireless telegraphy, in re­
gard to this encounter, the lnformar- 
tion that he was “attacked on all sides 
by torpedo boats.”

(7) To take into account the part 
that this news might take in the ul­
terior determinations of Admiral Ro- 
jestvensky, it must be considered that 
in his calculations the attacking tor­
pedo boats, the. presence of which had 
been thus reported to him, rightly or 
wrongly, about fifty miles ip rear of 
the division of vessels which he com­
manded, might come up to attack him 
in his turn about one o’clock in the 
morning.

This information decided Admiral 
Rojestvensky to signal to his ships 
about ten o’clock in the evening to re­
double their vigilance, and to look out 
for an attack by torpedo boats.

Almost immediately, after this first 
alarm, and in "accordance with the de­
positions, the look-out men, who, from 
the bridges of the Suvoroff, 
sweeping the horizon with their night- 
glasses, discovered “on the crest of the 
waves, in the direction 6f the star­
board cathead, and at an approximate 
distance of eighteen to twenty cables,” 
a boat which appeared suspicious to 
them, because they saw no light on it, 
and it seemed to be making towards 
them on the other tack.

When the suspected vessel was illum­
inated by a searchlight the look-out 
men believed they recognized a tor­
pedo boat going at high speed.

It was owing to these appearances 
that Admiral Rojestvensky caused fir­
ing to be opened on this unknown ship.

(12) Almost immediately after the 
opening of firing on the starboard the 
Suvoroff perceived ahead of her a small 
boat barring her route, and was ob­
liged to deviate to the left to avoid col­
liding with it. But this boat, illunv- 
minated by a searchlight, was found

In order to prevent the fire of the 
vessels from being directed on this in­
offensive boat, the axis of the search­
light was immediately raised towards 
the sky 45 degrees.

Then the admiral addressed by sig­
nal to the squadron the order “not to 
fire on the trawlers.”

But at the same . time that the 
searchlight had lit up this fishing boat, 
according to the depositions of wit­
nesses the look-out men on the Suvo­
roff saw on the port side another boat 
which seemed suspicious to them, ow­
ing to its appearances of the same no- 
ture as those of the objective 'of the 
firing on the starboard.

Fire was Immediately opened on this 
second object, and was thus going on 
on both sides, the line of ships having 
returned by a movement of counter­
march to its original course without 
having, changed speed.

In this connection the commissioners 
state that important information is 
wanting enabling them to know the 
reasons which provoked the continua­
tion of the firing on the port side.

In this conjecture certain distant 
trawlers might have been confounded 
with the original targets, and thus can­
nonaded directly. Others, on the con­
trary, may have been struck by fire 
directed on more distant objects.

These considerations, moreover, are 
not in contradiction with the impres­
sions of certain trawlers who, seeing 
themselves struck by -projectiles, and 
remaining illuminated within the sweep 
of the searchlights, might believe them­
selves the object of direct fire.

(16) The duration of the firing on 
the starboard, even in placing them­
selves In the point of view of the Rus­
sian version, seemed to the majority 
of the commissioners to have been 
longer than seemed necessary.

But this majority considers that it 
has not been sufficiently informed, as 
has just been said, on the subject of 
the continuation of the firing on the 
port side.

In any case, the commissioners are 
glad to recognize unanimously that 
Admiral Rojestvensky personally did 
all that he could from beginning to 
end to prevent the trawlers, recognized 
as such, from being the object of the 
fire of the squadron.

(16) However that may be, the 
Dmitri Donskoi, having at length sig­
nalled her number, the admiral decid­
ed to make the general signal “Cease 
firing,” the line of vessels then con­
tinued its course, and disappeared in 
the southwest without having stopped.

In this connection, the commission­
ers are unanimous in recognizing that, 
according to the circumstances which 
preceded the incident and those which 
caused it, there were at the end of the 
firing sufficient uncertainties as to the 
danger incurred by the division of 
ships to decide the admiral to continue 
his course.

Nevertheless, the majority of the 
commissioners regret that it did not 
occur to Admiral Rojestvensky in 
passing through the Straits of Dover 
to inform the authorities of the neigh­
boring maritime powers that, having 
been led to open fire near a group of 
trawlers, these boats of unknown an- 
tionality had need of assistance.

(17) The commissioners, in ending 
this import, declare that their views, 
which are found formulated in it, are 
not in their idea of a nature to cast 
any aspersion on the military capacity 
or on the sentiments of humanity of 
Admiral Rojestvensky and the person­
nel of his squadron.—Reuter.

HIS OWN BOMB

Accidentally Exploding Kills Terrorist 

in His Room—Woman Killed and 

Many Injured.

ST. PETERSBURG, Mar. 11,—The 
explosion of a bomb at the Hotel Bris­
tol, adjoining the Hotel d’Angleterre 
here, just before daylight this morning 
blew to atoms the owner of the bomb, a 
man with an English passport and giv­
ing the name of Alfred Henry McCul­
lough, and wrecked the adjoining 
rooms, killing the wife of an officer and 
injuring several other lodgers. The 
explosion, which was heard blocks 
away created a tremendous sensation. 
There is not the slightest doubt that 
the man killed was connected with ter­
rorist plots. The bomb was of the 
same power as those which killed the 
late minister of the interior Von Plehve 
and Grand Duke Sergius, creating the 
same havoc as did the explosion at the 
Hotel du Nord last spring.

The preliminary Investigation of the 
police leads them to believe that Mc­
Cullough was engaged either in pack­
ing his effects, as the hotel was to be 
vacated, or was preparing for some 
desperate enterprise today as the bomb, 
like all the infernal machines of the 
terrorists was provided with gravity 
tubes and fell and exploded as the one 
at the Hotel du Nord did.

An independent investigation made 
by the Associated Press seems to estab­
lish beyond question that the man kill­
ed was a terrorist leader. His pass­
port, of course was fictitious, but he 
was a ..foreigner, not a Russian. At 
the Hotel de Paris, where he had been 
stopping since the middle of January, 
McCullough was described as a very 
intelligent looking man, between 30 
and 40 years of age, resembling more a 
Frenchman than Englishman, speak­
ing French with the fluency of a native. 
He also spoke English. At the hotel 
he kept much to himself, going away 
on frequent short trips. Just before 
Grand Duke Sergius was assassinated, 
the man was absent for two days, 
which might connect him directly with 
the Grand Duke’s murder. McCul­
lough professed to be engaged in busi­
ness but In view of what happened, his 
movements are admitted to have been 
mysterious. Some of tl^e police are in­
clined to think he was a direct emis­
sary of the Paris revolutionary organi­
zation.

A HORRIBLE CRIME.

tier shot and killed Mr. and Mrs. K. 
Fill and their son in their home today.
