From. the Presbyterian Banner of
Décember = J0th, 1896, published in
Pittsburg, Pa.; we clip the following,
given as the woprds jof an officer of
the Liquor League of Ohio at a meet-
ing-in which the interests of the aa.loon
business were discussed:

“It 'will appear from these twcts,
gentlemen, that the success of our
business  is dependent largely . upon
the creation . of appetite .for ' drink:
Men who' drink . liguor, like othen,will
dle, and if there is mo appetite creat-
‘ed our counters will be empty, as will
be our coffers. Our children will go
hungry or we must change our bust-
ness to that of some other more re-
munerasuve,

“The open field for the creatlon of
this appetite is among the boys. After
men have grown and their habits are
formed, ithey rarely ever change in
this. regard. It will be needful, there-
fore that missionary work be done
among the boys, and I make the sug-
gestion, gentlemen, that mnickels ex-
ended in treats to the boys now, will
return in dollars to your tills after the
appetite has been formed. Aboye all
things, create appetite!”

Such a statement seems absolutel,v
fiendish; and yet, whether spoken or
unspoken, the fact remains that the
traffic ‘exists only by. recruits from
among the boys.

There had beén considerable talk of
connecting the south-eastern . part of
the island with the Charlattetown dis-
trict by a railway, ‘but it would be
necessary to bridge the' Hillsboro,
River, which weuld be very expensive.
On this account the scheme had been.
given up. If there was a regular ser-
vice to Europe, -Mr. Rattenburg
thought that there would be no: diffi-
culty in having this railway built and
the south-eastern part of the land de-
veloped. He undersiood that there was
