ACOPIED CRIME.

They Only Followed in Reality What They
Had Read in Books,
Some time ago two boys, the oldest un-
der seventeen years of age, arrived in this
country from Paris. They came in & spirit
of adventure to seek their fortunes in the
Weet, but they soon driftcd down to
Louisiana, and settied among people who
spoke their native tongue. There they be
came popular, aud every one lent them
books toread. It was soon ncticed that
they preferred stories of piracy, lawless
love and vicious adventure.
Oge day—it was in 1896—the little
village was startled by the news thata man
had been horribly mardered. Investige-
tion showed that he hed been surprised in
his bouse, tortured to make him reveal the
hiding-places of his treasure, and then kill-
ed. He was the richest man in the country
roundabout, and living alone, with the
habits of 1 miser, he was kaown to hace
large sums of money concealed on his
premises.
The bruts) crime roused the whole neigh-
borbood. Large rewards were cffered for
the capture of the murderers. Bloodhounds
and detectives were set at work. A poor
tramp was arrested, and was barely able to
prove an alibi to escape being lynched. But
all efforts to trace the assassing failed.
A few weeks after the two French boys
showed their employer a letter from New
Orleans offering them work at igher wages.
Their emp'oyer ,congratulated them, and
advised them to go; and they went. But
the sheriff bad some suspicion. He found
out at the post-office that the boys had re-
ceived no such letter. He went to New
Orleans, and tht boys were not to be found
at the address they had given. He tried to
trace them, but they bad disappeared
completely.
Some months after this two ragged
youths presented themselves at a planta-
tion near the scene of the crime, and asked
for work. They showed signs of great
suffering and poverty. They wers emaci-
ated and ravenous. They were recognized
as the same two brothers who had left the
ncighborkood to go to New Orleans. The
sheriff soon heard of their retarn, and ar-
rested them on tke charge ot murder.
Overcome with terror, they broke down
and confessed the deed. It was a miser-
able story of two guilty and baunted souls.

profitable mines. Although thereis per-
baps no county in the mountains without
at least two or three mines that have paid
for the working, the most remunerative dis-
trict bas been in the counties of Mitchell
and Yancey, in the northwestern part of
the state. It is there that the bulk of tke
work now being done is carried on.

Mics, as is well known, is one " of the
component parts of granite rock. Exam-
ination of any true piece of granite shows
it to be a mingled mass of three minerals,

quartz, feldspar and mica. In the ordinary
grauite, used for the constructive and other

purposes, these substances occur in small
and closely mingled particles. In the rock
trom which commercial mica is obtainzd,
the formation is upon what may be termed
a gigantic scale. The quartzand the feld.
spar occur in huge masses, and the mic

1 blocks of varying size, from those weigh-

ing specimens ot fourto five hundred
pounds weight.

I visited not long ago a mine of the larger
formation. Ientered through aa under-
ground passage cut straight into the hill-
side. I noticed here, and there, in its walls
and along its roof, large blocks of mica,
which had not been removed, for fear that
their displacement would bring down more
than was desirable. Ths candle which I
carried enabled me to note the places from
which there had been removed the masses
of mica-bearing feldspar, often as large as
a good.-sized room.

As has been said, the mica comes from
the mines in block form of varying thick-
ness. These blocks range in size from the
most abundant of four to eight or ten inch-
es measurement across the face, up to
those of very rare ozcurance, of 24 to 30
or even 36 inches. A block was recently
obtained in Mitchell county which measured
34 inches by 26 on its face, with a thick-
ness of 18 inches. Its weight was 450
pounds. The points of color, clarity and
freedom from flaws are all important in the
qu-sticu of market value.

The blocks atter being cleared from
their feldspar matrix, are split into sheets
ot proper thickness, and the sheets are
sorted into grades. The sheets are some-
times sold in the rough, but usually are
cut into certain fixed siz3s, ranging from
¢mall bits of two inches by three up to the
largest s'z2s obtainable. As so large a per-
centage ot tha product is used tor stove
doors, there are certain sizas for whizh the
demand is greatest. The shects ara sold
oy the pound, the price being based upon
the size and quality, and ranging from
about forty cents up to almost as many
dollars. .

The mica is cut and trimmed by means
of large shears. Hera is presented a
curicus claim, which my observation leads
me to gccept as true. It is eaid that these
shears really, if ever require sharpening,
and are practica'ly keptin sharp-cutting
condition by abrasion of the material
through which they pass.

During the last few years the American
incustry has greatly fallen off. From 1881
to 1885, inclusive, the demand for mica
was good and prices were high. A large
army of men were trampling the hills and
diggirg holes in the ground in search ofwhat
is locaily known ay ‘glass.” This is doubt-
less a contraction of *itinglass,’ under which
mistaken name the material is comwonly
known. During that period ths output of
mica irom North Carolina amounted
value to a million and a quarter of dollars.
for the same term of years, from 1861 to
1865, the value of the output was bata
little over $300,000. This was owing
both to the production of a smailer quanti-
ty and to reduced prices, due to competit-
ion with the mica imported from the East
Indies.—New York Post.

Why She Provides Nectar and Fragrauce
in Flowers. is one of them.
The great leading object in nature in
providing nectar and {ragrance in flowers
is still a subject of discussion in scientific
journals. That some flowers are unable
to fertilize themselves and must have the
aid of insects ts certain; and it is also cer-
tain that in many cases this fertilization is
accomplished by the insect while on forag-
ing expeditions for jhe sweets which
flowers furnish. But these well-ascertain-
ed facts cover but a small portion ot the
cound. The fertiliztion is often accom-
phshed by insects in search of pollen as in
search of honey ; but it is not contended
that pollen is given to flowers in order to
make them attractive to insects, a8 is said
of the sweet secretions. 1t is believed that
mectar must be of some direct value to the
plant as well as the pollen; and the effort
is to find out what is the chiet offi~e of nec-
tar in the life history of the flower. ‘Since
thought has been turned in this direction &
new class of facts is being recorded. In
Chalifornia grows a lupine which oiten takes
exclusive possession of large tracts of land.
It does not yield a particle of nectar. It
has bright crimson-violet flowers, and
these are produced in such adundance
that the color of the mass msy be

noted at long distances. But 1t has frag-
rance. This is so powerful that the traveler
potes it long before he meets with the
growing plants. The pollen-collecting in

sects visit the flowers in great numbers.
It is believed that cross-fertilization can be
affected by these pollen-collecti intruders.

CLEVER BLIND PEBUPLE.

Somejof Them Have Made Exccllent Live
ings ioj P usiness.

Joseph Wunprecht, of Augsburg, in
Germany, was blind from birth, but kept &
second-hand book shop so successfully that
he retired. A writer in Scraps says that
his shop often contained as many as 20,000
volumes, but so acute was his memory that
if he had once handled a book and placed
it on the shelf, he could always find it
again i diately it wes ted. When
a fresh batch of books came in, Wunprecht’s
wife described them to him, and such
was his knowledge of books that
he was able from this alone to ac-
curately price them. A blind doctor is
certainly a rarity, but a blind doctor who
practices, and not only practices, but does
so successfully, seems an impossibility.
Still there is an example of this. Dr. Hugh
James, of Carlisle, who only died in 1869,
lost his sight when about twenty.five years
old. At the time e was studying surgery,
but gave that up and took to medicine.

He successfully passed his examinations at
Durham, and took the degree of M. D. and
by his great skill soon got & large practice
thether. Joseph Strong, a Birmingham me-
chanic was another blind wonder who died
about the same time &8s Dr. James. His
special hobby was ing musical instru-
ments, and he built se organs quite as
good as those made by seeing men, besides

the Stars.
As far as we koow or are able to ascer-
tain, says the Waverley Magezine, Sirius,
one of the giants among the ‘fixed stars,’
is one ot the most magnificent specimens
of God's handiwork. Sir John Herschel's
astronomical labors during the early por-
tion ot the century and those of the bril-
liant French astronomer, Flammarion, dur-
ing the past twenty-five years, have en-
abled us to know considerable about the
distance to, the sizz of and the inten-
sty of the light of that  dis-
tant orb. Sirius is situated about 52 000,-
000,000 leagues, or upward of 225,000,-
000,000 miles trom our world, but the in-
tensity of the light is_such that it has been
estimated by Flsmmarion to be at least
224 times greater than that emitted by our
sun! The distance to Sirius being so
great it follows that we do not see the orb
asit is today. butas it was twenty-two
years sgo. The ray of light which comes
to us in this, the summer of 1897, was not
emitted by that orb yesterday, or the day
before, but early in the spring of 1875.

The Japanese Rulers’ Methods of Dealng
With Ministers and People.
His Majoesty’s daily customs are very
regular. He [always goes to his study at
9 a.m.and remains at work there until
4 p. m. He reads and signs all parliament-
ary laws and decrees-
When a Cabinet | Minister addresses his
Majessy about any publc matter he inquir-
es about the subjact, the purpose and con-
dition, and decides it. He is firm and
not changable. When he decides a matter
once he cannot after thatjbe moved.
At the beginning of Matsukata’s Cab-
inet Parlisment decided to reduce the
ealaries of the Cabinet Micisters and other
Government officérs. The Prime Minis-
ter, Count Matsukata, addressed bLis
Maijesty about it. His Majesty did not
conzent and he said: ‘Many officers can-
not live upon a fixed salary. Some Cabi-
net Ministers have been obliged to borrow
money, and I advanced money from my
treasury to support them. If the present
Cabinet Ministers retain their positions by
borrowing money all Cabinet Ministers,
theretore, cannot do so. Therefore I can-
not consent to the reduction of salaries.’
Count Matsukaca retired from His
Majesty. However, the Cabinet once
more debated ths question with the Count,
and Matsukata went again to consult the
Emperor.
His Majesty was not inclined to see him
again, and sentan attendant to sayto him:
“I have already commanded about the re-
duction of salaries. I cannct see you any
more.” The salaries were, therefore, not
reduced. His Maj2sty unierstans the con-

dition of the lower classes, and familiarizes
bimself with the priva‘e conduct of the
Cabinet Mimsters. When he reads news-
paper articles relating to the private mis-
conduct of any Cabinet Ministers and at-
tacking him, his Majesty sometimes smiles.
His Majesty is fond of reading books

and newrpspers. He is especially fond of

German books. He likes to compose Jap-
anese poems, wkich he can do very readily.
His ability in that respect s much admired
by bis attendants. His Masjesty dislikes all
pretense and hypocrisy.

When it bas been reported to his Maieaty
that some of his subjects have given their
lives in time of flood or earthquake to pre-
serve his Mgsjesty’s picture, he has bsen
much touehed ; but be is anxious to dis-
courage his subjects from such quixotism,
and to preserve them from any but neces-
sary danger.

Withal tl.s Emperor's lifeis a vesy happy
and peaceful one, blessed by the love and
respect of grateful subjects; and when his
Majesty makes a tour anywhere in Japan
without his guards Le is in no danger, but
is received everywhere with reverence and
joy.

The following article on the hair, which

I quote on account of the clearness and

. simplicity with which it explains the various
<causes of faded and falling bair, and the
excellent advice it gives about th3 hair—

rather upsets our most cherished idess on

' the subject. and robs the almost tiresome,
and dreaded function of goizg to bed, of

balf its terrors. How those ‘‘hundred

strokes with the brush hava hannted uz and

made bed-time a perfect terror, and caused

rome of] the more lazily disposed of us to

sit up half the night, in a short s'ghted

effort to postpone the evil hour at any

price. It is & hlessed thing that modern

research has simplified some things even

if it has elaborated others at the tame

time; because the modern belle will

now be able to devote the extra mo-

ments that she formerly ! vished on her

flowing locks, to missaging her face

and caring for her complexion, twisting her

arms to keep round, holding her breath

while she counts five, to fill out her throat

and make it round and white, breathing

deep breaths to develope her cktest, and

going through physical ex¢rcises to im-

prove her figure and give her, a graceful
carriage. Truly compensation ‘is the law
of existence the world over, and it is a good

thing that some benefactor of the race made
that little discovery about bruching the

hair, else we should soon have been obliged
to go to bed at about eight o’clock in order
to get through with all our preparations in

time to get any beauty sleep at all.

‘What do you think of a theory advanced

by some savant that man is tending to
evolve into a bairless animal ?' was asked
of & bair-dresser, whose specialty is diseases
of the scalp. ‘There is about as much
probability of his walking on his all fours,’
was the positive reply. -They know next
to nothing about the hair and the scalp or
they would never have such a thought.
The hair never falls out unless there is
something wrong about the scalp caused
by the general health, the habits of the in-
dividuals, or the way the scalp is treated.
Blonds, ot course, as a rule, hive the
thickest hair, as they average 790 hairs to
the equare inch, while there are 608 chest-
nut or brown hairs, 572 black hairs, and
only 493 red hairs. I believe, as a rale,
red-haired persons keep their bair ths
longest, while it turns gray sooner than
any other. The bair 188 good barometer
of the health, for it a person is weak and
ill, with an impertfect circulation, the hair
mvariably becomes thin, uneven, and lack-
ing in natural gloss. It is wonderful, with
the constant talling out of ths hair, that
thin bair should be not more common, or
that there is not mora cases of total bald-
ness. The average life of 4 hair is from
two to six years.

‘About the best way to keep the scalp
healthy is to preserve its elasticity. To
do this masssga is necessary, and if there
should not be enough oil, the hair feeling
dryand brittle, a preparation containing
Ianoline, softened by the addition of either
vaseline or glycerine, should be worked in
with the fingers. If there is a tendency to
baldness this should be done daily. In
such cases the application of water and too
frequent shampooing should be avoided.
Thebest hairdressers will all tell you that
the bair should not be washed too fre-
quently, as it deprives it of its natural oil.
This is one of the chief reasons why more
men than women loose their hair early.
They wash or wet it too frequently. The
average person doesn’t need to wash his
hair oftener than once a month, but where
the bair is excessively oily, which is really
a good fault, it may be washed once every
three weeks.

‘A .age comes on, the small vessels,
the capillaries which feed the roots of the
hair, become smaller, the hair roots ara
aot properly nourished and the hair falls
out. This also happens in fevers and
disease. As a usual thing after illness
these vessels soon regain their normal con
dition and the lost bair is quickly restored,
but with age, restoring the bair is much
more difficult. And if the hair follicles

"are entirely destroyed there is no remedy.
The best agents for restoring hair, especi-
ally where the person bas been bald some

first can be given by almost any barber,
and I have known ladies who massaged
their own heads successfully, but the
eecond should only be given by or upon
the direction of a physician I have re-
stored what at first appeared hopeless
cases of almost total baldness of long
standing by daily massage and the free
use of lanoline and vaseline on the scalp.
"The tincture of cantharides, dilated to suit
the condition of the individual scalp, is
very useful when the ‘loss of hdir is due to
inactivity of the ciroulation and the wast-

ples are to the tace. In this case the hair
tollicles are clogged with too much]grease,
the simplest and most effective remedy be-
ing s thorough ethampooing once a8 week
and s daily massage of the scalp toaid the
circulation. Washes containing alcobol,
ammonia, borax, and carbonate of potas-
sium are good, but I have never had a case
that would not yield to shampooing and
massage.
‘Some ]adies have great faith in the old
fashioned idea of giving the bair one bun-
dred strokes with the brush night and morn-
ing. I do not hesitate to tell them it is a
fake. Many of them think my dislike of
the brush a prejudice and pay little atten-
tion to my advice, but my dislike of the
brush comes from more than twenty years'
experience. The brush drags out the bair
much more than the comb and should be
used as little as possible. A good healtby
head of hair can be kept glossy as well
without the brush as with it. All that is
necessary is to keep it clean and well comb-
ed. Another fact about keeping the scalp
and hair in pertect condition which many
ladies disregard is the fact that the hair
should be allowed to fall loose over the
shoulders whenever circumstances permit,
and’'should never be confined at night or
during the hours of repose.’

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GRANTS WHITE MOUNTAIN RIDB.

Rieven Miles Over a Rough Road in Less
than an Hour.

In 8t. Nicholss George B. Smith tells ot
a remarkable ride once made by General
Grant, from the village of Bethlebem to
the Profile House in the White Mouutains.
The driver was Edward Cox, aud Mr.
Smith describes the ride as follows:

When, about seven o'clock of that calm
August evening, the Presidential party
stepped out of the Sinclair House, General
Grant's trained eve, sweeping over the
team with the glance of & connoisseur, at
onoe recognized its excellence. Walking
quickly to the driver's side, he saud to Cox,
«If you have no objections, I will get up
there with you." ‘It is pretty 10ugh riding
up here, General,’ was the reply. ‘I can
stand it if you can,’ said Grant, as he
climbed to the place and settled him-
self. The President was dressed in high
silk hat, black suit, and a long liven duster
covering as mnch of his clothing as possible.
The others of the party adjusted themselves
in the big, heavy wagon according to their
ideas of comfort, and all was ready. Six-
teen people were in that vehicle, including
Mr. Cox. :

The driver tightened the reins with a

They were covered
with sweat and foam, yet all under perfect
control of the magicion on the box. As
they made the circle and drew up in front
of 'iw botel, Cox threw his weight on the
brake and stopped at once. He had made
the drive in precisely fitty-eight minutes.

Bilk Producing Fish.

A queer little shell fish known as the pian-
na lives in the Mediterranean and has the
curious power of spinning s viscid silk,
which is made in Sicily into a regular fab-
ric.

brigand on sight, and they had banged
away at them on several occasions. or at
least had so reported to me.

A gentleman of West Superior, Mr.
James H. Agen, is quoted by the Chicago
Times Herald as saying that while he was
in General Grant's army iu the campaign
of 1864, he was stricken with fever and
carried to one of the hospitals near Wash-
ington. He was only sixteen years old,
andvery ill. In the hospital he had an ex-
perience about whith he never wearies of
talking. In his own language it is as fol-
lows:

‘One day, after_I bad passed the danger
point and was taking a little notice of what
was goinglon, a number cf ladies came
through the hoepital. They had biskets
containing delicacizs and  bouquets of
beautitul flowers. Oae of them stopped
at each cct as they passed along. A bunch
of blossoms was handed to each sick or
wounded soldier, and, if he desired it, &
delicacy of some kind was also distributed.
Every now and then one of the women sat
in a camp-chair and wrote a letter for
some poor fellow who hadn’t the strength
to write bimself.

‘I wanted toeat or drink, but those
pretty posies held my attention. One of
the ladies stopped at my cot. I hadn’t yet
got my tull growth, and in my emaciated,
pale condition I must have looked likaa
child. She seemed surprised as she looked
at me.

‘You poor child; what brought you
bere P’

“They sent me here from ths Army ot
Potomac!"

‘But you are not a soldier.’

*Yes, madam; I belong to a New York
regiment. The surgecn here has the re-
cord.’

“Can I do .something for you ? Can you

‘I'm not hungry or thirsty.’

THE RIGHT SPIRIT.

How They Carried out the Command in a
True Spirit,

Writing in Harper’s Magazine about the
Jameson raid upon the Boers of South
Africa, Mr. Poultney Bigelow gave this
episode :

‘When the Boers had silenced the firing
of Jameson's men, and had saved their
country from what they feared might prove
an invasion disastrous to their indepeud-
ence, they did not celebrate the event by
cheers or bonfires. They fell upon their
knees and followed the prayers offered by
their elders ; they gave praise to Almighty
God for baving protected them; they
searched their Learts amd prayed to be
cleansed from the. spirit of boasting ; they
prayed for Jameson and his men, that they

might be guided by the light of iustice and
Christian fellowseip—and this they prayed

while some of the dead lay unburied about

them.’

When Jameson wsurrendersd, ‘nothing
could exceed the kindness ot the people,
both Datch and English, who came up
atterward. Milk, brandy, meat and bread
were sent for the wounded,’ said Doctor
Hathaway, one of Jameson's surgeons.
‘We were nothing but pirates,’ he added,
‘and richly deserved hanginfg—every one
of us!

Mr. Bigelow, commentiog upon this for-
getfulness, apparently, ot the Boare of
everything exc:pt thuir duties as Christ-
ians, says:

“This is the nearest example I know of
in history in the field acting practically on
the precept, ‘Love your enemies.”

It Mr. Bigelow ehou'd ever visit Lichfield
Cathedral, he woul 1 see there & memorial
window to Bishop Selwyn commemorating
the deed of a New Zealand Christian. He
was an officer of the Maoris,—ore of
Doctor Selwyn's converts while missionary
bishop of that islands,—and bad taken up
arms with his people to retist the encroach-
ments of the English

The British made an attack on a native
fort, aud were repulsed with great slangh-
ter. Daring the attack this officer, hear-
ing the groans of a wounded Englishman,
crept out trom the fort, and crawling on
his hands and knees, carried a cruse of
water to his enemy. Toae man proved to
be a Br.ish captain, and the water saved
his lite.

The next day another assault on the
fort was made, and was successful. The
Maori Christian was slain. A New Testa-
ment was found on his v srson, and Romans
12: 20 was uaderlined with blood, as if his
fingers had traced .the words: ‘If thine
enemy huoger, feed him; if he thirst give
him drink.’
