The shooting took place in the home
of Mr, Steeves about 6.156 and it was
the husband’s hand which inadver
tantly administered what may prove
to be a death wound to the suffering
lady. He was cleaning a Ross rifle in

the kitchen of hls house shortly after|P

supper preparatory to putting it away
for the winter, He did not know there
was a bullet In the rifie, and pulled
the trigger while the barrel of the
rifie was pointed toward his wife, who
stood with her back to him, ‘The
heavy bullet struck Mrs, Steeves In
the baek. and entered her
lungs, She fell to the floor with a
groun and the horrorstricken hushand
ran to summon medical aid,

Dr. ¥. J, Desmond and Dr. Pedolin
responded, but Mrs, Steeves remain-
ed nnconscious and late tonight it wan
reported that she could not recover.

Mr. Steeves lg overcome with grief
ahd has the sympathy of the many
friends of the family, There are three
lMttlé children who will mourn the
loss of a loving mother shounld the ac.

feared,

Ottawa, Ont., December 13.~The en-
tire day was spent by the House of
Commons in a discussion of the dead
meat trade, On a motion to go into
supply Dr. Sproule moved that “the
agricultural, horticultural and animal
industries of Canada would be great-
Iy benefitted by the establishment of
abattoirs and a more efficient system
of cold storage under government su-
pervision, #o us 1o secure the fullest
development of these industries and &
more perfect preparation, and preser-
vation of their products and the trans-
portation of these products 1o market
in the best possible condition.”

He argued that the Hye stock group
of industries was not keeping pace
with the other farming industries, and
the general progress of the country,

Mr, Fisher, in reply, declared that
the Increased demands of the home
market restricted the amount which
the farmer had to expect. Such a sys
tem as Dr. Sproule advocated would
cost eight million dollars and the sur-
plus of animals in the country would
not keep it going for more than a
quarter of the yeur, i

Andrew Brodeur pointed out that
the actusl number of cattle was de-
creasing. The reason for the high
prices, he sald, was that so many men
were trying to make the calfing with
thelr coats on, The farmer had climb-
ed out of the hog pen into the auto-
mobile and the country was paying
for the automobile,

bert Tupper was the guest of the Can-
adinn Club at luncheon today, Among
those present were Lt Governor Mc-
Gregor and many promiuent citizens
of both political parties also a son of
Sir Hibbert's In the uniform of u ca:
det from H, M. 8. Cornwall now In
ort.
Sir Hibbert in the course of his ad.
dress, referred to what had been ac-
complished in the work of consolidat
ing the British Empire, He sald he
was now In the land of Howe, o states-
mun who hud dreamed dreams, und
hig grandest dream was consolidation
of the Empire. He thought it well to
reflect on these dreams and see how
much hud been accomplished in works
ing them out,

Men like Howe, Johnstone and Mae-
donuld, sald the speaker, had greater
opportunities in thelr time than Lauys
fer und Borden had today because of
the great prosperity of the country
and the lure of gold that called so
loudly, Those men of old could sumne
mon to thelr ald great leaders, men
who were anxiony to respond to the
call of thelr country for service, There
was no such ambition to serye the
country today. He hoped that this cons
dition would not lust long.

Hpeaking on the naval question, 8Sir
Hibbert suld he thought there wus a
great misconception In regurd to the
present agitation in Quebec, If Quebec
woemed to vote agninst milttaribm and
the navy in Imperial Interests, it
whould be remembered that there were
men in Ontario and on the plains who
did not wish to contribute ane eem
to national or imperial defence, Thess
men must be educnted, He thought
it o pity that this great matter should
be left to one party.

In old times such matters were
settled by coalition, Brown und Muc-
donald dropped thelr parties and mass.
ed thelr forces in order to pregent an
unbroken front,

church union, but argued that the
movement was premature and that the
basis of union proposed would set up
un ecclesinstical organization unalog:
ous to the Church of Rome.

Some wspenkers declared that the
project had been put forward largely
for the purpose of galning political
power, and using it to fight the Ro
man Catholle church,

Able and eloquent speeches were
made on both sidex, Judge Forbes who
had risen from a bed of sickness 1o
lead the forces of the new Covenant:
ery, presented the case for church un:
lon in o masterly manner, and Rev,
W, W, Raiunle led the oppenents of
the project, On the one side the spenk:
ors were fuspired with the practical
apirlt of young Canade-the convietion
that In organization, cooperation und
brotherhood les the gecret of success
In soiritual as well us temporal af-
falrs,

On the other, the speakers were
moved to impassioned elogueuce by
thelr sentimental loyalty to the tradi
tlons of the church, und the convie
tion that ut the present time business
conslderations could not be lmported
into religious affalrs without robbing
the churches of some of their power
und influence, and creating o hierar
chy that would confilet with the de-
mocratle prinelple of loeal self-govern-
ment,

Evening Session,

At {lie evening session the dlseds:
storr on (he question of chureh union
was concluded, Rev. 1. B, Gibson sald
he had no feelings of hostility to mem-
bers of other churches und entertain
ed great admiration for the members
of the unlon committee, But he could
not support the scheme of church

OPTED
“AFTER INTEKSTING DISCUSSION

Judge Forles then moved umt the
selection of the next place of meeting
be left to the moderator and the clerk,
with instructious to slect Fredericton
if the legislature was in session. He
thought the Presbytery might have
some influence on the legislature,
Rev. W, W. Rainnie sald that their
travelling expenses were not in a
good condition. Besides from what
he knew of politicians the effect of
the legislature upon the Presbytery
might not be beneficial

Judge Forbes' motion was adopted.
Rev. W. W, Ralnnie moved that the
Presbytery do not agree with the
memorial sent down from the General
Assembly regarding the basis of the
proposed church union, He said he

did not disapprove of the principle
of church union. but thought the
matter had not been thoroughly

discussed by the Presbyteries and con-
gregations. He objected to both the
proposed basis and the methods of
procedure, The documents sent out
were a composition not in tonch with
the doctrines of any of the churches,
He preferred one whole doctrine, in-
stead of one with a multitude of
cracks, a sort of patchwork creed.

Doctrine Too Narrow.

Besides, the proposed basis was too
narrow for a united church from ocean
to ocean. Some doctrines were lald
down which the people were not ex-
pected to subscribe to, but only pro-
fess a substantial agreement with.
In his view Mohamedans would doubt-
less be able to say that they were in
substantial accord with the tenets of
the united church:

He objected to the polity. He was
told it was a comprimise. Bue he only
found one recognition of the essential
features of the polity of hig church.
The representative powers of the
elders were entirly cut off. There
was none of those time honored fea-
tures for which their forefathers
fought and died on the hills of Scot-
land.

In the corporate church young
women and young men have a major-
ity vote on the quarterly board. The
olders were robbed of their authority,
and . the conduct of the spiritual
affairs of their-church left in the hands
of young women who, whatever their
merits, should not control the churchs
The representations on pastoral se-
lections were taken out of the control
of the aged and stald men of the
chur¢h and placed in the hands of a
purely methodist institution.

Back to Patronage.

Continuing.he said the basis of union
would take away the right of any
church to call its own pastor—a right
for which the kirk of old had fought
the king. The settlement committee
would in practice appoint all ministers
and this would take them back to the
days of patronage.

The speaker also sald the rite of
ordination would be robbed of its sol-
emnity and that the settlement com-
mittee would be able to prevent long-
er pastoral engagements than one
year.

The basis of unjon looked more like
stealing temporalities than trying to
redllze the spiritualities. The church
was a spiritual fellowship, and free-
dom was the basis of Protestantism.
It was sald that the bagis of union
was sought for saving purposes, sav
ing men and money, But the basis of

union was not found in the Lord's
Prayer, There never was a united
church in apolostic times

“If @ union was necessary why did
our forefathers leave the Church of
Rome? If our forefathers made a mis-
take, let us go back to the Church of
Rome,” he sald.

Destroy Individuality,

“Union will destroy our individual
ity, Onee there was only one Presby-
terian c¢hurch in 8t. John, But there
was a gplit over the appointment of a
minister-~then another rupture over
the loss of a knife and a napkin at
a tea meeting, These divisions were
not the rvesult of the principle, they
arose out of differences of tempera-
ment. A |Inn|h must recognize tem-
perament,

Continuing the speaker sald he did
not think that church unfon would
lead to any saving of men or money
Where unions had been cstablished,
it required as much money and as
many men as before, and had not prov-
ed u success,

Further he objected to a great re-
ligious trust. There wasg one great
trust in the country today doing a
greal deal to retard the development
of the country’s resources, Some said
the object of the union was to develop
a great power that might be used for
polltical purposes, There were ru-
mors that the united church was be-
ing formed to fight Romanism.

The Seconder,

Rev, R. A, McDonald seconded the
motion against church union. He said
he felt- the congregations had not
been fairly treated, that they had not
been given a chance to judge fairly
on the matter. The remit from the
general agsembly wanted earnest con-
¢lderation. But he thought It strange
that the call to desert the ship should
come from the captains. At heart he
favored unionism. He believed in un-
fty—if unity was possible, But he feit
the bLasis proposed was impossible.

He did not say they could not ac-
cept the creed, though it was not in
accord with modern thought, but he
thought they would have difficulty
if they tried to force a composite creed
upon the people, Moreover he ob-
jected to tne proposed policy. There
was no Presbyterianism in it. The kirk
sessions would lose their power.

“Our church,” he continued, “may,
go halfway, but we can't throw away
all our own polity for the sake of
church union, Neither can we lightly
throw away our doctrines; which we
belleve are based on Scripture.”

“It is known already that the disease rodent ulcer has
been cured by radium compounds. It has been tried
for cancer, but so far the resuits are not encouraging.
One case treated by radium shows improvement, That
is as far as I can go. Radium has been found useful
in skin diseases, Of course the whole subject is
just at the beginning, and the object of the Radium
Institute throughout the world will be to investigate
the curative power of radium more thoroughly.”

In connection with this invaluable agent, it is
interesting to recall that Madame Curie and her hus-
band were the first to discover radium, and now the
widowed woman savant, poring over her test tubes
and retorts, has succeeded in reducing radium from “an
elusive, radio-active element” to a particle of solid mat-
ter. London Nature considers this an important dis-
covery in physics, since hitherto only salts, such as
bromides and chlorides of that mysterious metal have
- been obtainable.

An additional interest is given to this story of the
discoverer of radium by the fact that with all the
great position which she holds in the regard of the
wizards of chemistry, and despite the fact that when
she and her husband discovered the secret of radium
salts they gave it to the world instead of keeping it a
secrét to themselves, Madame Curie could scarcely
secure enough of the precious pitchblende from which
the radium salts are obtained, to make her experiments.
Ultimately, through influence which the French Gov-
ernment brought to bear upon the Emperor of Austria,
she was supplied with the salts of uranium needed to
complete her demonstration, These salts are a product
of pitchblende.

A NOVELTY IN EXCHANGES.

The Programme.

The programme of the institution
s as follows:

1. The reception and examination
of patients at thie dispensar. and the
keeping of a record of eve.. patient,

with an account of his illness, history,
surroundings and present condition,
the record being added to on each
subsequent visit.

2. The bacteriological examination
of expectoration and other discharge.
3. The instruction of patients how

to treat themselves, and how to pre-
vent or minimize the risk of infection
to others,

4. The dispensing of necessary
medicines, disfectants, sputum cups,
and where patients condition seemed
to warrant it, of foodstuffs and the
like.
5. The visitation of patients at
their homes by a qualffied medical
man and « specially trained nurse, for
the double purpose of treatment and
of investigation into the state of the
dwelling, the general conditions of
life, and the risk of infection to oth-
ers.

6. The selection of more likely pa-
tients for hospital treatment, either
of early cases for the sanitorium or
of late cases for the incurable home,
and the supervision of patients after
discharge from the sanatorium, if
necessary.

7. 'The guidance, generally, of con-
sumptives and friends of patients,
and for inquiries on all questions re-
lated to consumptives,

In addition to the routine work of
the dispensary, detailed investigation
to be carried out with a view to as-
certain the distribution of tuberculo-
gig in the city. These include a sys-
tematic record as to the home cou-
ditlons of the patients, according to
the above schedule, the inguiry being
carefully undertaken at the patient's
home by a trained nurse, under the
superintendence of one of the physi-
clans,

y Before ium,
The dispeusary should be the centre
of municipal gperations, and without
refuting the value of a sanatorium its
power for the suppr lon of tubercs
ulosis would be far greater.

The committee made application to
the Board of Health for the use of
their rooms for an afternoon weekly.
The board kindly granted the request,
A staft of four physicians volunteer-
ed their services, The work in the
dispensary commenced in January
last.

In order to carry on the work effec-
tively It was found essential to em-
ploy a trained nurse. A great deal
can be accomplished through the per-
sonal influence of a nurse, not alone
upon the patients, but upon other
members of the family, and even in
the neighborhood where the patient
is. It is a far better way of educating
the public than any amount of litera-
ture that could be distributed. Fur-
thermore the nurse is always present
at the dispensary clinic, thus becom-
ing acquainted and getting into friemd-
ly relations with the patients as a
part of their first examipation aund
treatment, and as soon as diagnosia
of tuberculosis is made ¢ach patient
is visited at home,

The patient and his home associ-
ates are instructed by her precept
and by demonstration as to the prop-
er method of preventing the spread
of the disease, and as how to carry
but the treatment advised. Besides
the patients received from our dispen«
sary the nurse is ready to take under
her care the patients of other dis-
pensaries the same as with the dis-
pensary. Notification of cases of pul-
monary fuberculosis is required by
the Board of Health and so far as the
physicians are willing the cases so re-
ported are referred to this nurse,

Nurse from V. O.

The local branch of the Victorian
Order were requcsted to procure a
nurse from the central board. It was
considered best 1o engage nurse
from this source, as their special
training in district nursing would fit
them better for the dutics, which are,
in fact, more sociological than actual
nursing, but the work is of such a
nature that no other social workep
could compare in effectiveness with
trained nurses. The success how-
ever, depends more upon the tact in
dealing with people than upon their
nurses training.

The Victorian Order consented to
the employment of one of their nurs-
es to the special work of tuberculosis.
Miss Isabel M. Rogers, who for some
time had been doing district nursing
in this city was chosen by the execu-
tive, she desiring to take up this
work. 1t was thought best that Miss
Rogrs should not sever her connec-
ton with the Victorian Order, but al-
though under their supervision shg
will devote her entire time to the
work as required by the association.

A committee was appointed to inter-
view the Commissioners of the 8t
John Public Hospital asking them ta
allow the nurse  to reside in the
Nurses' Home of that Institution frea
of charge. This request was Kkindly
granted.

Special Training.

The executive decided that it was
necessary in order to carry out the
work effectively, to send the nurse
away for a special course of training.
As the association of tuberculosis
clinics of New York are the equal of
any, correspondence was carried on
with that organization. Here again
our executive met with hearty sup-
port.

Calls have been issucd by the
French National Federatien of Boxing
Clubs for the first international boxing
congress, to be held under that body's
auspices at Paris from March 10 to
March 15, 1911, Aécording to the an-
nouncement sent out by Mons. Capde-
vielle, the manager of the congress,
the main object is to bring together
delegates from French, English and
foreign boxing organizations for the
purpose of discussing niany imporiant
questions and making veral much
needed International agreements. Re
cognized authorities on boxing from
various countries will make reports
and offi ure to be elected

Most impertant of the business
be transacted is the promulgation ol
gaveral international agreements. Chiet
among these is one whereby it is pro
posed to standardize the weight in
each class, so that a boxer will be a
bantamweight or a heavyweight as the
case may be, in all comitries. This
matter is at present, the cause of a
great deal of confusion. The pro-
gramme algso calls for the framing of
an international set of rules for the
conduct of professional as well as
amateur boxing and for the creation of
an international boxing union.
