New York, Sept. 14.—With the ar­
rest early today of the Rev. Hans 
Schmidt, assistant rector of the St. 
Joseph's Roman Coathollc Church, 
charged with the murder of Anna 
Aumuller, a domestic, the mystery sur­
rounding the finding twelve days ago 
of parts of the dismembered body of 
a girl in the Hudson river, was solved. 
Schmidt, according to the police re­
ports of his arrest, has confessed, and 
at the time of his arrest, attempted to 
commit suicide by cutting his throat 
with a razor blade.

"1 killed her because I loved her so 
much,” Schmidt is alleged to have told 
his captors, but the police version of 
the motive for the crime Is that the 
young woman was about to become a 
mother. He had marred her through

Ottawa. Ont., Sept. 14.—Word has 

been received here that H. L. Dray­
ton’s mission to England with regard 
to control of ocean freight rates has 
attracted favorable attention there. 
Observers there are well aware that 
the tendency to monopoly in shipping

Perth, N. B„ Sept. 14—A flrp which 

broke out shortly after noon today 
destroyed the saw mill of J. D. Mc­
Laughlin at Three Brooks, a few miles 
from here, and caused a loss of be­
tween $9,000 and $10,000.

It appears 
to have started near the roof, and was 
first, noticed by Bruce McLauhglln, 
who had been to the mill a short time 
before.

New York, Sept. 13—“Big Tim"

dead. His mangled body was identi­
fied today by his stepbrother, Larry 
Mulligan, after it had lain for thirteen 
days in a local morgue. Sullivan, who 
was ill, eluded his nurses in the early 
morning of Aegust 31, and a few 
hours after was struck and killed by 
a train at Pelham Parkway.

With no identifying marks on the 
clothing or articles in the pockets the 
body lay In Fordliam morgue for thir­
teen days awaiting identification. This 
morning it was sent to Bellevue 
morgue. Peter Purfleld, a policeman 
stationed there, who had known "Big 
Tim" and liked him before his mind 
became clouded, saw something about 
the expression of the features that 
stirred his memory. After he had 
pondered a while Purfleld remarked

that Mr. Kennedy, who for some 
years had conducted a hotel at Bridge- 
water, had been west, but returned 
a short time ago. On Saturday morn­
ing he left home with the intention of 
buying cattle in the country back of 
Hartland and had with him about 
$140. This was the last she had heard 
from him, until receiving word of the 
finding of his body this morning.

One witness stated that he had pas­
sed Kennedy on the road last night 
about dusk and he was then apparent­
ly all right. No one else seems to have 
seen the man until this morning when 
his lifeless body was found by a man 
named Kirkbride about a half mile 
from Lakeville. He had evidently tak- 

NNt a weak spell and fallen from his 
carriage as the lap rug was found 
about his feet where it had been drag­
ged when the unfortunate man fell. 
The horse which had been wandering 
around all night was found near the 
body, which dispelled any idea of a 
runaway.

The 
persons inside will be on the floor 
fitted with rollers which will remain 
completely stable. My pupil and I 
intend to go from Paris to Havre 
and thence to New York.

“My boat,' he added, “has no keel. 
If by shock or any other cause a 
leak is sprung, a stroke of the pro­
pellers causes it to turn upside down, 
and a leak can be repaired without 
the least danger.”

The Antarctic exploring steamship Fram, which carried Amnndsen to the 
South Pole, will be the first veesel to pasa through the Panama Canal. The 
Fram, which will be allowed this notable privilege, Is now on Its way to Colon 
from Buenos Ayres.

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Jumbo, the world-famous elephant, 
whose name has been incorporated in 
colloquial English as a synonym for 
anything of unusual and extraordinary 
sise, was killed near St. Thomas, Ont, 
twenty-eight years ago today. The 
mastodonte beast was being loaded 
on the train of a circus then touring 
Canada when a freight train backed 
into it and Inflicted such severe in­
juries that it died in half an hour. 
Jumbo was of the African species of 
elephant and was declared to be the 
largest in captivity. This claim, al­
though denied by rival menagerie own­
ers, was probably true, and Jumbo 
was the centre of attraction wherever 
lie went, and was Barnum's greatest 
drawing card. The animal was about 
twenty-five years old at the time of 
Its death. Jumbo was captured when 
a baby in the African Jungles 
taken to the London Zoological Gar­
den. His tremendous size and his un­
failing good nature made him a favor­
ite, and the English press and people 
made vigorous protests when Jumbo 
was sold to Barnum. Jumbo's sad 
fate was mourned all over North Am­
erica and in England. Other circus 
owners have secured other elephants 
of mighty size, but in the affections 
of the people there was only one Jum­
bo, as there was only one Barnum.

September 15 is the birthday of A. 
L. Edgerton Crouter, famous educator 
of the deaf and dumb, at Belleville, 
Ont, in 1846; and of N. A Belcourt. 
Speaker of the House of Commons in 
1904, and later Senator, in 1860. On 
this date in 1868 Whelan was convict­
ed of the murder of D’Arcy McGee, 
the Irteh-Canadtan statesman, and was 
executed in the following February.

ST. JOHN RECOGNIZED.

\i\Another evidence that the Borden 
Government is determined to give St. 
John its rights as a port is to be 
found in a despatch from Ottawa, pub. 
Hshed in The Standard news columns, 
this morning. This despatch announ­
ces that SL John will be placed on an 
equal footing with other Canadian At­
lantic ports in the matter of English 
mails. It will also tend to relieve any 
apprehension there may 
whether the mail steamers will come 
here this season. Under the new con­
tract the mail steamers will have ab­
solutely a free hand, so far as the 
ports of SL John and Halifax are 
corned, and the Post Office Depart­
ment will deliver mail at either port.

For years there has been a d£8lre 
in SL John for the open^oor in the 
matter of mails, and the Board of 
Trade has placed itself on record as 
favoring a policy whereby the steam­
ship companies performing the 
vice should be permitted to choose 
the port at which the English mails 
should be landed and taken on board. 
The present Government is the first 
to recognize SL John on an equality 
with Halifax as a mail port, as, under 
the Laurier contract, mail steamers 
bound to St. John were obliged to stop 
at Halifax for mails, on both inward 
and outward passages. Under the new 
contract they can either call at Hali­
fax for mails, as they have been doing, 

sail to and from St. John direct. 
They will be entirely free from all poli- 

e tical interference and may make their 
own choice of ports. This places St. 
John absolutely on its merits as a port, 
compared with Halifax, and is timely 
recognition of the feeling expressed by 
the Board of Trade and citizens gen­
erally in favor of the open door.

As a direct result of-the wider lati­
tude given by the new mail contract, 
and the recognition by the Government 
of St. John's claim to consideration 
with Halifax, the matter has been put 
straight up to the steamship com­
panies. In future the rules of business 
will determine the mall porL and the 
mails will be landed at whatever port 
the steamship companies find will give 
the most efficient service. If they

RAILWAY ACCIDENTS.

DIAMONDSThe first serious railway accident In 
history occurred eighty-three years 
ago today, when William Huskisson,
M. P.. was killed at the opening of 
the Liverpool and Manchester Railway ., 
In England. The first great railway 
disaster in which many lives were 
lost occurred on a French line at Ver­
sailles In 1842. The carriages, with 
the passengers locked In, were burned, 
and fifty-three people, including 
mirai D’Urville, were victims of 
gross carlelessness. One of the most 
terrible of early railway disasters in 
America was at Burlington, Pa., in 
1856, when over a hundred were killed 
in a collision. Canada's first great dis­
aster occurred in 1864, when a train 
ran off a bridge at SL Hilaire, and 
eightv-three were killed and 200 injur­
ed. The railroads of the United States 
lead the world in railroad fatalities. 
An average of about 10,000 killed and 
100,000 Injured each year Is maintain­
ed by the roads of the United States. 
The average for Great Britain Is about 
1,000 killed and 10,000 injured. Dur­
ing 1911 only 
were killed on British railways, as 
compared with 818 In the 
States.

The Catholic world yesterday cele­
brated the feast of the Exaltaiton of 
the Holy Cross, 
churches in the city yesterday refer­
ence was made to the feast and special 
sermons were given relative to the 
origin of the feast.

The feast of the Exaltation of the 
Holy Cross, celebrated on the four­
teenth of September, dates from the 
days of Canstantine. That ruler of 
men was wavering between the old 
faith and the new when, according to 
legend, he saw In the heavens a lu­
minous cross bearing the inscription 
"In this sign shalt thou conquer.” A 
few. years later, after Constantine had 
become a Christian and triumphed 
over his enemies, his mother found 
the cross of Calvary, and the feast of 
"Exaltation" was established by the 
church. It wap not until later, how- 
ever, after the Emperor Heraoltus had 
won three great victories over King 
Chosroes of Persia, who had secured 
possessor of the cross, that the fes­
tival became of general observance. 
The feast of the Finding of the Cross 
was then Instituted in memory of 8t. 
Helena, and that of the Exaltation 
was reserved to celebrate the tri­
umphs of Heracllue.

This year’s observance of the feast 
is of particular interest in view of the 
fact that the church is also observing 
the Constantine jubilee. The celebra­
tion of the Jubilee is universal in the 
church. Another feature which makes 
the feast of the Exaltation of the 
Cross of special importance was the 
unveiling at the shrine of Lourdes, in 
France, of Ireland’s national monu-
