Ottawa, Ont.,. May 14—History has 

been repeating; itself at Ottawa. A 
few years ago Henri ÿourassa and 
Armand Lavergne showed opposition 
to the Liberal government’s attitude 
on certain questions, today W. F. Mic­
kle and H. B. Bennett afe in opposit­
ion to the Conservative government’s 
attitude regarding the C. N. R. Just 
as Mr. Bourasea was a disappointed 
man because he failed to get a port­
folio, so, is Mr. Bennett, say those 
who know him best. He is brilliant 
but there were others ahead of him. 
That is probably the chief reason for 
Mr. Bennett’s opposition to the gov­
ernment. It certainly showed itself in 
hie savage attack upon Hon. Arthur 
Meighen, the yoqng solicitor-general 
today. It was an attack couched In 
the bitterest language, He described 

as "the gramaphone of 
Northern,” and called

Mr. Mickle can hardly expect to be 
forgiven for his attack upon Premier 
Borden, one of the greatest and at 
the same time most honorable and 
upright men Canada has produced.

Ottawa, May 14.—At the beginning

Every North American, knows the 
story of Wolfe’s great victory on the 
Plains of Abraham, a triumph which 
cost the life of the gallant young com­
mander, but what came after Is itself 
a stirring tale which is seldom told. 
Th» British conquest of Canada was 
far from assured by the capture of 
Quebec. The French still had a large 
army in the field, and an able com­
mander in De Levis. The latter de­
feated Murray, who had succeeded 
Wolfe, upon the battlefield of St. 
Foye, and the English were driven 

t<vthe city. Cold, hunger and de- 
cimmating Illness worked havoc with 
the British defenders of Quebec, and 
the winter following Wolfe’s victory 
was one of terrible suffering and hard­
ship.

EPWORTH LEAGUE JUBILEE
More than a million young people 

in many parts of the world, but prin­
cipally In the United State# and Cana­
da, will celebrate this week the silver 
jubilee of the Epworth League, which 
was founded at a meeting held in 
Cleveland, O.. just a quarter of a cen­
tury ago today. May 15, 1889. The 
league—which is not, as some igno­
rant persons may assume, a baseball 
circuit—was launched at a conference 
of delegates from five general young 
people’s societies of the Methodist 
Episcopal church, including the Young 
People’s Methodist Alliance, the Ox- 

League, the Young People’s 
Christian League, the Young People’s 
Methodist Union, and the Young Peo­
ple's Methodist Alliance. The result 
of the combination of forces was a 
great religious "trust" which, start- ton; 
ing with 1,500 local societies and a Buckley, Newcastle; C H Harrison, 
membership of 80,000, now enlists the Montreal ; W E Barnes, Moncton; E 
interest and enthusiasm of millions of 
young people of both sexes.

The merger of the five Methodist 
societies was called Epworth League 
after the town of Epworth, in Lincoln­
shire. England, distinguished as the 
birthplace of John Wesley, the foun­
der of Methodism. The league adopt 
ed as its motto: "Look up, Lift up," 
and declared as its purpose to "pro­
mote intelligent and loyal piety in the 
young members and friends of the 
church; to aid them in the attainment 
of purity of heart and constant growth 
in grace, and to train them in works 
of mercy and help." The pledge re­
quired of members is: "I will earnest­
ly seek for myself, and do what I can 
to help others to attain, the highest 
New Testament standard of experi­
ence and life. I will abstain from all 
forms of worldly amusement forbid­
den by the discipline of the Methodist 
Episcopal church, and I will attend, 
as far as possible, the religious meet­
ings of the chapter and the church, 
and take some active part in them."
The adoption of the pledge by local 
societies Is made altogether voluntary.

The league in the Methodist Episco­
pal church south was provided for by 
the general conference of 1890, and at 
the general conference of northern 
Methodists held in Omaha in 1892 the 
Epworth League was officially endors­
ed and adopted as a child of. the chur­
ch. Within ten years of its organiza­
tion a million young people were affili­
ated with the league, and Its growth 
since then has been very rapid. Early 
in its existence the league spread to 
Canada, and since then chapters have 
been instituted in Mexico, India, sev­
eral South American countries. Italy,
Norway, Sweden, Denmark, Finland,
China, Hawaii and Japan.

The league maintains a central of­
fice In Chicago, and published an of­
ficial organ which as a wide circula­
tion. Yhe southern church also has 
an Epworth League journal. The first 
international conference of the Ep­
worth League, at which the northern, 
southern and Canadian societies were 
represented, was held in Chattanooga,
Tenn., in 1895.

While exclusively a young people’s 
organization, the Epworth League has 
exercised a profound influence on the 
Methodist church. Hundreds of thou­
sands of adult Methodists of today 
were attracted to the church by the 
Epworth League. The good feeling 
and co-operation between the north­
ern and southern branches of the 
Methodists of the United States, who 
were separated by civil war and the 
slavery issue, has been developed and 
encouraged by the Epworth League, 
whose youthful members are free 
from the bitter prejudices and hatreds 
engendered by the civil strife of half 
a century ago.

side comes the intimation that the 
agreement was not satisfactory, hence 
there is room for doubt whether appli­
cation will be made for its renewal, 
always provided that the facilities In 
this port are adequate for the test of 
accommodating all the steamers offer­
ing next year.

Montreal, Que., May 14—The annual 
statement of the Dominion Steel Cor­
poration which was made public today 
for the fiscal year ending March 31, 
1914 was expected to show marked de­
clines in earnings and profits from a 
year ago on account of the general 
depression in the steel and iron Indus­
try and in this respect there will be 
no disappointment. The net earnings 
after manufacturing and all other ex­
penses but before sinking funds de­
preciation and interest show a de­
crease roughly of $272,000. The de­
duction made to provide for sinking 
funds, exhaustion of minerals and de­
preciation amounting to $903,000 is 
upwards of $105,000 less than the pro­
vision made for the same accounts in 
the previous year. After the above 
deduction there remains a balance of 
$3.538,142 which is $166,000 less than 
a year ago and from that has to be 
deducted interest, on bonds and loans 
and proportion of discount on bonds 
sold amounting in all to $1,683,317. 
This provision in interest charges, etc. 
shows an increase of. $351,677. This 
leaves net earnings of $1,854,825 
which compares with $2,372,667 a year 
ago making a decrease in net for the 
year of $517,842'.

Provisions for dividends tills year 
calls for a slightly smaller amount in 
view of the passing of the common 
dividend some months ago. The total 
being $1,940,931, a decrease last of 
$333,670i

A year ago the company went to the 
end of its fiscal period with a final bal­
ance of $882,012, so that in closing the 
past fiscal year with a balance of 
$796,907 it is not so much worse off 
than it was In the preceding year, the 

being only $86,105. But in 
the meantime the common sharehold­
ers were called upon to contribute to 
that balance.

Montreal, May 14.—At the annffal 
meeting of Western Canada Power 
Co. Ltd., following were elected direc­
tors for the ensuing year: Mr. C. H. 
Caban, president; Messrs. A. R. Doble 
and T. J. Drummond of •Montreal;

Montreal, May 14.—In view of the 
general depression in trade causing a 
sharp falling off in the volume of sales 
the annual statement of Canadian Get- 
tons Limited for the year ended March 
31st is a satisfactory one.

Total sales for the year amounted 
to $3,500,476 a decrease of $906,688. 
Profits including rentals were $602,- 
942, a decrease of $45,568. Net man­
ufacturing profits were $70.000. Low­
er than last year but rental for the 
Mount Royal mill and other property 
brought in about $25,000 more than 
in the previous year.

The balance available for preferred 
stock dividends after interest charges 
had been met was $392,942 equal to 
10.7 per cent, against earnings at the 
rate of 11.7 per cent. On the preferred 
the previous year after paying pre­
ferred stock dividend and setting 
aside $10,000 for bad debts reserve, a 
surplus of $163,252 equal to 6.13 per 
cent, on the common stock on which 
no dividend has yet been paid, re­
mained to be carried forward to sur­
plus account bringing total surplus to 
$969,225.

r\New York, May 14.—Curb brokers 
■ire making their baseball beta thesQ 
days as If they were deallhg In stocka. 
If you walk through Broad street and 
listen to the jumble of shouts and In­
terchange of stock transactions y ou 11 
occasionally hear something like this:

“Bid 1,000 'O. B.* at 45.”
"Offer 1,000 *0. B.‘ at 56.”
Each of those mysterious ejacula­

tions means an. offer to make a base­
ball bet. The rate of betting is 26 cents 
per 100 bid or offered, so a bid of 
1,000 means a bet of $2.50.

The beta O. B,.are made on a basis 
of the total number of runs scored 
In any single day by all the teams in 
the two big leagues of organized base­
ball, the American and National. 
Hence a man bids 46 when he egpects 
the teams to make a total of 45 runs 
or more. If they do them anw ho ac­
cepts his bid must pay him the amount 
of the bet at the rate of 26 cents per 
300 bid. Otherwise the atifcepter of the 
bid collects. If a man ‘'offers” 1,000 
*t 65, that means he bets the teams 
will make a total of 66 or more runs.

Among the shrewdest of the brok­
ers there Is very close shading of the 
numbers, and all of them watch Uie 
tickers closely to keep in touch with 
doings on the various diamonds. Be­
cause there was fairly heavy hitting 
on Monday "quotations" on the num­
ber of runs advanced yesterday. On 
Monday they fluctuated between 40 
and 46. Yesterday the "high" was 65 
and the "low" 45.

Bets on the seme basis are being 
made for the three larger leagues, quo­
tations ranging from 60 to 70. For the 
four leagues—American, National, 
Federal and International—the quota­
tions run between 80 and 90. The sys­
tem is a bit complicated to those out­
side the street, but predictions are 
freely made on the curb that It will 
become an institution.

AMERICAN LEAGUE. \ Once more the Maritime Baseball 
League la held up, and it is now the 
Fictou representatives who are the 
persona on whom It will rest whether 
there will be a league this season 
not. In fact the representatives of the 
other three cities are becoming rath­
er weary of the manner in which the 
matter Is dragging along. When it Is 
thought that the league will be a 
certainty, there Is something coming 
up that places It In doubt, and there 
Is now a very large doubt.if the league 
will go through. N. W. Mason had 
agreed to accept for New Glasgow at 
a meeting held on May 6th: That they 
would go to St. John on a flat rate 
guarantee of seventy-five dollars for 
week days and morning holiday games 
and one hundred and seventy-five dol­
lars for Saturdays and holiday after­
noon games. In case of rain they were 
to receive nothing. Yesterday morn­
ing they held oqt for three hundred 
and twenty-five; dollars for' every three 
days trip to St. John, with a rain guar­
antee.

Yesterday afternoon Promoter Joe 
Page received a telegram from Mason 
who Is in Boston stating that they 
must get the wet weather guarantee. 
St. John and Halifax have given away 
a great deal to the Pictou County 
men but they are now asking too 
much.
