The French Report.

Paris, Mar. 8., via London Mar, 4—

report regarding the bombardment of
the Turkish forts by the Anglo-French
fleet:

“The operations in the Dardanelles
were resumed at 11 o'clock: this morn-
ing (probably Mondzy), when the Tri-
umph, Ocean and Albion entered the
Straits, snd attacked Fort Number 8
and the batteries at Whits Ciff. The
fire was returned by the forts, and
also by field guns and howitzers.

“An air reconnaissance, made by
naval seaplanes, in the evening,
brought the report that several new
gun positions had been prepared by
the enemy, but that no guns were
erected in them. The seaplanes also
located surface mines.

“During Monday night a force of
mine-sweepers, covered by destroyers,
swept within a mile and a half of Cape
Kephes, and their work, which was
carried out under fire, is reported to
have been excellent. The casualties
sustained during the day were slight,
amounting to only six wounded,

“Four of the French battleships op-
erated off Bulair, and bombarded the
batteries and communications,

“The operations at the entrance of
the Straits, already reported, have re-
sulted in the destruction of mineteen
guns, ranging from six to eleven
inches, eleven guns below six inches,
four Nordenfelt guns, and two search-
lights.

To Deal With Vessels Suspect-
ed of Breaking Neutrality
Laws by Using American
Ports as Bases for Naval
Operations,

Washington, March 3.—A joint reso«
lution enlarging the power of the
President to deal with vessels suspecte
ed of viclating neutrality by making
the ports of the United States bases
of naval operations was passed to-
night by the House. 1t would author~
ize the refusal of clearance, except
under heavy bonds, to Awerican ships
suspected of loading men or supplies
for belligerent warships, and for the
interment of foreign merchautmen
engaging in such traffic, and would
impose heavy penalties for violations.

The resolution was drafted by offics
ials of the Department of Justice and
the State Department, but owing to a
misunderstanding as to itg lanzuase
President Wilson asked for a coufers
ence with members of the Foreign
Relations Committee before it was,
oW Ulof - ‘ejwuey N Lq pessed
cratic and Republican members of the
committee went to the White House
at ten o'clock tonight for the confer-
enoe.

The resolution is to take effect im«
mediately, and continue “during the
existence of a war to which the Unit.
ed States is not a party.”

Heavy Fine for Breach of Regulations

It authorizes the withholding of
clearances from American vessels
which the Prestdent belleves to be
“about to carry” men, arms or supe
plies to any belligerent warship, tend-
er or supply ship, or commit other
similar acts in prosecution of hostili-
ties in violation of neutrality obliga-
tions. The# President would be em-
powered, hqwever, to direct customs
collectors to clear such suspected
American vessels, provided their own-
ers, masters or commanders give
bond to the United States for double
the value of the vessel and cargo.
The bond would be conditional upon
the vessel not committing neutrality
violations, and would be forfeited to
the United States, and the awner or
commander penalized by from $1,000
to $5,000 fine, or une year imprisun-
ment, or both, and the vessel itself
forfeited, in case of violations of neu.
trality. If such a vessel sailed with.
out clearance a fine of from $2,000 to
$10,000, imprisonment of two yeara,
and forfeiture of the vessel might he
imposed.

The resolution would extend the
treatinent accorded a belligerant war-
ship under international law, includ-
ing provigion for internment, to auny
vessel of foralgn register, “acting or
preparing to act, or intepdivg to de-
part from the United States jurisdic-
tion to act as a tender to a belligerent
armed forces, or otherwise aid hostili-
ties."” .

The resolution applies to “all lauds
snd waters, continental or insular,
and to all air spaces that fall within
the juriedfction of the United Rtates.'’

The fact seems to be that the Rus-
slans are advancing along the whole
northern line, but very slowly be-
cause of the mud, which impedes the
movement of guns and transport wag-
ons. They have beeun able to reinforce
their armies at every threatened point,
and are now considered to be in as
good a position as the Germans, who
have left their railways behind them.

French Offensive Continues.

So far as the West is concerned, the
French offensive in the Champagne
region continues to be the cutstanding
featire of the campaign.

There has been fighting at other
points, but none to compare in im-
portance with that in Champagne.

With the allied fleet again bom-
barding the Dardanelles, and the Rus-
sians pushing their offensive in the
Caucasus, the Near East is again com-
ing into the limelight. The Russians
have scored a distinct success by the
capture of the Turkish port of Khopa,
on the Black Sea, from which the Tur-
kish army in the Caucasus drew part
of its supplies.

The Turks are concentrating strong
forces for the defence of Constantin-
ople, and the Balkan States are watch-
ing the operations with intense inter-
est. The success or failure of the Al-
iles’ attempt to open the Straits means
much to the Balkan nations.

“From the sea to the Alsne
there has been cannonading of
varying intensity.

AUSTRINS
BELATED
DEFENGE

Red Book Published by Ger-
many’s Ally Dealing With
Proceedings Prior to Euro-
pean War,

Austria has published her officlal
documents covering the negotiations
preceding the great war. It is not
without significance that the collec-
tion is called the “Red” Book, since
Austria’s responsgibility for the bdlood
that has dyed Belgulm and Poland is
second to only that of Germany. Un-
til Turkey chooses to set forth her
case for becoming a party to the
struggle 1t is likely that Austria’s con-
tribution to the diplomatic amthology
will deserve the palm for unconvine-
ing statement. We learn from the Red
Book nothing that was not known six
montls ago, and it is a problem why
Austria chose to issue it at all. It is
altogether an inferior production to
even the German official correspond-
ence. In many places it is not couch-
ed in the language of diplomacy. It re-
ports mere suspicions, deuctions and
mavings as though they were official
exhibits. What it proves was long ago
accepted as a fact, namely, that Aus-
tria had determined to make war upon
Serbia and that she had assured her-
self that in the event of Russia being
drawn in, she would not stand alone.

Expected Russia ta Fight.

As was noted in the German cor
respondence with the powers, there is
not in the Austrian Red Book a single
despatch that shows Austria to have
made the slightest move toward avert-
ing the great catastrophe which, with
w ulwapen eyes, she was bringing
upon Burope. As in the German doc-
uments; it is shown that Britain’s par-
ticipation was a.surprise to Austria.
Russia and France, however, were ex-
pected to resent the demands made
Serbia, Russia because of her
aspirations to be regarded as the “Big|
Brother” of the Slav States, France
on account of her treaty with Russia.
This expectation, however, did not
deter Austria. She knew that she was
bringing on a European war, t‘houxh
she did not guess that certain of the
belligerents would be involved. Her
one determination was not to avert a
general war. It was to punish Serbia.
What assurances she had from Ger-
many are not set forth in detail. They
must have been given long in advance,
for we have a despatch sent from the
Austrian Foreign Office to the Aus.
trian Minister in Petrograd.

The Teutonic Allies.

This passage is -worth qiating:
“First, I assume in a general way that
your Excellency, in view of the pres-
ent situation, has establishad close re-
lations with your German colleague,
he undoubtedly having been instruct-
ed by his government to allow the
Russian government no room {fur
doubt that Austria-Hungary, in caae
of conflict with Russia, would not
stand alone.” This is a far different
despatch to those exchanged by
France with Great Britain, and be-
tween London and Petrograd. France
and Russia did not know what stand
Britain would take. They could get
no preliminary guarantees. They
were forced to act facing tha possi-
bility that Great Britain would remain
neutral. Austria, however, knew
what she was doing. Another. de-
spatch’ from Vienna to Petrograd on
July 25 says that in taking this step
against Serbia, Austria was “naturally
conscious of the possibility of a col-
lision with Russia. In case Ruum

SENATE REFORM.

It will be admitted by the great ma-
jority of thinking Canadians that the
proposal, submitted to the House of
Commons by Major Sam Sharpe, ofl
North Ontarig, calling for, the ap-
pointment of a special committee to
congider the question of Senate Re-
form, does not comé one day too
soon. As at present constituted the
Canadian Senate is out of harmony
with the representative branch of the
Canadian Parliament, and the result
is that the Senators can use their
hostile majority to defeat any meas-
ure submitted to them by the lower
branch of Parliament, no matter how
greatly such measure is required, or
bow beneficial it may prove in the in
terests of all Canada.

Under the British North America
Act, by which the Canadian .\'«‘n;ue;

powers of legislation with the House
of Commons, except in the case of
revenue, taxation, or money Lnlls._
It cannot initiate or amend such bills,
but can reject them in their entirety
when presented. Over all other
classes of legislation it has practically
supreme power, and it is a matter of
recent political history that this power
has been shamefully misused for the
grossest of partisan motives.

THE POLICE AND THE PRESS.

It has been the pleasant privilege
of the local newspaper workers, par-
ticularly those whose daily routine has
brought them into contact with offi-
cers and men of the city police force,
to form many warm and enduring
{riendships among the men into whose
charge the preservation of law and
order in this city is committed. In
the past there has been the closest
and most intimate co-operation be
tween the local police and the local
press. Information given to police
reporters in confidence has been held
inviolate until such time as its publi-
cation was permitted and we believe
the older men in the police depart-
ment today speaking from years of
experience with St. John newspapers
will cheerfully bear out the statement
that the interests of justice have
never suffered because of unwise or
indiscreet publicity given to police
matters or through violation of confi-
dence reposed in newspaper men.

Police officers can be of much as-
sistance to newspaper men in the mat-
ter of gathering news but the advan-
tage is not all on their side, for news-
paper men, top, have deemed it a pri-
vilege to assist the police with infor-
mation whenever possible. A case in
point is that of the Rockwood Park
~murder of several years ago where
‘much valuable information leading to
the ‘solution of that murder and the

v, views the relation of the police
officer and the reporter from a differ
ent angle.

The Chief is a compara-
tive stranger to St. John and it would
be unfertunate for him if, at the out-
set of his career here, he had been
furnished by any person with the im-
pression that tho newspapérs and
newspaper reporters were not dispos-
ed to regard him and his force with
sympathy. If by withholding informa-

pire. It seems but yesterday
t the Russians were being shame-
beaten by inferior forces of Jap-
se and the Russian army stood for
all that a military force should not be.
Today thepe are no finer soldiers fight-
ing in this war of millions and while
all allowance is made for the splendid
work done by the French, Belgian and
jritish troops on the western side of
the war zone, it is, nevertheless, a fact
that.since the war began the Russians
have had the hardest fighting and the
most of it to do.
Where the British and French, in
the west, have been opposed only by
German 'troops, the Russians have had
to encounter Germans, Austrians and
Turks. Fully bhalf of the German
force and all of that of Austria has
been turned agalnst them, and yet,
after seven months of war we find the
Muscovites unbeaten, drawing slowly
but none the less surely toward their
goal, enduring frightful losses with an
equanimity which must result in vic-
tory, reforming and replenishing their
lines and advancing again to resume
the combat where it was left off, and,
through it all, wearing down the en-
emy’s forces by the most skilful war
fare history has ever known, In the
past there has been a disposition to
regard the Russian as a comparatively
poor fighter, but this war will change
that as it will change other things.

The “Buckeye” - traciton ditcher,
owned and operated by this depart-
ment for demonstrating the value of,
and assisting farmers in the under-
drainage of their lands, will be oper-

(c) To pay the sum of thirty (30)
cents per rod for a ditch three (3 feet
deep and fifteen (15) inches wide, in
gtound reasonably free from stone,
with an extra charge not to exceed ten
(10) cents or a total of forty (40)
cents per rod when the ground has an
excess of stone or other difficult con-
ditions; and to accept the judgment of
the officers of the department in this

(3) feet to a charge of one (1) cent
per inch in addition to the above,

(d) To supply water for steam pur-
poses and move fuel and incidentals
necessary to the operator, at the direc-
tion of the operator, free of charge.

(e) To provide board for the oper-
ators (two) at a rate current in the
locality where the work is being done.

(f) To make a settlement when the
work is completed on the abuve terms.

In & number of the Canadian prov-
inces there have existed for some
Years organizations known as Experi-
mental Unions, for the purpose of try-
ing out in a number of places and
under a variety of conditions, the new
varieties of field or garden crops .and
new farm practices that are from time
to time originated. The membership
of these associations is composed of
progressive farmers and the heads of
the Agricultural Departments and Ag-
ricultural Schools.

To cite one instance of the benefit
resuting to the farmers as a result
at least in part of such an organiza-
tion, reference might be made to tte
introduction of the new O. A, C. No.
21 barley into the Province of Un-
tario. This new variety was originated
at the college at Guelph and proved
to be superior to the . best varietv
grown at that place. The next step
was to have it tested tNrough the Ex-
perimental Union in many parts »f
the province. In the great majority
of cases it proved to be a higher
yielder than the sort against which
it was tested, and inside of a very few
years the variety have increased so
that it constitutes now about one
half of the total crop of barley grown
in Ontario.

A small beginning has been made
in recent years by the New Brunswick
Department of Agriculture in the dis-
tribution of seeds of corr and alfal’a,
two forage crops which have a high
value where they can be grown. Tais
spring it is proposed to enlarge ihe
scope of this work through the Divi-
sion of Soils and Crops, and it is for
the purpose of outlining the work that
the present article is issued.

In the first place, to be of greatest
value the co-operation of a large num-
ber of experimenters is needed; soc-
ondly, instructions should be careful-
ly followed, and lastly, as full a report
on the season’s work as possible
should be returned on the forms pro-
vided for the purpase.

Count Tisza,
the Hungarian prime minister, seems
to have made them understandi that,
whereas, in the event of East Frusila
and Sflesia being invaded, it wovld
only mean economic lois and incon
venience, the invasion of Hungary

Significance

The successful invasion of Hungary
would mean a great victory for Rus-
sia and her western allies. All the
Carpathian districts are inhabited by
Slav races, Slovacks and Ruthenians,
whilst Transylvania is peopled Dby
Rumanians. The occupation of these
territories weuld enable the Russians
to establish themselves among friend-
ly people, on enemy’s ground, and
direct a sweeping movement towards
the fertile Hungarian plains, with the
object of cutting Austria off from the
agricultural resources of Hungary,
which feed the whole of Austria’s
population, even in normal times. This
no doubt, is the objective, but far-
reaching political schemes are also in-
volved, namely, the formenting of re-
bellion among friendly Slav races in
the CArpathians and among the Rou-
mans of Transylvania, who are ever
hostile to Hungary and regard the
expected Russian or Rumanian in-
vagion ag the day of liberation.

invasion of Transylvania would
slQ make a great impression on the
people of Rumania, who have long
cherished ardent aspirations towards
this ancient land, which though never
having belonged to them, is as much
a part of their national dreams, as are
Bosnia and Herzegovina a part of the
Serbians. Thus it may be summariz-
ed from the point of view of the Rus:
sians that if they succeeded in advanc-
ing even 30 to 40 miles from their
present positions they could easiiy
achieve everything necessary for
striking a crushing blow at Austri-
Hungary, not only from a military,
but also from a political point “of
view,

Hungarians

Old Hungarians have not forgotten
the frightfulness of a Russian invas-
fon at the time of the Hungarian war
of Independence, when Russia came to
the help of Austria, to suppress the
Hungarian revolution under Kossuth,
and it is for this reason that Russia
is doing her utmost to achieve a mili-
tary success in the Carpathians, and
Austria and “Germany are resisting
this move with all the strength they
can command.

What would the Russian success
mean to Austria and Germany? This
fnvasion would be, comparatively

How the many different nationall
ties would face a Russian invasion
on an extensive scale is another most
problematic and most interesting ques-
tion. If we take; for instance, the
Czeech (Bohemian) population, who
are a Slav race, antagonistic to Aus-
tria, and who have their own national
aspirations as & historic nation of anc-
fent fame, these people, who number
a few millions, will surely be greatly
affected by the mere idea of a Rus:
slan domination of parts of the mon-
archy, and their nation aspirations
will not doubt find some means of ex-
pression if they feel the vast military
power of their kinsfolk beéhind them,

The Ruthenians, a kind of Russian
Slav, always: considered themselves
Russian, and await the invasion with
high expectations. The Slovacks uf
the Northern Carpathiaps, less impor-
tant from a political point of view, but
more ready to yield to political agita-
tion, as their culture is on a very low
level, are almost destitute, and an easy
prey for any invading power to deal
with. In the event of a successful in
vasion of Transylvania, it is quite
clear that R would be 11

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NURSE WRITES
OF HER WORK

Miss Georgie McKenzie at
the front tells of some
cases—Other letters.

Miss Mabel Campbell of Charlotte
street has received an interesting let-
ter from Miss Georgle McKenzie, who
is a nurse in the ambulance of the
American Hospital of Paris. She is
quartered in a hospital at Neuilly-sen-
Seine and has been engaged in nursing
the wounded, who come direct from
the battlefields.

Miss McKenzie had intended going
to Serbia but finally decided it was
too cold and too far away. She is at
present among the French but hopes
to gat nearer the firing line and among
the English. The nurses at the hos-
pital had heard very little detail of
the war but it was generally under-
stood that a big battle would be fought
in March. Then there would be more
wounded to care for and the hospital
was preparing to handle more cases.
The convalescents were being trans-
ferred. The wounded treated by the
American Hospital came from the
trenches about fifty miles from Paris.

Miss McKenzie spoke of one French
soldier, who was urder her care. He
had been wounded through the abdo-
men and could not very well crawd out
of the danger zone. He was waiting
patiently to be picked up when he
heard footsteps. He thought help was
at hand and raised himself up, when
to his dismay he saw a German who
gtruck him with his gun, fracturing
one side of the wounded man’s face.
The Frenchman hit the ground so hard
that the other side of his face was
also broken. The German evidently
thought him dead for he left him on
thé ground. The wounded man was
picked up by a French ambulance and
taken care of. His condition was seri-
ous but there was sitrong hope that he
would ' eventually recover. Miss Mc-
Kenzie said the hospital was well
equipped and nothing was lacking to
make the patients comfortable, Prac-
tically all those, who lost a leg, were
supplied with artificial ones before
they were discharged from the hospi-
tal. The people of the United States,
who had established the hospital were
showing a most generous spirit.,

Miss McKenzie had visited many in-
teresting points in France and hoped
to get around more. Recently she visit-
ed Moptaitre where one of the oldest
churches in France is situated.

Miss McKenzie enclosed in her let-
ter some clippings from English pa-
pers, with items concerning the Bri-
tish soldiers and the war.

An Army Service Corps man writes
that there were not enough sooks, In
the great dampness in the trenches
too many could not be secured. They
became so muddy that they had to be
thrown away and often could not be
replaced.

Indelible pencils, paper and envel
opes were in great demand. It was sug-
gested that anyone writing to soldiers,
enclose an addressed envelope and pa-
per for reply. Quinine pills were gifts
that the soldiers appreciated. In case
of a cold they were very useful. Soap
of the disinfecting variety was also
needed by the soldiers. Chocolate
was considerad a great prize and every
soldier appreciated gifts of sweets.

“Every Army Service Corps man
must feel the responsibility,” con-
tinues the letter, “of the campaign”on
his shoulders, If one man errs, the
general's plan may be ruined. If one
Iink in the chain is broken hundreds of
troops mdy go without their grub,
their endyrance become undermined,
and their moral lowered.”
