American Lighthouse Board Decides, After Inquiry, te

- Place Five More Guides Through Pollock Rip Slue—

Some Changes Dec. 2l.

Boston, Dec. 14—Additional safeguards
will be immediately placed on Chatham
Shoals as aids to mavigation as a result
of a hearing at the chamber of commerce
today by a special government commission
appointed to investigate improvements
in navigation facilities in Vineyard and
Nantucket Sounds and around Cape Cod.

The commission that heard today’s tes-
timony was headed by Rear Admiral
Adolf Marix, chairman of the lighthouse
board of the government and at the con-
clusion of the evidence submitted by a
number * of masters of coastwise steam-
ships, Admiral Marix announced five ad-
ditional guides through Pollock Rip Slue.
.This ‘narrow and tortuous channel is
about fifteen miles long and covers the
elbow end of Cape Cod. It is already
marked by four lightships and a number
“of lighted buoys, and Admiral Marix stat-
ed that the changes would be as follows:

First—That. at Pollock Rip Shoal, No.
2 buoy is to be changed to a flashing red
light.

Second—That the Pollock Rip Shoal
bell-buoy is to be withdrawn and a flash-
ing white gas buoy established.-

Third—At Stonehorse Shoal a plain
white gas buoy will be established.

All three of these changes will take
place about Dec. 21.

In addition a gas buoy will be placed on
Half Moon Shoal as soon ‘'as it is received
from the station.

At the entrance to Vineyard Sound, off
Gay Head, a combination whistling and
gas -buoy will be established as soon as
practicable.

It was also suggested to the board that
a channel be dredged straight through
from the Handkerchief Lightship to Pol-
lock Rip Shoal lightship, with the idea
that the current would follow that course
when once it was outlined. It was also
suggested to the board that another light-
ship be established off Gay Head.

ON LICENSE

Boston, Dec. 14—With elections tomor-
row in Boston, Newburyport and North
Adams, all but one of the thirty-three
Massachusetts cities will have =settled
their municipal affairs for the ensuing

year, Cambridge alone postponing action

under its new city charter until March.
In Newburyport and North Adams con-

tests for mayors and members of the city |

government, the license question and the
acceptance of the playground act will
make the contest interesting, especially
as there are three candidates for mayor
in the former city and four in the lat-
ter. Newburyport has been a close city
on the license question-but has voted no
the past two years, while at North Adams
liquor-selling has been favored for some
time.

Less interest is taken in the election in
the election in this city than for many
years, principally through the ahsence of
a contest for mayor, the present incum-
nment, (eorge A. libbard, Republican,
holding over for another year, and also
by an agreement of all parties on. two
candidates for school committee.

Party lines, however, obtain in the con-
test for street commissioner, thirteen
places on the Board of aldermen and mem-
bership in the common council. There are
forty-two candidates for the upper branch
of the government and the voter is per-
mitted to mark seven of them. On the
license question Boston has always Dheen
recorded in favor of liquor-selling by heavy
majorities.

Railway Czar Needn’t Answer Ques-
tions About Private Affairs

United States Supreme Court
Sustains His Appeal from Order
of New York Oourt --- Three
Judges Dissent.

Washington, Dec. 14—In deciding the
cases of Edward H. Harriman and Oftta
Kahn, vs the Inter-State Commerce Com-
mission today, the supreme court of the
United States held that the commission
cannot under the Inter-state Commerce
law, press questions relative to private
transactions, even though they involuve
dealings in the securities of Inter-state
railroads when the investigation, of which
such questions are a part, has been begun
ypon the commission’s initiative.

The opinion of the court was announc-
ed by Justice Holmes and dealt with the
refusal of Messis. Harriman and Kahn to
reply to questions put by the commission l
in the course of an inquiry concerning
the dealings of Mr. Harriman as president
of the Union Pacific Railroad in the
stocks of other railroad companies, many
of which are competing lines. In his
opinion Justice Holmes held that the com-
mission’s inquiries should be confined to
cases in which complaint had been made.
He said that privacy should be properly
regarded in proceedings begun by the com-
mission for its own purposes. He also
held that the powers conferred in the
Inter-State Commerce law exceéed any
which have been delegated by an executive
body of law-makers.

In a dissenting opinion, which was con-
curred in by Justices Harlan and Me-
Kenna, Justice Day declared that the
effect of the opinion of the majority of
the court would be materially to narrow
the scope of the Inter-State Commerce
law. These three justices took the posi-
tion that the questions to the commis-
sion so far as they were sustained by the
United States Circuit Court for the
southern district of New York, were en-
tirely proper under the law and should
have been answered by Harriman and

Berlin, Dec. 14—President Castro, of
Venezuela, and the members of his party
arrived here this evening. The train reach-
ed the Zoological Garden station on the
edge of the city, somewhat later than ex-
pected but it was awaited by a dense
crowd of people, who had gathered out of
curiosity. No precautions had been taken
to prevent the public from crowding the
platforms and, as the train steamed into
the depot, the president was greeted with
shouts of “long live Castro!” There was a
general lifting of hats and much cheering.
The Venezulan charge d’affaires at Ber-
lin, Senor Veloz-Goiticoa, Senor Nachod,
the consul at Berlin and other prominent
Venezuelans had the greatest difficulty in
making their way to the entrance of the
car where Castro was standing waiting to
descend. The president, although having
the appearance of a sick, was full of en-
ergy. He wore a grey soft hat and black
overcoat. As soon as the train came to a
standstill, he stepped quietly out and
cordially embraced Senors Veloz and Nac-
hod. The consul read a short address of
welcome and the president apparently was
about to reply when another train dashed
in at the opposite platform with such a
deafening, noise that his effort to speak
was in vain.

Further cheering broke out as the presi-
dent’s wife and the fifteen other members
of, his party descended the saloon steps.
They then left the station and found,
drawn up outside,several motor cars which

SIX JURORS SECURED
N HAINS" CASE

Judge Hopes by Night Sessions to
Finish This Week—Prisoner Confi-
dent of Acquittal,

Flushing, N. Y., Dec. 14—When - court
adjourned tonight, after two long sessions
consumed in wearisome examination of
talesmen, six jurors sat in the box, com-
petent to try Thornton J. Hains, a short-
story writer, on charges of being an acces-
sory in the killing of° William E. Annis,
an editor, who was shot down at the
Bayside Yacht Club last summer, by Capt.
Peter C. Hains; Jr., of the United States
Army. Difficulty in obtaining a jury be-
cause of opinions formed of the case, was
apparent in the examination of talesmen
and tonight Justice Crane directed that a
new panel of 100 talesmen be drawn and
that a night eession be held. The court
hopes to Rlave the trial end by the last
of the week.

Interrogations of talesmen by Hains’
counsel indicate that the defense will be
based ‘principally on the contention that
Thornton' Hains, fearing that his brother’s
life’ was in jeopardy irom the crowd at
the club house because Annis was shot,
drew his revolver and held back the
crowd. His act was one of defense and not
of offense, according to his counsel.

John F. Meclntyre, of counsel for Hains,
announced tonight that Hains would take
the witness stand in his own defense. He
will probably testify to the events at Fort
Hamilton which led up ‘to the separation
of Captain Hains and his wife and to the
tragedy at the Bayside Yacht Club. Mr.
Meclntyre . will offer in evidence the al-
leged confession made by Mrs. Claudia
Hains to her husband.

All of counsel for the defensé were sub-
poaened bys District Attorney Darrin to-
night as witnesses in the case.

BUFFALO COURT

Charges of Mismanagement
Among Other Things Al-
“leged Against the Order.

Buffalo, N. Y., Dec. 14.—Arguments on a
motion of the Independent Order of Forest-
ers to vacate an injunction restraining the
order from enforcing its increased assess-
ment rates were brought before Justice Mar-
cus in special term of the supreme court
today.

The main question argued was one of con-
tract. The plaintiffs, who secured the in-
junction, contended that when they entered

the order as members they agreed to pay a
vertain rate of assessment in return for cer-
tain benefits.

The order maintains that the right to in-
crease the rates was understood when the
members joined. The affidavits on which
the injunction was granted allege that the
new rate schedule adopted by supreme offi-
cers of the order at Toronto last June was
not legal and that the funds of the order
have been mismanaged. Arguments will be
continued tomorrow.

BRITAIN TO ECLIPSE
UNCLE SAM'S “ARMADA"

Has Ordered Three Separate Squad-
rons to Cruise in Waters of Ameri-
can Continent.

London, Dec. 14.—With a view to showing
the British ‘flag on both sides of the Ameri-
can continent, the admiralty has ordered the
cruisers Cambrian and Flora dispatched
from the Australian and China squadrons re-
spectively for a visit to the southern ports
of the Pacific coast of South America. This
will make thre separate squadrons cruising
in the waters of the American continent.

The largest British force hitherto. in these
waters was composed of the squadron under
Rear Admiral Sir Percy Scott, and the
sloops Shearwater and Algerine visiting at
Acapulco, Mexico, and other ports along the

DYING MOSCOW
MILLIGNAIRE BURNED
HIS WEALTH

Set Fire to His Money and Let Rela-
tives Have a Look at Pile of Ashes.

London, Dec. 15.—A special despatch from

Death Liat Likely to Increase.

Colon, Dec. 13.—The explosion yester-
day at Bas Obispo of a twenty-five ton
dynamite blast was the most serious ac-
cident in the building of the Panama
canal since the United States took con-
trol. A thorough investigation, with a
view to fixing the responsibility, has been
ordered and already officials are taking
evidence and endeavoring to ascertain the
cause of the premature discharge of the
blast. :

The dead now total fourteen. Many
bodies have been recovered, but it is be-
lieved that a score or more are still under
the mases of rock and earth that were
thrown up. The death list would have
been appalling had a train conveying 500
laborers, passed a few minutes later, This
train steamed through-the ,cut and was
barely out of view when the explosion
oceurred. I

For a distance of 800 feet in length and
400 feet in width the Bas Obispo cut pre-
presents a graphic picture of the terrible
effects of the explosion. The whole hill-

gide has been devastated, the dynamite
irending the earth in twain and tossing

huge boulders in all directions. A ninety
ton steam shovel lies a complete wreck,
crushed under the weight of falling rocks.
LEvery one of the crew was killed. au
the tracks in this secticn were torn to
pieces and are now covered with tons of
debris.

The work of clearing away the wreck-
age continued throughout the night but
a much longer time will be necessary to
clear away the great heaps of earth and
rocks in the search for the buried dead.
Hundreds of men.were on the scene to-
day working heroically to find the bodies
of ‘their dead comrades. Many evidences
are come across of the terrible forece of
the blast as here and there pieces of hu.
man flesh and bone are turned over with
pick or shovel.

The charge consisted of fifty-one holes,
sixty feet deep and spread out over a
large section of territory. The last hole

experienced powder-man, when it explod-
ed. The others were exploded by the con-
cussion. Reidy was blown to pieces. L'he
other American dead include John J.
Korp, steam shovel engineer, and J. T.
Hummer, steam shovel crane-man. Two
Spaniards were also killed and eight West
Indian negroes. The badly injured in-
cluded B. H. Cole, powder-man, and Arth-
ur Bassett, drill foreman, both of them
Americans. The officials at the Ancon
Hospital, where many of the injured were
taken, report that they are doing well,
some of the men not being very seriously
injured.

Bacteria, What They ' ]
Are and How They Grow. ]

Nowadays, everybody knows and talks
about bacteria, germs or micro-organisms, as
they are variously termed. The principles
of bacteriology have penetrated into our
daily " life, although generally speaking to
ninety out of every hundred persons the
name bacteria is synonymous with diseage.
Most people have not the slightest idea what
bacteria really are, but the fact that they
accept bacteria as’ useful and harmful beings,
which influence and intertere with their lives,
is a great step forward in the general edu-
cation of the people.

Recollect that it is only some sixty years
ago that Cagniard Latour astonished the
whole scientific world with his bold concep~
tion that beer veast consisted of small par-
ticles having - the property of multiplying,
which should prove that they were living and
not a- dead chemical substance. The discov-
ery of the yeast cell and its study smoothed
the track for the detection of the much
smaller bacteria. The recognition of bac-
teria took a long time; but finally it was
realized that—to use the words of Duclaux:
“Whenever and wherever there is decom-
position of organic matter, whether it be &
case of a weed or an ‘oak, of a worm or a
whale, the work is exclusively performed by
They are the
important, almost the only, agents of uni-
versal hygiene; they clear away more quick-
ly than the dogs of Constantinople or the
wild beasts of the desert the remains of all
that had had life; they protect the living
against the dead.”

What are bacteria, is the first question
which presents itself to our minds. This is
not so easily answered; are they plants or
animals? The scientific world has fought 2
long time before agreeing on a satisfactory
definition. This shows how difficult it is to
give a right interpretation. At present, bac-
teriologists agree that bacteria are plants,
but extremely simple in form and minute in
size. To impress you Wwith their insignifi-
Take a
small needle, and fill the eye with water;
then you will have a swimming bath large
enough for bacteria, large enougnhlor several
dozen to disport themselves in with comfort
and without crowding. For persons of a
statistical disposition we may say that if
50,000 bacteria are placed end to end, they
will be an inch long. On account of this
minuteness in size we are forced to use
powerful magnifying glasses, called micro-
scopes, to make them visible. The ordinary
magnification used for stlgdylng them is a
thousand times, and in spite of this a bac-
terium is then only 1-20 of an inch long.
Were we magnified to the same textent we
should be able to walk across Canada from
Halifax to Vancouver in just sixty minutes,
and: the ladies in the company would have
little inconvenience in stepping over the
Rocky Mountains.

Having considered their size, let us now
say a few words about their shape. This is
very simple, as there are only three main
forms, which we may compare with a ball,
a rod and a spiral. Their shape may be com-
pared to a billiard ball, a cigaret and a
corkscrew, and as these comparisons are,
usually made by bacteriologists, our readers |
may think that this is a reflection on the
habits of those who study them.

1f you take a rubber tube and close it at
both ends you will get an enlarged repro-
duction of a bacterium, for bacteria are one-
celled organisms. On account of this sim-
plicity of form, it may be readily imagined
that it was very difficult to say whether
they were plants or animals. Piants, ani-
mals, and of course man himself .are built.
up of many Very small cells. .Each cell is
alive, and the whole constraction is simply
the sum of the lives of the different cells,
which co-operate with each other.

A bacterium is a one-celled being and
this fact indicates at once that it is almost
impossible to observe any component parts.
The organism consists of a cover of a dense
material, filled with a liquid in which we
sce some granular substance. They are able
to absorb food through their cover, when
such food is brought into a liquid condition.
The food requirements of the various bac-
teria ditfer. Some take their nutriment
when it is dissolved in water, others are able
to liquefy the material they feed on. Every-
body has heard of the so-called putrefactive
bacteria, which are the maids of all work
for Mother Nature; this class liquefies and
digests any dead material that comes in
their way. In order to grow they need, be-
sides proper food, & certain amount .of
warmth, moisture and air (or, better, oXy-

supposed to live without oxygen, the so-
called anaerobic ones, need oxygen as well
as any other, but they need a very small;

being favorable, the bacteria set to work,’
that is to say, they begin to grow and con-
sequently to multiply; for the most as_that it!
is endowed with the power of reproduction. |
With the bacteria, reproduction is very
simple. The organism, be it a ball, a rod,‘
or a spiral, lengthens, a partition wall forms |
across the smallest diameter of the cell,' the
partition splits in the middle and two indi-
viduals result. " :

Some bacteria are motile and move Wwilh
considerable rapidity in liquids, “hilst there
are others without means of Jocomotion. The
motile bacteria are able to swim and move
round in the most peculiar and astonishing
way. Some g0 slowly from one place to
another, as if afraid of losing their dignity;
others take life more merrily, perform somer-
saults, wriggle, dart forwards and back-
wards, unti] the eye tires watching their
acrobatic performances. Movement is in-
duced by very fine swimming organs or hair-
like projections, so fine that it is impossible
to see them -under ordinary conditions
through the microscope. But the bacterio-
logist has found means to make them vis-
ible, by placing the bacteria in certain actd
fluids, with the result that the hairy organs
(cilia) begin to swell till they are just vis-
ible under the microscope. ‘Bacteria appear
under the microscope as colorless, translu-
cent bodies, very difficult to distinguish
from their surroundings. In order to define
their outline, they are stained or dyed with
blue, red or violet colors or dyes, and they
become thus very distincet. A

Above we have seen how reproduction
took place. As soon as each part is inde-
pendent they immediately begin to grow
again. Under favorable conditions it takes
only twenty minutes to get reproduction by
scientific term'
runs. That such reproduction is extremely'
fast does not need further explanation, but
continuing at the rate mentioned a single
bacterium will increase to 16,500,000 indivi-
duals in twenty-four hours. In order to
keep up such a rate of increase the condi-
tions. must be favorable in all respects, which
occurs very infrequently. In the first place,
they need an immense amount ¢f nutriment;
this explains the astonishing rapidity with
which dead material disappears in nature.
Besides nutriment, however, there are other
The motile bacteria
are in more favorable conditions than the
non-motile ones. The latter take away all
nutriment in the place where they are
obliged to live, and deposit their products—
very poisonous for themselves and others, so
that in a very short time they die from auto-
motile ones,- however,
move about and so take a much longer time
before they feel the bad influence of their
own secretions or excretions.

We have recently read in the papers how
Asiatic cholera in St Petersburg, Russia,
which seemed to be uncontrollable, has sud-
denly come to a standstill by the early ap-
pearances of winter in those regions. This
is one of the many examples how a change
in one or other condition necessary for bac-
terial life makes a further increase of a cer-
tain kind of bacteria impossible. - This fact
will, we hope, set at rest the minds of.
many people who go about with a continual
fear of bacteria. No one is able to estab-
lish all coaditions unfavorable for the
growth of dangerous bacteria, but one or
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tion. Nature itself has kept the different
kinds of bacteria in balance until now, and
it may be a consolation to know that know-
ledge in general makes things better, not
worse. Human beings have lived for cen-
turies, generations ‘following generations;
bacteria were always present, although un-
known to them. Now, however, we are able
to protect ourselves, armed with a know-
ledge of the habits and growth of our in-
visible foes. We may defend ourselves by
means of preventive measures, for science,
and especially medical science, has found
many new facts in support of the old adage, |
“Prevention is better than cure.”

Make the Land Clean—

Canada’s Weed Problem.

It is perhaps not far wide of the mark to
say that the control of weeds is one of the
most important and difficult operations in
farming. This problem is not a local one,
for from every province comes the report
that weeds are spreading. In some instances.
they have secured possession of the farms
and have driven the owners away.

The causes for this condition of affairs are,
not hard to place. 1ln the first place, for
many years the farmers paid but little at- |
tention to the presence of weed seed impuri-'
ties in the oats, wheat, timothy and clover
that were sown, and as a result of this,
neglect the land became badly infested be-|
fore their attention was called to the serious
state of affairs, and before they fully rea-|
lized how difficult a matter was the eradi-"
cation of these plants. In the next place,
the general lack of farm help has prevented
the farmer from giving the land that cultiva-
tion that is so necessary to keep the soil in
the best of tilth and at the same time to
keep it free from weeds. It is a good farm
maxim that good tilth produced by good cul-
tivation and drainage goes along with free-|
dom from weeds. Again, in some districts a.
well-defined system of rotation of crops has |
not been instituted, and so long as this con-
dition prevails in a district so long will !
weeds persist. It is a well known fact that
where a good rotation is practiced there is
but little outcry against weeds, for. an op- |
portunity comes every four years to give the
land a thorough ‘“‘cleaning” by means of the
root crop.

Perhaps we in Eastern Canada have reach-
ed a stage in agriculture when extensive |
farming no longer pays. On every hand we
see large areas of untilled land, lying idle or
given over to meadow, and in some cases,
reverting to the original wild state. It is
evident that it would be better in almost'
every respect to have ‘“the little farm well |
tilled,” free from weeds, with every acr

. producing a goodly revenue, than to posse

a ‘“‘large farm of wide acres’’ where much of
it is unprofitable. One thing it clear, that '
the weed problem has brought this question
of extensive vs. intensive tillage forcibly be-
fore the farmers of the country. They are
now fighting against great odds—too much
land to till properly. This condition is, to
say the least, disheartening, and many farm-:
ers have sold the whole farm and have gone
elsewhere rather than sell half of it and
work the remaining half with both pleasure
and profit to themselves.

The farmers must face the situation; they
cannot escape it. Weeds are here and in
abundance, labor is scarce and wages are
high, and the increasing number of weeds
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that new borings in September, 1905, at In-
dian Head and Moose Jaw, again failed to
reveal frost, led him to conclude that it
is probable that the frost is all out of the
ground before July 1 of every summer, unless
it be on the edge of the forest country,
where the drifting leaves may serve to pre-
vent the thawing of the soil.’

Prof. Alway’s explanation of the high yield
of wheat and oats obtained in Southern Sas-
katchewan is that molsture is stored in the
subsoil during the previous summer, when
the field has been fallow or in’ cultivated
crops, such as corn and potatoes. He found
that the roots of grasses and cereals pene-
trate to a depth of five to six feet, even in
seasons of unusually heavy and well dis-
tributed rain-fall. His theory is in complete
accord with- the general experience of the
farmers of the district who find it profitable
to summer-fallow every third year to accu-
mulate moisture for the two succeeding
crops. Prof. Alway, however, believes that
rather than follow this rule blindly the farm-
er would do better to provide himself with
a six-foot auger, and make borings in his
stubble flelds before the spring is sufficiently
advanced to permit of seeding, and thus to
determine whether or not the subsoil is moist
enough to justify the sowing of a crop. He
thinks it probable that in the spring of such
years as 1899 and 1901, when the preceding
autumn had been exceptionally wet, the
stubble flelds were nearly as wet to a depth
of five feet as the fallows. In such years a
third cereal crop could be taken off, unless
tallowing were considered desirable for other
reasons than the accumulation of moisture
in the soil for the use of future crops.

The Home Garden—

Growing Hardy Ferns,

Owing to their delicate and variable foli-
age, ferns are one of the most attractive
plants we have. Without them a conserva-
tory would lack a certain attractiveness
which could not be obtained by growing any
other class of plants, and so the hardy ferns
are now becoming a necessity in our home
decoration out of doors.

There is usually an unlimited supply of
these ferns in variety to be found in all
parts of the country. The majorit of these
may be cultivated with very little trouble
in the garden or ornamental grounds. - They
do best in a cool, moist situation where they
have full or partial shade.

If grown in a rockery, those found grow-
ing on the higher lands should be placed at
the top and those from the low lands at the
base. The space between the stones of this
artificial rock work should be filled with
earth similar to that in which the species
grew. :

The finer ferns are usually found in the
swampy soil, and this soil consists to & great
extent of sphagnum; therefore the removing
of such soil to the place where ferns of this
class are to grow is advisable. The ferns
like a good supply of molsture at the roots
and they like also an atmosphere which is
not too dry. Continuous standing water at
the root is, however, not good. The water
should be allowed to pass off freely; at the
same time a soll retentive ‘of moisture i8
necessary.

The reason why so many house ferns do
not thrive is due to allowing water to stand
continuously in the saucers and to the dry
atmosphere of the room. While a moist at=

The Northwest Frost

Is Not Continuous.

That the soils of the Canadian great plains’
region in the southern portions of Alberta
and Saskatchewan produce remarkable yields
of wheat and oats is a faet well known to
all the world. Though not so much adver-
tised, it is also well known in agricultural
eircles that the yields of maize, rodts and
hay produced by these soils are lower than
in Manitoba and that these crops succeed

An
occasional washing is, of course, necessary,
but not the continuous spraying that some’
delight in giving the outdoor fern garden.

The fern garden requires liitle attention
after being once planted. Now, or just be-
fore the ground freezes and when they have
completed ' their season’s growth, is the best
time to get the plants from the wood. Take
them up carefully, with some of the soil at-
| tached to their roots, and set them at once
in their permanent bed. Cover them well
with leaves after setting and remove this in
the early spring.

Of course a rockery is mnot necessary to
start a bed of these ferns. Any shady place,
and paying a little attention to supplying

A Man Can Lift Four
Tons With Crowbar.

The principle of the crowbar is a simple
one; for example, if a man is using a crow-
bar to pry up a rock, and the clock on
which the bar turn§ is four feet from his
hands and one foot from the rock, then 100
pounds of force exerted by his hands will
lift a rock weighing 400 pounds. If the

G. H. Vroom, chief fruit inspector for!
the maritime provinces, who came to the
city on business on Saturday and regis-
tered at the Dufferin, said to a Telegraph
reporter that, according to the Dbest esti-
mates, the 1908 apple crop of Nova Scotia
wﬂl be 630,000 barrels. Of this, 550,000
barrels Will be exported, the rest being for
the maritime province markets. There;
were more gravensteins grown than of
any other variety and Baldwins, Stark and
King followed in the order given. |

The quality of the fruit was much better
than for years, and prices realized were
also gooq. The growers rec3ived fnr{
Gravenstgm_s from $1.25 to $1.50, and for|
Jater varieties from $1.50 to $2.%. Prices
in England were not encouraging ai iirst,
but as the season advanced th2y went up'
and the dealers made money on their
shipments. In Glasgow apples brought
twenty-two shillings a barrel, which would
mean a good profit to the shipper.

}n answer to a question, Mr. Vroom ;
said he realized that the apple growers
of the Annapolis valley were in the habit |
of dumping inferior apples on the home
markets. This was apparent in Charlotte-
town and Halifax, but the worst apples of
all were eent to St. John. The reason
was that large apple shippers went
“through the valley picking out the best. !
He contended that it would eventually
mean more to the orchardist if he would
dump what remained over a bank than
send them away. The result had' been
that Nova Scotian apples had got such a
name for unreliability here that they were
becoming a drug on the New Brunswick
market.

Speaking of New Brunswick as an apple
growing - province, Mr. Vroom said he
cculd think of no reason why the St. John

* rviver valley could not grow as fine fruit

ns the Annapolis valley. Ile had been at
Fredericton several times at the Fruit
BGrowers’ Association exhibit, and he was
wuch impressed by the superior quality
of the apples shown. He favored the co-
operative plan for small growers. Under
this the apples were all taken to a central
point, where they werc packed under the
‘upervision of an expert. There were
four such concerns in the Annapolis val-
ley, and there was talk of one in P. E.

As to the keeping qualities of the apples
grown <in the maritime provinces, Mr: |
Vreom said he had never heard -of any
place where they were equalled. When
the fruit department in Ottawa wished an
exhibit of apples for a foreign exhibition
they always sent to him and he shipped
those grown in these provinces. As to the
future of the apple market, he thought
there was no fear of over-production. As
the west and northwest opened up, the
Dntario growers were shipping more and |
more in that direction, the trade increas-
Ing enormously every year. .
