Funeral of the Great Journahst.
New York, Dec 2

The Herald proposes raising a Press
Fund for the benefit of Greeley's children,
subscriptions to which shall be §25 from
each of the daily papers, and $10 from
each of the weekly papers in the United
States. The Herald heads the list with
$1000. ¥ :

The number of applicants for tickets of
admission to witness the tuneral at Dr.
Chapin’s church is enormous. The church
accommodates 1800 persons in all. Many
prominent personages had great difficulty
in procuring cards. ~ Some persons offered
bigh prices for. tickets, but could obtain
none.

The interior of Dr. Chapin’s-¢hurch pre-
sented to-day- a sombre appearance. The
pulpit was heavily draped in crape, and
long lines of crape were suspended from
the center of the roof to the pillars, form-
ing beautiful festoons in admirable keepirg
with the style of the architecture. The
 floral offeringsin thechurch were exquisite
in design and appropriateness. The prin
cipal among them were the following : * /
kmow that my Redeemer liveth,” red on
white ground and green bBody. <At the
rear of the pulpit a sheaf of wheat from
Chappaqua in_the form of a crown;and
suspended overhead a pen and ‘sn ax.
Around the pulpit were innumerable offer-
ings of flowers and wreaths. In front of
the pulpit was a beautiful design in flowers
with the words in the center, *‘ It is done.”’
on the white ground, purple letters and

.| green borders. On a tablet to_the left of

the pulpit was a flural wreath bearing the
letters H. G. There were, in flawers, &
plough from the Tsibune office, and a quill
from the German Greeley Club,

The scene at the City Hall yesterday has
had no parallel since theday that the dead
body of Abraham Lincoln lay within its
walls. The building wore a sombre,mourn-
ful appearance with the flag at half mast
and the pillars enfolded in black, serge fes
toons of the same material drooping over
the portico and enframing the windows.
On the balcony shrouded with mourning
emblems and heavy folds of the United
States banner was a portrait of Horace
Gregley and below it the inseription; ** We
remember with pride his busy life.” All
that was mortal of the great journalist was
removed at 9 o’cloek yesterday morning
from the residence of Samuel Sinclar to the
Uovernor s Room in City Hall. The body
was enclosed in a casket draped with black
and deposited in the centre of the room
with the face looking south. At the feet
reposed magnificent choice exotics, and at
the head of the remains two crowns com-
posed of white camelias, tea rose budsand
violets. A black shield bearing a crown of
wheat and underneath it an axe and quill
with the last words of the dead, “‘It'is
done,”” in white immortelles, completed,
with a piciure of Mr. Greeley placed at the
head of the coffin, the simple arrangement
of the room. Although preparations for re-
ceiving the public were not completed un-
til 10 o’clock, as early as 8 o’clock the
square in front of the City Hall was pceu
pied by thousands of men, women and
children intent upon taking a farewell look
at the face of the departed. Everywhere
the utmost decorum prevailed. There was
no jostling, no tumultous -haste to obtain
advantageous positions. A hush pervaded
the entire assembly and each lace ‘wore a
look of intense sadness. One of the first
men to approach the coffin was Gen. John

A. Dix. Mr. Greeley lay with hisleftarm
lying by his side and the right across bis

breast. His face was emaciated and worn
and utterly unlike that which his daily
comparions bave been accustomed to see
His appearance was that of 8 man who
had, after terrible sufferings, succumbed
in a prolonged fight with the combined
forees of mental and bodily anguish. The
coffin wits black, with keavy silver handles.
The lid bore the following: inscription:

HORACE GREELEY,

Born Fxs. 3, I811; Diep Nov. 29,
1872,

At the head was a second inseription,
“I know that my Redeemer liveth,”” and

yet another at the foot, worked in violets,

¢ I'he city mourns our loss.”  The multi-
tude was formed in & line and pas«ed into|
the room, where the body was lying, with
uncovered heads. Each was allowed a
sufficient time to view the dead. Many
ladies showed signs of emotion, some stop-
ping to kiss the forehead ol the deeeased.
As the dinuer hour of the working classes
approached the crowd awaiting admit-
tance to the chamber of death became
enormous. Laborers came down town in
‘their workipgclothres to get « last look -8
their cheery old friend, and working -girls
of all ages came from their factories and
stofes and were properly allowed to pass
in before the men. A passage was made
for all persons accompanied by ladies.

‘Fawmilies, evidently from the conntryseame

together, and the old folks could not re-
strain theis teafs 48 they looked on the
face of the man'who d, as it were, lived
in their hearts for halfa lifetime. Many
négroés, both men and-women, were in the
line. Sy ]
The stream of people anxicus to gase,
apon the featares of the dead continued
undiminished antil 10°0’¢clock last night

when the Governor’s room and City Hall
were closed. ~ Though probably 50,000
persons viewed the body during the day
and evening, many thousands were unable
even to reach-the steps of the City Hall.

Aj faller D‘wnptlol of the Solemu
Scemes attending the Funeral.

New York, Dec. 4.

The funeral of Horaco Greeley was thg
largest evar attended in this city except
¢hat of ex President Lincoln. Rev. Dr.
Chapin’s charch, where the services were
held, was heavily draped. The large-arch-
ed entrande_to the church was heavily
draped with black muslin looped with
heavy crape rosettes. The vestibule was
bung with muslin, and immediately over
the door leading to the centro aisle was
suspended a large-sized poctrait of the c_le-
parted, with a deep border of crape. The
interior of the church was profusely draped
with black cloth and crape, no white being
used with the exception of flowers. From
the centis of the arched roof were hung
broad foldsof cloth festooned to the capitals
of the pillars by large and massive crape
fosettes. The front of the galleries was
hung with-blaek: cloth, and the pillars, of
which there are six on éither side, were
wound around with mourning emblems.
The pulpit and the whole of £hé handsome
woodwork ap pertaining thereto was dl'-nped
with crape, while from the carved pillars

on either side was raised an arch composed

of ivy, immortelles, tuberoses and otber
‘white flowers, bearing “in 1ts centre: the
words, ** 1 know that my Redeemer liveth,”
wrought in erimeon flowers. In front of
the pulpit was the motto, ¢« It is done,”
worked in flowers within a ground of white
tuberoses, lilies and camelias. The cata-
falque was composed of rich black velvet,
profusely stréwed with flowers and vioes of
ivy, and the steps directly in front of the

_altur were also covered with the hand-

somest_ floral -decorations that loving
hands - and  hearts could  furnish.
A numter of ladies of the Tribune Associa
tion presented a magnificent floral offering
in thc“‘::' pe-of an drch, which stood nearly
six feet from the ground. Around the
church were hung appropriate texts, while
the organ was completely covered with
mourning drapery. The . pew lately oe
ocupied by the illustrious dead was appro-|

_priately dressed -in crape, while from the

wall was” hang & heavy-festoon of crape,
caught up by rosettes of the same material,
and in addition thereto vines of white roses
and ivy, which wére gracefully intwined
and fell o the seat, where were alsostrew
ed a profusion of flowers. The body of the
church - was occupied only by immediate
friends of Mr. Greeley and the Tribune em
ployes. Add:esses were delivered by Messrs.
Beecher and Chapin, and Miss Kellogg
sang ¢ 1know that my Redeemer liveth.”
Admission to the church was by tickets.
‘T'he funeral serviced were nder the direc-
tion of Dr. W. Bergh, organist of St
Franeis Xavier’s Church, assisted by a fol!
ehoir. The service was as follows : Fune-
ral March, Chopin ; De Profundis, Chant;
Reading of Scriptures ; *“1 know that my
Redeemer liveth,” by Miss Kellogg : Ad-
ress by _the Rev. Henry Ward Beecher :
¢ Sleep thy  Last Sleep,”’ Quartette ; Ad-
dress by Dr.’ Chapib ; . Prayer ; ¢ Angels
ever Bright and Fair,” by Miss Werneker;
Bencdiotion ; “O ‘What is Life ?”” Chan',

THE HARBOR HORROR.

-
The Inquest on the Drowned Seamen.

Theinquest on the bodies of Hill, Bry-
son and Jackson, of the Reward, was con-
tinued yesterday afternoon. The first
witness wes His Worship the Mayor. He
said the Corporation has control of the
harbor under the charter; there is a com-
mittee called the larbor Committoe, of
which the Mayor is Chbairman; the com-
mittee have not, to my knowledge, any
eontrol of the 'life boats, except to take
care of them; the Harbor Master has ey~
clusive control of the harbor; the.
