For its full development and for
tranmission to, the pine, the disease is
dependent on the currant and goose-
berry bushes. The fact that it cannot
spread directly from one pine to anoth-
er offers a means of control and no ef-
fort should be spared to combat the
rust by exterminating the currant and
gooseberry bushes in infected or ex-
posed districts, or at least by prohib-
iting the shipment from thess regions
of all currant and gcoseberry bushes
and fruit and by placing .an embargo
; on the importation of such stock. Un-
, fortunately, the wild gooseberry is
equally dangerous as an intermediary
in spreading the disease.
l Any lcss entailed by even the total
"destruction of the whole currant fam-
ily is insignificant compared to the
value of the white pine in Canada.

“You will remember that I remarked
cur having come north to Nancy: about '
three ago. The next day we raided
a steel works at Hagendange, about

fore, with forty aeroplanes, so that
we were expected to finish the job.

“We set off abcut noon, and as Metz
was in our direct course, and since it
is crowded with anti-aircraft guns, we
gave it a wide berth, passing about
ten miles to the west of it. Our ob-
jective was not hard to pick up, as it
was near a river and a railway inter-
section, which helped to identifiy it.

Our instructions told us to look out
for a row of five larga chimrove (ane
hundred and fify-foot high variety)

jective. When we arrived there were
only three standing, showing that the
French had got in their work, and
when we left there was only one. Sub-
Lieut. Fred Armstrong (Toronto)
dropped one of his bombs between two
of the chimneys, sending one to the
right and the other to the left. As we
approached the works we could see
where parts of the roofs seemed to be
scattered over the surrounding land. |

DEPLETION OF POULTRY
Laying and Breeding Stock Not War-
ranted Under Present Conditions
Judging from the unprecedented
heavy deliveries of poultry on the cen-
tral eastern markets so early in the
season, it would appear that farmers
and producers generally are not only
depleting their flocks unwarrantably
but also rushing them to the market
in an unfinished condition. As a re-
sult, the current price of chickens is

BUCHAREST HAS
ANCIENT HISTORY
% L
Originally a Fortress 700 Years Ago
—Now Important Commercial
Centre.

The R capital, Bucharest,
which figures so largely in the news of
the day, straggles in its - histroy ' far
back into the past.” The historians de-
clare that it was orginally a fortress
erected cn the site of the Daco-Rom-
an Thyanus to comm#hd the approa-
ches to Tirgovishtea, at one tim&the
capital of Wallachia. But tradition
has it that it was built by the semi-
mythical Radu Negru, who is supposed
to have flourished during the clcsing
year of the thirteenth century and the
early years of the fourteenth. Radu
Negru was the first Wallachian prince,
and it i8 a point of honor with all
Roumanian cities, with any claim to
antiquity, to hail him as their founder.

However founded, Bucharest became

court, and in 1595 -it leaped suddenly
into prominence by reason of an oc-
currence common enough in that part
of the world in those days—it was
burned by the Turks.

Its status remained uncertain
i until 1861, when, on the declaration of
 the union of Wallachia and Moldavia,
i Prince Cuza, the first ruler of the
| united provinces, proclaimed Buchar-
est, his capital.

Bucharest is essentially a modern
town. Although Oriental in external
appearance, it has of late years as-
sumed more and more the aspect of a
European city. Writers frequently
have styled it “the city of enjoyment”
from the fact that it is the residence
during a part of the year of the mag-
istrates and great landholders of the
principalities, and is noted for its
gaiety.
