ANNAPOLIS COUNTY SOCIAL SER-
VICE COUNCIL.

OTHER URGENT SOCIAL PROB-
LEMS DISCUSSED — . REV. P.
R. HAYDEN IS NEW
PRESIDENT.

Bridgetown, Dec, 11—A rally of
the Temperance and Social workers
of Annapolis County was held here
yesterday with afternoon and evening
sesions, in Gordon-Providence United
Church. There was a good atten
dance of clergymen and a fair pro
portion of laymen and a thorough
discussion of temperance and sociai
matters was carried on. The princi
pal speakers were Rev. H. R. Grant
secretary of the Provincial Service
Council, and Rev. W. D. Wilson, pas
tor of Middleton Baptist Church, anc
for four years Chief- Temperance In
spector for New Brunswick.

Mr. Grant-made an eloquent ple:
‘or delinquent and neglected chil
dren and for those who were blind
of whom Sir Frederick Fraser had
said that there were fifteen out oi
a hundred in Nova Scotia uncarec
for. .He also referred briefly to the
menace to the community of the
feeble-minded girl and discussed alsc
the matter of aid for the children o
widowed mothers.

With
‘the introduction of government con-
trol in British Columbia crime had in-
creased 99 per cernt. In Vancouver
the police fo had to be increased
seventy per ent.

Results
of the same¥ kind were apparent
where goernmiént control had taken
the place of prohibition. In Quebec
it was said that the provincial debt
was very much lower than in other
provinces, but here debts were sad-
dled on the municipalities which in
other provinces were assumed by the
provincial = governments. In the
county of Annapolis, the inspector
under the Temperance Act was given
'$300 per pear salary. ‘What could
a man be expected to do for that ?
Prisoners convicted of liquor offences
should be provided with suitable
work and there should be real pun-
ishment involved in imprisonment,
he declared.

Liquor inspectors in New Brunswick

wick 1eceivéd salaries of from $1200
to $1800 per year, with expenses paid
He strofngly urged that the enforce-
ment of the Act be removed from po-
litical and social influence. There
was too much pressure brought to
bear on inspectors fo go slowly and
keep down costs to the minimum.

PRESCRIPTIONS

Resolutions were presented to the
meeting and passed and consider-
able discussion took place, during
which it was said that the Vendory
Commission could now refuse re-
quests for liquor which were consid-
ered excessive. In Unitea States
the number of prescriptions which
doctors cowd issue pad been cut down
to about thirty five a month,

Rev. A, W. L. Smith of 2éniants-
port, said they should look to the
government fo remedy the abuses in
connection with the sale of liquors.
Mayor Hicks spoke briefly in con-
nection with the vendor . question
and sales in Bridgetown. He said
that, under the laws at present, the
hands of the town were tied. The
people know his personal views on
the question and whatever had been
done in connection with any sale of
liquor in the town had been done un-
der legislation:

Tuna Fish

EEr_ Caught

It Was Caught With Rod and Reel
" last August by Zane Grey, Novel-
ist. Off the Coast of Nova Scotia.

According to word received in Hal-
ifax lately, a Bangor taxidermist has
just. completed the mounting of what
is said to be. the largest tuna fish
ever taken with rod and reel, landed
by Zane Gray, the noted novelist, af-
ter eight hours of tighting off Liver-
pool, N. S, in august Ilast. The
giant fish, eight feet, four inches in
length, weight 7564 pouhds when lan-
ded. Mr. Gray will take it, accord-
ing to word received, mounted on a
panel, on his schooner, on a cruise to
South America and to the Pacific
through the Panama Canal.

This tuna, when caught by the au-
thor, was with many others, follow-
ing the herring down the coast dur-
ing the month of August. It was
hooked in the usual way of still fish-
ing with squid bait. Mr. Gray, who
has had the pleasure of catching
many tuna both in the Atlantic and
Pacific, has a special equipment of
rods, reels and lines, and uses an au-
tomatic drag weighing twenty-five
pounds. He fishes from g speed
boat which is of great aid when the
fish makes off in long runs.

Until sportsmen indentified the At-
lantic tuna with the big fish which
the anglers of Santa Catalina Islands,
off the California coast, and Pacific
canneries already had made familiar
to the country, this fish was held in
low esteem in Easter markets and
was commonly dubbed “horse mac-
kerel.”* Now it is furnishing consid-
erable sport for rod and reel, partic-
ularly off the Nova Scetia coast and
in the vicinity of Black Rock, R. I
and eastern canneries have been es-
tablished, chiefly at Gloucester, Mass.
