HARDLY EXPECTED

Statement of Slump in Crude
Not Credited by London
Dealers.

Any statement made concerning
the price of rubber at the present
time is pure guesswork, in the opin-
ion of Mortimer Hunt of the Dunlop
Tire and Rubber joods Company
here. Speaking of the cable from
London that rubber would suffer a
drop of 50 cents a pound or half its
present price on account of dumping
surplus stocks on the market, Mr.
Hunt doubted that this could be
possible.

“In any case the loss suffered by
London rubber firmg would be com-
paratively small,” said Mr. Hunt.

Adding Insult to Injury.

Recently the Ontarlo government published
and circulated a $60,000 booklet advertising
Ontario as a playground for American tourists.
In that booklet, although ample material was
forwarded, no mention was made of London ard
Port Stanley was omitted from a map purport-
ing to show the ports of entry into Ontario.
Eight pages were devoted to describe Toronto,
while Hamilton, Brantford, Ottawa, Kingston
and other eastern points received similar atten-
tion. Western Ontario, the richest garden of
the province, was ignored.

Carl Hele, secretary to Premier Ferguson,
now offers to The Advertiser the first officidl
explanation of the case. He says it was “an
oversight.” Of course it was. In that lies the
slight. It is no explanation at all to say that
the Ferguson government “overlooked” the rich-
est and most beautiful part of Ontario, includieg
her fourth largest city and one of her finest
lake ports, in describing the provines. It 1s
merely a statement of the error. Mr. Hele's
explanation is an excellent example of adding
insult to injury and does nothing to appease the
very proper indignation of Western Ontario tax-
payers who helped pay for a booklet which
ignored them.

have been able to dump surplus supplies in these
cities and keep the home market price hovering
at about 25 cents a box during the greater part
of the season.

It is the first time in the history of this dis-
trict that local growers have been able to meet
their American cousins successfully at their
own game. For several years the Americans
have dumped surplus strawberries into Canada,
which has meant that London housewives have
been able to buy imported strawberries more
cheaply than the housewives of Cleveland, who
are closer to the source of supply.

The American growers simply fed their home

markets what they could conveniently handle |

at a good price and let the balance go to Canada
for almost nothing rather than deflate the
American prices.

Canadian growers complained to Ottawa that
the Ontario public was tired of strawberries
before the home crop was on the market because
of the American influx, but now they are haviag
their'revenge. Hundreds of crates of raspber-
ries have been shipped from Port Stanley to
Cleveland and Buffalo within the last two weeks.

Montreal Smells Gunpowder.
The heat has claimed another victim. This

time it is the Montreal Herald, which sees
Canada and the United States marching steadily
toward war with each other.

The Herald says that “‘everywhere along the
border can be seen policemen and soldiers carry-
ing guns. In order to enforce prohibition the
United States is building a new navy and select-
ing a new army to prevent the bootlegging of
liquor, much of which comes from Canada.”

From the symptoms the Herald draws the
tellowing dreadful dilagnosis:

“Thus it goes. We are travelling the
same road to hate and strife that European
nations have already. travelled. Our boast
of a frontier of 3,000 miles ‘with never a fort
or a gun’ is fast passing into history. The
possibilities are appalling. Yet where is the
remedy? Will the time come when the
United States, despairing of the cost and

The Deadliest Diseases. |

A most interesting document is the report
jssued annually by Sir George Newman, the
" chijef medical officer of the British government.
Which are the most deadly of all diseases? The
question is answered by a table showing that
of every 1,000 deaths:

174 were caused by bronchitis, pneumonia
and other respiratory diseases.

168 by diseases of the heart and circulation.

106 by cancer and malignant disease.

100 by diseases of the nervous system.

87 by all forms of tuberculosis.

Sir George Newman does not dwell upon suc-
cesses achieved but upon tasks awaiting per-
formance. Of every 1,000 babies born about 70
fail to survive their first year. This is a good
standard compared with a generation ago, but
Sir George says there is still room for consider-
able improvement, particularly as regards the
mortality in the first four weeks of life.

Influenza is baffling the medical profession.
There were 18,896 deaths from influenza in
England and Wales during last year. The
disease appears to attack adolescent youth more
than other people. ‘““No material advance,” says
Sir George, “has been made in our knowledge
of the bacteriology of influenza.” The various
claims to discoveries of the influenza germ are
not credited.

Sleeping sickness claims an increasing num-
ber of victims. For practical purposes it
régarded as a new disease of the last six years.
“An attack of hiccup may precede or accom-
pany the nervous symptoms and there is some
reason for regarding hiccup as a mild form of
sleeping sickness.”

From the national and imperial point of view
a most challenging phenomenon is the falling
birth rate. The number of births falls vear by
year, as witness the following figures:

Production of Opiam | CABINET SITS, ADJOURNS
BUT ELECTION UNDECIDED

While the production of opium is limited to
a few parts of the globe, the raw product as
well as its derivatives may be smuggled with
infinite ease from one part of the world to
another. Hence the opium traffic has beconie
an international problem. Estimates of the
annual world production of opium range from
2,500 tohg to 15,390 tons, depending on the amount
estimated for China, which has been placed as
high as 15,000 tons, a figure denied, however, by
the Chinese government. No opium is grown in
America or in Europe, with the exception of the
Balkane. The world’s opium comes largely from
the following countries:

India 1,954,656 1bs.
Turkey 650,000 1bs.
Persia 450,000 1bs.
Serb.-Croat-Slovene State 235,762 1bs.
Greece 50,000 1bs.

On the other hand, the coca leaf from which
cocaine is derived grows in Peru, Bolivia and
Java. In the two former countries it grows wild,
while in the latter country it is cultivated by the
natives for hedges. The morphine content of
Indiah and Chinese opium is about 8 per cent.
As no opium with a content under 10 per cent
can be profitably used for the extraction of
morphia, Indian and Chinese opium is consumed
almost entirely in eating and smoking in the
Far East. It is not manufactured into drugs
consumed in Europe and the Unitéd States.
However, Persian, Turkish and East European
opium, having a morphine content ranging
from 12 to 16 per cent is manufactured into drugs
consumed in western countries as well as in the
Orient.
