of Domestio Subjects, of which she is
the president.

In her address the Duchess referred
to the decay of interest during the
Victorian era in domestic science and
culture, and suggested that they might
be a valuable cure for the restlessnes
of the present age,

"It seems amazing,” she said, “that
wo should have to make any fuss abous
domestic subjects. Back in the eix-
teenth century, that century of the re-
vival of art of art and culture on which
we live to-day and which -we ocam never
surpass, the maiden who knew Latin
and Greek —as twentieth century mai-
dens will never know Laiin and Greek—
could weave and spin and embroider in
a fashion that has never been equalled.
Her potions were the medicine of the
day. Her herbal receipts gave her a
knowledge of health and beauty that
only in quite iatter times we have oc-
casionally taken the trouble to inquire
into.

“I should imagine that the girl of
the sixteenth century as a matter of
courge studied the domestic arta in all
branches and brought to bear when
practical knowledge failed a perfect
matinet as to right results which even
the rules of physies and chemistry
acquired by girls today could lead little
further.”

The Duchess recommended a change
in the system of education, with more
hours devoted to cooking, hygiene,
laundry and needlework. In ordinary
school work the child went so quickly
from one subject to another that only
the brightest got a grasp of the idea.

“The others are hurled from French
to mathematics, from mathematics to
history, with open mouths and puzzled
eyes,” she said, “and I doubt iF they
could tell much about any one of the
subjects, except that ‘everybody's
doing it’ when tea time and shrimpa
come round,

“I do not want to be flippant about
modern education, for taking it all in
all it gives a chance to a few. The
concentration we get out of a pupil in
domestic science must be a valuable
mental tonie, You must bake your
cake until it is eatable. You must sew
until the cloth is finished. You must
wash and iron until the garment fs
réady to wear. You must in fact finish.

“Slowly babits of neatness and of re-
flection are inculcated which must
bear fruit in the home life of the future.
11 T were A man I would only marry a
woman who had been taught domestic
acience, Woe betide him if he doesn’t,
especially if he is an old fashioned kind
of man. Perbaps we ought to add ‘Woe
betide the woman.'”

She then described a technical school
in the north of Scotland in which she
is interested. All the work is  done
by tha boys. There ia not a maid in
tha place to make beds, clean boots,
darn stockings and scrub floors. The
only thing the boys still have to learn
is eooking, and they are going to learn
that. :

“Lord Strathcona gave me $5,000
for this achool” said the Duchess, “and
said to me, *l'each your boys to cook.
Cooking waa my best asset. T was only
a littla lJad when T went into camp away
out in the west, but T was the only
fellow who could cook, and you see if 1
didn’t get top dog pretty soon.”

THE LIMITATION OF THE FLY.

(New York Herald)

The campaign now being organized by
the Department of Health of the Oity of
New York to limit the breeding pluaces
of flies represents the rational mode of
lessening the peat. Much has been said
about the destruction of the fly and
“S8wat the fly” has become a slogan and
children have become engaged'in the eru-
sade. Apart from the dubious psychol-
ogy of encouraging children in Kkilling
even fliea there is little use in destroy-
ing the insects if they are allowed to
breed freely. The progeny of a single
pair of flies propogating in favorable
circumstances will even in the few
months of the summer amount to some
billions.

What is needed is to limit their breed-
ing. Flies breed in waste organic mater.
ial of any kind and the open garbage
can has been ahﬂr main resource in cit-
ies.

Careful enforcement of the regulation
for the removal or the covering up of
organic material of all kinds strikes at
the root of the evil. In the tenement
house neighborhoodss particularly flies
are probably responsible for more dis-
ease than any other factor. Disease is
always most costly to the poor. The
ounce of prevention iz here worth more
than a pound of cure—worth far more
th]ln the slight trouble and expense in-
volved.

THE USE OF THE HOSE.
A word of caution about the use of
the hose ir the garden in mid-summer:
The hose should Ye used in a manner to
simulate rain, by giving the garden a
complete soaking, and then let it alons
until your daily observations tell you it
has dried out to a depth of two to four
inches from the top. Then repeat the
watering. The practice of frequent shal-
low waterings is wrong in principle, as
it induces shallow rooting, and when
the watering i neglected the roots near
the surface die, and the plants suffer. If
a garden is properly watered the roots
will go straight down; if watered too
shallow they will run along horizontally
under the top of the ground.--Samuel
Armstrong Hamilton in Woman's World
for July.

STORIES OF BELLS.

Chimes In Sea Waiting for Oxen to
Pull Them Out.

To this day the choristers of the Ca-
thedral of Durham, England, sing the
“Te Deum” upon the tower on the eve
of Corpus Christi. This, says a writer
in the Ave Maria, is to commemorate
the extinguishing of a fire on that night
in the year 1420.

The monks had arisen at midnight to
pray, when the belfry was set on fire
by lightning. The flames raged all night
and until the following noon; but the
tower was only slightly injured, and the
bells were not damaged in the least.

Somewhere beneath the soil of Sussex
there lies a peal of bells, while in the
church near by a solitary bell calls to
prayer. In the Middle Ages, it is said, a
certain valiant knight wished to pre-
‘sent to the church a peal of bells that
should be of use and perpetuale his
memory as well; but the vessel that
brought them careened on approaching
the harbor, and the bells fell out and
sank into the mud. Thereupon the don-
or declared:

“Never shall the church have a chime
until  that peal T give it be dragged
from the sea by a team of pure milk
white oxen.”

The oxen seem to have been difficult
to obiain; at any rate, the fact remains
that to this day the edifice to which
the pious knight made his benefaction
has never posscssed more than a single
bell.

A spot in Northumberland used to be
pointed out by very old people as a
place where a great treasure was bur-
ied. Finally, some curious persons set
to digging and exhumed the remains of
a bell, which was identified as that be-
longing to the ruined priory near by.
The story of its burial is this: A pack
of Scotch thieves were searching for the
priory, but it was so situated that it
was concealed from the gaze of the ma-
randers by the highlands about it.

They were  exceedingly wroth and
marched away in disgust, and the
monks, to ecelebrate their deliverance
from the enemy. rang their beloved bell.
Unfortunately they were too haaty. The
bandits heard the sound, retraced their
steps and sacked and burned the priory.
1t is supposed that during the conflo-
gration the bell fell to the ground and
the homeless monks, finding the pieces,
reverently buried them.

Henry VIIL looked upon bells as a
means of adding to his income and an-
couraged their deatruction, but ill for-
tune attended those who abetted him.
One nobleman from whom ha is said to
have  won a penl of church bells by
throwing dice  was shortly afterward
haogrd on Tower Hill. And a certain
Rishop of Bangor, who, having sold
King Henry the beautifu bells of his ea-
thedral, went to see them shipped and
was stricken with blindness.,

The slaves
are boys and girls from !l yoars of age
Lo i6; ohildren, for the most part, of
Tyrobese wood-men, who are driven by
sleer destitutlion to send their offspring
to work for the rarmers and receive the
money fur them.

The ohildren are gathered together un-
dor care of a priest and taken (o the
market, wiere they are put up at auc-
tion and inspected by proxpective pur-
chasers like so many cattle. This year
1260 boys and 2) girls wers sold. Owing
to the demand the market was strong:
a sturdy lad of 14, able to swing the
scythe all day, brought as high as $60;
womo of the oider girls netted their par-
ents $0, while soms of the tinter went
for $12.

‘ihe sale !s tragedy with a high flavor
of the dramatic, for it is well known by
the parents that many of the children
will not come back in the fail when they
are supposcd to return homse. They will
have sucoumbed 1o overwork and under-
fecding and abusive tieatinent and home-
sickness.

In 1902 Congress voted $40,000,000 for
the purchase of existing canal rights,
and on April 28, 1904, a ?urthcr ten mil-
lion dollars for the purchase of the
canal zong rights from the Republic of
Panama. For the comstruction of the
canal Congress has appropriated in alla
totzl sum of over 8,000,600, all of
which has been provided by the Govern-
ment of the United States. The cost of
l(ha Buez Camnal was fifty million dol-
ars.

When the canal is completed there
will be a great saving in distance for
shipping. From New York to all Pacific
ports north of the Panama Canal there
will be a saving of 8415 miles, and to
ports south an average saving of 5,000
miles. From Liverpool the correspond-
ing reductions will be 6,046 and 2,600
miles. The canal will be forty-six miles
long when completed.

The political questions directly involv-
ed between the British Empire and the
United States by the opening of the
canal to traffic are covered by the Hay-
Pauncefote treaty of 1901 and the Hay-
Bupan-Varilla trestly of 1904. The
right to fortify the canal has been de-
finitely asserted in the Hay-Bunan-Var-
illa treaty, against which Great Britain
entered no protest. ‘The influence of
the canal on Canadian traffie will be
very great, as natural products from
the Pacific Coast of North Amerfea
must travel largely by the Punama route
to the English market.

TARTLING TALE
I THAW GASE

L SPE —
Thaw's Mother Charges Ef-
fort to “‘Railroad’” Boy.

Own Lawyer Told Her In-
sanity Was Only Plea.

Sister Makes Charges
Against Alienist.

White Plains, July 15—The lunacy
case of Harry K. Thaw closed to-day as
far ae the admission of testimony is
concerned with @ sensation furnished
by the last two of the twenty-three
witnesses called to establish the present
and past ratiomality of Thaw.

These witnesses were Mrs, Mary C.
Thaw, aged mother of the prigoner, and
Yire. George Lauder Oarnegie, nee Mar-
garet Thaw, Harry's sister. Both Ne,
Thaw and Mrs. Carnegie the
strongest of corroborate evidence that
there was, a8 charged by Thaw, & plan
to eend him without a trial to the Mat-
teawan state hospital for the insane.

The factors in this arrangement, it
wae shown, were Louis Delafield and
W. M. K. Oleott, representing Thaw;
Delancey Nicoll and Allan W. Evarts,
representing the friends and family of
Stanford White, and District Attorney
Jerome's office.

Evarts, under previous questioning by
Clarence J. Shearn, said he represented
Mrs. Stanford White, and that o few
daye after the killing he told Lewis
Cass Ledyard, who communicated with
the district attorney’s office, that Mre.
White would not insist upon ihe punish-
ment of Thaw and that she was anxious
to avoid a public trial and consequent
scandal.

Mia. Thaw a low voice testified
that when the nevs of tha Lkilling of
White by her son reaclied her she was
in London on her way to Switzerland.
She told of her return to this couniry
and of a talk with Delafield and Oleott
in July, 1906.

“Mr. Delafield told me that cur only
defence wae insanity,” Mrs. Thaw exid.
“He eaid bhe wus in n position to know
that the friends and family of Mr.
White would cause a scandal aund dis-
tress many innoeent  familice.  Mr.
Delafield did not seem to have my son's
interest at heart. His slatement that
a trial would distress muany innocent
families touched my foolish, zitruistic
heart.” :

Mys. Carnegie appeared nervons
the stand. She said Dr. Allan
Hamilton was so anxious to bhr
alleged pointe of insanity in i tint
on one oceasion ke said of incidents in
the life of Harry that they told him
to be untrue: “Never mind. Let it etay.
It will all heip.”

The incidents that were untrne, she
said, were thst Thaw had ever ae-
saulted a boy in Pennsylvania, that be
had beaten #ome one while at Hurvard
and that he hiad ridden to death a Lorse
belonging to bLer and Mr. Carneglo.

“Dr. Hamiiton spoke of iy father
bhaving a terrible temper,” testified Mrs.
Carncgie. “He said that on  aocasions
my father would become so angry that
he would fall on the fioor, beat the car-
pet and bite the furniture. Mother aod
I both toid Dr. HMamilion it wua unirue.”

At the conclusion of Mms. Thaw's testi-
mony Mr. offered  docrments
tending to prove that Thaw's delusions.
80 calied, were baged on substantial
fucts. Then Shearn rested his case.

LOAN SHARKS

Put Out of Business by
Russell Sage Foundation.

New York, July 15.—After many
{ vears of agitation, the efforts of the
Russell Sage Foundation and other New
York charitable societies to put  the
“loan shark” out of business, huve ap-
parently been crowned with sveces<. A
law pasged by the last legislature has
been sustained by the eourty and the
woney lenders, after a formal meeting
to diseuss the situation, have agr«d to
close out all their loans at the jegal
rate of interest, and shut up shop.

The c¢onsensus of opinion at  the
money lenders’ meeting was that the
business was dead, and that it would be
wiser for the men, 1if they did not want
to be forever in the toils of the !aw, to
give it up. Desperate efforts were made
by the 54 diiferent companies reppes
sented to collect tlicir outstanding loans
at the old rates before quitting. Arrests
ecame in such rapid suceession, however,
that the efforts at collection were
quickly suspended.

| LOUIS NAPOLEON'S ESCAPE.

Disguised as @ Workman He Fooled the
Ham Feortress Guard.

From the researches made by M.
Thirria come some interesting detalls
of the escape of Louls Napoleon from
the fortress of Ham, in northern
France, on May 25, 1846.

It seems that the sole credit for the
escape must lie with Louis Napoleon
himself. He made his valet, Thelin,
buy a black wig, some rouge, a cap
! which was scrubbed with pumice
stone and a_ pair of sabots. Then he
cut off his mustache, put on a blue
apron, a blue pair of trousers and a
close fitting shirt of coarse stuff.

Some workmen were carrying oud
some rephirs to that part of the fort-
ress where the prince lodged, and this
gave color to his disguise, so much so
that the two watchmen entertained no
suspicions regarding the man who
walked past them and out at the great
gate, a pipe in his mouth and a plank
on his shoulder. The sergeant on
duty at the drawbridge was reading a
letter as he passed and took no notice
of him. It was then 5 o’clock in the
morning.

Four times that day, the last time

It has been said that the seed of the
globe turnip when growing increases

diameter, and yet in the course of a

. few months the seed will be developed

by the soil into twenty-seven millions

" of times the bulk of the original, and

this In addition to a considerable
bunch of leaves.

On peat ground turnips have been
found to increase by growth 15,990
times the weight of their seed each
day they stood.

The funguses offer an instance of re-
markably rapid growth. The great
puff ball will attain the size of a pump-
kin in a single night, and Lindley cal-
culated that the cells whereof it is
composed will multiply at the rate of
60,000,000 a minute.

Many seeds germinate in a very
short period—the cress in two days:
spinach, turnips and kidney beans in
three days, lettuce in four, melons and
gourds in five, most of the grain seed
in a week and hyssop at the end of a
month. But others remain for a very
long period without showing signs of
germination.—New York Herald.

1t compares  the
growth of the word in the heart to the
growth of the seed to full maturity and
iruit.- Whedon, The kingdowm is pre-
sente] in a twofold sense, the work of
the gospel in the world at large and
in the hearts of men. A man-—The sow-
er is not made prominent in this parabie.
Christ is primarily the sower. “lluman
agency in general may be referred to.”
—Schaff, Seed—In the parable of the
sower the #oil was made prominent,
showing personal, human responsibility
for the reception and the germination
of the seed, while in this parable the
seed is prominent, showing the inherent
principle of life and growth. The sced
is the word of God. the truths of the
gospel. This seed ig sown by vaerious
means, as by preaching. teaching, per-
gonal testimony, exhortation, the godly
living of Christians, and always with the
distinct purpose of having it germinate
and produce a harvest, The wise farm-
er eows that lie may have an increase.
therefore he is careful to procure good
seed, seed that is of the right kind and
that has in it the life principle. The gos-
pel seed is of the right kind. The in-
crease from it is righteousnese and all
its accompanying fruits, and it has the
life principle in it. Into the ground —
The sower sows whese there is soil, and
woil that is capzble of affording the con-
ditions essential to growth. The ground
represents the human beart. The eeed
of the gospel falls into  the hearts of
those who sincerely hear it.

ISING INCUBATOR CHICKS.

Some people have an idea that incu-
bator chicks are not as hardy as the
hen-hatehed chicks. When the old hen
ie sitting she gtves the eggs her entire
attention; she stire the eggs, her tem-
perature never gets too hot or too cold,
and if you substitute mechanical means
of incubation, and desire hardy incuba-
tor chicks, you must watch the temper-
ature in the machine.

There must be moisture in the mach-
ine, the eggs turned twice a day, the
lamps must be kept trimmed and filled,
and the best way to learn is to study
the instructions that you get with the
incubator and then follow them care-
fully.

Soak stcle bread in sweet skim-milk,
press out the milk as completely as pos-
sible and feed the bread to the chicks,
also kcep coarse sand before them;
without it the chicks cannot grind their
food.

Feed this bread and milk a little at a
time, every two hours for ¢two days, then
add a little bard-boiled egg, shell and
all, broken fine, te the bread After a
week on this ration add hutled oats and
finely cracked wheat. y

SUMMER HOUSING

The season is now here when you ex-
perience the greatest heat, or at any
vrate, when you may expect to, and
suitable housing’for all young stock is
of the pgreatest importance, if all is
to go well. Plenty of fresh air, plenty
of room, plenty of soft bedding (which
should be kept c¢lean) until of sufficient
age to perch. are all essentials. Over-
. crowding and housing of the young
stock with the old in stuffy, ill-ven-
tilated sleeping quarters are both eom-
mon and fatal errors. Chickens grow
fuster and do better if kept cool at
nights during summer, and a pure, cool
atmosphere in their sleeping quarters s
one of the first things to be looked after
if you expect them t~ do well. To
breathe a foul atmospihere during the
night time ie sure to lead to bodily de-
formities of various kinds to say nothing
of colds, croup an:d other such ailments.
When these evils befall the flock no end
of trouble wili soon follow. Tt is a good
plan to have an open-fronted, airy shed,
with a well-littered floor for housing the
youngsters at night time during the
summer monthe. The bLirds should be
reparated according to siwe, and kept in
small flocke, which can be done where
1lie house is of sufficient size. by placing
wire partitions. Give atiention to these
points and if anything goes wrong it will
not be ir the housing.--Nashville Ban-
ner.

COMMON ZENSE NEEDED FOR

FOWLS.

Common sense in the way many
people not only view poultry keeping
but in the way they actually keep and
handle poultry. Take the matter of
the much heralded intensive poultry
keeplug and the large profits o ex-
tenrively advertised. It seems almost
impossible that any thinking man or
woman can reason out the former or
swallow the latter. The hastinessy
too, with which many poultry Kkeep-
ers jump at conclugions doer not have
common sense to recommend it
Within the month there lines are
penned the writer has come across
geveral instances of thig, let alone the
hundreds of instances that have come
directly under his observation. Com-
mon sense is not oniy lacking In many
Individual pouitry operations, but
there are practices in poultry keep-
ing in this State that are almost uni-
vergal that have nothing like good
sense to recommend them.

Regularity all the time is one of
the imperative things in poultry keep-
ing. The work I& never very hard,
but what work there is is work that
needs to be done with clock-like regu-
larity. There are no Sundays and no
holidays in poultry Kkeeping. The
Sunday work can be go arranged that
the minimum need be done on that
day and yet there is some work that
must be done as on all other days.

The most important of this is the
Iregular hour and system of feeding.
The gyetem and hour of feeding
should be carefully considered and
then as carefuily -adhered to. Feed-
ing at irregular intervals causes rest-
lessness and discontent in a flock,
disturbs digestion and egg laying.
Poultry quickly learns to carry the
time and if the feeding is always at
exactly the same time they will not
lose much time fretting for the feed.
hour, but spend their iume in activity
along natural inclinations.

Feeding and caring for poultry at
regular hours and after an established
system trends strongly toward suc-
cess and profit. There are many con-
ditions over which we have no con-
trol and to do the usual thing at the
usual time under unusual conditions
is foolish and not common gense at
all.

Common sense again, too, would in-
dicate that any scheme of poultry
keeping that involves $10 worth of
labor to get $1 worth of chickens is
not likely to apepal to anyone very
long and that menev nvested in
LMUUSCS LBG olbidliates cGMPLliing

such an inverse hatio will be eventu-
ally wasted. And wher anyone at-
tempts to apply such a system of
poultry keeping on a large scale as i8
frequently done of late in various de-
grees, he is face to face with condi-
tions tersely summed up in Farm
Poultry a year or two ago:

The man cannot stand it.

The stock cannot stand it.

The land cannot stand it.

If anyone who is thinking of build-
ing a long, continuous poultry house,
with a small, narrow yards in front,
style of plant or of establishing a
large plant on a small plot of ground,
will thoroughly study the above three
lines he will save himself a lot of
money and a lot of disappointment.
Poultry won’t stand being converted
into factory hands and pouliry keep-
ing into factory methods.

C. P. R. PURCHASE

A Nineteen Million Dollar
Order and What it Means.

In these days of big things, wien
people talk ot millions, where their
grandfathers spoke of thousands, the
fact that the Canadian Pacific Rail-
‘way Compuny has ordered 12,500 ad-
ditional treight cars and 300 more
locomotives may mnot attract more
than mere paseing attention, except
amongst railway men. And yet tis
order involves an expenditure of the
immense sum of $19,000,000—the freight
cars costing $14,000,000 and the locomo-
tives $5,000,000. This is a pretty big
amount for any railway—even one like
the C. P. R—to spend at on¢ time in
sdditional equipment, especiaily when
costly sleepers and diners or passenger
coaches of any description whatever are
not included.

1f figures are seldom amusing, they
are sometimes entertaining, and this
latest purchase of the C. P. R. furnishes
a few facts thar are of more than ordi-
nary interest. Here are some of them.

The length of a freight car from
buffer to buffer is 39 feet, its weight
37,000 pounds, and its carrying capa-
city 80,000 pounds. The length of
these locomotives from pilot to buffer
of the tender ie about 69 feet, and
its weight, in working order, 175 tons.
Each tender carries 5,000 galions of
water and 13 tons of coal. Each loco-
motive is of 15,000 horse power. und
can haul on the level at least 75 cars,
or on an average of 50 cars over the
whole system. String these cars in one
long line and they would reach a dis-
tance of §2 miles—from Montreal more
than half-way to Quebec.

The 12,500 freight cars would make
up 250 trains, and if they were to
start, say from Calgary, at intervals
of one hour, running on a regular
schedule of 20 miles an hour, nearly
ten days and a half would elapse be-
tween the dispatching of the first and
of the last train. When the last train
Jeft Calgary, there would be a grand
procession from the Rockies to the At-
lantic and 2,000 miles out on its depths
—if it were possible to extend the rails
on the ocean—and that is two-thirds
of the watery way to the old coun-
try. The 65000 mile parade would
practically reach around one-fifth of
the globe. The dirtance from Calgary
to Montreal is 22251 miles, and the
run would occupy four and a quurter
days. 1f the cars were unioaded
promptly, the first train could reach
Calgary, on the return trip, two days
before the last one had been dispatched
east.

Each car carrying 40 tons, the total
capacity of the new cars would be
half a million tons, more than enough
cargo for 50 ships of the largest cargo-
carrying type in the world, which have
a eapacity of 10,000 tons.

‘The motive power of the 300 new
locomotives aggregates 450,000 h.p.—
enough to run 64 Angus shops, tie
largest of their kind in Canada, or the
machinery of factories that would keep
nearly four Iumndred thousand persous
employed.

The trains themeelves,
“runs” avernging, say. 125
tween divisional points  would
17 crews of five men cach,
Calgary and Montreal, a total of »5
men, and the &50 trains  would mneed
an army of trainmen, 21,250 strong. if
each crew were to only make a single
“run.”

And this is but one purchase of the
C. I". R. When ono enters upon ealenla-
tions about this vear's entire freight
équipment, some 05,000 cars, on 0
similar basis as that mentioned- a 20-
mile-an-honr  train hourly — a good
deal of arithmetic has to be indulged
in. They would make up into 1300
trains. and it would occupy mneurly
eipht weeks between the departure of
the first and the last of them from a
given point.  They wonld stretch ont
96.000 miles, and encircle the glohe at
the equator. where Mother Euarth
swells out ta her largest circum-
forence 25.000 miles. Thev would
reach the continent of North
Amerien, from JMalifax to { uver,
over seven times. And wonld
have a carrying eapacity 000,000
tons, on the one trip, and with Inst
vear's equipment over twenty-two and a
half millions of tons were carried during
the year.

All of this shows that the C. . I's.
equipment is something colosml. and
that ite %19.000,000 purchage means o
grest deal more than appears on the
face of it.
