THE result of the trial arising out of the
dynamite outrages at Sarnia has undoubtedly
been a surprise to a large number of people,
painful to some, very a%reeable to others.

As the gentleman against whom the
first attempt was directed said to s friend of
the writer a couple of days ago, “I go out not
knowing but that I may be shot from behind
some fence: my family are in covstant terror
for me and for themselves.” Let the liquor
interest and its friends everywhere beware,
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for they may le sure that every outrage on its
behalf is a nail in the coffin of the traffic.

Congregational union of  Enwland
and Wales, The Autawmnai meenngs have just beeu
held in the ancient City of Novwich, county of Novfutk,
The lovers of antiquities will thvl a veritable Eldorado
here. Norwich is the dldest ¢ity in Enslal. ere
was the British Caer Gwent, the Roman Vienta feenor-
um. Upon the lofty hill fort of the Ieene, the invad-
ing Angels built a rude castle, below which, alongside
a broader river than now exists, grew up the townships
of Cyning's (King's) Fiord, (now Conisford,) where
the kings of the Kast Angles had o palace, marauding
north men in the "th century founded further town-
ships higher up und on the other side of the viver. One
of these wius North-wie, soon shertened to Norwich,
which gave its name to the whole burgh.  The burgh

cwas destroyed in 1002 vy the vietorious Danes who

warfare by veviling each other and heaping coutempt
upon each other’s beliefs. 1 have no veason from
shrinking from the admission that when fivst } came to
this town the bitierest misrepresentations and the se-
verest judgments came upon me, not from Noncom-
fornists but from those of my own communion. This
is *‘schism in the bady;” this is wounding to the heart
of Christ.

London fog; the religion of the Huxleys and the Spen-
cers is merely a pedestal on which human ghilosophy
sits shivering in the night of the soul, looking up to the
stars, offering no help to the nations that crouch and
groan at the hase.

Ye Christian men and women'! 1 want you to feel
that you bear in your hand a weapon, compared with
which the lightning has no spzed, and avalanches have
no heft, and the thunderbolts of heaven have no power,
it is the arrow of the omnipotent gospel. Take careful
aim! Pull the arrow clear back until the head strikes
the bow! Then letit fly. And may the slain of the
Lord be many!

Tue leading feature of The Century for 1886-7 will be
The Authorized Life of Lincoln, by his confidential sec-
retaries, John George Nicolay (now Marshall of the Su-
preme Court of the United States) and Col. John Hay,
(lately Assistant Secretary of State of the United States.)
This werk was begun with the sanction and assistance
of President Lincoln himself, has been coutinued in
active preparation under the authority of the sole sur-
vivor of the President’s immediate family during the
past sixteen years. It is the only full and authoritacive
record of the private life and public caveer of Abraham
Lincoln, including an account of the causes of the re-
bellion, and a record, at first hand, of the inside his-
tory of the civil war, and of President Lincoln’s admin-
istration,—important details of which last have hither-
to remained uarevealed, in order thas they might first
appear in their proper counection in this authentic his-
tory.

Since the
period of their return to America most of their time
has been spent on the present. history. *In the first
place. all the manuscripts belonging to the estate of
Mr. Lincoin were absolutely and unreservedly placed
in their hands by the Honorable Robert T. Lincoln,the
only surviving member of the President’s family. In
addition to tins, they sought and obtained access to the
private papers and correspondence of most of Mr. Lin-
coln's Cabinet. Being ou terms of intimacy with all
the leading statesmen and generals of the time, they
were afforded by them every possible assistauce in the
elucidation of dufficult points. They have also profited
by the vast quantity of reminiscences, letters and news-
paper articles which have recently been printed in re-
grd to Lincoln and his times. Besides the mass of
manuscript archives in all the Departments, they have
consulted thousands of printed volumes.”

No doubt the new life of Abra-
ham Lincoln commenced in ¢his number has had a
marked influence upon the number called for.

It is a book that may profitably lie on any minis-
ter’s tible, sugyesting happy thoughts, and onany par-
lour table, where a visitor waiting may find a home-
thrust for good. We have nothing but commendation
for the volume.
