WH'EREAS ‘the Honorable Peter McGill, and William Lunn, John Preamble.
Frothingham, David Torrance, John Torrance, David Davidson,
Charles Phillips, Henry Thomas, Robert Esdaile, John Greenshields,
John G. Mackenzie, and Benjamin Holmes, all of the City of Montreal,
5 Esquires, have by petition set forth, that as long ago as the year 1822,
divers of them, the said petitioners, and others who by reason of
death or otherwise have since ceased to act with them the said petitioners
in the premises, associated themselves together for the purpose of estab-
lishing and maintaining certain public schools, under the designation of
10 “ The British and Canadian School Society of Montreal,” and ever since
have, by voluntary contributions, raised considerable sums of money for
that purpose, and have maintained certain Public Schools, to the great
advantage of the public; That in the year 1826, partly with monies so
raised and partly with monies granted from time to time by the then
15 Provincial Parliament of Lower Canada, the parties so associated together
acquired certain valuable real estate in the said City, in the names of the
Honorable Louis J. Papineau, of Petite Nation, Esquire, of the said Wil-
liam Lunn, and of the late Honorable Pierre de Rocheblaire, of the said
City of Montreal, Esquire, as Trustces ; that there have since been erected
20 on the said property valuable school buildings, which ever since bave been
and now are in use for the purposes of the said Public Schools ; that the
said petitioners and their associates, nevertheless, have never been and
are not now an incorporated body, and the said property is consequently
in danger of being diverted from such use ; that they are desirous to
25 continue and extend their efforts in the cause of education under the
safeguard of an Act of incorporation ; and that they therefore pray to
be incorporated under the name aforesaid : And whereas it is expedient
to grant their prayer ; Therefore Her Majesty, &c., enacts as follows :

Public Schools presently established or hereafter to be established by
them, and may sell and alienate any real estate held by them, and acquire
other instead thereof for the purposes of this Act; and for the adminis-
tration and government of the said Corporation and of the Schools thereof .
they may make such By-laws not contrary to law as they shall deem ex- §
pedient, and may amend or repeal the same from time to time, and gene-
rally shall have all necessary corporate powers for the purposes of this
Act; Provided always, that the said Corporation may acquire any other
real estate or any interest therein, by gift, devise or bequest, if made at
least six months before the death of the party making the same, and may 10
hold such estate for a period of not more than three years, but the same

or any part or portion thercof or interest therein which may not within
the said period have been alienated, shall revert to the party from whom
the same was acquired, his heirs or other representatives ; And provided
also, that the proceeds of such real estate as shall have been so disposed 15
of during the said period, may be invested in the public securities of the
Province, stocks of chartered Banks, mortgages or other approved secu-
rities, for the use of their said Corporation.

II. All the revenues of the said Corporation, from whatever source
they may be derived, shall ke devoted exclusively to the maintenance of 20
the said Corporation, and the furtherance of education in the schools
thereof, and the acquisition, improvement and repair of the buildings re-
quired to that end, and to no other purpose whatever.

III. Thesaid Corporation shall have power to administer their affairs
by such and so many Directors and other officers, and under such res- 25
trictions as touching their powers and duties, as by By-law in that behalf
they may from time to time ordain; and they may assign to any of such
officers such remuneration as they may deem requisite. -

IV. The Corporation shall at all times when thercunto required by the
Governor or by either branch of the Legislature, make a full return of 30
its property, real and personal, and of its receipts and expenditure for
such period, and with such details and otherinformation asthe Governor
or either branch of the Legislature may require.

V. This Act shall be deemed a public Act.
