A glance at the map herein may suggest to

the traveller a welcome change from cars to boat

and a refreshing sail across the lake, avoiding

many miles of railroad journey.

NIAGARA-ON-THE-LAKE, ONT.

This is one of the oldest towns in Canada, and formerly

the capital of the Province, when it was known as "New-
ark." Occupying a prominent position close to the river

stands the Queen's Royal Hotel, whose broad verandahs,

beautiful grounds and reputation for hospitality make it a

popular resort for summer tourists. Golf links and tennis

courts adjacent to the hotel are the scenes of important

championship matches during the season. A short

distance from the landing the "Oban" and "Strathcona"

Hotels are also favorite hostelries at Niagara-on-the-Lake

and there are numerous hoarding houses, whore comforta-

ble accommodation may be obtained at reasonable rates.

Here in UWl) l.aS.ilU-, pursuing his

heroic explorations, erected the first building (other th.m

an Indian wigwam) to appear on this lionlier, and

used it as a b.ise of supplies to facilitate his discov-

eries. Again an this site in 1078 he built a structure

which he named Fort Conti. On its ruins in 10H7

DeN'onville built the ill-fated fort that bore his name, which

was besieged by the Senec.is as soon as the army depart-

ed, and which was destroyed the followMig year on the

demand of the Senecas acti-^ under . itish instiga-

tion. Fort Niagara is garrisoned, and adjacent to it is

one of the best reservations for target practice in the

United States. During the period of the Canadian Military

encampment at Niag;ira-on-tlie-I.ake, the jaunty American

sohlier crosses the river and fr,iterni/es in friendly good

fellowship with the Can.idian .Militiamen.

Upon leaving Niagar.i-on-the-Lake the steamer

immediately enters Lake Ontario upon her swift passage

of thirty miles across its beautiful waters. This sail

affords one of the most refreshing features of the trip to

Toronto, and as the Canadian shore gradually rises upon

the horizon the passengers pleasure in visiting a new-

country is teinpered by regret that the voyage is

drawing to a close.

Situated upon the Canadian s'' ire at the junction ot

Lake Ontarii' and the Niagara River is one of the most

popular and beautiful summer resorts upon the lakes. The

trains of the Michigan Central R. R. furnish quick service

between Buffalo, Niagara Falls and Xiagara-on-the-Lake,

connecting with the steamers of the Niagara Navigation

Company to and from Toronto. The route of the Michi-

gan Central R. R. passes Queenston battle grounds

(sight of General Brock's fall), scales the mountain

sides, from which the grandest view may be had of the

valley, touches Queen Victoria Park and stops at the

famous Falls View station, the Michigan Central being the

only line having a st.ition at Niagara Falls from which an

unobstructed view of the Falls may be obtained as shown

in the cut below. All Michigan Central through trains

stop at this station five minutes or more, giving passengers

an opportunity of enjoying this magnificent view.

NUCARA FALLS, O.NT.

Canadian Scenic Route, via Queentton, Ont

Both banks of the Niagara River constitute historic

ground. On the Canadian side the tourist will be inter-

ested in the story of Sir Isaac Brock, who, as " the hero

of Upper Canada, " fills an important place in Canadian

history. Surmounting Queenston Heights is the superb

obelisk to his memory, rivalling the Nelson Column in

London in height and nobility. Underneath, in the mas-

sive sarcophagus, rests the dust of Brock and his aide-de-

camp, McDonell, both of whom were slain in the battle of

Queenston Heights on October l.Sth, 1812—the first real

conflict of arms in the War of 1812-14.

Within a fi-w yards of the present monument may be

seen the foundation of the first monument erected in 18'24

and destroyed by gunpowder by a miscreant in 1840.

Half way down the slope is the site of the l8-lb. battery

that figured so prominently in the battle, and hidden in the

forest near by may be distinguished long trenches where

the dead were buried.

At the base of the Heights stands the cairn, unveiled

by King Kdward, as rrince of Wales, in 1860, which marks

the spot where Brock fell, mortally wounded.

In the village of Queenston Heights stands the old

Hamilton stone storehouse to which Brock's body was

taken after his death, and on the outskirts of the village

is the burial plot of the Hamilton family where he was

buried from 1824 t'.l the removal of the remi.-ns to their

present resting place.



Standing' near the river bank is the BrOck McmoruU

Church, containing stained glass windows decorated with

the armorial bearings of the Brock family

In the quaint old village of Quecnston, nestling peace-

fully under the shadow of the battle-scarred heights, stand

two ancient inns that have survived the ravages of time

and still shelter the traveller.

The electric railway runs along the brink o*" the cliff on

the Canadian side of " The Niagara Gorfe" following

every curve of the river from Chippewa, tv.o miles above

the Falls, to Queenston seven miles below the Falls, where

connection is made with steamers. It is largely an ex-

cursion line, and passengers from railways running to

Niagara Falls can profitably visit the points of interest

revealed by it.

At the Falls the cars run close to the Cataract, within

the cloud of the drifting spray. Suspension Bridg^e marks

the commencement of the "Whirlpool Rapids" and one-

half mile farther down the tracks make the great circle

around the edges of the cliffs enclosing the weird and ter-

rible Whirlpool. The river linds a new outlet for its waters,

and following the bank the r.ii road descends to the lake

level. The rapids are in constant view, and platforms are

erected at intervals for the benefit of tourists who may

wish to get off, and continue by subsequent cars.

Brock's Monument Park is on the edge of the Niagara

cliff, and far down below lie spread out, the fertile peach

orchards and groves, the winding river, on which may be

seen the steamers passing up and down, and, beyond all,

the deep blue waters of Lake Ontario.

From its olovated position, skirting along the edge of

the lofty I liffs, this Canadian route gives distinct vistas

and varying views of the marvellous curvings of the

majestic river, which are obtainable from no other points.

eNTEKINU NIAGARA RIVER
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THE " GREAT GORGE ROUTE '

TO LEWISTON, N.Y.

This Line is a marvel of skill and ingenuity. It han

become almost as famous as the Kails themselves, and is

recognized as one of the chief attractions of the region.

Commencing at the Falls, the most wonderful of river

canyons, the Niagara Gorge, is entered by a gentle grade

on the side of the rocky gorge ; passing under the Canti-

lever Bridge and the now Steel Arch Bridge which span

the river, the line reaches the lower level at the Whirlpool

Rapids. The waters, which have been slowly moving in

solemn smoothness, as though resting after their terrific

leap, now rise with irresistible force and are lushed into

indescribable fury.

THE GORGE

Coming down the Gorge, close to tin- raging torrent

the wondering passenger is presentlj brought into full

view of the famous Whirlpool. The scene presented here

is most awe iiisp;-ing. Tliis gre.it b.tsin, lying at the foot

of frow^ning walls, has been formed by the action of the

restless r..sli of waters, which for jiges past have been

swept against the granite cliffs.

The river again seems to pause, circling round in

sullen whirl. Hiis->- Uy,rs .are sometimes .seen sudilenly

tossing their ends high in air, to be sucked down only a

moment later into the vortex of the m.ielstrom. It is a

weird and uncanny place. Suddenly the w.ilers find their

exit, and springing into motion afresh, pursue their way

to the sea. Following the course of the river, the car
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lowly creeps around Onglara curve, directly opposite to

which, on the Canadian shore, are some most remarkable

rock formations.

Now the descent of the Lower Rapids is commenced.

In this vicinity are many historic points. Amontf them

"Devil's Hole" ne.ir the wonderful Giant Rock, which

stands like a silent sentim!. The rivuletle of Bloody Run

is passed, where, m 1763, a company of British soldiers

wore ambushed at the top of the steep banks by a band of

Senaca Indians. Out of ninety men but three escaped—

the rest were either butchered or thrown over the cliff.

Hijfh on the Canadian Heights towers the splendid shaft

of " Brock's Monument."

Opposite on the American cliff are the ruins of Old

Fort Cray, whose earthworks beheld in 1812 the " Battle

of^ueenston Heights." Between them has been erected

a new Suspension Bridge, forming a p.iblic highway

between the two countries, a practical illustration of the

present friendly intercourse and change of attitude from

days gone by.

A few moments more and the car has reached Lewis-

ton, where the passenger finds the large Niagara Naviga-

tion steamer waiting to take him to Toronto.

NIAGARA FALLS.

" Earth's grandest sight conceived to be

The Emblem of God's Majesty.
"

The futile attempts that have been made to picture in

words its marvellous beauty have served to emphasize

human limitation rather than nature's v.^stness. Being

the greatest natural wonder of America there has been

attr.uted to this spot many of the most eminent writers

and men unusually gifted in the art of expression.

Among some of the attempts that have been made to

describe Niagara Falls may be quoted the following :
