I do not care into whose hands this pa­
per may fall. Of course it is principally 
intended fw those who profess to be religions 
people, lot, perhaps you are not re- 

1 ligious at all—never thought of it, may be, 
f,jii tor all that, just reed it through.

* can do you no barm ; it may do you some 
good.. But, perhaps, you do profess to be 
religious. Then you arc just the person I 
wish to talk with for a few minutes ; and 1 
hope that the reading of this Tract may be 
for your instruction and good.

You profess to be religious. Let me ask 
you. What kind of religion is yours, and is 
it the right one ? Perhaps it is 

SUNDAT RELIGION.

There are many in the world who pass for
* religious people, whose religion is nothing 

- more than this. Why are they called re­
ligious people ? Simply because they go to 
the house of God. On Sabbath morning 
they put on their- best clothes; take their 
Bible, See, out of the box where they have 
been confined during the week ; and go to 
church or chapel. They go once, twice or 
thrice, as the case may be, on the Sunday ; 
and when the day is past and gone, they 
put by their best clothes, Bible, See., again, 
and their religion too : for no more religion 
troubles them until the next Sabbath-day 
dawns, when the same form is gone through 
again. And these are denominated religious 
people by a great many folks, who know 
not what religion is. If your relig.on is 
*‘ Sunday religion,* yours is no more the 
“right one," than 1 am Alexander the 
Great.

Bat, perhaps, this is not your religion. I 
may have made a mistake. Yours is

HEAD RELIGION.
This is built upon a pile of books, or a heap 
ot ideas and notions. It is all theory ; some­
thing to talk about, hear about, read about, 
and perhaps wiite about ; and here it ends.

• It does not in the least affect the life,the con­
duct, the “ walk,” as the Bible terms it. A 
man may understand the general doctrines 
of Christianity ; he may believe that we are 
all depraved, sinful fereatures ; that we are 
all, therefore, exposed to the wrath of God ;

MERIT RELIGION

The end of all religion is, of cour e, a safe 
exit from earth to heaven. We adopt a cer 
tain religion because we believe that it ie 
the way in which we are to escape hell and 
reach the heaven we desire. Now “ seif- 
religion '' says, “ 1 have never done anything 
wrong, and therefore I am sure of heaven. 
But “ merit religion ” says “ 1 have done a 
great deal of good ; and so of course l shall 
be admitted there." Doing “ good works " 
is what these religionists build upon as a 
foundation on which to stand at the day of 
judgment. The “ good works ” are such as 
these : Being kind to all I meet with ; re 
lieving the poor and distressed ; subscribing 
to benevolent institutions and societies ; say­
ing or reading prayers ; reading the Bible ; 
attending God’s bouse ; and taking the sa­
crament of the Lord’s supper. Now all 
these are good, very good, excellent, and 
some of them necessary. But then they are 
not to be trusted in for salvation. And if 
you expect to get to heaven because you 
liave done these “ good works," again I say, 
yours is not the “ right religion."

But, once more, your religion is, per­
chance,

HALF-HEARTED RELIGION.

Now, if there is one thing more contempti­
ble than another upon earth, it is this “ half­
hearted religion.” The wise men of the 
world say, “ If » thing is worth doing at all, 
it is worth doing well" And so it is. They 
are quite right And if religion is worth 
any attention at all, it is worth much more 
than half hearted religionists give it. If 
Christ has any claim upon you. He has every 
claim. Why, a man cannot get on in his 
business if he is half-hearted about it : he soon 
becomes bankrupt and fails. The tradesman, 
and the merchant, and the artisan, must be 
in earnest about their different callings, or 
they will never make anything out. And 
.if it is so with the things of this world, it is 
with the matter of our soul’s salvation. If 
there is a hell to avoid, why be half-hearted 
in avoiding it? If there is a heaven to 
gain, why be half-hearted in gaining it ? So 
that I say again, if your religion is like this, 
yours is not the “ right one.”

But now we come to the “ right religion :" 
what is it ? The

B'.OHT RELIGION

is the religion of the Bible. And it shows 
us how we are to obtain forgiveness for our 
past sins, how we are to live for the future 
without sinning, and how we may enter 
heaven at last ; the three things all mortals 
want to know. There are four steps in this 
religion.

1. The first step is conviction for sin. 
A sane person would never dream of send 
ing for a physician to cure him, if he were 
in good health. Nor would a sailor call for 
a rope to save him from sinking, if he were 
swimming all safely. Neither will a person 
think about how be must be saved, unless 
he feel that he is in danger of being lost. 
We must first feel that we are sinners before 
we shall seek to be saved from our sins. 
Have you felt like this, reader ? If - not, if 
you have never felt that you are a lost sin­
ner, needing forgiveness at the hands of 
God whom you have offended, then you 
have not yet begun to journey toward the 
heavenly Jerusalem. You are still in the 
“ broad road " leading to destruction. But 
I hope you have felt your need of a Saviour 
to deliver you from “ the wrath to come ;r" 
for then you have taken the first step toward 
the Celestial City,

2. The second step is the abandonment 
of sin. All sin must be abandoned ; every 
evil way must be given up. There must be 
no compromise, no keeping back some and 
giving up others ; every wicked way must 
be forsaken. Sabbath-breaking, profane 
swearing, lying, sloth, idleness, bad com­
pany, forgetfulness of God, must all be re­
linquished And why ? Not simply be­
cause of the eternal punishment attending 
upon them : that is not Gospel repentance ; 
that is only a slavish fear of the consequences 
of sin. Every convict, doubtless, repents of 
his crimes in this way, because it has brought 
him to the hulks. But this is not the repen­
tance of the Bible. We must give op all 
sin because it is sin. We must hate it be­
cause of itself. We must look upon it as 
the accursed thing that God hates, and turn 
from it because He does hate it. And 
if we do this, we shall repent that ever we 
indulged in it, because by doing so we griev­
ed Him who every day loads us with bles­
sings. This is the second step. Have you 
got so far as this ?

3- The third step is the exercise of 
faith in Christ. Before 1 am sure of 
heaven, I must know that my sins are par­
doned.

Universalisai in Smooth Water.
A Christian gentleman, one Col. Richard­

son, was in a boat along with two Univer- 
salisls, on the river some distance above the 
falls of Niagara.

Damascus.
Eighteen hundred years ago it burst on 

the view of Saul of Tarsos, throned amid 
her gardens, like an eastern bride, with the 
rivers of Abana and Pharpar watering her 
feet. With Saul's knowledge of the history 
of his nation, the future Apostle must have 
realized that mankind had dwelt there so 
long that it seemed the original home of the 
human race. Within a day’s ride tradition 
has placed the dwelling of Abraham, the 
tombs of Noah, Seth and Elisha. The spot 
had never been desolate since the first shep­
herd arrived with his flocks from the Eu­
phrates, and pitched his tents beside its 
crystal waters. In transparent purity they 
still seem to apologise for Naaman the leper, 
who nine hundred years before the time of 
Saul preferred them to the Jordan.

It is ancient as Thebes and Nineveh— 
perhaps the very oldest city in the world — 
still inhabited. In all the history of Damas­
cus, extending over thousands of years, we 
of" the western world turn wi:h especial in­
terest to the time when the light and the 
voice from heaven fell on the eye and ear 
of Saul, and took his heart captivé" for the 
“Jesus" whom he had persecuted, and when 
the baptism of the Holy One set him apart 
for an Apostle to the Gentiles.

“ The street which is called Straight,” 
still exists in Damascus under the same 
name, but of any real remains of its earlier 
period nothing is to be seen bat portions of 
the wall. “ It is possible," says Dr. Durbin, 
in his interesting work, “ Observations in 
the East," “ that the gate at the eastern end 
of Straight street, called the Gate of the 
Sunrising, which looks like a Roman work, 
may have been there in the time of Saul.'1

The Turks are averse to the repair of old 
houses, and have an impression that it is 
more fortunate to begin life in a new one ; 
but tbey go on building—as tbeir fathers 
did—narrow, crooked, badly paved, and 
irregular streets, in which the houses are of 
unequal height, from two to four stones, 
composed generally of sun-dried mud bricks, 
without any windows near the ground.

Still, as of old time, “a low mean look­
ing door, in a great blank wall, admits to a 
spacious quadrangle paved with marble, in 
the midst ol which the refreshing fountain 
casts up continually its cool and pleasant 
shower over evergreens ar.d flowering 
shrubs. An arcade, supported by slender 
columns, runs round the court, to which 
there is au ascent by a few steps, and into 
which the various apartments open. These 
are luxuriously famished with rich carpets 
and cushions; the walls and roof are adorn-

He offers himself as an all-sufficient 
Saviour ; telling you, that though you be 
dead, He can make you alive ; that though 
you be blind, He can make you see ; that 
though your sins be red like crimson, He 
can make them as wool, and though they be 
as scarlet, He can make them as white as 
snow. He offers himself as a willing Sa­
viour; telling you that you are welcome to 
the fruits of His death, His ascension, and 
His intercession; and saying to you in words 
which ought to melt your soul, “ Behold, 1 
stand at the floor anu knock : if any man 
bear my voice, and open the door, I will 
come in to him, and sup with him, and he 
with mo.”

This is just the Saviour you need. Da 
you not know it ? Da you not feel it ? Be­
lieve in Him, accept Him as your Friend, 
and He shall be your everlasting light, and 
the days of your mourning shall be ended. 
When you are weak, He will make you 
stroug ; and when you are poor, He will 
make you rich ; when you are hungry, He 
will give you to eat of the btead which com- 
eth down from heaven ; and when you are 
thirsty, He will give you to drink of the 
water of life : when you arc sorrowful, He 
will cause you to rejoice ; and when you are 
sick of soul. He will minister to you and re­
store you to spiritual health. He will be to 
you “ wisdom and righteousness, and sancti­
fication and redemption." As long as you 
live He will be your shieid, and your ever­
present help, and yoar considerate and sym­
pathizing friend. When your last hour 
comes, and the throes of dissolution are on 
you, He will support your faltering head, 
and wipe the death-dew from your brow.— 
He will watch over your dust as it lies in 
the tomb; He will make you a joyful resur­
rection ; and at the day of judgment, He 
will pronounce upon you a sentence of ap­
proval, and crowtr you. with an everlasting 
crown.—American Messenger.

The Bible and its History.
A REVIEW OF THF. LETTER OF THE REV. 

THOMAS L. CONNOLLY, BISHOP OF 
ST. JOHN, N. B., BY THE REV.

WM. WILSON.

To the Editor cf the Provincial Wesleyan:
Sir,—On the evening of the 4th of Feb. 

I delivered a lecture at the Hall of the 
Mechanic’s Institute before the “ Young 
Men’s Christian Association, on “ The 
Bible and its History," in which I endea­
voured to prove the Divine origin and the 
uncorrupted preservation of the Holy Scrip­
tures.

This necessity led me to enquire into the 
state of the Scriptures during the dark ages ; 
and the antagonism which the church of 
Rome has always shewn to tbeir free circu­
lation.

A short time before the delivery of the 
Lecture, Dr. Connolly published his first 
famous letter containing a most unprovok­
ed and violent attack on Judge Wilmot for 
a speech he had made at the annual meet­
ing of the British and Foreign Bible So­
ciety.

In this letter occurs the followin, 
graph :—

May I here remind the learned Judge, 
for the enlightenment of his misinformed 
friends, that bet for Popes and Bishops, and 
Catholic laymen, the world W'uld have no 
authentic Bible at all at the present day.— 
From the remote period in which the origi­
nal or the autographs of the inspired writers 
themselves were no longer to be found, it is 
the. fidelity and erudition and indefatiga­
ble zeal ol Catholic copyists in every coun­
try, to which Protestants themselves are in­
debted for all tbey have of the New Testa­
ment, and for all that is critically correct in 
the Old. It was priests and monks and 
Catholic scholars in every walk of life, who, 
before the invention of printing, wrote tens 
of thousand, of copies with (heir own hands, 
and carefully collated them with more an­
cient manuscripts, after restoring the text to 
its origininal parity, and translating the 
whole Bible into every living tongue.”

Another long paragraph follows, in which 
the Bishop tries to make the impression that 
his Church has fully done her duty in refer­
ence to the translations of the Holy Book.

This paragraph I felt it my duty to re­
view ; and 1 have repeatedly been request­
ed to publish my lecture, but hitherto have 
declined so doing. I, however, now send

Kmuch of that lecture as refera to the

BIBLE IN FRENCH,

His Eminence writes:—“In the year 
1281 Guiard de Moulins, a Catholic Priest, 
translated the whole Bible into French, 
which was afterwards published in two folio 
volumes, A.D., 1488, full thirty years before 
the birth of the so called Reformation "

I would not presume to question this on 
my own auihority, but I will quote in direct 
opposition to this statement the words of 
Faiber Simon.

Father Simon was a Roman Catholic; 
and was frequently called tbe great French 
Grille. Tbe great learning of this Father, 
even Dr. Connolly will not question ; he 
wroie about two hundred years -ince.

Now Father Simon says, “The French 
version of the Scriptures attributed to G rut 
des Moulins, is no other than a transla­
tion of Comestor's “ Scholastic a Historia," 
though it appears without the glosses or in­
terpolât ions.”

Thus the Bishop and tbe Critic are in 
opposition. Bishop Connolly asserts that 
“ Guiard de Moulins " translated the whole 
Bible into French; Father Simon, who 
lived 200 years nearer jhe time, says he did 
no such thing.

But what was this1" Scholastics Historia ’’ 
that Guiard de Mouline translated, and that 
Dr. Connolly has mistaken for the *‘ Whole 
Bille ?” It was a kind of Latin Breviary 
of the historical parts of the Old and New 
Testament, accompanied will, expositions 
from Josephus, and many pagan writers 
and was so popular that it was not only 
used in schools, but was publicly read in the 
churches ; and formed the groundwork of 
tbe compendiums and translations as they 
were called, of the Scriptures which were 
made previous to tbe Reformation.

“ Tbe Scholastics Historia ’’ was written 
in Latin by Peter Comestor, in Paris, about 
the year 1175. This work of Comestor's 
“ Guiard de Moulins " translated into French 
in the year 1284; and the Bishop of New 
Brunswick dignities this work with the title 
ol “ The Whole Bible.’’

I will notv read an extract from this fa­
mous work. It is from an early printed 
translation : the selection, Gen. chap. iii. 21.

“ The serpent was more subtle than all 
terrestrial animals, both naturally and inci­
dentally. Incidentally, because it was full 
of the devil,—for Lucifer, being banished 
from the paradise of Spirits, envied man 
who was in the parailism of bodies, knowing 
if he could make him commit transgression, 
he should also be banished. But fearing to 
be detected by tbe man, be tried tbe woman 
who was lioth less prudent and more easy 
to be moved to sin. This be did by means 
of the serpent; for then it was erect like 
man, being afterwards made prostrate by 
the curse, and it is said the Phnreas walks 
erect even to this day. He chose also a 
certain kind of serpent having a face re­
sembling a virgin’s, because “ like things 
delight in their like and moved its tongue 
to speak, the serpent at the same time know­
ing of it, in the same way as he speaks by 
the mouths of fanatics and those who are 
possessed, wiihout their knowlrge, and said,
• Why hath God commanded you not to eat 
of every tree of paiadise, to eat of the trees, 
hut nut of every tree ?’

He put this question, that from tbe reply 
to it he might find occasion to say wbat he 
bad come for, and .o it happened. For 
when the women, as if in doubt, made an­
swer, ‘ Lest peradven’.ure we die." he know­
ing that a person in doubt is easily moved 
either way, and taking no notice of the com» 
mand, replied, ‘ you will certainly not die ; 
nay, but because he is unwilling that you 
should resemble him in knowledge, and 
knows that when you shall bate eaten ol 
this tree, you will be as Gods, knowing 
good and evil, be bath, as it were through 
envy, forbidden you.’ And the woman 
being lifted up, and wishful to become like 
God, consented."

It is truly lamentable that even a Roman 
Catholic Bishop in this enlightened age, and 
in tbe face of this Protestant community, 
should dare to call a Book containing such 
trash, “ The Bible."

BIBLE IN ICELAND.

Under the XIII Century we must also 
notice what Bishop Connolly states about 
the Bible in Iceland. His Eminence says :

A Catholic version of the Bible was writ­
ten in the Icelandic language so far back as 
the year 1372

With all due respect for the learned 
Bishop, this statement or assertion is net 
sustained by tbe history of the fact.

The work to which His Eminence here 
refers, was certainly not a translation of the 
Bible, but according to the Rev. D. E. Hen­
derson (who resided in Iceland, and has 
written an Historical view of Iceland) it was 
a famous work entitled “ Stiorn." Tbe 
Book 11 Stiorn” might and doubtless did pass 
for “ The Bible" in the ignorance of the 
XIII Century, but we know in the XIX 
century, what the Bible is.

“ Stiorn ” was written about the year 
1255 and published about the time the 
Bishop says, 1279.

This Book was composed by Brandr 
Jon-on, Abbott of Thyckyabe Monastery, 
in the eastern quarter of the Island : by 
order of King Magnus Haconsoo. Jonson 
afterwards became Bishop of Holum.

The work contains a view of the sacred 
history from the Creation to tbe Captivity 
of the Jewish Kings. In many places, a 
literal version is given from the Vulgate

compendium of :he contents of tfit Scrip­
ture accounts. The intr rpretatiens were 
mostly la'ktn from .’he Historia Si-holas- 
tica " The " Siiron '"of Jon-on wvs in the 
Icelandic language what the w.uk of ' Mou-

So much lor Bishop Connolly’s “ Ice­
landic Bible."

BIBLE IN POLAND.—CENTURY XIV.

Before we close our notice of the four­
teenth century we must direct your attention 
to what Bishop Connolly says in rvlerencd 
to the Polish Bible :—

“ A Polish version of the entire lVbla 
was made by order of the Catbohe Q ieen 
Hedwigc so early as the year 1399: ala 
later period there was another version in the 
Polish language translated by order of Pope 
Gregory Xlli, and published under Cle­
ment VIII, A. D 1599.”

To the first part of this paragraph, I musf 
henr'ily subscribe ; and beg to add thereto 
that female influence did much for fhe ebrie- 
tianizmg of Poland ; and the names of 
ihree Polish females will never be iorgotten 
in that land — Dambrowki, Urdwige, and 
Sophia. Dambrowka was ihe means of in­
troducing Christianity into Poland. She 
lived in the tenth erntury : she first em­
braced Christian truth, and then by repeat­
ed exhortations, she persuaded her husband 
Miceslaus, duke of Poland, to abandon 
Paganism, and embrace the gospel which he 
did A.I). 965.

The first Polish version of the Bible was 
made by Hedwige, wile of Jagellon, Duke 
of Lithuania, who embraced Christianity 
about tbe year 1390.

A Second Polish version is reported to 
have been made by order of Sophia, wile of 
Casimir Jagellon, King of Poland, about 
the year 1410.

Tne Polish language now possesses three 
versions of the Scriptures: —

1. That of Iledwige made in 1590, and 
printed at Cracow, 1561. This is tho 
Catholic version.

2. A Pmtcslaut version was published In 
1596, from Luther’s German version, arid 
dedicated to Uladislaua, the fourth king of 
Poland.

3. In 1599 a second Protestant version 
was made in the Polish language. But 
wrhere is the “ version in the Polish lan­
guage translated by order ol Pope Gregory 
XIII’’ Alas, Bishop Connolly, it i.s not 
lound in history.

We have read of Pope Gregory XIII, 
reforming the Calendar; also, that he con­
firmed the Bull of Pope Pius V. lor depos­
ing Queen Elizabeth, and absolving her 
subjects from their allegiance ; but surely 
no one before Ihe publication of the Bishop's 
letter, ever heard that this «ame Pontiff 
ordered a translation nj the Bible, into the 
Polish language."

There also must be a mistake on the part 
of the Bishop when lie says ol this 1‘olish 
Bible, “ it was published under Clement 
VIII A.I),, 1599." Bi-hop Connolly must 
have made a “ slip ul the [ien,’’ arid wrote 
the phrase “ Polish Bible,"’ instead of “ Vul­
gate Bible ;’’ for this synchronizes with his 
dale except seven years.

The facts weie these : Tho Cotinril of 
Trent had pronounced ihe Latin Vulgate 
Divine, and S* xtua V. publish' d an edition 
of the Vulgate in 1590. Numerous errors, 
however, were discovered in it ai d Clement 
VIII. publi-hed another edition of the Vul­
gate in 1592. But of the Poli-h version 
published by Pope Clement VIII we bave 
no account.

That any Pope should have published 
the Bible in ihe Polish language is tend-ri d 
highly improbable,.from the tact that there 
is a Bull expressly against the circulation 
of the Bible in Poland. A Copy of uns 
Bull ia in my study ; and from it I have ex­
tracted the following sentence :—“ It Ts evi­
dent from experience that the holy Scrip­
tures, when circulated in the Vulgate tongue 
have, through the temerny ol men, pro­
duced more harm than benefit. It is there­
fore necessary to adhere to the salutary 
decree of the Congregation of the Index, 
(June 13, 1757) that rio version of the 
Bible in tbe Vulgar tongue be permitted, 
except such as are approved by the Apo«to- 
lic See, or published with annotations ex­
tracted from the writings of holy Fathers 
of the Church.”

This Bull is directed “ To the Archbishop 
of Gncsen, Primate of Poland," aod sub­
scribed as follows : “ Given at Rome, at St. 
Mary's, the greater, June 26:h, 1816, the 
seventeenth year of our Pontificate Pius P. 
VII."

If it had been intended that Methodism, 
above all other forms of Evangel-cal organ­
isation abhorred by the Jesuits, should be if 
possible, torn up and extirpated from the 
toil of France, no tree-uprootmg machine 
could be contrived with a more ingenious 
adaptation to the purpose contemplated than 
this Decree.

We think not. and lor several reasons, the 
least of which is that some respect for 
English opinion would dictate moderation 
under present circumstances. Another rea­
son— but neither upon this do we place 
much reliance—is that it would be loo fia- 
gran ly and enormously flagitious to give 
the Decree a retrospective efleet. But our 
main confidence is that by which our ex­
cellent Correspondent fortifies his own pa­
tience and keeps bis mind tranquil—that 
this is a subject which touches not only the 
interest of individuals and the rights ol 
conscience, but the cause of Him who has 
all events, all contrivances ol His adver­
saries, and ihe purposes of all hearts, under 
His own comrol.

Methodism and Nonconformity
in France,

The London Watchman publishes a letter 
from a correspondent in France, setting 
forth bis anticipations of the character of an 
intended Decree with reference to Religious 
Worship. For this important correspon­
dence we shall probably have room next 
week. Meantime we transfer the comment 
t>f ihe Watchman :

That his information, says our contem­
porary, as lo the present intentions ol the 
Imperial Government is from trustworthy 
sources, and consequently that bis anticipa­
tions of the character of Ihe forthcoming 
D cree arc loo likely to be verified, out 
own readers who hat e had long experience 
ol the leliance ibai may be placed opou hi, 
sagacity and h,s access lo intelligence on 
suhjrc s like the present, will not doubt.— 
Tile pan he discloses evidently originated 
in the purely despotic idea that the Church 
ought to be, though in a different way, as 
completely und-r the management of the 
Head of the Slate as the Army is,—we 
may add as the Legislature and the pre,s 
are in France; that Religion must be sub­
jected to and coerced by regulations as ma­
terialistic and as inflexible as those which 
in that country govern political action and 
published thought. It is the extens*on ot 
the military principle, but under a different 
form, to movements of all kinds, to those 
which spring from reason or from con 
science, as much as to those which originate 
in the exercise of citizenship.

Casually, this gigannc system of Cen­
tralization may have some seemingly bene­
ficial consequences. Applied to the Romish 
Church, it may make it look more constant­
ly to home interests and authority ; with an 
aficr tbougt, instead ol

Letter from Canada.
From our own Correspondent.

Canada, March 18, 1859. 
Canada Legislators bave continued their sit­

tings, and perhaps with less virulence and dis 
courtesy than in the last session, though with not 
less disregard to the claims of United Canada.— 
It is reiferatediy asserted these arc times when 
money is scarce ; but they have quite expeditious­
ly voted themselves a fifty per cent increase ol 
allowance, and the known amount is now six 
dollars a day. The Ministry keeps its place 
with no little pertinacity, and seems, as I always 
thought, likely enough to do it, by means of 
great personal lavomitism, and neglect of many 
general interests. 1 do not think an honest, 
Protestant Government could stand twenty four 
hours. Toe policy of papists cannot bear truth, 
and honor, and coostituiional liberality. 1 bough 
it is rumoured that preparations for tbe Seat ol 
Government have been commenced at Ottawa, 
and Quebec is to Le tbe place for it while tbe 
preparations are being completed, I beg to leave 
both projects in abeyance, till many men of no 
tfttle décemment La\e lost their scepticism 
about both: suli, par'izans are recklms enough 
for hoy movement.

Though the public répons of Parliamentary 
proceeding» discover much ability and enter­
prise, you cannot implicitly rely on them. A 
perl, ct report is ot lo party, but ours are of 
every party, lory and Whig, and I was igoing 
to f-ay, Cavalier and Roundhead, Loyalist and 
Radical.

The ordinary Revenue of the Province for 
1858 is reported to have been 65,774,973, and 
the expenditure $8.310,584, which, when some 
RiilwdV pa\ oients are subtracted, leaves a de­
ficiency tor tbe year of S2 000,000. This is tbe 
dvfiuit stated by the Inspector General, but tbe 
opposition make it more than §3,000,000. It is 
difficult to'gtt at the present entire indebtedness 
ot Cana la—some say $30 000,000 ; I should say 
more : and there are proceedings tor the consoli­
dation of the debt, and its guarantee by the 
Imperial Government. There is a good deal of 
wiiiul misstatement and groundless fear on this 
subject. What it that, or twice that amount 
were Canada's debt, ought the whole to be 
charged on Ministerial mismanagement, and 
ought there to be any thing said to shew that tbe 
income and outlay should tally in years when 
immense permanent public woika arc construct 
ed V A new country cannot have ready capital 
lor these ; and all we need care about is, will 
they pay, and can we maintain our honor with 
tbe Creditors?

Our superior Postal Ocean Steamers excite 
considerable interest. A second contract has 
been made with them, to commence next May 
1st, for 28 voyages to Quebec, and 28 to Port­
land, Kven vessels to be on the line, and the 
Canadian subsidy is £55,000 currency. In 1858 
the number of pssKngers was 6,996, and tbe

It must not, however, be 
magined that Mr. Dow's views are about to pre­

dominate in tbe face ol city corporations, and 
rural municipalities, which allow of an increase 

saloons and base groggeriee. We cannot yet 
be made as notorious as New York, with its nearly 
eight thousand drinking bars and dens, but for 
be cumber ol population, we have an alarming 

supply ol disreputable traders in alcohol, and 
keepers of bar-rooms and places of gambling.— 
And who expects it to be otherwise while the 
minorai power of Rome governs us, and the 

papal Prime Minister of the Canadas bad lately 
bis Sunday ball in Protestant Toronto ; and this, 
too, near tbe day when ten tbooumd perron» 
witnessed in that city tbe execution of two out 
of three men for murder, whose ignominy was 
accelerated by drunkenness in one case,and ano­
ther by drinking, and theatres, and harlots, and 
bowie knife I

There is a bill before Parliament to prevent 
persons ftom carrying deadly weapons, except 

easarv cases ; and it may be supposed that 
while tbe late tragedies are fresh in mind, there 
will be enough conscience apparent to make 
hem hateful ; but so long as law indirectly au­

thorises intoxication, and doe, not frown down 
prostitution, and lets Sabbath-breaking maintain 
itselt, tbe Christian public will be startled and 
ashamed. Had Ihe useful and needed Temper­
ance Reformation, in too many localities, not 
been shifted trem, or lorbiddtn, its evangelical 
basis, and some of its promoters not been unre­
generate, if cot infidel, men, prospects had been 
more attractive for order and virtue ; and the 
best times ot Temperance will not come till it, 
best arguments are everywhere Christian, and 
its energetic agents are decided Christian,.— 
Policy may check, but only grace extirpate »in.

Tbe weather this winter has, with tbe excep­
tion of a Kvere day or two cow anil then, been 
calm and moderate,—and lor tbe last month 
April might have arrived. There isa propitious 
providence in this, especially among tbe poor ol 
towns and cities, and in a lew towmbips where 
tbe parsimonious crops of last year have caused 
some distress, which is being relieved by Muni 
cipalities, under the authority of Parliament.— 
Hope for this year is very buoyant, and many 
want crops a hundred fold ! The bogginew ol 
our roads is not without its evidence of winter 
departing, the pastures will be resuming their 
greenness, the buds are swelling, and a throat in 
tbe garden cheers by something like the English 
blackbird note,. Tbe very word Spring gives 
vivacity.

A mere selection of secular subjects baa filled 
this letter acd my lut, and 1 am wishing my 
next may not again necessitate the omission of 
religious and connexional matters. We have no 
tetters from our Missionaries direct from British 
Colombie, and we know Dr. Evans well enough 
to be confident be will not write about nothing 
On tbeir way letters were sent trom the east and 
west ot tbe Isthmus, and San Francisco, and all 
were in fine health and spirits. The next will 
announce tbeir arrival, and something, likely, of 
the beginning ol operations. The Lord by His

Dur­
ing the ls»t three weeks we bave been bolding 
special religious services in tbe above mentioned 
place three times every day ; and it bas been 
our privilege to witnew tbe most gracious revi­
val of religion that our eyes have ever beheld. 
We have seen great revivals, but never did we 
witness a congregation from day to day, and 
from one week to another so bowed before the 
micbfy power ot God. Not one solitary trifler 
was to be seen. At every meeting tbe commu­
nion rails were crowded with anxious erquirers 
after pardoning mercy. There were to be seen 
men bending under tbe weight of more than 
three score years ar.d ten, and the youth of 
fifteen, side by aide seeking tbe Lord : and our 
worthy seamen wboare so expoeed to tbe perils 
of tbe mighty deep have shared largely in tbe 
blessed results of the services : snd there was 
such a stillness and good order as I never saw 
at a revival—no extravagance, no wildfire, and 
then the sorrowing ones came out so bright and 
clear ! Our other duties called us away for a 
reason from this delightful scene, otherwise we 
would gladly prolong our stay among them.

Sydney Circuit
Why a Circuit like Sydney should be 

without it* Mission House, or Parsonage, 
as our present Eccleiiatical Status causes tbe 
Methodist Preachers residence to be more 
euphoniously designated, is a question which 

venture lo say has presented itself to 
every minister who has been stationed here 
within the last score of years. Tbe item of 
•* House Rent," has long been a heavy tax 
upon the small revenae yielded by the Cir­
cuit. I am happy to say that our Lady 
friends have recently been laying this mat­
ter to heart, and with zeal characteristic of 
their sex, have given tangible proof of 
their determination lo supply, ere long, this 
great want to the Wesleyan interest in Syd­
ney. Having labored indefatigably lor some 
time past io tbe sewing circle, on tbe 19th 
ult. their useful and iancy articles in won­
drous variety, with savory meals, pastry, 
and other good things “ pleasant to the 
eye* ” and tempting to the inner-man, were 
tastefully spread for a Bazaar, in the Tem­
perance Hall, which was well patronised ; 
and at the close of the day they bad the 
satisfaction of counting into tbeir treasury 
£60, wbiçh with other sums in hand will 
amount to about £100 toward Ihe accom­
plishment of tbeir object.

Oar Missionary Meetings this year have 
been very gratifying in their result*. The 
Missionary sermon on beha'f of the Sydney 
Branch Society, which was one of peculiar 
power and éloquence, was preached on Sab­
bath, the 13tb ult., by ihe Rev. Hugh Mc­
Leod, D. D. of the Free Church here, and 
on the Tuesday following the Anniversary 
Meeting was held in town, Lewi* Johnston, 
E;q., M.D. presiding. We were ably as­
sisted by Ihe Rev. Mr. Howie, of Margarie, 
and Mr. W. H. Waddell, son of the Rev. 
Mr. Waddell of the Presbyterian Church of 
Nova Scotia. My colleague, the Rev. Mr. 
Teed gave an excellent sreech, though 
laboring under a severe affliction, the elec­
tric telegraph having just previously con­
veyed to him the mournful intelligence of 
the death of a dear mother. Tbe suhscrip 
tion was far in advance ol last year.

On Friday the 20:h we held a meeting in 
tbe Bethel at the Bar, or North Sydney, on 
which occasion Mr. Teed preached an ad­
mirable sermon, and although it was the 
first ever held there, and there were many 
unfavorable circumstances attending it, the 
meeting was a good one, and the kind res­
ponses of the people exceeded our most 
sanguine expectations. Oa our way to the 
Bar, we had tbe mislortune to get into the 
ice, hut through Providence and the help of 
kind and willing hands from the shore, we 
were rescued from our perilous position with 
tbe disadvantage only of weakened nerves, 
wet clothes, and a broken sleigh. While 
our meeting was io progress we were 
startled by the intelligence of the sudden 
death by drowning of tbe Rev. Mr. Porter, 
Missionary of ihe Episcopal Church, who, 
with others, was driven by the mail stage 
into an opening about a quarter of a mile 
from the spot where, about an hour before, 
we had broken through. The unfortunate 
gentleman was on bis way to the Bar. to 
attend an installation servies to be held that 
night in the Masonic Lodge. Life was ex­
tinct when rescued from the water. The 
other parties have recovered. The event 
cast a gloom over the town, which for the 
part few weeks has been more than usually 
solemn.

On the following Sabbath, according to 
previous arrangement, we commenced spe­
cial services in Sydney, which have been 
well attended. In connexion with them 
and in answer to prayer, the Holy Spirit has 
been shed forth upon us. Many have pre­
sented themselves at Ihe communion lor 
prayer, and on Sabbath last I received up­
wards of thirty into the Church who profess 
to have received pardon through faith in 
Jesus Christ. We are still laboring and 
trust that God will continue to manife-t His 
saving power in His Sanctuary.

Did 
Christ promise that thaiChurch should be per­
petual Who was it that said, •• I will come 
unto thee quickly, and remove thy Candle­
stick cut ot its place, except thou repent ?" 
Shall we be told that a Church at any par­
ticular place has not the promise of a per­
petuity ; then what is meant by the Church 
being "perpetual ? Who was it (hat walked 
in the midst of tbe seven golden candle­
sticks, and held tbe seven stars in his right 
hand ? Were not tbe Churches referred lo 
here visible Churches ? But where are 
those Churches now ? Where is tbeir un­
interrupted continuance? It may be said 
before these Churches became extinct, 
th<-y planted other Churches, and that by 
these means a perpetual visible Church 
has been maintained ; but where is the 
proof of this? Besides, we know that 
long before a visible Church is spiritually 
dead it may become greatly corrupted, and 
after that death has taken place, it may con­
tinue to drag on a formal existence and send 
forth branches which, like itself, are desti­
tute of life. And when a Church departs 
from the essential truths of Christianity, it 
becomes incapable ol answering the end of 
its institution : it is no longer a useful light, 
but a delusive meteor, which instead of 
guiding souls to heaven, misleads and be­
trays them to destruction.

We could not help remarking how sim­
ilar were th# views expressed on these sub­
jects in the Charge before us, with those 
held,by that *• wandering star ” (Jude 13,) 
who has lately addressed the parishioners of 
St. Paul's, Halifax. He speaks of Jesus 
Christ as the “ divine founder of a new re­
ligion on earth," and says that “He has 
founded a visible Church on earth to con­
tinue forever, with the full exercise of all tbe 
spiritual powers which He conferred upon 
it," and “ has appointed a visible body, 
uf living men, with perpetual authority lo 
teach and to govern the universal Church in 
every age of the world," in corroboration of 
which, he quotes the very same passage with 
the Bishop—“ Lo, lam with you always, 
even unto the end of the world and then 
proceeds to build upon these views, the whole 
system of Rome's infallibility. And we see 
not how his Lordship or any other man, ad­
mitting such views of Divine truth,can deny 
the truth of the consequences which are 
dqjuctd from them. One great error which 
underlies the views we are combatting, ia the 
evident supposition that tbe Church, after 
the coming of Christ, was a different and 
totally distinct Church to that which existed 
before Ilis coming ; hut this is really so far 
Iront being the case, that it is the very same 
Cnurch, having the same faith with it, and 
interested in the saSie covenant. Now or­
dinances of worship, suitable to the new light 
ar.d gr ce, which at the coming of Christ 
were bestowed upon,the Church, were then 
appointed, and these, too, adapted for such 
worshippers as God then required to wor 
ship Him, even those true worshippers who 
would worship the Father in Spirit andin 
truth. We recognize fully the value of an 
ordained ministry to the spiritual interests 
of the Church, but we do not believe it es­
sential to the existence of ihe Church, and 
as to its exercising any authority over the 
Church in mnttters of faith, otherwise than 
what is plainly contained in the teachings of 
Christ and His Apostles, we believe it has 
none. We believe also fully in the promise 
of Christ, wherever two or three ol His 
(teople gather together to draw near to Him, 
whether a minister of the Gospel be present 
or not ; and that He is there, too, as the 
Head of His Church, in all the riches of His 
grace, and fulness ol His promises, to hear 
them and to bless them, as their Mediator, 
their strength and light, and glory and life. 
Acd that His presence thus manifested, con­
stitutes the visible Church, though it be con­
tracted to “the Church in a House." It is 
necessary in these days to go back to the 
earliest limes of tbe Christian Church, and 
thus to take our stand point on first prin­
ciples, from whence to survey the various 
positions put forth by those who would di­
rect ns in matters relating to our holy re­
ligion, so as to see whether such things are 
really, as some would assert, of the essence 
of the Church. But, at the same time, we 
shall be ready to support what we believe 
to he our own Scriptural, steady, well-balanc­
ed system of dootrine and discipline, derived 
trom the Apostolical pattern, which as a 
Witness in connection with tbe Church of 
England, we have ever maintained It is 
ouj intention to consider further some other 
subjects in connection with the Charge to 
which we have been referring, only adding 
just now, that the true touchstone of a 
Church must be the purity of her doctrine, 
and the conformity ol Jier faith, with that 
which Christ and His Apostles taught.

Methodism in Sweden,
At an English Methodist Missionary Meeting, 

one ot the speskers «aid : “ Between twenty snd 
thirty year» ago the Rev. Geo. Scott was our 
admirable missionary at Stockholm. At that 
time he was not showed by tbe Government ol 
tbe land to fotm • Methodist society, and he 
could do nothing, therefore, to perpetuate, under 
any denominational form, the good he was in- 
«•ruroen'al in doing. But be preached, be pray­
ed, distributed the Scriptures, be met tbe people 
in private, he lalkad to them sbout their souls, 
and numbers were converted to God under hie 
ministry, both English and Swede,. Lord 
Bloomfield, our late Ambassador lo that Court, 
was one of bis converts; a number ot Swedes 
confessed the truth a, it ia in Jesus, Bible 
read, ra became multiplied, till, at leng’h, tbe 
clergy were aroused, and they moved the politi­
cal powers against Ihe ministrations of Mr. 
Scott, who, aller an immenro amount ol troubla, 
waa banished, or compelled to leave the place, 
though his canny Scotch wile staid some nine 
month* alter bis departure, to prcKrve things 
together. However, time passed on, and tbe 
enemies of Ihe truth thought they bad gut rid of 
religion by putting out Mr. Scott; but, instead 
of that, Bible readers were increased through 
every parish of Sweden. Recently there had 
been s revival of religion there by means of 
which munster* and people bad Ireqoent.y been 
converted to God, and there was now scarcely 
one parish throughout tbe whole of that country 
which had not been visited by God’s biessing 
from on high. Reports of these revivals were 
brought by tbe Minister of State to the Crown 
Prince, and be was told bow these people were 
acting, despite of ecclesiastical law. “ Put 
them in prison," mid the Prince. “ Your High­
ness, the prisons are already tall of them," was 
the reply. “ Then ship them off out ol tbe 
country." “Your Highness, it is too late lor 
that, for the whole ol tbe Swedish navy would 
not convey the number* who would have to be 
put on board.” This revival was still spreading 
throughout Sweden, and its origin might be dis­
tinctly traceable to the labors ol our missionaries 
there. The Method lit, however, had obtained 
no denominational advantage therefrom, for 
there were no Methodist, at hand when the 
recent revival, took place. There were, how­
ever, some Baptist brethren on tbe spot, and the 
converts longing for Christian communion bad 
identified themselves with tbe Baptist churches, 
snd now there "were Baptists in every parish. 
But because there were no accessions to 
Melhoiism what mattered it, since God was glo­
rified and truth triumphed ?”

Recollections of the Late Dr. 
Banting.

From the Australian Wesleyan Chronicle

For some 
years we seemed to labour almost in vain, 
and often has it appeared as if the gracious 
dew were witbfeolden from thelaqd. When 
my heart has well nigh fainted, the good 
spirit has brought to my remembrance the 
words of him now with God. • It must 
come, it mn.-t come.’ It came at length, 
and thank God we no longer 1 labour in
vain nor spend our strength tor nought.”__

THE SOUTH AUSTRALIAN DISTRICT.

A correspondent informs us that the An­
nual Meeting of the South Australian Dis­
trict concluded its sittings in great peace 
and love, on Thursday, tbe 25th November, 
in Pine street Chapel. South Adelaide. All 
tbe ministers of the District were present ; 
and during the management of financial 
matters, an equal number of Circuit Stew­
ards trom the various Circuits in the colony. 
Three candidates lor the ministry, duly re­
commended by their respective Quarterly 
Meetings, were examined and approved, 
and are recommended to Conference. The 
present number ot chapels in the Diatrlct 
are seventy, being an increase during the 
year of fourteen. Public worship is con­
ducted in about fifty other places, such as 
private houses, school-rooms, or other public 
buildings. There are 15 Minister* in tbe 
District, being an increase ol one ; 139 Lo­
cal Preachers, increase 16 ; 178 Clast Lea­
ders, increase 25 ; 798 Sunday-school Tea­
chers, increase 85 ; 74 Sunday-schools, in­
crease 13 ; 5,169 Sunday-school Scbo ars, in­
crease 563 ; 2,477 full and accredited Church 
Members, increase 274 ; 259 on trial for 
Membership, increase 96. The total amount 
received during the year for chapel build­
ing purposes has been £7,478 2s. 9J. The 
cost ol the Sabbath-schools has been £791 
7s. 4.1. Three new stations are recom­
mended to Conference for the immediate 
appointment ol Ministers. A deep interest 
has been raised on behalf of tbe Mission by 
the temporary visit of tbe Rev. Joseph 
Waterhouse, from Fiji, which we hope will 
result in augmented contribution to tbe 
Mission Fund.

Methodism as a Civilizer.
The following testimony ia borne by the 

New York paper, Like Illustrated :
Whatever may he tbe distinctive merits 

of Methodism, aa compared with the other 
sects of evangelical Christians, so tar as our 
“ articles of faith ’’ are concerned, it is quite 
apparent that in the work of civilization, a« 
preparatory to the lull Christianization of 
the human being, it takes the lead of them 
all. As a religious denomination, the Meih- 
dists arc comparatively young. Yet already 
they have become the moat numerous sect 
in the United States. They can enumerate 
more than twelve thousand churches, with 
congregations embracing in the oggiegate 
more than four milliona ol persons.

There must he a cause lor this wonderful 
progress and influence ; and from that cause 
may he deduced » practical lesson for reli­
gious teachers of all denominations.

it is this : Methodism addresses the beat!.
It addresses tbe affections rather than the 
faculties of tbe human mind and thus it 
troubles the water at the very lountain if 
life. It calls out the emotions, the senti­
ments, the very springs of humanity, the 
“ inmost ” of our being. It teao»> man to 
feel religiously first, and to think and reason 
religiously afterward. And herein it con­
trasts singularly with (he more ratiociualive 
Congregationalism or Preshy teriaoi-m.

Tbe majority of the orthodox religious 
sects address primarily the intellect. They 
seek to inculcate true doctrine as the foun­
dation for proper feeling and correct con- 
duct. .

Methodism, on the contrary, endeMek 
first of ell, to awaken the dormant religuXB 
element of humanity ; lo touch the affec­
tions with celestial fire, and thus interest 
tbe interior man in the great theme of 
mortality. The education of the mere e: 
ternal nature, the intellect, is made secon­
dary in importance and subsequent in th# 
order of time.

This, we think, is the rationale of the un­
paralleled success of Methodism. It is ob­
vious that tbe human mind, in its undevel­
oped state, in its conditions ol ignAnnce, 
sin, depravity, and misery, is tar more ac­
cessible in its heart than in its head- Its 
passional or emotional elements are the 
strongest ; and these are the chords by 
which tbe preacher can most readily leel hie 
way to the deep recesses of the soul.

Religion itself implies the active exer­
cise of tbe highest powers of the aflectuous 
mind—love, hope, veneration, faith and con­
scientiousness—powers which in the aggre­
gate constitute the religious quality ol hu­
manity, and raise man, by a special endow­
ment, above the mere animal creation.

And these are not thinking but feeling 
powers. He who feels right means right 
and before God is justified, however much 
he may err in knowledge or in action. The 
best mao who lives, the most devoted aad 
conscientious Christian on earth, the ■■ 
whose faith, and hope, and charily ate* 
limitless as the universe, and who prays W 
lievingly without ceating, may err in matt*# 
of opinion. God demands only the heart f 
If this is right, tbe sins ot intellect may I» 
winked at. If the man’s motives are squared 
by the rule of conscientiousness, he is a 
Christian, whether in the distinctions of so-* 
ciety or of races he is classed with the 
savage, the barbarian, the civilized or the 
enlightened.

Opinions are neither meritorious nor 
criminal in themselves ; and it is time the 
religious wotld understood this principle 
that persecution (for opinion’s take) may nd 
longer alienate men from each other, and 
that man may no more imbrue his band il 
bis brother’s blood.

Methodism practically recognizes thia..' 
great truth, and thus becomes tl e pioneer,# ' 
aa it were, of civilization And this re­
cognition enables ids ministers to adapt their 
teachings to the existing conditions of men.
It causes its clergy to become pre-eminently 
itinerant.

Late from England.
From the London Watchman.

It is cause for thankfulness that advices from 
the Continent strengthen those hopes ot peace 
which were so laint a month ago The Emperor 
of the French has confirmed the pacific assur­
ances contained in his Speech at tbe opening of 
tbe Chambers by repeated contradictions in the 
official organ ol bis Government to tbe state­
ments of alarmists. It is true that the series ol 
articles .which have appeared in tbe Moniteur 
will not endure a microscopic examination in 
those sections which refer to the past, and which 
try to make oat that neither the French Govern 
ment nor Prince Napoleon has given any reason 
lor Ihe anxiety and almost despair ot peace 
which had possessed Europe. But it less con­
cerns us to know how the Imperial mind has 
wavered, than to learn its present direction. 
The last and most satisfactory indication of tbe 
Emperor’s pacific intentions is bis consent lo Ibe 
resignation by bis Hotspur Cousin, Prince Na­
poleon, Ihe Son in law of tbe King ol Sardinia, 
ot the Ministry ol Algeria and tbe French Colo 
nies. The Moniteur declares that Napoleon III. 
is no further engaged to tbe King of Sardinia 
than by a promise to [defend him against any 
aggressive act on the part of Austria, a con­
tingency not likely to be made actual without 
such provocation from Piedmont as would cancel 
tbe obligation. Not only in Ibe Cabinet are 
several of tbe Emperor’s Ministers opposed to 
hostilities, but, in tbe Legislative Body, the 
Finance Committee bis perseveringly refused to 
go on with the examination of Ibe Budget until 
assured that tbe peace Estimates presented were 
genuine, and not intended to be followed by sup­
plementary votes for war. There is reason to 
believe that tbe conduct of tbe Emperor has 
been in harmony with his language, and that last 
week he sent a positive order to Rome, recalling 
his garrison from that city, but was afterwards 
informed by tbe War Minister, whom he had 
not paid the courtesy of consulting, that tbe 
troops could not move on so abort a notice. 
Thus is explained tbe announcement in tbe 
Constitutionnel that Ihe retirement of tbe French 
corps |rfarmee upon Civile Vecchia bad com­
menced, and the correction supplied next day 
by the Moniteur, stating that these tidings were 
premature. ""

Meanwhile Lord Cowley his been mediating 
at Vienna, and Mr. Gladstone, on his way back 
to London, where he reappeared yesterday in 
the House ol Commons, has been in earnest 
consultation with Count Cavour at Turin, with 
what effect we shall presently learn. The 
popular interest in Italy generally cannot but be 
increased by tbe unexpected landing of Poerio, 
and tbe banished men who were tbe companions 
of bis imprisonment and exile, upon tbe hos­
pitable shores of Ireland, whence some of them 
will immediately arrive in London. While their 
persecutor is perishing by a dismal malady, they 
will be tbe guests of England, and tbe propa­
gandists ol doctrines which tbe Courts cl Vien­
na and Naples account tbe blackest political be 
resies. It must be kept io mind that Ibe with­
drawal ol tbe forces of France and Austria from 
the States of the Church would not, without other 
measures, secure tranquility, but would rather 
leave an empty theatre lor revolution, which 
would be followed by foreign armed interfer­
ence, In such a case, by tbe treaties which ajie 
has contracted with the Italian States, Austria is 
committed beforehand lo an intervention of that 
kind ; whence it follows that tbe pacification of 
Central Italy requires the renuncia'ion of such 
treaties- and likewise an agreement between 
the Cstholic powers either to leave Italy entire­
ly to its own tendencies or to regulate these by 
preconcerted arrangements- 

There are yet too many uncertainties, and 
contingencies too serious within our horizon, to 
think tbe present season a safe one for political 
convulsions at home. A change of Ministry, or 
what is rather to be expected in the first place, a 
dissolution of Parliament, followed by a transfer­
ence of the Government, and a rivalry between 
those who are now tbe leaders ol the Opposition, 
if Lord Palmerston and Lord John Kossell do 
not coalesce, stirring debates in tbe Commons, 

robably a weak Cabinet, certainly a reluctant 
loue of Lords, are tbe prospects for a second 

Reform Bill, supposing tbe first not to be allow­
ed a second reading. Mr. Bright has been chal­
lenged to lay hie own Bill on the table of the 
House, but cautiously replies that it is better to 
attend to one thing at once, and permit the Gov­
ernment measure lor tbe present lo be consider­
ed on ite own merits, without comparing it with 
another. Mr Berkaley, of course has a motion 
for patting Ihe Ballot into the Bill Supposing 
il to be read a second time, Mr. Duncombe will, 
in Committee, move that a deposit of £40 instead 
of £60 in tbe Savings-bank, and lodgings at £10 
instead of £20 a year, shall entitle In a vote, and 
that no elector shall be deprived of his privileges 
because be has not paid up his rates and taxes. 
On these notices it is unnecessary to dwell.

It is understood that the Liberals, who appear 
to be divided on several points, are agreed upon 
one,—that the 40s freeholders whose property 
lies in towns, ought neither to be enfranchised 
for the boroughs, if non-residents therein, nor to 
be disfranchised for the counties ; and it ha# been 
stated, denied and re affirmed that a resolution 
containing these propositions, will be moved as 
an amendment to the motion for the second read­
ing of Ibe Reform Bdl on Monday week. Before 
that times comes, different tactics may be deem 
ed preferable. Every effort will be made to dis­
gust the people wilh the Bill, and so to prepare 
for the General Election which is the conse­
quence apprehended from its repudiation. De­
mocratic meetings in Hyde Park have already 
desecrated the Sabbath and disgraced the name 
of Relorm. But whatever reaction these de 
monstrations may cause, the Government will 
remain in the dilemma of having produced a mea­
sure which, whatever its merits may be, is not 
ductile enough to be moulded into an inviting 
fashion, nor popular enough to be accepted by 

majority oi the House of Commons.
Expectations of the near event which is to de­

cide Ihe fate of the Cabinet abates from the in­
terest of other Parliamentary business. We 
therefore notice briefly that tbe bill for permit­
ting a gentleman to espouse two sisters, (one alter 
the other,) has passed by a majority of 48 votes 
to tbe House of Lords, where it is, or is not to 
be read a second time on Tuesday next ; and 
hat Mr. Locke King’s bill to divide the estate 

of every man who dies inlestate among bis or­
phans and widow, instead of giving all hie real 
properly to the eldest eon, has been thrown out 
by an overpowering majority—for occult reasons 
ol state, as it appears. Mr. Buxton's motion on 
the immigration of Coolies into the West Indies 

been complimented out of the way for the 
present ; we expect from his father's son that it 
will be revived, or something more decided sub 
stituted for it, if any considerable part of that 
moral degradation snd physical misery which 
have been expected from the bill of the Jamaica 
Legislature shall be proved against it.

General Peel has moved tbe Army Estimates, 
which provides for a total of rather less than 
230,000 men, more than a hundred thousand of 
whom are still required for India. He gave, in­
cidentally, a description, which is satisfactory, 
though not new, ol tbe effects ol Sir W. Arm­
strong’s gun, and said something about its con­
struction, but of course in tbe most unintelligible 
words possible, this being supposed to be a pro­
found secret. Gen Peel also took occasion to re­
mark that in his department “ the spiritual in 
struction of tbe soldiers has been provided for.” 
There is a meeting to day on behalf of the Me­
thodist Chaplaincy at Aldershot, which may cast 
some light on this point. Whether by increasing 
the number ol Roman Catholic agents, and sup 
plying those soldiers who will have it wilh “ The 
Garden of the Soul,” Gen Peel is really promo­
ting their “spiritual instruction" and the moral 
ity of tbe camp, we shall just now content our­
selves with only taking leave of tbe question 
We must not omit to slate, (how little soever 
may come ol if,) that Mr. Spooner has renewed 
his motion on Maynooih College. The India 
Loan Bill has been read a second time, produc­
ing a long speech without novelty from Sir C. 
Wood, and another from Mr Bright, who re­
pealed wilh less effect bis oration of last session. 
Last evening Ibe conduct ol Lord Malmesbury 
in the quarrel which arose between France and 
Portugal reapectmg tbe seizure by the author­
ities at Mozambique of tbe French slave-ship 
Charles Georges, was tbe subject ol a long dis­
cussion in bald Houses, that in the Commons be 
ing adjourned at a late hour. It is contended 
that tbe Earl ct Malmeabury, by a more prompt 
intervention, might have had all parts of the con­
troversy referred to arbitration, by which pro­
ceeding Portugal would have been protected, and 
the principle of such mediation, so important to 
Europe, end already recognised by treaty, would 
have been reduced to practice. The Church-rate 

by the Ex-Secretary ot tbe Home 
brought

still accepting tbe responsibility of it, but leaving 
Mr. Walpole to condoct the measure, an ar 
rangement which will make its defeat or with­
drawal less embarrassing to tbe Cabinet.

The Latest.
The Government party sustained a discourag­

ing defeat on tbe 9ih instant An article in the 
European Times says that there is evident symp­
toms abroad that Lord Derby's tenure ot office is 
drawing to a close, and that Lord John Russell's 
star is evidently in tbe ascendant.

In tbe Commons sundry notices of amend­
ments to tbe Government Reform bill were an­
nounced, including one by Lord John Russell to 
the following effect :—“ That it is neither just 
nor politic to interfere, in Ihe manner proposed 
by this bill, with tbe freehold franchise in Eng­
land and Wales, and that no re-adjust ment of 
tbe franchise will satisfy this bouse, or the coun­
try, which does not provide for a greater exten­
sion of tbe suffrage in cities or boroughs than is 
provided in this bill”

Mr. Wbyld said he should move ar addition 
to this amendment to tbe effect that voles be 
taken by ballot. Mr. Disraeli said the Govern 
ment was preparing certain modifications to its

Relorm meetings, mostly in opposition to the 
ministerial measure, were being held daily in all 
parts of England. The success or defeat ot the 
Government was expected to turnon Lord John 
Russell’s amendment In tbe event ol a defeat 
a dissolution of parliament was talked of.

The War Movement.—The Paris corres 
pondent of tbe Herald says that the hopes of 
peace, to which tbe resignation of the head ol 
the war party gave rise, are daily oeliing away 
under the influence of the war articles which 
the same official journals are instructed to pub­
lish. They steadily repeat that no change has 
taken place in the Emperor’s policy, that grave 
difficulties still exist between France and Aus­
tria, that a settlement of the Italian question is 
necessary for the peace of Europe, and thaï, il 
it cannot be obtained by diplomacy, other means 
will be resorted to. The military preparations 
in France continue with unabated activily.

The Paris correspondent of Ihe Times says 
that the statements in the Constitutionnel on tbe 
armaments of Austria in Italy came directly 
from the Sardinian Government to tbe Tuilleries, 
and from the Tuilleries they were forwarded to 
the Constitutionnel. It is asserted that the fol 
lowing additional not* was added at the Tui­
leries :—“ This concentration of artillery causes 
it to be supposed that a veritable seige train was 
getting together at Pavia, and which can have 
no other object than the aeig-3 ol Ibe fortified 
places in Piedmont.”

Austria knows the plane concocted between 
Paris and Turin to wrest Lombardy from her. 
Armaments on one side produce armaments on 
ibe other, and irritation begets irritation until a 
collision becomes inevitable. The French go­
vernment gave assurance to Loid Malmesbury 
that they could give no assistance to Piedmont, 
except in caw of aggresaien by Austria. Ol 
course Piedmont is doing bar beat io provoke 
aggression. Tbe Ministers are haunted by the 
tear that, in spi'e of appearances, tbe Emperor 
and his consin are on the best understanding, 
and that, so (ar as Italy is concerned, they will 
act without anymore reference to Ministers than 
if they were not in existence.

All the correspondence from Piedmont con­
curs in stating that neither tbe articles in the 
Moniteur nor the resignation of Prince Napo­
leon have destroyed the hopes or altered the ex- 
pcctatione of the necessary aggressive acl they 
say may be found at hand whenever wanted.

Lord Cowley’s Mission—A telegraphic 
despatch from Vienna, ol tbe 10 b, say»:—
“ Lord Cowley left this morning at 7.80 lor Lon 
don via Prague. Tbe succem of hie mission is 
doubtful.” Tbe Times says:—“ According to a 
telegraphic despatch Irons Vienna, Lord Cowley 
is tbe bearer ot counter propositions, which it is 
Loped will prove acceptable."

This 
vo'ume is just out and is a most valoab'e contri­
bua len to science,—well written, presenting en­
tirely novel scenes, rendered still more attrac­
tive by about thirty wood engravings in the 
highest style of art from photographs taken on 
tbe spot ; it cannot fail to Lave a very large sale

Reciprocity In Trade.
A correspondent of the London “ Shipping 

xnd Mercantile Gazette” says :
Noticing a few days ago in yoor invaluable 

Piper that an American ship had laden coals at 
1 Sunderland, to be carried to London, thus enter­
ing into the very pith of our coasting trade, il 
occurred to me that I could relate an incident 
which came rather annoyingly under my own 
observation, and which would present a striking 
contrast to the above, and show how our friends, 
the Americans, reciprocate with os in Marine 
Commerce. In 1855 I went into Charleston 
(U S) Master of a British barque, seeking 
freight. I was also largely interested in Ihe 
ship ; she was light in ballast 18 tons ol which 
consisted of coals I could not obtain a charier, 
and after lying eight days was obliged to proceed 
io Mooile. Oo going to clear at the Custom­
house, to my surprise and vexation, I was told 
tha'I must discharge the coals, because taking 
them, even as ballast, to another Port would be 
inlringing upon their coasting trade. Re­
monstrance was useless—out they must come— 
and in consequence I was detained three days. 
Among my Crew were four negroes, who, being 
in a slave State, were taken oui of the ship and 
marched away under an escort of police to 
prison. The bill rendered for three days’ board 
and lodigng, turning of keys, escorts, Sec., &, 
was only $25. 1 leave the reader to make his 
own comments. I cannot help saying, however, 
that it tbe “ sea-girt isle " does not open her 
eyes, and also lend a listening ear to tbe remon­
strances being made as to Ihe depressed state of 
her Shipping, I fear that ere long she may fiod 
herself denuded of the “ wooden walla ’’ that 
have so long been her boast, and done so much 
towards constituting her greatness.

JHisttllanoras.

Letter from Italy,
Genoa.

“ Ah, Genoese ! of every grace devoid,
S i full of all malevolence and guile,

Why are ye not at one fell swoop destroyed ?" ]
Dante has followed in the wake of nil 

who preceded him in describing the charac­
ter of tho Genoese. No person will spend 
twenty-four hours in the ciiy withoui being 
able to verify it from his own experience. 
From the market woman who sells apples 
to the banker sod jeweler, there is through 
out the most entire disregard for liuih with 
which I have ever met. It is some excuse 
for the trait, perhaps rather the reason for 
it, that they here been a nation of traders 
from generation to generation. For many 
years they stood alone, and were obliged to 
win by commerce every necessiiy or luxury. 
A more favorable view of their characier 
will regard them as a brave and liUerty- 
loving people, noble patrons of the ans at 
home end bold explorers of the world 
abroad Her reputation on the sea does 
not rest upon ihe fortunate adventures ol a 
single citizen, nor upon the brilliant 
achievements of a golden age. In her 
whole history and from her whole people 
has emanated that skill and boldness which 
the world has acknowledged m her Chris­
topher Columbus. The city itself is a 
rude amphitheater, and the extreme points 
are more nearly connected by two moles 
which shut in a small and lolerebly-sccure 
harbor. T he ridge.of high Lilia which form 
ttys are broken by deep ravines, connected 
by s high and strong wall, and surmounted 
by fortresses which command every ponton 
of ihe land wiihin- Some of the streets 
along ihe.e hid sides ate ao steep that car­
riage» cannot ba used. All aorta ot loads 
are carried upon donkeys. I saw one Irani 
bearing planks E«ch piece was about 
twenty-feet long and two inches thick, and 
each amunal bore three. One o these lay 
upon his back and extended far over his 
head; the others were fastened on either 
aide. Ha could only aee by ihe spice be­
tween them It was curious to watch iheir 
ingenuity in turning cornera; 1 never saw 
them miscalculate.

A few of the Bireels are of reasonable 
widih, but none of them have side pave' 
ments. A large majority are ao narrow 
that, standing, in the ceuier, by one step 1 
Could reach die houses on either side. Yet 
on these narrow ways stand some of ihe 
palatial residences of Genoa. The peviug 
is almost polished by continual sweeping 
and the stones in these narrow passages are 
much cleaner than ihe floors of many 
houses which border upon them. It is un 
comfortsbJe walking about in Genoa, not 
only from ihe hardness end insecurity of 
of ihe fooling, but from the mixture of all 
aorta of animaia which compose the crowd 
passing by. One can hear the rattle of 
wheels and gel out of the way; but 1 have 
been many limea brought to a sudden bait 
by the apparition of a tram of donkeys 
whole light tread* bad not been heard. 
They are irue republicans in priaciple, and 
would not be readily disposed to yield 
their privileges; so if you do not wish to 
dispute the tight of way you must step 
aside and lei them have it.

The people hive irregular features, and 
I could noj see m them that beauiy which 
•ome hive professed to sdmire. More in­
tellect w«s expressed, and evidence of the 
hardy nature of their lives. The females 
have a masculine appearance, even among 
those who were evidently above the neces­
sity of laboring. The men are email, and 
not heavy, built like ihe Germans; but 
there ia a sprightly ease in their motions 
that betokens atrengtb and the power of 
•■durance.

Thai much for the general character and 
present appearance of this city and its in­
habitants. I will not enier into a detailed 
eccount of its museums, as they hive h»d 
frehn those who bsve dwelt here longer 
much itteotioo, and Ihe American public 
are well informed with respect to them. 
They are simply a numerous sssemblsge of 
the best productions of srt sod vertu which 
the whealth of i proud aristocracy cottld 
command And they are yet more dts- 
tingutshed by the fine edtficea in which 
they are preserved. As these palaces are 
the characteristic feature of Genoa, I will 
give them more mention. One is struck 
the moment he enters Italy with the pro­
fusion of msible which with us is so costly. 
Thit fine Italian gram which makes the 
rock worth a transport ol five thcuasud 
miles, is here seen nearly as common ae the 
limestone of our country. The effect of a 
long succession of marble house» upon so 
American is atriking ; not so upon those 
more accustomed to it; and some of the 
finest baildtngs of Genoa are either built of 
s darker and coarser rock, or, when built 
of marble, covered with fresco to hide the 
uniformity. I had always s poor opinion 
of the habit, not common in America, of 
making large pictures of landscapes, statues, 
or groups upon the outside of a house 
Some of these in Genoa were so well 
executed, so life-like, that my prejudice was 
much weakened. In others, where a uni 
form color was employed, there was often 
such an evidence of taste in the selection 
that one was scarcely desirous of seeing it 
otherwise. Yet the plain white marble was 
to me the richest perspective, apd 1 always 
preferred this nature to the highest art even 
m Genoa. I therefore pissed by tbe re­
nowned frescoed palaces, and the boasted 
red, blue, or gray, to look upon Ihe pore 
white. They generally stand with a large 
open entrance, in which you ascend marble 
steps to an elevated platform of the square 
court within Above this court are Iters of 
porches faced by marble columns, and often 
high over the last range waves the beautiful 
dark olive, forming the best contrast with 
the marble as well as ihe best relief to the 
dazzled sight. One can pass along the 
street and look up tuto these court! of 
columns and statues, with fountains and 
herbage, till to bewilderment he might well 
think he was in a city ol kings and not 
looking upon the private residences of a re­
publican aristocracy.

Genoa is no longer a separate state, but 
forms part of the kingdom of Sardinia. It 
has a duke, who lives in one of the finest 
palaces, and administers tbe government— 
As it /s the chief port in the kingdom, many 
foreign relations sre connected with Ihe 
authority here not found in Turin. We 
have an Embasiador at Turin ; but Ins 
dunes are, perhaps, less important than 
those of the Consul at Genoa. A railroad 
will soon be completed tcross the Alps, by 
Geneva, and then this will be tbe nearest 
and most interesting route to Italy. Genoa 
will gain by it, and Marseilles will lose.— 
Tb.se iwo rival cities now occupy the fore­
most rank oo this commercial sea. It is 
not improbable that the railroad will give 
ihe pa m io Genoa which now manifestly 
lies in the band of Marseilles.

Turin lies to ihe i-oriii-west about one 
hundred miles The high ridge which con­
nects the Alps with the Appentnee must be 
crossed. This ridge is reinirkabie for its 
narrowness. It is almost like a wall built 
by human hands running from the south 
points of tbe Alps to the north of the Appe- 
nioes. I believe li geoerally bears the mine 
of ihe laner even up to the point where its 
peculiar form commences. Tbe railroad, 
after a gradual ascent for some distance, 
passes the highest point by a funnel of two 
miles, in length, and brings us at once iolo 

j the valley of the Po The land is not si 
j hilly as one would suppose from tbe rooun-

Ilsiuoua neighbourhood. The cities bear 
more appearance of business life thsn in 
other parts of Italy, One of these is par­
ticularly interesting, both in its origin and 
the later evems which have transpired in ns 
neighbourhood. Alexandria was built by 
the contributions of the neighbouring cities, 
and lose at once into importance as s place 
of trade and a fortress- Tbe latter it still

Even under the disadvantage of 
the mist which cloiked e geeet part of the 
Alps, there are few landscspes on which 
there are more impressive stamps of the 
msjeety which shuts out from the heart the 
liitleoees of man and enlarges it for the lof­
ty cooiemplstion of the Almighty.

in respect to ihe former. These who are 
familiar with Napoleon’s history will not 
forget the field of Marengo- As I looked 
over this undulating surface 1 thought how 
important a change in the world’s history 
hung upon Ihe loriunate approach of Gen­
eral Dessaix to relieve tiie retreating French 
on ihat occasion.

This was one of the few occasions on 
which Napoleon risked a battle when bis 
army was greatly inferior to that of his id- 
versary. Forty thousand against twenty is, 
indeed, a fearful odds Even the hardy 
troops who had scaled the Alps could not 
withstand that day’s *’ iron hail.’’ At tbe 
moment of Dessaix's arrival every battalion 
hr.d been brought into action, and severally 
broken. But this brave General led hie 
reinforcement against the front ol a superi­
or and vicionous enemy. His own life was 
losi ; but it bought for his country victory, 
and fur Napoleon immortal renown. As I 
entered Tumi at night I was obliged to 

! select a hotel “ sight unseen”—a dangerous 
expentui-ut in Italy. From a long catalogue 

f names 1 chose the most excellent—•’ la 
bouffae femme"—and in this caee was noi 
disappointed. It is tine tbe ‘ good lady" 
w.ia rather an expensive luxury; yet no one 
could complain of her disposition to enter­
tain her guests.

Turin is almost the only city in Europe 
which approaches io ihe regularity of our 
American cities l believe in Irving's il­
lustrious history of New Yotk he accounts 
for its irregularity by ihe fact thaï Ihe 
streeis were originally laid out by sheep and 
cows B iston is much worse; yet any of 
ihein, compared with European cities, may 
be considered as quite perfect. Another 
feature of Turin is its good side pavements. 
You have alleys in Cincinnati with no side­
walks. Consider the city composed of just 
such streeis, and you may have a tolerable 
idea of this feature in Europe. But the 
Sardinian capital has not only wide pave­
ments, hut the second story of the house ex­
tends over them, and rests upon heavy stone 
arches. You may walk lor miles under 
this cool and dry arcade, only exposed st 
the street crossings, and even ibere many 
are continued and apan the street io two or 
three elegant bows. No city needs this 
more. Situated between ihe two ranges of 
mountains slmost any wind may bring them 
rain, and for a great part of tbe year it ia 
said there is fog and dew sufficient to obvi­
ate the nece-aiiy of watering tbe streets.

A wall from the huge castle, which stands 
in the center of a naked squire, to the river 
Pa, which runs along ihe east side of the 
city, will exhibit to the traveler almost all 
the productions of Piedmont, either of the 
vegetable, mineral, or animsl kingdom.— 
The people are handsome. They have ihe 

,lull features of the younger Swiss and the 
more sprightly manner» of the Italian.— 
They almost equal tbe Jews in their eager­
ness to sell. They bad their goods strewn 
along ihe streete on both aides of the pave­
ment, arid one must run a mercantile geunt- 
let if he ventures into iheir midst. Three 
or four boot-blacks essore you tbit tbe mud 
•t tba last iireet-croaving bas rendered tbeir 
eerriee necessary. Tbe irinket-eeller would

Echoes,
A good ear cannot distinguish one 

sound from another, unless there is an in 
larval of one-ninth of a second between the 
arrival of the two Bounds Sounds rausi 
therefore, succeed each other at an interval 
of one-ninth of a second, in ordei to be 
heard distinctly. Now, tbe velocity of 
sound being eleven hundred and iweoly-feet 
a second, in one-ninth of a second Ihe sound 
would travel one hundred and twenty-four 
feet.

Repeated echoes happen when two 
obaiaciea are placed opposite one another 
as parallel walls, for example, which reflect 
the sound eucceeeively.

At Ademaeh, in Bohemia, there is an 
echo which repeats seven syallablea three 
times ; at Woodstock, in England, there is 
one which repeats a sound seventeen tiroes 
during the day, and twenty times during tbe 
night. An echo in tbe villi Smiooella 
near Milan, ia said to repeal a sharp sound 
thirty times audibly. Tbe moat celebrated 
echo amoug the ancients was that ol the 
Metellt, at Rome, which, according to 
trsdition, was capable of repelling tbe first 
line of the Æoeid, containing fifteen ulla- 
bles, eight limes distinctly.

Dr. Birch describes an echo at Rose- 
Death, Argyleehtre, which, it ia said, does 
not now exist. When eight or ten Does 
were pWyed upon a trumpet, they were 
returned by this echo upon s key a third 
lower then the original noies, and ahortly 
after upon a key still lower. Dr. Page 
describee an echo in Fairfax county, Vit 
ginia, which possesses a similar curious 
properly. This echo give» three distinct 
reflections, ihe second echo much ihe most 
distinct. Twenty notes played upon a 
flute are returned with perfect clearness 
Bui the most singular property of this echo 
is, tbal some notes in tbe scale are not 
returned io their place», but ere supplied 
with no ea which are either thirds, fifths, or 
octaves.

There ia a surprising echo between two 
berne, at Beividere, Alleghany county, 
New York. The echo repeat! eleven limes 

word of one, two, or three syllables; il 
has been heard to repeat thirteen limea. 
By placing one’s aelf io the center, between 
tbe two barn», Ibere will be a doable echo, 
one in ihe direction of each barn, and a 
monosyllable will be repeeiid twenty-two 
tiroes.

A striking and beautiful effect of echo is 
produced io certain localities by the Swiss 
mountaineers, who contrive lo sing tbeir 
Raua des Vaches in snob lime ibst ihe 
reflected notes form ao agreeable aceompa 
nimenl to ibe air itself —Prof. SiUiman.
