LETTER FROM THE U. STATES.

Perbaps not since the death of Dr. Mc-
Clintock in 1870, has American Metho-
dism met with s loas she bas felt more
deeply tban in the demise of Bishop Hav-
en, the news of which fell so deeply on
many hearts on the first Sunday morning
of this year. The unexpected death of
Bishop Kingsley at Beirat, Syria, April
6, 1870, the more recent of the saintly
Janes (at N. Y., Sept. 18, 1876,) and of the
statesman-like Anies (at Baltimore April
25, 1879), made a deep impression, but
t were all except Kingsley over sixty-
eight, and their departure therefore did
not seem to be as premature. and none of
them exerted such a prominent—although
not less real influence upon the Church
and nation ; and although tl:'e[ were all
able and learned men, none them re-
presented the extensive and brilliant
scholarship of the cemtury as did tbat
wonderful man, who lately died at his
boyhood home at Malden, Mase.

Bishop Haven was a remarkable man—
a generation does not pruduce many such.
His anti-slavery convictions were intense,
and his influence in keeplng the New
England abolition movement on the side
of Christianity when it was in danger of
an opposite tendency. and in preparing
the nation to rid itself of the scarlet
stain on its history, was great. His be-
lief in the intellectual and moral capabili-
ties of the negro race wasa stronyg, and was
never swerved from in the least, but was
substantiated by what he often witnesass-
ed in his loved freedmen’s schools in the
South. Although be went beyond many
o? bis brethren in advocating miscegena-
tion, it is interesting to note that this
view has bad recent distinguished sup-
port from a significant and unlooked for
source, from a man of anotber nation, of
anotber cast of mind and of other pur-
suits. The part Gilbert Haven played in
the stirring events of a decade or more

, will not, we believe, be overlooked by
the futare bistorisns of freedom. His
name is embalmed in the bearts of the
New England people, as well as in the af-
fections of the megro race.

Bishop Haven loved Methodism with
all his beart and worked for ber with all
bis might. He took an active part in the
controversies that preceeded the introduc-
tion of Lay Representation into the Me-
thodist Epircopal Chareh, (this principal
