Adolphe Caron, ex-posnmaster-general
of Canada, have organized the Interna-
tional Mining & Investment company
with Ge.rge Gould, David Seligman, Dr.
Seward Webb, Louis V. Bell and Rich-
ard Lownsberry of New York in the di-
rectory. The company is to operate in

British Columbia.

It was officially announced this even-
ing that the Reco company had declared
a dividend of $100,000. This action was
taken at a meeting of the board of trus-
tees recently beld at Sandon. ;

This is the first dividend the Reco has
declared since it was incorporated a few
months ago. Prior to that time it had
paid its owners profits of $50.000 to $60,-
0000. The sole owners of the claim are
the Wharton brothers of the Cliff mine,
J. M. Harris and F.T. Kelley of Sandon.

The folldwing description of the Reco
is from Professor Carlyle’s report which
has just been issued :

Traiu, Feb. 8 —[Special ,]—Business
men and the public generally were sur-
prised but pleased this morning when it
became known that the Bank of British
North America proposed to establish a
branch here. W.T. Oliver, manager of
the Rossland bank, came down on this”
morning’s train, and by noon he had
rented a building and was receiving de-
posits. Not a man in Trail knew of the

intention of the bank to come here until
Mr. Oliver’s’arrival.

The institution will be located on the
bridge, commonly called the bowery,
just back of the Crown Point hotel.
Carpenters are now at work constructing
necessary counters and desks, Mr.
Oliver will be the temporary manager,
and will be assisted by E. W.Ward, also
of Rossland. :

There is little doubt that the new
field will prove a Yroﬁtable one, as the
smelter pay roll alone covers $15,000. per
month, to say nothing of the Columbia
& Western. The custom house collec-
tions amount to nearly $10,000 per
month, and the various other channels
of trade will be glad enough to take ad-
vantage of the bank’s presence.

This is the fourth branch opened by
the Bank of British North America in
Kootenay in the past year. The first
was at land on the first of April
last. The second was in Sandon in
December followed a few days later by a
branch in Kaslo. With four branches
in Kootenay the Bank of British North
America takes the lead in this part of
the province, though it was the last in
the field.

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LATE KASLO GOSSIP

Aftermath of the Meeting of the
Mine Owners Association.

AN AMPLE WATER SUPPLY

City Streets Torn Up to Make Connec-
tions With New Mains—Rambler-
Cariboo Company to Meet in Spokane
—Northern Belle Incorporated.

K asro, Feb. 8.—[Special.]—Not much
remains to be added to the repqrt of the
meeting of mine owners and managers
held on Friday evening last beyond
what Rae already been published in THE
MiNner. The Nelson delegates arrived

by steamer and proceeded at once to the
office of Mr. George Alexander. From
some cause or another the Kaslo dele-
gates did not assemble very promptly.
There was mismanagement somewhere.
Either the active promoters failed to
give out sufficient notice, or that sent
miscarried. One prominent mine owner
and manager, at least, had not heard of
the meeting at an _hour when many ol
the delegates had already assemblel.
Yet he was amongst the signers of the
preliminary organization. He was
looked up later and taken to the meet-
ing.
%‘he deliberations were private and
behind closed dours, as none but mine
owners and the representatives of min-
ing companies were allowed to be pres-
ent. our correspondent sat in an
outer room awaiting an answer to his
application, when it was politely inti-
mated to him that it was not deemed
judicious that the preliminary discus-
sions should be made public.

Fire Department and Waterworks.

At a meeting of the newly-organized
fire department on Saturday evening the
following officers were chosen: Hugh
Fletcher, chief ; Arch. Reid, first de&}xt{ -
John D. Keenan, second deputy; W. F.
Fisk, third deputy; A. F. Adams, treas-
urer; Arch. Morris, secretary. These
are active young men and will give a
good account of themselves when danger
threatens. Several new members joined
the organization. The boys will im-
mediately begin practice with the new
apparatus.

A careful test was made on Saturday
last of the capacity of the conduit, or de-
livery pipe, of the new waterwarks
The observation was continued for two
hours, and during that time the delivery
into the reservoir was at the rate of 558
gallons per minute,or very nearly 895,
000 gallons per day of 24 hours. This
is 180,000 gallons more than the esti-
mated daily requirement for 500 people.

House connections with the water
mains are being made in many different
directions, so that the streets are in a
somewhat chaotic condition. The in-
convenience will be patiently endured
for the sake of the permanent good.
Not many will feel much regret in say-
ing farewell to the usefal,-but not very
ornamental, peripatetic water tank,

Two local sports, of somewhat callow
appearance, gave an exhibition of the
fistic art at the Theatre Comique on Sat-
urday evening. Stripped in the pugilis-
tic manner, they pounded away at each
other to the delight of a motley crowd,
Not much harm was done, and only a
few drops of ‘‘the claret’’ spilled. 1t was
a “boxing contest,’”’ so called, and the
police did not interfere.

Rambler Cariboo Company.

The directors of the Ramblerand Cari-
boo mining company are to meet in Spo-
kane during the present week. The out-
look of this company is not surpassed in
the Slocan. The work of development
is being actively prosecuted with the
most gratifying results. It-is expected
that in the immediate future at least a
carload of ore will be shipped. Past
shipments have returned large net pro-
fits, and the new workingsare said te be
equally promising.

J. W. Gilson Found Lots of Work Going

On—-Guod Surface Assays.

J. W. Gilson returned Saturday from
a trip to Porcupine creek, a tributary of
Salmon river, about four miles above
Salmo, where he put a force of men to

work on the Rio Grande company’s
properties. He found the snow about
tour and a half feet deep, but easily
located the point at which they desired
to begin work. When left he the ledge
had just been stripped and a shot or two
put in.

They Talked Politics Informally—Mr.
Bostock Was Present.

At the regular monthly meeting
of the Liberal association of Rossland
at ,the office of Paterson & Johnson
last night Mr. Bostock was present
and, after a general discussion - of

measures to promote the interests of
the province and Ressland, Mr. Bostock
made a brief address in reply to the sug-
gestions offered by members of the asso-
ciation. J. M. Martin presided and A.
N Paterson was secretary.

Dr. St. Clair urged the importance of
the government taking charge of the
Orow’s Nest Pass railway. e

Joseph Powell brought up the subject
of retaliatory measures on the part of
the Canadiau government in opposition
to the Corliss amendment to the immi-
gration bill now before the United States
CONgress.

C. 0. Lalonde was in favor of a reduc-
tion in the duty on certain classes of
goods coming from the other side of the
line.

Smith Curtis spoke atlength upon the
loose way in which the government had
dispensed land grants to railroad com-
panies and urged government iuvestiga-
tion, and, further, that the railroad
freight and passenger rates should be
moderated. ;

P. McL. Forin proposed a novel
scheme for the consiseration of Mr. Bos-
tock along the same line as the experi-
ment farms now existing and self-sup-
porting ‘in eastern Qanada, with refer-
ence 10 the government establishment
of mining experiment stations in British
Columbia for the purpose of educating
young Oanadians on a practical basis so
that the question of employing alien
tabor would be solved to a great extent.

James Wilks, of the Centre Star mine,
though that the per capita tax of $60 a
head on Chinese should be raised to $500
and made a strong argufient infavor of
his views. Some discussion resulted.
over these remarks.

Mr. Bostock was requested to address
the meeting.

He thanked the association for the
courtesy extended him, and in substance
replied as follows: He expressed him-
gelf as in favor of a reduction in the
tariff on bread stuffs, but called atten-
tion to the difficulties in the way of
radical measures, which would affect the
revenues of ‘the country. He said it
would be a difficult matter to settle the
tariff question until the people decided
whether they would raise a revenue by
direct taxation, as the only way to raise
the enormous revenue now necessary is
by the indirect taxation referred to.

Concerning the Chinese question he
expressed his convictions that it would
be only a question of time when the ex-
clusion of Chinese would become neces-
sary, and that he saw nothing to prevent
the Dominion government from raising
the per capita tax to $500. :

Dominion politics entered largely into
the deliberations of the meeting, and
numerous questions were referred to
and talked over. The affair wasin a
measure informal, and a more explicit
expression of opinions will probably be
had at the meeting tonight.

Many of these mines are located near
the summits of the high, precipitous
mountains, at an elevation of 5,500 to
6,600 feet above sea level, where erosion
has cleared away nearly all debris from
the veins, but lower down also on the
mountain sides and in the valleys, are
being found other veins or those discov-
ered first much higher up, to the high-
est of which run good trails or wagon
roads or else wire rope tramways. The
enow that lies deep on these summits
during the winter is 1n nowise detrimen-
tal to mining operations, as most work is
done after its fall, when the ore ¢an be
dragged down the smocth snow trails in
rawhides in larger loads and at lower
prices than are possible in the summer
time, but the-tracks of snowslides must
be carefully avoided.

During 1896, 18,215 tons of ore yielded
2,141,088 ounces of silver and 19,210,666
pounds of lead, or an average of 117.4
ounces of silver per ton and 52.7 percent
lead which would have a net profit of
about $75 per ton, while many earloads
were shipped that yielded from 300 to
400 ounees of silver per.ton.

The Slocan Star has of course the
largest shute of high grade ore yet found
in this district, and we are kindly per-
mitted to state that from 11,529 tone of
ore and concentrates sold during the last
three years, 912,600 ounces of silver and
13,482,000 pounds of lead have been paid
for by the emelters, and of tﬁese
amounts 7,000 tons yielded 600,000
ounces of gilver and 9,000,000 pounds of
lead during the past season of 1896.

Many of the veins are small, varying
from 2'to 3 inches in width to 20 to 30
inches of solid ore, but the high value of
gilver at present makes this ore very
profitable together with the low cost of
breaking ground. The smull Reco Good-
enough vein, the width of which is
measured in inches, is probably the rich-
est vein yet mined, as from the smelt>r
returns of about 600 tons the average
was 407 ounces of silver per ton and 42
per cent lead. The high percentage of
lead makes this ore a very desirable one
for the smelters and the lead contents
are usually sufficient to pay the freight
and treatment charges and the duty
charged on the lead.

Much important legislation affecting
the Kootenay country may reasonably
be anticipated during the approaching
gession at Victoria, and not least in im-
portance is the bill to incorporate the
city of Rossland. This measure has
perhaps been rather cavalierly consid-
ered by the future tax-payers. We can
only express an opinion that those en-
trusted with its passage through the
provincial legislature will be wanting in
fealty to the community interested if
errors are allowed to creep in. In the
first place, we are free to say that hur-
ried action may prove disastrous in the
end and defeat the very object which
the citizens have in view—the good of
Rossland. N .

The people have it in’ their power to
create a model municipality; but to ac-
complish this, log-rolling, personal inter-
ests, personal ambitions  and selfish as-
pirations must be suppressed. The
powers given in the- bil} of ‘incorpora=-
tion, restricted or’ otherwise, are those
under which the by-laws, regulations of
the council, in fact, the whole civic sys-
tem, ' must_ be ‘arranged; hence . the
measure should ' rasti
abreast of the times. Wha
found detrimental in other cities should
be carefully eschewed, and many pro-
visions of recent date should be adopted.

We hold that provision. gshould be
made to prevent aldermen gitting at the
council board from accepting offices in
the gift of the council; that~ there
should be a board of financial supervis-
ors instead of the old style finance ‘com-
mittee; that strict laws should be made
against members of the .council having
any interest in municipal contracts.

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IMMENSE ORE BODY

prift From the White Bear Shaft
Shows 10 Feet of Ore.

TAPPED 100 FEET DOWN

1t Is a Clean, Fine Grained Pyrrhotite
and Looks Rich—The Claim is the
Second West Extension of the
Le Roi.

The feature of the Trail Creek camp
which most astonishes every obzervant
man who comes here is8 the immense
showing of mineral. Another notable
discovery in the way of an enormous ore
body is to be added to the already long
list credited to the camp. This time the
honor falls to the White Bear. THE
MixEr has from time to time had notice
of the favorable showing in the shaft
being put down on the properiy and now
at the depth of 100 feet we have to an-

nounce that there is one of the finest;
bodies of ore exposed ever seen in this
or any other camp.

Several days ago the ore began to ap-
pear in pretty solid mass on the north
and west of the shait. The shaft was
put down to the 110-foot level and then
the drill was brought back to the 100-
foot level and started to tke north. The
first holes were put ‘into solid ore,
though
will probably run low in gold. A beauti-
ful fine-grained pyrrhotite, however, be-
gan to appear in the drift after the first
shots were fired and the second round of
holes was in this quality of ore.

No hanging wall has yet been reached.
The drift now being run is robably cut-
ting the ore chute diagonally and it may
be some time before the true extent of
the chute is discovered. Enough is now
known to demonstrate the fact that a
great ore body has been opened. A rep-
resentative of THE MINER was in the
shaft and took careful observation of the
actual situation. The ore body bas al-
ready been penetrated at least ten feet.
Indeed there seems to be nothing but
ore on the entire north and west side of
the big shaft, which is of double com-
partment size, and in the drift just
started. It is certaiuly a magnificent
showing and leaves no reasonable
doubt as to the value of the White Bear
property.

Drar Siz: I desire to call your atten-
tion to the great necessity that exists for
some association or organization to watch
over and protect the rights of miners in
this province. If those who are now in-
‘terested . in working and developing
mines will not combine together and
take all legitimate means to prevent in-
jurious and encourage favorable legisla-
tion towards their qwn industry, they

will find that industry more and more
hampered and interfered with, and more
and more heavily taxed. ?

It will be worth your while to consider
the legislation affecting mining interests
that was passed in Victoria ]ast session.
(1) The right of free miners to cut tim-
ber for mining purposes on Crown lands,
and lands leased for timberccutting pur-
poses was taken away. 1 enclose ex-
tract from the legal opinion of Mr. E. P.
Davis on this point. ;
For many years the miners of this
province have had the above important
right, the cancelling of which will
greatly interfere with the working of
mines hereafter. Timber leases have
hitherto been granted subject to the
miner’s rights and the lessees took them
with the knowledge that these rights
existed. Now thatthe rights. are can-
celled the lessee of the timber lands gets
more at the expense of the miner than
he is entitled to under the lease.

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TWO DANDY MINES

Payne and Whitewater Both Prom-
ise to Be Record Breakers.

HOW THEY ARE OPENED UP

Payne Has Seven Hundred Feet of
funnels With An Average of 80
Inches of Ore—Whitewater Has 1,-
700 Feet, Averaging Three Feet.

——————————

SaNpoN, Feb., 3.— [Special.] — The
Payne upper tunnel is in 500 feet with
two and a half feet of ore the full dis-
tance. The lower tunnel is in 200 feet
with ore from one and one-half to four
feet wide all the way. The distance be-
tween the tunnels is 140 feet, and from
the upper tunnel to the crest of the hill
is about 300 feet, which givesa great
amount of stoping ground.

At present 40 tons a day are being
shipped. A Blake rock crusher is to be

put in which will do the work of a dozen
men now engaged in breaking ore. The
ore will net $100 a ton.

Yesterday the Animon, No. 3, N Ps,

and Alma, four claims on the North
Fork of Carpenter creek, adjoining the
Dolly Varden, were bonded to L. H.
Bowman, who will form a company in
Montreal to work the group. The
claims are in the dry ore belt, about
eight miles from Three Forks. There is
a 90-foot tunnel on one of the claims,
the ore irom which assayed $332 per
ton in gold.
