McColl,
were all present and voted against the
amendment.

Powerful Tugs Pull
Big Liner Into Port

QUEENSTOWN, May 30.—Sev-
eral powerful tugs towed the Ameri-
can Line Steamship Haverford into
hatbor this morning after they ha:l
released- her from the position in
Rocky Bay, immediately to the west
of Cork Head at high tide at one
o'clock. She had been lying on the
rocks since early yesterday after-
noon, when with 134 cabin and 83
steerage passengers on board, she
went ashore in a dense. fog.

When she was brought into port
to-day she was down by the bows
with 21 foot of water in her fore-
hold and a considerable quantity in
No- 2 hold. She is to be patched up
as soon as workmen and material
can reach here, and will then be tak-
en to Liverpool for thorough repair.

The efforts to float the Haverford
began some time before high water.
Three tugs were placed astern = to
tow her into deep water and another
one at the bow to keep her steady.
As the tide reached its highest point,
the liner was gradually released and
towed away.

As the weather was foggy it was
decided to anchor off Cork Head
until daylight. Then the vessel was
slowly towed into the harbor here.
Rocky Bay where the Haverforl
struck is in a very exposed position,
and _had the weather been at all
rough, the steamer must have be-
come a total wipck.

The rescued passengers. nearly 2
thousand in mumber, gathered to-day
at various points of vantage along
the shore in order to get a close view
of the damaged steamer, from which
they had been saved. Among them
there was much fervently expressed
appreciation of .the value of wireless
telegraph _whiclly had. so  quickly]
‘brought assistapce to them in their,
distress. ‘All the baggage belonging
to the cabin passengers of the Hav-
erford has been landed and they are
to proceed” to New York on boa:d
the Baltic.

It is not yet known to what extent
the freight and heavy baggage of the
other passengers have been damaz-
ed by the water in the holds.

The Expositor says that the in-
ference that City Engineer Jones’
report on boundary extension was
unfavorable is not justified by the
facts related in the report.

[t requires but less than aver-
age intelligence to note that for
an additional population of 4150
this city cannot afford to increase
its acreage by 50 per cent. These
figures are gathered from the re-
port.

Ratepayers of Brantford know
right well that this city is facing
the financial burden of many
greatly-needed  public  works,
which are needed not without but
within the present boundaries. If
50 per cent. acreage is to be added,
what then?

The City Engineer proposes to
deal with the financial aspect of
the boundary extension problem
in a later report. \Vith the fig-
ures he has already adduced it is
hardly nécessary. If the Exposi-
tor, in its own inflation, desires to
put this city on the road to finan-
cial ruin, and destroy a civic cred-
it said to be the best in the Do-
minion, all well and good, but the
“cupola corner” sheet will find
that there are a sufficient number
of serious-minded ratepayers who
regard civic credit as their own,
and who will stop any such pro-
cedure. The present liabilities of
Brantford, along with essential
needs of the city, make the pro-
posal to extend boundaries look
worse than a gamble.

It will be interesting to hear
what City Engineer Jones says it
will cost to' extend waterworks,
sewers, sidewalks, Hydro-Elec-
tric, flood prevention, . police,
schools, fire protection, etc., to
these remote portions of the sub-
wrbs, which The Expositor desires
to load upon the city at this inop-
portune period.

Canada is a glorious
country, but I don’t know that to-day
1 could say semi-Christianized, es-
pecially along the lines the brothér
Has been speaking of, As I listened
to the address my soul was lifted up
with hope, Great economic problems
must come within the scope and pow-
er of the Gospel ministry somehow
or other. It will bring you and me
into trouble, but we cannot preach
Jesus unless we preach his whole
Gospel.” ;
Dr. Moore in Favor -
Rev. Dr. T. Albert Moore, of the
department of moral and social = re-
form, also took part in the discus-
sion.
Rev. Dr. Ross, in his address on
“The Pastor as Leader in Evangelism’
said he believed there were ~many
cases where it is an advantage for a
church to employ an evangelist, but
pointed ont that evangelists are prone
to dwell on numbers, and sometimes
special services leave a pastor in a
sort -of inferior pelation to the out-
sider’s converts.

What' thé Famous Admiral Wrdte ‘te
Counfess Spencer In 1797 :
¥ and 1798
The London Times publishea
through the ourtesy of Lord Spencer.
four hitherto unprinted letters that

Lord Nelson wrote in 1797 and 1798
to Countess Spencer, wite of the
second Earl, who' whs then First Lord
of the Admiialty. ~7The'letters were
lately discovered'at Althorp, and ap-
pear to be the soie extent of the rem- |
nant of voiuminous correspondence,
which the second HKarl destroyed
shortly before his death, to bear wit-
ness to the friendly relations between
Nelson and lLady Spencer.

Nelson’s first Jetter, dated Septem-
Yer 23, 1797,  which pays a graceful
compliment and offers a present of &
vanquished Spanish captain's sword,
shows Nelson' had already won a high
place in the lady’s esteem. The second
and third lecters, “togéther with one
of Lord St. Vincent’'s, which follows
and elucidates them further, show the
esteem soon to bear. fruit. It . is a
family traditfon that it was Lady
Spencer who prevailed on her husband
to recommend Nelson, at this period
for a high independent command in
the Mediterranean. The letter of Lord
St. Vineent seems to leave no doubt
she applied the same sort of per-
suasion to Nelson's immediate Com-
mander-in-Chief.

22, 1799, bélongs to the ‘period of Nel-
son’s moral eciipse, when he. made
