with this burdensome taxation came a system
of imposts and restrictions upon the various
industries and commerce of this territory that
greatly added to the burdens of the citizens
and retarded the development of the terri’ ory,
and the mining regulations sdopted in the
years 1897 and 1888 were evidently made with-
o\nf r knowledge of the conditions exist-
ing in the Yukon Territory,

6. A fée of $10 perannum was imposed apon
every individual who attempted Lo explore,
prospect or work for the hidden riches of this
territory, and if suceessful in the search there-
for a further fee of $15 was charged for record-
h;g or renewing each claim in the Yukon Ter-
ritory.

7. Under the guise of prohibition regula-
tions, there was instituted a system of liquor

“dreds of thousands of dollars worth of Ameri-
can beer is for sale all aver the Yukon Terri-
tory. Thus making this country, as far asthe
manufacture of beew.is concern lololy under
ne control and monopoiy of the beer manu-
facturers of the United States of America,while
liquor permits were not-at any time and are
not at this date issued to the parties who pay
licens¢ s to sell liquor, but to speculators who
seem to have the power of obtaining permits,
which are denied timateé dealers of the ter-

ritory. These speculators sell their permits
granted b vernmen lHl iy ine
rates, an lupp ¥ the terri with liquorsat

an enormous profit to thomn vesand ata great
cost to the people of the territory.
8. The-burdensome i of the mlnin{
regulations alone would have seriously reta:
ed the development of that industry and the

What a wonderful-old fellow Li Hung
Chang really is! It was nearly a quar-
ter of a century ago, and. during Gen.-

world, that Li Hung Chang, foremost
statesman of China, was brought &6n-
 spicuously before the English-speaking
people. From time to time, Li Hung
has been cashiered and dismissed “ by
his emperor—stripped of &Il his royal
emblems, sent into disgrace and humil-
jated as no other Chinaman ever was
before—only to be recalled the mement
that the Pekin government gets into
serious difficulty, either at home  or
abroad, and only'to be dismissed and
disgraced again as soon as he has saved
his country from impending dangers.

0’Brien in- Court—Improvements
in Evidence.

The most important matter 1 police
court today was the rendering of judg-
ment by Magistrate Scarth™ in the Cle-
ment case. i
‘At 12:30, Magistrate Scarth in the
chair, the case against Public Admin-
istrator W. H. P. Clement, charged by
Jas. A. Magill with having made false
returns in the matter of the estate of
James F. Dennis, deceased, was called,
the evidence having been all previously
‘heard and taken under advisement by
the magistrate. Ia effect the court said
that while there were evidences of gross
carelessness ou the part of the public
administrator, there. was not, in the
court’s judgment; sufficient evidence

In the third place, the secretary ad-
vocates a process of selection, according
to merit and effectiveness, among the
officers of the army, so that the men of
superior ability and power may as rap-
idly as possible be put imthe important
positions - of responsibility*¥hd trust.
This 1s, of courss, a dangerous step
tf -politieal -considerations—er-any con-
sideratons save these 6f mliitary merit,
are to be taken into account: but it isa
necessary step if the army is to be
hrought to a high pitch ot efficiency.
The secretary outlines a method which
would, so far as possible, secure for
each officer the consideration- -of his
ability, faithful performance of duty,

and gallant conduct, and the exclusion

of all social and political influence.

Again, the secretary recommends that
all staff appointments  should hereafter
be made from the line of the army for
a fixed period of four or five years, the
holder to return fo the line at the end
of the period. This is one of the most
important' recommendations that he
makes, One great cause of the trouble
with our army at the outbreak of- the
war with Spain was the fact that the so-
called staft positions were held by
elderly men who were completely out
of touch with the line. Every first-
class fighting army in the world is
modeled on the system suggested by
Secretary Root.

Finally, the secretary recommends
the continued exercise and training of
the army in large bodies of troops, un-
der conditions as nearly as possible ap-
proaching those of actnal war. This
means expense, bnt it is the - indispens-
able prerequisite to efficiency. It is
criminal folly for the nation to keep
the army so split up during long years
of peace that no officer ever has com-
mand of so much as an entire regiment,
and that none but the juniors see any-
thing approaching to active service, and
then to expect that, in the event of war,
the aggregate ot all these isolated units
can act harmoniously together or can
be efficiently commanded by a man
who, howeyer good, has rusted for long
years without even performing the work
he did in his days as a junior.

Not mereiy inerita, but the malign

influence of officers who have procured
soft places at Washington through so-
cial or political influence, will be against
Secretary Root 1n his efforts to secure
this reorganization. It is proper that
every patriotic American should, accord-
ingly, give him the support to which
he is entitled, and that our repiesenta-
ives in congress should realize that
the adoption ot his plan for the better-
ment of our military conditons is of
grave moment to the honor and interest
of the nation.—Theodore Roosevelt 1n
Outlook.

The Future Possibilities.

With reasonable development of the
natural agricultoral resources of this
section of the country the general cost
of living would be very materially re-
duced. Sufficient experimental work
has been done this season o prove be-
youd all doubt that the soil of this
section of the Yukon walley is of the
quality that produces very rapidly, and
that there are four months’ of growing
weather after the ground becomes suffic
ciently warm (o sprout germs in the
spring, With scarcely any attention
and encouraged only by the heat of the
sun and natural fertility of the soil
truck such as radishes, lettuce, onions
beéans, etc.. grow to maturity in from
four to six weeks, while with artificial
means the growth and maturity can be
much accelerated,

Three miles back from West Dawson
were to be found a few days ago as fine
a quality of ripe red raspberries as
were ever grown in the most carefylly
tended garden, and if vines will thus
grow and praduce in soil that has

clude that, with ordinary care and cul
tivation, this same variety of berry
could be made to yield luxuriantly and
to financial wadvantage. It 1s well
known that in all b rry producing cli-
mates strawbergies ripen from four to
gix weeks in advance of raspberries,
and when the latter, without care or
cultivation, ripen to perfection by the
first of August, there is no apparent
re¢ason why - Dawsonites should not
revel 1n the delights incident to home
grown strawberries early in the month
of July.

Board of Trade Address.
In behalf of the Dawson Board of
Trade at 3:45 yesterday 4fternoon Hon.
PF. C. Wade, chairmau of the board’s
committee - on entertainment, delivered

to your excellency a hearty welcome to
the Yukon, the most remote trontier of
the Dominion of Canada.

in staging that he had discovered a na-
tion equal to any that he had ever
known. The Yukon territory extends
for a distance of 650 miles along the
Yukon river from the coast range of
mountains, and in area is greater than
the senior provinces of Ontario or
Quebec.

The early history of this territory is
practically the history of the HudSon’s
Bay Company. Your excellency has
passed the confluence of the Pelly with
the Lewes river visited by Robert Camp-
bell in 1844,and where he founded Fort
Selkirk in 1847. Below Dawson nearly
400 miles Fort Yukon was established
at the mouth of the Porcupine river in
1848 by Mr. A. H. Murray, a factor ot
the same venerable ¢ompany.

Although nearly half a century has
elapsed since the opening up of the Yu-
kon country as a fur bearing district,
the development of the Klondike as a
great mining camp has taken place
within the last four years. We trust
that your excellency will be able to
visit the claim on Bonanza creek dis-
covered by George Carmack—_on August
14th, 1896, from the discovery of which
the entire progress of this mining camp
must be dated.

It was not until May 26th, 1894, that
it was decided to organize this territory
as a portion of the Dominion of Canada.
In the latter part of July, 1895, Fort
Constantine was established at Forty-
mile, and in the same year the North-
west mounted police force 1n the Yukon
was considerably increased and. placed
upon an effective basis.- In March,
1898, the superior court ot the terrifory
was tor the first tume established.

Since the establishmeént of the courts
the admiinisfration of justice has been
carried on’ in a manuer that is-)ittle
short of perfection. The rapid develop-
ment of trade and navigation has been
phenomenal The first steamer from
the upper ¥akon reached Dawson in
June, 1898. During the 1ast fiscal year
298 steamers have arrived and departed
from this port representing a gross ton-
nage ot 114,357 'tons; *During the same
period foreign importations amounnted
to $1,443,720, ou which -a duty of
$356,684 was collected. "It 1s estimated
