Wise men, led by a
star, come from the East to Jerusalem;

ship in good faith and for "the purpose
of trying to convince and persuade the
woman that it will be profitable for her
to marry him.

i Seetion 2-—That it shall be unlawful-
i for bald-headed widowers over the age
of forty years, or red-headed widowers
under that age. to attempt to court
any woman under the age of eighteen
years, beyond the eonfines of the coun-
ty of their residence, provided such
widowers who belong to the National
Guard or to the State Legislature shall
be pormitted to court. according to the
dictates of their own consciences when
in the active service of the State.

Section 3—That after the passage of
this Act it shall be unlawful for any
Young woman who wears speetacles be-
cause it is stylish to permit any
widower to court her until she shall
have made affidavit before a Justice
of the Peace that she finds more pleas-
ure in frying batter cakes and sewing
on buttons than she does in m:mini
pet cats and poodle dogs. g

Annual Statement Shows Company
to be Enjoying Prosperity.

The annual statement of the West-
ern Assurance Company will be found
in another part of to-day’s issue, and
will be seen to be one that *does much
crodit to  this progressive  company.

The Postmaster-General, replying to a
question in the House of Commons, said
that the Imperial commercial advantages
that would result from cheaper postage
rates on periodicals and magazines to
the British colonies is securing careful
attention, but he fears he cannot hold
out any hepe of a general reduction of
the rate of postage applicable to such
cases.

MURDER OF INDIAN.
SHOT IN COLD BLOOD BY WOOLLY
BEAR.

A Bad Indian With a Homicidal Mania
—Went to His Victim’s Place and
Shot the Defenceless Man on Sight
—Woolly Bear Shoots Himself,

Griswold, Man., Barch 5.—The mur-
derer of \\ambidiska has been caught at
his mother’s place near Pipestone. He
had shot himself, but it is not known
yet if the wound is fatal. The murder
of Wambidiska was a most cold-blooded
affair, Wooly Bear came up from
Pipestone with the nitention of shooting
an Indian agent named Yeomans, and
three Indians named Mazakaga, Mar-
piyaska and Wambidiska. He found on
arvival that Mr. Yeomans was in Bran-
don. He called at the house of Wam-
bidiska, who was also away. He then
left the house, saying he would return
in the morning. He came back in the
morning and met Wambidiska near the
stable.

Almost instantly he raised his rifle
and shot the unfortunate man in the
stomach. As Wambidiska turned to run
away he fell on his tace, when the mur-
derer fired three more shots into his
prostrate body, all of which took effect.
He then got into his cutter and drove
rapidly -away. Provincial Constabls
Brownlee started for Pipestone in pue-
suit of him, and late last night a mnes-
sage was received from him that he
had found Woolly Jear ai his mother’s
place, about three miles from Pipestone,
and that he had shot himself, but ecould
not then say if the would would prove
fatal.

Brandon, March 1.—Woolly Bear,
the Indian murderer wko attempted
suicide after perpeirating his desperate
érime, is now in the hospital here, and
will probably recover. The bullet went
clear through his body. Ife claims that
proir to shooling Wambidiska they had
fought with knives. and several gashes
on his body wounld appear to confirm
his story.

EXPERIMEN

The College''was established in 1874. Its
objects were twofold: 'First, to train
Yyoung men in the science and art of im-
proved husbandry; and second, to con-
duct experiments and publish the re-
sults. In 1875, the President eaid in his
first report: “It is evident to the most
cursory observer that Canada depends,
and will be obliged for many years to
depend, largely, if mot exclusively, on
ber raw produce for her national wealth.
And amongst the various forms of raw
material, none are so valuable as those
included under the head of Agricultural
Produce.

Farmers visit the college in Juhe and
December to the number of nearly 40,
000, and we had last year in attendance
at the various College classes 1,004 stud-
ents.

In the beginning students were paid
to attend the institution, and there was
practically no revenue from the Col-
dege or farm. In 1905, we turned into
the Provincial treasury as revenue from
the College and farm $61,568.20. The
work of the different departments is as
follows:

1. Field Agricuiture. Teaching of stu-
dents and experimenting with field
erops is the work of this department.
In Mr. Zavitz’ report of last year the
following paragraph appears under the
head of “Barley”: “lhe results show
that the Mandscheuri gave decidedly the
greatest yield per acre of the four vari-
€ties for the whole period of fifteen
?I’%nrs, and also for the last five years.

e Mandscheuri gave an average of 9.3
bushels per acre per annum over the
common six-rowed barley in the aver-
age results for fifteen years. The aver-
age area devoted to barley in Ontario
from 1882 to 1904 is given as 633,200
acres per annum. An increase of nine
bunshels of byrley per aere throughout
the Province would, therefore, amount to
an increase of over five million bushels
of ‘barley in Ontario annually. This in-
crease at fifty cents per bushel would

amount to about two and a half mil-
lion dollars. Two and a half million dol-
lars annually would pay the running
ex{;en.ses of about thirty Agricultural
Colleges like the one located at Guelph.
The Mandscheuri barley was imported
from Russia by the Ontario Agricultural
College in the spring of 1889. Not only
has it made a very excellent record at
the College, but it las given high re-
sults in the co-operative experiments
throughout Ontario, and has been grown
in general cultivation very usccessfully
during the past few years. In looking
up the records of the Bureau of Indus-
tries, we find that the average yield of
barley throughout the Province for the
period of ten years from 1895 to 1904, in-
clusive, is 20.3 bushels per acre; while
that for the period of ten years from
1885 to 1804, inclusive, was 21.85 bushels
per acre. This shows an annual aver-
age increase of about 41-2 bushels per
acre, for the latter, as compared with
the former period of tenm years.

analyzed flour made from four diffen-
+ent grades of wheat grown in the North-
west. There was a difference of many
cents per bushel in the market value of
these wheats, and yet, after analysing
the flour and having bread made from-*
each of the different lots, it was fopnd
that the fourth grade made bread just
as good, just as palatable, just as much
bread per bushel of flour, and just as
nutritious as the higher grade, but it was
not so bright in color. The result of this
analysis will enable poor people, or peo-
ple in moderate circumstances, to get
the best bread for their families at very
much less than they have been paying.

7. Physics. In this departmen are
taught the principles of soll cultivation
and soil drainage.

8. Botany. %n this department the
subject of weeds and how to destroy
them, the question of fungous growth,
and when and how to spray to extermin-
ate them, the importance of wing
grasses and clovers, and such things are
taken up and discussed.

9. Entomology. Again, millions of
dollars are lost every year by insect de-

redation. Only by studying the life

istory and babits of an insect can it
be properly combated.

10. %oultry. Chickens used to sel
anywhere on the market from 20 to 30
cents a piece. To-day they bring three
times that amount, where they have
been properly fed, killed and dressed. We
have no trouble in disposing of our poul-
try here at from 12 to 15 cents a pound
dressed, and our students are taught how
to breed and feed so as to obtaig these
results. We have four different styles
of poultry houses, to test the effects of
heat, and cold on the egg-laying pro-
clivities; hence we find that the cold-
est and therefore the cheapest house,
is the best, and that fresh air, not warm
air, is essential to good egg production.

11. Macdonald Institute, Three
things are taught: Domestic Science,
Manual Training, and Nature Study. In
Domestic Sciznce there were 360 girls
in attendance last year, each one being
obliged to learn cooking, sewing, and
aundry work. In a Province where
over 90 per cent. of the women do their
own housework, what a blessing it would
be if they were all properly trained for
their daily duties. ~Manual Training
makes boys and girls handy in the use
of simple tools, and Nature Study, which
is really elementary agriculture, helps
teachers io the extent that they may
return and give to their pupils an educa-
tion that will more nearly fit them for
the earning of their daily bread.

The college is then doing three things:
First, fitting boys and girls for their
life work on the farm; second, by expe-
rimenting along different lines it is sav-
ing the farmers millions of dollars each
year by securing for them exact data
in reference to the value of different
farm crops, farm animals, and so forth;
and Third, by, the writing and publica-
tion of bulletins and reports, the farm-
er is supplied in his own home with re-
liable information in reference to his
business.

5. Dacteriology. Nitrogen is one of
the principal needs of a plant. It is worth |
commercially, about 20 cents a pound.
The air is 80 per cent. nitrogen, and yet
plants cannot use it in the form in which
it appears in the atmosphere, Certain
bacteria, if introduced into the soil, will
work on the roots of clover and otier
leguminous plants, take the nitrogen
from the atmospher and convert it into
plant food. Our Bacteriologist propagates
in his laboratory and supplies in  small
bottles millions of these nitrogen formn-
ing bacteria, which may be spread upon
the seed Dbefore it is sown, and tuus
introduce into the soil these nitrate-
forming bacteria. A crop of clover will
leave in the soil in the roots alone ahout
fifty pounds of nitrogen per aere. Thus
the plant food supplied to the soil by a |
crop of clover is $10 per acre in one year, |
and the farmer has the clover crop, tops |
and leaves to the good. This, if practised
on every farm, would mean millions
each year to this Province.

6. Chemistry. It was said a few years
ago that sugar beets could not be grown
profitably in this Province. Our De-
partment of Chemistry conducted ex-
periments in the different parts of On-
tario and analyzed the beets at different
stages of growth. It is now known that
we can grow as good beets as in any
part of the world, and men are putting
their money into the building of sugar
beet factories. Over 22,000,000 1bs. of good
beet sugar were made in Western Ontario
last year. Chemistry did it.

ENGLISH CORRESPONDENT SAYS THE
CANADIAN 1S AN AMERICAN,

This Is Gall and Wermweed to Englishe
men Visiting Canada—Canadians, With
All Singerity, Deny the Seft Impench.
ment—Geed Enocugh te Say, Hewever,
That Bespite Yankeeisms the Canadian
Is & Goed Fellew.

The excellent series of Canadiam
articles lately completed in The Bire
mingham Post will have carried
your readers across the great Do-
minion—from the St. Lawrence to
the Pacific slope—as in a moving
panorama. We have had put before
us, in a succession of vivid pictures,
the strenuous life of the city aund of
the settlement. We have had a deft-
ly-drawn portrait of ‘‘Jake Canuck’t
of the plains, rough and ready, full
of pluck, energy, self-reliance, opti-
mism and grit, the finest colonist in
the world. But one feels that the
Canadian town dweller has been
somewhat crowded out of the can-
vas, says an occasional correspon-
dent of The Birmingham Post. His
brother of the prairie is a more pie~
turesque personality, and him your
able correspondent has delineated
with a full measure of appreciation.
Yet, the study of the Canadian'as a
citizen is at least of equal interest,
and for this one must go to the old-
er and larger cities of the eastern
provinces rather than to the terri-
tories of the great Northwest, where
the immigrant element so largely
leavens the population in the lump.
A sketch, therefore, of the older
colonist from the social side—by one
who knows him pretty well—may not
inappropriately be offered as a sup-
plement to those that have appeared
before.

In a former article of mine, de-
scriptive of the city of Toromnto, I
commented upon the American air
and aspect of the place. With the
exception of Quebec—which is French
—this applies to pretty well all the
cities of the Dominion. And as it is
with the city, so it is with the man.
The thing is scarcely to be wondered
at. The relation of the colony to
the mother country is very like unto
that of a man who, in his youth,
should have left the paternal roof to
seek his fortune over the sea. For
years nothing in particular has been
heard of him, nor has his fond par-
ent troubled much about him. But,
in the fullness of time, the news
reaches home that the young man
has prospered greatly. Hereupon
the old man begins to take a warm
interest in this son he had almost
forgotten, but who has done such
credit to the family, and becomes
filled with the desire to go and visit
him, and see the place he has made
for himself. But nearby where the
young man—whose Christian name
is ‘“Jake’’—had settled, there lived
a shrewd old uncle of his named
‘““Sam,’”” who has had his eye on
the lad all the time; he has helped
him a bit, bullied him a bit, patro-
nized him a bit, chaffed him a bit,
but carefully kept on good terms
with him throughout. And Uncle Sam
being a fine, big self-assertive fellow
and. a successful man of business
withal—Jake, who was young and
impressionable, has fallen very much
into his w#ys and manners; so that
when the father—whose name is
John Bull—comes over to sce him,
he scarcely recognizes his son for his
own.

To all outward seeming the Cana-
dian is an American. In his dress,
his manners—and in his ill-manners—
in his sports, his slang and his
twang, the Canuck affects the Yan-
kee, and in ¢verything, except his
political allegiance, inclines to the
States rather tham to Britain. All
this, of course, is gall and worm-
wood to the MPnglishman visiting
Canada. I am aware that the Cana-
dian himself would deny the impeach-
ment—and in all sincerity, too; the
fact being that he is not fully con-
scious of the extent of his own Amer-
icanization. In the matter of accent,
for example, he cannot understand
being mistaken for an American. Ca-
nadian ladies, in particular, wax
wroth at being asked their national-
ity; they ‘‘cannot imagine how there
can be any question about a thing so
obvious.”” And obvious it may be to
themselves. Americans and Canadi-
ans can doubtless tell’ each other
apart. But to the average Britisher
the accents of the two peoples are
as undistinguishable as the dialects

of Yorkshire and Lancashire are to |

the Londoner. Your special corre-
spondent, 'in one of his articles, said
that Americans and Canadians were
sufficiently near neighbors to have
learned to cordially dislike each oth-
er. That may be so. But constant
contact has had its inevitable eflect,
and the younger colonist is a copy
of his big cousin from over the bor-
der. That would not prevent his
fighting him, however, if the need
arose, for Canada is as loyal as the
sea is salt.

In spite of his Yankeeisms—because
of them, in some aspects—the Cana-
dian is a ‘‘good fellow.” He would
be a still better one did he expector-
ate less. DBeside the qualities of
sterling worth mentioned above, he
has very many likeable points: he is
genial, cheery, open-handed and un-
affected. He is almost invariably
cordial in his welcome of an
lishman—that is, if he is
from the right side. This-means that
the English visitor must take the
Canadian at his own valuation—
which is not a low one. He is cock-
sure that the Dominion is the key-

BADLY LAID OUT.

Ottawa Parliament Buildings Puts Every.
body Into Cramped Quarters.

Although very beautiful externally,
the Parliament buildings at Ottawa
are badly laid out inside. Most of
the inconveniences, including the an-
tiquated system of ventilation, the
voor acoustic of the Green Chamber,
the members could put up with if
they only had room to turn around.

Everybody = complains ©6f narrow
quarters, writes the special corre-
spondent of The Toronto Star. The
Commons, with two hundred and
fourtcen members, each of whom
would like to have a cosy corner to
think in and write letters in, has a
hundred rooms for the business and
recreation of the House. The Senate,
with cighty-four members, has the
same number of rooms, and the lack
of accommodation does mnot press
there so hard, Even with more than
its fair share of the Legislative
building the Senate finds reason,
however, to regret that it should be
cribbed, cabined, and confined, and
sometimes solves the difficulty by
turning an official out and taking his
room. For instance, Black Rod, who
used tto have apartments in the
building, has been evicted, and now
gets an allowance for light, heat, and
rent instead.

The Senate can do anything and no-
body is offended, or if they are, it
doesn’t do them any good, for the
Senate is high above the judgment
of ordinary persons. In the Com-
mons, however, they are more tend-
er of people’s feelings, and the hun-
dred rooms have to go a long way.
If the House could take the hundred
rooms and make a reasonable dis-
tribution of them much of the pre-
sent inconvenience could be avoided.
It would be possible for all the of-
ficials of the House to be properly
provided and to have a large numbér
of rooms left for the accommodation
of the members. But the chief thing
that is considered on the Commons
side is that nothing or mobody shall
be disturbed, that no vested right
shall be impugned, and no long-
standing privilege questioned.- No
one denies that the members of Par-
liament should get better treatment
than they do in the way of rooms.
No one but will admit that No. 16
and No. 8 are too noisy for a writ-
ing room, and that there should be
provision for members to do their
correspondence privately without have
ing to leave the building to do it.
But the fact of the matter is that
the members must remain crowded

many things unfamiliar to the American
evr =xd palate. There are boxes of
st pease dried, salted and roasted |
until crisp and delicions; preat stacks |
of grape vine leaves which the good wife
Dbuvs by the dozen and uses as dainty
dishes for salad and entrees (the dishes
to be eaten with whatever is served on |
them) ; Vpistachio nuts, baklawa, a sort
of pastry, and many sweetmeats to
tempt and interest the ecurious. The
dried pease are eaten by the Syrians,
and by Americans who know of them,
as peanuts are eaten, and are also used
in soups, stews and most of the meat
dishes. A dinner in this miniature
Syria is worth trying by one who likes
novelty in his cuisine and picturesque
surroundings. Seated at small tables,
with water-pipes and cigarettes at hand,
swarthy, black-eyed Syrians in groups
of from four to six play a game. similar
to backgammon. Some enjoy their after-
dinner smoke and all indulge in cc{fjon.
They are a sociable, happy, well-man-
nered people.  While they glance up
when a stranger enters, they do not
stare one ont of countenance, but pro-
ceed with their dinner or game.  There
are no Syrian theatres or distinetly
native amusement places of any kind
here. Saloons are few and far between,
for Syrians are not a drinking people;
so the only places of social gathering
for the men after the day’s work are
the numerous cafes, where they dine and
remain at the tables and chat for two
or three hours. The real news of the
quarter is to be found here—engage-
ments, marriaces and deaths, chanwes in
business, and new arrivals from the old
enonier o Tlarriet Quimby in Leslie's

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FIGHT TO THE DEATH
BY TWO MEN IN-MID AIR.

Quarrel and Fight for Half an Hour on 2 Narrow|

7 ¢

Trestle Fifty Feet Above Hu/dson' River. '

Hundreds of People\Watched the Battle From Be-
low, but None Dared to Interfere.

New York, March 5.—The World to-
day says: On a trestle, not more than
four feet wide, fifty feet above fhe level
of the river, at the foot of East Thirty-
first street, two men battled for half an
hour with their fists yesterday. A hun-
dred workmen, drillmen and laborers,
employed in the Pennsylvania tunnel,
watched the combatants from below, not
& man attempting to elamber up the lad-
der and interfere in the struggle, which,
it secmed, could not end but in the death
of one or both, unless it was stopped.

The two men drove each other back-
ward and forward along the tracks of
the trestle, fighting and wrestling on
the very brink of the height. A dozen
times it seemed to the watchers below
that the two were about to topple over
the edge of the timbers into the river
in each other’s embrace, but every time
each would fight to his feet again and
resume the battle in mad scorn of the
danger.

Several policemen joined in the crowd
below. and one of them started up the

slender ladder, crying to the men to cease
struggling.

Before the policeman reached onme of
the men fell from a blow on the point of
the jaw, and the other stood over him,
waiting for him to arise. The prostrate
man waved his hand feebly, as if for
quarter, and got to his feet. He stag-
gered a few steps along the structure and
fell in a heap. The other was at his side
in a moment, and signalled for help to
those below.

A dozen men scrambled up and found
the prostrate man dead. It was evi-
dent at a glance, and the verdict of Dr.
McCord, of the Emergency Hospital, was
unnecessary.

The mar who had met death was
Frederick Moon, a laborer. His op-
ponent was Patsy McAssey, an engineer
in charge of the dummy engine used on
the trestle to unioading coal from barges.
McAssey was arrested. He told the po-
lice that Moon had been annoying him in
his shanty, and when ordered out had
drawn a knife. That started the fight,
the police say. McAssey was charged
with manslaughter. It is believed that
Moon’s skull was fractured against an
iron rail as he fell.

Helsingfors, Fimland, March 5.— The
pursuit of the bandits who last Mon-
day night fired the Russian State Bank
here, killed the guardian, and secured
$37,500, showed to-day in another highly
dramatic incident, and cost four more
lives. At Tammerfors four of the fugi-
tives were cormered. One of the bandits
ﬁot possession of the Town Hall, and

eld it for hours, but finally was sub-
dued by a stream of water directed by
the firemen.

While Commissary of Police Balushin
was examining the two captives one
of them grabbed a revolver from the
belt of the chief of police and with it
killed Balushin. The bandit then dash-
ed upstairs, where he barricaded him-
self in a room commanding the stairs
and  lobby and the street outside.
There he defied the police for three
hours, meanwhile haranguing from the
window to a crowd of thousands of
persons, many of whom were. in sym-
pathy with his Socialistic speeches.

Two policemen who tried to pick off
the desperado from a house opposite
were killed by the bandit. who was an
excellent marksman. After all the
cther resources had been exhausted
the firemen were called out and pour-
ed a flood of water into the window,
Simultaneously a picked body of police
and firemen stormed the stairs. One
of the assailing party was killed and
nine were wounded before the bandit,
who fought desperately with a big
knife, could be overpowered.

STARTLING CONFESSION

PLOT TO ASSASSINATE MINE OWN-
ERS—A BOMB VICTIM.

San Francisco, March 5.—It developed
here last night that a San Francisco
mystery of two years ago has been
touched upon in the confession made by
at

Joise, Idaho, on the charge of having

Harry Orchard, now imprisoned

murdered former Governor Steuneberg.
According to Orchard’s confession, as
received here, the “Inner Circle” of the
Western Organization of Miners piot-
ted the asassination of every prominent
man connected with the employers’ side
of the famous Coeur d’Alene strike, and
one of the attempts to commit murder
took place in this city.

In 1904 Frederick \W. Bradley, super-
intendent of the Bunker Hill and Sulli-
van was living lére. On the
morning of Nov. 17, Bradley opened his
front door to step into the street. on
the way to his office. As he was open-
ing the door he lichted a match to light
a cigar. Instantly a terrific explosion
followed. Bradley was hurled into the
street, badly Dbruised and burned. e
was so severely hurt that for a time it
was feared he would die. A gas ‘grate
had been leaking in his flat, and the
only plausible theory advanced at the
time was that the explosion was due to
the acoumulation of gas; which became
ignited by the lighted match. Orchard,
however, in his ' confession says that
radley was tke victim of @ bomb dut-
rage.

FOUND HIS BODY IN A WELL .

New York, March 5.—JAfter mailing a
letter in this city to his father, giving
particulars as to his contemplated sui-
cide, Ralph C. Moore, a Columbia College
student, returned to his home in Chat-
ham, near Morristown, N. J., and drown-
ed himself in an unused well in the rear
of his father’s house early yesterday
morning.

His body was found just. after break-
fast, after his sister had delivered the
letter to her parent.

Young Moore had been suffering from
insomnia, due to over study, and it is
believed he killed himself because of this.

letter was mailed from an uptown sta-
tion in Manhattan, Returning homg early
in the afternon, he spent the evening
with his parents, and exhibited no um.
usual sign of melancholia, which had
marked his demeanor for some time. He
went to bed at 10 o’clock, but when the
breakfast bell was rung in the merning
he did not respond. This, however, did
not alarm his parents, because it had ce-
curred frequently.

Not until Miss Moore rushed into the
house with the letter, which she had
noticed was directed in her brothers
handwriting, did the family suspect any-
thing wrong. The contents of the note
were first considered as a joke by Mr.
Moore, but when the scn could not be
found anywhere about the house the well
was searched and the body was discov-
ered.
