Kfe\ﬂury urmngi, as shown in the
table for 123 railroads compiled by the
Commercial and Fivancial Chronicle,
followed the same course as Junuary
earnings..

There was an incresse of wilesge
ol 25 per eent., and the deerass in tafal
earnings was abiut 1235 per ¢ent. in both
months, The Canadisn and Mexican
railroads in the Ji-t have 13,192 miles of
road and the other 82,753 miles of road
is not quite balf the total in the opera.
