Your directors have to acknowledge that
without the aid soligited from the oity
and the Provincial Government, not-
withstanding the price of labour and ma-
terials, the works of the Company ean-
not be cartied on under any finaneia-
programme now conceivable to the Di-d
recters.  The importance of the sucoess
ful completion of the work to this oity
and the south-western portion of the
Province leads your Directors to believe
that, since several other propositions for
aid have heen negatived, that now
the Credit Valley Railway will receive
the favorable consideration of the Giov-
erment and City.” The Chief Engin-
geer's and the Auditor’s reporss are here-
to annexed.

CHIEF ENGINEER'S REPORT OF WORK
DONE UP TO OCTOBER 26TH, 1876.

‘“ Commencing at Queen-street, the
westerly limit of the city of Toronto, no
grading has been done to a peint near the
Carlton race-course, a distance of three
miles. From the said point near the
Carlton race-eourse thé grading is com-
pleted - oontinuously €0 the town of
Milton, on the main line, through Lamb-
ton, Cooksville, and Streetsville, a dis-
tance of 27 miles, and from Milton to
tL‘- k Road, & distance of 12} miles,
with the exception of 44 miles for which
the right of way has not been obtained,
and about a ‘mile and one-half near
Campbellsville. Nothing has been done
between the Brock Road and theeastern
hnnt_ of North Dumfries, a distance ol
93 miles, for which mo municipal aid haf
e From the east limit of
North jDumfries the grading has been
completed to Ingersoll, throwgh Galt,
Ayr, Innerhip, Woodstock, and Beach-
ville, a distanee of 43] miles, with the
exception of a portion of the cutting at
Galt, and about\5 miles east of Galt®
between the east limit of North Dum-
fries and Galt, and eight iiles between
Innerkip and Ingersoll, making in all a
total of 64 miles graded between Queen-
st. and Ingersoll, out of a distance of
954 miles. From Streetsville the grad-
ing is completed northwards continuous-
Iy via Méadnwvale, Churchville, Bramp-
ton, and Cheltenham to the Credit
I{»\'cr.. a distance of 18 miles, with the
exception of half a mile near Brampton ;
thence northwards to Orangeville, via
Cataract, Altom, and Melville, a distanee
of 174 miles, excepting four miles near
Cataraot and the forks of the River
Credit, making a total of 31 miles grad-
ed in a distance of 354 miles. From
Cataract to Klora, a divtance of 273
miles, the grading is completed with the
exception of 6§ miles near Cataract,
Douglas, Fergus, and Blora, making 21§
miles graded in a distance of 274 miles-

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Trip to the Centennial.

To the Editor of the Guelph Herald.
Dear Siz :—As it may be interesting
to some of the readersj of your widely
circulated paper to hear how the exhib-
itors of Live Stock came off at tho- Cen-
tennial, I will endeavor $0 give an ac-
count of our trip there and back. We
lefs Guelph on Sept. 15th by Great
Western Railway for Paris, where all
the cattle were to:meet, but why Paris
was selected I fail to see, unless it was
to carry all the cattle, with 'the excep-
tion'of three, many miles eut of their
way, some of them even hundreds of
miles to the injury of stock and cost to
the country. We left Paris on the 16th
by special train with 47 head of cattle,
arriving at Buffalo about dark, and so
bad were the arrangements between the
Commissioners, the United States Gov-
ernment and the Railroad Uompanies,
that we had to wait in Buffalo for over
20 hours, exbibitors and cattle all ia the
same cars. Leaving by the N. Y. Cen-
tral on Sunday afternoon we pissed
through a splendid counfry, the land
rolling very much like our ;part of On-
tario, with on every side vineyards and
orchards groaning beneath their heavy
loads of the most delicious fruit. Cross-
ing the val'ey of the Genesee, "through
the celebrated farm of the Baddlongs
where you could count hundseds f
fitecrs. feeding » onthe richest o
pastures, .drew forth the praises
of all the stock breeders on that
train. Leaving the Valley behind we
began to rise, reaching the watershed
near the dividing line of the States of
New York and Penusylvania, where the
waters on the one side soon reach onr
great lakes and rivers, while on the
other side the waters of the Cascades of
the most northern spur of the Alleghany
keep eathering in volumes until they
form such streame as the Lycoming and
Susqueahanna Rivers. Our train reached
Canandaiqua,the Junction of the North-
ern Central Railroad dbout seven o’elock
p.m., and we then began to find that we
were not running On express or any
other $ime, as we had to wait at some
stations from six to eight houra gn late
trains. Now aithough I would w%sny
reasonable time for everybody and his
wife to pass and repass, I decidedly ob-
jeot to dead freight trains taking 'prece-
deunce of live stock, as they did onthore
than one ocecasion. However we ran by
fits and starts aud Monday morning
found us at Ralston, or MeIntyre Mines,
and as there was a bridge partly washed
away on the Lycoming, about three
miles from there, and not being likely
to get away for some time we concluded
to do the Mclntyre coal ming,easier said
than done. The mine is on a spur of the
Alleghany, over one theusand feet high,
and nearly perpendicular and &% the
seam of coal is what is termed
a drift formation, a little over
two feet in thiekness and lying
elose under the orust of the earth,
near tho very tep of the mountain,
where, I was told, the coal in some
places-crops out on the surface. You
will ask how the coal is got down to the
valley belew. This is dene by two in-
elined planes with a double track and
two ears—one going Uprempty, the other
goming dqwn loaded—conneoted by a
vory strong wire cable and so evenly
balaneed that an engine worked with
less than forty pounds of steam regulates
the whole thing. Now fer the ascent;
and a8 it had been raining for twenty-
four hours and the workings so near the
suiface, & great many of the chambers
were flooded o that the miners could
not work, and no car being going up
when ready, we undertook to walk up
the big plane, a length cf over 2100 feet,
and a Jarge portion of it at an angle of
over 45 degrees. The elimbing made
 more than one head swim. On reaching
‘the top of the first plane we ocircled
around the mouutain some six hundred
yards, on a traek cut out of a granite
wall, nearly perpendicular. When we
eame to the receiving depot we found
another plane whieh seemed even more
steep than the other.

Theee things hed 'f
the residents of the loeali
I grant the facts in all the particulars
given in the extract above, and will now
give evidence thap the shooting was good
notwithstahding- the apparent discrep-
ancy with the bare facts. The hill is,
as stated, some two hundred feet Ligl,
and when the Reporter said that “anany
of the shells fired at the target went
clear over the hill,” it was in error. Tha
returns of the shooting show that cv
shot or shell fired struck the water
ioside the bannerols, with the ex«
ception of a few which struck the water
in front of the target, theso not having
sufficient elevation to oarry them over
it. It might be said ‘* No doubt you
and those interested will try to convey
to the publio that the shooting was good,
when your own men marked.” In this
case, however, I am glad to be able to
state that Lieut. Peters, a regular officer
of the Kingston Guomery School, and
from my experienee a good one, perforui-
ed that duty; and his report shows that
the line firing was especially good. So
much for that point, the ehot and shell
all struck the water at the front of the
hill; now how did they get over it, and
on to the farms mentioned? The puus,
with a service charge of powder, are cn-
pable of sending a shot in a direct line
between three or four miles ; as a e
quence the velooity of the shot must ho
very great. 'The hill is hard, and on a
shot or shell striking it on the rebound
fromthe water it would ricochet in the di-
rection of the weakest part of the eround.
A bill, of twice or more the height stat-
el,.if hard, would be ecsily climbed by
the conieal projectiles fired from the new
guns, so that it can easily Le ruen
that no difficulfy would be experienced
by them in getting over the
hill into the fiéld beyond. One shell is
reported to have landed in Mr, McKel-
lar’s field, but did not burst. Is “that
gentleman sure that it was a shell? But
to deal with the one that burst in the
potatoe ficld. It was reported on the
28th September, the date of the shoot-
ing, that the time fuzes were bored short
and it could not have been a percussion
fuze as the shell would have heen burst
on impact.

could account for the shell bursting =t
such a distance from the gun is that the
fuze had not been quite bored through
at the seven-tenths allowed, and there-
fore did not burst the projectilo un
it reached the escape hole at the bot
of the fuse.

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THE MASONIC BUILDING.

A meeting of Speed aud Guelph
Lodges, A, F. & A. M., held on April
14th, decided to erect a Masonic Hall on
Upper Wyndham street. Stoek to the
amount of $16,000 was required,snd half
of it was then subseribed. Oa Mondsy
evening April 26. it was anneunced ghat
a block of land 60 feet :quare had Bren
purchased from Mr, James Massie, and
a Buard of Directors as follows were
elected:--Messrs, A. B. Petrie, Presi-
dent; John Inglis, Thos. Y. Greet, David
Kennedy, Hugh Walker, S.muel R.
Moffat, and Cuoae. Pettiford.  Mr
Mimmack was appointed S:oretar,

Mr. W. H. Jacomb, Treasurer:
D. A. Mackintosh, of Monut Forest, was
awarded the contract for excavating the
cellar, and the 1100 yards of sarth were
removed by June lst. Application for
incorporation was made in the Ontario
Gazette of April 29th, by the gentlemen
who were chosen provisional directors,
nader the name of Guelph‘Masonie Hall
Company (limited), with a eapital «f
$16,000'divided into 800 shares oi $20
each. At a meeting of the Direc ors
held on Monday, May 16.h, the - con-
tracts were award-d a: fillows:—Masun-
ry, Taylor & Emslie, 84,6005 penter-
ing, Geo. Steveus & Son’s, $2,975; plas
tering, Wm. Day, $1,600; smith and
founders’ woik, Inglis & Huanter, $358;
paiuting and glazng, Jacomb & Tavlor,
$405; tinsmithing, Geo. Howard, $897.
The total cost of the bwlding to be
about $12,000, including plate glass and
other extras. 'The work was then
rapidly proceeded with, and on the lst
of July M. W. G. M. Bro. J. K. Kerr, of
the G. L. of A. F. & A. M., of Canada
laid the corner stone amidst great eclat.
The style of the building is Venetian,
three atoryes in height, with a Mansard
roof, the centre of which is surmounted
by a haudsome tower, encircled by an
elezant crested raling.  Appropriate
emblems of the Order are cut in the
centre at the top.of the third story, and
likew sonic year when the
building was erccted (5876). The ground
is divided into threo stores, one
ingle front, and the other two
At the south side is
the main entiance to the upper part of
tho building, ten feet in width with two
scts of double aoors, oneon the outside
and one in the vestibule. The first floor
is reached by a stairozse seven feet in
width. On this floor are a large public
room 57x29, five offices, ante-rooms, &c.
A five feet wile stair, allows the secoud
floor to be reached. This floor will be
‘ecapied by the fraternity itself, and is
lighted from the dome at the top. The
Masonio Hail i3D7x29 feet, and the
Roy#l Apeh Chapter room is 20x30 feet.
On the same floor are two ante-rooms for
the Blae Lodge, two for the Royal Arch

foet, luvatories, &c. .The ceilings are
covered, and are all 15 feet in heigbt.
The ventilation, &c., isexcellent, and
every provision s sen
for the comfort of all concerned, When
fully finished the Masonie Hall block
will be one of the finest in town, and the
architect, Mr, V:c Stewart deserves
great credit for devising so beautiful,
substant al, and comfortable a building.

UPPER WYNDHAM STREET STORES,

One of the finest stone blocks being
evected this year extends from Mr. W.
J. Luttie’s confeotionery establishment to
tha Governmentibuilding. They are all
three stori¢h High and run some eighty-
five feet back. The first one next Mr-
Littie's is that Le'onging to

M. James Maye, which has a frontage,
of 26 fvet. It is three stories high and
has a very commodious basement. The
style of architecture is similar to that ir
the block next to it, and presente a er
fnc appearance. The architect was Mr.
John Hall, and the contraciors were :-

The
addition is two stories in height and 54
feet long by 26 feet wide, and greatly
increases the accommodation of the
Amorican Hotel.

DR. ORTON'S CRITICS,

In pursuance of its avowed policy of
“pitching into” Dr. Orton on every
possible occasion, the Fergus organ of
the Government, in recently relerring
to the shipment of sheep to Britain by
Mr. Black, attempted to show that the
Doctor should have provided a market
for Canadian sheep, through the me-
dium of his Committee on the Agri-
cultural Interests. It was intended to
reply editorially in these columns to
the ridiculous - contention, but as Dr.
Orton lias favored the HERALD with an
advance copy of a letter ‘'he has ad-
dressed to the Record cn the subject,
which deals with it in all its bearings,
it is given in extenso as follows :

T'o the Editor of the News Record.

Sir,— I notice in your issue of to-day,
that while very properly and deservedly
complimenting our spirited townsman
Mr. Black on his enterprise in success-
fully engaging in the exportation of
sheep to Great Britain, you take occa-
sion to drift into your favourite pastime
of attempting to belittle me aud con-
demning ‘my efforts to advance the in-
terests of my constituents and the cause
of agriculture generally. I will ask
you to kindly allow e space for a few
words in defence, which I may say. I
would not do were it a matter simply
personal to myself, but as you are at-
tacking a public question which I, in
common with a vast number of the
people of Canada think of paramount
d uportante to the prospenty of our
ommon country, I shall endeavor to

able and erronous business = th
United States in farm products while
we a people of only four millions,
import, from our. rivals in agricultural
products across |the border, - the
enormous amount of from sixteen to
eighteen million dollars worth of these
very farm .products annually aird at
the same time they, a people of foity
millions, only take from eleven to
twelve million  dollars  worth
of ours annually, leaving
from five to six million dollars of a
balance of trade in agriculturl pro-
ducts against us. With what have we
to pay this immense sum annually ?
Not with manufactured goods, tor
the#f tariff is prohibitory, as lar as we
are concerned, and we are importing
very large quantities of United States
manufactures yearly, and thus giving
employment to the thousands and
thousands of peeple in that eountiy.
Why, every intelligent farmer knows
that this difference has to be paid in
hard cash, which drains our banks of
gold and thus prevents enterprise and
yobs us of our due share of prosperty,
according to the industry and profality
of our people. It is all very well for
‘the Government-to try and hide this
ruinous policy by borrowing money in
Britain at a high rate of interest and
giving it out on deposit without inter-
est to our banks and thus create an
appearance of money in the country,
but the people know they bave got to
pay for that and that the present
Government have been ub]igmll, since
they came into power, to increase the
taxes three million. dollars annually,
and have levied this chielly on tea,
coffee and sugar, every day necessaries,
and which duty does mnot give the
tarmer any indirect return, which is
the case when duties are put on manu-
factures, by 1creasing the capacity of
his home market for a larger bulk and
greater variety of lis farin products,
and thereby enhancing his profits. You
say I am umpatriotic in lending my
small -aid towards removing these
wrongs and in ‘trying to oreate a
larger and a better home market
for our farmere, and that I am trying
te make them discontended and dis-
satistied, Well, all T can say is I am
willing to abide by the decision ot the
farmeis of Canada, as-to whether you,
who are trying to perpetuate these
wrongs, or 1 am the most unpatriotic.
Would it be an injury or a benefit to
the Canadian farmer to put a duty on
Yankee farm products aud ‘take an
amount in proportion to duties collect-
ed off of teas, coffee and sugar, which
we cannot produce in this country {
I do not think it would be difticult for
any farmer to answer. While beliov-
ing that the nearer we can get the con-
sumer to the producer, the more profit-
able it will be to both and to the coun-
try and that our great aim should
steadily be to increase our home market
in Canada for farm products, yet I
am not umuindful, as no Canadian
should be, of the vast beneflts we re-
ceive from the free market Great Britain
affords us, in common with other coun-
tries, which have farm and other pro-
ducts to dispose of. And. if you will
read tha evidence of Mr. Satchel, be-
fore the Agricultural Committee, you
will see that the question of opening
up a market m Dritain for our live
stock was thoroughly gone into and I
think had something to do with direet-
ing the attention of the public to it.
And I may say for myself that for a
long time before any successful venture
was made, [ have frequently inconver-
sation stated that, could it not be done
otherwise, the government should sub-
sidize a line of steamers, built specially
for carrying live stock direct to the
London, Laverpool and Glasgow mar-
etg, and I may algo add that, two years
ago, I urged upon a gentleman of capi-
tal in this village to engage in export-
ing horses and cattle to England, fegl-
ing convinced, from noting the increas-
ing prices oblained there that it would
be profitable.  Yet you would almost
make 1t appear by inuendo that T_am
opposed to onr farmers selling their
surplus in' Britain, whereas there is no
man feels prouder than I do that the
private enterprise of such wen as our
plucky townsman, Mr. Black, and
others 1n Canada, has clearly demon-
strated by their ploneer ventures that
live stock can be profitably exported to
Britain,  All honour to them !

At 'a meeting of the
d on September 25th, 1871, it was
decided to proceed with the erection of
a building and on motion of Mr. Ray-
mond, segonded by Mr. Kenncdy, the
Secretary of the Board, Rev. Mr. Tor-
rance, was instructed to ask the Town
Council to provide $30,000 for that pur-
pose. A by-law providing for the issus
of debentures for this amount was sub-
mitted to a vote of tho ratepayers and
carried, shortly after which considerable
agitation was caused by an opposition
being organized against the erection of
the building on its presentsite, On June
28th, 1873, a petition was presentod to
the Board, signed by Mr. Adam Robert-
son and sixty-two others, asking for a
reconsideration of the Board’s decision
as to the site. About the same time,
tenders for the erection of the building
were advertised for, but on being opened
were found to'he considerably in excess
of the amount proposed to be expended.
The Building Committeereported throu
its chairman Mr. Raymcnd, against any
alterasion of the site, and recommended
a modification of the plans, so that the
¢t of the building might be reduged.
The modification having hvcnmmlc,]:rnv
ders were agnin advertised for, and on
July 28th, 1873, the contracts were lina-
ly awarded. work of excavation
was eommenced the contractor, Mr.
Thomas Dobbie, in .hé autumn of 1873,
and in the following spiing he com-
menced the masonry, which was. pro.
ceeded with very slowly during the
geason, only about a fcurth of the con-
tract being completed during 1874. In
the spring of 1875 a difficulty arose Le-
tween the Board and the contractor for
carpentery work, Mr. James Armsirong,
which was sottled by the balawee of his
contract being transferred to Mussrs.
“Steveds & Son. During 1875 the masonry
was completed and the builag roofed
in. This season . has "been occu-
pied in finishing the  building,
including ‘the completion of the iron
work on the rouf, erection of the belfry,
the fitting in of the heating appartus,the
plastering and other inside work,ivelud-
ing the painting, which is now nearly
completed. It may here be mentioned
that in the autumn of 1875, Mr. Ray-
mond was compelled to resign his posi-
tion as Chairman of ‘the Building Comn-
mittee, in consequence of 11l health, and
was succeeded by Mr. George Murtows
who has oceppied the position ever since.
In the spring of this year the Doard
found that the cost of the Bildipg had
largoly exceedod the antount propesed
to be spent on it and asked for further
funds, a by-law for $20,0600 being sub-

A DESCRIPTION OF THE BUILDING,

which, as before mentioned, was erected
from desigas prepared hy Mr. W. R.
Strickland, now of the firm of Stewart
& Strickland, architects, Toronto: 1t
is built of Guelph stone, the dimensions
being 120 ft. in length and 86 ft. in
width, four storeys in height, covsisting
of basement, ground and st floors and
mansard storey; Oit. 14ft. 13ft. and 12ft.
in height respectively. The centie
portion of the building breaks out from
the line of building 4:t. and is carried up
10 feet higher in the centre than tho
syrrounding parts, which gives relief to
the structure and from the additional
height affords space for a large assembly
ball. The roof f'the Freuch or Man-
satd style,coverefl with purple and green
slite, arranged in appropriate patterns,
and the deck or flat portion of the roof
is covered with tin,, surroundel by a
handsome iron railing. The slopes of
the roof are pierced by dormer windows,
by which the upper rooms are lighted,
anl by which the plain surface is reliev-
ed, d'he roof is finighed to tho wall line
by# handsome moulded cornice, covered
with’ galvanizzd ivon. “The gutters in
therame are lined witlhi the same mater-
ial,also the down pipes to conduct thie
water from the roof to the drains. The
mabarial used for the walls of the build-
ingis Guelph stone, the body of the
building being built in broken coursed
worll;noatly pointed ; the corners and
opepings, also the cornice, frieze course,

“out sre deadened by mortar laid_in, hegl
tween the joists under the floorid X
to prevent, as mueh as possible Ltho
sound from passing from one rgond®or
one floor, to the other. The grpunds
around the building are somewbakip an
unflnished state, owing to tlwu‘ﬁgniring
a great deal of cutt.ng end filhng to
bring them to a uniform grade, entail-
ing a very considerable -gutley. The
building also is at present *sultk con-
siderably below the gradé of Dublin
strecet, which renders the approaches
from that side almost impracticable, and
in winter weather, when the ground is
covered with snow and ice, almost alto-
gether so.  Profiles have been prepared
and steps are being taken to remove this
objectionable feature as rapidly as pos-
sible. The total cost of the building,
when complete, including steam heating,
furniture, &ec., will be about $45,000.

! The expenditure bas,
it is true, licen very large, and in some
particulars undoubtedly extravagant
and unwarranted, but for this neither
Mr. Peterson nor Judge Macdovald are
respongible.  Those who have not
already inspected the building should
certainly do o, when they cavnot avoid
cowing to the comclusion that Guelph
pessesses the finest central :chool in the
Dominion. It is expected that the
building will be ready for occupation in
about a month.
’ NEW WELLIKGTON HOTEL
At a meeting held on Apr]l 8th,
$20,000 stock was =ulseribed to build a
pew hotel in Mr. Mazsie’s salt yard, and
plans and specitications were ordered to
bo procured. On April 13th Mr. Me-
Lagan consented to the proposal that
the new hotel ba called ** Wellingtou
Hotel,”-as-the-demotition «f-the old one
would leave no institution in town bear-
ing ths proud name of Wellington. The
20th of APliI saw the securing of the
site on \Woolwich street, where the
stable now stands, and the property
which formerly stood on it removed.
Mr. D. A. Mackintosh, of Mount Forest,
had the excavation fimished by June 1st,
and the building was then pioceeded
with. The style of the building is Ve-
netian, and the frontages on Wyndbam
aud Weolwich streets are 110 and 160
feet respectively, and now that the roof
is on it presents a very imposing ap-
pearance. The ho'el 18 three stories
high, with a basement and Munsard
roof fitted up with dormer windows, A
tower 70 feet high will be carried ,up on
the corper at ‘the gore of the streets,
which will be surrounded by an iron
railing, as will also the entire roof. Be-
zinning with the bagsement, which con-
tuins a barber shop, cellars,
rovis, washing and ironinf rooms, lar-
ders, pantries and bath rocms, the visit-
or ascends to the ground floor. The
principal en rance to it is situated at the
corner, uud it containg a vestibule, read-
ing ronm, ollice, cloak room, bar room
31x20 feer, dining room 30x40 feet, kit-
chen, In addition to these there
are fontstores fronting on Wyndham
street which ‘witl have plate glass fronts.”|
On the tivst {loor over the vestibule is a
three-corncred drawing room, equal in
area to 31 feet square; two parlors, 16
bed-rcoms and several small sittir
rooms. Ihe second flyor will contain
bed ‘rooms, gitting rooms, olosets, &c.
On the third fi .or, or Mansard one, will
be 24 bed rooms, and a sitting room in
the tower, making onthe three floors 63
bed rdoms, with all the sitting roows,
parlors and other appointmentsa uneces-
sary to wake a first-class hotel.

The middle one is bufifon some-
what of a unique principle, being three
stories high to the centre of the store,
when 2 sort of recess is made, making it
two storizs, with the light shining in at
back windows. A very beautiful arcade
‘g intended to run round the second
story, which will be made easy of aceess
by having a magnificent staircase, The
store will be finished in the first style,
and will be very beautiful and conven-
ient. ~ A Mansard roof, haviag dormer
windows, erowns the two stores, and the
outside appearaice is all that could be
desired. ,The vault of the Federal
Bank will be situated at the rear north
corner of the building, and will be bur.
glar and fireproof., A stairway is being
built, so that access may be had to the
upper stories without going through the
Bauk. ‘I mansard roof in front wilt
be surmounted by a very preity semi-
dome having a window of an elaborate
ornameutation. The maneard is a re-
turned one, running clear around the
south side of the erection, -and i% bears
promise of beiug pretty enough to take
off the raw look which would' otherwise
be presented by the lowness of the
Government  buildings. A' feature
in  the three bmildings will be
that bulls eye windows will be used over
the openings on the sidewalk, give
light to the basement, iostead of iron
grates.

GUELPH GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS,

Situated on oxe of the beat sites in
town, avd commanding a view to the
south or retail business portion of it,
these buildings wight have been made a
most imposiug structure. As it is, the
former utterances of the HERALD in re-
gard to them are likely to be too true,
as they will, when finished, present a
very tquatty appearance beside such
buildings as were described in yester-
day’s issue: ‘The Federal Bank will
tower to a cousiderable height above
them, and no unbiaseed person will as-
sert that their appearance would uot
have been greatly euharced if another
story had been added to their height.
The site chosen by tho Government at
the recommendation, of the Towfi Coun-
cil in April last, on St. George's Square,
vives a frontage on three streets, viz.i—
The Square, Wyndbam and Douglas
streets, The Wyndham street frontage
is 87 feet O iuehes, the St. George’s
&quare frontage 60 feet, and the front
ago on Douglas is 40 feet. On the north
side, next to the Federal Bank, the
buildings will be 73 feet wide. The
masons have now got up to the top of
the rs and windows of the ground
floor,. and are rapidly purhing forward
the work. The building s to be two
stories high, _and the height from the
pavement te the top‘of the railing on the
Mansard roof is 43 feet. Three sides of

acing St, George's Square will be
surmounted by a haudsome dormer win-
dow, underneath which, and standing

it will form an important {esture in the
new alterations. 1t is 21x18 feet, and
ot a proportionate height. The sides
are relieved by oplumns, and the ceiling
is an eliptical groined arch. The plaster-
ing is pannelled off, and the frescoing is
being proceeded with in beautifully mild
tints. As a whole 1t will be one of the
prettiest and most convenient organ lofts
in the Province. ln the body of the
chureh the old wooden posts bave been
removed, and modern iron pillars sub-
stituted. ‘The oeiling of the main build
ing and the walls are also being freseoed,
the wood work re-varnished, aud the
seats upholstered. In the basement a
new floor has been laid, and three pow-
erful heating furnaces have been put in.
The whole building has been re-
ventilated, and the trustees cosipmplate
erecting new eaves to the body of the
church. The ecarpeting, with the ex-
ception of the rep which was obtained
from Britain, ‘was purchased from the
Elora Carpet Faetory, and is a very
pretty pattern. Altogethor the improve-
ments aro ench as will give better venti-
lation, better heat, better acooustic pro-
perties, a core beautiful appesrance, and
wake the chureh more comforsable than
# was before, and the whole work re-
flects the highest oredit.on all concerned.
The contraeters were :— Masonry, Pear-
son & Son ; carpentering, Daniels &
Buchan; tinghithing and galyamsged iron
work, GgeZ Howard ; pl ring, W,
Day; the\painsing was divided between
J. Garland and Jacomb & Taylor, while
F. Sturdyfdoes the freecoing ; iron ocol-
umuos, Jno. Crowe; furnaees, Laidlaw, of
Hamilton; colored glass, Lewis, of Lon-
don. The total expense will be in the
neighborhood of §11,000.

On Market Place Mr. Wm. Carter has
ereoted an addition to his store house,
53x23 feet, two stories high, and at a
cost of $600.

Mr. Richard Maddook has built a
very commodious gtore, haying stone
walls with a brick front, on Market
Place. It is three stories_high, with a
basement, and is 18x51 feet. Thomas
Dobbie did the stone work, R. Mahoney
the carpentery, and the cost is about

,000.

Mr. Wm. Hearn has built during the
suminer a stone block of three stores on
Quebec street. They are two stories
high, and measure 50x60 feet. Detween
this new block and the one ke built last
yoar adjoining it; is a roadway, arched,
and ten feet wide. The largest building
in the block is to be used as the Guelph
Club House, and the upper part also
allows a large room by reason of extend-
ing over the arched roadway. The cost
of the block was about $3,5000. He has
also erccted on the same street two
brick stores at a cost of $2,000. They
are 30x55 feet, and one story high.

Mr. Theodore Fenwick is building up
by day work the front part of his pre-
perty on Quebec street with brick. The
building is to be three stories in height,
aud is 40x32 feet. The-expense is esti-
matedat $1,000.

Bruce’s Block on. Quebecc street is
composed of two stores, the full size be.
ing 34x42. Cut stone columns in front
support the roof, which is a flat gravel
one. A neat wooden crossing runs
aoross the bnilding above the store
windows, and the keystones of the sec-
ond flat openings have sunken orna-
mentsin them, The heavy wooden cor-
nice with brackets serves to set the
stores ¢ff immensely, and tfor a small
one the block is substantial and hand-
some locking. The contractors were:—

A Trip to tjre@Centennial

To the Editor of the Guelph Herald.

DrAR Sig :—In my last letber I gave
you an account of our trip up to the time
of arrival in Poiladelphia. But do you
think we got our cattle off then ? No,not
un in the afternoon. We were
eurprised to find all the Canadian exhib-
its of horses still there, five days after
the day named for elosing. No doubt
you will want to know why this was the
case. The "Uommissioners saud they
would have to wait on the cattle coming,
80 that.they wmight get the ¢ irs the cattle
came 1n, although they knew. Grand
Trunk cars would not run on that read.
Perhaps it was to make a little money
for the Americans, as they took fees at
the gates akhthe time, and I noticed: by
a city paper that the.receip!s on the last
of the five days were $750. 1 woyld ask
whether the Canadian Commussion got a
share of the pluuder, I might here say
the exhibitors of horses were very 1ue
cignant, and no wonder, Our cattle
were. very much. jaded after being so
long on the cars, and I need not tell any
of our atoek reisers that anyihing hke
perfection_in bLreeding. is not accom-
plished without careful and varied feed-
ing ; but, through our Commissiorer’s
mismanagement, we had the greatest
diffieulty to get feed of any kind, and ib
was not until after we held an inligna-
tion meeting that we got feed the cattle
would eat ; and I will further state that
1t was ovly with the greatest pressure
that we could bring to bear on our in-
competent Cominissioners that we could
get enough of feed of any kind for our
stook. Butlet us see hoyw we compare
in the show ring. InShorthorns there
were quite a number of herds, including
a number from Eagland. .Some of
the animals in this lot were very good.
Among the Amcrican exhibitors 1 might
mention B. B. Groem, of Kentucky ;
Eli Elliott, of Iowa; Mr. Grant, of Kan-
as ; and & number of others. Many of
the animals were of very superior quali
ty and ranking very bigh in"pedigree.
Indeed the Wars of the Roses were not
waged more determinedly than that
between the housés of the Booths and
the Bates, aristoorats of the beef pro-
ducing family. Amongst the Canadian
exhibits “of shorthorns were the herds
of Messrs. Hunter, of Alma; Russell,
of Richmond Hill ; and Telfer, of Pot-
sonby, all men of valor in the prize ring,
as will be seen when the awards are
made known. There was also Wm,
Miller, of Atha, with his beautiful heif-
ers, wearing their golden laurels won in
the Western States. - Mr. Boaks’s two-
year-old bull will also be read about.
The bualls of Messrs, Terryborry
and Gardhouse were splendid animals,
being the largest framed Buils on the
ground. The Durham eattle from Can-
ada would have been hard to beat in
apy country ar vere not beat
at the World's Show.

Miller and others, whose herd carried off
the swoepstake prizes from Shorthorn
herds at two of the largest Fairs in the
West. In Galloways I had nothing to
fight, as although there are quite a num-
ber of herds in different States, they
dare notaface the foe. One gentleman
from Michigan, who entered for the
Centennial, eame over to Canada, when
he thought the camp was weak,but with
what success your reiders already know.
In fat cattle Satchell Bros., of Ottawa,
and Mr. Terryberry, were the only ex-
hibitors from the Dominion, One word
about the Satchell éattle. The steer,
“Lord Dufferin,” isa thorough bred
Short Horn,bred by Messrs. Thomson, of
Whitby, but has been fed by Satchell
Bios for fwo years aud it is admitted by
all that have seen him, that he 1s.one of
the best finished steers, if not-the best,
ever exhibited in Ameriea, and undoubt-
edly will get the highest award although
there were the steers ‘‘General.
