HONORS FOR PEARY.

Washington, Sept. 7.— Commander
Peary will be honored-by a decoration
from the National Geographical So-
ciety.  The decoration probably will be
given Commander Peary if he accepts
the invitation which the society will ex-
tend to him to be a guest of honor,
along, svith Dr. Frederick Cook and
Lieuf. Shackelton, at the society’s an-
nual banquet next December. President
Taft will be invited to present the deco-
rations.

WORLD WAITS FOR DETAILS.

New York, “Sept. 7.—While Command-
er Peary, on board the steamer Roose-
velt, is on his way from Indian Harbor,
Labrador, to Chateau Bay, on the Straits
of Belle Isle, the world waits anxiously
for the details of his successful trip to
the North Pole, of which he gave infor-
mation in brief but stirring messages
yesterday from Indian Harbor, when, he
declared the Stars and Stripes had beea
nailed to the North Pole. Chateau Bay
is the nearest point to Indian Harbor
where Commander Peary can reach a
telegraph line by which to tell to the
world the story of his dash to the Pole.
The Roosevelt was due at Chateau Bay
this afternoon, barring aceidents or Jde-
lay, and Wieli Commander PEATY reachss
there he will probably send confirmation
of his first message and tell for the first
time how he achieved the goal that has
been his ambition for so many years.

The latest word to come across the gap
spanned by the wireless from Indian
farbor to Cape Ray, Newfoundland, was
received to-day by Herbert L, Bridge-
man, of Brooklyn, secretary the
Peary Arctic Club, of this city. In this

between him and Dr. Cook the pele cer-
tainly has been reached. 1t is said that
Peary reached the goal April 6th, 1909,
It will be interesting to know the date
he left his base to go to the polar sea
and his rate of travel northwards, If
Peary’s speed coincides with Cook’s this
fact will go far in the eyes of the world
to cleafr up the question whether such
distances as claimed by Cook can be
covered. The ice conditions around
Peary’s camp in 1908 should approxi-
mute somewhat the conditions observed
by Cook.

James and

IN THE RUSH.

Peter Chalmers Injured at Start
of Road Race.

When the runers in the’ 10-mile

GATHERED IN
'MUCH LIQUOR.

Police Got a Wagon ¢ad Inthe
East End.

One of the smartest raids ever pulled
off by the police was made on Saturday
night, when they swooped down on sev-
eral foreign boarding houses in  the
east end, and on search warrants, confis-
cated 16 three-gallon kegs of beer, 37
bottles of ale and porter, and a quart
of whiskey.

For a long time exoessive drinking
has been going on in places where for-
eigners congregate every week-end, and
violations of the Liquor Act have been
alleged.

Early Saturday evening a dozen con-
stables were called together in No. 3
Police Station, and Sergeant Pinch out-
lined the plan of campaign for the raid.
First, four plain clothes men left for
the scene of action, while eight men in
uniform, under Sergeant Pinch, were
driven down to Sherman avenue north,
in the patrol wagon, via the side streets,

to avoid suspicion.
The places raided were 143, 153, kig
and 4'34 Sherman avenue north, 3
Imperial street, and 238 Gibson avenue.
All were raided at once.

The patrol wagon was pulled up” a
few blocks from Sherman avenue and
when nearing some of the houses that
were raided, sounds of revelry were
heard. Some oconstables were stationed
at the backs of the houses and entrance
was made from the front. In each house,
the police say, people were engaged in
devout worship to Bacchus.

The patrol was then requisitioned to
act as a beer dray, and into it was load-
ed the spoil. .

When it was being taken loud grunts
of dissatisfaction and much guttural Tt-
alian was heard.

License Inspector Sturdy, with four
constables, also raided 371 John street
norph, and seized a quantity of beer
and\ liquor.

Several names were taken at the vari-
ous places, each of which is more or less
unpronounceable, and prosecutions will
likely follow

The week-end carousals in the large
boarding houses for foreigners have oc-
casioned many complaints to the police.

All the confiscated liquor is now under
lock and key in No. 3 Police Station, and
it will probably be consigned to the gut-

BLACK HAND MEN _

- CAUGHT IN A HOLD-UP.

Clever Work by Local Detectives Results in Capture of the
Highwaymen in the Act Negr the Halfway House.

Stolen Money Recovered on One and Revolvers on All---
Shots Were Exchanged in the Pursuit.

One of the most efficient
that the local detectives have ever ac-
complished was effected this morning,
and the men deserve the very highest
praise for so cleverly laying their plang
that resulted in frustrating a most dar-
ing hold-up by three alleged agents of
the Black Hand Society. Ernest Sper-
aniza, 347 MacNab street north, Carmelo
Colombo, 396 Sherman avenue north and
Samuel Wolfe, Niagara Falls. All three
are Italians, and are now in custody.

Some days ago Salvadore Sanzone, 142
James street north, received a letter
with a Buffalo, N. Y., postmark, from
the Black Hand Society, informing him
that he was one of the well-to-do Ital-
ians picked out in this city to pay over
a considerable sum of money. The letter
demanded $1,000. The plad of payment
was to be the Dundas road, and the time
was any morning in the near future that

captures

he should be held up when driving out
to Dundas in the early morning with

his load of fruit, which he takes out
re ‘two or three times a week.

The letter further stated that if he
failed to pay the money when stopped
he and his family would be killed.

Mr. Sanzone naturally was terrified,
and yesterday informed Detective Sayers
of the contents of the letter. The local
eleuths outlined a plan of campaign, of
which they inf Mr. Sanzone, and he
agreed to follow their instructions.

This morning early his fruit wagon
was loaded up, but differently to what
he generally does it, as this \time he
stacked the bananas upright, and over
his load he put a big tarpaulin, but un
derneath there was some human fruit, in
the persons of Detectives Sayers, Coul-
ter and Bleakley, all with loaded revoly-

ers.

All went well till the Half-way House
was reached, between 5 and 6 o’clock.
The sleuths werd feeling cramped and
were ‘longing to stretoh their legs in
the open, but decided to endure the dis-
r-m-n{ort\n in the hope of making a ‘cap:

ture. $And it was a good thing they did,
for just pﬂéhbho Half-way House the
hold-up oceurred.

Three men rushed out on the road and,
under cover of their revolvers, Mr. San-
zone was ordered to dismount and hand
over the $1,000. After much protest he
gave a roll into the hands of Speranza,
which was fake money except two gen-
uine ten dollar bills, which were wrapped
around the outside. Appearing to be
angry while talking with the brigands,
Sanzone caught hold of the corner of the
tarpaulin and threw it to one side, and
gave the pre-arranged signal that meant
he had paid the money over.

Then out from the wagon sprang the
detectives, and a hot chase followed. De-
tective S8ayers caught one; quickly hand
ed him over to Detective Coulter, and
took after another. He caught him;
and also handed him to Coulter, who at
once put the hgndcuffs on them both
and held them. The captures were not
effected without a tussle, and several
shots were fired, as the blackmailers
were heavily armed.

WATER ‘SUPPLY BY
- THURSDAY NEXT.

Mountain: People Will be Served—Beach
Pump Repairs Finished This Afternoon.

The east end mountain top people are
to have a water supply at last. and this
time it is no false alarm. Secretary
James, of the Fire and Water Commit-
‘tee, announced this morning that the
air pressure system for pumping water
to the top of the hill is practically com-
pleted, and the water will be turned on
probably on Thursday, and in any event
before the end of the week. About two-
thirds of the people will benefit by this
and the balance will have a water sup-
ply just as soon as Contractor Webb
completes the sewers.

The work of repairing the broken
shaft at the Beach pumping plant will
be finished this afternoon, and the de-
partment expects to have the 23500000
gallon pump, which has been out of
commission for two weeks, in operation
to-night. Citizens may resume lawn
watering at once.

Besides appointing a committee to con-
fer with the Street Railway Company
about reconstruction and permanent
road work for mext year, the Board of
Works has a big programme of other
important business to comsider to-might.
It is likely that the committee will take
drastic action to prevent encroachments
on street lines, which appears to have
become very common of late. Not only
have verandahs been built on city pro
perty, but in some cases houses have
been built over the street line. C(hair
man Allan says his attention has beem
called to one case where a house is built
nine feet over the street line.

Frank E. Coulter, of Toromto, repre
senting the Single Tax Association of
Toronto, is in the city in connection
with a petition, which will be considered
by the Finance Committee on Thursday.

TO PRESERVE APPLE

A simple and effective way to keep
apples fresh indefinitely is to sulphur
them. Pare and quarter them and place
in a clean market basket. Suspend it
by wire from a stick laid on tnr of a
bottomless barrel. Slip a pan of coals
over which 5 cents’ worth of sulphur is
sprinkled under the barrel and cover the
top closely. Let stand all day; then re
move to jars with as little handling as
possiblé; press down tightly, tie up, and
keep in a dry, cool place. They :\n-l
available for pies, sauce or mincemeat
when wanted. The sulphur kills all mi- !
crobes, bleaches apples beautifully, and |
is harmless. A fine way to preserve
summer apples when they are plentiful
and the winter apples are known to be
scarce in the orchards.

FANXCY BAKED APPLES.

Peel and core medinm sized apples.
Put them in a baking dish and pour half
a cupful of water over them. Set in a
hot oven and when the apples are heat-
ed sprinkle with enough sugar to cool
each and bake until tende Make
syrup of one cupful of water, half a
cupful of sugar, the juice of half a lem-
on and teaspoonful of grated rind: add
two tablespoonfuls of chopped raisins,
two of chopped candied cherries, two “lt
chopped candied pineapple, and two of
chopped almonds. When the sugar is
dissolved set back on the range and let
it cool slowly half an hour. When the
apples are done put in little glass sau-
cers, taking care not to break the ap-
ples. Fill with the cooked sweets and
pour the ‘syrup over them. Serve cold
with whipped cream.

ture; less soap to cleanse, these cloths;

evildoers, bronght to the attention of
lurking moths. i

complished toward the Pole in two days

& over two months took nearly a year to

aceomplish on the return. Captain Peary
started from Etah in August, 1908, and
did not reach the Pole till April 6th of
this year. It would be strange if from
the Esquimaux met with in that time he
did not hear something of Cook, who is
saie to have so greatly impressed the
natives. However, there will be ample

THE LAND TAX CAMPAIGN.

By the courtesy of Mr. Fineh, of Finch
Bros., the Times has been favored with
a copy of the London, Leader's land tax
illustrating'  Lloyd-George’s
great speech at Limehouse, a pamphlet
which is being widely circulated in
Great Britain. The title page is.illus-
trated with a picture representing the
“get-off-the-earth” attitude of the land-
lords toward the people. There are
about a score of cartoons, each giving
point to one of Mr. George's sayings.

THE CHRIST.

Able Sermon by Canon Abbot
In the Cathedral.

On Sunday morning last Reyv. Oanon
Abbbtt preached a very thoughtful ser-
mon from S8t. John vii. 27. It was his;
first Sunday at home after his holidays,
and a large congregation was out to hear
kim. His text was: “Howbeit, we know
this man, whence he is, but when Christ
cometh; no man knoweth whence He is.”

Canon Abbott said that different peo-
ple demand different things of religion.
Some felt that it should be concrete—in
contact with daily life.. The text points
to another class. These men of Galilee
found fault with the Christ because He
was too familiar. The carpenter's son
could not be the outcome of the Mes-
sianic forecast. He said that there is a
geographical illustration of this differ-
ence in point of view, The universe is
divided into two hemispheres, the east-
ern and the western. One half of the
world, the east, is mystical. It hates
to see things c¢learly. The c'l:fnlt of
the tomb is that it is vague, and infefin-
able. The other half of the world, the
west, is practical and matter of fact. The
eternal forees must be measured and
controlled, in so far as they may be of
usc to man. This, the preacher said, is
the division between the Orient and the
Occident. The east seeks ecatatic im-
pulses; the west practical rules for the
government, of life,

Ie said there was a personal truth in
this, an east and a west in each one of
us; that no one is entirely destitute of
either side; that the business man is a
dreamer, and the dreamer business-like;
and that the problem of the individual,
and the coming problem of the world’s
life, is to solve the relation bétween the
two. To get the lion and the lamb not
only to he down, but to act together.
Ali religion and all education must take
account of both these sides of a man’s
uature; otherwise they are partial and

false. Educationally, the classics and lit-
erature, as well as bookkeeping and
nmthematics; work as well as faih.

Feonomy and mysticism are brothers.
In_emphasizing his point the- preacher
said that religion was sublime, and far
away, and religion was intimate and
close at hand. That each truth requires
assertion, that the whole truth is only
veached in a combination of the two—for !
man is domeatic and transcendental—he
deals with time and eternity. He bal-
ances his ledger, and he receives with
Moses the tables of/theé immutable law.
He said that those who eraved simpli-
city and nearness in religion should cater
to the other side of their nature and he
sacramental Christians as well as Gospel
Christians, and that the modern men of
Galilee who looked ever for the myster-
ious in religion should foster the matter
of fact proclivities in their nature, and
Christian. The solution, he asserted, was
mental Christians. Theology should be
practical and life theological; rapture
and works should be handmaids in the
Christian. The soluion, he asserted, was
found in Christ. He is God and man. Ile
is the Word made flesh, He is above our
lot, and in our lot. He is Creator and
friend. He is mystical and human.

Canon Abbott then went on to say
that it was herg that the conflict he
tween Unitarians®and Trinitavians lay.
The Unitarian is a ‘westerner—the Trini-
tariap is an easterner. The former would
make_Christ familiar; the latter would
make Christ intimate, as well as awe-
inspiring.

He then showed how this principle runs
all through our life. It is the reiation
between Sunday and Monday, mysticism

the Mount of Transfiguration—on the
Sabbath, and the level plain, whereé mys
ticism is sanctified, on week days. Un-
less the two were combined there would
be either a Christian caricature or a
dearth of Christianity in the individual.
He said that the®great religion of the
future would €ome about by the length,
and depth, and width, and height of
things—by combination of these element
ary factors in the soul of man.

"[‘w preacher then quoted instances in
the Gospel story in vindication of his
contention, such as Christ feeding the
multitude; Christ walking on the wat-
ers; Christ weary; Christ asleep in the
boat, and then rebuking the winds. The
exhortation at the last to his hearers
was to let Christ appeal to all depart-|
ments of their life; to be satisfied witk
only the richest Jesus; to have Him as
God, and s friend.

The closing words were: “May we 30
live that His nearness does not frighten
us, and the sense of separation is amel-

jorated by the consciousness of His abid- |
ing presence.  Biessed paradox, which |
will eause us to live with Him forever in [
Heaven,” "

FOUND IN SACK.

Detreit Mystery With Woman as
- the Victim.

Experts Say He;_thbs Were Am-
putated Before Death.

Detroit, Mich., Sept. 6.—The headless, arm-
less and legless body of an unidentified wo-
man, enclosed in a coarse coffee sack, was
found In Ecorse Creek, at the city limits
eariv this, morning.

APPOINTMENT.

May be a Year Before London
Bishopric Is Filled.

No official announcement will be made
regarding the vacant bishopric of Lon-
don at the first Canadian Plenary Coun-
cil, which meets in Quebec a week from
Sunday, so the Times is informed on
reliable authority. The general impres-
sion among local Catholics, as a result
of a story sent from Ottawa, was that
‘the appointment had already been made
and would be officially ammounced dur-
ing the session of the council.

One reason
for the delay is the fact that there are
over eighty important vacancies of high
offices throughout the Catholic world
which the Vatican has to consider.

In all the Catholic churches of the
city on Sunday it was announced that
his Holiness had ordered a black fast to
be observed by Catholics all over the
world on Friday next.

It is not expected that his Lordship
Bishop Dowling will attend the council
on account of his health. Rev. Dean
Mahoney, rector of St. Mary’s Cathedral,
and Rev. Dr. Walters, of Moncton, will
be present.
